A scheme for organizing and extending
lay help in the diocese was submitted by
Rev. John ©\Mespie, chatrman pf the
spécial committee appojnted for the pur-
pose, The report on the subject statedp
that the condition of the church in this
country demanded the calling out of all
reserve forces, and a careful organiza-
tion and training for progressive work. To
this end a recommendation was madw,
whldch, after being amended by the Synod,
Teada:
First—That the clergy in their respective
parishes and missions be requested. to
.press thig call to work earnestly upon their
people,. to invite their eo-operatfon, and to
arrange, as far as the help obtainable will
permit, for the establishment of additionad
services, cottnge meetings, Bible readings,
{nstruction classes, and Sunday schools.
Secondly —That an assovi@tion be formed
to be known ag the “Lay Helpers’ Asso-
clation of the Diocese of Toronto.”
{a) Thig association shall consist of all
laymen who have been approved by the
committee,
(b) The objects of the association shall
be to orgahize and direct the efforts of
laymen who are willing to take part in
church Work in the diocese, and to develop
lay co-operation generally.
{¢) All nominations for membership shall
be submitted to'the Committee of Manage-
ment, and on béng approved by the
committee shall be enrolied as members on
subscribing to the rules and paying the
prescribed fee.
The assoclation Is to be managed by &
committee consisting of three members, “0-
gether with the president (bishop), chair-
man and secretary-treasurer, and its duties
shall be to determine:
First—What qualifications of education
aptitude and devotional habit sghall be rve-
quired of all whom the bishop may
license.
Secondly—To enter into communication
with the Jocal clergy thru their rural
deans, to ascertain where new stations, or
any of the services mentioned above may
be inaugurated, and what outside help they
will _need for effectively carrying on the
same,
Thirdly—To supply and direct such help
to the utmost of their ability.
A Provineial Synod.

report of the committee appointed at the

CANNOT VOTE FOR THEMSELVES.

Members of Parlinment Interested
in Charters Mmst Not Vote on
Those Charters,
From The Monetary Times.
‘“Ihe three directors of a projected rall-
way, who, the other day, voted on a ques:
tion in which the company was nterested,
excused themselves on the alleged ground
that they had no interest’ in the project,
were less audacious than other members,
who, without excuses or compunetion, vote
themselves, Desides valuable tranchises,
bonuses out of the public treasury. 1t
is time the rules of Parliament ceased to
sanction such unseemly transactions. Men
who make the laws should not amake laws
to put money into their own pockets, by
way of special privilege. There is quite as
much reason why they should not do so.

which they personally are interested. 'I'he
late Chief Justice Robinson set an example

a light to guide the path of every jundge,
for all time. As a director of the Welland
Canal, when it was in the hands of a vom-
pany,he had subscribed for stock which he
held at the time of his appointment to the
Chief Justiceship. In a letter to Mr. Mer-
ritt, in 1841, he said : ‘As to my own
trifiing amount of stock, 1 should always
have been disposed to part with it at par
from the time of my becoming judge, Le-
cause every now and then gomething was
coming up in the court in which 1 presid-
ed, and in which the company was more
or less concerned, altho the interest was
too minute to be talked of.

Lord George Hamilton Answered Sev-
eral Questions in the British
Commons.

CHOLERA AND SMALLPOX ADDED

Made Palliation 6! the Distress
Next to. Impossible, But There is
Some Improvement,

London, June 15.—Replying to a series
of guestions in. the House of Commons to-
day, the Secretary of State for India, Lord
George Hamliton, said the conditions re-
ported by Mr. Louis Kiopsch anql some
other reports of a similar character, only
applied to a limited number of distrlcts,
where cholera and smallpox had attacked
the famine ‘camps, thus forming'a combina-
tl?n.whlch for the moment baffles pallia-
tfon. Expenditure of money, he. added,
could not mend the state of affairs due to
cholera, causing the people to abaudon the
camps and disperse in all directions. The
famine had already lasted seven months,
and it was Impossible at present to form
even ah approxihiaté'€stimate of the total
pumber of deaths directly or indirectly due
to the scourges. Where famine was ag-
gravated by : cholera - the mortality was
very heavy.

In other large districts where the famine
was equally sevédPe! bt was not associated
with other scourges, the efforts of the
Government had been 8o ‘successful that
the death rate was hardly above the nor-
mal. The total of reported plague deaths
from 1806, when the epidemlic began, to
last April, was 308,685, or about one per
annum to every 3000 Inhabitanfs. At the
present moment the mortality in Bombay
was lower than at any period during the
last three years, and there seemed no rea-
egon to apprehend that an Imperia] grant
would be necessary.
