This party was forced to return,after
getting mear the doore betweem Nos, 5 and
6, to escape from encountering the” after
damp, which traveled so quickiyy that ali

Meanwhile, at No. 6, attempts were being
made to reach the bottom, but the cage
was only able to reach about two-thirds
down, and at present volunteers are stralu-
ing every muscle to clear the obstruction
in that shaft, and to reach the unfortunates
entombed.

'.l(ontrul, Feb. 15.—~(8pecial.)—The follow-
ing are the terms of the Canadian Pacific
Railway’s offer to Premier Roblin, who ap-
pears to have favored them, but was over-
ruled in caucus by his party:

The company will agree to build 2 line},

from a point near Brandon, on the Great
Northwest Central Rallway, northwesterly,
thru the municipalities of Daly and Wood-
worth, for a distance or avout 34 miles

during the current year; also a line from
Carmen eastward 16 miles towards Os-
borne.

The company will lease for 999 years from
the Government the Northern Pacific lines
in Manitoba, including equipment and ter-
minals, paying therefor an annual rentaj
of $220,000 for the first ten years, $245,000
for the second ten years and $300,000 there.
after. ;

In consideration of the province placing
the company in the same position that the
Canadian Northern now occuples, with re-
ference to taxation and an undertaking
on the part of the Provinclal Government
that for a period of ten years the Govern-
ment will not grant aid towards the con-
struction of any railways within the pro-
vinee, south of a line drawn. easterly be-
tween the western boundary of the province
as it now exists, or may hereafter exist,
thru Binscarth to the eastern boundary of
the province, tor any railway Hine between
any point in the province and a port on
Lake Superior; the company will make the
following specific reductions In its rates:

Experiments conducted by the
Ontario Government, under the able super-
vision of A. B. Shuttleworth of the Ontario
Agricultural College dt Welland, Newcastie
and Aylmer last season, as we'l as experi-
ments at Wiarton, Dunnville and other
points, in this and former years, prove
beyond a doubt that the soil and climate
of g very large portion of Ontario are ad-
mirably adapted to the successful culglva-
tion of the sugar beet of a high percentage
of sugar of great purity, and a yield per
acre equal to if not greater than any other
sugar-producing country in the world. ' No
crop now raised in this country can com-
pare with that of the sugar beet in profit
to the farmer. The Ontarfo Government
tests this year have confirmed this state-
ment, and prove that returns of $60 per
acre will not be above an ayerage, while
from $100 to $120 per acre Is not uncom-
mon, figuring the beets at only $t per ton,
which is from 50c to $1 per ton less than
the farmers of the United States received
from the factorles last year. A c¢rop of
sugar beets properly cultivated leaves the
land in such am improved condition that
other crops ralsed on the fame .And are
greatly benefited for several years after,
Mr. N. B. Gash of Toronto confined his
remarks to showing that the beet 1s most
successfully cuitivated im Canada.

of the Dominion Iron and

Steel Company Gives a Masterly Survey
of the Situation. :

“ canada Alone at This Moment Does Not Realize How Splen-
did an Opportunity is Within Her Control,” But *“ Her
Position is Conceded by Every Expert.”

A well-attended meeting of prominent
members of the Canadian Manufacturers’,
Association and other leading cit'zens was
held in the rotunda of the Board of Trade
Building last night. The gathering was
called by tbe assoclation to hear a lecture
by Mr. A. J. Moxham, General Manager
of the Dominion Iton and Steel Co., 8yd-
pey, C.B.,.on “The Near Future of Steel In
Canada.,” He was accompanied by Mr.
Whitney, president of the company. The
addresses were listened to with the closest
attention, and aroused considerable entbu-
siasm. Those present included: Hou. George
A. Cox, John Bertram, Blias Rogers, J. O.
Thorne, Dr. Hilis, John Waldie, William

Houston, Dr. Coleman, R. J. Fleming, By
W. Gibson, Dr. Rosebrugh, W. A. Charl-
ton, M.L.A., Thomas Gibson, Clark, Miller;
Wood, Gunther and many others equally re-
presentative.

Mr. P. W. Ellis was chairman. Il intro-
ducing the speakers of the evening he
brietiy referred to the industry that they
would deal with., It was an industry the
1aportance of which could hardly be com-
prehended. It was' being closely watched
by the two gentlemen present, and people
in Western Canada were feeling the resaits
of the activity that was going on in Syd-
ney. The value obtained from fron, Mr.
Ltis went on, could mot bé overestimated.
One was apt to overlook this in favor of the
precious metals, but it should be remsm-
bered that in the United States last year
pig iron doubled in value that of prezious
metals, Imagine, then, he added, what a
wonderful future was before the steel in-
dustry of Canada, when it Is remembered
nhow valuable the product is.

