.fhe Standard today calls upon Hon.

ments. This is the lesson of history

! been thus saluted. Paul Dresser is dead
|these many years, and has very name
| might be forgotten except because of the
{ fame of his brother Theodore, who spells
it Dreiser, and who is hailed by certain
critics as one of the greatest of American
novelists. Admirers of the family
would not be satisfied if we said that as
a song writer Paul was of equal merit
with Theodore as a novelist. It would
be doing an injustice to the younger
brother, but it is a fact that twenty-five

.| years ago Theodore had not been heard

{of while Paul was famous. He wrote
‘“On the Banks of the Wabash” and
brother Theo. has written nothing that
has sold so well, Theo. has had the ad-
vantage of being banned by the censors
in one instance, a feat that Paul would
have blushed at. Theo. has more brains
than Paul had. Paul had more heart.
Averaging them up, they were a remark-
able pair of brothers to be produced, al-
most withont education, from a com-
monplace family.

: A State Song.

| ' Paul Dresser had another hanor con-
ferred upon him some years ago, when
the State of Indiana adopted “On the
Banks of the Wabash” as the official state
song. It may be sung nowadays in In-
diana, but it has lost its general popu-
larity. Twenty-five or thirty years ago
;it had a tremendous popularity, quite
| equal, one would think, to that of “Dar-
danella,” with which the present gen-
eration is all too familiar. In 1895 when
Paul Dresser was a sort of demi-god on
Broadway, it was considered 'fitting for,
the author of a song to produce both the
words and the music. Since Paul ‘was a|
tremendous bulk of a man, he did not
shrink from the task, and the songs that;
brought him fame and fortune were his
unaided work. Just on one occasfon did
he seek outside assistance. He suggested
to his younger brother that he provide
some words for a melody that was run-
ning through his brain. Theodore com-,
plied, and later on discovered that the
masterpiece was “On - the Banks of the
Wabash.” This collaboration does not
seem to have greatly improved the lit-
erary quality of the song. To- make
poetry out of a word like .“Wabash”
could only have been achieved by one
who perceived the beauty of such a word
as “Oshkosh.”

Poetic Phrases.

Nevertheless, the song had a tremen-
dous success. As critics might say—as
indeed they too often say—there was
nothing “strikingly ~ original” about
either the words or the musie, but since!
there is rarely anything strikingly orig-
inal about anything, the lack of it in
thts instance provided no handicap. The
song, as we recall it, was a sort of musi-:
cal moan emitteds by one who used to
live along the Wabash and at the mo-
ment of striking the lyre was elsewhere.
The words “far away” played a part in
making the song. These words are es-
sentially poetical. Chesterton said that
the finest line in English poetry is “Over
the hills and far away,” and the phrase
“Long ago and far away,” it seems to-
us, is of the very essence of lyricfsm.
But people who have aever heard of the
Wabash, but yet were far from home,
felt that somehow it musically expressed
their thoughts, that they would like to
have back again their good job~at the
livery stable and thelr Satiirday night
baths. So they sang and hummed the
sone and helped to roll up the thousands
of dollars royalty for Paul Dresser. i

The Broadway Minstrel.

Paul Dresser, as we gather from an
admirable account of him written by
Theodore, ran away from home when a
vouth and attached himself to a circus.
He had an ear for music and became a
minstrel singer. He drifted into the
writing of songs, which appears not to
be a difficult thing to drift into, but it
is to be admitted that among the drift-
ers only about three in a thousand are
able to write a song that becomes popu-
lar. Utterable rubbish, as nearly all
these songs are, with their rhyming of
“home” and “alone” and “thine” and
“time” and “bless” and “nest” and “volice”
and “hoist” and “oratorio” and “memo-
iam,” it is much easier to write a failure
than a success, The words, we presume |
are less important than the tune). The
fact that the music may be a debased
plagiarization of some classical phrases|
does not injure the chances of success |
so long as it is sufficiently debased. It;
makes the same sort of appeal, if prop-
erly written, as the novels of Harold Bell
Wright, and the pictures that are used
to spread the gospel of Pear’s Soap.

for Jan Christian Smuts again. His
South African Party has swept the
field in the elections, and once more is
General Hertzog defeated, horse, foot
and artillery. The Uniom of South
Africa wants to remain In the empire.
The rout of the seccesssionists is ¢om-
plete. A great leader was lost to Soath
Africa when General Botha died. Jt
was his character more than his inlel-
lectual attainments lhat commanded the
loyalty of his friends nd thz respect
of his oppents. In his hoazsty and :n-
dependence, perhaps not n the homespun
virtues, General Smuts was very much
like his fellow-campaigner in the Boer
War, but his horizen was broader, Bitha
was a South African; Smuts, for all his
love of the veldt, is a citizen of the

world and a philosopher—ia fact, one of

|the foremost minds of the empire.

