The assertion that the prince; and his fam-
ily are leading Carlists is something en-
tirely new and slightly amazing. ' Don
Jaime, the present head of the Carlist line
was born under my uncle’s roof, and from
1875 until 1881 ‘I was in frequent inter-
course with the.late Don Carlos, with his
first - wife, the Royal Duchess of Madrid,

and with their entourage, and I do not,

recall the Pignatellis as being among the
latter. Don Carlos, moreover, was far too

proud of his lineage, as is his son today,

to tolerate the action of any mere Pigna-
telli in appropriating the royal Spanish
name and title of Aragon, which is that

of a kingdom, in lieu of the name of the |

little Sicilian town of Aragona.
Benjamin Duke, who is far too sound
an American business man not’ to-thor

oughly investigate the fiscal, moral and so-

cial standing of any suitor for his daugh-
ter’s hand before giving his sanction to a
marriage, will do well to inquire whether
Don Ludovico bas any actual right to the
designation of ‘“prince” In order to have
any right to bear the title as a Spanish
citizen, he must previously obtain a-pat-
ent to that effect from the royal depart-
ment of heraldry in Madrid, which is
granted only in' the form of a patent bear-
ing ‘the sign manual of the sovereign, in
the event of a claim thereto by right of
primogeniture in_the male’ line, is figm-
ly established; or else he must obtain a
similar document - bearing the signature of
the'King of Italy, from the state depart-
ment known as the Consults Heraldica,
in ‘Rome. "

Without : either of these, he canpot use
the title in either Spain or Italy, the two
countries 'Wwith which his family has:any
associations, while of ' course no other
foreign court would recognize the title,
unless it were guaranteed by the Crown
of Spain or of Italy.

Certain branches of the Pignatellis, but
not all, bave obtained the right:from the
Consulta Heraldica in Rome and there is
no mention of that branch te which Don
Ludovico belongs, as having obtained it.
In that event he would have no right
even to the title of prince.

He is only very moderately well off, for
his father, Don Luigi left little or noth-
ing, while his mother is equally badly off.
She is an Englishwoman named Caven-
dish, a thirtieth cousin (about) of the
Duke of Devonshire. She was born soon
after her mother’s divorce from her fa-
ther, her mother, (a sister of Horace
Rumbold, English. ex-ambassador) then
married Count Gaston La Rochefoucauld,
who owng the pretty villa La Rochefou-
cauld, at Biarritz.

Prince Pignatelli's American friends,
who in writing their letters are particu-
larly careful to crave that their names
and addresses should not be printed, com-
plain that I. have assailed the prince by
“inuendo.” It seems to me . that the
statements I have made are frank and
outspoken enough in all conscience.

There will bé no lack
of candidates, for there are already more
than five quietly or openly in the field.
'With all due regard for the claims of
those who may seek or receive a nomina-

tion, the Citizens’ Committee should take |-

an active interest in the campaign. It
would be too ridiculous if ‘as aresult of
all the labor of the last two years the first
mew council should be made up of five
weak men, or five. who were opposed to
the commission plan., The time is short,
and there is no reason for delay.

THE VALLEY RAILWAY

" The Liberals in the legislature yesterday
endeavored to get inserted into the St.
John Valley. Railway bill a provision that
construction must begin on the Grand
Falls and Rothesay sections in time to en-
gure their completion at an earlier date
than is provided by the government bill.
It was pointed out by the Liberal speak-
ers that the money is available and there
is no sound reason for delay. But the
smendment was voted down, and the peo-
ple of the Grand Falls and Rothesay sec-
tions must await the pleasure of Mr.
Flemming.

The members of the opposition made it
clear that they were not voting to delay
the measure, but to secure equal rights
for all the people along the route of the
new railway. They failed, but they have
the satisfaction of knowing that the gov-
ernment was compelled to adopt the plan
of the Liberals, and provide for a railway
from St. John to Grand Falls, operated as
& part of the Inmtercolonial system. The

people know that it-is'to Dr.: Pugsley, Mr.
Larvell and the Liberals in the
railway between two points on the ‘C P.

