Here then is a generally speckled 
horizon—making for caution on the part 
of merchants. Caution, however, has been 
the habit for some time and stocks 
throughout the country are pretty well 
down in many lines. An increase in de­
mand caused by crop activity will un­
doubtedly soon start new purchases to a 
moderate extent. There is, however, too 
much uncertainty, too far ahead, to allow 
anything but a most orderly improvement, 
which may not be lasting.

The Market.
As to the security market we can only 

The 
marketing of the crop and the resulting 
wealth are the only factors for improve­

Subsequently he visited Regen» street 
Polytechnic, promised to present the swim­
ming club a trophy, going to a West end 
jeweler with several members to arrange 
details, and on the strength of his mythical 
gift induced several students to part with 
money.

He had six times been convicted of fraud 
and was last released on May 11. While 
the accused was in prison a clergyman in­
terested himself in tyim, and allowed him 
$5 a week after his release. In the clergy­
man’s absence, the prisoner defrauded his 
wife of $5. in gold by a false story, and ob­
tained a suit of clothes from the clergy­
man’s tailor

During the Boer war, 1899 to 1902, he 
had an important duty, commanding thev 
lines of communication. At the close of 
the war he was made G. •€. M.fG., receiv­
ing a medal with two clasps.

Sir Frederick was appointed Governor 
of Gibraltar in 1905, succeeding Sir George 
White, the hero of the siege of Ladysmith, 
Sir Frederick was born in 1844.
