Berlin, May 10—Emperor William took 

part in a spectacular sham battle yester­
day near the historic battlefield of Gravc- 
lotte, about seven miles from Metz, where 
the Germans defeated the French on Aug. 
18. 1870.

The manoeuvres lasted from 11 o’clock 
last night until 9 o’clock this morning. 
The Kaiser prmcrpai.'y directed the opera­
tions of the troops. He remained in the 
saddle all night and did not leave the field 
until 6.30 o’clock this morning, after lie 
had ordered a terrific artillery engagement 
which settled the fight.

More than 100 search-lights brilliantly il­
luminated the field and the countryside 
for miles around during, the engagement. 
Three military aeroplanes were expected 
to participate in the manoeuvres, but did 
not appear.

: was burned last night. The bodies so far 
identified are those of "Lafayette, . the 

i Great,*’ and two members of his com­
pany, Alice Dale, who impersonated the 
Teddy Bear "Midget” and Joe Coster.

1 Two bodies are those of members of the 
orchestra and three others have not been 
identified.

Died Trying to Save Pets
Miss Dale and Coster were natives of 

England, Lafayette was a German. He 
played for twenty years in America. Dur­
ing the last two years he had been in 
Great Britain presenting in music halls a 
spectacular turn which introduced a horse 
and dog. An attempt to rescue these two 
pets cost the performer his life.

Layfayette had escaped in the first pan­
ic when the stage was a mass of flames. 
All the performers and stage hands were 
rushing out of the place, when he was 
seen to re-enter the stage door saying as 
lie did so: “I am going to try to get my 
horse and dog.”

When- the ruins were examined today 
the actor’s charred body was found be­
side the body of his horse and a heavy 
burnt timber lay across both man and 
beast. t

The fire started in a mass of scenery 
used in the conclusion of Lafayette’s per­
formances which was a spectacular mili­
tary pageant ip which he represented 
Lord Roberts and other celebrated men 
on horseback. In a moment the stage was

By-Laws Carried in Effort To 

Realize Slogan of 20,000 
Population

1A telephone message to the Times from 
Meductic this afternoon states that there 
is a tremendous forest fire raging across 
the river at Greenwood. The fire is be­
tween two and three miles long and 
valuable timber reserves have already been 
destroyed. The fire started on Monday 
and has been raging ever since.

There are quite a few residences in the 
vicinity and if the high wind continues 
there is danger of them being destroyed. 
All the inhabitants of the place are work­
ing hard tryifig to stop the fire, but it has 
already got too good a start and will likely 
continue until it burns itself out.

Owen Sound, Ont., May 9—Three loan 
by-laws carried with practically no oppo­
sition here last week. They are for, indus­
trial propositions, and their effect is con­
fidently expected to help in the realiza­
tion of the town’s slogan of 20,000 popu­
lation in 1915. The by-laws to aid in the 
establishment of a knitting factory by a 
loan of $15,000 at 4 1-2 per cent, interest 
for twenty years fared best, carrying with 
1,644 votes in favor and only 19 opposed.
The promoters are Messrs. Lake and 
Ward, formerly connected with a similar 
industry at Alton. A similar by-law sub­
mitted about six weeks ago was defeated 
through lack of sufficient number of votes 
polled, though having practically no op­
position. The vote of today was antici­
pated. The industry is to commence with 
forty operators and have a plant worth 
thirty thousand dollars before the town’s 
loan is paid over.

The second proposition is to loan par­
ties identified with the Adams Furniture 
Company, of Toronto, $25,000 for twenty 
years at 4 1-2 per cent to erect a factory 
for the manufacture of high-class furni­
ture and upholstered goods. The factory 
will, be operated m conjunction with the 
three big factories now in operation here, 
the National Table Company, the Na- TfiniZ tin lOTIOII 
tional Furniture Company, and the |t)uR HU AuIlUVV 
îjïbrth American Bent Chair Company, 
aUd which, with a contemplated factory 
for the manufacture of cheaper grades, of 
case furniture, will round out Owen 
Sound’s claims to be a furniture manu­
facturing centre.

The third proposition authorized the 
loan of $20,000 to C. S. Lloyd A Co., of 
Toronto, to establish a baby carriage and 
child’s wagon factory here. The condi­
tions are the same as those of the other 
by-laws, the terms of repayment being 
arranged so as to in no way affect thé 
tax rate. During the past few months 
Owen Sound has seen a sharp advance in 
real estate values, and several blocks of 
residential property were picked up as 
soon as they were placed on the market.
Buildings are being erected at a rate 
which promises to exceed last year, which 
made a record, and from an industrial 
standpaint the prospects are bright.

New York, May 10 — Mrs. Patrick 
O’Shaughnessy has told the coroner that 
she killed her husband last Friday night 
to save his soul. It wa* as astounding de­
claration, quite in keeping with her man­
ner when she went into a pdlice station 
and informed thé sérgeant: "I’ve just shot 
and killed my husband.’

