The story o
the interview is recorded by our Am-
bassador and is published; it tells how
the Chancellor incoherently stormed
for an hour in his uneontrellable rage.
He knew that he—a mere nobody in
Prussian eyes—had been raised tu be
the puppet-Chanceller of the German
Empire merely because he eould talk
English like an Engliskman, and was
expected to fool the English public
with fair words while the engime of
deStruction was getting up steam. The

Now the battle dn the River Aisne
which began on September 18th shows
signs of ending. Again it is at the
point where the British are that the
Germans have shown the first sigas of
yielding ground; and from Soissons to
Craonne the British haye been making
headway since October 5th. Strate-
gists have long ago named this partic-
ular front on the River Aisne as the
battlefield on which the destination of
France would be decided. I hope aud
trust that on this historic ground (for
it was Fere that Napoleon fought his
finest defensive“oampaign in 1814) that
the salvation of France will be found
and that the defeat of Germany will
commence.

On the Russian side, the Germans
have made good the defence of East
Prussia. The Austrians have, as usual,
been defeated, but the line” of bagtle is
now fermed in Russian Poland;on the
line of the Vistula. The united forces
of Getmany and Austria may capture
Warsaw, but I am sure that they can-
not win a decisive battle this year, and

defeated.

But the aspect of the battle has
greatly changed during these twenty
days. The German line on 8eptember
18th, from west te east, lay from Noy-
on om the Oise, through Soissons,
Craonne, Rheins, Vernen, Varennes,
Montfaucon, te the River Meuse. On
their right they have been pushed
back, ard on their leit they have gain-
ed ground; but the principal feature
bas been the attempt. of the Allies
again to turn their westerr flank.
First, the French pushed up te Roye,
Ham and Peronne, but the Germans
faeed them resolutely en this new line,
and as the Freneh extended their lines
further north, the Germans have faced
them anew as far north as Arras and
Lille, and to the Belgian frontier, and
almost to the sea. So ih addition to a
front of 100 miles from west te east,
they are now fighting also on a new
line at right angles frem Noyon, en
the western end, for anether eighty
miles from south te north.

Hope leading with the Monmouth,
Giasgow and Otranto following.

The enemy had turned south and
were alko in single line ahead, the
Scharnhorst and Gnziacnau leading.

Admiral Craddock wigualled the
Canopu : ‘I am going_to attack the
enemy. .

. Jambed Wireless Siznals

The enemy was at that time
15,000 yards away, says the report,
and waintained this range, at the
ame time junbing the wireless
-ignals, The sun was setting im-
mediately behina the British ships
and, while it remained sb)ive the
horisan, the 'Byitish had the advant-
wge in light bit range was too

reat. '

When the sun bad ret and visi
bility conditions were altered, the
British- ships were  silhouetted
against the afterglow and the fail
in, light made the enemy difficult
to see,

The Germans opcned fire at 7
o'clock at 12,000 yards range, fol-
Iowed in quick succession by the
British. The growing darkness
and heavy spray and head sea made
tiring dificult, prrticularly from

the main deck guus of the Good

tope and Monmouth, ;

The enemy, firing salvoes, got
ths range quickly and their third
=alvo caused an ou:break of fire on
vhe forepart of bo.h ships which
were constantly on fire until 7.45
in the evening.

Good Eape Blew Up

At 7.50 an explosion oecurred on
the Good Hope amidships, the
flames reaching two hurdred feet
high, and the total destruction cf
the ship m.ust bhave followed,

It was new quiie.dark and both
sides continued firing at the flashes
of the cpposing guns. . '

The Monmouth was badly dewn
oy the bow and turned away to

set ber stern to the sea signalling

the Glasgow ta that effeet.

At 8.30 the Glasgow signall-d ta
the Monmou:h ‘The enemy ie fol
lowing us,’ but received o rep'y.
Under the rising moon ths enemy’s
ships cou'd he seen approaching
and as the Glaegow conld render
the Monmouth no assistance she
proeceaded at full speed to avoid
destructior.

Final Attack on Monmouth

At 840 we lost sight of the
ememy and at 9.30 we obs rved
flashes of fire which were doubtless
the final attack on the Monw-uth.
