afterncon to prevemt the  fire frem
spreading to other magazines which
are nearby.

The injured were. conveyed to (e
county hospital in wagons, automo-
biles and some were taken on a train
which was stopped near the scene of
the accident.

The force of the explosion was so
great that hundreds of peéersons who
were in thie vicinity were stunned, and
it was several minutes before anyone
was able to discover the extent of the
damage.

The buildings in the immediate vi-
cinity of the explosion were shattered
and fire which immediately broke -out,
scon was burning fiercely, emitting a
great deal of black smoke that could
be seen for miles. Many windows in
this town and for several miles in
every direction from the powder plant
were shattered.

A large force of men and some
women were-at work in the plant at
the time of the accident, and the con-
fusion that followed was so great that
it was impossible for the officials to
form any accurate estimate of the
number of those injured.

The four men who are missing were
believed this afternoon to have been
in one of the buildings which was de-~
stroyed.

The first injured taken from the blaz-
ing buildings were maimed and
burned. Several were found hundreds
of yards from the works, having been
hurled by the force of the expiosion.
It was stated at the hospital this after-
voon that all of the injured brought
there were in a critical condition, and
it was practically certain that between
five and ten were fatally burned.

The disaster was caused by the ex-
plosion of a boiler, and the concussion
resulted in a series of explosions in
the cifferent buildings of the plant.

G. C. Goulding, who is fatally in-
jured, is an Englishman, Hé was em-
ployed as a powder mixer at the Tro-
jan works.

DISPUTE IN COUNCIL
OF NORTH SAANICH

Councillors Disagree Over the
Questions Involved—J, Rre-
thour Appointed

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

A very lively special meeting of the
council of North Saanich was held
last evening in the court house, all the
councillors being present, with the ex-
ception of Reeve Sangster.

The meeting was called for the pur-
pose of ascertaining why municipal
work was not progressing faster, and
to give the road foreman instructions
with reference to it, and to » receive
from that official his reasons, if any,
why the council’s instructions were not
being complied with. After the acting
reeve had announced his reasons for
calling the meeting, Councillor Ego
invited Mr. Hooton, the road foreman,
to explain why work ordered had not
been started.

Mr. Hooton gave as a reason the fact
that at the last regular meeting of the
council they had, as he termed it, turn-
ed down his report and refused to pay
the accounts rendered for the cost of a
piece of sidewalk ordered by the late
council on the eve of the last election,
and consequently he wanted to know
“where he was at,’” as the government
had never treated him in a like man-
ner when in their employ.

Councillor Mc¢Kenzie, the acting
reeve, explained to him that the ac-
counts referred to were only laid on
the table to be considered later, and
that in his opinion this was not of suf-
ficient concern of his to justify his ap-
parent neglect to obey the council’s in-
structions.

At this stage Mr, Hooton drew from
his pocket a paper and handed it to
the chair, which when read proved to
be a tender of his resignation.

Councillor Ego promptly moved that
it be received and laid on the table,
to be taken up at a later meeting of the
board. ¥

This was seconded by Councillor

Brethour, who said that he thought
Mr. Hooton was laboring under a }
wrong impression with reference to his i
position, or that he was receiving and !
accepting bad advice from other |
sources, and that certain unnamed per- i
sons were continually saying that when
the reeve returned all of the council-
Jors’ work up to date would be vetoed.
This was a ridiculous position for any-
one to take, and the sooner these people
understood they could not work their
will on the council and decided to work
jn harmony with the peoplé’s elected
representatives, who were anxious to
do their best for the people's interests,

Couneillor Ego then asked the.fore-
man why he did not go to Victoria to
interview Mr. Irvine, the government
assistant engineer,

Mr. Hooton gave the same reason as
he submitted earlier in the evening.

Councillor Hewitt, who up till this
time had not taken any part in the
proceedings, rose and congratulated the
foreman on the stand he had taken,

This led Councillor Ego to remark
that he did not think Councillor Hew-
jtt’s advice was in the best interests of
the foreman,

Councillor Hewitt retorted that he
had as much brains as Councillor Ego,
and- Councillor Ego returned the com-
pliment by saying that he tried to use
his own to some advantage. This led to
a remark by Councillor Hewitt which
caused lots of trouble for a short time.

After the acting reeve had restored
order it was decided and agreed to by
Mr. Hooton that he would at once
visit Mr. Crome and ascertain his
views and wishes with reference to the
unexpended balance of last year's gov-
ernment grant for trunk roads, after
which he would proceed with that part
of the work in the municipality.

WATER PIPE
FOR ESQUIMALT

LARGE CONSIGNMENT
ARRIVED TUESDAY NIGHT

Will Be Used for Distribution
System—Big Pipe Coming
in April

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

From the Canadian-Mexican liner
Lonsdale, now lying at the outer dock,
there is being discharged a large quan-
tity of welded steel pife, which will be
used in the distribution system of the
BEsquimalt Waterworks Compary. The
consignment consists of 350 tons, the
greater part of which is 12-inch pipe;
but there is also a large quantity of
smaller size. -

The pipe was shipred from the Brit-
ish Mannesmann Tube Company, "of
Landore, South Wales, the largest
manufacturers of welded steel pipe In
the United Kingdom. It was, person-
ally. conducted by Fred Clarke, a ve-
presentative of the firm who is looking
after the loading and discharging, and
who will report upon the route to his
employers when the pipe has been de-
livered.

The consignment left Liverpool on
Christmas morning on the steamer
Dictator for the Isthmus of Tehaun-
tepec. Owing to the length of the
pipes and their awkwardness in load-
ing and unloading there has been a
slight delay but the time made is very
good compared with other routes of
travel. It has had to be handled five
times on the trip. First it was car-
ried by rail to Swanson, the first ship-
ping port; then to Liverpool by coast-
ing steamer; from there to Puerto,
Mexico, on the Dictator; by rail to
Salina Cruz, and up the coast on the
Lonsdale.

Seen this morning in regard to the
shipment, Theodore Lubbe, manager
for the Esquimalt Waterworks Com-
pany, stated that the present shipment
was simply for the extension of their
distribution system.. This would be
laid at once, there being a large num-
ber of new applications for water in
Victoria West and Esquimalt. The
pipe for the big main will not arrive
until April next.
Blue Funnel line, and as soon as it ar-
rives work will -be commenced on the
laying of the main to connect the city
with the Goldstream supply.

General rains throughout the country
and melting snows at the headwaters
of the Seine and Marne are respon-
sible for the serious condition con-
fronting the city. A further rise of four
or five feet is predicted and to-day the
Seine at the Pont De Austerlitz meas-
ured a depth of 19 feet 5 inches.

The hydrometric bureau announced
to-day that the indications are for a
general rise fof the next two days, and
that it is possible the river may go to
24 feet, which is within four feet of
the recent maximum when flood con-
ditions prevailed.

Following their custom at the recent
flood, hundreds of poor familles from
the suburbs are flocking into the city.
They bring tales of damage and dis-
aster such as preceded the great flood
of a fortnight ago.

Owing to the difficulty experienced
by civil engineers in repairing levees
and embankments and in making se-
cure the foundations of buildings along
the waterfront, hundreds of factories
have remained closed for a prolonged
period and business is at a standstill.

MARBLE DISCOVERIES.

German Reichstag Delighted Over De-
posits Found in Africa.

Berlin, Feb. 16.—Discoveries of val-
uable marble in Southwest Africa have
driven members of the reichstag de-
lirious with joy.

