New York, Feb. 26.—President Roose­
velt has again intervened as peacemaker 
between the coal miners and operators, 
and as the result of a letter addressed by 
him to John Mitchell, president of the 
United Mine Workers of America, a na­
tional convention of the miners will be 
held on March 13th to try to reach an 
agreement with the soft coal operators, 
in the hope of averting the threatened 
strike of April 1st in the bituminous ooal 
field.

The President's letter and the announce­
ment that the convention would be call­
ed were made public to-night by Mr. 
Mitchell after a long conference with 
Francis L. Robbins, president of the 
PIMSburg Coal Company and chairman of 
the bituminous operators, 
this conference were W. G. Perry, of the 
Southwestern Coal Association, and E. F. 
Bush, representing the soft coal interests 
allied with the Gould railroads.

The President’s letter is dated Wash­
ington, D. C., Feb. 24th, and says:

“Sir:—I note with very great concern 
the failure in your late convention on the 
joint interstate agreement to come to a 
basis of settlement of the ■ bituminous 
mining scale of wages. You in this busi­
ness have enjoyed a great industrial 
peace for many years, thanks to the 
joint agreement that has resulted in the 
action of your successive conventions.

“A strike such as is threatened on 
April 1st IS » -menace to the peace and 
general welfare of the country. I urge 
von to m:-î t -.urtTier effort to avoid
such a rn ;

“You and Mr. Robbins are joint chair­
men of the trade agreement committee 
of the National Civic Federation, And- it 
seems to me that this imposes additional 
duty upon you both and gives an addi­
tional reason why each of you should 
join in making a further effort, 
respectfully,

“(Sgd.) THEODORE ROOSEVELT.”
President Mitchell himself has been 

quoted as saying that as far as he knew 
there would certainly be a strike in the 
bituminous fields on April 1st. The nego­
tiations for an agreement between the 
hard coal workers and the anthracite 
operators have been progressing smooth­
ly to all outward appearances, and 
rangements have been made for a joint 
conference on Wednesday between the 
sub-committees having settlement of the 
difficulties in hand.

This case was taken up by the prov­
ince to compel the opening of certain 
street ends in the city of Vancouver.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 27.—Russia is 
using ail her influence at Berlin to 
prevent a rupture between France and 
Germany. Her action has been taken 
at the instance of Paris, where the 
Rouvier government is apparently con­
vinced that Germany proposes to per­
sist in her attitude even to the point 
of provoking war. On account of the 
close relations existing between the 
courts of Berlin and St. Petersburg 
it is believed in France that Russia 
will have more influence upon Emperor 
William than any other power.

Earnest representations in favor of 
concessions to insure avoidance of an 
appeal to arms accordingly being 
made, Germany replied that she pro­
posed to modify her attitude and Rus­
sia’s advices from Algeciras indicate 
that practically all hope of an amend­
ment has been abandoned. Although 
Count Cassini, head of the Russian 
mission, reports that the conference 
will be fruitless, he expresses a de­
cided opinion that hostilities will not 
result.

Russia is much concerned about the 
situation, as war between France and 
Germany would greatly embarrass her. 
Not only is the Russian government so 
engrossed with the interior situation 
as not to be in a position to offer to 
her ally, but war would end the possi­
bility of contracting another loan in 
Paris of which Russia is in urgent 
need.

Premier Witte has now become a 
distinct advocate of Anglo-Russian un­
derstanding and it is understood that 
negotiations have been or are about 
t.\ be opened in London to determine 
the status of this agreement. If they 
are successful a new grouping of the 
powers will undoubtedly check Ger­
many’s ambition. The main obstacle 
tc an understanding is the dispute re­
garding the respective spheres of in­
fluence of Russia and Great Britain in 
Persia, as the Russians are loath to 
abandon their, plans for reaching the 
Persian Gulf.

A telegram from Teheran indicates 
that considerable interest is mapifest- 
ed in Persia at the possibility of an 
A.nglo-Russian understanding.
Persian papers warn the government 
that it would result in the partition of 
Persia and as a means of combatting 
such an outcome they urge the im­
mediate introduction of state reforms 
modelled on the British constitution.

Albany. N. Y., Feb. 27.—The court of 
appeals to-day ‘ decided that the legisla­
ture has the power to prohibit the pos­
session or sale in this state of game from 
foreign countries during the state’s close 
season for game of that species.

The 
Columbia riVer could also be used as a 
means for floating timber into the 
United States. It was a question 
whether the Kettle river could not be 
used for the same purpose. There 
were other streams which could be 
used probably In this way. He pro­
posed that piles, etc., should be allow­
ed to be shipped into the other prov­
inces.

Hon. R. F. Green held that while it 
was possible to float logs by the Koote­
nay river into the United States, it 
was not probable. Some logs had been 
brought into the province from the 
United States. He did not think that 
the Columbia river could be utilized 
for this purpose, as there were* rapids 
which woiUd prevent this being done 
except at high water.

The report of the bill to incorpor­

ate the Ashcroft, Barkerville & Fort 
George Railway was adopted, and the 
bill passed its third reading.

the extermination of wild horses, Price 
Ellison said that this was a very need­
ful measure. The old act permitted 
only of the. shooting of stallions over 
20 months of age, ai$4‘which Were not 
branded. This made the act almost 
impossible to enforce. The new bill 
proposed to allow of the shooting of all 
horses in cerfain localities where wild 
horses run. This was done in order to 
prevent the spread of glanders among 
the ranchers’ herds.

There were vast herds of these wild 
horses which in addition to tending to 
the spread of disease also depletéd 
pasture ground, which might be used 
by tame herds of horses or cattle.

Hon. F. J. Fulton said he had some 
suggestions to offer from the agricul­
tural society of his district providing 
for safeguards, which it was consid­
ered wise to insert.

The bill passed its first reading.
The House adjourned at 3:15.

FBOCEKDIMGS OF It may be contended that this was the 
time that the Kootenay Central should 
have secured similar legislation, but 
there are very substantial reasons why 
it did not do so. Assurances were then 
given by the government that at a 
future session similar 
would be extended to the Kootenay 
Central. This was confirmed by the 
fact that the directors of the company 
the premier, Mr. Dunsmuir, Attorney- 
General Eberts and the agent-general 
in London and received further assur­
ances from the premier culminating in 
a letter from him. an extract of which 
is now produced, and which reads as 
follows:

“Although I cannot make a definite 
promise, I feel satisfied that if sub­
stantial people took the matter up the 
legislature would renew the subsidy 
increasing it to $5,000 a mile, 
this modification, however, that in lieu 
of cash the province would give 3 per 
cent 50-year debentures in inscribed 
stock of the province, payable to the 
company entering into the contract 
upon the completion of each 20 miles 
of road.

