MAN MEETS SAD DEATH.

Two Highwaymen Sentenced to Five 
Years at Vancouver.Struck By Arm of Capstan on Which 

— He Was Working at Portage 
la Prairie.ETS Vancouver, B. C., Nov. 28.—The 

promptness of Canadian justice was 
shown in the sentence of two high­
waymen in the police court yesterday. 
On Monday evening, Alex. Henderson 
was held up by two men. He was able 
to see them and reporting the matter 
to police, described his assailants so 
well that an officer arrested them on 
the street the next day. They were 
positively identified by complainant.

The prisoners told rambling and con­
tradictory stories. Being convicted, 
the magistrate sentenced each to five 
years in the penitentiary. With the 
hard times, the coast cities are being 
flooded with men from the ^mining 
camps, and the authorities are deter­
mined to make Vancouver a place 
where no man will be unnecessarily 
molested.

Portage la Prairie, Nov. 28.—A fatal 
accident occurred at the Assiniboine 
river near the water-wheel when A. 
Miller was killed. The victim was at 
work on the capstan, being used to 
raise one of the scows on the river 
and was engaged in winding the rope. 
His team had just got nicely started 
and the full weight of the scow was 
on the cable when the clevis in the 
double trees broke and the long arm 
of the capstan swung back with ter­
rific force, striking Miller across, the 
right temple and crashing his skull. 
He was brought into the hospital, but 
died.

Portugal Reported to Be on 
Friendly Terms.

Tokio, Nov. 28.—Hon. R. Lemieux, 
Canadian postmaster-general and com­
missioner of labor, who is on a mission 
concerning emigration, had an audience 
to-day and lunched with the empress 
at the palace.

The usual ceremonies were observed. 
The emperor was indisposed with a 
cold, and was unable to be present.

Mr. Ishii, chief of the bureau of com­
merce of the Japanese foreign office, is 
expected here on November 30th. After 
his arrival it is believed that negotia­
tions concerning the emigration into 
North America will proceed more rap­
idly.

It is understood that Viscount Hay- 
ash i, minister of foreign affairs, has 
assured' Mr. Lemieux that the Japan­
ese government is prepared to meet 
the views of Canada regarding the limi­
tation of immigration.

Kansas City, Nov. 28.—Seven men are 
dead and two seriously injured as a 
result of a fire in a two-story brick 
rooming house at 102 Union avenue, 
caused by an explosion of gas this 
morning.

Seven victims were burned beyond 
recognition, and it is doubtful whether 
their identity will ever be established.

The rooming house was patronized 
by white railroad employees, and as 
the proprietor kept no register the 
names of the victims are not known.# 
The proprietor said his house would ac­
commodate 200 men, but he did not be­
lieve there were more than 50 in the 
rooms when the explosion occurred. 
The explosion is believed to have been 
caused by a guest who lighted a match 
in a room where the gas had been es­
caping.

When the firemen arrived the flames 
were burning so fiercely that they 
found the work of fire fighting diffi­
cult. When they gained an entrance 
to the building they found the bodies 
of the victims piled together on the 
second floor. It was evident the men 
were overcome while seeking an exit.

Quebec Bridge Disaster.
The sudden and unexpected collapse 

of the great cantileiver bridge in course 
of construction across the St. Law­
rence in the vicinity of Quebec may be 
regarded as a national calamity, and 
the event has evoked much sorrow for 
the lives which were lost on that oc­
casion. A commission has been ap­
pointed to inquire Into the causes which 
led to the disaster. When received, the 
report of the commission will be laid 
before you. It will be necessary to 
devise means foj* the completion of the 
bridge within a reasonable time.

Postoffice Revenue.
It is most gratifying to find that, 

notwithstanding the large reductions 
of postal rates which have been made, 
the revenue of the postoffice depart­
ment has continued to increase rapidly. 
The large receipts of this branch of 
government business will enable the 
department to make still larger pro­
vision for the extension of postal facili­
ties throughout the Dominion.

Control of Telegraphs.
The time has arrived when public 

interest requires that the telegraph 
and telephone companies holding fed­
eral charters should be placed under 
government control. A bill will be in­
troduced for that purpose.

The Budget.
Gentlemen of the House of Com­

mons, the public accounts for the nine 
months ending the 31st day of March 
last will be laid before you without 
delay. The estimates for the coming 
fiscal year will be submitted for your 
approval at an early day.

Forthcoming Bills.
Hon. Gentlemén of the Senate: Gen­

tlemen of the House of Commons, 
among the measures to be submitted to 
you is a bill for the extension of the 
boundaries of Manitoba and of other 
provinces, also a bill to provide for the 
issue of government annuities for old 
age; a bill respecting Insurance, and 
bills to amend the election act and the 
Dominion lands act. I commend to 
your thoughtful consideration the sev­
eral subjects to which I have referred, 
and I trust that In your deliberations 
you may be guided by the Divine 
Light.

Contracts for the por­
tion of the prairie section west of Ed­
monton are about to be let, and im­
mediate steps will be taken for the 
commencement of work at both the 
eastern and the western ends of the 
mountain division. Thus in a short 
time the whole work from Moncton to 
the Pacific ocean will be under vigor­
ous construction.

Vancouver, Nov. 28.—Rev. Goro Kab- 
uragi, editor of the Canadian News, a 
Japanese paper, told Commissioner 
Xing yesterday afternoon that on be­
half of the Canada Kangyo Company 
he had approached the late E. G. Rus­
sell to ascertain whether the G. T. Pa­
cific desired any Japanese laborers, but 
Mr. Russel declined to 
matter.

Washington, D. C.,
Throughout yesterday the testimony in 
the trial of Mrs. Annie M. Bradley, 
charged with shooting and killing for­
mer Senator Brown, of Utah, in this 
city last December, was most damag­
ing to the defendant. There were many 
witnesses wrho had seen her shortly 
after the shooting and others who had 
attended her while she was in jail here, 
but none of them had at any time 
doubted her sanity. They included 
practically every one who had come in 
contact with Mrs. Bradley after the 
shooting.

A dramatic feature of the day wras 
the description by Sorens Christensen, 
of Salt Lake, of an encounter between 
Mrs. Bradley and Mrs. Brown at a 
hotel in Pocatello, Idaho, in the sum­
mer of 1906. On that occasion Mrs. 
Brown found Mrs. Bradley in a hotel 
with Senator Brown, and, attacking 
her, attempted to choke her, and asked 
to be allowed to kill her. The cries 
of Mrs. Bradley brought the senator to 
her rescue and th^n the entire party, 
including the witness, had an all night 
discussion of the difficulty, during 
which Brown turned fiercely upon his 
wife and denied that he was the father 
of her son, Max Brown, and at the 
same time admitted that he was the 
father of two of Mrs. Bradley’s chil­
dren.

An outburst of denunciation by Mrs. 
Brown of her husband and Mrs. Brad­
ley followed, after which the senator 
and the defendant went to another 
hotel, where they called for drinks.

A new phase of the testimony was 
the admission by Archibald Living­
stone, the senator’s stenographer, that 
he had told falsehoods to Mrs. Bradley 
in order to quiet her and to avoid 
trouble, for either the senator or him­
self.

Justice Stafford rebuked a couple of 
spectators, a man and a woman, who 
brought with them a girl about 11 
years old. When the justice saw the 
child he stopped the proceedings and 
ordered an attendant to escort the 
couple from the courtroom.

PROVINCE WINS 
MEDAL AGAIN

Ottawa, Nov. 28.—The annual report 
of the minister of the interior for the 
nine months ending March 31, 1907,
shows a total revenue of $2,278,540, an 
increase of $753,333.

Homestead entries for the nine 
months were 21,648. Basing an esti­
mate of the total number of entries 
during the twelve months ending June 
30th this year, on a monthly ratio of 
the previous nine months, the result 
would be 28,756 as compared with 41,- 
869 during the year ending June 30th, 
1906.

There has been a decrease in the 
area of land disposed of by the rail­
way company during the past year 
compared with 1906, but there has been 
a steady advance in values since 1903 
during which year land was $3.46 per 
acre, to 1907 when it averages $6 per 
acre.

The sales of Manitoba school lands 
totalled $125,000 acres at $1,526,156 or 
an average price of $12.20 per acre.

In Saskatchewan the average price 
was $14.67 an acre. No school lands 
were sold-in Alberta during the year.

For nearly half a century Mr. Nich­
olson has been closely associated -with 
political affairs in Australia, having 
served in parliament for some time 
himself. He is well informed upon the 
Oriental question in Australia, and in 
reply to questions anent the settlement 
of the Asiatic problem Mr. Nicholson 
explained how this matter had been 
worked out in his country. The same 
argument which has been interwoven 
with the discussions of this subject in 
America was met and confronted there. 
For instance, there were powerful in­
terests that sought the encouragement 
of colored labor—particularly the great 
plantation owners of • Queensland, on 
the ground that there people were do­
ing work which they were better 
adapted to than the whites. A similar 
argument, Mr. Nicholson says, was em­
ployed to justify the utilization of the 
colored races as stokers and hands on 
the ships plying in the Australian 
trade. Generally the answer to this 
argument was found in an expression 

■ of faith that the white man is capable 
of working wherever a representative 
of any other race can work. As gath­
ered from the visitor, the Kanakas who 
are employed on the plantations are 
under contract for specific terms of 
servitude, and the commonwealth has 
decreed that they shall be repatriated, 
at the employer’s expense, upon the 
completion of their contracts. In ad­
dition to this the federation has passed 
a law which forever excludes the col­
ored races.

