CAR INSPECTOR Suffering In Chicago.
Chicago, Dec. 27.—Street car traffic 

was partially resumed to-day after the 
complete tie-up due to the blizzard 
that swept the city for two days, blow­
ing down wires and covering the tracks 
with ice and sleet.

The railroads are still badly crippled, 
and it is doubtful if train schedules 
will be in order for several days. Ail 
of the overland mails from the west 
ire from 6 to 26 hours late, many of 
the trains being snowbound at points 
outside of the city.

Suffering among the poor Is said to be 
great, and many charitable organiza­
tions are called upon for financial aid. 
No deaths have been reported.

Traffic _ Delayed.
Pittsburg, Pa., Dec. 27.—After being 

totally paralyzed since early yesterday 
by the worst storm Western Pennsyl­
vania has known in years, the railroad 
systems resumed operations to-day, 
but little was done to move trains and 
the thousands of passengers delayed 
by the storm remained at their hotels 
without braving the storm to get to 
railroad stations. The Predictions of 
more snow and colder weather blan­
keted the hopes of the railroad offi­
ciels who figured on relieving the local 
passenger and freight congestion by 
to-night.

The trolley lines found operation to 
Pittsburg almost impossible, due to 
ice on the wires and tracks and many 
factories dependent on suburban work­
men were running pn not more than 
half force.

Wire communication from the East 
is slow. Due to the uncertainty of 
train dispatching it is not known just 
how many trains from the East are 
stalled.

CRUSHED TO DEATH

Canadian Northern Employee 
Killed in Yard at Win­

nipeg.

Winnipeg, Dec. 27.—Walter Dos- 
koch, car inspector in the employ of 
the Canadian Northern railway, was 
crushed to death under the wheels of a 
freight car in the Canadian Northern 
yards last night. There was no wit­
ness of the accident, and the man was 
dead when disisjvered lying on the 
tracks. He had " apparently fallen 
when crossing the tracks and had 
been caught by a train of cars which 
was backed on to a siding.

The deceased was 36 years of age 
and lèaves a wife and two children.

Dublin, Dec. 27.—It is apparent to­
day that Ireland is not entirely satis­
fied with what the Liberal party, 
through its leader, Premier Asquith, 
has promised in the way of Home Rule 
for this island. In a speech at Albert 
Hall, London, on December 10th, open­
ing his campaign, the Premier de­
clared that the solution of the Irish 
problem could be found only in the 
adoption of a policy “which, while ex­
plicitly safeguarding the supreme 
authority of the Imperial parliament, 
will set up In Ireland a system of full 
self-government in regard to purely 
Iiish affairs.”

The Irish leaders regard the con­
dition imposed in this statement with 
suspicion. The continued and unassail­
able supremacy of the Imperial parlia­
ment, they urge, means that Ireland 
would have little ,or no voice in for­
eign, colonial, or financial affairs.

It is believed here . that the con­
struction that may be placed upon the 
Premier’s declaration may be used as 
boomerang campaign material by his 
opponents and the more rabid Home 
Rule partisans profess to see in it no 
further step toward the fulfillment of 
their desires.

/There is a good deal of interest be­

ing taken at the parliament buildings 
in the vacanacy which will soon arise 
in the office of Provincial assessor, as 
to whether the government will follow 
the spirit of the new civil service act 
and fill the office by promotion or bring 
in some one from outside.

J. K. Wo^sfold, whom failing health 
has compelled to tender his resigna­
tion of an office which he filled to gen­
eral satisfaction, will be retiring as 
soon as the cabinet acts on his letter. 
The matter was taken up before the 
ministers separated for Christmas, but 
was allowed to lie over. It is likely that 
nothing will be done until the superan­
nuation act has been passed, when 
Mr. Worsfoid will be retired on allow­
ance.

There is a rumor that instead of pro­
moting officials now in the service, 
party services will be rewarded by ap­
pointment to this office, which carries 
a salary of $1,800 now, a sum which 
will be increased considerably under 
the new act. Rumor even goes so far 
as to mention the names of two or three 
gentlemen who rendered good service 
to the government during the recent 
campaign.

This is the first opportunity which 
has arisen since- the act was passed 
last session to prove whether the gov­
ernment is in earnest in its desire to 
recognize merit and faithful service 
on the part of civil servants.

