A careful analy:is
of the erdp returns from farms under
operation this year, is believed to
have convinced S. E. Todd, provin-
clal farm direclor, that the idea is
highly feasible, and that the re-
sources in soil fertility, in beef and
fruits and vegetables, will permit of
the launching of the system at an
early date. N

Another important question, which
naturally faces the governm:nt in ap-
proaching the matter, is the actual
amount of food consumed by each
institution. The department has had
to get in touch with the more house-
wifely duties of the matrons of each
home and a detailed report of the
number of cans of each edible which
would be used under ordinary cir-
cumstances, has been obtained. The
list and variety of fruits and vege-
tables now grown in connection with
the institutions for defectives, and
the prison farm is somewhat amazing
in its scope, and the exceilence of the
product has been attested by exhibi=
tion at fall fairs, where their pres-
ence has called forth admiration.

In addition to the venture in the
field of preserving, it is probable that
a more serious attempt will be made
to render the institutions completely
{ndependent as regards dairy and beef
supplies. The actual figures of the
number. of pounds of milk, butter and
cheese are already in the hands of
thy department togeiher with tr»
amount of meat annually consumed
and the rate of consumption.

In Australia.

While Halifax Is welcoming the British
warship “New Zealand,” there comes an
interesting description of the mighty wel-
come given the new Australian fleet in
Sydney, where the enthusiasm knew no
bounds and the heart of Australia beat
high with pride to greet her own ship
manned by her own sons, The last time
that Sydney welcomed a powerful fleet
was when the American squadron called
at the port on its world tour, and the
Sydneyites speak proudly of the fact that
their own battleship could blow any two
of the same American ships out of the
water with ease. And the old song is
again heard in the streets:

“We're hanging out the sign from the Leeuwin
to the line,

This bit of the world belongs to us.”

Five years ago when the American fleet
came, Mr. Deakin, then Premier thus
spoke : ““We live in hopes that from our
own shores some day a fleet will go out
not unworthy to be compared in quality if
not in numbers with the magnificent fleet
now in our harhor.” Five years have
passed and Premier Deakin’s wish is well
on the way to fulfillment, and Sydney Is
a proud city to-day. A correspondent to
the London *‘Times” thus writes :

It is impossible not to make comparisons
between the two occasions, but I need
write down only one. Amid all the en-
thusiasm and curiosity which marked the
crowds if 1908 one note was lacking—the

rsonal—that is very npotable to-day.

ever before have Australians, especially
Australian mothers, watched the entrance
of a squadron largely manned by their
own boys. "My boy's on the Sydney, and
I must go down to the Heads to see
him come in,” said one eager, tearful
woman to the tram driver when he slowed
his overladen car on a steepgrade. *Our
Tom was on duty when we went over the
Australia; he wouldn’t look at us, and
quite right, too!” a father prondly toid his
fellow passengers on the ferry this morn-
ing. That is the note for the absence of
wglch no amount of contributions, skil-
fully engineered through - Parliament,
could possibly compensate. ~‘Our” ships
and *‘our” boys will serve the Empire bet-
ter in times of stress than would twice the
millions that Australia is spending on
them,

Would not Canadian hearts be inspired
with the same interest and pride if state-
1y ships of a Canadian fleet with our Can-
adian lads on board steamed up our har-
bor?

The correspondent above gquoted ob-
serves :

The squadron is & part of -the King's
Navy, and Australla wants it to be as
good as the best part. There is no need to
distrust either the material of the train-
ing. Some British officers, have, I know,
noue too high an opinion of the Australian
sallor; but it is based ontheir limited
experience with reserviste in the days
of the contributory policy. Every

officer who has handled Australian sailors
of late years willgive very different testi-

intelllgent, and steady under discipline.

And the training is to be severe. The
squadron’s life up to now has been spent
among much cheering and many festivi-
ties ; when the privilege-mefi return from
leave—that is, within the next month—
there will be no more of“that. The
squadron will pass the Heads again, and
disappear ; and when Australia next sees
her erews holiday-making they will be
men that Admiral Wilsoncould be proud
of,

least equal to that of Australia, for we
have always been a maritime people to an
extent never approached by our brethren
of the Southern Seas, Does it not_bring
shame to Canadian cheeks to realize that
the present government at Ottawa has so
lamentably broken faith with that rlslng
commonwealth

