But though they feel how un­
worthy they are and how far they come 
short of knowing and doitjg His will, they 
trust in His promise that ‘ ‘he that believ- 
eth in the Son hath everlasting life,” and 
that “God is not unrighteous to forget 
their work and labour of love ”, Hence 
they are resolved to face the opposition 
of the world, the flesh and the devil. In 
publie and in private, in their closets and 
in their houses, as well as m the house of 
God, they desire to be and to do the will 
of their Father in heaven. They desire 
to entertain uncorruptness of doctrine and 
faithfulness in all their duties towards 
God and man.

they are likely to do as you do. See 
that it be a good example. How is it 
with family religion ? Do your children 
see and hear you worshipping God ? Or 
niust they look to their neighbours or 
strangers for a godly example ? It will 
require labour—“always abiding in the 
work of the Lord ”—to develope family 
religion. It is worth all toil.

5. Again, we wish you to remember 
that, as members of this congregation, you 
should “ always abound in the work of 
the Lord ” as regards that work in your 
own cougregation. Those belonging to this 
congregation ought to apply their energies 
and employ their talents for the further­
ance of its welfare. Let not one of you 
dream of leaving the labour and the sacri­
fices of time or means to others. Even 
should the few willing aud active brethren 
be both able and willing to do all, not one 
of you should be willing to allow them to 
have the toil and work and the honour of 
serving God here while you do nothing. 
You are doubly guilty before God and his 
people if you do nothing and exercise no 
self-denial for the interest of your own 
congregation- You disobey God’s com­
mand and you discourage the hearts of 
God’s people. You are doubly guilty if 
you do nothing. All the talents of heart 
aud head and worldly goods which you 
possess are given to be used in serving the 
Lord. Let no one, therefore, so close up 
the bowels of his heart and the energies of 
his life as that his conduct will lead 
to suppose that the great Judge on the 
last day will say to you, “ Thou wicked 
and slothful servant, thou knowest that I 
reap where I sowed not, and gather where 
I have not strewed. Thou oughtest there­
fore to have put my money to the exchang­
ers and then at iriy coming I should have 
received my own with usury. Take 
therefore the talent from him and give it 
to him that hath ten talents.” It is a 
fearful risk that those run who refuse to 
serve God.

On the other hand, let not those who 
have laboured in the past for God and the 
interests of this cougregation grow weary 
in well-doiug, because the love of some 
may wax cold and the talents of others are 
persistently refused for the service of God 
—the “ work of the Lord.” Your final 
reward will not depend upon the faithful­
ness or unfaithfulness of others—it will al) 
turn upon what you do or decline to do 
yourself. “Therefore, my beloved breth­
ren, be ye steadfast, unmovable, always 
abounding in the work of the Lord, etc.”

Some of you are office-bearers in this 
congregation. Seek the spirit of your 
office, and see that you be “faithful stew­
ards of the manifold grace of God.” You 
have been honoured by the congregation 
in appointing you to office. See that you 
discharge the duties of your office in such 
a way as that the congregation will feel 
that they have honoured themselves in 
thus honoring you. Use not that office 
to the injury of your congregation for that 
would be the part of a traitor. He is per­
fidious and contemptible in character who 
would accept an office in the house of the 
Lord and then prostitute that office to the 
disadvantage of those whom he should 
serve. “But, beloved, we are persuaded 
better things of you, and things that ac­
company salvation though we thus speak.” 
“I write not- these things to shame you, 
but ns my beloved sous I warn you. ”1. Cor. 
4, 14. And let the membership of the 
congregation see to it that their office­
bearers have their hands strengthened and 
their hearts encouraged in discharging the 
duties to which you have called them. 
Let it not be for a moment thought that 
office-bearers are to do all the work 
of the Lord and others nothing. Tie 
not up the energies and hands of your 
office-bearers, by closing up your hearts 
from sympathising with them and your 
purses from contributing to the necessary 
claims of the congregation. A word of 
sympathy will go far to cheer "them in 
their work and without funds they will 
in vain endeavor to meet the obligations 
of the congregation. Nor is it without 
significance that it is written, “ The Lord 
loveth a cheerful giver.” If such as pro­
fess to belong to the congregation will not 
do their part in the work of the Lord, 
who can be expected to do it ?

Before passing on let me urge you to a 
most important part of your duty. Be 
regular in your attendance in the house 
of God. Empty pews have a damaging 
effect especially when those professing 
godliness ought to but do not occupy 
them. Let your absence be for sufficient 
cause. Let not every trifle keep you 
away. This house of God should be 
crowded to the door, did all who profess 
to belong to it attend and throng the

The first word of our text—“therefore’ 
-r-shows clearly that this verse is closely 
connected with what precedes. There the 
Apostle is dealing with the future and 
teaches us much concerning what is yet 
to take place. It is true that “it is ap­
pointed unto all men once to die.” It is 
equally true that we shall rise again. The 
resurrection of the righteous is what the 
Apostle seems to teach iu this chapter. 
And it is to them specially that he a<|* 
dresses the words now under consideration. 
Their glorious and blessed future is set 
forth in such a way as to assure them of 
all good and safety, and final triumph over 
every foe. “ Death, the king of terrors,’’ 
will be overcome and this will forever 
terminate all evil concerning the saved. 
The whole plan of salvation keeps this 
constantly iu view. All the duties and 
trials in this life are so ordered as to 
accomplish the good of such’ as fear God. 
It is no wonder then that tire Apostle 
addresses us in terms such as those of 
text. Let us consider these briefly.