Mr. ‘Kllis touched briefly on ihe trans-
portation problem in so far as it affected
the subject before them, On the Great Lakes
he said, about sixteen million tons of jron
ore was carried, He also brietly touched
on the shipping in general.

Mr. Moxham’s Leeture.

Mr. Moxham, on being introduced, sald:

Reduced to its final analysis steel is a
product resulting ‘from the application of
man’s labor to three raw materials, viz.,
ore, coal and limestone.

These three ingredients, by means of a
blast furnace are converted into pig meta’,
and this in turn by means of the open
hearth furnace into steel,

Sciemca to-day has acquired such con-
trol of the process that within wide limits
it is capable of dealing with almost every
quality of pig metal, The gquestion of the
percentage of phoephorus, silica, sulphur
and other ingredients in the pig is to-day
of far more importance in the lignt of the
cost eheet than it is as any matter of ne-
cessity so far as the subsequent open
hearth practice is concerned. The day of
trade secrets has gone by, and the treat-
ment from the same quality of pig metal
down to the finished steel is largely iden-
tical In all the different plants.

Cost of Pig Metal.

it is, therefore, @ fact, broadly speaking,
that the cost of the finished steel varies
with that of the pig metal, and we newd
deai with this alone. Dividing the cost of
pig metal between material and labor, the
former is the variable, the latter the con-
stant. It is true that between every 1n-
dividual plant and Detween every district
there are some differences in the matter of
iabor, but it is also true that there need
not be, that it is within the control of
man's volition and can be eliminated 1f
deemed economically desirable.

In fact, they existey one on
top of the other, ready placed in proper
proportions, and always in a hill of the pro-
per height, provided with a nice 'evel vai-
ley ‘just fitted In size and location for a
modern blast furnace—all that was nexded
was for the hill to topple down into the
mouth of the furnace awaiting it below.
We will all of us hear of tliese favored lo-
calities again. When they are brought to
you and you are asked to belleve in them
rewember Punch’s good advice and ‘‘don’t.”
: Varieties of Ores. 3
You will ask me about the Black Band
districts of Scotland and of Central Ken-
tucky and the iron district of Birming-
ham, Ala. You will ask me whather ore
and coal do not lie together in Nova Scotia
and in Pennsylvania, and I have to answer
Yes, they do, and in many other places 1
could add to the list. Now, as I cannot
afford to have you lose faith in me at the
very beginning of our talk let me explain.
There is ore and ore. There are beds of
very poor ore, carrying only from 10 per
cent. to 20 per cent, of iron—which iy the
thing we want—and carrying enough silica
to give us a respectable sand ‘beach all
rcund Nova Scotia, and this is the thing
we don’t want. These beds are generally
of indisputable extent, and they also geli»
erally lie quite glose.to coal. There are
also good ores ecarrying. from 50 per cent.
to even 65 pey cent. of iron with little or
no silica, and low in phosphorus and sul-
phur, but these:we find in Spain, Lake Su-
perior or Ontario,and they do not lie
close¢ to the coal. Or if' we do find them
close to the coal, as in the Guysborough
district of Nova Scotia, we find them pock-
ety and the beds of small extent. There
is also coal and coal. There is coal like
th_nt of Central Kentucky and Illinois that
will not coke well and is high in sulph.r
qnd ash,and there are coals like the Durham
ficld of England the Connelsville of Penun-
sylvania, that are the standards of excel-
lence for steel making. And to these will
be added before two years go by as anm
equally good standard for steel making the
coal of Cape Breton. The poorer coals
of Kentucky are near very good ores; the
good coals of Durham are near the low
grade ores of the Middlesboro’. distiict.

Best Are Farthest Apart.

It seems a law that the best of both are
the farthest apart. Perhaps the district in
which the three materials are more nearly
grouped together is that of Birmingham,
Ala. © At the first start the ore and lim~-
stone were actually taken out of the same
hill and the coal was obtained within a
distance of from six to ten miles. Bnt
there, again, it was soon found that a lit-
tle farther off the ore was higher in iron
and in another direction was a coal that
gave a better coke, until to-day the freight
| cost of assembling Is a tangible part of the
!cost of pig iron. ' Nevertheless, the dis-
| tances are not great, but to affect this nei-
ithor is the percentage of iron in the ore.
{The whole district will perhaps not aver-
|age over 40 per cent. ore. In the Middles-
| bero’ district in England, which: 1s close
!to the *Durham coal flelds, the native ore

So when these mat-
ters are brought to your notice do not con-
demn a steel venture because the raw ma-
tcrials are not grouped together and do not
put all of your money into one which has
everything inside the miil fence.