The day of the idealist has nct pnssrd’

:with the recession of the war. Jan Smuts
iis often regarded as a practical states-
im&m, but where is there a man truer to
{his ideals or more brave in proclaim-
‘ing them? After his masterly campaign-
ing in South ‘Afriea, which resulted in
the hauling down of the German flag,
he was one of the most conspicious, if
not always influential, figures at ihe
Peace Conference,, a man broad and
catholic, with a shrewd and kindly sense
;of the humanities; yet, for all his sober
'and deliberate judgerhents, an idealist.
With Venizelos he shared the interest of
onlookers. Smuts was one of the big
men of the place and the emergency.
Before the conference met he issucd a
pamphlet.

In this pamphlet he took strong
ground against conscription, .which he
called “the taproot of militarism.” At
the same time, he recognized that States
should have the necessary means “of
self-defense against both internal and
external dangers.” It was evident from
the argument of General Smuts that to
prevent a general. war he would
strengthen the dissuasion of the econo-
mic and financial boyeott by the under-
taking to use force, if necessary. “We

" {want,” he said, “a leage which will: be

real, practical, effective, as a system of
world government”—for the saving of
civilization by preventing war.

the war General Smuts said in an in-
terview that “this war is a great battle
against feudalism and it eould never
be won effectively were not the United
States as one of its participants.

“It is the Armageddon of one of hu-
manity’s greatest struggles.® He added
that “for the first time the New World
actually will ‘redress the balance of the
old’,” a phrase first used by Canning
with regard to the Monroe Doctrine.

Late in 1919 General Smuts sent from

Johannesburg an appeal to the American
people “not to blast the hopes of the
world” by refusing to ratify the Treaty
and give their sanction of the Coven-
ant. He said: “It is in the power of
America to lift the heavy weight of
despair which today is bearing down
upon Christendom. We all pray to her
to do so. We pray her to sign the
great Covenant and complete the work
for humanity which she so unslefishly
set sut in the war to da.”
{ Today this South African idealist and
| practical statesman is stronger with his
people than ever before. . The supreme
test came in the electoral campaign in
twhich every issue affecting his person-
ality and his influence was fought out.
His people—did he not once say that the
old British Empire died in 1914?—are
advocates of the Léague of Nations no
less earnest than he is. It wears well
wherever it has been accepted in spite
of his enemies, who stick at nothing to
was that it would bear much amendment
and regulating, but he believed in it with
all his soul.

‘English Physician Believes
Flesh-Eating a Prolific
Source of Disease—Food,
and the Birth Rate.

London, Feb. 4—(Associated Press
Correspondence)—Dr. Josiah Oldfield,
English physician and author, who be-
lieves that flesh-eating is a prolific source
of disease and one of the worst enecies
of the human race, is of the opinion that
the wastage of life caused by the war
might be speedily repaired by right feed-
ing, ,

Dr. Oldfield is a strong advocate of
the fruitarian diet and has been senior
physician of the Lady Margaret Fruit-
arian Hospital at Bromley.

Writing from Jamaica he says: —

“My observations here confirm my
views that food and fertility go hand in
hand. The commission dealing with the
 grave problem of the steadily falling
| birth rate in Europe has failed to grasp
the fundamental truth which applies to
vegetable and animal and human life
alike—that a right dietary means in-
creased fertility and wrong feeding leads
to increasing sterility.

“If a gardener wants much foliage he
feeds the plant with one food; if he
wants fruit or seed he feeds it quite
differently. So does the stock-feeder
'and breeder. It is a difference in food
only which transmors similar eggs, one
into a drone and another into a queen
bee.

“Whereas before the war in every
Kuropean country the birth rate showed
a steady fall, yet in Sibera, Bulgaria and
Roumania, where the hardy peasants
still lizad sn wua bmsad. duied fraits

Retail Court

Probably the only court of justice of
its kind in the world hoids sessions in
the eighteenth ftloor f Lhe Repuolice
Building in Chicago, kaown locally as
“T'we Little Town on the Corner.”