One other matter touched upon in the
cable today is that of imperial naval de-
fence. Lord Esher and General French
have been speculating upon the probable
attitude of the Dominions with regard to
the navy. So far as Canada is concerned
they can only speculate, for although
Germany announces a more vigorous naval
and military policy, and there is always the
possibility .of a clash between Britain and
Germany, Mr. Borden sits cheek-by-jowl
with his Nationalist colleagues and makes
mo, sign. Canada, so far as imperial naval
defence is concerned is either a cypher
or a question mark. That is one result
of the defeat of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, the
imperialist of Canada.

HERE'S AN EXAMPLE

The Eastern Townships of Quebec have
caught the new spirit of the east. Twenty-
seven delegates from towns, cities and
villages, and representing thirteen boards
of trade, met in Sherbrooke this week and
organized the Eastern Townihips Associat-
ed Boards of Trade. Here is an example
for the boards of trade in New Brunswick.
The Montreal Witness gives the following
report of the meeting at Sherbrooke:—

“The principal business was the passing
of a resolution appointing a large and in-
fluential delegation to go to Quebec this
week and ask the provincial government
for an annual grant of ten thousand dol-
lars for three years to carry on a public-
ity campaign for the Eastern Townships.
As R. C. Wilkins, president of the Farn-
ham Board 'of Trade, said, the east in
years gone by has sweat blood in order
that railways might be built and the west
opened. In doing so, we neglected the
east and now must do something for our-
selves. Seven delegates were appointed to
go to Quebec, and will be accompanied
by as many members of various boards
as can go. The objects of the new or-
ganization, as outlined in the constitution
adopted, are as follows:—

“To promote commercial, financial, farm-

ing, industrial, mining and co-related in-
terests of the Eastern Townships as a
whole,” *

“Meetings- will be held every quarter,
the next one to be held at Lake Me-
gantic in June. Great enthusiasm was
displayed by all present, and .for over four
hours the delegates discussed ways and
means for carrying on & systematic cam-
paign for advertising this section.’ Their
intention ig to have at least three men in
the old country trying to get desirable set-
tler‘s to'locate here. In all probability an
Eastern Townships office .will be opened
in England, and another _central office
here, ‘where the business part of the cam-
paign will be attended to.”

Brussels, March 23—The little baby that
has come into the home of Princess Clem-
entine and Prince Victor Napoleon lost
just $114,000,000 by being a girl. That the
child is a princess instead of & prince is
a blow to its parents, also to the Bona-
partist party of France.

Had the baby been a boy, money would
have been his galore to fight for the throne
of his country—a fund such as no other
pretender ever accumulated.

Into the baby’s pocket—if the baby -had
been a boy—his royal mother, Princess
Clementine, would have dropped $90,000,-
000, most of which her father, the late
King Leopold of Belgium, made in the
Congo. The Empress Eugenie had prom-
osed to add to this sum her own fortune
of $23,000,000. The little fellow would have
also had finally $1,000,000 which Princess
Mathilda left to Victor’s brother, Prince
Louis Napoleon. - ’

The princess is about forty years of
age. She is the youngest daughter of King
Leopold.

'PROTECTING THE FISHING WATERS

Vigorous steps are to be taken to pro-
tect and develop the fishing in the south-
ern section of the province as the result
of the efforts of the Fish, Forest and
Game Protective Association. A large al
lotment of trout fry for Loch Lomond, the
south branch of .the Oromocto and other
lakes has been promised for the next few
years, and it is expected that special of-
ficers will be appointed to watch these
waters and determine the success of the
experiment:

A modern fish way is to be constructed
at the mouth of the Great Salmon River
and the driving\dams on the East Mus-
quash are to be removed to give trout and
salmon free access to these waters. T
rivers will also be stocked. A special of-
ficer is to watch Lake Utopia this spring
to prevent wholesale catching of trout by
set lines. Attention will be paid to the
Kennebeccasis to prevent sawdust being
dumped into the river.

The largest tribe of Indians in the Un-
ited States today is the Navajo tribe.