She wants to be punisjied at once, be­
fore the birth of her child. It would have 
been easier to commit suicide, she explain­
ed, but m that case the husband she loved 
would have foresworn his religion for the 
woman who had supplanted her. Rattier 
than see that, she killed him, and rather 
than add the crime of suicide to murder, 
she choose to give herself up and let just­
ice take its course.

Mrs. O’Shaughnesy was committed to 
the Tombs without bail. Her husband was 

xa store cashier, only twenty-one years old, 
and the girl whom he loved better than his 
wife is but eighteen. She is heartbroken.
O’Shaughnessy told her he was not mar­
ried.

The trial of Mrs. O’Shaughnessy is al­
ready giving great interest to the lawyers, 
and it is said a new sort of legal "mania” 
mayn be created to fit her case. That th? 
intensity of her religious feelings had pass­
ed beyond the normal is admitted by every 
one. Her belief that to kill herself would 
bring an eternity of punishment, while to 
kill her husband would but mean an ex­
tended period in purgatory, cannot be ac­
cepted in court as a valid excuse for her 
act, but, according to eminent • criminal 
lawyers, it probably will constitute the 
foundation of an argument that she Avas 
mentally irresponsible when she killed her 
husband.

London, May 10—The Paris corespondent 
j of the Lancet writes: “Dr. Ferrant, of Ly- 
! ons, has just brought to light a new losion 
j to be put to the account of tobacco-deaf- 
j ness. Actually the use of tobacco is dang­
erous in thier respect only where there is a 
predisposition, as in. the case of persons 
who are slightly deaf in one car without 
perhaps being aware of it. This is by no 
means infrequent, and the infirmity is only 
discovered by chance, often in making use 
of the telephone, as imperfect sight of the 
right eye is often revealed only when try­
ing to take aim with a gun.

“The predisposition oi these Half deaf 
cases is often hereditary or caused by fre­
quent renewals of inflammation of the 
nasal mucosa or of the pharyngeal passage.
It is thus in winter chiefly that smoking, 
even in moderation, affects the hearing. Dr. 
Ferrant has observed this habit not only in 
great smokers, ' but also in the case of a . 
woman, the wife of a bar-keeper, living f 
in an atmosphere ,vitiated by the smoke of V 
tobacco consumed by her customers.

“Those who snuff or chew tobacco arc 
exposed to the same risks as smokers. The 
affection may become even marked and 
even incurable, persisting in spite of the 
disuse of tobacco. It is probably caused by 
the well known effect of nicotine on the 
vasomdtor system, which produces vascular 
hypertensive phenomena which are not 
compensated in the cavity of the ty.m- 
panum.

“When wf add the well known injurious 
effects of nicotine on keenness of sight, on 
the memory and on the production of ar­
teriosclerosis, effects well known to alb 
medical men, we might be astonished at 
the large number of men who are heavy 
smokers were it not already proved that 
the soundest reasoning is powerless against 
the force of habit and the tyranny of tox­
ins.”

AN AWAKENING NEEDED

visited us this week were greatly impress­
ed with what tbeÿ saw of the agricultural 
possibilities of' New Brunswick. Visitors 
from Jtb^ ©id country have given similar 
testimeny 'in interviews in the newspapers 
during1 the last'fèw months. One and all 
qj;’'£hem express surprise that the re- 

jesmraces and advantages of the province 
are not mpre effectively advertised.
1 This1 is really a very serious matter. Not 
only do the immigrants pass on to the 
west, but too many of our own people 
sell out their belongings or withdraw their 
savings from the banks and fare forth 
on a western adventure. A new spirit 
must be aroused among our own people. 
We are late starting, but the thing must 
be done. Not only do we need reciprocity, 
hut we need such a united effort as will 
lead to a more active development of the 
resources of New Brunswick. The pio- 
vincial government, boards of trsde, mu­
nicipal and city councils should discuss 
this question. There should be a province­
wide agitation for a forward movement. 
The resources and opportunities are here. 
Clever business men must realize that from 
the business standpoint it is profitable to 
stay the western movement of our own 
people and reach out for capital and for 
immigrants to develop our resources. The 
province is rich in resources. It is on the 
•eaboard. It has splendid rivers and is in­
tersected in a remarkable way by rail­
roads. It has exceptional advantages and 
opportunities. It needs capital and enter­
prise to attract more people. The west 
does not simply wait for development. It 
advertises its wares and goes after capita] 
and people. The east must follow its ex­
ample or continue to be drained for the 
benefit of the west.

As a matter of fact, the outlook was 
never brighter in New Brunswick. This 
province stands to gain as much or more 

**’ than any other from free entry for its 
products into the United States market. 
The steady development of the port by 
St. John, and its position as a terminus 
of three transcontinental railways means 
a great deal for the whole province. Re­
cent railway construction has opened up 
new fields of opportunity. The construc­
tion of the St. John Valley Railway can­
not long be delayed. .It is only necessary 
to pursue such a policy as will give the 
province the right kind of publicity and 
the world’s homeseekers and the men with 
capital to invest will turn in larger num­
ber in this direction. How may this for­
ward movement best be begun ?