Columbia

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

Hon. C. F. Cornwall, who was lieu-
tenant-governor of ‘British Columbia
from 1881 to 1836, and who during the-
course of a long residence in .the prov-
ince took a prominent part —in the

politics and .commercial life of  the|
country, passed away at St. Joseph's|
hospital this morning, the immediate |
cause of death being heart disease. De-
ceased was 74 years of age. Mrs. Corn-
wall and four sons-and a daughter sur-
vive him.

The deceased pioneer and legislatol
had for a number of years past been
a resident of Ashcroft district, where
he had a fine ranch a short distance
from the town. Some two years ago
his health failing he removed to Vic-
toria, on his retirement from the po-
sition of judge of Cariboc county court.
Some few days ago he was ordered to
ithe hcspital and this morning his ill-
ness took a fatal turn. The remains
will be forwarded to Ashcroft for inter-
ment.

Deceased was born at Ashcroft, Glou-
cester, Eng., in the year 1836. He was

the son of Rev. Aldn Gardner Corn-
wall. His mother was the daughter of
Thomas Kingscote, a family that is
able to lrace its descent in an unbroken
line from the time of the Norman con-
quest in -1066.

The late Mr. Cornwall received his
primary education at private schools
at Magdalene College, Cambridge,
from which he graduated in 1858, tak-
ing his degree of Bachelor of Arts.
Prior to his departure from 'England
he was called to the bar by the honor-
able society of the Inner Temple. in
1852. He arrived in British Columbia
the same year and first visited the min-
ing  districts but took no active part
in mining enterprises, devoting his ef-
forts principally to stock-raising and
his profession of law, and spending
seasons - at Wild Horse, Kootenay,
French Creek and 3ig Bend as a
practicing barrister.

In the year 1864 when the first legis-
lative assembly was created Mr. Corn-
wall was one of its most prominent
and energetic members as representa-
tive of Hope-Yale-Lytton district, and
occupied a similar position in subse-
quent years, being one of its members
in the session of 1871 when this prov-
ince joined the Canadian confederftion.

Immediately after confederation he !
was appointed a member of the Cana-
dian Senate and occupied that position
until he accepted the Lieutenant-Gov-
ernorship of British Columbia in 1881.
He occupied Government House until
1886. o

In 1864 Mr. (Cornwall was appointed |
a justice of the peace for this prov-
ince and served in that capacity until
1885. He was elevated to the bench
as judge of the County Court of Cari-
boo in 1889, ‘and 'in the same year was
appointed stipendiary magistrate. In
1891 he was appointed a senator of the
University of British Columbia.

He was married in 1871 to Charlotte,
the third daughter of Rev. A, G. Pem-
berton, rector of Kensal Green,' Lon-
don, England.

The late Judge Cornwall assisted
raterially in the development of the
agricultural resources of the province.
In connection with his brother, H. P.
Cornwall, he was the largest and most
successful stock-raiger .in the province
2nd contributed in no small degree to
its agricultural prosperity.

icy. Yet all this agitation has been
aroused over the repeal of a surtax
which simply has the effect of restor-
ing the duties on German goods to
the rate which obtained previous to the
demands of the Germans that they
should be placed on an equality with
the British in the Canadian markets.
The situation, in effect, therefore
that the opposition was dlssatisfied
when the surtax was imposed and it
more deeply grieved now that the
condemned, tax has been removed.

As a rule I can follow him and agree with
his theories, but on this tax question I beg
leave to say that I fail to see any sound
reasoning in making the land pay all
taxes. It appears to me just a scheme
by one body of men to shift the pack on
to the other fellows™ backs:

Now, why should land pay all the taxes
under the present system of' freehold by
purchase. If governments only leased
land and made no sales outright there
might be some show of reason in the
argument of what is called single tax.

Land without labor ‘is of - very little
value, so that the argument that to tax
improvements’ or buildings is 'taxing
labor is not sound, for without labor very
little can be obtained. No man or body of
men build houses or business blocks for
pure tove of the city or to improve their
neighbor’s lot. They build in the first
place for their own benefit, fully expect-
ing that the other fellow by rents or pur-
chase will pay them a goodly rate of in-
terest.

If you were to take off all taxes off im-
provements, what would be the result?
You would value land with equal possi-
bilities' at the same rate. One man or
company could put up a sky-scraper and
the other could not. What would result?
Simply the poorer man would be forced
to struggle along at vast ‘odds or let go
what he worked hard to save.

INCREASED PAY FOR
"OLICE DEPARTMENT

‘Commissioners to Make Sev-

JAPAN WATCHING
MOVES OF RUSSIA

Mills at Viadivostock Busy
Turning Out Military
Supplies

et s

San Francisco, Cal, Feb. 17.—That
Japan is using all her energies in keep-
ing informed of the movements of Rus-
sia, and would not dare to attempt the
quiet mobilization of a citizen soldier
force in the Philippines, was a state-
ment made to-day to the United Press
by a prominent army officer recently
returned from the Orient, who for offi-
cial reasons asked that his name be
withheld.

“The mills of Vladivostock are run-
ning day and night,” declared the army
man, “pilling up supplies for an army
of 500,000 Russians, which is now
gathered in the eastern portion of Si-
beria.

“Nothing would delight Russia more
than to see Japan become entangled
with a foreign power, and Japan knows
it. Russia is ‘laying for a chance’ to
whack Japan, and Japan is not going
to give them the chance by becoming
involved with the United States by
landing either arms or men in the
Philippines.

“Japan has men scattered through
the Philippines the same-as we have
men gathering information in Japan.
But there is little possibility that the
Japanese would risk the discovery that
they were smuggling in rifles for the
purpose of supplying either the natives
for a revolt or her ‘own subjects for
use in open war with the United
States.”

The officer's statement was made in
a discussion of a United Press dispatch
from Manila, intimating that thousands
of Japanese rifles smuggled into Luzon
were placed there by Japanese emis-
saries. The dispatch declared that Phil-
ippine officials believed that smugglers
alone were responsible, but the alarm-
ists in the islands feared that Japan
was at the bottom of the- affair,

The proposition of thé government to
irclude bulbs, herbaceous plants, seed-
lings and other small fry of the garden-
er under the quarantine provisions of
the Horticulture Act is meeting with
opposition  from local florists and
gardeners, and a deputation is waiting
upon the premier this afternoon to ask
for some modification of the regula-
tions now proposed. :

It is contended by gardeners that the
inclusion of the -items - mentioned
among those which have to pass in-
spection at Vancouver will mean a
practical prehibition of expériments
with new species, in order to find if
they are suited to this soil and climate.
A bulb or cutting or seedling which
costs a few cents will be liable to.the
inspéction fe& of $3.75, altogether out
of proportion to the value of the article.
In any case it is stated by horticul-
turists that the contagious = diseasg
which might be found in a bulb is not
communicable to fruit. trees;. the pro-
tection of which.is the main object of
the measures taken.

MAYOR’S ASSURANCE
TO OAK BAY CITIZENS

Pelyate Bill Laid Over Till Mon-
~ day to Permit of Con-
ference

(From Tuesday’s Daily:)

Owing to the tie vote in council last
night on the subject of the agreement
with Oak Bay the seetions of the bill
which the latter municipality has be-
fore the legisiature were not taken up
by: the private -bills committee - this
morning. On the assurance -of Mayor
Mzrley that the city council would deal
with the matter at the special meeting
on Thursday evening, and that an
amicable arrangemént was more than
probable, the committee decided - to
take these sections up Tuesday mern-
ing next. ;

The mayor assured the committee
that Victoria has no desire to jeopar-
dize the passage of the bill at this ses-
sion, while Chairman Ross stated that
the committée was there te transact
public business, no matter how-long it
took. As Monday next is the last day
for presenting reports on -private bills
the time will be extended.