"Now, this is a pretty strong as­
surance, given direct from the pre­
mier, Upon which any company under 
the saine circumstances could rest ea­
sily feeling sure that when the pro­
per time came it would be dealt with 
with every degree of consideration. The 
company, however, did not stop here, 
and if further evidence of their good 
faith and determination to carry-out 
their project’ secured a charter àt Ot­
tawa and following this a subsidy un­
der the Dominion statutes. An im­
portant condition of this subsidy was 
that the company should be compelled 
to expend $150,000 within a specified 
time expiring, as I believe, during the 
coming summer. This expenditure is 
now being imcurred and by the time 
specified will reach the sum of $150,- 
000 in actual construction work, 
a mistake indulged in by many, and I 
may say by the government^ that this 
expenditure is being incurred by the 
Canadian Pacific Railway Company, 
whereas the very opposite is the case. 
In fact there is a grave misapprehen­
sion existing not only in the minds of 
the peopje but evidently with the gov­
ernment that the Canadian Pacific 
have practically taken over the char­
ter of this company with all its rights 
and .privileges. This is what may be 
understood from the remarks of th'e 
honorable premier yesterday when he 
assured this House that the early con­
struction of this road might be looked 
forward to. The fact of the matter is 
the premier presumed to have know­
ledge of certain facts which no one else 
had any knowledge of, even, the Cana­
dian Pacific or the Kootenay Central, 
and upon that, took . the ■ extra ordinary 
position that ifiâ&nuch*as the road was 
to be built as a subsidiary company of 
the Canadian Pacific that it would not 
be entitled to any aid. If the honorable 
premier has any knowledge of such 
facts as would warrant him in mak­
ing such a statement to this House he 
should take the House into his confi­
dence and state what they are. But the 
fact of the matter is it is only pre­
sumption on his part, apparently for 
the purpose of letting the government 
out of what should be considered a sol­
emn obligation on their part.”

Mr. Mfells said with the utmost con­
fidence, knowing what he was talking 
about, that no such contract existed 
between these two corporations, which 
guaranteed the construction of the 
Kootenay Central. There unmistak­
ably Was an understanding that the C. 
P. R. would aid the company in its fin­
ancial matters either by guaranteeing 
their bonds or otherwise, but this wras 
based positively upon the condition 
that the Kootenay Central should re­
ceive aid from the Dominion and the 
Provincial governments, without which 
ft would be impossible for them to car­
ry out any assistance no matter how 
much disposed they might be to do so. 
Sc that the position of the Kootenay 
Central to-day is that unless there is 
seme further assurance that aid will 
bo granted this whole scheme will fall 
to the ground. Mr. Wells stated that 
the fixed charges upon the government 
from a subsidy would probably mean 
$30,000, including a sinking fund, a ra­
ther insignificant sum which would in 
d short time be fully compensated for 
by additional revenue, to say nothing 
ot the immense advantages accruing 
from the development of the country.

Mr. Wells further stated that he 
could not understand the attitude tak­
en by the premier in the face of his 
remarks at a meeting held in Fernie' 
in the summer of 1904, when a railway 
policy was promised at a summer ses­
sion which it was intended should be 
held, and when the position and claims 
o: the Kootenay Central would receive 
due consideration. The honorable pre­
mier had really no more knowledge of 
the facts surrounding this whole ques­
tion at the present time than he had 
then; and he had no more reason to 
tell the House that we could look for­
ward to the early construction of this 
road independent of any assistance. A 
letter was also read from the premier 
to Mr. Pitts of Windermere, replying 
to certain resolutions that had been 
forwarded to him asking that aid 
should be given to the Kootenay Cen­
tral.

Victoria, Feb. 28th, 1906.
The Columbia & Western Bill came 

up for discussion this afternoon on its 
second reading. The chief commis­
sioner in introducing the bill outlined 
the general history of -the railway and 
the subsidies granted it. He con­
tended that the claim made by the 
company for the land was a just one, 
and described as repudiation any at­
tempt to keep it away from them.

J. A. Macdonald, thg^ leader of the 
opposition, put the case very clearly 
forward. He contended, that the Lito­
ral party would not be a party to re­
pudiation, but showed that there was 
no such principle involved in this case. 
The railway company had never car­
ried out the agreement under which 
the subsidy was given it. This was 
that connection should be afforded be­
tween the Kootenay country and the 
coast cities of British' Columbia. The 
Columbia & Western was given a large 
bonus to ensure early connection, but 
bad not carried out its end of the 
agreement. The company had allowed 
the subsidy to lapse, and should not 
complain if the statute were lived up 
to. Mr. Macdonald’s speech was an 
able presentation of the case of the 
province against the railway com­
pany.

The government showed a disposition 
to set back and let the opposition do 
all the talking on the bill. Mr. Mac­
donald’s speech was not attempted to 
be met, and J. R. Brown and John 
Oliver each were forced to follow their 
leader without any defence being of­
fered for the bill. Both dealt with the 
subject in a masterly way. Mr. Brown 
showed that the railway company had 
done little towards carrying out the 
main purpose of the subsidy being 
granted the road by constructing the 
line to Penticton.

Mr. Oliver, with a splendid knowl­
edge of the affairs of the road, won by 
long service in the House and his study 
of the subject in connection with the 
investigation which he brought about 
into the railway’s grant in Southeast 
Kootenay, charged the government 
with being the creatures of the C. P. 
R. He reviewed the history 6f the 
road very fully, showing that the C. 
P. R. had nothing coming to it under 
the original arrangements. He charged 
home against the company that it had 
attempted to rob the province of some 
of its best lands.

The premier was forced to repfy, and 
after defending the bill launched into 
general talk on the inconsistency of 
Liberals on general principles. This 
became so uninteresting that his fol­
lowers constituted themselves into 
little groups and discussed other sub­
jects while their leader spoke.

The debate was adjourned on motion 
of S. Henderson.

In 
the same year the Subsidy Act was 
passed. He gave the various sections 
which were to be built. Sections 1, 3 
and 4 had been completed. By an ar­
rangement with a former government 
blocks 4,593 and 4,594 in southeast Koo- 
teny were to be given in lieu of 800,- 
000 acres due. The crown grants were 
signed and taken east but were not 
handed over to the company.The government apparently The
grants werf brought back and a bill 
passed cancelling the grant The- com­
pany had held out a hope that bill 16, 
which cancelled the grants, would be 
disallowed and the company would get 
these blocks. The bill was not disal­
lowed and the compnay now sought 
other lands in lieu of these. The com­
pany now sought lands along the line 
o' the railway. The government said 
that the lands would have to be sur­
veyed before they were conveyed to the 
company. It was found that the seven 
years’ time had expired during which 
the land could be conveyed. Although 
the company had earned the lands they 
could not be obtained. The govern­
ment was as much to blame as the 
company and the government thought 
that the company should not lose these 
lands. The line of railway cost about 
$5,000,000 and had never paid. It was 
right, therefore, that the time should 
be extended by the House He did not 
think the House would defeat the bill 
which would mean repudiation.

Kootenay Central.
Premier McBride asked the debate on 

the resolution moved by Dr. King for 
a return of all petitions regarding aid 
to the Kootenay & Central railway to 
stand over as he had just received the 
report made to Ottawa by the com­
pany.