Lai la, Maghini, Nov. 27.—The French 
column which was engaged in a serious 
fight with the tribesmen on Monday, 
returned yesterday after bombarding 
several villages. A French reconnoit- 
ering party was attacked to-day by 
twenty thousand tribesmen, and it was 
forced to retreat, leaving eigat man 
wounded.

Constantinople, Nov. 27.—The lawless 
activity of the Turkish tribes in the 
Arkno-Kurdish districts of Erzerum, 
Bitlis. Van Kharput and Diarbekiris is 
causing lively concern at the Porte, 
particularly as foreign embassies are 
urging that prompt measures be taken 
by th£ government to prevent a pos­
sible massacre.

Under the protection of the notorious 
Abraham Pasha, who is known as the 
despot of Kurdistan, Kurdish herds­
men are making raids without discrim­
ination. Turkish villages are suffering 
equally with Armenian homesteads on 
the plains around Diarbekir and Jezire- 
hibu Omar.

Sixteen villages have been pillaged 
and burned within the past month in 
these districts, and eight villages in the 
Sert district have met with the same 
fate. Several of these villages were 
composed entirely of Moslems, and in 
most cases the lives of inhabitants 
were spared, though they were deprived 
of all possessions. There is a scarcity 
of food and fodder.

Press messages are being held, by 
which the removal of Abraham Pasha 
is being demanded.

The Porte has sent the troops from 
Kharpup against the refractory Kurds, 
and it will endeavor to induce Abraham 
Pasha by friendly persuasion to come 
into Alepho. Some of Abraham’s vil­
lages were shelled recently by Turkish 
troops and sixty Kurds were killed.

“The purpose of organization ol 
modern and most improved banking 
systems is: (1) To economize in the use 
of the gold required for reserve, be­
cause gold Is expensive and difficult to 
obtain; and (2) to mass in such quan­
tities and hold it in such a way that 
every customer can know that the bank 
has got it, and that it is really Im­
mediately available to meet all de­
mands for gold, which will be made 
upon the banks.

"Unquestionably the money which 
usually circulates from bank to bank, 
and from the banks to the people, and 
from the people to the banks, the 
money which, under normal conditions 
pays payrolls and petty bills, is now 
hoarded in from ten to fifteen thousand 
country banks, and relief from the 
present stagnant condition will come 
only when the country banks return 
such gold to circulation.

“In England this modern banking 
system is more developed. The Bank 
of England holds the gold reserve of 
all the banks of the nation itself. It 
serves the other banks as credits on 
the Bank of England. Under this sys­
tem, instead of all the banks scramb­
ling and competing with each other for 
the money to maintain their individual 
reserve, the Bank of England does the 
scrambling with no competition. It is 
not the will of God which produces 
bank panics. History abundantly ap­
proves that such panics occurred in 
this country fn 1875 and 1893, and 
preventable by wise, proven, system of 
banking.

"It is a remarkable fact that during 
the last panic, while the commercial 
crisis was universal, there were no 
bank panics, except in the United 
States.

"This system has not been introduced 
into this country because commerce 
and banking are not free, and our laws 
forbid it. What stands in the way of 
releasing these laws? Nothing but the 
ghost of Andrew Jackson.

"No legislation whatever is required 
except to repeal the provisions of the 
National Banking Act, which prevents 
banks from doing business except at 
one specified office, and which prevents 
national banks from depositing their 
reserves in another bank in the 
city; to repeal the laws as to reserves 
and sub-treasury laws, and to direct 
the tax collectors to remit direct to 
designated central reserve bank.

"The genius of commerce inherent in 
the American people, thus made free, 
will do the rest.”

Pekin, Nov. 27.—On account of the 
failure of the Pekin syndicate, a Bri­
tish corporoation holding the largest 
concession ever given, and the officials 
of the Shan Si province, to reach a 
compromise in the matter of the "right 
of recovery,” violence is threatened in 
the province at Tinfu, as the people 
are renewing their demonstrations 
against the syndicate.

The syndicate recently proposed to 
sell back to the Chinese government all 
its holdings in the province of Shan Si. 
The proposal was to some extent due 
to the campaign in China against all 
foreigners holding concessions, and the 
special antipathy of the government to­
ward the British company.

The claims of the syndicate of sole 
rights over the immense mineral fields 
In Shan Si so incensed the inhabitants 
that a rebellion was nearly precipitated 
here last year.

Sir J. M. Jordon, minister to China, 
has repeatedly requested the Chinese 
government to suppress the disorders 
in Shan Si. The * syndicate charges 
that the provincial authorities are dis­
tinctly anti-foreign, but this the au­
thorities deny. Negotiations at pres­
ent are suspended.

Before the commission rose yester­
day votes of thanks were passed for 
valuable aid and favors to the follow­
ing bodies and officials: The Victoria 
Board of Trade, Vancouver Board of 
Trade, City Council of New Westmin­
ster; Capt. Holmes Newcomb, C. G. S. 
Kestrel; Capt. Charles Hackett, C. G. 
S. Quadra; Capt. T. A. Kerman, patrol 
steamer Georgia; Fishery Inspectors 
C. B. Sword, New Westminster; Ed­
ward G. Taylor, Nanaimo, and J. T. 
Williams, Port Essington.

The following resolution on biological 
fishery investigations was passed:

“The British Columbia Fishery Com­
missioners desire to express to the Hon.

A New Reign of Terror In Asia 
Minor.

The Hamadiyeh Kurds (who are, as 
their name denotes, the special military 
creation of the Sultan of Turkey) have 
begun a new reign of terror in the eastern 
parts of Asia Minor. They no longer de­
vote. their attentions to the looting and 
burning of Christian villages, but, em­
boldened by their freedom from interfer­
ence by the local governors, they have 
extended their operations to the Faithful 
as well as to those who are regarded as 
infidels, and are destroying and plunder­
ing Moslems as well as Christians.

Reports are to hand of thirteen villages 
recently raided and burnt in the district of 
Jezirah, on the Tigris, and the total of 
wrecked houses (Moslem and Christian) 
amounts to over eight hundred. Similar 
reports are to hand from the Sandjak of 
Sert, on the other side of the Tigris. The 
villagers who have escaped are living un­
der trees by the bank of the river, in 
great destitution.

The government furnishes no help in 
the situation, either by defence or relief, 
and imagines its duty discharged by or­
dering the wretched refugees to return to 
the burnt villages from which they have 
fled,

To one unfamiliar with the northern 
coast this trip in November would be 
hazardous for the Pacific ocean fitfully 
develops some dangerous display of 
temper along the course, and sea-going 
vessels find the journey bad enough in 
season. And for a little craft like the 
Chieftan there was nothing for it but to 
dodge from threatening weather into 
shelter, and this means that her pilots 
must know every nook and cranny 
that such a boat can hide in along the 
coast.

The Chieftan had occasion on the 
down trip to fly for shelter on several 
occasions. And there were men aboard 
for whom the coast intricacies of 
shoreline had no baffling mysteries even 
by night, for R. G. Cunningham, her 
owner, has been navigating the pas­
sage between Victoria and Essington 
for the last 40 years.

Mr. Cunningham did not mention the 
cruise of the Chieftan as worthy of 
note in seamanship. But he did com­
ment upon the contrast which his own 
experience permitted between the voy­
age from Essington, as it was forty 
years ago, and as it is to-day. Mari­
time British Columbia’s acquaintance 
with the shipping trade was then very 
remote. Vancouver was unknown, and 
the call had not yet come from the 
northern country for ships and men to 
assist its awakening. Settlements were 
few along the shore line. Even to-day 
the stranger’s eye is moistened by the 
expanse of wild that threads the pro­
vince’s Pacific shore line, and the 
mighty mountainous background in 
which it is set.

But to Mr. Cunningham the wooded 
shores and snow-clad peaks, which are 
blended in such magic and mighty com­
binations along the coast, are as the 
architectural vestments of thee Strand 
to a Cockney, or the sky scrapers of 
Haarlem to a citizen of the American 
metropolis. For Mr. Cunningham was 
born on the northern coast of British 
Columbia, and its rough and untamed 
grandeurs are his earliest associations 
of home.

Mr. Cunningham credits the Domin­
ion government with a splendid 
achievement along the northern coast 
in the last few years. When he first 
navigated from Essington the only 
beacon of civilization to assist the pas­
sage was the lighthouse at Nanaimo. 
To-day the coast is studded with a 
splendid system of lights, qnd five gas 
buoys are generously employed in the 
most dangerous channels.

The Chieftan passed Swanson’s hay 
at night, and, said Mr. Cunningham, 
it was a sight. The little settlement 
was ablaze with electHc light, and 
showed up on the black shore li 
a promise of growing development. At 
this point the Canadian Pacific Pulp 
Company are putting in a big plant, 
and building operations are being 
pushed ahead night and day.