Managua, Dec. 27.—The new presi­
dent of Nicaragua, Joe Madriz, is tak­
ing hold of affairs with a strong hand.
Zelaya left him the legacy of an empty 
treasury, and soon after President 
Madriz had publicly announced, in ef­
fect, that the country was- practically 
on the verge of bankruptcy, the arrest 
of Joaquin Passes, Zelaya’s son-in-law, 
and Ernesto Marlines, Zelaya’s last 
finance minister, was oritored.

They are now in the hands of the 
authorities, charged with misapplica­
tion of funds, failure to register gov­
ernment bonds and the circulation of 
unsigned paper money.

Francisco Baca, who has replaced 
Dr. Julian Irias as minister-general, 
is preparing a decree establishing a 
commission to revoke franchises un­
der which a score of monopolies, given 
to individuals by Zelaya, have been 
operated. These monopolies poured in­
to Zelaya’s purse vast sums of money.
While they were ostensibly in the 
hands of others, it was to the former 
president that the greater portion of 
the returns were transferred. Passes 
is looked upon as the creator of these 
monopolies, and the dummy utilized by 
Zelaya to cover his large stock inter­
ests therein. His arrest has been en­
thusiastically received.

Barney Oldfield Sets New Time for 
Fifteen Miles on Circular Track.1910.

Deserts Cook Standard. Los Angeles, Dec. 27.—Barney Oldfield 
established a new world’s record for 
fifteen miles on a circular track yester­
day at Ascot Park. Driving/ his 120 
horsepower Benz racer, Oldfield went 
against the .record of lS.57, \ made by 
Ralph de Palma in a Fiat Cyclone at 
Grand Rapids, Mich., and succeeded 
in clipping, 14 4-5 seconds from the 
record. Oldfield's time for the fifteen 
miles was 12:42 1-5. His fastest mile 
was in 53 3-5 seconds.
‘ The fastest mile made yesterday was 
done in Oldfield's try for the world’s 
record in which he failed to set a new 
mark. His time was 52 2-5 seconds.

Oldfield was an easy winner in the 
five-mile race with Ben Kercher, driv­
ing a Daracq, his time being 4:47.

“The present movement at Pekin is 
quite different to any movement that 
has ever preceded it. There is a reform 
movement still struggling to get a foot­
hold, but with very little success, 
inhere is also a military movement 
which is being pressed by the Prince 
Regent and by most of the members 
of the Grand Council.

“The idea of securing an army and

férera. The Empress Dowager is also 
pushing herself to the front. She has 
Just subscribed a sum approximating 
$30,000 to the naval fund, and is giving 
audiences to ministers and diplomats, 
showing that she is inclined to follow 
in the footsteps of the former Empress 
Dowager by taking a prominent part 
in affairs of state. She was granted 
extra names of honor a few days ago, 
and all the officials at court were or­
dered to wear full official garments on 
that day. The subscriptions toward the 
naval fund having been rather slow in 
being paid, the Regent ordered that all 
the moneys should be fbrwarded to 
Pekin at once in order that the work 
might be commenced as soon as pos­
sible. The naval commissioners are at 
present in England, where they have 
been knighted by King Edward. They 
cabled to the Grand Council, propos­
ing that certain foreigners, supposedly 
English officers, should be employed to 
advise the Chinese naval authorities, 
but the proposal waa, not endorsed and 
a cable was sent back telling'the 
missioners to make no such arrange­
ment. This is supposed to be another 
move which was influenced ito some 
extent by German officials.
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“The Chinese have no mbre use for 
Germany than thfey Have for Britain 
or any other, power. They despise them 
an, and they want a navy which will 
be powerful enough to free themselves 
from the influence of outside nations. 
If anything they favor Germany aS 
against Great Britain, because the Jap­
anese are allies of the British, and 
there is much resentment against the 
Japanese because they are pushing 

: themselves into Manchuria.
“Speaking of ^Manchuria reminds me 

that shortly before I left a dispatch 
was received at Pekin from the viceroy 
of Manchuria stating that both the 
Japanese and Russians were sending 
more trdops into Manchuria, and that 
there was' little doubt but that they 
were both preparing for another war. 
A protest has been received from the 
gentry In Manchuria begging the gov­
ernment not to give way to the de­
mands of the Japanese, and a further 
message has been received that a great 
many thousands of rifles and millions 
of rounds of ammunition have been 

--^recently imported by the Chinese for 
the purpose of preserving order in that 
much troubled province. These were 
supplied by the Germans, who 
every ^opportunity to secure as much 
influence as possible In every part of 
the country.