Songs and their writers,

Strange as it may seem, it is rare to
fiad the popular songs of & people written
by their great poets. The authorship of
“God Save the King” is still in doubt.
“Home, Sweet Home” was written by
John Howard Payne, who was not even
a poet of the third rate, and the same is
true of the author of “The Old Oaken
Bucket.” “The Cricket on the Hearth”
was written by one James E. Stewart, of
Detroit, who lived an obscure life,
and died in a poor-house .in Cincin-
nati. His beautiful song was refused by
one publisher after another, and re-
mained neglected for a long time after
beiog In print. At length by chance it
was selected by Denman. Thompson
to be sung in the play, *“The Old
Homestead,” then on the boards in Bos-
ton. The song ‘‘took” and immediately
became immensely popular. “My Old Ken-
tucky Home.” *‘Massa’s in the cold, cold
ground,” “Darling Nellie Grey,” “Gentle
Annie,” “The Old Folks at Home,” and
other beautiful and popular songs were
composed by Stephen C. Foster. His un-
fortunatedissipated habitsexiled him from
all his family. Atanearly age he died from
an accident which occurred in the miser-
able garret where he lived in New York.
*Daisy Bell,” the bicycle song, was written
by an obscare Englishman, Harry Dacre.
The moving and beautiful hymn, “My
Rosary,” was written by one Robert C.
Rogers, who recently died practically un-
known in Santa Barbara, California., The
equally teautifuland moving music to which
the verses were set was composed by Mr.,
Ethelbert Nevio, an American musician.
The deservedly and persistently popular
“Silver threads among thegold” was writ-
ten by Eben E. Rexford of Striocton, Wis-
consin. The music was composed by Mr.
H. D. Danks, and the song first issued in
1873. The poet received three dollars: for
ft. His son is now receiving annually
$8,000 in royalties for the same. The
authorship of the ‘““Hot time in the old
town,” and the equally execrable “Ta-ra-
ra-boom-de-ay” is not known and there js
not much anxiety over the same. “Wait
till the clouds roll by,” was writted by one
George Cooper of New York, and set to
music by one H. J. Fulmer. There is not
s man of poetic eminence in the entire
list, yet the writers in many cases receiv-
ed more for a single song than the mighty
Shakespeare received for all his works,

Will be the export record of
moving pictures of the United
States this year.

‘WasHINGTON, Nov. 25.—Twenty-five
thousand miles of motion-picture film,
enough to ptretch around the globe at the
Equator, will be the export record of the
United States in the calendar year, 1913,
The United States is the world’s greatest
manufacturer of motion-picture films,
probably three-fourths of the entire flims
of the world being manufactured in this
country. Large quantities of flims are
sent out of the coyutry, both as blank or
unexposed fiim, and as finished films ready
for use in the stereopticon.

The rapid increase in this branch of the
export trade of the Uaited States resulted
in the establishment by the Bureau of
Foreiga and Domestic Commerce, Depart-
ment of Commerce, of a detalled record

HaMILTON, Ont., Nov. 28.—8ir Wilfrid
Laurier and N. W. Rowell,Liberal leader
in this Province, were the guests of honor
at'the Liberal banquet here to-night.

" Sir Wilfrid deals with the Liberal free
food policy. - He said that the important
question of the moment is not 1he buying
of Dreadnoughts. It is the guestion of
how to serve the table of the family with-
in its income,

The time has come, dec'ared the Liberal
Chief; when it is the duty of  the Govern-
ment at Ottawa to estavlisha freefood
poliey, food free of customs dury. He also
eclared that it meant a revision of the
present tariff, the Fielding ta:iff of 1897,
but the Fielding tariff was me ot to mest
the necessities of that day, “‘and not for
all eternity.” Some move looking to

a reduction in the high cost of living as
essential to the welfare ‘of the Canadian

people.

Sir Wilfrid pointed out that the high
cost of living had increased in Great Bri-
talnduring the last decade seven per cent,
and in Canada5l per cent, ‘Canada pro-
duoces yearly 200,000.000 bushels of wheat,
while the local consumptionwas only 50,-
000,000 bushels ard the surplus had to find
& market abroad.

Great Britain had’ to import all the
wheat they coosumed, but the price of
wheat and the gnoe of bread is cheaper in
Great Britain than in Canads. This show-
ed there was sonethng rotten in the
“State of Denmark”—Canada, *“We have
not reached the high e)<t of- living yet”,
3aid Sir Wilfrid. :

“It will be higher in two or three
months than it is ro-day. The recent
reductions in rthe American tariff are
the cause, Our producis are rushing
there.”

THE GERERAL MISSION.

Yesterday's mass meeting for

women at St. Paul's—

Services at other An-
glican churches.

Rey, Dean Robinson touched on the’
Home Rule question.

Themmeetlng for* women held at St.
Paul's Church yesterday afternoon was
one of the most important events of the
mission to date. The church was com-
pletely filled. The meeting was opened
with the hymn, “Hark, my soul ; it is the
Lord,” followed by prayer by Archdeacon
Armitage. The address by the Bishop of
Fredericton which followed was based on
Acts 3, v. 1-11, the healing of the lame
man, This wasdescribed as the prelimi-
nary test of apostolic Christianity. It
contained three important lessons: Ilst,
the true end of the religious life is service.
2ad, God had sent certain limitations to
every life of service, 3rd, their Iimitations
could only limit ; they could never domore
than that.