persons addressed. He calls 
them “ brethren.” ?By this we are not to 
understand that the Corinthians to whom 
he writes are merely fellow men. Such, 
unquestionably, he regards them, but he 
means more than that. He does not mean 
that they were kinsmen, for such, most of 
them at any rate, were not. But he 
means that they are brethren, according 
to the “faith of God’s elect.” Like him­
self, he regarded them as disciples of Jesus. 
He acknowledged * that God was their 
Father and Jesus their elder Brother. 
They bore the image of their 
Father in heaven. It was the same spirit 
that regenerated both Paul and these 
Corinthians and dwelt in them as the 
pledge and hope of glory. The converts 
at Corinth, as well as in all the world be­
sides, Paul calls “brethren.”

Don’t look to your neighbours to do the 
work of the Church. Don’t look to the 
outside world to do the work of God— 
they will defile it aud cannot rightly un­
derstand it. Nor let your characteristic be, 
that while the ungodly is diligent in doing 
evil and endeavouring to bless himself by 
the world, you will be found idlers in the 
family of God. God lias a large family 
and he requires every one of them to do 
something. Is there any one—even one 
—in this congregation who is doing noth­
ing for God and his Church and the world ? 
Is there such here ? If so, I ask you in 
the light of this text, can you be sure 
that you are a child of God at all if you 
do nothing ? “Beloved brethren—always 
abounding in the work of the Lord. ” If 
you do nothing you are disobedient to 
your Father in heaven, you are not a 
loyal child of Godt or disciple of Jesus* 
These all work, “Why stand ye here all 
the day idle ? It is not because there is 
not u ork for you to do. It is not because 
you do not know that something is re­
quired of you. Take heed, for the un­
profitable servant shall be cast out. 
Whether you have one or ten pounds you 
are in duty bound to employ such for God. 
Nor are you to labour by fits aud starts— 
spasmodically. It is “always.” It is 
throughout life. There is no respite here. 
Let your light ever shine before men that 
they may see your good works and glorify 
your Father in heaven. Because you 
not do all tnat the most eminent of God’s 
servants do, you are not at liberty to do 
nothing at all or just as much or little as 
you please. Do not leave the work of the 
Lord to others and say there is no use for 
you to do anything as others can and will 
do it. He who will act thus, shows a 
meanness aud a selfishness which is un­
worthy of the Christian character and 
name. You are not required to go beyond 
your power or the talents given you ; but 
you are required to do what you can with 
the ability God has bestowed upon you. 
But let me specify Some ot the things you 
should do. 1. In all the things required 
you will find that “labour” is necessary. 
It means work—constant work—persever­
ing work—careful work—work according 
to the divine directions. Now is daytime 
with you, and work, before the night will 
come wheu no one can work.

2. It is the “work of the Lord ”—not of 
man or of Satan. That is, it is the work 
which is the Lord’s—the work in which 
He is engaged. He asks and expects you 
to be co-workers together with Him, what 
then is His work? It is the carrying on 
of His kingdom—it is instructing—correct­
ing—converting—saving men. It is the 
work of salvation. To this all things are 
subservient Jesus is head over all things 
to the Church. Apply this a little.

assailed only some two months ago 
and the safety of the Government 
was thereby endangered, the clerks 
of the Crown I el nds office were set at 
work and the results of their labors 
were placed before the Legislature by 
Mr. Adams to show that he, at least, 
had not spared the business men of 
his own County, but had squeezed 
the last possible cent out of their 
pockets to help carry out the Govern­
ment's reckless programme of expen­
diture. We thought at the time that 
Mr. Adams was, perhaps, intending 
to use the same figures upon his col­
leagues in the Government to compel 
them to do justice in this railway 
matter to his County, but as he did 
not, we shall refer to them to show 
how great an opportunity he neglected, 
and how censurable he is because lie 
wassilent when Lesliould have spoken.
It is not two months since Mr.
Adams read in the House of Assem­
bly the statement furnished to him 
by the Crown Lands office, showing 
that out of a total of §113,605 col­
lected as stumpage last year by his 
department, Northumberland County 
operators paid just |1,918 more than 
one half—or the large sum of $58,765.
For the Grand Southern Railway,

4 this Government, while Mr. Adams 
was a member of it, broke the law of 
the Province and, in the face of the 
refusal of the Legislature to grant 
them leave so to do, paid $5,000 a 
mile as a subsidy to please St. John 
and Charlotte Counties—St. John, 
which this year has $50,000 provided 
for its dry dock, while it paid only 
$3,642 in stumpage, Charlotte pay­
ing but $1,031. _No other railway 
in this Province wa!\ever, up to this 
year, offered less aid than $5,000 a 
mile, and it was the plain duty of Mr.
Adams, when this paltry $3,000 was 
spoken of to have presented our strong 
claims and then told his colleagues 
that if they would not do us justice 
he must leave them and help to put 
men in power who were not so indif­
ferent to our interests, fortified as 
they are by the facts and figures to 
which we have referred. He, how- 
ever, lacked the moral courage, the 
loyalty to Northumberland and the 
public spirit necessary to enable him 
to take this course, thus postponing, 
indefinitely, the commencement of 
the work.