The Permissible Cost.

Our next step is the Inquiry, ‘“What
fs the permissible cost of these. mater-
ials?”’ The answer Is short. The cre
and the limestone delivered on cars or
pboat (as the case may be) at the mine
must be ‘cheap as dirt,” and the coal
must not be far from the same,. This is
to be taken {iterally, not figuratively.

l Cheapest Steel Centres To-Day.

The cheapest steel centres of the world
{ to-day are the following : In Engiand the
Middlesboro’ district, in Germany the Lux-
emburg distmict, in the United States the
Central West and Alabama districts. Of
these districts the one which overshado vs
the others is that of the Central West, of
which Pittsburg costs may be taken as the
exponent. We will base our comparisoa on
this, and o doing will be en sate ground.
So, what is the freight cost of assembling
tie raw materials in Pittshurz? Please
note we purpose taking actual costs, not
market rates. It must be remembered that
the haul is partly water, partly rail. It is
well to find an equation between the two,
and preferable to do so in terms of the
rail freight. The actual cost of the lake
haul of about 1000 miles is in the neighbor-
hood of 50 cents per ton, or, say, four
one hundredihs of.a cent a mile. The
actual cost of the railroad haul can be
safely taken at four-tenths of a ceut per

From upper to
lower lake port, 1000 miles water freight,
equal to 125 miles railroad fréight. From
lower lake port to works, 155 miles rail-
voad freight.  Making a total ou oue ton of
ore of 360 railrond miles. It takes 1.70
tons of 60 per cent. ore to make a ton of
pig metal. Therefore the latter calls for a
total of 612 railroad ton miles.

Ooal—From Connelsville district to Pltts-
burg, say, 80 railroad miles, Taking the
same quantity of ‘conl; which 1s the amownt
that is used, 1.70 tons, gives 136 railroud
ton miles.

Limestone—From the Tyrome distriet, 130
miles. , Say one-half ton limestone per ion
of pig equals 65 railroad ton miles. Add-
ing these together we have: Ore, 612 ton
wiles; coal, ,136 ton miles; limestone, 65
ton" miles; total, 813 ton miles. At four-
tenths of a cent gives a freight cost of
$3.25 per ton of pig-iron made. Remem-
ber, again, this is freight cost, not the
freight charged.

Canada’s Position.

Now, where does Capada stand in this
comparison as a steel manufacturer? It
you will take a map and draw a line from
British Columbia on the west to St. John's,
Nfid., on the east, that line will run
thru four well-developed beds of ore of
large quantity and of excelient quality, and
all of them capable of being mined as
cheap as dirt. They are related to the coal
as follows :

(1) In British Columbia coal beds in the
American district not far from Seattle are
contiguous with those of the Crow’s Nest
Pass on the Canadian side. An assemblage
of material is here possible !nside of the
standard we have taken.

(2) On the northern shores of Lake
Superior are large and pure beds. Part of
these have found their resting-place in
the hands of our new industrial captain,
Mr. Clergue, My expression Is awkward.
1 doubt whether they will 1est long either
in their own beds or in his hands, This
district is full of promise. It has only to
bring its coal from the Connelsville or
Pittsburg district; a distance of, say, 210
mifes by mall to Lorain or Cleveland. Both
ponts are equipped with modern coal-load-
ing plants. A short water baul equivalent
to, say, 80 miles of rail haul will connect
with the mines. On this basis 1.70 tons
of coall at 200 miles equals 493 miles, which
at four-tenths of a cent per mile gives a
freight cost of $1.97, or $1.28 lower than
the Pittsburg standard.

(3 In the Ontarlo district exlsts vre
of great promive, within reasonable ms-l
tance of the «oal of either the Connels- |
ville or Punxatawny districts. Indcpend-
ently of the local supply is the Canadian
ore to draw from. Thus again the coal
can be assembled within the Pittsburg
margin. It is unfortunate for this distifct
that there exists an imaginary Mne called |
a boundary, the community on either side
of which have listened to that song of the
devil called the tariff. Our own Govern-
ment is to be congratulated, however, in/
that they are not quite as bad as their
neighbors. They do let the coke in free,
while the States do not let the ore in fice.
As a result it is cheaper to assemble and
make the pig on the Canadlan side.