This building houses 120 stores, deal-
ing in forty-two d.fferent lines, from
shoes to hats and everythinz hetween.
The tenants manage the building and di-
rect all its atiairs, turo.iga tne epublic
Merchants’ Association, an unigue or-
ganization cownposed of the tenants of
this nineteen-story shyscraper.

One of thep roblems confronting the
management was <the fact that in many
instauces shoppers were deterred from
putronuzing the small shops in the build-
ing because of their fear that if pur-
cnases were unsatisfactory, or not in
accordance with the representat.ons made
for tuem, there mignt be difficulty in
getting complaints adjusted. ‘They did
not have tne same sense of security in
making purchases as that enjoyed in
patronizing some of the big department
stores, /

This was the sitluation which resulted
in the estabusument of the court of
justice, or shoppers’ court, and the slo-
gan ‘Shop ' a guarantee” with the pro-
vision that the customer must be satis-
fied, was incorporated in every lease,
the merchant specifically agreeing that
in event of any dispute that could not
be satisfactorily disposed of between
himself and the customer, the matier
must be reierred to the association for
arbitration and, if necessary, a trial of
the case ordered.

Every cusiomer who has a grievance,
or tninks' she has, gets a fair though
speedy trial and, wiule justice is admin-
ister impartially, decisions being based
on the law of “fair play” ratner than

legal techuicalities, the judge is preju- |

diced in favor of the customer from
the start. “I'he customer must be pleas-
ed” is the governing *influence of the
entire proceeding. 2

It has been found, however, that in
nearly every case which has come up
before the court for settlement, where
the customer has been proved in error,
ithew oman has been reasonable and
square enough to admit the injustice of
her claim and ab.de by the decision
based on tne evidence presented.

There is none of the red tape or delay
encountered in. the complaint depart-
,ment of many of the large stores, where
;frequcntly, owing to the rush of busi-

iness, a customer has to enter her ciaim ;

. through inexperienced clerks, whose lack
iof diplomacy often costs the store the
customer’s tuture patronage.

American Toys Now
Dcminate U, S, Market,

So far American toy manufacturers
have retained their grip on the domes-~
tic market. According to wholesalers in
New. York, more than 80 per cent. of
the /toys sold in the United States in
1920 were of American manufacture.

The figures check up evenly, for the
total value on the market here was ap-
proximately $100,000,000, of which Jjust
$80,000,000 was of domestic make.

Of the “opposition,” Japan got the
largest slice of American trade, with
$10,000,000 worth of sales. The Dbest
Germany could do was to sell one-tenth
as much as the American manufacturers,
$8,000,000 worth.  All other countries
combined got $2,000,000 from the United
States for their toys.

Dolfar Bills Make
Excellent Price Tags,

One hundred and twenty-five dollar
bills, pinned on merchandise put in the
display windows, the bills serving as
price tags, helped the Theodore Hansen
Co., of Benson, Mich.. (to sell  $5000
worth of goods in one day.

The novelty of the display, the real
' values offered and the advertising glven
the sales stunt, brought a record-break-
(ing crowd to the store and moved mer-
! chandise as fast as the sales force, great-
'ly augmented, could handle it.

In preparation for the sale Manager
H. M. Nelson sent out 1500 handbills, re-
producing the page advertisement ap-
pearing in the daily newspapers. These
bills went to country customers living
more than tén miles from Benson. The
newspapers and the window display with
lits dollar bills were depended upon to
get the city trade and they did. A spe-
cial policeman was hired to guard the
window containing the money at night.

Nelson employed fourteen extra sales-
persons and three floor men. He also
hired twelve cashboys to speed up sales
'and have change made promptly. The
sale was conducted on a cash basis, but
the store accepted farm produce as cash.

Here are some of the results: In the
millinery department 165 hats lasted
only a short time. They were priced
'at 81 each. Some had been in stock
five years.

In the hosiery
a jam.

at night it was found that 8400 pairs of

hose had been sold.

Shoes went like hot cakes and 350
pairs were disposed of. In the grocery
department 101 boxes of soap were sold.

The sale lasted from 9 o’clock in the
morning until 11 o’clock in the ‘evening
and the total sales were $4015 in cash
and $1009 in farm produce, valued as
cash. Nelson says it is impossible to
estimate the number of persons who
entered the store during the day and
evening, but that it was packed all the
time.

He believes the dollar bills in the
window, which served to impress values
upon the customer’s mind and cause him
to think about the sale, are largely re-
sponsible for the unusual success of the