Hon. Dr. Pugsley offéered an amendment
which would cut out’the two new associa-
tions. It was lost on & party division and
the bill was put through.

Today the senators applled the pruning
hook to the government’s roads 'aid bill
The government stated that it proposed
to make an equal distribution of roud &l
Jowance fund to all of the provinces, but
in the commons would not put this into
the bill. The senate yesterday, on the
motion of Hon. Mr. Power, did ‘t for
them. It went further than that and
struck out the provision that the minieter
of ra)lwayu could go in for road buwlding
himself in any province which gave him
permlslxon to put scrapers to work.

The majority in the eenate took the
view that the money for roads should ke
given to the provinces and spent by them
and not by a minister of the federal gov-
ernment. In view of these amendments
it is possible that the government .nay
drop the bill.

Ottawa, aMrch 22—The Grand Trunk
railway must reinstate all men who went
on strike in 1900, and: who were not guilty
of 'violations of the law, before the bill
now before parliament increaging the com-
pany’s financial powers goes through. This
was decided today when the bill passed the
railway committee on this understanding.

first saw the light of day.

The career of Bir George Etienne Cartier ||

covering twenty-eight years from 1844, to
1872 was replete with brilliant actions ac-
complished in the parliamentary arena.
Loyal and chivalrous in everything ke un-
dertook, Cartier is one of the greatest
figures of Canadian history,

It is therefore most fitting that the cen-
tenary of this great patriot’s birth should
be .celebrated in a manner worthy not
only of his illustrious memory, but also
of the people of Canada whom he so faith.
fully -served. For this reason it has been
decided to erect in the city of Montreal
a memonal which will not only perpetuate
the. memory of Sir George Ktienne Car-
tier, but ‘will also nymbolxze the greatest
achievement of his times, in which he
played such a conspicuous part—the Can-
adisp  Confederation. A national conven-
tion, in which all the elemexy.u of our
population, irrespective of race or creed
will be represented, will be a feature of
the celebration, This will be in keeping
with ‘the policy of Sir'George Etienne
Cartier, who was the consistent champion
of a united Canada., -

Legislator, founder of constitutions, law-
yer, xmlxury man, and advocate of union,
Cartier in his single person accomplished
the work of many men and died at the
comparatively early sge of  fifty-nine;
weighéd "down by his enolfm\u public
duties, after having given the best years
of ‘his life ‘to the service of his country

Speaking of that great stateman’s work
in connection with Confederation, Sir John
A. Macdonald declared that Cartier was
a8 bold as a lion, and that but for him
Confederation could not have been car-
ried, while Sir Charles Tupper has de-
clared that without Cartier, there could
have been no Confederation, and that
therefore Canada owes him a debt that
can mever be repaxd Cartier was in-
strumental in having the charter of Con-
federation arranged so as to secure a
united Canada, and that a national spirit
might be created, a fact which alone.should
be sufficient to Immortalize his name and
to justify the whole population of the do-
minion from Halifax to Vancouver in
enthuliuticnlly participating in the cele-
bration of his centenary.

Sir George Etienne Cartier was & firm
advocate  of British' conmection and in
many of his speeches he expreued his
warm admiration for British institution.
It may be well to recall on this occasion
the memorable words that he uttered in
a speech at London, Ontario, in 1869.

“The Canadian people desire to remain
faithful to the old monarchical flag of
Great Britain, that flag which waves over
all the seas, that flag which tyranny has
never been able to overcorne, that flag
which symbolizes true ‘liberty.”

“Canadians know that if they wish to
become really great they have only to
continue their union wnth the Mothey
Country so as to share m her power, -her
prestige and her glory

Sir John A. Mncdonald and Sir George
Etienne Cartier were the two greatest
figures 1n the Confederation movement,
and their .long association and cordial co-
operation strikingly typ\ﬁed the union
that should always exist between the two
great races of the ‘dominion. The ser-

vices that each of them rendered to their| -

country entitle them to the lutmg grati-
tude of their fellow coun The
memory of Sir John A. N o,cdonuld is
worthily honored by monuments in many
localities, but it remains for the people
to honor the memary of Cartier by a mem-
orial worthy of the great dominion.