Mayor Morley and Acting City So-
licitor Mann were present on behalf of
the city. E. V. Bodwell, K. C.; H. G.
Lawson, W. E. Oliver, Councillors
Newton and Sproule, and.J. 8. Floyd,
municipal clerk, represented Oak Bay.

Mr. Mann explained that the draft
section which a joint committee repre-
senting the city and Oak Bay had
agreed to yesterday afternoon had only
come before the members of the coun-
cil late in the afternoon, and there was

| not time to consider it carefully before

they were called upon .to vote on it,
hence it would be necessary to have
more time,

Mayor Morley told the committee
that so far as Oak Bay and the city
were concerned they understood@ each
other very well, and on both sides there
would be no difficulty in arriving at an
amicable arrangement. The only excuse
the municipality had in coming to the
with the proposals to
which exception was taken by the city
was a certain amount of uncertainty
which had existed as to the city’s par-
ticipation in the development of new
supply of water. Oak Bay was well
aware that this subject was heing dealt
with this year by a committee df citi-
zens in co-operation with the council,
and in such a way that there was little
doubf in the mind of any. citizen of
Victoria or;Oak Bay that the matter
would | be. sétqed definitely this year.
All Oak Bay ‘asked was that  there
should be an:assurance that there
wvould be an adequate supply of water
both for the city and that municipal-
ity. As a matter of fact Oak Bay only
took some 60,000 gallons a day, or about
$10 worth, and he did not think they
were justified in asking for the legis-
lation they were beyond obtaining the
assurance he mentioned, that they
should not go short of ~an adequate
supply at reasonable rates, Through a
mistaken ‘idea Victoria- was charging
them more¢ for water than it should in
the interest of both communities. The
mayor gave the assurance on the part
of Victoria that it was doing évery-
thing to_assure all concerned of ample
water, and thatmeanwhile Oak Bay
would get all the water it needed at
practically the same price that they
could supply themselves under the ar-
rangement they wanted the legislature
to provide for. There was no doubt
that the two municipalities would be
able to arrive at an amicable arrange-
ment if .a short delay was permitted,
and if Victoria did not make good Oak
Bay could come to the legislature next
year, when the city would not stand
in their way. )

Mr. Bodwell had no objection to a
delay being granted so as to permit
the city council to consider the pro-
posed clause, He pointed out that Oak
Bay council had ratified the clause.seo
far as it was concerned,

Tuesday was fixed for the further
hearing and the committee took up the
non-contentious clauses of  the bill,
which deal in the main with local im«
provement provisions.

An amendment to these, based en
the Ontario act, was adopted, permit-
ting of the assessment of c¢ost accord-
ing to the proportion 6f benefit derived
instead of on a frontage basis.

By-laws affecting works where part
of the cost is to be borne by the muni«
cipality must be submitted to the
people as to the municipality's share
of the cost, but where the whole cost
iz assessed against the proprietors in-
terested the by-law ~will be passed
without = submission. Debenture by-
laws ‘must be submitted to the rate-
payers.

Before this bill was taken up the
ccmmittee pased the bill incorporating
the ' B. C. Packers’ Association, for
which Charles Wilson, K.C,, appeared.

The railway committee this morn-
ing took up the Comox Logging and
Failway Company’s incorporation bill,
which was opposed by R. T. Elliptt, K.
C., on behalf of the British-America
Timber Company. They claim that the
company is seeking too wide powers and
that these would interfere with thelr
rights.

UPHOLD COUNTY
COURT DECISION

JUDGE LAMPMAN IS
SUSTAINED AT OTTAWA

Final Verdict in Victoria Case
of Crompton vs. B. C. Elec-
tric Company

e et atmemns

Ottawa, Feb. 15.—The Supreme court
to-day handed dewn judgments in three
British Columbia cases. In B. C. Elec-
tric Railway Company, Ltd. vs. Cromp-
ton, the appeal was allowed, and the
aciion was dismissed with costs. In
DBurrard Power Company vs, the
King, the appeal was dismissed witn
costs.

In the case of Travis vs. Brecken-
ridge, the appeal was allowed wiin
costs.

The case of Crompton vs. B. C. Elec-
tric Rallway Company, Limited, has
becn somewhat prominent before the
public . for sometime—Dbeing originaily
tricd in the county court before His
Honor Judge Lampman and a jury,
when a verdict of $1,000 was given
against the company, Crompton having
received anelectric shock burning. his
arm when engaged in sawing wood in
the cellar of "his mother’'s house, his
saw coming in contact with an electric
light wire. It was a very stormy night,
the increased voltage entering the
house apparentiy from cross wires, it
not being clear whether these were the
1igh potential wires of the company
or city.

The company set up its six moniis
statuie of limitations contained in the
Consolidated Railway Act of 1896 (as
the B. C. Electric' Railway Company
operates under private acts of parlia-
ment granted to its predecessors.)

The county court judge held that as
the action was not brought within the
six months the action should be dis-
missed which was the order of the

« county court.

Mr. Aikman, the c¢ounsel for the
plaintiff, Crompton, appealed to the
Full court and that  court, consisting
of Chief Justice Hunter (who dissented
from the 6ther judges and upheld
Judge Lampman), Mr. Justice Irving
and Mr, Justice Clement held that the
company could not—not operating un-
der the Consolidated, Railway Com-
pany’s nameé—be given the benefit of
the immunity of six months.

The company appealed to the Su-
preme court at Ottawa, A, E. Mc-
Phillips, K. C., arguing the appeal for
the company and Travers Lewis, K. C.,
for Crom:pton, and to-day the appeal
of the company was allowed with
costs, two of the judges of that court
dissenting.

In the result the company succeeds
and the judgments of Judge Lampman
and the chief justice of British Co-
lumbia are sustained.

PROTECTING FOREST
RESERVES IN WEST

Large Patrols Will Work Along
‘the Transcontinental
Railway

Ottawa, Feb. 15.—The Doniinion gov-
ernment is taking steps to protect its
forest reserves along the lines of the
Transcontinental railway in the west,
and next month several large patrols
will be sent to Alberta to work along
the line in the northern part of the
provinces, while other patrols will look
after the forests along the great water-
ways of Alberta as far north as Fort
McMurchy,

RAILWAY BILL REPORTED.

Ottawa, Feb. 15.—The railway com-
mittee of the Comimons this morning
reported without amendment the bill
to incorporate the London & Lake Erie
Railroad and Tranportation Company,
despite a strong protest from a depu-
tation of Leord’s Day Alliance against
a clause in the biill which gives the
company the right to run Sunday cars.
IT'he deputation claimed that the com-
pany was, evading the provincial Sun-
day laws by making the railway an in-
ternational one, through putting-a cou-
ple 6f boats on between Port Stanley
and Clevelaud, Ohio.

MEDAL, BUT NO PROMOTION.

Washington, D, C.,, Feb. 15.—The
House committee on naval affairs to-
day decided to recommend that Com-
mander Robert k. Peary be given a
medal and the thanks of Congress for
his polar discoveries, instead of being
made a rear-admiral in accordance
with the bill intreduced in the Senate
by Senator Hale, of Maine.