Mr. Wells continuing the adjourned 
debate on Dr. King’s resolution for 
certain papers connected with the 
Kootenay Central Railway Company, 
said that his object in asking adjourn­
ment was simply that he might get 
further information as to the real 
status of this company, there being a 
great difference of opinion as to what 
their position really was very much to 
the detriment of the company in as­
sisting their claim to provincial aid. 
In order to arrive at the exact position 
of the company as it stood to-day he 
would briefly go over the different 
statutes of its existence up to this 
time. In the year 1901 the company 
obtained its charter by an act of in­
corporation from this legislature. Dur­
ing the same session an act was pass­
ed by the legislature granting aid to 
several railway companies under a 
schedule which comprised the Koot­
enay Central, entitling that company 
to a subsidy of $4,000.00 a mile. One of 
the conditions under this subsidy act 
was that this company was to com­
mence construction by the 1st day of 
July, 1902. “This would seem a yen' 
limited time within which the com­
pany was to put itself into position to 
assume actual construction,” he said, 
“as we know very well what serious 
difficulties often have to be contended 
with and in surmounting these a few 
months or a year will pass by leaving 
the company unable to assert its claim 
to any subsidy which may be provided. 
This is evidenced by the fact that in 
1903 the government brought down 
special legislation for the Midway & 
Vernon railway, and I think for the 
Pacific .Northern & Omineca, not only 
extending its time for construction but 
granting an additional subsidy as well.

ANOTHER INNOVATIONCITY COUNCIL VOTE
OUTLINED BY MAYOR$142,053 FOR 1906

Wants Expenditure Upen Civic Improve­
ments Made More Systematic- 

More Permanent Repairs.

Appropriations For Band Concerts, 
Water Metres, Wooden Mains, and 

General Reparrs.

Mayor Moriey does not intend allowing 
his policy of civic reform to stop at the 
complete suppression of gambling. He 
has now another proposition under way 
which, he believes, will commend itself 
to ail reasonable ratepayers. It aims at 
the systematizing of the annual expendi­
tures upon corporation improvements. Up 
to the present time the Mayor contends 
that (he repairs to roads, sidewalks, etc., 
have not been properly regulated, that 
the appropriations granted for such pur­
poses have been prompted to some extent 
by favoritism, but more especially to the 
petitioners having the wisdom or the good 
fortune, as the case might be, to make 
their requirements known early in the 
year—before the funds have become prac­
tically exhausted. Realizing this the 
Mayor simply contemplates introducing a 
system in making such expenditures 
which will result in more permanent work 
and in attention being given those thor­
oughfares throughout the respective 
wards which the city engineer may think 
most need attention. The plan, he says, 
has been adopted in all modern munici­
palities, and would, if introduced here, 
be appreciated by Victorians.

The Mayor’s proposal is by no means 
complicated. In conversation with a 
Times reporter yesterday he explained 
it in general but lucid terms. He stated 
that he had given the city engineer in­
structions to prepare a map showing the 
trunk, first-, second and third class roads 
within the city limits, and clearly defin­
ing the permanent improvements already 
consummated. With such a diagram be­
fore them the council would be in a posi­
tion to set aside in their estimates the 
amount necessary for the maintenance 
of the trunk roads, which, of course, had 
always to be kept in thorough repair. 
They would be able to follow out the 
same plan with regard to the secondary 
streets. Having agreed upon the figure 
needed for such works it would then be

The regular weekly meeting of the 
city council was held Monday with 
His Worship the Mayor in the chair 
and all the aldermen in their seats.

A lot of routine business 
was transacted, after which the coun­
cil went into committee of the whole 
and resumed the consideration of the

Tenders were received for the supply 
of horses and drivers for the street 
sprinkler, which were referred to In­
spector Northcott. There was some 
discussion as to the employment of 
boy drivers, and it was decided to in­
sert a clause against such.

The council went into committee of 
the whole, with the Mayor in the 
chair, and proceeded to deal with the 
estimates for the year.

The Mayor announced that h= had 
done some careful figuring, and found 
they werj in a better position than 
last year, so that there would not be 
any absolute necessity for severe 
cheese paring.

Building Inspector Northcott ex­
plained the repairs needed at the city 
market. The cost was estimated at 
$1,600.

Aid. Vincent suggested that the V. 
& S. Co should bear this expense.

After some discussion the item 
passed.

The repair of the pumping station on 
Yates street was next considered. The 
cost would be $500. This item also 
passed.

The Old Men's Home was the next 
appropriation considered.

It was pointed out that the appro­
priation of $2,500 for the Old Men's 
Home had been reduced by $500.

Mr. Raymur said that this would not 
work out, as there were a greater 
number of patient's this year than last.

The repair of the fire hall headquart­
ers was set down at $500, and this 
passed.

An appropriation of $500 was asked 
for band concerts in the public parks.

Aid. Douglas proposed that this 
amount be increased to $1,000, but met 
with no support, and the item passed 
at $600.

For water mains the sum of $10,000 
was asked, and the water commission­
er explained that arrangements had 
been made last year for the supply of 
wooden mains. He said that if the 
estimate was to be cut down he would 
prefer that this be reduced to $8,000, 
and the difference spent in meters.

A discussion ensued as to whether 
iron or wooden mains were best. It 
resulted in the suggestion of the water 
commissioner being adopted, and $2,000 
voted for meters, the other item being 
reduced by that sum.

The expense for meters met with 
considerable opposition, but the Mayor 
said that it resolved itself into a ques­
tion of spending a few hundred dollars 
for meters or doing without a supply 
of water in the summer.

Among the many reportsestimates.
submitted was one from the city soli­
citor, setting forth that the legislation 
called for to enable the council to dis­
pose of some park ^property in James 
Bay was not likely to pass this ses­
sion.

City Clerk Dowler read the minutes 
of last meeting, which were duly veri­
fied.

A letter was read from R. B. Mc- 
Micking, of the B. C. Telephone Co., 
acknowledging receipt of a communi­
cation as to rates charged for telephone 
services to the city. He was not aware 
what the charges were in other com­
munities, but here they were but $3 
for private service for the city and $4 
for business places.

Aid. Stewart did not think the letter 
at all satisfactory, and moved that Mr. 
McMlcking be so informed. He sug­
gested that the present rate be reduced 
by $1.

Aid. Yates asked Aid. Stewart to 
make his motion read a reduction of 
$2, which would make it equal to the 
rate charged in Vancouver.

Aid. Stewart adopted the suggestion.
Aid. Hail pointed out that the city 

was paying for ’phones for the aider- 
men, city offices, and school trustees, 
and was entitled to some reduction. It 
would not take much to Instal a sys­
tem for themselves, and this might be 
done if the telephone company would 
not come to terms.

The motion was put and carried 
unanimously.

A letter was read from W. S. Cham­
bers asking that action with reference 
to certain cabins belonging to Mr. Say- 
ward being deferred in the absence of 
that gentleman. Agreed to.

Mrs. P. Luxton, Pioneer street, wrote 
complaining of a Chinese laundry ad­
joining her premises. She set forth 
that the laiindry was in an unsanitary 
condition, and that owing to its exis­
tence her fire insurance was higher 
than it otherwise would be. Referred 
to sanitary officer and engineer.

Aid. Hall asked if-the sanitary officer 
was employed outside the city limits.

The Mayor said, he was not aware.
Aid. Stewart thought that even if 

such were the case the officer should 
not be interfered with. If he fumigated 
premises outside the city limits it was 
in tfie interests of the city.

Mrs. C. L. Roper complained of the 
laying of a concrete sidewalk opposite 
her property on McClure street.

It was decided to inform the writer 
that the by-law dealing with this par­
ticular work had not as yet passed.