The past season on the Skeena has 
been good. The salmon catch was ap­
parently satisfactory to fishermen and 
canners, and there is lots of money in 
circulation. Business on the river was 
retarded somewhat by unfortunate 
mishaps to the transportation service. 
For next season, Mr. Cunningham says, 
the prospects are very good.

Mr. Cunningham went to Vancouver 
last night, where he will engage some 
logging outfits for operations in the 
north.

ROOF GARDEN MURDER.

There is every indication to suggest 
that the whaling operations in the in­
land waters of the Straits of Georgia 
will prove in every measure as suc­
cessful as those which have already 
achieved a record in the industry in 
the off shore hunting from ' the sta­
tions of Sechart and Kyuquot Sound. 
Last week saw the opening of opera­
tions from Page's Lagoon and by 
Saturday no fewer than twelve hump­
backs had been taken. The mammals 
were captured hard by the shore, and 
the work of towing them to the sta­
tion was accomplished with little dif­
ficulty.

There is only one feature about the 
inland waters hunting which differs 
from that carried on along the West 
Coast. That Is the fact that all the 
mammals captured are, and are likely 
to be, of the humpback species. It is 
seldom that the huge sulphur bottoms 
have been known to venture close to 
land in • these latitudes. They are 
mostly captured at a distance of from 
fifteen to fifty miles off shore. This 
feature might at first suggest that the 
returns will be momentarily less, but 
when the fact is taken into considera­
tion that from Page’s Lagoon the 
whales are being captured compara­
tively close into shore, and that, 
therefore, a much larger quantity can 
be handled, it will be seen that the 
hunting is certain to prove every bit 
as profitable as it did on the West 
Coast during the summer season this 
year.

The success which has attended the 
Pacific Whaling Company has. as be­
fore pointed out in these columns, 
surpassed all records in the annals of 
the industry, and that this success will 
now be continuous through summer 
and winter for some years to come is 
established by the first week’s success 
at Page’s Lagoon. From this station 
the whaler.St. Lawrence is now oper­
ating while her sister ship the Orion 
is in port. The latter vessel will not 
remain idle during the winter, but will 
be available for the purpose of aiding 
any vessels which may be in distress 
off the West Coast.

A computation of the success which 
has attended the whalers during the 
present .year makes interesting read­
ing. It is estimated that close upon 
500 of the mammals have been 
tured, some, fifty of which have been 
sulphur bottoms, which as Is gener­
ally known are three times as valuable 
as a humpback. It is difficult until the 
yearly statement of the company Is 
published to put a value on these 500 
whales. Allowing for all contingencies, 
however, it may be said that the 
turns will be somewhere in the neigh­
borhood of $600.000.

“The
British Columbia Navy League has 
asked the Dominion government to pe­
tition the Imperial government for six 
warships to be maintained by the Do­
minion on the Pacific coast, and form 
a nucleus of the Canadian navy. Six 
Dreadnoughts would be a nucleus, re­
spectable from the naval point of view 
and worthy of the Dominion, but six 
ships not worthy to sail in the line 
would be both expensive and useless.

“Is it possible that Canada is wor­
ried by our naval establishment? If 
so, Is it possible that Canada imagines 
that it could possibly maintain a navy 
such as the Mother Country would be 
compelled to supply in the incredible 
contingency of necessity for protec­
tion against ourselves?

“The fact is, the Mother Country set 
Canada a better example when, she 
dismantled the Imperial forts and naval 
stations on this side of the Atlantic. 
England recognized that the Monroe 
doctrine is better protection for Can­
ada than any navy, her own or even 
the Imperial. England's loyal course 
put us on our good behavior, but Can­
ada’s proposition is adapted to be a 
pin prick, unless regarded as a good 
joke. With an undefended and inde­
fensible border, Canada’s conquest is 
easy'without any naval assistance, and 
despite any naval resistance, but this 
is a contingency beyond contemplation. 
Our navy is very much at Canada’s 
service for nothing and we dislike to 
have any portion of Its cost increased 
by the necessity of a detail to observe 
Canada’s navy.

The new estate purchased by His 
Honor lends itself admirably to the 
purposes to which it is now to be de­
voted. It is situated on the lagoon on 
Esquimalt harbor, and is convenient to 
the proposed ferry which is contemplat­
ed to ply across the harbor.

It has a frontage on the lagoon with 
a gentle slope to the water. It former­
ly belonged to G. R. W. Stuart, who 
had his residence there. The home was 
burn a few years ago, and has never 
been replaced. The property comprises 
about 250 acres, a large part of it 
lending itself admirably to landscape 
gardening. About 80 acres are cleared.

Finally it was decided to ask the 
Dominion government for a grant in 
aid of the opening up of the Upper 
Duncan to navigation from Haley’s fco 
Hall creek, thirteen miles above. It 
is claimed that if the log jams were 
cleared out above Haley’s and several 
wing dams built, both above and below 
that point, that during the four months 
of high water the navigation of the 
river would be practicable.

Yet another grant in aid was asked 
and this from the provincial govern­
ment.

cruiser Calliope, of Samoa hurricane 
fame, is to be saved the indignity of 
the knacker’s yard. The cruiser is to 
be taken from the Mother Bank, where 
she has been moored since the ques­
tionable weeding out process was in­
augurated by the Admiralty, and sent 
to Newcastle-on-Tyne, where she will 
be utilized as a drill ship for the local 
royal naval volunteers. It will save 
the cruiser from being auctioned out 
of the service, and broken up by for­
eigners.

The Calliope, it may be recalled, was 
on the Pacific station in 1889, under 
the command of Captain Kane, and 
was despatched to Apia, Samoa, in 
connection with the troubles in those 
islands. Whilst in Apia harbor, a ter­
rible hurricane swept down and 
most destroyed the German and Unit­
ed States warships. The Calliope, 
under her brave Irish skipper, put to 
sea in the face of the hurricane, and 
by the courage and skill of her officers 
and crew she went safely through the 
awful ordeal.

LUMBER COMBINE.

I Taking of Evidence Concluded Yeste; 
day at Edmonton.Brigadier T. Howell, secretary of the 

immigration and transportation depart­
ment of the Salvation Army, was in the 
city yesterday, accompanied by W. J. 
Wakefield, 
that department on the coast, with 
headquarters at Vancouver.

A conference was held with mem­
bers of the provincial government rel­
ative to the immigrants that are to 
be brought to British Columbia. These 
will leave England on Feb. 20th by the 
steamship Kensington, which has been 
chartered for the purpose and will 
bring 50 families, 250 domestic servants 
and 150 young men, who will be em­
ployed as farm laborers.

Satisfactory arrangements were made 
with the local government in the mat­
ter of financial aid to the enterprise. 
The government will not aid to the 
same extent in the matter of bringing 
domestic labor as in the case of settlers 
coming upon the land. The money is 
advanced in the form of a loan.

Brig. Howell explained that with 
the assistance given by the govern­
ment the amount put up by the Sal­
vation Army, and the sum which the 
young women are able to provide 
themselves, those seeking domestics 
will not need to pay very much in ad­
vance. The sum asked from applicants 
for the services of young women will 
be about $50. For this sum the army 
gives a receipt and agrees to provide a 
domestic servant, the sum put up to 
be returned in monthly allowances, 
kept back from the wages.

The young women have been care­
fully selected they say. two lady staff 
officers from Canada who understand 
conditions here, going to England and 
making the choice. The officers say 
their aim is to provide the very best 
of girls and find good places for them. 
With this object in view, personal at­
tention will be given to them by the 
Salvatiôn Army so as to avoid all 
trouble.

IS PACKED IN' SEALED LEAD PACKETS.New York, Nov. 27.—The subway 
tunnel under the East river, between 
the Battery and Brooklyn, which con­
nects the traction systems of Manhat­
tan and Brooklyn boroughs, was 
formally opened to-day. Three street 
cars, composing the first train passed 
through the tube, carrying a party of 
officials of the Interborough Rapid 
Transit and friends, who included Aug­
ust Belmont and Cornelius Vander­
bilt.

. By this line subway trains will be 
run from Borough hall, in Brooklyn, 
to the upper part of Manhattan island 
and the Bronx. Eventually the 
Brooklyn end will connect with new 
subways in that borough.

This tunnel, which is considered one 
of the finest of its kind in thé world, 
was begun on December 10th, 1902. The 
difficulties were enormous, and at one 
time some engineers even advocated 
abandoning the whole project. The 
under-river section of the tunnel Is 4,- 
365 feet long, to which are added sev­
eral thousand feet by the Manhattan 
and Brooklyn extensions, where the 
tunnel really becomes a subway.

A. W. DONLY ON THE
MEXICAN COMMERCE

He Will Meet Local Merchants To­
morrow and Address Meeting 

on Monday.

—Great success has marked the 
furniture sale of Smith & Champion, 
which is now in full blast, and will be 
kept glowing for threé days more.