“There is a German engineer on this 
steamer,” he continued, “a Mr. Kltz, 
who has been Building a bridge in the 
neighborhood of Tientsin. There are 
also some English officials employed on 
the railway, but the majority are Ger­
mans, and the number of the letter 
countrymen is increasing. They see*! 
be fine fellows, but there is no^ooubt 
but -that their employment is part of 
the big concerted move of the Kaiser 
to secure the practical control of the 
Chinese Empire, or at least to see that 
the Empire is set against the Japanese 
allies of the Briitsh.

“China is a strange country. People 
who have been there for half a life­
time profess not to understand the 
country or its people, and I have, beeh 
there only a few months, but from a 
close study of the people and conditions 
during that time, I am assured that 
there is a movement among the Chi­
nese themselves, apart from the gov­
ernment at Pekin,, which is . really 
alien to the country. The people are 
awakening, or being awakened to see 
the progress of civilization and find­
ing themselves dropping behind in the 
race are anxious to fall in line with 
other countries. The 'China for the 
Chinese’ move now on foot may mean 
much for the country if it makes them 
stir themselves and build a navy, train 
men, organize an army and take an 
intelligent interest in the affairs of 
the world. No country will long pre­
dominate in China, for the country 
will be capable of taking care of it­
self, and it matters little whether Eng­
land or Germany is the power which 
puts them in apposition to look after 

\ their own affairs.”

She put the children to bed and then 
retired to her own room, going to sleep 
as Usual, but was awakened by heat­
ing a cry of fire. She ran to the room 
where she had left the Children, but 
found that they were not in bed, and 
satisfied herself that they must have 
been rescued. She then tried to get 
down the passage to escape, but it 
was filled with flames and smoke, and 
she got on the promenade deck when 
the flames were bursting ;

tained any presence of mind or did 
anything in the least degree towards 
the saving of the ship or the passen­
gers, pushed her into the lake, as there 
was no other avenue of escape.

Japanese who have been on trial here 
for the past three days on a charge 
of assault were, all found guilty and 
sentenced by Judge Howay.

Naki- 
mura, or Sailor, was given twenty- 
three months In the common jail, Koro- 
ikl twelve months in the common Jail, 
and Matsumura six months In the Jail, 
his sentence starting from the date ot 
his arrest on December 1st.

John Burns, speaking at Nine. Elms, 
complained that the placards and car­
toons of Unionists were scandalous. 
They were issued in the interests of 
the food taxer and trusts, which would 
get a footing through the tariff and 
bring about the moral degradation of 
people as well as political corruption. It 
was monstrous that London should be 
subjected to grotesque exaggerations 
which hid the facts from the people.

Mr. Macnamara declared in a speech 
that the Conservative party had land­
ed itself in for a record defeat. So far 
as he could see they knew it, they 
knew they could not face the constitu­
tionalism raised by Lord Lansdowne’s 
motion, and they therefore rushed 
frantically from one expedient to an­
other.

in proportion to population is produc­
ing a greater volume of wealth than 
any country in the world does at the 
present time or ever did. The. fruitful 
lands of the prairies are at the pres­
ent time the principal source of this 
wonderful production and the conse­
quent prosperity. ' And the circum­
stances will probably continue tot a 
good many years, because the settle­
ment of the new provinces has only be­
gun. The stream of population from 
the old world and the .southern part of 
the new has not by any means reached 
its maximum head. But there will be 
a . reflex movement which will affect 
every part of Canada, British Colum­
bia probably more directly than the 
manufacturing centres of the East. The 
effective exploitation of one source of 
wealth leads to the development of 
wealth in other forms. Our lumber­
men and lumber manufacturers are the 
chief beneficiaries of the growth of 
population in the prairies.