They could not, for example, ever pre-
vent their doing things. Limitations
made service effective along certain lines.
Science applied to the laws of nature
would often in very simple cases provide
illustrations of this truth. For example,
the powder in the gan, limited to a very
small space, is yet wonderfully effective
and that as a result of its limitation. The
river behind the dam is limited and poses-
ses at the same time power which when
free it did not have, Peter was limited,
financially, and yet in spite of that poses-
sed of remarkable power,

They chould so live that their lives might
be iuspirations to those about them. Over-
coming temptation not only kept one from
sinning, but sent out a helpful influence
in the world. They should neverlose faith
in pure womanhood or in the power of
clean, strong manhood. They were urged
to insist on the fact of omly one strong,
good manhood—not two standards. Fur-
ther, they were asked to remember one of
the important things which this age re-
quires the church to proclaim, that mar-
riage is an ordinance of God and not a
temporary expediency.

After an hour and a half the fire was

under control. What its origin wasisa
myst The room in which it was first
discovered was entirely empty, there being
nothing seen which a fire could ignite ;
and such wasthe condition of. the rooms
on the fourth floor. There was also no
evidence to show the fire had igoited be-
tween the walls. There were no stoves or
heating apparatus of any kind in that part
of the building,
Last June the Fire Departihent was
called out for a fire at the rear of the third
floor and on a previous occasion 'tQ one in
the cellar. The offices in the lower por-
tioos of the buildinﬁ‘ were considerably
damaged by water. These were occupied
by Foster & Foster, barristers, the J. A.
Nchonald Club, Curren, Hart & Co., Ltd.,
insurance brokers, and James Fraser, com-
mission merchant, all of whom sustained
more or less damage from water. The
Eastern Trust Company are the owners of
the building.

The damage done by the fire is being
appraised to-day. The building is insure
for $6,000, half in the Halifax and half in
the Nova Scotia Ins. Companies.

BLAZING SHIPS.

Trivial Causes of Terrible Catas-
trophes on High Seas.

It would seem almost impossible
to set fire to and burn to the water’s
edge a big modern ship, built, as
such vessels almost invariably are
now, of steel or iron, with trans-
verse bulkheads of the same metal.

Experience, however, has shown
otherwise, for the catastrophe that
happened to the Volturno a short
time ago is mot by any means 32
solitary example of its kind.

It is extraordinary, too, how little
a thing will start the biggest and
most devastating of ocean fires.
Thus the carelessness of a member
of the crew, who dropped a lightec
ofl-lamp on the forecastle floor, wa:
responsible for the burning in mid
ocean of the big emigrant ship Cos
patrick on November 18th, 1874
when no fewer than 465 lives were
lost.

The fate of these poor people wat
exactly what would have been thai
of those on board the Volturno ii
wireless telegraphy had not been
invented. They fought the flames
with the frenzy of despair until over-
powerkd, then they perished. A few
—about five or six—got away in a
boat, and were picked up ten days
later half dead from starvation and
exposure. These were the sole sur-
vivors.

One of the most thrilling stories
of fires at sea, the burning of the
Sarah Sands, had a similar origin—
the.careless handling of a naked
lamp in a lazaretto filled with Gov-
ernment stores. She had 300 soldiers
on board, and these worked like
herees removing and throwing over:
board the gunpowder, of which there
was a large quantity stored in the
hold.

One barrel did explode, blowing
up the entire port quarter of the
ship. Nevertheless, after weeks of
dreadful anxiety, the still smoulder-
ing hulk was navigated safely to the
ﬂ‘aurmus, without losing a single

e.
Ships are frequently fired owing
to the spontaneous combustion of
their cargoes. A striking example
was ‘afforded by the ' case of the
Micronesia, bound from South Amer-
ica for Antwerp, with nitrate in
bags, The flames burned every
scrap of woodwork in the skin of
the vessel, causing the nitrate t¢
become fused, owing to the terrific
heat, so that from a soft and pow-
dery substance it was transformed
into a species of liquid cement,
which ran down into the lower hold
and held together the plates that had
previously started, thereby prevent.

He regarcs
this ;as one of the most miraculous
escapes, since there was little distance
betwieen the ports, and had he fallex
on either of thcm he must have been
killed on ‘he spot.

The future field marshal was pres-
ent with the naval brigade at the at-
tack. on the Redan in the Crimean
War; where his many and astonishing
escapes from death were often the
‘topic of conversation. He was passing
some guns when a shell buzzing close
over his head made him suddenly
stop. As he lif.<d his head and look-
ed round he saw the shell had killed
two gunners just behind him.