We find that this article has 
grown longer than we intended 
it to be, but we are not done with this 
part of the subject and will continue 
it next week. J Ait our readers of all 
political views consider the marier 
calmly and without prejudice. We 
challenge a contradiction of the facts 
as we present them, or any attempt 
to prove one figure wrong. We have 
quoted from the words and figures oi 
the different members of the Govern­
ment to whose positions we have re­
ferred, and have not gone a step be­
yond them. In other articles we shall 
bring forward further facts from 
authentic sources, disclosing the mo­
tives which have led some half a 
dozen gentlemen in this County to 
play “ducks and drakes" with 
railway prospects with a deliberation 
that could only be suggested by the 
prospect of large individual gains, and 
indulged by persons schooled by prac­
tice to subordinate public interest and 
all other considerations to the pursuit 
of that end.

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The Valley Bailway. those who meant well might fall into 
some errors with regard to the condition 
of affairs in Ireland which it might be 
well for me to correct. But I find there 
has been shown, on the whole, a know­
ledge of the condition of Ireland which it 
was scarcely possible or at least reasonable 
to expect. The errors have been so few 
that it is hardly worth while to take any 
notice of them. There were a few slight 
historical errors, and some created by the 
deliberate misrepresentations of the cable­
grams to which we have all to resort for 
information regarding Ireland.

I was sorry to find my hon. friend for 
West Elgin (Mr. Casey) fall into the very 
common error that the Land League is in 
some way responsible for such outrages 
as have unhappily been perpetrated in 
Ireland of late years.

the Land League has been suppressed the 
number of outrages of a serious character, 
ns well as those that owe their importance 
to the misrepresentations of the cable- 
grams, have greatly increased in number. 
The people, driven from the modes of a 
peaceful and constitutional agitation, 
have, in far too many cases, had resort to 
what has been called the wild justice ot 
revenge ; they have taken the law into 
their own hands, and in many deplorable 
instances crimes have been committed that 
have s< nt a thrill of horror throughout the 
civilized world. None have more deeply 
deplored these outrages than those belong­
ing to the Irish people xvho have Irish 
blood in their veins, who sympathise most 
cordially with the people of Ireland in 
their struggles. But the number of these 
outrages has been deliberately exaggerated. 
We have had the most circumstantial 
accounts of murders which it has after 
wards been found never were com­
mitted. We have had the full particulars 
of houses blown up, how they were enter­
ed, how undermined, and have afterwards 
found that nothing of the kind had ever 
taken place. We are aware, Mr. Speaker, 
that in England, in proportion to the 
population, the number of crimes of vio­
lence is vastly greater than in Ireland, 
which is re^
as steeped in crime, and almost reeking 
with the blood of its victims. In almost 
any great city of this continent more 
crimes are committed, sometimes in a 
week, than are committed in a whole year 
among the the five millions in Ireland. 
All the crimes in late years have been 
attributed to the Land League and were 
all set down as agrarian. There is no 
doubt that too many ciimes have been 
committed ; we must abhor bloodshed, no 
matter what the provocation is, but it is 

right to saddle the Land League, nor 
any other league organized openly _and 
fairly for the purpose of constitutional 
agitation, with all the crimes of violence 
committed in the whole country—crimes 
committed often under the greatest possi­
ble provocation, which would almost 
exculpate the unfortunate men who com 
mitted them. In that error I was sorry 
to see the hon. member for West Elgin 
(Mr. Casey) fall. He did seem to exempt 
the leaders of the League, however.

Having, in previous articles, shown 
how both the Attorney General and 
Provincial Secretary have trifled 
with the Railway question— how the 
former gentleman has deliberately 
used it for election purposes and the 
latter treated it in a most insincere 
and inconsistent manner,—we now 
come to the position of another mem­
ber of the Government, Surveyor 
General Adams, whose interest in 
the Miramichi Valley Railway ought 
to be much greater than that of his 
colleagues* "because he is one of the 
representatives of the County 
through which the greater part of 
the proposed road is to run 
and is in a position to know, as much 
as any public man we have, all the 
bearings of the question and the very 
strong claims of the Miramichi to 
much better treatment than it has 
received in connection therewith.
If Mr. Adams were a new 
member of the Assembly, whose 
knowledge of railway legislation hud 
only been acquired by hearsay^ he 
might have the 'excuse of not being 
fully conversant with the facts we 
have already presented and those we 
shall present to show that Northum­
berland has been most scandalously 
treated in this matter. Mr. Adams 
was, however, a member of the 
Legislature when the Subsidies Act 
ot 1874 was discussed and passed, 
and although he did not take any 
part in the debate on the measure at 
that time, he voted on it, and must 
—unless his memory is as treacher­
ous aa his political pledges are worth­
less—have retained in his mind the 
utterances of Messi*s, Fraser and 
Wedderbum—utterances which we 
have shown were effective arguments 
for use by any real friend of the 
Valley Railway in dealing with 
those gentlemen in 1882. But 
Messrs. Fraser and Wedderbum 
were not willing to do us justice in 
this matter in 1882, any more than 
they were since the passage of the 
Subsidies Act in 1874. It is plain, 
however, that they were willing to 
turn the Railway question to account 
for the purpose of influencing the 
coming elections, and that Mr. Adams 
was induced to sink the real interests 
of his constituency and pander to 
this unworthy course, instead of 
standing, for once in his political 
life, firmly in the interest of the 
Miramichi, backed by the facts which 
we shall show were within his 
knowledge.