Advantages of Bell Island.

(4) Is Bell Island in Newfoundland? Here
exists the now well-known Wabana ore. |
The economical point of its manufacture |
is at Sydney, directly on the coal beds.
The cost of assembly is as follows:

Coal, nothing. Ore, 402 miles, sea freight.
Owing to the reclatively short distance,
the lake basis will not apply, as bay €ime
in proportion to sea time will be the heavi- |
er. The actual cost will be 40 cents a ton.
Iimestone 15 cents a ton. . We then haye
1.8 tons of 54 per-cent. ore at 40c, Tc;
one-half tem limestone, 7i4c; coal, nothing;’
total, 79%c.

Let me say, whilte passing, that this is

the lowest assemblage cost in the world |
for the tonnage under consideration. As!
agaipst ¢he Pittsburg cost, it represents
a saving of $2.46% per ton. |

I have dealt with only four points as ty- |
pical of what may follow. So far as pre- ‘
sent indications go, other large supplies are |
promised, but why go further?

From extreme West to extreme BEast,
point by point, is Canada favored by every
natural condition, and the amount in sight |
is so greac that it will last many times
our day. We have so far proceeded only |
to the manufacture. What of the market?

The British Columbia district wouid com |
mand the edstern export markets, These
are to-day somewhat limited in tonnage, !
and of a great assortment in kind, and this |
condition would have to be catered to,
In addition to this, a certain zone of con-
tiguous territory which is rapidly growing
up should form a good home market. It
may perhaps be that this opportunity might
“bide a wee’’ withoot loss, but whether it
will or not is doubtful. Already it is thiob-
bing in the hands of the promoters, and
may be mear fulfilment.

Ontario’s Position.

The central district, including Ontario,4
bhas a home market at its feet, and this
means much, Already Canada is entering

on s industrial renaissance, and her bome |

market, now modest, is destined vo grow
by leaps and bounds. Even now the silent
mighty tide of emigration is turning our
way, bringipg in its restless current the
encrgy, pluck and never-tiring persistency
of our American cousins across c¢he way,
bringing the farmer who will call for more
plows, the carriage builder, the wagon fac-
tory, the need of wire fences, in short, the
demand for steel. It Is well to realize
that all the bountiful gifts of this grand
heritage of ours is just now shared by only
5,000,000 people, and to picture what it
will bé& when it comes to its own, in the
matter of mam. The use of steel grows at
an increasing ratio with growth of popu-
lation, and is thus “twice blessed.” Only
a generation ago, the consumption of iron
per capita in the States was 34 pounds
per anpum. Last year it was 150 pounds
per capita per annum,and ¢this on the great-
ly increased population. But. even now
there is a market walting for supply, one
that stretches from the North Pole to the
South, from the East to the West, and it
is one where tariffs do mot go. I mesn
the ocean. The central district can take
her share of this, as represented by the
great lakes. She can put a large part of
her steel into ship plates, boil-
er plates and channels, and her
pig into triple expansion condens-
ing engines, ad so develop her shipbuild-
ing and take her share of a trade even
now knocking at th door. As to the Cape
Breton district, situated on the seaboard,
the whole wide world is her market, all of
it, and in our modesty we do not ask for
more.
Tide Water Advantages,

Aud at this point we must again revert
to our cost comparison. We based this on
the price at Pittsburg. To ‘compete for
the export business, Pittsburg must get
¢o tide-water. She is now 500 miles from
this, and it will cost her $2 ¢o get there.
In dealing with the finished steel, it must
also be remembered that it takes about
1 1-10 tons of pig to make the steel, So,
taking 1 1-10 tons at $3.25, we have $3.57,
to which add $2 freight on steel to sea-
board, and we have $5.57, from’ which de-
duct Syduney's assemblage cost, T9% cents,
and there is left $4.78 as the net advan-
tage in the cost basis. In actual practice
this means more. We should further note
that Sydney’s tide-water will average about
1000 miles nearer to the world’s market
tham that of Pittsburg. In all conserva-
tism it would be safe ‘to call the commer-
cial difference all of $6 per ton. In a
word, Canada’s position as a steel maker
is something more than strong. I is sim-
ply invulnerable,