While the committee has the promise
of substantial contributions from public
bodies, it would prefer to have the large
portion of the $100,000 required, subserib-
ed by the people of the whole dominion,
no matter how small the individual sub-
scription may be, so that the memorial
may be regarded as a popular tribute from
the Canadian people to one of its greatest
men.

Let the Canadian people give a proof
of its gratefulness towards ome of their
greatest men.

Let Capada honor the memory of one
who struggled during thirty years for the
welfare of Canada.

Plan fog‘ Civic Study

The newly-enfranchised women of Pasa-
dena, Cal., lately ‘turned aant in forcs and
carried an election in favor of imstailing
& city garbage-incinerator. The Pasadena

News says:

“Encouraged by the success of the ~ezeat
bond ‘election, which, it is acknowledzed,
was carried by the votes of the women
of the city, who manifested judicious and
thoughtful consideration of the subjsct, a
movement has been stsrted toward' the
formation of a woman’s civics class, which
will take up the discussion of questions of
broader scope than those which have Leen
embodied heretofore as a part of; local
club work. -

“In the Woman’s Civic League, a stim-

ulus has been given miny of the members
to delve into questions 6f "graver and
broader import than formerly, and with
the power of the ballot entrusted :nto
their. hands, their_interest in municipal af-
fairs . received an impetus that promises
to carry them into the field of activily,
where they may aid in carrying out thair
own plans and ideas. - At the eame time
the women have been brought into touch
with subjects of national weight.
“A weekly class in civics has been or-
ganized and will be addressed by Clif-
ford Howard of Los A:lgeles and other
speakers. Mr. Howard will begin by ‘ell-
ing how presidential elections are conduct-
ed, and ex?hining the direct primary cnd
the caucus.”

'St.lffrage at Harvard

G. C. Henderson, treasurer. of the "larv-
ard Men’s League for Women BSuffrage,
says that so far as woman suffrage is con-
cerned Harvard students are divided iuto
four groups: (1) The “Goldeoast cons:rva-
tives,” the rich’ society set who take their
impressions from the suffragette as pre-
sented in “Life,” and consider the subject
too ungenteel. (2) The ‘Stand-pat senti-
mentalists,” the young men who think
that no “true woman” can be a suffragist,
for woman is too noble to mix-up in yet-
ty polities. This sort of ‘man thinks that
equal suffrage would destroy the highest
ideals of the race. When arguments are
presented him‘to show that noble women
are needed in politics, he talks about the
bad woman’s vote and the unintelligent
vote. When it is pointed out that wom-n
cannot be both ‘too noble to vote and too
bad to vote, he does not want to hear
anything more about it. (3) The third
group believe that woman suffrage is the
most important’movement in the couatry,
and that nothing but prejudice and tradi-
tion are against it. They want to bring
it about soon. (4) The fourth group look
upon the suffrage movement 'as a part of
the still greater movement for social pust-

ice.

There is very little discrimination
in the matter of sizes mowadays,
or at least the demand for each
size so far exceeds the supply that
they are all selling at about the
same price. It is now i im-
possible to buy coal from any of
the 'large operating interests for
ghipment during the remainder of
the month. There are only ten
days left, and for a good while
past it has taken longer than that
to get an order filled at the regular
¢ircular. Prompt shipment could
only be obtained by paying a pre-
mium to some independent ship-
per or middle house, and the pre-
miums have been steadily grow-
ing larger until now they are far
above the highest figures secured
since 1902.”

In the Detroit News a case is
noted in which five cars of run of
mine, which usually gells in that
city for, ninety-five cents, brought
$2 at the mines. In another case
three cars of slack, the usual price
of which was from ten to thirty
cents, were sold for $1.50.