LEGISLATURE OPENED.

Charlottetown, P.E.I, Feb. 15.—The
IL.cgislature opened this afternoon. The
speech from the throne referred to the
appoifitment of an immigration agent
to solicit farmers and farm labor in
I’ngland, and to the placing of the ex-
1.erimental farm at the disposal of the
Tlominion department of agriculture.
It also referred to the annual value of
agricultural products of the Island as
estimated at $10,000,000.

WESTERN SLOPE IS
STILL AT SOOKE

Three Men Deserted and Cap-
tain Lump Tramped to.
Town for More

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

Sealing schooner Western Slope has
not made, much progress since she left
this port a week ago yesterday. She is
still anchored in Sooke harbor, having
to put in there on account of contrary
winds. While anchored in the harbor
three of the boat pullers took the boat
ashore and failed to return. When they
did not put in appearance Capt. Lump
went to look for them and found that
they had taken the stage for Victoria.

It was useless to try to go on with
{hree men short, but there was no sort
of a rig to be hired and that was not
stage day. Capt. Lump set out to foot
it to the city, a distance of 26 miles,
arriving here on Sunday evening. One
of the men was very soon secured and
taken in charge by the police. Another
had taken refuge in the hospital and
professed to be very ill. The third
could not be found.

Early this morning Capt. Lump left
the city with one man of the three men
$n custody, and two more whom he had
engaged to fill the places of the others.
He will reach Sooke this afternoon, and
should get away with the present fav-
orable wind. He will remember his long
tramp for several days, for he is still
wvery footsore.

The Western Slope has not very good
accommodation for the hunters. She is
only 42 feet long with 14 ft. beam and
a depth of 6 feet. She is about 19 tons
register. The galley measures about
three by three, and the men are stowed
like sardines in a can.

VICTORIA TO THE FRONT.

Easterners Are Interested in This
City and Good Year Is Promised.

A. C. Burdick, of the real estate firm
of Green & Burdick Bros., has just re-
turned from a trip to-the east.

NEEDS SEVERAL
AMENDMENTS

H. C. BREWSTER TALKS
ON LICENSE BILL'

Principle Should Have Been Ex-
tended to Cities—Some-
what of Gold Brick

Legislative Press Gallery,
February 15th.

The government’'s liquor bill pro-
mises to be pretty - thoroughly dis-
cussed in committee, and if the admin-
istration accept the suggestions which
will be offered from both their support-
ers and the opposition it is certain
that the measure will be the gainer.
Several sections which require some
amendment, more or less radical, have
already been pointed out and more
blemishes are likely to be found on go-
ing through it in the committee stage.

To-day: Hi. C. Brewster (Alberni)
spoke on the bill, touching on the prin-
ciples of it. He ‘pointed out its weak-
ness as a measure of temperance re-
form in that the drastic provisions as
to issue of licenses are restricted to the
unorganized portions of the province,
and that no further powers are given
Lo the municipalities in the way of re-
ducing the number of licenses if
thought fit. In fact it came out from
the attorney-general in answer to 2
question that although the unit of pop-
ulation is being raised from 500 to.%,-
000 special provision is made that exist-
ing licenses may be renewed neverthe-
less. This is the same hampering
proviso that the municipalities are un-
der since the Municipal Clauses Act]
was revised in 1906. As Mr. Brewster
remarked, the effect of this in many
unorganized districts, where the popu-
lation does not grow rapidly, will be
that it will be years before they de-
rive any benefit from the apparent re-
duction in the number of licenses which
may be held,

Hailing the granting to the people of
the right to decide whether or not they
shall have licenses issued Mr. Brew-
ster urged that they should be given
the right to elect their license boards,
or at the very least have the naming
of the majority, two members, instead
of the government having this power.
Mr. Brewster maintained that the
municipalities really had no say in the
matter seeing that the license boards
were practically government ap-
pointees. The member. for Alberni
made a good speech and ysll have a
number of amendments to propose
when the time comes.

H. C. Brewster.

Mr. Brewster said the license act was
one which in some respects should
have and doubtless would have as far-
reaching as any.the House would pass.
He approached the discussion of“ the
measure with diffidence, .because he
knew the subject was - looked upon
from different and decidedly opposed
points of view. He was pleased to sez
that the government, through the ai-
torney-general, had at least. acknow-
ledged the necessity - for some legis-
lation to control what was hecoming
a very grave and very serious problem
in British Columbia.

In the first place, before considering
the bill, he must take some objéction
to the remarks of the member for Na-
naimo as to prohibition, where tried,
only being an aggravation of the evils
instead of being a benefit. It was hard
to understand how Mr. Hawthornth-
waite, in view of the facts and figures
he could have obtained, making the
statements he had. It was an un-
doubted fact that the agitation in the
United States during the last: few
yvears had made great inroads on the
traffic and had again proved the value
of prohibition as a means of dealing
with this problem. It was estimatec
that last year there had been not less
than a reduction of 22,000,000 gallons 1n
the consumption in that country. Then
it had been said by the member for
Nanaimo that if you restrict too much
you hayve that old bugaboo of the blind
pig. This was hardly the case, as the
facts &verywhere showed. Wiping out
the saloons was of 3reat benefit to the
young men. In one province a law had
been brought in of ‘a very stringent
character. with .the obje¢t behind of
leading to its repeal but stringent as
it was it did not have this effect; in-
stead the government had to make il
more stringent still to satisfy the peo-
ple. :

Mr. Brewster declared that:he failed
to see why the government, admit-
ting the principle as correct that dras-
tic measures were necessary, should re-
strict the operation of the bill as to
the drastic features in regard to the
issue of licenses to the small part of
the province which was outside of or-
ganized municipalities. When they ad-
mitted the need and claimed merit for
the bill why not apply it to the licenses
held within municipalities? No doubt
the attorney-general would say that it
was left to the municipalities under
the Municipal Clauses Act, but it had
to be remembered that the government
appointed two-thirds of the commis-
sioners. While the license boards had
a certain amount of autonomy the mu-
nicipalities should be allowed to go fur-
ther and elect the commissioners or at
least have the naming of two of them
while the government named one. The
city of Victoria had about eighty li-
censes but the municipality had noth-
ing to say as to whether another should
.be issued or not; this was in the hands
of the license commissioners, two-
thirds of whom were appointed by the
government.

The member for Alberni said he had
no doubt the measure had been worked
out with a great deal of deliberation,
although he was glad to see it for it
was something for the people to tie
to and lead them to look for something
better later on. But all the regulations
were put on the districts where they
would have least effect. The attorney-
general did not want to strike a hard
blow at the trade but he could now
say to his liquor friends that if they
were not good it would only require a

j notwithstanding the section.

few words added to the act to make it!
apply to’the municipalities and so hel
tould keep this hanging over them,

Taking the bill on its merits was it
possible ' the = attorney-general only
wanted it to apply to outlying distriets
and provide for no restrictions in the
organized portions of the province?
And yet this was what he had done,
The unit for three licenses was beinz
raised from 500 to 1,000. How were
those which might be in excess in any
district to be treated?

Mr. Bowser stated that provision was
made that such licenses could rensw

Mr. Brewster replied that Wheré the
growth of a district was slow this
would amount to the people finding the
alleged improvement in the law :any
benefit to them for a long time to come.
There were several sections in, the
bill which would require some amend-
ment when they came up in committee,
At which time he would refer to them.
"For instance, while a man of unde-
sirable character might be kept from
getting a license all he had to do was
1o marry some widow or spinster hold-
ing a license and it was at once made
over to his name, Section 57 of the bill
provided that in case of the marriage
of any female licensee her license and
a certificate of the marriage should
forthwith be forwarded to the superin-
tendent of provincial police, who should
endorse on the license that it had been
transferred from the wife to the hus--
baliu and should send the license back
to the husband, who should thereafter
be the licensee.