The city engineer reported that he 
had examined the following plank side­
walks where it was intended to lay 
concrete sidewalks, and found some in 
fair condition: Fort street from Stan­
ley avenue to Elford street, Belcher 
street from Moss to St. Charles street; 
Belcher street from Oak Bay avenue 
to Mr. Holland’s residence, Elford 
street (both sides) from Fort to Pan­
dora streets, Quadra from Pandora to 
Mason, and Caledonia to 'Pembroke, 
Rock Bay avenue from Bay street to 
Gorge road, Stanley avenue from Fort 
to Pandora, Fisguard from Quadra to 
Cook.

RID OF OPPOSITION

Price Ellison Deserted by Conservatives 
on Railway Bills—Estimates 

Expected To-Day.

With the approaching end of the 
legislative session there is likely to be 
a wild scramble on the part of the

P. R.’s representative, has been active 
during the past few days, and it is be­
lieved that the government is now pre­
pared to go on with the measures.

The former is opposed by the C. P. 
R., and the government and the latter 
is the joint bill of the C. P. R. and the 
government. Price Ellison, who has 
stood by his Midway & Vernon bill 
from early in the session in spite of 
the premier giving notice of a motion 
which would kill it is likely to stand 
by it even to the last, and even to 
voting against the government. Other 
members on the .Conservative side are 
said to have been less consistent in 
this respect. Support was assured 
from them the promoters of the road 
say, but they have lately fallen down 
from the stand taken at first.

Complaint is raised against L. W. 
Shatford, the member for Similka- 
meen, who left last evening for Pasa­
dena, where his father is ill.

PATENT OFFICE REPORT.

R. Truswell, of Trail, B. C., obtained 
recently through the agency of Row­
land Brittain, patent attorney, Van­
couver, a Canadian patent on an im­
proved mould for the casting of anode 
plates such as are used in the electro­
lytic refining of metals, and is design­
ed to provide a plate of more uniform 
thickness, of greater soundness and 
free from warp or twist.

The present practice Is to cast these 
plates on the flat in open moulds which 
system produces a plate of uneven 
thickness and density as the impuri­
ties are distributed over the surface 
and the plates not only require to be 
straightened by hammering, but in the 
process of electrolytic reduction por­
tions of the plate fall away where a 
flaw is present and by contracting 
with the adjacent plates short circuit 
the current. Mr. Truswell’s mould, 
which is of metal, is designed to avoid 
this by enabling the plates to be cast 
vertically and to be poured from the 
Icwer end of the mould which forms 
the head of the plate, so that the im­
purities rise to what, when in place in 
the refining trough, is the lower end 
ot the plate. The mould is also sup­
ported on trunnions so that when a 
plate is cast the mould may be invert­
ed, and that portion of the mould 
which forms the head may be laterally 
withdrawn to permit of the casting be­
ing removed from the mould. The cast 
plate is then lifted by overhead tackle 
out of its mould and transported to 
the refining room where it is lowered 
into place in the trough without any 
necessity for further handling.

The boat Had to be kept 
under steam every day of the year, 
arid it cost the company $13,000 a year 
to provide such a steamer.

Mr. Smith also explained that when 
the Salvor was taken out to the assis­
tance of the wreck it was done with­
out the slightest remuneration. He 
made this statement because it had 
been said that Mr. Bullen had received 
$40 a day while doing what service pos­
sible for the shipwrecked unfortun­
ates upon the West Coast. He also re­
futed the contention that the Salvor 
had not been subjected to the usual 
inspection. He had the certificate 
issued that ship when she was last ex­
amined.

A point which he thought had been 
overlooked was the cause of these ter­
rible accidents. The cause of the 
Clallam disaster was a "bad boat,” 
while that of the Valencia, in his opin­
ion, was "bad seamanship.” There were 
American vessels sailing from and to 
American ports, and incidentally 
touching at Victoria, a British port.
Canada had little authority over com­
panies so operating. The question to 
consider was how to obtain some

The accompanying article is the first 
o; a series which will appear in the 
Times of special interest to the farm­
ers of Vancouver Island. The articles 
are from the pen of the most progres­
sive and practical men in the busi­
ness, and give the results of their 
experience in underdraining, fruit 
growing, chicken raising, production q£ 
pork, etc.

There are many systems used in un­
derdraining, but where four inch tiles 
may be obtained at a cost not exceed­
ing $15 per thousand, this is by far the 
most economical method and will deal 
with this system. First let us go out 
and carefully size up the field where 
the work is to be undertaken, carefully 
noting the grades and natural slopes, 
and where required using a level to 
determine more accurately if there be 
sufficient fall. After careful considera­
tion let us lay out our mains, and later 
on the laterals leading into them, 
using one’s own judgment where and 
ai; what distance apart they shall be 
placed, and having completed this pre­
paratory work it would be well to 
measure off carefully and have the 
tiles brought and placed in convenient 
piles adjacent to where they would be 
required.

The writer advises that a plow be 
used as much as possible in laying out 
and in deepening the ditch, and to­
gether with the assistance of a gang 
of shovellers, it is surprising what an 
immense amount of work can be ac­
complished in a short time. As one 
gets down and the plow seems to 
have lost its usefulness, a sub-soiler 
attached to the doubletree by means 
or a two-foot chain will be found to 
be of great additional help, and in this 
way the ditch can be put down to a 
depth of some twenty inches or more, 
according to the nature of the soil, and 
at a very small cost. Shovels and 
spades will then be required to com­
plete it, throwing the dirt on each 
side in order to facilitate the plowing

lr. later on. The cost of the above 
averages about six cents per yard.

The bottom having been made ev 
by means of a garden hoe, comes v 
laying of the tile, which should he 
carefully laid from the upper extr- : 
ties- of the drains, and along the lou r ; 
side, if any, of the drain, held In pb, « 
by means of stones or poles, coy. ; 
with straw or brush, previous to the 
final covering in with the plow, whir;

pietion, not waiting for uncert 
rains to wash away a portion of your 
drain.

The joints, or. rather points of- jin - 
ture, should be made of brick or v 
tile, carefully placed and covered, li 
order to facilitate the plowing out !

causing a horse to walk on each side 
of the' drain.

Thus, fellow farmer, I have < 1 
deavored to give you the cost and 
few hints about this very importai > 
question which is of such vital interest 
to us all on Vancouver Island; and 1 
will say that you will marvel at li.e 
benefits, be pleased with the results 
and have your money returned in 
three seasons, with your drains as a 
valuable asset.

Take, for instance, last season. Those 
who were able to get on their land 
easily, were able to harvest their crops 
proportionately early, thereby escaping 
those awful downpours which drenched 
everything, which gave such addition a! 
labor in curing the grain, which ma<i = 
us; blue and depressed, deploring the 
fact that our land was not underdraw 
ed, and that we were not able to pla1 
early.

Many additional advantages can he 
put forth, but offly those who have 
had practical experience along these 
lines actually know what desirable re­
sults can be obtained, and I trust tha’

His Honor the Lieut.-Governor brief­
ly addressed the meeting, dwelling up­
on the importance of the Farmers’ In­
stitute and the work it was designed to 
carry on. He wished the members 
every success, and hoped their meet­
ing would be productive of good re­
sults.

His Worship Mayor Morley extended 
a hearty welcome to the delegates on 
behalf of the city.