“I have every confidence in the fu­
ture of the trade which has been es­
tablished between British Columbia 
and the republic of Mexico,” said A. W. 
Donly, Canadian trade agent in Mexico, 
to a Times reporter to-day. “Mexico 
has much to offer to British Columbia 
and this province, out of its great na­
tural wealth, has much to offer to 
Mexico. With proper handling the west 
coast trade, the foundations of which 
are already being made, should prove 
as profitable as that on the east 
coast.”

Mr. Donly was, above all else, opti­
mistic in regard to the commercial out­
look, and expressed gratification at the 
interest which has recently been 
awakened in the southern republic 
among local business men.

Questioned in regard to the Mexican 
setiment toward Canada, he said: 
“There is no doubt that the republic 
Is ready to welcome the Canadian as a 
competitor with the other nations in the 
commercial field. The willingness of 
the government to give Canada every 
opportunity is shown In the subsidizing 
of the steamship lines on the east 
coast and the Canadian-Mexican line 
from this city. Both governments 
recognize the advantage which will ac­
crue from the establishment of sound 
commercial relations between the two 
countries. No other proof of this is 
wanting than the fact that the Mexican 
and Dominion governments are paying 
$100,000 each to the two companies every 
year as -an encouragement to them.

“The line on the east coast has been 
in operation for over two years, run­
ning from Montreal in the summer and 
from Halifax in the winter. When it 
was Inaugurated freights were light, 
but the last eight or nine months has 
seen the steamships carrying big car­
goes both north and south each trip. 
The eastern line touches at Vera Cruz, 
Tampico and Progreso* on the Gulf of 
Mexico, and from thesfe ports the "in­
terior cities are reached by well-equip­
ped railways. The eastern line has 
paid, has come up to expectations, and 
there seems no reason why the line 
from Victoria to the west coast ports 
should not do the same.”

“What has Mexico to offer to Bri­
tish Columbia and what, has this* pro­
vince to offer to Mexico ” asked the 
Times man.

“Taking your second query first,” 
said Mr. Donly, “British Columbians 
can find a ready market in México for 
coal, lumber, fruits and vegetables. The 
first two products are in greatest de­
mand, and a profitable trade can be 
built upon regular shipments of coal 
and lumber, but there is also a good 
demand at several points along the 
west coast of Mexico for potatoes and 
other vegetables. These are in great­
est demand between November 
January, a time when British Columbia 
is in the best position to supply them. 
The apples grown in this province will 
also find a ready market as the Mexican 
apples are generally not suitable for 
table use. In addition to the main pro­
ducts of the province which I have re­
ferred to, there are many other com­
modities that British Columbia can 
supply to Mexico, and for which there 
will be a demand as soon as the trade 
is firmly founded.

“Mexico offers to this province tropi­
cal fruits, hardwood, coffee, rubber, 
fibre and ores. The latter can be 
brought to this province and smelted at 
a profit, as there is only one smelter 
on the Mexican Pacific Coast, and that 
is not always operating. In this re­
spect it is worthy of notice that the 
Lonsdale brought up several tons of 
copper ore on her last trip.”

Mr. Donly referred to the develop­
ment of Mexico’s transportation facili­
ties, and particularly to the Tehuente- 
pec railroad, which was opened for the 
Atlantic-Pacific service in January 
last. Freight can be trans-shipped i 
from ocean to ocean in a day, and the 
terminals, Puerto, Mexico and Salina 
Cruz have excellent facilities for load-* 
ing and unloading. Salina Cruz has 
undergone great changes in the past 
few'years, and the great harbor works 
are approaching completion. Vessels 
can now berth at the piers, and in a 
couple of years there will be accommo­
dation for six big steamships to load or 
discharge simultaneously. While speak­
ing . of the Tehuantepec railway, Mr. 
Donly referred to the large amount of 
freight that is being handled by it for 

Hawaiian-American line. The 
steamships of this country bring 20,000 
tons of sugar every month from the 
island of Salina Cruz, and this is trans­
shipped at the Atlantic terminus by the 
company’s vessels running to Phila­
delphia. The steamships on the east 
side bring 20,000 tons of general freight 
every month to the eastern terminus, 
and this is taken by the sugar carriers 
to San Francisco. There is thus a 
continual shipment of 40,000 tons a 
month over the railroad, for the one 
company. The railway is to be double- 
tracked within a year or two, and there 
will then be much greater facilities.

Mr. Donly has, in his many interest­
ing and instructive trade reports tos 
the government, made timely refer­
ences to the need of enterprise on the 
part of Canadian manufacturers at this 
stage. The Mexican trade, he has 
pointed out, is awaiting the Canadian 
who has sufficient courage to partici­
pate in the general prosperity of the 
republic. His optimism in regard to the 
trade from this province is doubly wel­
come in view of the recent formation 
of several concerns to carry on com­
mercial relations with the Salina Cruz 
and intervening points.

At the board of trade rooms, Bastion 
street, between 10 and 11 o’clock to­
morrow morning, Mr. Donly will re­
ceive the local business men interested

—For the first time the Dominion 
government’s wireless stations at Shot- 
bolt’s Hill and Point Grey, near Van­
couver, were in communication yester­
day, and - some two thousand words 
were flicked across the Straits of 
Georgia during a most satisfactory 
test. The stations at Point Grey and 
Shotbolt’s hill will now be in constant 
communication, being the first two of 
the five erected on this coast by the 
Dominion government, to communicate 
with each other. The local station has 
also heard several of the steamships 
equipped with wireless apparatus, talk­
ing to each other at sea.

SCHOOL TRUSTEES 
GRANT INCREASES

Salaries of Teachers Will be Ad­
vanced Slightly in Nearly 

Eyery Case.

The school teachers of the city have at 
last received their long-looked for ad­
vance of salaries. A special meeting of 
the school board was held last night in 
the superintendent’s office for the purpose 
of making the final revision, when a few 
changes were made to the first draft, and 
the whole finally passed. Almost every 
teacher received some recognition, 
cept a- few of those who were appointed 
last summer and who could hardly expect 
to get an advance this soon. In the ag­
gregate the advance amounted to $3,910, 
an average of somewhere about six and 
three-tenths per cent.

It was xexpected by the teachers that 
the advance would have been larger, and 
there will be some disappointment at the 
smallness of the increases, but on the 
other hand the advances such as they 
are will prove very welcome, considering 
the high prices that must be paid for all 
the commodities of daily life. Whether 
the school staffs will be satisfied with 
what is given them is another matter. 
There ape whispers of threatened resigna­
tions, but whether th?y amount to any­
thing or not it is difficult to prophesy. 
Notices- are now being sent out to the 
teachers telling them individually of the 
amounts to be added to their annual sal­
aries.

FUEL, OIL FOR NAVY.

Admiralty-Owned Tank Steamer to Load 
at Texas.

London, Nov. 26.—The sailing of the 
admiralty-owned tank steamer Petroleum, 
for Port Arthur, Tex., marks a new de­
parture in the British naVy. as it is th- 
first time that the admiralty has tried 
the experiment of importing a cargo of 
oil in ts own hsips. It is anticipated that 
the Petroleum is only the forerunner of a 
small fleet of admralty-owned tank ships 
which will be continually employed In 
meeting the increasing requirements of 
the British navy for fuel oil.

Mr. Justice Martin Complimented 

Capt. Reed of Tartar on 

Conduct of Case

(From Tuesday's Daily.)
The investigation into the Charmer and 

Tartar collision concluded 
afternoon, when both sides submit r ] 
their cases before Mr. Justice Martin and 
the two assessors, Capt. D. Jones . nd 
Capt. Warren. E. V. Bodwell, K. C., sub­
mitted that the responsibility of the col­
lision rested with Pilot Jones, and, techni­
cally speaking, it was impossible for the 
blame to be laid on Capt. Reed. He con­
tended that the evidence given by The 
Tartar's crew was too collusive to be 
genuine and savored of recklessness.

Capt. A. H. Reed, commander of :he 
Tartar, resented Mr. BodwelVs contention 
and assured the court that he had en- 
deavoied in every possible way to pre­
vent any* collusion among those 
testified on behalf of the Tartar. Capt. 
Reed put in a strong argument, and was 
congratulated by Mr. Justice Martin for 
his clever handling of the Tartar’s case. 
For this compliment Capt. Reed expressed 
his thanks.

Very little evidence was taken at the 
concluding session, three witnesses being 
called to testify in regard to the foulness 
of the Tartar’s hull. C. W. Spratt, who 
was given a contract for re-palnting the 
steamship, said that she was extraordin­
arily clean for a vessel that had been in 
the water so long. In cross-examination 
witness said that the ship had been out 
of the water for a number of hours when 
he made his inspection of the bottom, 
but declared that the hull was not dry.

Oliver Richards, foreman for the previ­
ous witness, gave corroborative evidence.

The chief engineer of the Tartar was 
recalled by Capt. Reed, and contradicted 
the testimony of the preceding witnesses. 
The Tartar’s bottom was very foul on 
her last trip, and that the grass was, in 
places, eighteen inches long and could be 
seen streaming from the side of the 
steamship as she moved through the 
water. She had been seven and a half 
months without cleaning. Witness said 
that he examined the ship after she was 
docked, and accounted for the statements 
made by Mr. Spratt and Mr. Richards by 
the fact that sea grass shrinks up until 
it is almost imperceptible after it becomes 
dry.