New Westminster, Dec. 23.—AnothSr 
conference was held between the of­
ficers of the New Westminster board 
of trade and the Great Northern rail­
way officials with respect to a better 
train service on the Great Northern 
south of the Fraser river and as a re­
sult it is expected that a greatly im­
proved service will be instituted in the 
near future.
"The conference was held for the 

purpose of considering an alternative 
scheme proposed by the Great North­
ern Railway Company by which a 
tri-weekly «Service would be installed 
on the line between Cioverdale and 
Huntingdon instead of a daily service 
as suggested. This plan was strenu­
ously opposed by the representatives 
of the Westminster and Surrey boards 
of trade and eventually a scheme was 
drafted which will be submitted to -the 
officials of the company at Seattle for 
their approval.

This scheme provides for a daily 
train service to New Westminster 
from Port Guichon on the west and 
Huntington on the east, arriving at 
New Westminster About 9 a. m. and 
returning to leave here either at 3.30 
or at 5 o'clock. If at the former time 
the train will be a freight with a 
passenger coach attached or at the 
latter a straight passenger tram. It 
is suggested that there should be a 
■tri-weekly service from Hazelmere on 
Monday, Wednesday and Friday, on 
market day having a box car attached 
to the train for carrying small market 
produce. In consequence of the recent 
heavy rains it will be two or three 
weeks before the proposed service will 
be put into effect, but once it is ap­
proved of by the officials of the com­
pany it will be pushed forward without 
delay. /

The Great Northern railway now has 
a daily schedule between Port Guichon 
and New Westminster, it is supposed 
to arrive at New Westminster about 10 
o’clock amd leave here about 3.30.

The alleged German menace is now 
doing duty for political purposes on 
both sides of the great waters which 
divide the British Empire on two hem­
ispheres. Or rather an attempt is being 
made to equip this mythical menace 
for duty in Canada and in Great Brit­
ain. The attempt in Canada is doomed 
to failure because the forces which are 
trying to utilize it are hopelessly divid­
ed, one section shouting that the Can­
adian naval programme i§ totally in­
adequate because It does not provide 
for an immediate contribution of at 
least two Dreadnoughts in addition to 
the provision of a home fleet; another 
demanding direct contributions and no 
fleet in Canada because to construct, 
man and work warships is beyond our 
capacity; while another proclaims its 
conviction that a Canadian navy will 
be totally out of harmony with the 
conditions and traditions of this con­
tinent, which is now and mjust be for 
all time beyond the outer run of the 
vortex of war.

The last element it would be Com­
forting to think upon tenable ground; 
but it is to be feared the millennium 
has not yet dawned even upon 
this peacefully inclined portion of the 
earth. War, like an event predicted by 
the greatest of all the prophets, gen­
erally comes as a thief in the night. 
Canada is attaining tile proportions of 
a nation, and must be ready to assume 
national responsibilities.

These obligations, when assumed, 
will supply the answer to the argu­
ments of the second class of objectors, 
that Canadians are an inferior people, 
incapable of building and operating 
naval vessels. Surely it will not be 
held that we are inferior to the people 
from whose loins we sprang. At any 
rate we are going to.endeavor to estab­
lish the fact of our equality if we can, 
because Canada will assuredly meet 
her Imperial obligations by proceeding 
^vith the work of constructing a navy 
of her own.

Experience has already demonstrat­
ed that direct contributions to the Brit­
ish navy will not meet the require­
ments of the situation even if it pro­
mised a permament solution of the de­
fence problem. Australia tried the "sys­
tem for a few years, stipulating as a 
condition of the contributions that a 
certain number of warships should be 
maintained jn Antipodean waters. This 
condition proved such a source of irri­
tation on account of differences of 
opinion respecting the strength of the 
squadron to be maintained that the ar­
rangement was withdrawn, and Aus­
tralia adopted the plan, with modifica­
tions suited to her circumstances, 
which has been approved by the Ad­
miralty and the government of Can­
ada. The fact that the scheme of Can­
ada has been sealed with the approval 
of the British Admiralty seems to be 
persistently overlooked by the Toronto 
News, a heady loyalist, as it avers that 
when the situation demanded prompt 
iecision, Sir Wilfrid Laurier has 
shown himself sadly wanting.