In one of his journeys from the
caves to ‘the battery he was walking
closge to a rergesnt wken a roupd shot
whizzed past, just missed the mid-
shipman, and cut the sergeant into
two pleces, as it struck him between
the shoulders.

One night Wood went to sleep in a
covered part of the battery, whilst it
was freezing hard, and terribly cold.
When he woke at daylight he found
all his limbs and body were so frozen
that he was unable to move. He was
discovered by some comrades who
carried him back to camp, a..d it was
only after hot bottles had been placed
at his feet, and all round him, renew-
ed time after time, that he revived.
Many of the soldiers in that part of
the Crimea died fromr the intense cold
of that same night.

Another striking escape of this
lucky sailor and soldier (for Wood
later was transferred from the ..1.al
brigade to a line regiment) took place
on the 6th April, 1855, whilst a battle
was raging. He was moving between
two of the guns when a man sudden-
1y called out to him, “Look out, sir!"”
The officer stood still, but had not
time to move a foot béfore a 12-inch
mortar shell fell within six feet of
him. In ordinary circumstances he
would have been blown to pieces in
no time, but Wce~<’s qui:k eye notic-
ed that the shell had « longer fuse
than usual, so he set off running as
fast as possible, and just managed to
get out of reach before the shell
burst.

During the attack on the Relan,
Wood was standing with his right
hand on the shoulder of Chas. Green,
a first-clags seaman, and calling out
the results of the shots, when a man
. handed round the ruwa for the gun’s
crew, and Green asked the officer to
move his arm a moment, so that it
might not be shaken, whilgt he was
drinking his grog. _<Wood took his
hand off Green’s sBoulder, and the
latter was ‘holding the tin of grog
to his mouth, when 'a shot coming
from the left took off his  head, the
body actually falling upon Wood. Had
he sifll kept his hand where it was
previously it is ten !> one that the
shot ‘would have killed him, too.

‘Some years afterwards, when Wood
contracted a fever, he was taken ‘-
the regimenta] hospital, and Dr.
Smith, who had been specially sent
out by the Government, was sent by
a captain to visit him. ‘rhe speeciulist
asked the medical officer in charge of
Wood how he was doctoring the pa-
tient, and on being told said: “Yes,
but that is for typhoid; he will die
later from that; he just at present
seems more likely to die from pneu-
monia.” His parents were telegraph-
ed for, and told to come at once.
Wood heard the senior officer tell the
doctor in charge mot to worry him
with more medicine, saying: ‘“The
boy must die, 80 let him die in peace.”
However, Wood unexpectedly began
to recover, and with his usual luck
was soon all right again.

He bad a wonderful escape from
death by an infuriated tiger when he
was out hunting in India.

BOILED COFFEE' OF BRAZIL.

The Real Thing as the Natives Make
and Drink It,

The Braziliun awid the marble splen-
dors of bis New York hotel sipped the
tiny cup of black coffee that was to
cost him 25 centa

“Fhis isn't bad,” he said, “but it isn't
like the coffce we drink on my father's
coffee plantation in Bragil,

“There, when a cuffee craving seizes
you, you tuke a few handfuls of green
coffee berries, and after rejectiug all
the imperfect vnes among them you
place thése picked berries in an jron
ladle and roast them over an vpen fire.

“You roast them tiil they begin to
smoke. Then befure they are charred
you take them off, drop them fnto 2
mortar aud pound them with a pestle
carefully.

“Meanwhile a cup of cold pure water
bas ‘been set on the fire. When it
comes to a boil the ground coffee is
thrown intu it—a tablespoontul to a cup
—and the boiling 13 ¥lluwed to go vn
for about three minutes.

“Now you drink the coffee. You
drink it witbout straining it. The
grouuds ‘He at the buttom of the cup,
and If you don’t shaké it'the fiuid s as
clear as crystalcrystal clear, black,
fragrant. :

“The French can buast as they please
of their filtered coffee, 1 tell"you there's
nothing Hke the botied-culfee of Brazil,
all picked, roasted and prepared within
a few minttes under the open sky.”—

Most_recent experiments show that
the fflea that bacterid in general are
not harmed by freezZing Is untenable.
On the other land, the effect of very
low temperatures hus been greatly
overestimated. It has been observed
that as destructive effects are pro-
duced upon bacteriul life from the tem-
perature of salt awmd pounded ice as
from that of liquid air. The critical
puint: appears to be somewhat about:
the freezing point of water. An orgin-
ism that can pass thig point fn safety:
may be proof against even absolute
zero. A féw individual bacteria in
every culture tried were able to endure
unbarmed the temperature of liguid
nir.. This is believed to have been due
to the absence of water in cells.—8t