It was already conceded by the 
Government that our Railway had, 
perhaps, greater claims upon the 
Province than any other projected. 
These claims were based on the fact 
that our people had spent money in 
surveys of feasible routes, being 
encouraged thereto by the Subsidies 
Act of 1874, had applied for a con­
tract with the Government 
for the construction of the road, 
and been refused only because 
they did not know as much 
as others interested in similar schemes 
in other parts of the Province ; the 
country to be traversed by it was one 
of the most fertile and best settled in 
the Province, the people and districts 
most interested in it were large contri­
butors to the Revenue and received 
but the scantiest benefits in return 
from either Dominion or local trea­
suries, and these people, having 
learned by long neglect of their 
claims, to more fully enquire into 
them and, then, having enforced 
them with an earnest influence 
developed at public meetings, a point 
had been reached when all considera­
tions of loyalty to the people he 
represented and an intelligent, un­
purchaseable appreciation of the 
strength of their claims, would have 
urged Surveyor-General Adams to in­
sist that justice should be done.— 
Had he so insisted, instead of allow­
ing our railway to be thrown into a 
miserable electioneering bill with six­
teen others, in aid ot which a paltry 
subsidy of 3,000 a mile is offered, 
had he resigned his position in the 
Government rather than sacrifice the 
interests of his constituency in this 
important matter, he might hold a 
different position from that which he 
to-day occupies in the estimation of 
the County and been able to claim 
that, in this matter at least, he had 
not subordinated the interests of the 
people who placed him in an office of 
honor and emolument, in order that 
he might assist in holding together 
the Government he denounced in ’78 
and to enter which he bartered the 
political principles he professed.

If ever a representative of a New 
Brunswick constituency was fortified 
in a strong position from which to 
enforce the claims of his County, 
that representative was Horn M. 
Adams some three months ago. We 
have referred to these claims general­
ly, but let us look at them as they 
might have been presented by that 
gentleman. In the first place, he 
might have brought his colleague, 
Attorney-General Fraser face to face 
with the arguments which that gen­
tleman used in 1874 to prove that 
the Province was abundantly able to 
aid the Miramichi Valley Railway to 
the extent of at least $5,000 a mile ; 
next, lie might have shown Provincial- 
Secretary Wedderbum, from his 
arguments of 1874, that he, of all 
men, ought to be ashamed of being a 
party to the offering of so small a

Turgeon and Burns are thorough enemies. 
Burns, very properly, despises the former, 
and has rather annihilated him around 
Bathurst.

In local politics matters are very

ticket; since then they have discovered 
that the latter would be a very unsafe 
man and have consequently withdrawn 
him. The Caraquet feuds are still fresli 
in the minds of the people, and it would 
not require a very strong effort to resusci­
tate them. MacManns is one of those 
obliging men who will run, as he says, 
with any one whom the Government may 
select It is said the man of their choice 
is Piosper Poulin, of Caraquet—one of Mr. 
Young’s most docile friends. If Mr. 
Ryan forms a ticket with some strong 
man from the Bathurst end of the County 
his election ought to be assured. The 
feeling is very strong against the Govern­
ment as regards recent appointments and 
generally in regard to their policy and the 
personnel of the Government.

We have encouraging reports from all 
parts of the County. All of Mr. Anglin’s 
old friends are with him, and many new 
ones. He writes cheerily from Ottawa. 
Under date of the 5th inst. he says that 
the Liberals are “ hopeful, not to say con­
fident,” more especially in Ontario, not­
withstanding the redistribution of seats 
bill.

In Iieland no real 
freedom of contract existed, men bid for 
and had to take land on such terms as 
thttJSîl'dlords chose to prescribe ; for cen­
turies they and their ancestors had occu­
pied it, but now they had to contract 
themselves out of all benefits which the 
law was calculated to confer. In the Bill 
of 1880 there is no such thine as freedom 
of contract, but this Act is arao defective.
Some charge Mr. Gladstone with dishon­
esty of purpose and desiring rather to 
build up the landlord system than ren­
der justice to Ireland. I believe that 
opinion entirely , unfounded. I believe 
Mr. Gladstone iw'actuated throughout by 
the m6st honest, conscientious and patri­
otic motives, desirous of doing tile fullest 
justice to the tenantry and the whole 
people of Ireland, and I do not think 
him blameable for any failure. It has 
been said the present Land Act goes 
practically as far towards creating tenant 
properly in the soil as was possible in 
any Act that he could hope to carry.
1 must confess, when he introduced his 
Bill, although it showed many defects to 
one so familiar with the condition of 
Irish affairs as I am, my first impression 
was that it was a Bill he never could get 
through the Commons, not to speak of 
the House of Lords. It was only by the 
condition of affairs in Ireland, by the 
height to which the agitation had reach 
ed and the formidable appearance of the 
combined tenantry, under the guide ot 
the Land League, acting strictly within 
constitutional limits, but still wielding the 
powers they possessed so effectively as to 
render the collection of rack rents, but 
still more the arbitrary evictions of 
tenants, impossible in many cases and 
difficult in all, that the English Govern­
ment was compelled to take 
which ended in the last Land Act.