I will be pardoned for a few more words
on the great promise of the Cape Breton
district. So great is this promise that it
has ceased to be local. Tt has ceased to be
secglonal. it has become international
in its influence. To-day Sydney s
a familiar name to every steelmaker in
England, and before another year rolls
round the leaders in this industry will
have been with us to see for themselves
the new centre. At this moment Sydney

Prophets of Evil Answered,’

As is usual in every new venture, Syd-
ney has bad ber share of the prophets
of evil, We are now in operation, and
are making an excellent quality of pig
metal out of mnothing, except our own
Wabana ore and Dominfon coal, With the
fact of what is. doing, permit e for a
moment to weigh some of the prominent
predictions of likely trouble, if not failure,
Virat, we were told that, altho Cape
DBreton coals had coked at Pverett, the
coke was unfit for blast furnace use,
It would mnot stand the burden. AS
apswer, I would state that the' third day
after our start, it Wwas carrying the full
burden; it has dome so ever since, and
will' continue to do so indefinitely, We
were further told that everyone knew
that the coals were too high in sulphur.
We did not heed much what everyone
knew. We carefully analyzed the coal.
We found it higher than Conaelsville,
but only slightly so, and we further
found that the excess could be economic-
ally washed out, and so erected a washing
plant. ‘The coal-washer not being  ready,
we determined to start ‘without it, and we
did so, makiig our coke out of plain;
every-day, unwashed Cape Breton coal,
Our flux we knew to be unusually pure,
and we felt this was worth something in
controlling the :sulphur, Our second
cast from the furnace put us fin  control
of the sulphur, The fifth cast brought
it down to nineteen one-thousandths of 1
per cent.

In ash, the un-
washed coal gives us a coke with from
61 per cent to per cent. ash, as
against 10% per cent. to 11 per cent, in
the Connelsville; in fixed carbon, from
903 per cent, to 91 per cent, against
g9, per cent, in the Connelsville. So
much for the c¢oal. Now for the ore.
The exposed surface ore gives us an aver-
age of about” 52 per cent,, from, and as
high as 11 per cent, sllica, ~Our friends
sympathized with us having so . much
silica to deal with, 'But the same pure
fiux which controlled the sulphur took a
whack at the .silical The slag is so
thoroly basic that it holds down the siliea,
and we would not object to having even
a little more left in the iron.

account of recent events and rumors.
On Tuesday Mr. Maclean brought to the
attention of the House his plans of state
soctalism to avert the danger of seeimy
the C.P.R. pass under United States con-
trol.

This danger exists, and Mr. Shaughnessy
yesterday declared that United States capl-
talists can acquire the shares of that coin-
psny, which are for sale on the stock ex-
changes of Montreal, London, Paris, Berlin,
ete., and that once having acquired the
stock, they would be able to dircct the
cvurse of the company on whatever lines
they pleased.

1t is estimated that §50,000,000 will buy
all the shares of the C.P.R., and that $30,-
000,000 will buy all those of the Grand
Trunk.

And what is thinty or fifty millions to
capitalists or syndicates who can bring to-
gether $950,000,000, as the Vanderbikt-
Rockefeller-Morgan trust has done?

Moreover, it would not be necessary for
them to buy up the whole of the C.P.R. or
G.T.R. stock in order to control one or the
other company; the majority of the stock
wonld place them in control,

The situation is far from being a desper-
ate one; it is neither dark nor compromis-
ing as depicted by fantastic rumors, But
the present agitation will open the eyes of
those who had refused to seee, and will
eause, those with serious thoughts to glive
eareful attention and efficacious prntection
to our great natural interests.

One may look forward to an interestng
debate in the House, caused by this rail-
way question. »

MR. MACLEAN’S BOGEY-MAN.