In the n ' market notes the
Journal says: ‘‘The anthracite
situation grows more acute each
week, With the heavy comsum
tion of the first half of this mo
requiring the greater part of the
large tonnage produced by the
mines, householders are mow alive
to the fact that in-case of pro-
longed suspention at the mines af-
ter, this month, it will be a good
insurance to have a supply of coal
on hand. Many are planning to
put in their next winter’s supply
this month.if possible. This is hav-
ing a marked effect on the retail
trade, and many dealers are unsble
to supply the demands of their-
customers with the limited tonnage
they are able to obtain. The com-
panies are now forced to
their attention strictly to- the de-
mands of their contract customers,
and none of them have any surplus
of any size. Individual shippers
are able to obtain a premium of a
dollar and in some cases as high
as, $1.50 for prompt shipment of
the favored sizes. The bituminous
market has been kept in a state
. of the greatest excitement the past
week, and prices have gone sky-
ward with astonishing rapidity, An
attempt to quote prices represent-
ing the market would be likely to
go far astray, as fluctuations have
been wide, Southern coal is re-
ported to have sold as high as
$6.50 on the cars at Mystic wharf,
and Pennsylvania coal has brought
$3.25 at the mines. This does not,
however, represent the market
price by any means. Prices have
ranged anywhere from $5 at Boston
on tidewater coal and $1.75 on all
rail up to the above maximum
quotations. Southern coal usually
gelis in the Boston market at from
90 cents to $1.50 per tom.”

Mr. Rich’s life has been devoted 10 a
study of sheep and wool. For many vears

‘| he has entertained an, idea—we have call-

ed it a hobby—and he has never had a
chance 1o work on'it. The eighteen months
he has spent investigating conditions in’
Canada have convinced him that in ihis
country the new industry he is to propa-
gate will have unlimited scope for develop-
ment, He states that he will commence
this spring.

In far-away Persia are Arabi rams,
which if bred to Canadian mutton ewes,
Mr: Rich declares, will produce sheep with

karekule fur. He claims that the wool
or fur of these new sheep is equally fine
in_guality, a,gd perhaps even more attrac-
tive, than thé Persian lamb furs and #cais
that adorn modern women in wintey. He
says he knows it can be done, and he has
set' himself the task of establishing the
industry. .

At the present time Persian lamb fur
is obtained in Asiatic countries by'an il-
legal process. The pregnant ewe ig sub-
mitted to a surgical operation, in whizn
the unborn lamb ig removed and later
skinned for its hide. The wool fibres on
these unborn lambe is in a’state almost
of perfection as regards beauty of curl »nd
fineness of texture, This i§ due to the
moisture and temperature of the environ-
ment in which it is formed. After birth
the lamb’s wool is much coarser and about
as curly as a ehepherd’s dog. '

Expense Not Very Heavy 5 %

- Arabia: lambs are not permitted to te
taken from Persia, but shepherds -wita
huge flocks crogs the Himalayas on the In-
dian border and they can readily be ob-
tained from them, Mr. Rich has ordered
t“yelvg rams, which will be delivered to
him in. Canada shortly. They are heing
brought from the Himalaya Mountains to
Aden on the Persian Gulf, 'from whence
they will be ehipped to thig ¢ountry. The
final cost per head delivered on' a Western
Ontario farm, he estimates, will be on the
average about $75. Ewes of select breed-
ing can easily be procured for $20 or 25,
he says, #0 the expenseé connected with ihe
enterprise will be “very small.

The rams must necessarily be imported
to ‘a comparatively warm climate, such
as southwestern Ontario or eouthern Brit-
ish Columbia. Here they are to be :ross’
ed’ with long-wool ewes of the Lincoln,
Roscommon, Romney Marsh or any other
breeds with plenty of lustre in the wool.
Having got cross breeds to perfection, \it
will be necessary in order to perpetuats,
the new strdain to rush the young animals
to g colder clime, probably the Peace River
country north of Edmonton.