“From the way this bill is drawn,”
said Mr. Brewster in conclusion, “and
the fact that the government has not
allowed the people to say whether or
not they will have liquor licenses, it
looks as if the government desired on
the one hand not to offend their Ili-
quor friends and. allies and on the
other wanted to make a showing to
the temperance people of the prov-
ince of doing something, If the at-
torney-general would apply the pro-
visions of the act in regard to the
iSS,uevof licenses to the rest of the prov-
ince as well as to the unorganized
districts we would be able to see
whether it is his wish to put into force
in British Columbia a progressive li-
quor license law.”

W. H. Hayward (Cowichan) moved
the adjournment of the debate.

Game Protection. 9

The Game Act amendments were
taken up in committee,. Wm. Hunter
(Slocan) in the chair. This bill has
been introduced chiefly to amend the
section regarding licenses to non-resi-
dents, and was found necessary be-
cause last year many American sports-
men who came in took out a $25 deer
license instead of a $100 big game li-
cense. ' It will now be necessary for
any one who has not been a resident
in the province for at least six months
to take out a general license at a cost
of $100. This will entitle them to hunt
and angle for the year between Janu-
ary 1st and -December 31st, but will not
give the right to kill more than two
moose, two wapiti, two mountain rams
of any one species, not more than
three in all; three goats, three caribou
and three deer of any one species, not
more than five in all; nor more than
250 ducks. The fee for a license to hunt
bear between January 1st and July
16th ‘will be $25. The fee for a season
license to shoot birds, good ‘from Sep-
tember 1st to March 31st following,
will be $50. A special license to kill
game birds may be granted by the pro-
vincial game warden to British citi-
zens who are not residents of the prov-
ince for a fee of $5 a week. The fee
or a license to angle, good for a year,
will be $5.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite gave notice
that he will propose an amendment ex-
tending the provisions as to sale ot
export of deer on Vancouver Island
and adjacent islands to the whole
province. The result on the Island in
checking the decimation of the deer
had been so beneficial that he thought
the same provisions should  apply to
the whole province.

The Attorney-General had a section
acdded to the bill repeating the pro-
vincial fisheries regulations, explaining
that as the courts had declared these
te: be of no effect and illegal it was
useless retaining them on the statutes.
The act was now in accordance with
the Dominion act as to seasons, and
the governmer:it did not propose to en-
force its regulations. The whole mat-
ter of fishery'rights would be dealt with
by the Supreme Court of Canada and
later by the Privy Council on a stated
cas e from - the ,Dominion and British
Columbia governments, and a decision
was hoped for this year.

Mr. Williams, on behalf of men in
remote agricultural sections, argued
that some means should be found of
making known the days of opening
and closing of seasons.

Hon. Mr. Bowser replied that the
rolice forece would be used more and
that there would be more game war-
dens employed, which would overcome
this cause of complaint.

Companies’ Act.

The Attorney-General, in moving the
second reading of the bill to revise and
consolidate the Companies’ Act, stated
that there had recently been a consoli-
dation of the British act and the Col-
onial Office ‘had requested all prov-
inces and colonies to bring their acts
up to the same standard. British Co-
lumbia was the first to accede to this
request. The recent British act was
only a consolidation and made no
ckange in the provisions of the act.
The present bill was based largely on
that, but also embodied some good
features from Canadian acts. There
was a very stringent provision in ref-
erence to fraudulent prospectuses.
There had been much trouble in this
province as elsewhere by managers of
companies without the knowledge of
the directors doing this. The inten-
tion was to make the directors them-
selves responsible. There were a nums-
ber of defunct companies on the regis-
ters and some good names were thus
tied up. Provision would be made for
a cleaning up of the registers.

The bill was given its second read-
ing.

Hon. Mr. Bowser, in his capacity of
Minister of Agriculture, had two bills
put through committee. One  extends
the provisions of the Noxious Weeds
Prevention Act to the whole province,
instead of confining it to the west of
the Cascades, as at present. The other
ddds several species of bulbs and
greenhouse plants to those which may
be kept out by reason of being infect-
ed with contagious plant diseases, and
creates a separate horticultural dis-
trict out of Okanagan and Similka-
meen.

A message from His Honor trans$-

mitted the act amending the Assess-
ment Aect for reconsideration, by ad=
ding the word “unworked” in the see=
tion providing for the taxation of sur-
tace rights of unworked Crown-grant-
ed mineral claims as rea] property and
rot at wild . land. The word was over-
looked in the drafting of the bill.

Third reading was given to the Uni-
versity Commission Bill and the Ju-
venile Court Bill.

A. E. McPhillips (Islands) presented
several petitions asking for amend-
ment of the Municipal Clauses Act,
whereby there- shall be exempticn of
land used for park associations.

L. W. Shatford (Similkameen) in-
troduced a bill .to incorporate the Pen-
ticton Railway Company.

,H. B. Thomson introduced the bill
te ratify the agreement between the
city and the B. C. Electric Company.

MANILA DISCHARGING
AT PORTER’S WHARF

Report - From ' Nanaimo That
There is Big Run of
Herring

Four-masted schooner Manita, which
has been discharging a part cargo of
salt at Nanaimo, arrived last night
and is now discharging 350 tons at
Porter’'s wharf. She was towed here
b7 the tug Lorne along with the
barque Alta, but the Alta was left be-

hind at Plumper Bay, thé Lorne bring-

ing her here this morning.

The Manila is an odd-looking craft.
She was built about ten years ago at
San Francisco and is engaged' mostly
in the coasting business. She is at
present under charter to W. G. Tib-
bitts. Her salt cargo was secured at
Trinidad, Mexico.

‘When the schooner leaves here about
Thursday next she will tow-to Port
Townsend and probably proceed to
Everett for a cargo of lumber for San
Diego. This is not, however, definitely
settled.

Captain Garski, who takes his family
with him on the vessel, says that with-
in the last day or two the herring have
been running well in Nanaimo harbor.
Cne outfit brought in 30 tons at one
Lhaul and others were doing well. The
salteries were being kept busy, some-
thing which has not been the case
throughout the season.

TRADE RELATIONS
WITH GERMANY

Surtax Removed From. Various
Articles as Result of Ne-
gotiations e

Ottawa, Feb. 16.—Hon. W. S. Field-
ing presented to parliainent last night
the result of recent negotiations be-
tween Germany and Canada respect-
ing tariff relations, which shows that
a big breach in the surtax wall has
been made. The papers give a list of
articles to be admitted into Germany
at conventional (or lower) tariff rates.

A certified copy of a report of the
committee of the Privy Council ap-
proved by His Excellency on February
14th sets forth that a memorandum
was received from Mr. Fielding on
February 12th last, reporting the re-
sults of certain informal negotiations
which have from time to time taken
place respecting the tariff relations be-
tween Canada and Germany, After set-
ting forth the facts of the unfortunate
difference between the two countries
since 1898, Mr. Fielding reports, ‘“The
moment seems to have arrived when,
although a full settlement of tariff
questions may not be reached, an
understanding may be come to which
will to a considerable extent remove
the causes of.friction and pave the
way for a more comprehensive ar-
rangement in the future.”