The minister of agriculture also wel­
comed the delegates, and reviewed the 
past work of the Farmers' Institute, 
which he characterized as highly satis­
factory. On behalf of the provincial 
government he stated that everything 
would be done to meet with the wishes 
of the Farmers’ Institute, and that any 
legislation which the meeting would 
suggest for the betterment of the agri­
cultural industry would receive prompt 
consideration.

A committee on resolutions was then 
named, consisting of Messrs. J. C. 
Metcalf, J. R. Carmichael, George Heg­
gie, J. T. Collins, A. C. Wells and W. 
J. Brandrith. To these geneltmen was 
entrusted the task of arranging a pro­
gramme for the sessions.

At the afternoon session the address 
of the superintendent of institutes was 
read, and placed in the hands of a 
special committee for consideration.

Richard Waugh, of Winnipeg, 
familiarly known to the residents of 
the prairies as "Farmer Brown,” and 
formerly editor of the Northwest 
Farmer, addressed the meeting on 
agriculture, and was listened to with 
marked attention. He told of his ex­
periences in the Northwest, and pre­
dicted for that country a great fu­
ture.

The following resolution was adopt­
ed after a long discussion, during 
which great emphasis was laid on the 
necessity of cheap powder:

"That the government be commended 
for their endeavors to secure cheaper 
powder, and we beg to urge that 
means be taken to carry the arrange­
ments to a practical result at once, and 
that the government be requested to 
keep stumping powder on hand at all 
times and thus supply the institutes 
as fast as the orders come in, at car­
load rates.”

On motion of H. R. Phillips, second­
ed by A. H. Peatt, the following reso­
lution was carried, after some discus­
sion :

“That as the fruit industry is of 
such vital importance to the country, 
and that we cannot imprest' too much 
on the growers the importance of 
keeping up the good standard now ob­
tained, and we request the agricultural 
department to appoint one or more 
practical men to give demonstrations 
and addresses during the present year 
on the planting and care of orchards."

C. F. McHardy, of .Nelson, urged the 
necessity for appointing an additional 
fruit pest inspector for the Kootenays. 
He pointed out that over 100,000 trees 
had been planted in that section of the 
province, and orchards were every day 
becoming more numerous. He conclud­
ed by moving:

“That in view of the rapid increase 
in the planting of nursery stock and 
fruit trees and the extensive acreage 
of land under cultivation in the Koote­
nay districts, the West Kootenay 
Farmers’ Institute desires to urge up­
on the government of British Colum­
bia the urgent necessity for a resident 
fruit pest inspector for the East and 
West Kootenay districts.”

This was seconded by Mr. J. Dow, 
but an amendment was offered by Mr. 
Wickerson, who contended that the 
motion looked like sectional legislation. 
The amendment, which was as follows, 
carried:

“That a sufficient number of inspec­
tors be appointed to undertake the 
thorough inspection of all fruit dis­
tricts in the province.”

AND COMPENSATION

The Pare Feed Act end Its Euttrcement 

Motion as to School Act Declared 

Out of Order.

The afternoon session of the Farm­
ers' Institute Wednesday a number of 
resolutions were passed bearing on 
agricultural Interests. As reported in- 
the Times, an address was delivered 
by Dr. Tolmle on glanders before ad­
journment for lunch. When the dele­
gates reassembled the following reso­
lution was passed, oA motion of J. 
Redman, seconded by H. Cleasy:

"That the Dominion government be 
urged to increase the staff of veterin­
ary surgeons, to the end that a more 
effective attempt be made to stamp out 
the disease of glanders in the infected 
parts of the province, and that the 
government pay two-thirds of the 
value of every horse destroyed.”

A long discussion took place on the 
great destruction caused by forest fires, 
and the best means to prevent same. 
The suggestion was made "that any 
officer engaged by the government 
should be clothed with authority to 
compel people to assist in extinguish­
ing busl) fires. This was put in th$ 
form of a resolution, and the govern­
ment will be asked to legislate accord­
ingly.

A resolution was submitted by Mr. 
Wickershaw declaring recent school 
legislation as cumbersome, and un­
workable, and asking that , the old 
school act of 1891 be re-enacted, and 
a rate struck on personal and real 
property, and that municipalities be 
drawn upon for a provisional rate suf­
ficient for school purposes.

The resolution, however, despite the 
earnest advocacy of the mover, was 
ruled out of order.

The annual adress of J. it. Anderson, 
superintendent of institutes, was read. 
Owing to pressure on space this is held 
over until to-morrow.

There was a lengthy discussion on a 
proposal to establish illustration 
stations.

The representatives from the Koot­
enays advocated that stations be es­
tablished in their particular districts, 
and while the principle in general was 
adopted, the Institute declined to place 
Itself on record as defining the locali­
ties to be favored.

Resolutions were offered dealing with
pure bred stallions, gun licenses and 
taxes on dogs, but these were not 
adopted.

On motion of W. J. Brandrith, the 
following resolution was carried: 
"That, whereas, a large percentage of 
the jams and jellies labeled ‘genuine’ 
and ‘pure,’ which are offered for sale 
throughout the Dominion, are adulter­
ated; and, whereas, the low prices 
quoted on these articles secure for them 
a ready sale, to the disadvantage of 
the pure article; and, whereas, the in­
terests of the manufacturers of pure 
goods, the fruit growers and the con­
sumers are thereby injured, therefore 
be it resolved that this Central Farm­
ers’ Institute urgently requests the 
Dominion government to amend the 
Pure Foods Act so as to compel manu­
facturers to print the formula on their 
labels, and that the act be strictly en­
forced."

Mr. Redman moved in favor of a 
general merchandise marks act, by 
which manufactured goods should 
carry a label describing the grade and 
quality. The motion carried.

The* date of annual meeting was 
next discussed, with the result that it 
was deemed advisable to assemble not 
later than the first day of the regular 
session of the provincial legislature.

Thos. Cunningham, Inspector of fruit 
pests, and F. M. Logan, livestock com­
missioner, addressed the meeting on 
the workings of their respective de­
partments, which proved very interest­
ing.

In the evening the delegates were 
the guests of Mrs. J. R. Anderson, who 
received with her usual hospitality.

The Farmers’ Institute resumed its 
sittings this morning and got through 
a lot of business, almost completing
their programme.

On motion of Mr. McHardy a resolu­
tion was passed expressive of the ap­
preciation of the efforts of the depart­
ment of agriculture in supplying lec­
tures on the various subjects within 
the scope of the department, and also 
thanking Mr. Anderson, deputy minis­
ter of agriculture, for the interest 
shown In the institute by him.

It was decided to request Dr. Tol- 
mie to have his address on glanders 
written out and supplied to the press.

A resolution was passed asking the 
government to authorize the publica-

“And whereas we believe that these

WAS IN DEPARTMENT

It Was So Recorded Ib 1884—-Invest­
igating Committee Will Consider 

Report To-Night.

—The weather report for the past month 
shows the highest temperature in Vic­
toria to have been 55.2 on the 17th, and 
the lowest 31.0 on the 12th, giving a 
monthly mean of 43.95. The rainfall for 
the month was but 1.66, over 60 per cent, 
below the average.