Mr. Bodwell stated the case for the 
Charmer's officers. After dealing with 
some of the evidence offered, he said that 
the first question to be settled was wheth­
er the Tartar was on the starboard bow 
of the Charmer or not when her whistle 
was first heard. He argued that the Tar­
tar was on the starboard bow of the 
Charmer and that Pilot Jones, on hearing 
the ferry steamship’s whisr.Ie, decided that 
he was too close to Sturgeon Bank and 
decided to get outside of the approaching 
Vessel. He ported his helm to tyoss the 
Charmer's bows and Capt. Reed came on 
deck as the Tartar was swinging, which 
accounted for his statement that he heard 
the Charmer's whistle off the port bow. 
Mr. Bodwell contended that the Tartar 
had entered the fog bank at full speed 
and that she had still way on her when 
the collision occurred.

Capt. Reed, in opening, said that he had 
not thought it necessary to call in coun­
sel as £he case was so clear for the Tar­
tar. As had been done for the Charmer, 
he could have called witnesses who were 
on the steamer who were not seamen. He 
had, however, thought it wise to confine 
the evidence to marine men. He had 
called his officers together and told them 
the line that would be taken, telling them 
to give the truth in their evidence and 
make no attempt at concocting any story.

He had been surprised when he found 
that an informal report made without any 
attempt at being exact and sent to E. 
Brown, representing the C. P. R., and 
marked confidential, had been turned 
over to a noted K. C. to be used to work 
up the case against the Tartar.

Capt. Reed laid emphasis on the fact 
that 'the Charmer had been steaming 
about thirteen miles in the fog when she 
heard the Tartar's whistle, and that the 
Tartar, on the other hand, had only just 
entered the fog. The Tartar's course had 
been shaped by indisputable landmarks, 
and It was improbable that it had been 
very much altered during the few min­
utes which elapsed between the time she 
entered the fog and the time the Charmer 
struck her. The course was shown to be 
correct by the time it took for the Tartar 
to reach Sturgeon Bank after the colli­
sion. The Charmer was proceeding at a 
reckless rate of speed, although enveloped 
in fog and aware of the presence of an­
other vessel. This was the main cause 
for the collision. Capt. Reed took the 
evidence given in regard to the damages 
received by both vessels, and argued that 
the photographs of these injuries proved 
conclusively that the Tartar was not go­
ing ahead at the time when the Charmer 
crashed into her.

Pilot Jones remarked to the court at 
the close of Capt. Reed’s argument that, 
were it possible to blame a motionless 
vessel for the collision, the responsibility 
should rest with him, as he had shaped 
the courses and attended to the naviga­
tion of the Tartar.

After complimenting Capt. Reed upon 
his handling of the Tartar’s case, and re­
marking that it was unnecessary to con­
gratulate the legal gentleman who con­
ducted the Charmer’s case, Mr. Justice 
Martin announced that the court would 
take time to consider its verdict.

New York, Nov. 26.—John G. Jenkins, 
Jr., until recently president of the Jen­
kins Trust Company of Brooklyn;

The three 
men indicted to-day were arraigned, 
and after entering a plea of n(A guilty 
were released each under a bond of 
$10,000.

The specific charges against former 
President Jenkins is that a certain part 
of the $557,000 secured as a loan from 
the trust company on October 1st, and 
standing in the names of several clerks 
of F. and J. G. Jenkins Jr. & Co., was 
in reality a loan to him, and the whole 
account had been loaned to him and 
his firm and not to the clerks to xvhom 
it xvas paid nominally.

Fred Jenkins xvas arrested at his 
home and taken to police headquarters, 
where he was measured and photo­
graphed. The police made an effort 
to arrest John G. Jenkins Jr., xvho, 
however, came into court through a 
side entrance before the officers could 
formally arrest and take him to head­
quarters to be measured and photo­
graphed. Bail for John G. Jenkins 
was furnished by his father, and he 
was allowed to go. Later the police 
made an effort to find him that he 
might be photographed and measured, 
but no trace of him was found.

Bridging of Pinawa Channel Is Bone 

of Contention Between Rival 

Concerns

Spanish Express Crashed Through 
Bridge Near Valencia—Many 

Injured.

Barcelona, Nov. 26.—An express train 
from Valencia with many passengers 
on board fell from a bridge into the 
water below the outskirts of the city 
yesterday. Sixteen persons were killed 
and twenty-two injured in the wreck.

“This is my first visit to your city, 
in fact my first visit to Canada, and I 
regret very much that my arrange­
ments have only permitted me to stay 
a short time in Victoria,” said John 
Denny, a member of the famous Scotch 
shipbuilding firm which bears his name, 
to a Times reporter to-day.

Mr. Denny, accompanied by his 
daughter, arrived in the city last night 
from Vancouver and sailed to-day on 
the R. M. S. Empress of India for Ja­
pan, where he will meet tlfe turbine 
steamship Hirafu Maru, the first of two 
vessels built by his firm for the Japan­
ese government’s coast-wise service. 
Mr. Denny is on a tour of the world, 
and will proceed from Japan to India, 
where he is connected with two large 
steamship companies owning several 
hundred coast-wise vessels.

Winnipeg, Nov. 26.—Civic employees 
engaged in preparing trestles for the 
bridge over the Pinawa channel at 
Lac Du Bonnett, 40 miles east of the 
city, have had a pitched battle with 
employees of the Winnipeg General 
Power Company, better known as the 
Winnipeg Electric Railway Company, 
and in consequence the board of con­
trol, after consultation with Cecil B. 
Smith and the city solicitor, decided to 
call upon the provincial government 
to protect its employees from illegal

The whoe trouble seems to have 
arisen owing to the fact that tlie Win­
nipeg General Power Company is en­
deavoring at every point to block the 
progress of the city in developing the 
power at Point Du Bois, and will 
leave no stone unturned to gain its 
end.

The city of Winnipeg in ordinary 
course, acting on a permit from the 
Dominion government, has surveyed a 
line for its tramway from Lac Du 
Bonnet to Point Du Bois, a distance 
of 23 miles, crossing the Winnipeg 
river about a mile and a half past Lac 
Du Bonnet. The tramway has also to 
cross the Pinawa channel, and pre­
parations were made to build a bridge 
across the channel at a point where 
the channel narrows, and so avoid the 
expense of a long-stretch bridge.

The Winnipeg General Power Com­
pany, seeing this object, made , a line 
for the same point, claiming that the 
company had power from the Domin­
ion government to widen the channel, 
and that the city, by building a wooden 
trestle at the point in question, was 
interfering with the rights of the com­
pany.

The officials of Winnipeg decided 
to wire Ottawa to find out the exact 
status of both parties, and this morn­
ing a wire was received from the 
city’s legal representative at Ottawa, 
stating that on Inquiry at the govern­
ment offices they had learned that no 
permit had been granted to the Win­
nipeg Power Company to, widen the 
Pinawa channel. In view of this' the 
city called upon the local government 
to protect their men in doing what 
they had a legal right to do.

The description of the clash by an 
official is: “One week ago Saturday 
the city employees at Lac Du Bonnet 
got news that the railway company In­
tended to send men to work in that 
vicinity. That night, after the work 
was stopped, the railway employees 
brought a large derrick to the place 
where the work was being done and 
set it up. Later in the evening the 
city agents got together twenty or 
thirty men and threw the derrick into 
a mudhoie. This was a declaration of 
war, which, however, did not bring on 
any more hostilities, though by Tues­
day the company had about fifty men 
at work.

It 
rained all the time I was in Vancou­
ver,” Mr. Denny added, almost regret­
fully.

Speaking of his firm’s present opera­
tions, Mr. Denny said that another 
turbine steamship, a sister vessel to 
the Hirafu Maru, was under construc­
tion. It will be delivered at an early 
dote. The firm has its shipbuilding 
yards on the river Leven, the outlet to 
Lock Lomond, a tributary of the Clyde, 
and at present turbine steamships are 
being almost solely constructed. The 
firm has a large number of torpedo- 
boats and destroyers under construc­
tion for the British government.

“We intend to deepen the river and 
within two years we will be able to 
turn out vessels up to seven hundred 
feet long. At present we cannot build 
very large vessels and our expansion 
comes as the result, of the wonderful 
strides that have been made of recent

WANTS KOOTENAY TRADE.

Winnipeg Still Objects to the New 
Freight Tariff—Proposed Action.

Winnipeg, Nov. 26.—The first action 
to be taken by the Winnipeg Board of 
Trade with regard to an adjustment of 
the new freight tariff of the C. P. R. 
will be to appoint a deputation to meet 
the officials of the railway company in 
Winnipeg, when an endeavor will be 
made to arrive at a settlement of the 
difficulty.

The chief trouble will be, it is said, 
with regard to the rates to the Kooten­
ay, but it is claimed that there Is 
just a remote chance that the whole 
matter will be solved in Winnipeg with­
out the presentation of evidence be­
fore the railway cohimission.