It is strange the variety of cases to 
which this “German menace” can be 
madet to apply. The Tories in Great 
Britain are working it overtime just 
how, but they need it. It will hardly 
save them from the doom the noble 
lords have prepared for them. What 
is the truth in regard to this alleged 
menace ? We have it before us from 
an independent source, the Scientific 
American. It is taken from a table of 
the United States naval department, 
and bears out fully a statement made 
the other day regarding the ability 
of the British fleet to maintain the 
inviolability of the Empire.

Over Twenty-Six Thousand Acres in 
Irrigation—Block Sold—Farmers 

Going From Washington.

Calgary, Dec. 24.—Two of the largest 
land sales of the year in the Canadian 
Pacific irrigation block, southern Al­
berta. have just been closed by the 
Canadian Pacific Irrigation & Coloniza­
tion Company.

They will be constructed on the 
pay-as-you-enter principle, though It is 
improbable that this method of collect­
ing fares will be adopted here for some 
time. In view of the popularity of 
this class of cars in Montreal and otter 
cities where they have- been tried, the 
company thought it well to provide for 
the inauguration of that system when 
constructing them. The new cats 
will have windows which can be 
dropped during hot weather. In the 
large cars at present in use the win­
dows have to be taken out entirely 
when warm weather sets in. This is a 
disadvantage, inasmuch as on chilly 
days the windows have to be replaced 
or the passengers sit in a draft. On 
the new type the windows can be 
manipulated to suit all sorts of 
weather.

Mr. Goward says the car shops of 
the company are being worked to their 
fullest capacity in order to cope with 
the tremendous demand for new roll­
ing stock, this demand coming from 
mainland points served l»y the 
pany rather than from Victoria where 
development, though none the less sure, 
is slower.

The car-building programme decided 
upon at the recent conference at Van­
couver will mean an expenditure of 
Close on half a million dollars. There 
will be 100 freight cars and more than 
that number of 
gramme as outlined is to be submitted 
at once to the London board and 
vided a favorable answer is received, 
as is expected, the work of construc­
tion will begin immediately, as well as 
the placing of orders for those cars to 
be secured from eastern firms.

The meaning of 
the resolution, however, was that all 
the soccer men could have the per­
mission of the union to play in the 
Island series without fear of trouble 
occurring.

Mr. O’Sullivan’s contention was that 
the football men of the Mainland and 
the Vancouver brahch of the B.C.A.A. 
U. would meet next month and thresh 
out the question there. The Vancou­
ver District Association Football 
League, however, met Wednesday 
night at Vancouver, and the following 
from Thursday's News-Advertiser is 
the result:

“The Vancouver District Football 
Association has definitely turned down 
the B.C.A.A.U. Last night, after con­
siderable discussion, the tenor of which 
was unanimously along the line that 
the association need not pay any at­
tention whatever at the present time 
to the dictates of the union, a resolu­
tion was passed instructing the secre­
tary to write to the latter body to the 
effect that ‘all players in the associa­
tion and affiliated bodies are ama­
teurs in the true sense of the word, 
and we do not see that there is any 
necessity for present affiliation with 
the B.C.A.A.U.’ ”

In the face of this there does not ap­
pear to be any possibility of peace be­
tween the parties in Vancouver.

There are seventeen organizations af­
filiate^ with the Victoria branch of the
B. C.A.A.U., and but six of these were 
represented at last night’s meeting at 
the Y.M.C.A. The meeting soon re­
solved itself into a discussion between 
the secretary and president on one 
side and the representatives who were 
there appearing for soccer clubs on the 
other side. D. S. Tait took up the 
gauntlet and told the B.C.A.A.U. offi­
cials that the way they conducted, or 
proposed: to coij^uct, the sportsjpf 
city was immoral, unbusiness-ljKe 
irregular. If the same tactics were 
used in business he said the business^ 
would get a bad name, in fact he said 
there are laws to provide for the hand­
ling of men who conducted their busi­
ness in the manner the B.C.A.A.U. is 
conducting sporting affairs. Victoria, 
said Mr. Tait, was being used as a big 
stick to whip Nanaimo and Ladysmith 
into line and,force them to go into the 
union. He held the soccer clubs were 
affiliated with their own ruling bodies, 
and if the B.C.A.A.U. wanted them it 
would have to get the parent organiza­
tion affiliated, when the affiliation -of 
its affiliated bodies would necessarily 
follow.