That was the condition 
from which it was hoped this Land Act 
would relieve the tenantry of Ireland.
The hope, unfortunately, has proved un­
founded. To-day there are 70,000 to 90,- 
000 cases, the landlords are fighting those 
cases inch by inch and on the most trivial 
grounds appeal from the decisions of the 
Courts, and the tenants are absolutely 
unable to contest the appeals through lack 
of money to pay costs. Another point 
which the hon. member for West Durham 
pointed out was, this Act does not deal 
with the question of arrears. A year be­
fore it was introduced, the Government 
provided that no eviction should be per­
mitted for arrears until the Act then in 
contemplation had been introduced and 
passed. The people, no matter how they 
sustained themselves, though in many 
cases they received relief from abroad, 
were unable to pay their rents, and arrears 
had accumulated which were not arrears 
of fair rents, as determined by the Courts, 
but arrears running forty to sixty per 
cent, above fair rente. In cases where an 
account was open for several years preced­
ing, had a fair rent been charged the 
whole time, instead of the tenants being 
in arrears the landlords would be in their 
debt; yet although the House of Commons 
recoguized the justice of such a provision 
and passed a Bill to that effect, dealing 
with arrears, which was rejected by the 
House of Lords, yet when the Land Act 
was passed it contained no provision what­
ever atiecting those tenants. They could 
still be evicted for non-payment of those 
arrears.

Brutal Political Murders in Ireland.
One of the most revolting crimes ever 

committed was the^murder on Saturday 
afternoon last, of the Chief Secretary and 
Under Secretary for Ireland, in Dublin 
Park. From among the many press 
despatches giving details, we select the 
following :—

Dublin, May 7.—Lord Frederick 
Cavendish and Mr. Thos. Henry Burke, 
Under-Secretary for Ireland, were assas­
sinated at 7.10 o’clock last evèning in 
Bhœuix Park. They were strolling in the 
Park about half a mile from the city gate 
and a quarter of a mile from the Chief 
Secretary’s lodge, when a car drove up 
containing four men, two of whom jumped 
down from the car and attacked Lord

Dublin, May 8.—Capt. Greatrix, of the 
Dragoons, who thought the affair in the 
Park had been a drunken row, said, as 
the men passed, “ You have roughly han­
dled them.” They replied roughly, “You 
be damned.” Greatrix says he can iden­
tify one of the men concerned in the assas­
sination, aud a gate keeper of the Park 
says he can identify two.

London, May 8.—The Timet says it is im­
peratively necessary that Gladstone should 
prove to England without an hour’s delay 
chat he has at length come to understand 
the true nature of the Irish difficulty. 
No attempt to explain the murders as an 
accidental outbreak, or as the last hope­
less effort of organized disaffection will 
avail with those who advocate Forster’s 
measures as indispensable for restoring 
order.

Cavendish was killed 
perhaps-ou-'account of beiug iu bad com­
pany. Burke was about the slimiest toad 
living. He was-..Forster’s instructor. It 
was he who used to point out where ar­
rests were to be made and who were to be 
arrested.

Dublin, May 9.—The jury of inquest re­
turned a verdict of wilful murder against 
some person or persons unknown.

A man named Charles Moore was arrest* 
ed on suspicion at Maynooth last evening. 
He had travelled by the four o’clock train 
from Dublin. He stated that he intended 
to go to Longford, but, feeling ill, had 
taken a ticket for Maynooth. He almost 
fainted when arrested. He returned from 
America last Friday. He answered the 
description of one of the murderers, and 
has marks on the face. He was formerly 
in the army. Moore hasjbeen brought to 
Dublin: for identification.

Two imen with a dray on Saturday even­
ing nearly came in contact with a red- 
backed: car, which contained four men, 
who cap be identified.

The police have issued a circular giving 
a description of the two men who is be­
lieved to have committed the murders of 
Cavandish and Burke, and calling for their 
apprehension.

Another arest is reported at Kildare.
It is reported that a car containing four 

persons was seen on Saturday night driv­
ing out of the Knockmaroon gate of 
Phoenix park, in the direction of Lucan, 
and the horse was covered with foam and 
dust. This report corroborates the evi 
dence given at the inquest to-day. and if 
the police can follow up this due there is 
some hope of the capture of the mur. 
derers.

The draymen who were nearly run int> 
by the car supposed to have contained the 
assassins of the Secretaries were returning 
from Maynooth when they met them, the 
occupants xff the car appeared to be great 
ly excited antNi

One of them had an English rather than 
an Irish accent, another had a black heard, 
the third wore a buff colored dust coat, 
the fourth appeared about 22 years old and 

-had a soldier like bearing. The man who 
attempted tv strike the blow held his hand 
up to prevent his face being seen.

At an inquest yesterday, on the bodies 
of Cavendish and Burke, medical evidence 
was given that the victims had apparently 
been stabbed simultaneously before and be­
hind with long bowie Knives. The wounds 
all appeared to have been inflicted with 
exactly similar weapons.