Montreal Herald : Mr. - Billy Maclean,
M.P., is to be congratulated upon the howl-
ing success of his effort’ at entertaining the
public with & first-class bogey-man. Very
few ple in Canada know anything about
“Jim” Hill other than that he has a repu-
tation for thinking out great combinations
every lttle while. Down this way we were
quite in love with the gentleman & year or
g0 ago because somebody told a w®bory of
how “‘Jim” HMNl was going to bnild a lot
of steamships which would carry to Mon-
tmeal all the grain of the American west.
We were to get an astounding number of
millions of bushels of American g:ain ™
fill ships at Montreal for no other reason
than that “Jim” Hill had awakened to 2
right sense of the value of the St. Law-
rence canals. Something went wrong with
this scheme apparently, altho we lve in
hope that it will be revived. Only a few
weeks ago the papers were busy with
“Jim” Hill’s name once more. This time
he had been up to some mischief in com-
pany with eastern capitalists and had
played ducks and drakes with the rallway
situation in his district.  More recently
it was announced that “Jim" Hill wanted
to buy some coal out of the Crow’s Nest
Pass, and even thought of sending up 2
spur Hoe to get it. And now he s going
to buy the Canadian Pacific out of one
pocket and the Grand Trunk ont of the
other. It is rather a pity so much work
has been crowded upon the poor man all
at onece, for it is hard to see what else
there is left for him to~do after he gets
thru with all these undertakings.
However, it is quite true, as Mr. Shaugh-
nessy says, that American capitalists could
buy up the Canadian Pacific if they want-
ed to pay the price, and the purchas: of
the Grand Trunk would scarcely be a nine
days wonder for the New York and Lon-
don stock exchanges. Money is plentiful
in the States, and if any of the large rail-
way interests were to find that either the
Grand Trunk or Canadian Pacific proper-
ties would be better under their own di-
reetion it would be a relatively easy mat-
ter to buy up stock emough to secure the
controlling Interest. The Southern Pacific,

Would Canada be justi-
fied in protesting against American control
of Canadian raflways on the ground that
it might be used to build up American
commerce? If so, what is to be said of
the operation of the Chicago branch by the
Grand Trunk, or of the operation of the
“Spo’” line by the Canad'an Pacific? 1s
not the object in both cases to get hold
of American freight and bring it to Mont-
real? We squirm when we think of Mani-
toba wheat going to Europe from Fort Wil-
Ham by Buffalo and New York, but we re-
jolce when we capture American grain for
export by Montreal. Mr. R. Wilson-Smith
geems to think that if the Americans got
hold of the Grand Trunk and the C.P.R.
they would starve the Canadian roads,
and do all the business on the others.
It is enough to remark that American rail-
way combinations have not worked out
that way as yet, and that if Sir William
Van Horne, Mr. Shaughnessy and Mr.
Hays are fair samples of American railway
managers it is not likely to work ont that
way at any time. It is not to be argued
that the application of American capital
to Canadian industries will be without" its
influence of one kind and another. But
as the broad effect is likely to be the Im-
provement of Canadian economic condi-
ticns there should be little occasion for
waorry. In every province of the Dominion
American energy and American capital are
coming in and assisting in the develop-
ment of Canada, and yet it can hardly be
snid that what we delight to deseribe &8s
Canadianism Is anywhere on the wane.

| Those interested in women’s work among
| v wen will have noticed from time to
,‘l‘nn- articles that have appeared in the
| daily press, describing the medical work
{that has been carried on in the city of To-
ronto in this connection.

| About two years ago the women prasti-
| tioners of medicine in Toronto openad a
i bispensary for Womea, where they might
| be attended by physicians of their owa sex.
| This dispensary was first situated on Sack-
{viile-street, where the Mission Union very
.k:udly placed their bullding at the dis-
| posal of the committee in charge. The ex-
i periment, for such it was felt to be, in a
city already over-supplied with dispensary
advantages, proved to ‘fill a real want
among women, for 1376 cases applied for
relief in the first twelve months; and so
large was the attendance that the commit-
tea were forced to seek other qugrters at
291 Sumach-street. Here they leased the
ibusement of the college, and fitted up com-
fortable waiting and treatment rooins and
|a complete dispensary. Removal into these
coramodious quarters has resalted in &
largely increased attendance, 4646 during
the second year, and over 7000 during the
third year, while it is rendered as nearly
seli-supporting as possible.

This sentiment
has resulted in the founding of such hospi-
Itals as the New England Hospital for Wo-
men, Boston; the Women's Hospital of
Philadelphia; the Women’'s Hospital of Chi-
cago: the New York Infirmary for Women
and Children; the new Hospital for Women,
Fuston-road, London, England, and many
others. In the city of Melbourne, Australia,
a similar hospital has lately been opened,
largely thru the exartions of a graduate of
the Toronto College, Dr. Stone, for whiech
the funds have been provided by 2 subserip-
tion of one shilling from each woman in
the colony of Victoria.

These hospitals have been uniformly suc-
cosgful beyond the most sanguine expe>ta-
tiors. The most difficult surgical operai-
tions and the most modern forms of treat-
ment are alike carrled out successfolly by
the women physicians and surgeons In
cherge.

lars, and the bed so endowed may be named
by the donor if desired.