To Sir Wilfrid Laurier the whole domin-
lon owes a debt of gratitude for the stand
which he took on' this matter in ‘1896, and
which he has maintained persistently’ ever
since, In opposition to the Bowell-Tupper
coercion bill of gixteen yearsago, he took
his. political life‘in his hands, and the peo-
ple of Canada, including those of Quebec,
approved of his attitude. He was entrust-
ed by the electorate with the control of
public affairs; he succeeded in securing the
enactment ‘of remedial legislation by the
Manitoba legislature; that legislation is
still in force, and it ha& been supplement-
9(1 by further concessions from the major-
ity to the minority. Manitoba may be
trusted to live p to the spirit of the un-
derstanding then arrived at, and, as Sir
Wilfrid pointed out, this'is a more prom-
ising outlook than would be any legisla-
tion, either remedial or coercive, that could
be secured at Ottawa by ‘Holding up the
boundary settlement.

There was in the attitude of the leader
of the opposition in the ‘closing debate an
exhibition of moral heroism all too rare
in Canadian public life. His avowal of his
opinions and motives wag absolutely frank;
his citations from history were unquestion-
ably correct; his forecast of the future
will be found prophetic. * On the lower
ground of constitutiondl law ~and expedi-
ency the stand he took is right today, and
it will remain so as the years pass into
history. On the far higher ground of ideal
patriotism he has once more confirmed his
title to be regarded as the greatest and
most effective exponent of the best type
of Canadianism; a type which has for its
aim the building up of a great nationality
leavened throughout by racial and relig-
ious toleration. With him this has been
the passion of a lifetime, and his fellow-
citizens of all races will not wait till the
end of his pubjic career to give him’ credit
for having cherished such a "vision.

The Peoples’ Candidate for Commission on the Land Tax

Ladies and Gentlemen:

I;wish to first thank you for your valu-
able support last year on the platform of
the single tax, through which assistance
I have been enabled to have a bill pre-
sented 'to the session of the legislature

, this year asking for & fifty per cent. re-

duction or all improvements now or to
be made ,and an additional tax placed
upon’ the vacant lands.

Your persistency in supporting me upon
this platform has made it very plain to
your representatives that you are deter-
mined to ‘have a change brought about in
the system qf taxation; and to complete
my work I am going to respectively ask
your co-operation and support. in electing
me as one of the commission to govern
our city. :

For: three years, as your representative,

I have been working along this line and

my first step was to have a flat rate of
taxation passed by the ecity council and
approved of by the legislature whereby
no earner of income would be taxed at a
greater rate than $1.98. This was not
solely in the. interest of income earners
but also for the purpose of being able to
say .to manufacturers -who wish to locate
within our city that they could figure on
a rate not to e¢xceed that amount for a
term of years.

Now, what has this principle done for
the working people of our city? It has
encouraged six or seven of the largest
industrials in the city to guarantee to the
city of St. John that they would expend
hundreds of thousands of dollars in the
enlarging of their plants and employ hun-
dreds of additional hands to carry on the
increased business, if we would get legisla-
tion fixing their assessment on the prin-
ciple of the flat rate for a term of ten

i i
years. This we have done, and I believe
it has been accomplished greatly through
my effort in having this principle adopted.
I have also caused an old-fashioned act to
be repealed whereby the city could not
sell a lot for less than $800, thereby giving |
citizens who have leasehold lots from the
city the opportunity to buy the freehold
by paying what would be considered a
fair market price. There hag been a good
deal of work in getting this question as
far advanced as I have it at the present
time, but I can assure the citizens that if
ever the time was ripe for push and energy,
with great-.chances of success, it is at the,t
present moment when the boom is on, 4
when the eycs of the world are turmed
towards us and capital of all kind is seek-
ing investment in our midst. It may work
a little hardship on some but the masses
will’ be served. :

And now when this long looked. for
boom is on are we going to push it to
the greater success by abolishing the old
worn out system and adopting the new
up-to-date principle of taxation thereby
throwing our doors open and encouraging
manufacturers of all kinds to come within
our city, which can only be done by taking
the burden of taxation off of .improve-
ments. Just two things required to place
St. John among the largest cities—the
encouraging of industrials of all kinds, and
civic or government control of light and
power which, I trust, will be realized in
the near future:

In’ closing let me congratulate you on
the boom of prosperity now sweeping
through our city, and’trusting, if you feel"
my platform is in the best interest of the
city, you will favor me with your support
in the coming campaign, as I feel with
smaller council greater things can be ac-
complished.