Mr. Fielding’s report then deals
with the relations with Germany be-
fore the surtax trouble. From that date
up to the present time the products of
Germany imported into Canada have
been subjected to the duties of the
general tariff, and such surtax, and
Canadian products imported into Ger-
many have not received the benefits in
case of the conventional tariff rate.

Representations have been made to
the minister from time to time by the
imperial German consul at Montreal
as to the desirability of reaching a bet-
ter understanding between the two
countries. In these informal negotia-
tibns the German representatives have
abandoned the contention which was
the chief cause of difference between
the two countries, namely, that the
products of Germany should receive
in Canada the same treatment as the
products of the United Kingdom. .In
the meantime the commercial relations
of Canada with foreign countries have
assumed a new phase, owing to the
making of the Franco-Canadian com-
mercial convention, which has now
gone into operation.

DIRIGIBLES NEGLECTED.

Inventors Are Marking Time While
Aeroplanes Are Being Developed.
Paris, Feb, 16.—Major Paul Renard,
designer of airships,
much interested in dirigibles, has voic-
ed a cry of alarm in regard to the lack

He feels that they are standing
still watching the evolution of
aeroplane and unless they forget their
sleep and go to work, the dirigible will
be hopelessly outstripped. A first class
airship should be able to rise to a
height of 1,500 yards, he says, main-
taining a speed of more than thirty
miles an hour and be capable
of remaining at that height and that
speed for ten hours at least. No dirigi-
ble yet constructed in Germany, France
or any other country, he concludes, can
make good under these requirements.

University Site,

The bill authorizing the appointment
of a commission of three to five disin-
teresi tern educationists to se-
lect a site for the provincial university
was takén up in committee, N. F. Mac-
kay (Kaslo) in the chair.

J. H. Hawthornthwarte asked what
was meant by a ‘‘disinterested educa-
tionist.”

“I think the term s self-explana-
tory,”” replied the minister of education,
“and with the recognized ability of my
friend from Nanaimo he can easily
understand it.”

Mr. Hawthornthwaite professed in-
ability to grasp the meaning of the
words employed,

“Phere is in the province a branch of
one institution of higher education,”
Dr. Young answered. “It is mnot the
intention to ask any representative of
that institution to sit on the commis-
sion, because they already have a col-
lege in British Columbia, and the in-
tenticn of this bill is to endeavor to
obtain the services of men ‘who are not
connected with any university which
has a college in British Columbia.”

Mr, Hawthornthwaite inquired if this
would exclude any representative of,
say, Columbia college, New Westmin-
stern: 1

Dr. Young reiterated his statement
made on the second reading, that the
desire of the government was to do
away with all sectionalism in this
matter. The advice of Columbia col-
lege or any other institution in the
province would be listened to, but the
intent of the bill was to have educa-
tionists of experience and reputation
from the outside come here and recom-
mend one locality to the government
as that in which the university should
be placed.

The member for Nanaimo thought
there was an impliced slight on educa-
tionists in British Columbia that none
of them was broad-minded enough to
make the selection for the government.
He expressed a wish to know who were
to be named.

“What is wrong with the solid five
as commissioners?”’ asked the attorney-
general with a smile which was met
by an answering smile from everyone
else.

“We are afraid we will fall into their
hands eventually, in any case,” replied
Mr. Hawthornthwaite.

“Would my hon. friend style the solid
five disinterested?” the minister of edu-
cation asked the attorney-general.
Mr, Bowser's smile was taken as a con-
fession that he would not go so far.

Placer Mining.

The bill amending the Placer Mining

Act was taken up in committee, F. J.

.Mackenzie (Delta) in the chair. This

bill is designed to protect miners and
allow them to carry on placer mining
where timber or coal leases come up
to the river or creek on which they de-
sire to work. Notwithstanding the ex-
istence of other leases the placer miners
will be enabled to go ahead with their
pians, provision being made for com-
pensations to timber or coal lessees
should any damage be done them.

The Socialist members objected to the
power being given to the government
agents and gold commissioners to grant
the necessary permission. Mr. Haw-
thornthwaite thought the bill an at-
tempt to allow timber and coal lessees
to crowd 'out placer miners, and Mr.
Williams complained of what he alleged
to be unjust actions in behalf of gov-
ernment officials.

Premier McBride protested against
the making of general charges affect-
mg the civil service. It was a thing
not to be encouraged. In the House at
present were members who had been
members of the service in the positions
of gold commissioners and government

sgents; and these gentiemen were as

inspection of tramways and amending
the Game Protection, Horticultural
Board and Noxious Weeds Acts. The
former he explained to the great in-
crease in electric traction and the re-
cent serious accidents on electric roads.
While the Dominion railway commis-
sion covered those operating under
federal charters, many worked under
provincial charters and were not sub-
ject to any inspection at present.
H. C. Brewster moved, seconded by
John Jardine, ‘“That an order of the
House be granted for a return show-
ing in what newspapers notice of ob-
jections to retaining names on the
voters’ lists have been published; the
rates charged by such newspapers, and
the total amounts paid, or to be paid,
such newspapers in each case.” °

In doing so the member for Alberni
said there was great difference in the
manner and method in which the lists
of objections were published, and the
public should know what was paid and
how much was due.

The premier stated that the govern-
ment had no objection to the motion,
and therreturn was ordered.

John Jardine put the following ques-
tion to Attorney-General Bowser: “‘In
view of the reported appointment of
Mr. L. Tait, a resident and voter in
Esquimalt district, as police commis-
sioner for Victoria city, will it be in
order for me to recommend a citizen
of Esquimalt as police commissioner
for Vancouver city .in the year 19107”

“In reply to the hon. gentleman I
may say that there is no legal objec-
tion to a .voter from Esquimalt being
appointed a member of the police com-
mission in Vancouver,” said the at-
torney-general in reply. “It is the cus-
tom, however, that a commissioner is
appointed from the place where he is
living and has his interests, and knows
something of the working of the po-
lice system in his own city. A mem-
ber cof the Victoria board appointed
from Esquimalt would be at great ex-
pense in trayelling back and forth, all
of which he would have to pay him-
self.”

Regina Business Men Look for
Busy Year as Result of
Construction

Regina, Sask., Feb. 15.—Out of a to-
tal mileage of 346 miles in the C. P. R.
construction programme for this year
over 200 miles are for lines in and out
of Regina. The line north to Colonsay,
a point west of Saskatoon on the Win-
nipeg-Edmonton main line, opens up a
fine farming country, practically every
acre of which will be under cultivation
this year and adds greatly to Regina’s
wholesale territory. The Regina-
Bulica cut-off opens up traffic to the
northeastern part of the province which
has hitherto been largely supplied from
Winnipeg. This will be of inestimable
value to Regina and opens up a coun-
try already fully developed. Grain was
brought into Regina some time ago
over the construction line. The line
south to Griffin, between Stough:on and
Weyburn, completes connections which
have long been dreamed of by Regina
business houses and the people of the

southern end of the province. This
country is all settled and was under
crop last season and the farmers are
well to do. It is anticipated further
that this new line will eventually be
the connecting line for further exien-
sions south and west by way of Wey-
burn to Lethbridge from Regina.

WATER DEFICIT
IN 0AK BAY

ESTIMATES FORECAST
SHORTAGE IN RECEIPTS

Two Thousand Dollars Will Be
Taken From General
Revenue

present rate paid for water at whole-
sale from the city there would be a
deficit -of $2,000 which would have to
be provided out of general revenue.