The taking of the evidence into the 
Kaien Island land grant was complet­
ed this forenoon. The commission will 
meet this evening at 8 o’clock to con­
sider the question of the report. Evi­
dence was produced this morning by 
the surveyor-general which showed 
that as far back as 1884 there were in 
the department of lands and works in 
Victoria records showing the existence 
of Kaien Island so that no excuse ex­
isted for including it as part of the 
Tsimphean peninsula when the re­
serve was placed on it in 1891.

The deputy attorney-general submit­
ted a report to the effect that he con­
sidered that the committee had no 
power to compel Frank W. Morse to 
attend and give evidence, being outside 
the province.

E. V. Bodwell being called said in 
reply to Mr. Macdonald that he 
thought that a rough draft of the min­
ute of council was drawn by himself. 
It was amended afterwards.

Referring to the visit to Montreal in 
June, 1904, Mr. Bodwell said that he 
had drawn up an agreement which was 
entered into between the G. T. P. and 
Mr. Larsen and Mr. Anderson. Mr. 
Morse asked him to draw it up, but 
afterwards Mr. Biggar took charge of 
it. He had perused it.

Mr. Macdonald wanted to know for 
whom he was acting on that.

Mr. Bodwell said that he supposed 
he perused it for Larsen and Ander­
son. It was signed by Anderson un­
der a power of attorney for Mr. Lar­
sen. He thought that the agreement 
was a kind of option by which $40,000 
was to be paid for the land if the G. 
T. P. terminus were located there.

He could not recall whether the 
power of attorney given to Mr. Ander­
son was a general one or a special one.

Mr. Macdonald asked if Mr. Larsen 
had not paid him $5,000.

Mr. Bodwell said it was not on this 
transaction.

Mr. Macdonald wanted to know If 
he could explain how Mrs. Anderson 
came to be cognizant of it.

Mr. Bodwell said he could not ex­
plain that. He did not pretend to ac­
count for her knowledge of things.

Mr. Bodwell explained that the $5,000 
was a loan made by Mr. Larsen, to 
himself as a result of Victoria termin­
al matters.

Witness said that he had no com­
munications with Mr. Hays and Mr. 
Morse before he met them in Montreal. 
He had had some communication with 
Mr. Stevens before that. Witness had 
met Mr. Stevens at Ottawa. He had 
discussed with Mr. Stevens what was 
going on. Later he had telegrams 
from Mr. Stevens. Mr. Bodwell said ai 
that time he was not representing the 
G. T. P. He was acting as solicitor 
for Mr. Larsen and Mr. Anderson. The 
communications with Mr. Stevens were 
not. important, and were confined gen­
erally to messages inquiring why the 
work was not progressing, or where 
Mr. Anderson was.

In reply to Mr. Ross, witness said 
that Mr. Larsen was first shown the 
agreement when Mr. Anderson met 
him in Spokane. Mr. Larsen said he 
would let it stand, that he would not 
take any of the money, and that when 
he met Mr. Morse he would tell him

DAIRYMEN’S ASSOCIATION.

Annual Meeting Thursday Morning in the 
Parliament Buildings.o*

—A meeting of university men of Van­
couver was held in that city on Tuesday 
evening to consider the question of estab­
lishing a provincial university in British 
Columbia. There were 25 present, and a 
very warm debate took place, resulting 
in the following resolution being passed 
unanimously: 
solves to prepare, and have circulated 
and signed, a petition to the legislature 
asking that body to revive the British 
Columbia University Act, as far as it 
needs revival, and to grant, under that 
act, power to the Lieutenant-Governor in 
council to endow the University with a 
grant of land.”

The annual meeting of the Dairymen’s 
Association of British Columbia was held 
on Thursday in the parliament buildings, 
commencing at 10 o’clock. At that hour 
there were only eight members in attend­
ance, and it was suggested that the meet­
ing be adjourned flntil Friday, when 
an opportunity would be afforded several 
gentlemen sitting in the adjoining room 
at the Farmers' Institute meeting of at­
tending. However, some of those present 
objected on the ground that they had 
travelled considerable distances to par­
ticipate in the proceedings of the associa­
tion, and they objected to the proposed 
adjournment. It was then decided to go 
on with the business.

J. C. Wells, president, took the chair, 
and in opening the proceedings said he 
was pleased to announce that the gov­
ernment had consented to clear off the 
old accounts and do the collecting. Their 
secretary, Mr. Fraser, had sent in his 
resignation, and it would be necessary to 
appoint a successor. He thought that 
they had better drop the old concern' and 
start up a new one, as they would pro­
bably have to get a new bill introduced.

Mr. Yancho was appointed secretary 
pro tern, and proceeded to read the re­
signation of Mr. Fraser, who expressed 
his willingness to assist his successor as 
far as possible.

He 
thought that the circulators of the 
hand bill knew that nine-tenths of 
the meeting would consist of 
temperance people, and that the 
circular was designed to hurt Mr. 
Templeman's cause.

“I do not believe," he said, “that 
the responsible heads of any politi­
cal party would be guilty of such 
despicable conduct, but there are 
hangers-on who would stoop to any 
meaness to gain party ends. One 
of the chief aims of the Citizens’ 
League is to cultivate civic spirit, 
and I hope that it will soon be 
known that such dirty practices as 
this will recoil on the heads of 
those who used them.”

some attention should not have been 
given -to help rather than retard the 
growth of what will In the future 
prove to be a source of great wealth 
which will tend to enrich the whole 
of the province.

On ranches worked under the present 
discouraging government conditions, 
have been raised wheat, oats, barley, 
timothy hay (the natural grasses here 
grow most luxuriantly), also cabbages, 
turnips, carrots, beets, peas, tomatoes 
and cucumbers. No fruits of the largf 
varieties have yet been tried, but cur­
rants, strawberries, raspberries and 
gooseberries have proved a perfect 
success.

The valley also maintains horses, 
cattle and pigs. Chickens and ducks 
also prove profitable. The climate is 
good, the very best, in fact. The win­
ters are mild. The result is the win­
tering of a large number of horses and 
cattle (250 more of the latter arriving 
during the past year) and last Christ­
mas proved a “green one” (no snow 
whatever) and at the time of writing 
one inch of snow is the correct meas­
urement.

The coal lands are of such an extent 
and the coal of such a quality that an 
opportunity must soon be made to turn 
the wealth now lying idle to good ac­
count. The mineral claims show quite 
a variety of ores, the principal being 
lead, copper, silver and gold.

In the opinion of many mining au­
thorities and experts and experienced 
miners the showings as seen on the 
surface are equal to the very best in 
the whole province of British Colum­
bia, and in grey copper one of thej 
ledges is the largest in North Ameri­
ca, being five feet solid, the veins of 
the other copper ores run from 18 ins. 
to 25 ft. wide and reports from well- 
known Vancouver assayers show that 
the values range from $35 to $1,450 per 
ton. In fact the combined natural re­
sources of coal, mineral and agricul­
ture equal, if they do not exceed, those 
of any other part of the Dominion of 
Canada.

It might be well to mention that in 
spite of all opposition there are already 
three stores, three saloons and three 
hotels doing business in the valley. 
Many of the foregoing statements may 
be considered to be more highly color­
ed than the circumstances warrant, 
but I will be quite prepared to sub­
stantiate each and everyone to the 
satisfaction of any unbiased enquirer.