Up to the present time the board of 
trade has not made a formal protest 
against the rates, their objection being 
that they were not given time to thor­
oughly investigate the matter.

It is stated that the wholesale hard­
ware merchants of the city have de­
cided to hold back all freight for Koo­
tenay points until the new tariff is 
adjusted.

Maghnia, Algeria, Nov. 25.—Ten 
thousand of the fiercest Benis Nassen
tribesmen swooped down on the French 

yesterday, and were beaten offcamp
with a loss of 1,200 killed. The fight­
ing continued for a long time, and was 
conducted on the part of the tribes­
men apparently with total disregard 
for their lives. At one time the French 
infantry was in danger of being sur­
rounded, but it finally disengaged it­
self from its perilous position by a 
most brilliant charge of the Spahis. 
The rout of the Arabs was completed 
by vigorous shelling by the artillery. 
The French loss was £ight killed.

The Arabs were not discouraged by 
this repulse, but reformed their forces, 
and in addition ’directed their forces to 
rousing other tribes. The fighting was 
resumed to-day and the booming of 
cannon could be heard throughout the 
afternoon.

During the pursuit of the enemy the 
Spahis were drawn into an ambush, 
and, Lieutenant Rose, who was riding 
in front, fell, riddled with bullets, but 
the troopers rallied and threw them­
selves upon the Arabs in ambush, cut­
ting them to pieces. The French forces 
followed up their advantage and, 
scouring the country, killed many of 
the fugitives. The artillery bombarded 
the mountain slopes where the re­
mainder of the tribesmen had taken 
refuge.

NEW YORK SCHOOLS AND XMAS.

Little Band of Nine March Into 

llhoes and Quickly March 

Out Again.

Report That Mention of Christ Was 
Prohibited Is Incorrect.

A story, has been circulated to the 
effect that the New York board of edu­
cation recently gave 
henceforth no hymn or carol containing 
mention of Christmas should be sung 
in the city schools. The board of edu­
cation has taken no action on the sub­
ject since last February, and no 
tiers whatever have been issued which 
contain any ruling as to Christmas, 
according to the New York Evening 
Post.

There is, however, just enough basis 
of truth in the story to arouse miscon­
ception if not corrected. The facts of

prominent Hebrews that the Christmas 
exercises as conducted in the public 
schools were so thoroughly based 
and wrapped up in the tenets of the 
Christian faith as to make it impossible 
for Jewish children to participate In 
them.

This is Nikola Tesla, Talking from the 
Earth.

NiKola Tesla, of New York, 
nounces that with the co-operation of 
power producing companies at Niagara 
Falls, he is preparing to hail Mars with 
Niagara’s voice. A way has been found 
at last for transmitting a wireless mes­
sage across the gulf, varying from 40,- 
000,000 to 100,000,000 square miles, which 
separates this earth from Mars.

Once that has been accomplished and 
Mars, which Is considerably older and 
supposedly more advanced in science 
than we, has acknowledged the receipt 
of our signal and sent back flash for 
flash, it will remain to devise an inter­
planetary code through the medium of 
which the scientists of this world and 
of Mars will be able to understand 
what each is saying to the other.

Mr. Tesla has been quietly working 
for several years on a wireless power 
plant capable of transmitting 10,000 
horse-power to any part of the world 
or to any of our neighboring planets. 
The mere matter of distance between 
dispatching and receiving points is no 
object whatever. Wireless power, Mr. 
Tesla says, may be sent one million or 
more miles just as easily as one" mile. 
Several of the electric power companies 
with immense generating plants at 
Nmgara Falls have agreed to co-oper­
ate with Mr. Tesla in any effort to 
reach Mars by wireless.

POLITICAL MEETINGA considerable number of applications 
have been received in the last few days 
by Mr. Thomas Southworth, director of 
colonization, from people who want to 
get transportation back to the Old 
Country, says the Toronto Globe of 
Wednesday last. Only yesterday after­
noon such an application was made by 
a man on behalf of himself, his wife 
and five children. The man has been in 
Ontario for a little while, and readily 
found work, but had been attacked by 
rheumatism, and now wishes to go 
home. Three applications were also 
received from other persons who were 
not physically able to work. Mr. South- 
worth does not consider that the flood 
of immigrants that has been coming 
into the country has been too great 
this summer, and stated yesterday 
afternoon that if only conditions pre­
vailed which were in existence last 
winter there would be plenty of work 
for everybody. He pointed out, how­
ever, that there was some curtailment 
in respect of the sources of employ­
ment. For example, the lumtBr 
camps, which ordinarily attract a num­
ber of men from the cities whose 
mer avocations are closed to them are 
not, owing to the stringency of the 
money market, taking on so many men 
this year as last. This summer 7?,090 
immigrants have come to Ontario, but 
the C. P. R. have notified the depart­
ment that they are selling a large num­
ber of steerage tickets for the return 
passage.

Geneva, Switzerland, Nov. 26.—The 
Swiss minister to Japan, Dr. H. Ritter, 
has sent a long report to his govern­
ment concerning commercial affairs in 
Japan, in which he says Englishmen 
and Americans are being ousted by 
Japanese from the far east, especially 
from Japan.

Dt. Ritter, in undertaking to give an 
illustration of the manner in which 
Japan operates, says the Japanese gov­
ernment sent a man named Oga to 
Switzerland and America to learn how 
the condensed milk trade is conducted 
in those countries. This man worked 
as an ordinary. employee in various 
branches of the business in both coun­
tries, and when he had mastered the 
details of manufacture and distribu­
tion he returned to Tokio.

Then, backed by wealthy men, he 
founded a large condensed milk fac­
tory near Tokio, cut prices sharply and 
practically drove out of the country all 
foreign goods that competed with his.

At the council meeting last evening 

a communication was read from James 
L. Reymer, in which he recommended 
the separation of the offices of auditor 
and water commissioner and suggested 
acting as the latter alone. The letter 
was as follows:^)

I beg to call your attention to the ad­
visability of separating the offices of 
auditor and water commissioner, as they 
at present exist. Last year in my annual 
report as water commissioner I mentioned 
the necessity of the change, and am 
bringing the matter before you again at 
this time, so that any alteration that may 
be made shall take effect from the begin­
ning of the year.

When I was appointed to the dual posi­
tion in 1895, it was from motives of 
economy, but the arrangement has never 
been entirely satisfactory, and the work 
has increased so rapidly that one person 
cannot any longer give proper attention 
to the duties of both positions. The time 
has, therefore, arrived when I think that 
the offices should be separated, and I 
would ask to be relieved of the duties of 
auditor after the first of the year, and 
thenceforth fill the position of water 
commissioner solely.

As you are aware, the waterworks ac­
counts, lime, etc., are kept by the clerk 
in the engineer’s office, and though per­
fectly satisfactory as far as they go, arc 
by no means as complete or as detailed 
as they should be. This is from no fault 
of Mr. Ortoiys, but simply because he has 
no time to do more. The work in the en­
gineer’s office has increased very rapidly 
during the last few years, and the trans­
fer of the waterworks accounts would go 
a long way to remove the pressure.

I have for some time felt that the pro­
posed change would be more satisfactory 
both to the council and to the ratepayers, 
as well as to myself. By having all the 
waterworks affairs under my immediate 
supervision, a close® check could be kept, 
and much more voluminous and satisfac­
tory reports made, and various details 
that are now missing, from want of time 
to compile them, would be available. The 
want of these records has been felt on 
many occasions, more especially during 
the two visits of Mr. Adams, the informa­
tion wanted by him, instead of being im­
mediately available, having to be com­
piled in a very tedious manner for the 
occasion. I have ready a complete and 
up-to-date system of accounts and re­
cords, based on the latest authorities, and 
I beg to repeat what I said in my last 
year’s report, that “it would be hard to 
find a city of 30,000 inhabitants where the 
management of the waterworks was 
merged in one office, and the bookkeeping 
tacked on to another.” The making of 
large improvements in the near future, 
and the probability of assessing a front­
age tax, make the proposed change all 
the more necessary. The assessing of the 
frontage tax would necessitate the hiring 
of extra assistance under present ar­
rangements. I am asking you to make 
the change at the first of the coming 
year, as if left to the incoming council 
nothing would probably be done, until 
March, and such changes are much more 
satisfactory If made at the beginning of 
the fiscal year. I will, of course, complete 
the audit for the present year, In fact it is 
already done to the 31st October, and 
turn over a clean sheet to my successor 
in the position of auditor.

I would also strongly recommend the 
separating the waterworks frSom the gen­
eral revenue of the corporation. This 
was the intention of the act as originally 
passed in 1873, but was gradually en­
croached on by succeeding councils, until 
1892, when the statute was amended to 
read as follows : “That all the revenue 
arising from and out of the supplying of 
water, or from the real and personal pro­
perty connected with the said water­
works, acquired by the corporation or 
commissioner under this act, shall be paid 
over to and be deposited with the treasurer 126 Government St„

Reinforcements 
in the shape of the police arrived, and 
amid enthusiastic cheers from the 
audience, and hoots, groans and shrieks 
from the suffragettes, Miss Adela 
Pankhurst, Mrs. Martel, Mrs. Ley and 
Mr. Graham, a clergyman, protesting 
and kicking, were gently but firmly 
carried out of the hall in the arms of 
policemen.