Rome, May 9.—When the Pope heard 
of the assassination he sent instructions to 
Irish Bishops to request the clergy to ex­
press from the pulpits execration of the 
crime, and exhort the faithful to respect 
the law of the land.

OBITUARY.
Henry C. Baldwin, Esq., Registrar of 

Deeds and Judge of Probates for this 
County, died at his residence on Tuesdaj 
the 2nd inst., as stated in last week’s 
Advance. Having been a resident of 
Bathurst for upwards of half a century 
and during a very large portion of that 
period held the most important public 
offices in the County, his death calls for 
more than a mere passing notice and 
affords a fitting opportunity for a short 
sketch of a life that has been so largely 
devoted to the public service. He was an 
Irishman by birth and emigrated to St. 
John when a boy. He came to Bathurst 
from St. John in the year 1831 and engag­
ed in mercantile pursuits in partnership 
with a Mr. Frank Wheeler. On the 4th 
April, 1837, he was appointed Sheriff of 
the County, which office he held till the 
year 1853, when he was succeeded by 
Sheriff Carman. He was again appointed 
to the office in 1855 and resigned in 1857, 
wheu he was succeeded.by Sheriff Weldon. 
He was a very efficient officer. Dignitied 
and energetic in his manner, and possess­
ing good administrative abilities, he per­
formed the duties of his office in a mannei 
alike creditable to himself, the office aud 
the County. Iu the year 1840 he was 
appointed Registrar of Deeds, succeeding 
the late William End, and in 1842 he was 
appointed Judge of Probites, both of 
which offices he held till his death. In 
his official capacity he was ever courteous 
and attentive, and he possessed in a mark­
ed degree the entire confidence of the 
public. It will be no reflection on his 
succesor to say that it will be sdlne time 
before his position is successfully tilled. 
He bad the Records at his finger ends and 
information received from him upon w hat­
ever subject was always to be relied on. 
He was sworn in to all the above offices 
by the late XNiilliam End. In 1855 he 
was appointed a Notary Public and was 
granted the freedom of the City of St. 
John in 1829. Mineralogy was his favorite 
subject, upon which he was thoroughly 
posted. In hie younger days he explored 
several of the riveis of the County in 
search of minerals, which resulted in his 
discovery of what are known as the Bald­
win copper mines on the Nepisiguit River 
and to which the attention of American 
capitalists has lately been directed. He 
was always sanguine of successful ultimate 
results from these mines. He died pos­
sessed of them. He was something of an 
antiquary in his way, and kept a diary 
which was regularly posted aud contains 
much that would be valuable to the future 
historian of this section of the Province. 
He was a member of the Church of England, 
holding Evangelical views, aud has, since 
his coining to the country, been an active 
member of St. George’s congregation, by 
whom he will be much missed. He 
leaves a sister, two sons and a daughter to 
mourn the loss of a kind brother and 
thoughtful and affectionate father. His 
circle of friends was large and extensive. 
Prominent in it was Thos. M. DeBlois, 
Esq., of the St. John News Room, with 
whom he had been acquainted upwards pF 
fifty years. His funeral took place "Tin 
Thursday last and was largely attended. 
The pall- bearers were Theops. DesBrisay, 
Q. C., George Smith. D. G. Maclauchlau, 
J. S. O’Brien, John T. Carter and John 
Kerr. The Rev. Mr. Street officiated. 
Tbe latter gentleman, ou Sunday evening 
last, preaching from the text, “ There 
reraaineth a rest for the people of God, 
paid a warm tribute to the memory of the 
deceased gentleman.

Melancholy Accident.

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Canadian Parliament should, by adopt­
ing a resolution of this character, throw 
any doubt upon the liberality of the 
majority in Ireland. If I believed the 
results of home rule if obtained by the 
Irish people would be that the minority 
would be^ppressed, wronged or aggriev­
ed in any degree by the majority, I 
would never record uiy vote in its favor. 
And I believe, Sir, a very great num­
ber of Irish Catholics throughout the 
world are of the same belief.

And then the extraordinary expres­
sion we find here, is “ the rights and 
status of the minority protected.” 
What does he mean by statua*? One 
has to almost guess that. I am not 
aware, Sir, that legally the minority 
holds a different status from the majori­
ty, but as a matter of fact they hold a 
very different status indeed, inasmuch 
as the minority occupy all the lucrative 
appointments under the Crown. The 
law prohibits the appointment of a 
Catholic Lord Lieutenant. There has 
never been a Catholic Secretary, and at 
the Castle I have never known more 
than one or two Catholics in important 
offices. A few Catholic judges, and 
several Catholic lawyers have forced 
their way to the bench ; but though the 
great majority of the lawyers are Catho 
lies the great majority of judges are 
Protestants. Is that what he meant by 
the status of the minority ? Are we to 
ask that they are to be put on an equal 
footing with the majority ?

Sir John A. Macdonald. The Lord 
Lieutenant is the only one.

Mr. Anglin. Does the hon. gentle­
man mean that for all time to come 
that that shall continue ?

Sir John A. Macdonald. He is a 
representative of the Queen. The Con­
stitution provides that the Sovereign 
must be a Protestant.