LICENSE FEE RAISED.

Vancouver Employment Agents Will
Have to Pay More,

Vancouver Feb, 14—Up go the licence
fees for the employment agents, from
$25 to $100, the civic authorities are
about to add a little more to the sums
paid by the peddlers for the privilege
of selling produce and so forth through
the city streets. Furthermore, it 1s
even possible that the real estate
agents will be mulcted a few dollars
2 year.

City Solicitor Macdonald reported to
the finance committee that the Em-
ployment Agents’ By-law was pract:-
cally complete and ready for the in-
sertion of the fees. The by-law pro-
vided, he said, for the refusal of Ili-
cences on the grounds of moral char-
acter. Provision was made however,
that the applicant could appeal to the
city council,

The committee after the solicitor
read the rates in use in Toronto, fixed
the scale as follows: Laborers, $1.00;
skilled help, $1.50; domestics, 50c; skil-
led female help, $1.00.

The licence fee was fixed at - the rate
of $100 per year, licence to last for six
months and cost $50.

The city solicitor was instructed to
prepare data on the subject of licences
for real estate agents.

There was objection taken. to the
low fee of $50 for produce and fruit
peddlers, who were said to be out all
hours disposing of their goods, to the
disadvantage of the regular merchants.
Information will be secured from Seat-
tle, Tacoma and other cities, and the
city solicitor and licence inspector wiil
report at the next meeting.

ENDS HIS LIFE.

Man Shoots . Himself After Having
Wounded His Wife,

Edmonton, Feb. 15i.—From  the ef-

EXPLOSION ATTRIBUTED
TO ACT OF REVENGE

Astonishing DiScovery Made on
Board the Torpedo Boat
Hopkins

Vallejo, Cal., Feb. 15.—It was learned
here yesterday that six weeks ago
betore’ the torpedo boat Hopkins on
which seven men were: injured by an
explosion, sailed for San Diego, Naval
Constructor Evans received an anony-
mous letter warning him to “look out
for the Hopkins.”

After receiving this letter Evansg had
the Hopkins overhauled and the as-
tounding discovery was made that
some of the boiler tubes were stuffed
with old files, metal, weod and other
rubbish, such as would be about a ma-
chine shop.

The tubes were cleaned and taken
out, but it is considered possible now
following the disastrous explosion in
San Diego bay yesterday, that one of
them may have been overlooked or not
entirely cleaned. Naval engineers this
afternoon said that one of the stuffed
tupbes might have been used several
times without damage bhefore an ex-
plosion would have been caused.

When the letter- was received, the
officers of the Mare Island navy yard
immediately remembered that there
had been trouble hetween the construc-
tion and engineering department. No
ore, however, undertook to place the
blame. It was contended by some that
the rubbish might have been left in
the tubes through negligence, but this
is looked upon as almost out of the
question. At the time of the over-
hauling of the Hopkins several tubes
were replaced by new ones.

The news of the explosion on ‘the
Hopkins caused. considerable excite-
nient in the navy yard. The possi-
bility that such an accident might have
béen caused by the men seeking ven-

geance at the risk of the liveg of the
hoilerroom crew caused consternation. |

HEAVY SNOW FALL
ALONG THE SKEENA

Considerable Damage Done to
Railway Grade by
Slides

Prince Rupert, Feb, 12.—Mail car-
riers arriving here from Hazelton re-
port an unusually heavy fall of snow
thiswinter all along the Skeena river,
and great difficulty is being experienced
in getting the mails through. Tote
roads were constructed last fall by the
railway contractors connecting the un-
Aflnished portions of the railway grade,
and over these supplies were teamed
to the different camps from tide-water,
until the snowfall became so deep that
the work had to be abandoned.

From Hole-in-the-Wall at the head
cf tide-water to Kitselas Canyon the
snow now averages from 8 to 12
feet on the level and the only means
of travel is on snowshoes. Late ar-
rivals from the canyon report the rail-
way camps weli provisioned, but few
men are working owing to the great
depth of snow along the grade.

past two weeks started snowslides in
the mountains above Telegraph Point,

forty miles east of here, and consider- |

able damage has been done to the rail-
way grade, but no fatalities are report-
ed so far.

A series of snowslides east of that
point wrecked and carried away the
Dominion government telegraph line
for a distance of twelve miles, and
Prince Rupert was cut off from tele-
graph communication for several days.
Extca gangs of linemen were at once
put to work, new wires were strung
across the slides and the service again
restored,

The buildings
condemned are: One story building
next the Balmoral hotel on View
street, owned by Mrs. Annie M. Brown,
used as a storehouse; two old wooden
buildings east c¢f the Balmoral hote!,
owned by George Mellor, used as store
houses; an old half burnt building on
lot 405, block 13, Fort street; three
wooden sheds and a stable on lot 1247,
block “T,” corner of Coromorant and
Douglas streets, owned by C. W. Brad-
shaw; old frame structure on lot 445,
block “G,” Fisguard street, owned by
the Misses Musgrave; old frame shed
on lot 323, block 11, Yates street, owned
by Messrs. Hearns & Renfrew.

COLLAPSE OF POOL.

Broker Punished by Governors of New
York Stock Exchange.

New York, Feb..17.—Henry S. Haskins,
board member of the stock exchange firm
of Lathrop, Haskins & Co., which failed
with the collapse of the recent Columbus
& Hocking Coal and Iron pool, was de«
clared ineligible for reinstatement on the
exchange yesterday because of his firm’s
connection with the fiasco. As Mr. Hag<
king was the only member of the firm
having a seat on the exchange the action
is equivalent to expulsion. His seat will
be sold and he will never be able to be-
come a member of the exchange again.

The report of the committee on insolv«
ency submitted to the governing commit<
tee of the stock exchange and approved
by that body says: ‘“The failure of the
firm of Lathrop, Haskins & Co., of which
Henry Haskins was the floor member, was
caused by reckless and unbusinesslika
dealings, and Henry S. Haskins is de-
clared ineligible for reinstatement.”

Lathrop, Hasking & Co. were the man«
agers of the Columbus & Hocking pools,
according to testimony recently brought
out, and James R. Keene manipulated
the stock in the market. Two other ex-
change houses, J. M. Fiske & Co., and
Roberts, Hall & Criss, have yet to appear
before the governors of the exchange for
their participation in the pool. Several
other members of the exchange, whose
connection with the movement in the
shares of the company was less direct,
also are to come up for trial.

When the seat of Mr. Haskins is sold by
the officials of the exchange, the money
derived therefrom will be applied to the
gettlement of any obligations due to other
members. The balance, if any, will be
turned over to Mr. Haskins.

ANTI-ALIEN BILL.

Indignation in Japan Does Not Cause
Any Surprise at Washington.

Washington, D. C.,, Feb. 17. — An-
nouncement that the Japanese people
and press are indignant over the Hayes
anti-alien bill did not cause any sur-
prise here as it has been known that
Japan would make an effort to have
the immigration clauses now in force
eliminated from the proposed new
treaty.

Japan has been expected to put in
a protest when the revision of the
present treaty is undertaken, basing
her demand on the ground that the
clauses are an offence to Japanese
pride. The indignation is inopportune,
according to diplomats here and may
hinder negotiations over the treaty,
which is now pending.

It is feared that the situation will be
worse than it was when the California
school controversy aroused so much
excitement.