From the treatment accorded to the 
residents of this particular valley It 
would'certainly appear to be the wish 
and desire of the present government 
not only to be anxious not to have new 
places opened up and developed and 
thus assist the province in its progres­
sive march towards advancement, but 
even where the fertility and produc­
tiveness of the Land Itself forces an on­
ward movement, discouragement stu­
died neglect and apathy are used as 
a barrier, but that such tactics will 
prove an Ineffectual one will be u ,iis- 
takeably shown when the constitution­
al time for action arrives.

When it is considered that in addi­
tion to the sums already collected the 
government will receive half a million 
dollars ' from the holders of the coal, 
agricultural and mineral lands already 
located, what is asked for is so pal­
pably Infinitesimally small, the cost 
of the improvements—in comparison 
to the amount of revenue that will ac- 
cure—may reasonably be deemed to be 
trifling. If, Mr. Editor, you will be so 
good as to allow me to encroach per­
haps more than ordinarily extensively 
on the valuable space In your widely- 
circulated journal In order to venti­
late our grievances your kind help will 
be greatly appreciated, especially as 
quite a number of large petitions for­
warded through our present member 
not only have proved totally unavail­
ing, but did not even elicit the com­
mon courtesy of a single acknowledg­
ment.

A NEGLECTED COUNTRY.

To the Editor; How wonderful with 
the expenditure of a little labor is the 
change from a barren or uncultivated 
plot to the blooming and beautiful 
thriving garden.

Applied to countries and districts the 
result is the same. The expenditure 
incurred on the barren waste when ap­
plied to countries and districts would 
undoubtedly prove to be a matter of 
considerable proportions, but I trust 
to be able to make it perfectly clear In 
dealing with this “neglected country," 
a country not a barren waste by any 
means, but already fertile and beauti­
ful, almost as a garden, good to look 
at, whether through the eyes of the 
farmer, rancher, householder or poor 
unfortunate prospector, that by the Ju­
dicious expenditure of a comparatively 
small sum, the bountiful resources with 
which nature has endowed this beau­
tiful country would be developed In a 
very short time to probably become one 
of the most thriving and busy centres, 
able to maintain and support in com­
fort a very large population.

Although this country has been en­
tirely unaided in any way by any gov­
ernment help—with the exception of 
$10 actually disbursed in the valley, 
piobably by mistake—its resources are 
such that with the necessary develop­
ment progress must naturally follow, 
and my desire is to direct attention 
tc the almost studied neglect by the 
government of the few requirements 
that could be carried out at a compa­
ratively trifling cost.

The principal source of complaint 
that this neglected country—the Bulk- 
ley valley — at present suffers from is 
the want of a good and expeditious 
means of transit, not only for articles 
of common use and sustenance, but for 
materials required In the work of dev­
elopment.

The present means of communication 
is by pack trail from Hazelton, which, 
good in itself, for the purpose required 
at the time, the initial stage, renders 
the cost of living so very exorbitant as 
to be almost prohibitive and the trans­
portation of agricultural and mining 
machinery almost an impossibility, 
which state of affairs could be very 
greatly changed by the construction of 
a wagon road and to demonstrate its 
importance and that the time is ripe 
for such a road, it may be mentioned 
that some 2,000 pack animals pass over 
the trail each year.

It is quite true that the expenditure 
o', a sum of government money has on­
ly recently been effected at or near 
Hazelton and at Morricetown, osten­
sibly to improve and render the pre­
sent trail more effective, but the wis­
dom shown in the administration of 
this expenditure may be open to ques­
tion, considering the result to be—even 
under the superintendence of a “poli­
tical heeler”—(Bulkley valley having 
an apparent effort on the part of the 
representative of the present govern­
ment to vie with the “Siwash" in the 
construction of two foot bridges and 
the easier grading of one of the ap­

proaches thereto. Although to be just 
to the “Siwash” his work was done 
when this bountiful valley was practi­
cally only a mere hunting ground, 
whereas the “political heeler” had the 
knowledge that the resources of the 
country rendered a wagon road indis­
pensable. Whether the granting of a 
contract for the timber required for 
the foot bridge at Morricetown is mere­
ly a part of the admirable administra­
tion oi a means for the “political heel­
er” to exhibit his preferences for his 
particular favorites is a matter for co­
gitation.

However, the grand result of the ex­
penditure as a source of help or im­
provement, or assistance to the resi­
dents of the valley (the larger part of 
the population of this electoral district) 
is actually nil; absolutely nothing.

It is still a matter of great difficulty 
ti those in this neglected country to 
discover the wisdom on the part of 
our paternal government in authoriz­
ing the execution of such triumphs of 
engineering skill, but there can be no 
doubt whatever that the expenditure 
was really intended to benefit the set- 
tiers, although the benefit is shrouded 
in mystery. If, however, the building 
of bridges so narrow that the crossing 
of a vehicle is rendered impossible and 
for this reason only, then the mystery 
is made startlingly transparent and 
lucid, for what other conclusion can 
be arrived at, but that it is a deliber­
ate attempt on the part of some per­
son or persons to block all possibility 
of construction within a reasonable 
period of a wagon road which should 
have been carried out long ago had 
the district been represented in even 
a very ordinary way. As citizens the 
settlers here are surely entitled to all 
the benefit and advantages that other 
citizens of the province enjoy under 
similar circumstances and consequent­
ly we should appreciate the advantages 
of having a local land and recorder's 
office, the appointment of a police of­
ficer and the establishment of a 
school. True, we are informed a gold 
commissioner and land recorder will 
arrive here in the spring, but why is 
he not already here ? Why should the 
settlers be forced to travel 100 miles 
to record a claim or be caused the un­
necessary delay and inconvenience of 
having to communicate with the com­
missioner at Port Simpson concern­
ing available land. That this part of 
the province is worthy of better treat­
ment than the purposely intended ne­
glect is patent to all when it is con­
sidered that there have been, say 200 
ranches, 92 square miles, of good coal 
lands and 180 mineral claims, located to 
date.

The capabilities of the ranches, 
judged from actual work done by pre­
sent settlers and therefore placed be-

whole well done. The soloists assisting 
the club were Miss Clara Lewys, of 
Seattle, contralto, and Mrs. H. M.

There were 
chequed out $11,075. From November 
16th, 1908, to November 21st, 1904, there 
had been deposited $19,627.50.

A record of deposits from the bank 
npt shown in the books was produced 
by Mr. Anderson.

The $10,000 got a year ago was shown 
in the bank statement, Mr. Anderson
said.

Mr. Macdonald then alluded to the 
time in June or July when Mr. Ander­
son was in Montreal. Mr. Bodwell was 
there at the time.

Mr. Anderson said that he interview­
ed Mr. Hays at his office. On one oc­
casion Mr. Morse was present, on the 
other Mr. Stevens and Mr. Morse were 
present. Mr. Bodwell was not present 
at either time.

“What was the object of the inter­
view?” asked Mr. Macdonald.

Mr. Anderson said nothing in par­
ticular.

Mr. Macdonald said that railway 
presidents did not send for men for 
nothing.