There is a slight weakening in the 
price of potatoes and in many other 
lines of farm produce. The farmers as 
well as the dealers and grocers, have 
shown a tendency to hold their stuff, 
looking forward to a raise xVhich prob­
ably will not come. It is good news 
to the general public that there is a 
likelihood of produce coming down 
somewhat.

The fact of the matter is there is not 
the demand this season that there has 
been in the past. Nearly all the lum­
ber and logging camps have closed 
down, as well as the copper mines, and 
these have been in the habit of taking 
large quantities of farm produce. This 
year the lack of that market is having 
a bearish effect, which will very soon 
Tesult, it is believed, in an all round 
drop in the prices of staple commodi­
ties.

Apples are now more plentiful than 
they have been at any time heretofore 
this year. Farmers have held them, 
expecting the increased price which did 
Inot come, and now they are market­
ing, the tendency is more down than 
up. The only movement upward is in 
eggs, which it was expected would get 
dearer.

Eastern prairie hay is on the market 
again, and is selling at about $20 a ton. 
considerably less than the local product. 
It is of good quality and there is a brisk 
demand for it.

It is cheering to know that the ru­
mor about the price of turkeys being 
worth 35 cents a pound Is not likely to 
be true. Just now Eastern turkeys 
retail at thirty cents a pound, and the 
dealers look for them to go lower in­
stead of higher. The probability is that 
-by Christmas they will be selling for 
25c. a pound.

Jap oranges are on the market. The 
first prices will be about 65c. a box 
wholesale. They are reported to be of 
splendid quality, better than the first 
consignments usually are. Naval or­
anges are dropping fast. The whole­
sale price is nearly a dollar a case 
lower than last week, but the retail 
market has hardly felt it yet.

Smyrna figs of several grades are be­
ing sold at from 20c. to 25c. a pound. 
■The Vreena figs in baskets are alsa 
‘becoming very popular and large con­
signments are on the market.

Very large Spanish onions may be 
seen in every store. The scarcity in the 
local supply consequent on the Chinese 
going out of the market garden busi­
ness, has induced the large importa­
tions. The quality of these imported 
onions is excellent.

There is a tendency to display the 
fancy bonbons and chocolates and other 
Christmas goods in the grocery stores, 
thus heralding the approach of the 
festive season.

Bones Discovered Near 

Sproat Lake Reveal Ten 

Year Old Tragedy

He Tells of Conditions in Australia 

and Incidents of His 

Tour.

(Special Correspondence of the Times).
Alberni. Nov. 27.—On the 11th inst. 

Mr. Marpole, of tVe C. P. R. service, 

visited Alberni for the purpose of de­
fining sites to be leased to various com­
panies desirous of erecting saw-mills. 
These were selected on the deep water 
frontage controlled by the C. P. R.

W. E. Knapp, of the Red Cliff Lum­
ber Co., and Mr. Corbett for the B. C. 
Cedar Co., were allocated sites situated 
between the townsites of Alberni and 
New Alberni, while the site for the 
Alberni Mills & Lumber Co., represent­
ed by R. S. Morse, was chosen at the 
lower townsite. All the above-named 
companies hold large timber interests 
in the, district, and their obtaining of 
mill sites in this neighborhood, and 
their evident intention of erecting and 
operating large sawmills forthwith, is 
a guarantee of a very large and perma­
nent influx of population within a few 
months.

Sites for various businesses and in­
dustries are being quietly secured by 
parties in the know in Victoria and 
elsewhere, anB when the construction 
of the railroad and of the saw-mills ac­
tually begin, it will be found that many 
of the most desirable business stands 
have already been taken up.

Open For Business.
The barber shop and bath-rooms re­

cently erectel by George Drinkwater 
are now ready for use and are equipped 
with modern furnishings. During the 
week among other arrivals, a watch­
maker and jeweler has started business 
and another real estate office has been 
opened.

Less desirable elements of the popu­
lation are also beginning to put in their 
appearance. A man giving the name of 
J. Crawford, was arrested as a vagrant 
and given an opportunity to leave town 
forthwith. R. Baker, arrested for liv­
ing on an Indian reserve, was warned 
and released on the same conditions.

What is# thought to be the solution 
of a ten-year-old mystery has been 
found by the discovery in the vicinity 
of Sproat lake of human remains. 
While travelling through the bush some 
quarter of a mile from the lake, H. 
Mullar, a farmer, resident nearby, was 
attracted by the sight of the remains 
of a pair of gum boots. Further inves­
tigation showed what is believed to be 
human hopes. It is remembered that 
some ten years ago a Norwegian named 
John Thorst, who had pre-empted land 
up Taylor river, after purchasing a 
supply of food, etc., left for his home 
and was never seen again. Attention 
was directed to his absence by some 
one finding his canoe on the lake adrift 
with the supplies still intact. A search 
was made for him, but without result. 
Whether the unfortunate man went 
ashore and his canoe broke loose and 
he was thus left to starve, or whether 
he was taken ill and went ashore to 
lie down, will probably never be known 
as any writing he might have left be­
hind him will have long since become 
illegible. The police authorities are to 
further investigate.

A man who has endeared himself to 
an appreciation of good works under 
the Southern Cross is registered at 
the King Edward Hotel. This is James 
Nicholson, of Melbourne. Australia, of 
wide repute in that country as a phil­
anthropist, and a man given to public 
affairs.

Mr. Nicholson emigrated from Ire­
land to Australia in his early youth 
and participated in some of the stir­
ring incidents associated 
earlier times in the country. As a 
merchant and gold buyer, he witnessed 
the great riots in Ballarat, when the 
miners rebelled against an exhorbitant 
tax on their industry, and desperately 
resorted to arms after being harassed 
and fired upon by the government 
troops. In conversation with a 
porter Mr. Nicholson recalled his ac­
quaintance with Peter Lawlor, one of 
the leaders of the miners revolt, who 
with an arm shattered by a rifle ball, 
eluded the government pursuit with a 
reward of $2,000 upon his capture dead 
or alive, and was finally vindicated for 
the stand he had taken by being 
triumphantly elected to parliament 
from the very district in which he had 
been hunted by the authorities, 
miners eventually got the concession 
they fought for.

Mr. Nicholson eventually located in 
Melbourne, where he engaged In com­
mercial enterprise, lost and re-made a 
fortune and finally retired after 53 
years of active life. He commented 
upon the financial crisis which oc­
curred in Australia in 1893 as paral­
leling, in a smaller way, the panic 
which recently occurred in the United 
States, and of which he was a witness 
in the storm centre in New York a few 
weeks ago. On the very day the great 
run began in the banks of the United 
States metropolis. Mr. Nicholson was 
a visitor at J. P. Morgan’s office, and 
was present when the first news of the 
occurrences in the- city reached the 
headquarters of this master mind of 
finance.

proving the City but Is 

Glad to be Home

Colonel F. B. Gregory is back in town 
after an absence of several months in 
the British Isles.

During his trip abroad Colonel Greg­
ory visited the exposition in Dublin, 
which has been in progress all sum- 

The exhibit from Canada, hemer.
says, was the finest there without ex­
ception, and attracted general admira- 
iion. As in other sections of the ex­
position, books were kept for the sig­
nature of visitors, and Colonel Greg­
ory noticed that a great many Cana­
dians had registered, including quite a 
few from this province and some from 
Victoria.

The

All through Great Britain it was 
noticeable, Colonel Gregory remarked, 
that they were not so badly informed 
about Canada as formerly. Canada 
was highly spoken of on all hands and 
Canadian industries seemed to stand 
well.

“It has struck me since returning,” 
said the colonel, “that we ought to 
make an effort here in Victoria to do 
something to put our streets in pre­
sentable condition. 1 do not refer only 
to Government street, but to our sys­
tem of streets as a whole. I saw no 
city in Canada or elsewhere during my 
visit which presented so many oppor­
tunities for criticism in this respect. 
And the special advantages which Vic­
toria possesses climatically for street 
improvement and beautification only 
makes the comparison more unfavor­
able, and criticism of the administra­
tion of the city more just.

“As an instance of what was possible 
in the way of street making and main­
tenance eVen against adverse condi­
tions, Colonel Gregory pointed to Win­
nipeg, with its nicely paved thorough­
fares and sightly boulevards.

But with all her faults, and those do 
not belong to her natural possessions, 
the colonel concludes that there is 
place like Victoria, and says he Is 
glad to be back again.

“Such scenes as I witnessed in New 
York during the next few days,” said 
Mr. Nicholson. “I hope never to see 
again.” On this topic he expressed his 
belief that there was sufficient under­
lying strength in the American finan­
cial system to correct the situation in 
a comparatively short time, although 
he thought that some of their minor 
financial institutions were susceptible 
of improvement. “I am strongly of 
the opinion,” said he, “that the coun­
try is sound at heart and that the 
whole question will right itself in a 
very short time.”