Mr. Anglin. I am aware of that.
Sir John A. Macdonald. Very well, 

it is held by constitutional lawyers that 
the office of representative of the 
Sovereign there—the Lord Lieutenant 
is a Viceroy—must be a Protestant also.

Mr. Anglin. I am aware of that, 
but that is a matter that can be changed 
by due course of law.

Sir John A. Macdonald. Oh, yes.
Mr Anglin. Materially it was not a 

matter of much consequence, but con­
sidered as one of sentiment and believ­
ing it is a matter of very great conse­
quence that we are by law prohibited 
from occupying that office.

Sir John A. Macdonald. I think so.
I would be glad to see it repealed.

Mr. Anglin. I am trying to find out 
what this means, “ ‘he status of the 
minority is to be protected and secur­
ed.” That is the only case in which 
the law makes any difference. I think 
it would have been very much better 
if those words were omitted. I shall 
not propose that they be omitted, in 
fact under the rules I could not, but I 
do not want to do anything that would 
prevent the unanimous passage of these 
resolutions. I think it of the greatest 
possible importance that they should be 
passed unanimously and the people and 
Government of England should hear us 
with one voice ask that Home Rule be 
granted to Ireland.

There is another point I object to in 
these resolutions, that is, with regard to 
those called suspects. The passage 
says :

“ We would furthes express a hope that 
the time has come when Your Majesty’s 
clemency may, without injury to the 
interests of the United Kingdom, be ex­
tended to those persons who are now im­
prisoned in Ireland charged with political 
offences only, and the inestimable blessing 
of personal liberty restored to them. ”

l hope the hon. leader of the Gov­
ernment misunderstood the remarks 
made, for if not he treated very unfair­
ly what was said by the hon. member 
for West Durham (Mr. Blake.) He 
assumed that the hon. gentleman wish­
ed to ask that persons charged with the 
moat serious offences should be set free, 
that the jail doors of Ireland should be 
thrown open, and that persons guilty of 
the most enormous offences be allowed 
to go out. The hon. member never 
stated anything of the kind, and I can­
not understand how the leader of the 
Government could have misunderstood 
him. What he did say and what I 
prepared to repeat is that men who 
nave been arbitrarily arrested and who 
are arbitrarily held in prison on no 
charge whatever, but on the extraordi­
nary charge that there are reasons of 
being suspected of committing some 
crime, and this in a country supposed r 
to enjoy the glorious privileges of а Г 
British constitution, surely, Sir, it is a 
monstrous state of things that the Gov­
ernment of the country should sweep 
over that country, and upon informa­
tion furnished it, may be by the very 
members of that landlord class who 
affected by this agitation, and have 
learned to hate the agitators, seize them 
and put them into prison, without trial 
or hearing of any kind, merely because 
it is said they are reasonably suspected 
of being guilty of some political crime.

Sir John A. Macdonald. The origi­
nal resolutions which, I believe, the 
hon. gentleman saw and approved of, 
referred to the political prisoners in 
much the same terms as these.

Mr. Anglin. The original resolutions 
were defective in that respect, and I 
should prdbably have spoken of th 
in the same way that I am speaking of 
the present ones. Among these prison­
ers are such men as Mr. Parnell, a 
member of the British Parliament, a 
man of high character, of whom no one 
has ever been able to say that he has 
ever been guilty of any crime even the 
most venial ; Mr. Dillon, another 
ber ot Parliament, as well as four or 
five others also members of the House, 
are also among the suspects accused of 
being suspected of the same treasonable 
practices. Mr. Arthur O'Connor, in 
Parliament, succeeded in extorting from 
the Irish Attorney-General an admission 
that a warrant was awaiting him should 
he ever set foot in Ireland, and yet he 
had the right to sit in Parliament the 
peer of any member there. He chal­
lenged the Government to put him on 
trial, that he was prepared to meet the 
charge against him openly, waiving all 
plea of want of jurisdiction. That chal­
lenge was, of course, not accepted.

When Mr. Gladstone chose, in that 
extraordinary speech he made a short 
time ago, to admit that the question of 
self-government has become a practical 
question, bat at the same time to de­
mand from the Home Rulers that they 
should formulate their demands in such 
a shape as to be acceptable to the peo­
ple of Great Britain, he certainly de­
manded what he had no right to ask, 
and by making that demand he seemed 
to wish to evade the responsibility 
which rested upon him aa leader of the 
Government. If he believes the time 
has come when there must be a recon­
struction of the parliamentary system 
of Great Britain, and when there must 
be a central and local Parliament, it 
was for him to frame such a system as 
would be applicable to the present state 
of things and which it best calculated 
to maintain intact the power and the 
interest of the Empire, and it was not 
for the forty or fifty gentlemen who 
represent the Home Rule party in Parlia­
ment, and who have no power to give 
effect ta anything they may propose. I 
think the hon. member for West Dur­
ham offered no opposition to Mr. Glad­
stone in dissenting from his own views 
of what the duty in this particular is, 
and I think that Mr. Gladstone was 
mistaken as to what his duty is, and I 
think he was also mistaken when he 
argued as if he were not aware that 
there was in existence anywhere in the 
world a system which might form the 
model for the system he seemed to 
think was desirable. There was in the 
United States a federal system which 
might have formed the groundwork of 
some such system. There is also here 
in Canada a federal system which the 
Imperial Parliament itself has created 
and upon which he might have formed 
a scheme to suit the necessities oi Great 
Britain. It is true that in our federal 
system there is a considerable amount 
oi friction which it is desirable to avoid, 
but even in that system he could find 
something worthy of imitation. It is 
not impossible to devise a system, and 
it was scarcely just to throw upon the 
Home Rulers the dmy of formulating a 
scheme when, according to the English 
Constitution, it is the duty 
perial Parliament to provide for the 
proper legislation of every portion of 
the United Kingdom. We do not ask 
our Governor General to determine any 
question of the kind. There 
time in the history of the old Irish 
Parliament, when notwithstanding re­
strictive legislation that crippled it and 
really deprived it of all right of inde­
pendent action, it certainly awakened 
to a sense of its own rights and without 
asking the sanction of the British Par­
liament, it simply declared its 
power to renew and exercise its po 
But that was the case of an indepen­
dent Parliament, having a separate ex­
istence, not one depending on the Brit­
ish Parliament, by its own right. To­
day» however, there is nobody, certain­
ly no one whose opinion possesses the 
slightest value or influence, who pre­
tends to say that the Imperial Parlia­
ment is not absolutely sovereign and 
supreme in this matter and