It is believed that if the Hayes bill
had not been introduced Japan would
have brought up the question on her
own . volition to demand for her sube
jects an equal position of dignity with
that of the subjects of any of the
other nations. :

MILITARY FINANCE

TO BE REVISED

Whole Military Situation Will

Receive Attention This
Spring

(By Herbert A. White, Berlin Corre-
spondent of the United Press.)

Berlin, Feb. 6, — When the German
finance law comes up for discussion at

good many

the beginning of April a

bitter eriticisms will be passed in the

Reichstag, both with regard to the
amount of the appropriation for the
forthcoming year and also to adminis-
trative questions.

On one point the government is de-
cided. That is that no change will be
made cither in the numerical or in the
offensive strength of the army, except
perhaps in the direction of an increase
in both directions,

The . discussions * this year will be
more interesting than ordinary because
not only will the vearly questions in
regard to finance come up, but the
quinguennial
is due for renewal.

It is not expected that any change
will be made on general lines from
1905. ' A -big change, however, is inevit-
able in matters of finance.

Military . finance in Germany re-
mains where it was after the war of
1870. The provision made then utterly
failed to foresee the modern develop-
ments of Germany, and in consequence
at the present time it is utterly insuf-
ficient for imperial needs. The forth-
coming quinguennial law will put the
army finances on a broader basis and
will provide sufficient for the yearly
needs of the army without recdurse to
state loans.

Germany enters the present year with
4,000,000 trained soldiers available for
war and 6,000 field guns. Besides these
there will be a reserve of 3,000,000 par-
tially or superficially trained men.

In many departments considerable
jnnovations are forthcoming. For one
thing new drill regulations both for
cavalry and foot will come into force
which will alter largely the whole of
German tactics. The new cavalry drill
has made an end of divisional forma-
tions ‘and has established the brigade
as the unit of manoeuvre. KEvolutions
have been simplified and while the
shock cavalry tactics are maintained
to some extent, the regulations now re-
cognize that frontal attacks by masses
of cavalry can no longer be of any in-
fluence in a battle fought by troops of
all arms. e X

One feature this year will be the
building - of airships. Although Ger-
many is already supvreme in the air,
building will proceed fastér than ever
during the next few months. At pres-
ent the army fleet consists of dirigibles
and there are some other dirigibles in
private hands capable of being requisi-
tioned in war. In the next few
months building of the Wright aero-
planes will commence and before long
Germany hopes to have a dozen of
these.

Altogether 1910 will be a year of great
progress for the German army and at
the end of the year its supremacy over
other European armies should be more
pronounced than ever,

Thomas McManus, proprietor of the
California hotel, who appeared on remand
in the police court on Wednesday charged
with supplying llquor xo0 an intoxicated
man, was fined $40, in default of payment
distress, or in default of distress one
month’s imprisonment.

He read from similar cases and a
judgment by Lord Russell which said the
penalty could only be inflicted on
licensees, and that the bartender’s conten-
tion that he had not noticed the condition
of the man did. not release the proprietor
of the saloon from responsibility.

If Long-Talked Plans Do Not

FINAL EXTENSION

Materialize at Once Bil

An evergreen ‘problem with which
the city of Vancouver has been wrest-
Iing at intervals since 1904 is that of
the False Creek' foreshore. An <act
cbhtained in that year gave the city
rower to acquire any property it need-
ed to carry out a scheme of improve-
ment for that portion of the water~
frent, there being in contemplation a
rpian of utilizing it for harbor pur-
peses, the C.P.R. having shut off the
Burrard Inlet waterfront, and have a
union depot for any future lines of
railway which may enter the city. The
Great Northern has acquired a big

slice of the foreshore on the south of
the creek.

Nothing but talk has ever resulted,
however, and .it has been necessary
to .come to the Legislature from time
tc time to get an act to keep alive the
city’s’'powers in that regard. The limit
was first 1907, then 1908, next 1910, and
this session a bill has been before the
House extending the time limit for
five years longer. When the city's
representatives came to the private
bills committee on Wednesday they re-
duced their demand to one year, but
tke committee, after all that there was
Fo say pro and con, told the city that
it .would get eight months further, the
original bill, as much amended, to be-
come null and void if something is not
undertaken within that time.

Macdonald, K.C., and- Alderman Ste-
venson and Hepburn were present on
behalf of Vancouver.

The
property owners were being held up
in any plans they might desire to make
or in the sale of their property by the
fact that they. were liable to expro-
priation at any time, and at a time
v hich might never come, judging by
the rate at which the city was pro-
ceeding. The proper thing for the city
te do was to expropriate: the property
now, seeing they hadeto do so even-
tually to carry out any scheme, and
tiien go ahead with the formaulation of
a scheme. Thig they ought to be able
to do inside of ninety days. If they
were to keep on getting extensions it
wcould continue what was an absolute
injustice’ to the property-owners. As
a matter of fact the city would be in
2 much better position in dealing with
the Great Northern if they owned the
property themselves than if the thing
was left in its nebulous state.

R. K. Holgate, chairman of the Pro-
perty-owners’ Association; J. Mathe-
son, secretary, and F. Gould were
heard as to the way. they are being
hampered, it being impossible to build
wharves or make any use of the pro-
rerty while the city’s False Creek
prlans remain in their present chaotic
form. .

“If we do nothing in a year we will
drop it, and that can go down in the
nminutes if you like,” said City Solicitor
Macdonald.

The committee discussed the matter
for some time in private, and on the
re-admission of the parties announced
that an extension of eight months was
al' the committee felt the city should
be granted, as in that time it could
tave its plans formulated. If at the
end of that time none have been ar-
rived at the False Creek Foreshore
Act will become void.

The Canadiah-Mexican Liner
Brought 4,000 Tons of
Goods for B. C.

Four thousand tons of valuable goods
Lonsdale; arrfying Tuesday. The steamer
Lonsdale, arriying last night. The steamer
had every inch of cargo space filled and
a small. quamtity”had to be left behind
owing to lack of ‘room. On the deck were
piled large-mitric aeid pots weighing 16,000
Ibs. each: for 'the Wictoria Chemical
Works, and a quantity of other heavy
steel goods.  The first consignment of pipe
for the Esquimalt Waterworks was also
among the cargo.

The bulk of the freight brought by the
Lonsdale came from Europe and crossed
the isthmus by the Tehuantepec railway.
It consisted of wines, spirits, fancy gro-
ceries and almost everything that is used
on this Coast. The most interesting con-
signment, however,’ was 1,000 tons of
canned fruit, vegetables, fish, clams and
other products of Eastern Canada, which
were shipped from St. John, but which
were packed chiefly in Ontario. This it
has been proved can be carried cheaper
by the Mexican route than overland, and
is the commencement of a business which
has enormous possibilities.

As well as the cargo which came over
the railway the steamer has 500 tons of
salt and a quantity of coffee collected
by the steamer Salvador from Central
American points. This st@amer is oper-
ateéd by Symonds & Co., the-owners of
the steamers Lonsdale and Georgia, and
is proving very successful.

Five hundred tons of the cargo, in ad-
dition to the steel pipe, will be discharged
at this port. Handling the pipes is slow
work, and by working day and night it
will take a day or two to remove it. The
stevedores worked all last night, but have
only commenced to move the heavy ma-
terial.

Only three passengers came north from
Mexico. One af thése was Mr. Clark, who
is travelling: syith the pipe  consignment,
and the otherg were British seamen who
were in distrésg at Salina Cruz, and who
were sent norfhi by the British: consul.