Mr. Anderson said the Kaien Island 
terminus was discussed. Mr. Hays re­
ferred to the probable terminus there. 
He could not -remember that the ques­
tion of what he was to get out of it 
was not discussed at that time. He 
could not remember that this was dis­
cussed on either of these occasions. He 
might have discussed it with Mr. Morse 
afterwards. Mr. Hays said Mr. Morse 
was to have full charge of the Grand 
Trunk Pacific.

Mr. Macdonald referred to Mr. Bod- 
well’s evidence, and Mr. Anderson said 
that it had been agreed that $40,000 
was to be paid to Mr. Larsen and Mr. 
Anderson if Kaien Island was made 
the terminus. There was an agree­
ment signed by Mr. Morte for the 
Grand Trunk Pacific. Mr. Larsen was 
not In Montreal at the time, and Mr. 
Anderson signed the document for him­
self and Mr. Larsen. This was after­
wards cancelled and nothing was 
taken.

J. A. Macdonald thought it very es­

sential to have Mr. Morse attend.
The advice of Deputy Attorney-Gen­

eral McLean was asked on the subject.
He said that he thought that the com­
mittee had not the power to compel 
Mr. Morse to attend.

The further consideration of this was 
left over until later.

W. S. Gore ex-deputy chief commis­
sioner was then called to give evidence 
relative to the placing of the reserve 
on Tsimpsean Peninsula. Mr. Gore 
said that he was either deputy chief 
commissioner or surveyor-general at 
the time the reserve was placed.

Mr. Ross asked Mr. Gore what the 
reserve covered according to his under­
standing.

Mr. Gore said it was the intention to 
reserve all the land from the Work 
canal to the eastern boundary of the 
big Indian reserve. Kaien Island was 
not known as an island at that time.

The question of Kaien Island did not 
appear until their applications for land 
came up.

In reply to Mr. Macdonald witness 
said that he could not remember draft­
ing the order-in-council establishing j Mr. Larsen said that he did not care 
the reserve. Prior to the passage of about taking money from the Grand 
this order-in-council the chief commis- Trunk PâcTfic. He seemed to think that 
sioner Mr. Vernon had a lawsuit with 
the Victoria Times and in consequence 
the reserve was placed. He remember­
ed discussing the question of placing a 
reserve with the chief commissioner 
before it was done.

“Taking the language of the order- 
in-council the intention of the order- 
in-council was to reserve lands only 
on Tsimpsean peninsula?” asked Mr.
Macdonald.

Mr. Gore said that that was the in­
tention. It included what was known 
as the peninsula at that time. This in­
cluded Kaien Island.

“This would not include the islands 
along the coast?” asked Mr. Macdon­
ald.

-)
Reading from Mr. Bod well's evidence 

Mr. Macdonald showed that at that 
time while in Montreal Mr. Bodwell 
had told Mr. Hays that Mr. Larsen did 
not want anything out of this; that 
Mr. Larsen never wanted anything, 
and that if Mr. Hays -wanted to arrange 
with Mr. Anderson It could be done.

Mr. Anderson said that he had Mr. 
LarSen’s power of attorney, and wit­
ness had signed his name to the agree­
ment for $40,000. Mr. Larsen did not 
take the position that he did not want 
anything out of it. A copy of the 
agreement was given witness which 
was given to Mr. Larsen.

When witness returned to Spokane

it would he better to cancel this ar­
rangement. He supposed that Mr. 
Larsen was seeking contracts, and 
wished to be friendly with the Grand 
Trunk Pacific. Witness was not look­
ing for contracts.

Mr. Bodwell kne*v of this agreement. 
Witness thought it was submitted to 
Mr. Bodwell before it was signed.

In reply to Mr. Macdonald, witness 
said that his wife was not in town. She 
had gone south, leaving on Saturday 
night.

In reply to D. M. Eberts, K. C., wit­
ness said that he had been friendly 
with Mr. Larsen for a long time. His 
trips north were not alone in connec­
tion with lands at Kaien Island. He 
had visited Nasoga Gulf, Queen Char­
lotte Island. The coal lands taken 
over by witness was only a prospect. 
There was not much of an Indication.

During the visit to Montreal Mr. 
Larsen had come down to see the C. 
P. R. engineer. The visit was not 
made to meet witness. At the time 
witness met Mr. Larsen at Spokane, 
Mr. Larsen said that he did not care 
to get anything from the Grand Trunk 
Pacific, except the expense of survey.

Witness never got a cent from the 
Grand Trunk Pacific on account of 
these lands, except the $2,500 paid on 
expense account and the $10,000 which 
Mr. Larsen paid him.

In reply to Mr. Macdonald witness 
said that he did not expect to meet 
Mr. Larsen at Montreal. Mr. Larsen 
knew witness was going there.

Asked by Mr. Macdonald as to the 
ownership of the lands on the main­
land in which witness held a sixteenth 
interest, Mr. Anderson said that he 
could not say who owned the other 
interests in the lands.

In reply to Mr. Ross, witness said 
that he had in view forming a con­
nection with the Grand Trunk Pacific. 
He was looking to a connection with 
the land department- He had discuss­
ed this with Mr. Morse, who said that 
the intention of the company was to 
form a land company similar to the C. 
P. R.

Mr. Larsen gave witness his power 
of attorney for the signing of this 
agreement. This was cancelled after­
wards.

In reply to Mr. Paterson, witness said 
that the interview, which was not cor­
rectly reported, was given to Mr. 
Godenrath, of the Colonist.

Replying to Mr. Macdonald, witness 
said that he was quite sure he (wit­
ness) did not write that Interview him­
self. He did not think that it was read 
‘o him by Mr. Godenrath.

The committee then adjourned until 
Thursday morning at 10 o’clock, when 
E. V. Bodwell, K. C., will be recalled.

Mr. Gore thought it would not. There 
were no islands shown.

When the first application came in a 
few years ago for lands on Kaien 
Island he came to believe that this 
was an island. He could not remem­
ber Mr. Anderson coming to him about 
this. He has not the pleasure of the 
acquaintance of Mr. Anderson, and he 
could not remember Mr. Bodwell com­
ing.

Mr. Kane made application for lands 
under South African scrip. He urged 
that the lands were not under reserve 
as this was an island. Witness prob­
ably discussed this with the chief com­
missioner.

The first witness knew of Mr. Bod- 
well’s application was when Mr. Green 
handed him the field notes of Mr. 
Ritchie’s survey, and asked him to de­
posit them in his safe. Witness was 
not consulted with reference to Mr. 
Bodwell’s application.

When Mr. Kane made application the 
question was discussed with Mr. Green. 
The chart was consulted, and it was 
shown that Kaieq Island was not then 
Indicated as an island. Witness did 
not recollect what Mr. Green said at 
that time.

There were later charts than this on 
which the reserve was based In the 
department.

Mr. Macdonald asked that these 
charts be produced.

Another chart wras produced which 
seemed to be the same as the former 
one, the channel making Kaien Island 
an Island having been traced in/th 
department.

Mr. Gore said that Mr. McKay tb 
chief daughtsman probably put thi 
channel in.

Witness could not recall the date to 
which be discussed this question of a 
reserve with Mr. Green.

Mr. Macdonald pointed out that Mr. 
Kane’s first application for land was 
dated March 21st, 1904.

Mr. Gore could not recall the exact 
date of his interview, however. He did 
not think he had any conversation with 
the premier or the attorney-general on 
the subject.