Philanthropic work is one of Mr. 
Nicholson’s hobbies. H< 
founders and life governors of the 
“Old Colonist Association,” which 
stands unique among the great chari­
ties of the world. This is not just the 
way to describe it either for it is one 
of the fundamental conceptions of the 
work to eliminate the idea of charity 
from the undertaking. In a word, es- 
timiable old people of the colony, to

dining years, are introduced to a so­
ciety where their comforts and even 
small luxuries ^ire perpetuated—not as 
paupers, but as the guests of the as­
sociation. The society now possesses 
42 cottages, snug little homes, with 
flower gardens and tastefully laid out 
plots, where many old folk are per­
mitted to forget that they are poor 
and helpless and to find happiness in 
the thought that they are not regarded 
as a burden, but as wjelcome guests. 
During his travels, which are now di­
rected homeward, Mr. Nicholson vis­
ited almost every city of consequence 
in Great Britain, America and Europe, 
and he says he has found no similar 
institution existing elsewhere.

Mr. Nicholson has been utilizing the 
opportunities of his travels to study 
the systems of municipal government, 
obtaining in various parts of the 
world, having bçen closely identified 
with such matters in Australia for 
many years. In this connection he has 
made it a point to meet the chief mag­
istrate of every city that he visited, 
and his journal of these meetings, is 
interesting in many 
those whom he became acquainted 
with in this way, was the Lord Mayor 
of London, who dined the Australian 
visitor and extended an 
hospitality. At Rome Mr. 
was received in audience by the Pope, 
and was accorded a seat 
altar rail, during the magnificent cele­
bration of blessing the palms in St. 
Peters. It is customary for foreign 
travellers, who have collected

EXCLUSION LEAGUE.

Business Transacted at
Meeting Held Last Night.

The Asiatic Exclusion League held a 
business session in Labor hall last night, 
John Jardine, M. P. P., in the chair.

A committee commissioned to investi­
gate the influx of Oriental people reported 
that this class of immigration, including 
Chinamen, Japs and Hindus, numbered 
approximately 11,000 in the last eighteen 
months. These figures were compiled from 
official returns obtained at the Canadian 
customs.

John Jardine, as delegate to the execu­
tive conference in Vancouver, reported in 
effect that favorable progress was being 
made looking to organization throughout 
the province, 
centres of population in the province had 
signified a desire to organize, and the 
conference had hesitated as to whether 
the movement would be assisted by send­
ing an organizer through the country, the 
suggestion being that this was unneces­
sary, in view' of the unanimity of idea on 
the subject which had come unsolicited.

Communications were read from Joseph 
Martin, K. C., and W. W. B. Mclnnes. 
stating inability to give their services at 
any early mass meeting of the league ow­
ing to court engagements. Intimation was 
given by the chairman that this meeting 
will probably not be called for a couple 
of weeks j'et.

A* circular issued by the commission­
er general of immigration for the Unit­
ed States, F. P. Sargent, gives notifica­
tion to steamship companies and Unit­
ed States agencies of the repeal of 
those clauses in the recent immigration 
laws dealing with immigrants 'from 
contiguous territory and the substitu­
tion of more equitable régulations.

It will* be remembered that the im­
migration law' which passed congress 
at the beginning of the year enacted 
that no
Cuba, Newfoundland or Mexico who 
had not resided in those countries for 
a year continuously was subject mat­
ter for the collection of $4 head tax, 
even though he was a domiciled resi­
dent of his country. This meant, to 
give an illustration close to home, that 
a Victorian who had lived in Canada 
all his life was liable to pay head tax 
if he broke his domicile by a visit to 
Seattle and then paid another visit 
within the same year. The law wras 
enforced only at certain points along 
the boundary line, and, apart from its 
absurdity as an arbitrary regulation, 
this discrimination aroused a storm of 
protest.

People going to Seattle from Victoria 
were not required to pay the tax even 
if they came within the description 
contained in the law, which made them 
liable. People going to San Francisco 
were held up for $4 if they had not 
lived continuously for a whole year on 
this side. The consequence was that 
the tax wras escaped by those w-ho went 
south by train from Seattle and paid 
by those who w’ere liable and who 
travelled steamship to California.

The steamship companies protested 
vigorously against the ridiculous meas­
ure, and Dr. Milne, local immigration 
agent, communicated with Ottawa and 
Washington showing how the law was 
working on this coast. The Times also 
drew attention to the absurdity of the 
law, and from other quarters through­
out the Dominion complaints 
heard.

These protests had an early effect as 
is shown by F. P. Sargent's circular, 
which says that the two clauses pre­
viously inserted in the bill have been 
nullified and the following regulations 
inserted in their place:

Head tax shall not be collected 
count of aliens entering the United States 
from Canada, Newfoundland.

This 
plan, it was held, would give British 
Columbia uninterrupted access to her 
own ocean harbors, as originally in­
tended by nature. Certain speakers 
also favored the buying back of the 
State of Maine, thus securing our rail­
ways direct access also to the Atlantic 
port# and without leaving Canadian 
soil. The discussion which followed 
these plans was finally brought to an 
end by a motion from the chair, as it 
seemed likely to have broadened be­
yond the limits of economic possibility, 
such states as Minnesota, North Da­
kota, Montana, Washington, Oregon, 
probably costing more money than 
Canada could under the present condi­
tions of the money market, it was held, 
expect to finance, at least for a con­
siderable period.

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DRUCE MYSTERY 
CASE RESUMED

DICKENS BELIEVED IN
DUAL PERSONALITY

Witness Tells How Supposed Duke 
Always Carried False Beard 

in His Rocket.

London. Nov. 27.—The hearing o£ the 
Druce case involving the claim to trie 
Portland estate, was resumed again to­
day.

Misô Mary Robinson, who was an 
amanuensis to the late T. C. Druce, who 
is said to have been fifth Duke of Port­
land, was shown letters purporting to 
have been written by the Duke of Port­
land to T. C. Druce. She said the hand 
writing was the same, and she failed 
to recognize the writing in the letters 
signed T. C. Druce to the defendant, 
Herbert Druce, as the writing of her 
employer.

As a corroboration of Miss Robinson’s 
statement that she met Charles Dick­
ens in Kensington Garden shortly be­
fore his death, and her allegation that 
at the time the novelist told her that 
Druce and the Duke of Portland were 
one and the same person, Mr. Jones, 
counsel for the prosecution, read an ex­
tract from the reminiscences of Wettis 
Reid, stating he had seen Mr. Dickens 
walking in Kensington Gardens with a 
young girl a week before he died.

Mrs. Margaret Hamilton, an old lady 
of seventy years, testified that Druce 
and the Duke of Portland were the 
same person. She said the Duke, whom 
she described as an old friend of her 
father’s, had always had a false beard 
in his pocket. The Duke had at one 
time intended to marry her, but her 
father refused his consent. On one oc­
casion she asked the Duke why he wore 
a false beard. He explained it was 
necessary to have a beard when he ap- 
pjeared as Druce.

In 1864, the witness went on, the Duke 
of Portland said to her: "JÆadge, I am 
going to die."

“You don’t look like it,’’ she replied
She then declared that her father had 

explained to her that the Duke of Port­
land was going to cease to be T. C. 
Druce, and she said she was informed 
there was going to be a funeral. In 
1866 she again saw her father and the 
Duke of Portland together in London, 
and on this occasion she said chaffingly 
to the Duke: “I thought you were dead 
and buried."

She called him Druce, and this annoy­
ed him.

Continuing, Mrs. Hamilton testified 
that she last saw the Duke of Port­
land in 1876. The Duke then said 
he felt very ill and thought he "was 
going to die. Mrs. Hamilton said to 
him: “I hope you will repent of all 
your sins," and to this the Duke said 
“Thank you."

In the course of her testimony Mrs. 
Hamilton said the fourth Duke of 
Portland was her godfather. She had 
been at Welbeck Abbey with her father 
as the guest of the fifth duke, whom 
she knew well in his dual character.

Mrs. Hamilton was under croSs-ex- 
amination in regard to the discrepancy 
between the evidence she gave to-day 
and that before another court when 
the case adjourned until November 29th.

PANTHER KILLED.

Marauder That Has Been Causing 
Such a Sensation Caught in 

the Act.

The big panther has been killed at 
last. He proved to be not quite as big 
as a cow, as reported, but still he is a 
big fellow, and will make a splendid 
trophy. The final scene was enacted 
when Christopher Moses last night 
caught him stealing one of his pigs. 
He went out with a shot gun and 
brought the thief down. When meas­
ured it was found to be 6 ft. 9 in. from 
tip to tip. It came in this morning on 
the Sidney train.

It is generally supposed that this is 
the big creature which committed such 
depredations a week or two ago on 
James Island. When a panther takes 
to thieving tricks it generally keeps it 
up until it is finally caught. The diffi­
culty in the minds of most hunters 
seems to have been in regard to its 
swimming across the channel which di­
vides James Island from Vancouver 
Island. It has been clearly shown, 
however, that panthers do swfm. Mr. 
Smith from Hornby Island, who is now 
in town, tells o{ the one that swam 
across to Hornby some years ago, and 
several other Victoria people have 
actually seen panthers in the water.