just such laws regulating legislative 
action and creating new legislation or 
apportioning new legislative powers, as 
they see fit to pass. The Imperial Par­
liament has the right to pass such acts, 
and the Legislature 
powers as the Act describes. There is 
therefore, no necessity of resorting to 
such a clumsy and unconstitutional 
manner to determine these matters, as 
Mr. Gladstone seems to think is the 
only course open for the Home Rulers 
to adopt.

But while I believe all this, and while 
we are glad to see, notwithstanding our 
party differences, that we are in an emi­
nent degree showing all the essential 
excellencies of the Federal system ap­
plied to a country grown too large for a 
single Legislature, we might have said 
very plainly that a similar system 
should be adopted in Ireland ; that Ire­
land should be given the blessings of 
self-government which we all cherish. 
Therefore, I do not like the words :—

‘‘We venture to expresf a hope that if 
consistent with the integrity and well be­
ing of the Empire, and if the rights and 
status of the minority are fully protected 
and secured sure means may be found of 
meeting the expressed desire of so many 
of your Irish subjects in that regard, so 
that Ireland may become a source of 
strength to Your Majesty’s Empire. ”

I regard tha* as seriously objection­
able and to be contrary to the opinion 
expressed by many hon. members who 
addressed the House. We have all de­
clared that we believe home rule should 
be extended to Ireland, and that such 
extension is not inconsistent with the 
safety of the Empire. Some have de­
clared that it has become absolutely 
necessary for the maintenance of the 
Empire in its integrity and power. In 
this resolution we are raising consider­
able doubt on that point. We are also 
expressing doubts as to the good faith 
of the Irish people, for the resolution 
says : “if the rights of the minority are 
fully protected and secured then we 
hope” certain things will be done. If 
there is a country in the world where 
the rights of the minority, r nd more 
than their rights—almost their privi­
leges—have at all times been respected 
and held sacred, it is in Ireland. It 
will be impossible to point to a single 
instance wherein the rights of the 
ority have been disregarded by any 
body of Irishmen. There have been 
times in the history of Ireland since 
those religions differences have occurred, 
when Catholics were in the ascendancy, 
when they had control of the Govern­
ment of the country. They had it in 
the reign of Queen Mary, and during 
those years there were prosecutions or 
persecutions of Protestante in England. 
Many fled from England to Ireland ; 
they were received in Dublin hospitably 
and were maintained at the expense of 
the city ; there was again another time 
when what was known as the Confeder­
ation of Kilkenny had control of Ire­
land, and in no one instance did the 
minority suffer the slightest injustice or 
injury at the hands of the majority.— 
To-day what is the state of things !— 
For years and years the corporations of 
Ireland have been close boroughs, 
Protestante only "being admitted to a 
share in the Civil Government, ami in 
some ca es, Protestante only were per­
mitted to be burgesses. One of the 
measures obtained by O’ConneH was a 
change of the municipal law in Ireland. 
The Catholics possessed a large majority 
in many of the cities and towns. How 
did they treat the minority ? In Dub­
lin, to this day, it has become the rule 
that the mayor shall be one year a 
Catholic and one year a Protestant, al­
though the Catholics are three to 
in the common council which appoints 
the mayor and six to one in the city.— 
The same is true of other cities and 
towns in Ireland. With regard 
to parliamentary representation, one of 
the most Conservative counties elected, 
a few years ago,a Presbyterian Minister, 
and we have every day Catholic 
stituencies preferring Protestant candi­
dates. I never heard of a case in Ire­
land where the fact that the candidate 
was a Protestant was considered objec­
tionable ; on the contrary it is rather in 
the candidate’s favor that he belongs to 
the religion of the minority. To-day 
the very leader of this great agitation, 
not the man to whom it owes its origin, 
but its Parliamentary leader, Mr. Par­
nell, is himself a Protestant, 
many others of the same class, and they 
are not the less admired and esteemed 
because they happen to belong to the 
religion of the minority. Therefore I 
do not think it is desirable that- the
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
