M11 (am K ffl Advance. sudden blanching of a head of hair is 
frequently caused by severe nervous 
shocks, and numerous historical and 
traditional cases may be cited in which 
sudden fear or overwhelming news has 
turned the hair white in a few hours. 
The case of Marie Antoinette is one of 
the most tender and touching, for in a 
single night lier rich dark hair was 
changed to a silvery-gray. A sepoy of 
the Bengal army was taken prisoner in 
1858, and the fright he received caused 
his hair to become completely whitened 
within half an hour, the change being so 
rapid as to cause his captor to exclaim 
in astonishment, “ He is turning gray !” 
Under the influence of fear or any great 
mental shock,the blood recedes from the 
surface of the body to the heart, and it 
is supposed the same influence may cause 
the coloring fluid of the hair to retire to 
the root-bulbs, where it remains there­
after. Gray hair has been known to 
become dark without the chemist’s aid. 
In 1774, Nazarelia, a man 105 years old, 
was presented by nature with a new set 
of teeth and a restoration of the black 
hair of his youth. John Weeks was 
blessed with a regeneration of the color 
of his hair a short time before his death, 
which occurred at the age of 114 ; and 
Sir John Sinclair, dying at 110, rejoiced 
in a youthful head of hair during the 
latter years of his life. Dr. Richards 
has reported the case of a man who had 
three changes of liis hair from black to 
white during his life, the first taking 
place when he was about 35 years old.

Careful and patient counting has 
shown that a single plant of purslane 
will produce 1,000,000 mature seeds. 
This will furnish a seed for every square 
foot of ground on 23 acres. A t this rate, 
the second generation from a single 
plant will produce the enormous aggre­
gate of 1,000,000,000,000 seeds, or a 
seed for every square foot »f 23,000,000 
acres.

which seem to point to the conclusion 
that it is not improbable that the planet 
Jupiter is still hot enough to give out 
light.

That the American people are alive 
to the advantages to accrue from scien­
tific researches amply shown by the in­
terest manifested in the Boston meet­
ing of the.American Association for the 
advancement of Science, held during 
the week commencing August 25th.

TICKLED CABBAGE.
Take nice heads of purple cabbage, pull 

off the looee leaves, slice from top of head, 
cross the cabbages, in slices about half an, 
inch in thickness, place in a stone <jar 
sprinkle well with salt, let* it stand 
twenty-four hours. Prepare vinegar as 
follows :— To a gallon, add one ounce 
mace, an ounce peper-eoms (whole black 
pepper, ) and a little mustard seed. Crain 
cabbage, put back in jar, scald vinegar and 
spices’ and pour over cabbage, repeating 
the scalding operation two or three times, 
and cover jar very tight. When done, 
the cabbage will be ahand some red colour, 
and very ornamental to the table.

CHOW CHOW PICKLES.

Let two hundred small cucumbers stand 
in salt and water closely covered for three 
days. Boil for fifteen minutes in half a 
gallon best cider vinegar, one ounce white 
mustard seed, one of black mustard seed, 
one of juniper berries, one of celery seed 
(tying each ounce separately in Swiss 
bags), one handful small green peppers, 
two pounds sugar, a few small oniens and 
a small piece alum; pour the vinegar while 
hot over the cucumbers, let stand a day, 
repeating the operation three or four 
mornings. Mix one^fourth pound mustard 
with the vinegar, pour otercucumbers, and 
seal up in bottles.

“ school gardens ” have been establish­
ed as instruments of useful scientific 
education.

At the request of the Centenial Com­
mission, a committee was appointed in 
1876 by the Philadelphia Academy of 
sciences to investigate and report upon 
the subject of the insects and plants 
that might be introduced to our soil 
through the medium of foreign-exhibits.

drain, and pour over them boiling hot vine­
gar to which has been added one- third its 
quantity of sugar; let remain two or three 
days, pour off, and add equal parts vinegar 
and sugar, boiling hot.

The process of prepai ation takes only 
half an hour, when the matter is once 
in type, and the plates thus produced 
are remarkably adapted for working on 
cylinder machines running at a high 
speed, being very light, flexible and 
durable. In this last respect they are 
Said to even surpass metal plates, afford­
ing fifty thousand impressions, whereas 
the best electrotyped plate will last 
for only thirty thousand.

The Canada Temperance Act.
As many of our readers know, the 

Canada Temperance Act was submitted 
to the electors of Northumberland 
County at the polls on Thursday last 
and adopted. The particulars of the 
voting show that the majority in favor 
of the law was 202 out of the 1548 votes 
polled, but that not quite one half of 
the electors of the County voted. *It 
may, therefore, be inferred that thp 
people of the County did not attach very 
great importance to the question. Had 
it been otherwise a larger vote would 
have been polled. It is probable that 
but for the course taken by the leading 
liquor dealers, the vote against the law 
would have been much larger. These 
gentlemen were induced by outside 

political influences to organise quite 
openly in campaign fashion and the pro­
hibitionists were thus put more actively 
on the alert. • Tjie liquor interest was 
also damaged very materially by the 
posting of badly composed printed 
placards and handbills in some of the 
largest districts during Wednesday 
night. Apart from the fact that these 
productions were posted secretly—show­
ing that their originators were ashamed 
to acknowledge responsibility forthem— 
they contained very extravagant state­
ments so ungramatically put that they 
were looked upon in some quarters as 
having emanated from those who were 
in favor of the law, with the design of 
playing a damaging joke at the expense 
of those opposed. It is admitted that 
they did much towards helping to carry 
the Law and if they were not a burlesque 
by the prohibitionists upon the weakest 
arguments against the measure, they 
must have originated with the class who 
haye made the liquor trade objection­
able.

There was no excitement at any time 
during the polling and it is seldom that 
a day passes with as little stir, in either 
Chatham or Newcastle,as did Thursday, 
until the time of closing the polls. 
There was a little more interest mani­
fested, then, but it was not sufficient to 
appear unusual.

Among the districts most strongly op­
posed to the liquor traffic, as shown by 
the voting are Black Brook, in Chatham 
Parish, the Parish of Ludlow and New­
castle, No. 1, the latter embracing the 
greater part of the Shire Town. Aln­
wick gave a sweeping majority against 
the Act, and Blackville was strongly 
opposed to it. Hardwick, DpperGlenelg 
and the Parish of Nelson also gave 
majorities against it. The Parishes of 
Chatham and Newcastle — Chatham 
particularly—were understood, by both 
prohibitionists and those opposed to the 
Act, to be more with the latter party 
than the country parishes, but the 
voting developed the contrary. The 
five Chatham Districts went uniformly 
in favor of the law and so did the three 
Districts covering the parish of New­
castle.

The Act being accepted by the people 

of Northumberland it will come into 
operation in due course, unless the judi­
cial committee of the Privy Council of 

Great Britain should decide that it is 
ultra vires of the British North America 
Act. Our readers may remember that 
the Supreme Court of Sew Brunswick 

decided against the validity of the Act 
and that the question was carried to the 
Supreme Court of the Dominion, where 
the judgment of the New Brunswick 
Court was reversed. Appeal wascarried 
to England, but no decision has yet 
been made public. When judgment is 
given there it will be final. If it should 
be the same as that of the New Bruns­
wick Court the effect will be to restore
the liquor trade to the position it occu­
pied before the/voting of Thursday last.

Benjamin, a very eminent lawyer 
of England, who is acting for those op­
posed to the Act, has expressed his 
opinion that the decision in England 
will he on the side of his clients.

Should nothing transpire, however, 
to reverse the decision of the Supreme 
Court of Canada, the law will come into 
full operation in July of next 

year (1881) or m January 1882. — 
The Act provides that when it is 
thought desirable to submit the Law 
to the electors, the vote must be taken 
at least one hundred and fifty days be­
fore the expiration of the annual licenses, 
at.which time, if adopted, it will come 
into operation. As the Annual Licenses 
jn Northumberland expire in January, 
and the vote has not been taken within 
one hundred and fifty days of that time, 
it is a question whether the Council may 

not decide to give the liquor dealers all 
the privileges an admittedly stringent 

law seems to have contemplated for 
them. The liquor dealers’ hands will be 
strengthened in making such a claim, 
inasmuch as the majority in favor of the 

Act was smaller in this County than in 
any other where it has yet been submit­
ted, while the proportion of electors 
voting was larger. In any case, it is 
probable that licenses will be granted for 
12 months at the January session, 
less the Councillors to be elected in 
October are pledged to withold them. 
Whether the Temperance people will 
push their victory to this extreme re­
mains to be seen.

The effect of the Act, when in opera­
tion, as set forth in the synopsis publish­

ed in the Advance f.»r several weeks 
past, will be as follows :

1st. sacra­
mental; 2nd, medkinal; 3rd, mechanical 
or chemical.

The sale for thèse three purposes is in 
the hands of persons,— drnggists and other 
vendors—licensed by the Lieutenant Gov- 
ernor. ' The number of these is limited, 
there being not more tHffn*one fur each 
parish in a county, not more than two- m 
each town, and in cities, not more than 
one for every 4,000 inhabitants.

Such druggist or vendor can sell, for 
sacramental purposes, only to those who 
bring the proper certificate from a clergy­
man; for medicinal purposes, only to those 
who bring the certificate from a regular 
physician, stating that the liquor has been 
prescribed for them, and even then it must 
be clear that the physician giving the certi­
ficate has no direct or indirect interest in 
the sales; for mechanical or chemical pur­
poses only to those who bring the certificate 
of two Justices of the Peace of the good 
faith of the application, accompanied by 
the affirmation of the applicant that the 
liquor is to be used for the particular pur­
poses, set forth in the affirmation. The 
druggist or vendor is to file all certificates 
register all sales and make a return of the 
same at the end of each year to the col­
lector of Inland Revenue.

WHOLESALE
No person can sell by wholesale, except 

he have a license therefor from the local 
licensing authority t and be a person exclu­
sively engaged in some wholesale trade, 
No retail trader, in part or whole, can hold 
a wholesale liquor license. Such whole­
sale trader can sell only in quantities not 
less than ten gallons at any one time.

He can sell only to the licensed drug­
gists or vendors mentioned before, and 
to those who he has good reason to believe 
will, forthwith carry the liquors beyond 
the limits of the County or City, and of 
any adjoining County or City m which the 
act is in force. No drinking of liqu 
allowed in any wholesale establishment.

Any licensed Distiller or Brewer, or 
any company for the manufacture of native 
wines made from grapes grown by them­
selves in Canada, may sell the produce of 
his distillery, brewery or manufactory, at 
the place where manufactured, but only 
in quantities not less than ten gallons, or 
iu ease of Ale or Beer, eight gallons at any 
one time, only to druggists or vendors, 
licensed as aforesaid, or to such pe 
he has good reason to believe will 
it forthwith beyond the limits of the 
County or City, or of any adjoining County 
in which the Act is in force.

The defendant iu any prosecution is to 
furnish satisfactory evidence that he had 
good reasons for believeing that such 
liquors would forthwith be removed be­
yond the limits of the County or City, 
or any adjoining County or City in which 
the Act is in force.

PENALTIES AND PROSECUTIONS.
Any person who sells in violation of the 

above provisions is liable to a penalty on 
conviction of not less than $50 for the 
first offence, not less than $100 for the 
second offence, and for each subsequent 
one imprisonment for a term not exceeding 
two months. The employee is held equal- 
ly guilty with the principal.

It is the duty of the collector of Inland 
Revenue tc&bring the prosecution ; it is 
the priviledgp o^any person.

The prosecution may be brought before 
auy Police, Stipendiary, or Sitting Magis­
trate, the Commissioner of the Parish 
Court, or before any two Justices of the 
peace.

Every offence against the Act may be 
prosecuted as directed by the “Act re­
specting the duties of Justices of Peace 
ont of Sessions in relation to summary 
convictions and orders.”

It 
is for the so-called temperance workers 
now to realise that the Act adopted on 
Thursday applies only to the more re* 
spectable persons engaged in the liquor 
trade. If these prohibitionists continue 
as inefficient and inactive in preventing 
the illegal sale of intoxicants as they 
have heretofore done the result will not 
be in favor of the Act. If the licensed 
trade which they have successfully 
attacked, has been an evil, the un­
licensed trade, which they have,hereto­
fore, lacked the courage \o attack, has 

been a greater evil. They may take it 
for granted that the fight is not over, 
and unless they are in earnest—unless 
they make war upon and give no quarter 
j,o those who have always violated the 
law under their very noses—their vic­
tory of the present will, in the end, 
prove their greatest defeat. The prin­
ciple of prohibition has been granted a 
trial in Northumberland, yt because 
those who voted for the Scott Act on 
Thnrsday believe it is the best measure 
possible for checking drunkenness, but 
because it seemed to present an oppor­
tunity to improve an admittedly bad 
state of things, so far as intemperanee 
was concened. Those not in sympathy 

with persons who are constantly indulg­
ing m tirades against4‘the traffic” voted 
with them as an experiment, while hav­
ing misgivings as to the result.

After 
this distant*», had been passed the horse 
was stopped as if the driver feared that he 
would meet some one on the Meadow road 
and would be unable to pass them if such 
was the case ; he apparently decided to 
leave the horse on the roadside and walk 
the remainder of the journey. As there 
was a basket seen in the front of the ex­
press wagon, it is believed that the 
decoyed the woman from the main road 
under some pretence, such as gathering 
cranberries, and after succeeding in doing 
so, seeing no person for a long distance 
around him, dealt the unfortunate woman 
the fatal blow. From the 
reported, the murderer seems to have 
stripped off the clothes of the victim and 
then set fire to them. After doing so, he 
took hold of his victim and dragged her a 
short distance further and placed the body 
beneath a large shelving rock. This ac­
complished, he probably thought that by 
setting tire to the remains no evidence 
could be brought against him, and the 
mystery would never be brought to light. 
Having provided as much brushwood as 
seemed to him necessary for the purpose, 
he set about the work of cremation, but 
did not accomplish it. The theory is,that 
while so engaged, he heard the sound of ox 
bells on the road and thinking some per­
sons might^be coming along, he fled, leaving 
the smouldering remains of his murdered 
victim. lie could hardly have supposed 
that the fire lie had been kindling was to 
lead to the discovery bf the body.

The Meadow road is at right angles to 
the Liverpool road, and is met on the left 
after the Lake View House has been left 
behind a considerable distance. Going up 
the meadow and turning again to the left 
a short distance, ami the traveller ap­
proaches the scene/of the tragedy. The

the body was found.

The verdict lie turned by the jury was 
“ That the unkijown was wilfully murder­
ed, and that thé man met by the brothers 
Munro was the! murderer, who striving to 
screen the crime, set fire to the body* 
almost preventing identification.”

Our Salmon Fisheries—Information 
Wanted.

We publish another letter from Pro­
fessor Hind who is writing on the sub­
ject of our Salmon Fisheries. He seeks 
information relating to the catch, 
habits, etc of Salmon, and addresses his 
enquiries to Overseer John Mowat of 
Restigouche, who will, doubtless be able 
to furnish some of the statistics required. 
There are, however, a good many old 
fishermen living on tlie North Shore,and 
along our rivers between Poii^b Escu- 
minac andMetapedia who are, probably, 
in a position to give the information 
sought for, also. If they will send us, 
for publication, any reliable data, we 
will be glad to receive it. Professor 
Hind is writing on the Fisheries with a 
view of having the subject better un­
derstood than it now is, not only by the 
people, but also by the Department at 
Ottawa, whose knowledge and modes are 
both susceptible of improvement. He 
seeks to know certain facts in the inter­
est of science, and the greater the mass 
of evidence on any particular point the 
better-established will be his deductions 
therefrom. We, therefore, hope that 
some of our old fishermen will treat the 
questions addressed to Mr. Mowat, as if 
they were addressed to themselves, and 
send us such information as they may 
possess in relation thereto.

Sir Leonard Tilley’s Effrontery.

On Thursday: morning, George E. Cor­
bett, Thos. Devers, John Gavaza, and 
several others/ went out in search of 
Thiebault. I

At 9 o’cloelt that night, Mr. Corbett and 
his assistants, arrived at Thiebault’s house, 
which they entered, arresting him. He 
was reclining on the sofa, not having on 
his shoes, coat or hat. After a short inter­
view, during which satisfactory explana­
tions were not offered to thc officers, they 
proceeded to make the arrest, the prisoner 
showing much emotion. Inorder to secure 
him,they went on to hand-cuff him. The 
first pair of hand-cuffs they tried proved 
too small for his wrists. They had a 
second pair, which also were too small ; 
they were, however, used. Thiebault’s 
wife had been absent at the time the 
stables first entered, but she came in 
after. The house was searched and all his 
wearing apparel was taken by the officers. 
During the inspection of the premises, the 
inmates seemed to be aware of the object 
of the arrest, as they were much excited 
and endeavored to conceal the clothing.

Thiebault was taken to Digby jail at 
2 o’clock on Saturday morning, and at 
6 o’clock the officers, also their prisoner, 
started for Annapolis. Intelligence of the 
capture was sent to Mrx A. W. Corbett 
and information that they expected to be 
in Annapolis at 11 o’clock. The

After beiii" bled, the defunct porkers 
are carried to the side of the room anft 
arranged methodically in a row. They are 
then covered with straw, which is set on 
fire and the short bristles qnickly burned 
off. After a thorough scorching, the pigs 
are carried into the dressing-room, hung 
up on hooks, and scraped by means of a 
sort of drawing knife, handled by a skill- 
ful operator, who performs his work at the 
rate of about one pig a minute. Then the 
bodies are washed and the entrails taken 
out and cleaned.

Every part of the animal is utilized in 
Paris, and that which the American throws 
away as worthless, is made to subserve 
some use in the Frenchman’s economy. 
The pig’s blood is used in the manufacture 
of the large black sausages which meet 
with such extensive sale in Paris. The 
long bristles are pulled out by hand and 
go to the brush maker.

Extensive Fire at Derby-
the bark extract factory burned.

The destruction by tire of Messrs. Mil­
ler’s Hemlock Bark Extract Manufactory 
at Derby took place on the afternoon and 
evening of Tuesday last. It appears that 
the fire began in the centre of the building 
in which the large vacuum pan is situated, 
but its origin is not known. Mr. Crocker, 
book-keeper of the establishment had just 
been up in ^he tower where the pan was, 
for the purpose of noting the pressure and 
saw nothing amiss, but he had just come 
down and reached the side of the building 
when the alarm was given. Many of the 
men about the establishment at once rush­
ed for buckets and endeavored to check 
the flames, while others got the hose con­
nected with the factory pony engine and 
that of the other fire engine in readiness, 
but the tire could not be checked. Word 
was sent by telephone to Newcastle asking 
for assistance, bnt, in the meantime, the 
work of destruction went on, the means 
at hand being entirely inadequate to check 
it. When hope of saving the main factory 
was abandoned attention was turned to 
the adjoining warehouse and other pro­
perty. The factory tire was so fierce that 
it is doubtful if any ordinary engines 
could have successfully combatted it after 
it was fairly! under way. 
wharf began to take fire and, as there 
was a large quantity of extract stored in 
the building there, it was closely watched 
and much work expended on it. The 
steamer Grip lying at the wharf was also 
endangered, but, fortunately, the efforts of 
the people present confined the fire to the 
factory, and although it was still burning 
yesterday forenoon the danger was over, 
especially as the Newcastle hand engine 
was on the ground, having been sent up 
the previous evening. It was not possible 
to get full particulars yesterday as the 
work of fighting the fire was still going on. 
The value of the property destroyed is 
about $45,000, including over 300 casks of 
extract of bark which were in the factory. 
It is fortunate that the store on the wharf 
was saved as a large quantity of extract 
was stored in it.

The insurance on the property could not 
be ascertained, definitely, owing to English 
members of the firm having effected risks 
at home, but there is probably a fair 
amount covered.

We understand that the work of rebuild­
ing the factory will be undertaken as soon 
as the debris can be cleaned away, and 
Mr. Miller hopes to be ready for operation 
again within a few months. It is also pro 
bable that there will be no interruption in 
the purchase of bark at the factory, a pro­
spect which will be good news to a great 
many persons who are engaged in the bark 
peeling business. *

The factory destroyed was built in 1869. 
It was 100x200 feet on the ground floor 
and contained eight leaches 8x16 ft. It 
was run by a steam engine of 100 horse 
power employed 50 men on and abont the 
premises—besides the hundreds engaged 
in procuring bark—and worked up 12.000 
cords o( bark a year. The cash expendi­
ture was about $150.000 a year and the 
annual product of extract between 7,000 
and 8,000 barrels. The market for this, 
like that for our lumber, was in Great 
Britain.

From the Toronto Glolwx, N 

e The chief organ says :
“It is nonsense—open, palpable and 

glaring nonsense—to talk of a combination 
of manufacturers in Canada for the purpose 
of forcing up prices.”

The organ also says that if the Glolte 
will substantiate its statements about the 
N. P., or any of them,

“No consideration of party fealty shall 
prevent us from demanding the immediate 
repeal of such an instrpment of oppression 
and the overthrow of Ministers so lost to 
every sense of patriotism and justice.”

We can make our contemporary even 
wish that it had never been born. We can 
furnish a piece of evidence which proves 
that there is a combination of manufac­
turers in Canada for the purpose of forcing 
up prices, and the charge that such com­
binations do exist, we have esteeemed the 
most damaging of all the charges against 
the N. P.

Last winter the stove founders of Cana­
da formed a combination as to prices and 
terms. They advanced prices in concert 
several times, and the bulk of their sales 
were made at 25 per cent higher prices 
than they obtained the year before. As 
the stove founders did not possess an ex­
uberance of faith in each other, they adopt­
ed the most approved methods of the 
United States, where the making of rings 
has been reduced to a fine art. Each 
manufacturer or firm deposited $200 in 
money or securities with the President or 
Treasurer of the Association. This sum 
was to be forfeited if the depositor sold 
stoves at less than the ring prices, and 
was found out They have agreed to put 
up an additional sum of $200 on the same 
terms, having probably discovered that 
the first $200 wafe not sufficient to keep 
some of the members straight. Nay, so 
doubtful of their brother man have these 
monopolists become, that they are binding 
each other by a secret oaXh to observe the 
compact. A little bird has brought us 
the oath which each member of the ring 
is bound to take. A copy of this oath we 
now print in substantiations of our charge 
that such combinations do exist :

Our Fisheries—Letter from Pro­

fessor Hind.
Windsor, N. S., Sep. 3rd, ’80.

To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance.
Sir :—Mr. Mowat’s letter addressed to 

the Advance and published in yonr issue 
of the 5th Aug., has been copied into 
Forest and Stream. In-a communication 
which I have mailed to that paper, I have 
taken the opportunity to reply to Mr. 
Mowat, to “Stanstead” and to Salmo 
Wilnwti oil in one. The remarkable com­

munication of the last named writer and 
author appeared in the Daily News of 
Aug. 16th. In my communication to 
Forest and Stream I have adverted to the 
climatic question in reference to the late 
appearance of salmon in our rivers thi# 
season, also to ‘ biennial spawners ’, also 
to the habit of salmon seeking other rivers 
than their native streams for sanitary 
purposes, and to the developement of the 
hook on the male salmon in his of spawn­
ing year only. I now write to request Mr. 
Mowat, through the columns of the Ad­
vance, to be so good as to give what de­
finite and reliable information he can 
about the catch of salmon in the Bay of 
Chaleurs “forty years ago.” I wish to 
know whether any record or tradition 
exists respecting the salmon catch in the 
years 1832; 1835; and 1836, 1841,1842 
and 1852. In fact the record of any par­
ticularly good, or any particularly poor 
year, will be thankfully received. I have 
prepared a notice of the salmon catch and 
character of the seasons in certain rivers 
in Scotland for about one hundred years, 
and I wish to ascertain whether the ex­
perience in New Brunswick bears out 
certain remarkable relations I have found 
to exist between extremes of heat and 
cold in the appearance of certain anadro- 
mous fish particularly the salmon.

I should be glad if Mr. Mowat would 
also state whether he has ever taken or 
seen large male salmon late in the season 
without the hook being developed largely 
on the lower jaw ; also, whether he has 
ever seen or heard of large male salmon, 
having milt well developed, without the 
hook on the lower jaw. I should also 
like to ask him whether he has ever seen 
any nests of the salmon which he supposes 
were made in the spring of tho year. I 
have seen such nests at the headwaters 
of the North West branch of the South 
West Miramichi. I saw them with trans­
parent eggs in them on the 24th July, 
1864, when I was making the Geological

The Parle Abattoir.
The slaughter houses of Paris are located 

at La Villette, on the outskirts of the city, 
ami form, together with a police station, 
telegraph office, barracks for a small force 
of troops stationed there, and other build­
ings, a town of very respectable size. The 
building1*, which are of stone, were con­
structed in the most thorough manner by 
the city under government authority. 
The premises are inclosed by a high stone 
wall, and the grounds are divided into 
regular rectangles by four avenues, inter­
sected by four streets.

Through each building runs a series of 
cours, covered with a glass ceiling, and in 
these cours the slaughtering is done, the 
animals being dressed on wooden frames 
placed at regular intervale on each side ot 
the cour. A peculiar feature of the busi­
ness is that of blowing np the carcass as 
soon as the head and legs are cut off, 
which the Commercial Bulletin describes 
as follows : The body being placed on the 
dressing frame, an incision is made in the 
breast near the neck, and the nozzle of a 
bellows inserted. A man then works the 
bellows for about fifteen minutes, until the 
whole carcass is swollen out like a balloon. 
The reasons given for this are that it makes 
the meat look better, more plump than 
it otherwise would, and that it enables the 
one who skins the carcass to get the hide 
off quicker and easier, without injuring it. 
All bullocks, calves, sheep, etc., slaugh­
tered m these establishments are blown up 
in this manner.

Pig butchery in Paris is also conducted 
upon a novel plan. The pigs are taken 
into a large round house, having a cupola 
in the root to let off the smoke, the floor 
being divided into triangular dens. A 
dozen or so of pigs are driven into eaçh 
den at a time, and a butcher passes along

Telegraphic Hotel and Hewa

London, Sept. 1.
News has been received at the War Office 

from Quettah stating that General Roberts 
arrived at Candahar yesterday, and, con­
trary to expectation, in advance of Gen. 
Phayre. Col. St. John, with a detach­
ment, met Gen. Roberts, on Saturday, 
about 20 miles outside the city, at a place 
called Robat. The reinforcing column 
passed Ayoob Khan’s position some miles 
to the left, Ayoob being on the bank of 
the Angandabe River, between whivh and 
the Cabul road or pass> ~ L*gh range of 
mountains intervenes. - Ayoob is very 
strongly posted in his present position and 
an attack upon him there, should it be 
attempted, would involve much risk and 
kt the best could not scceed without 
serious loss to the British' It is stated 
that Ayoob Khan has already undertaken 
to open negotiations with General Roberts. 
The purport is understood to be that he 
will allow the British to leave the country 
unopposed, provided they will evacuate 
<§andahar immediately. General Roberts 
refused to enter into any such compromise. 
Hassam Khan, Ahmed Khan, Ali Khan, 
Musa Khan and the late heir apparent’s 
mother are reported to be in Ayoob’s camp. 
Ayoob’s Heratee troops are still reported 
to be wavering in their allegiance to him, 
but they have been sworn on "the koran to 
remain faithful The Afghan forces on 
the Angandabe now number abont 25,000, 
and theGbilzais are rising and joining them 
in considerable numbers. Gen. Phayre with 
his entire force, which cannot amount to 
more than 5,000men, expects to fight a battle 
at Taktipa, bnt whom he expects to fight is 
not so clear, unless it is the Hillmen, who 
are in sympathy with Ayoob. Should 
they attempt resistance by flooding the 
cultivated levels of the Khushab plain, 
which would make the only approach to 
Candahar impassable for waggons, artillery 
or cavalry, and here a most formidable 
stand might be made by the tribesmen. 
Affairs are now in such a form that crisis 
of some kind must soon be reached.

London, Sept 4,
The following despatch has been received 

from General Roberts, giving details of his 
victory over Ayoob Khan :

Candahar, Sept. 2.—Report of recon- 
noiaances carried out by General Hugh 
Gough and Col. Chapman, on 31st ult, 
afforded me all necessary information re­
garding tbe enemy’s position. Hound it 
quite practicable to turn his right, and thus 
place myself to the rear of Baba-Wali 
range, where Ayoob Khan’s main camp 
was. I decided on doing so, and com­
menced the attack shortly after nii£ 
o’clock yesterday mornin^^ To cover my 
designs I made preparations for a direct 
attack upon Babi Wali. This feint was 
entrusted 14 troops of the Candahar garri­
son under General Primrose, who also 
arranged to occupy my advanced positions 
of the previous day. At the same time a 
cavalry brigade under General Hugh Gough 
advanced upon the left, and without diffi­
culty reached Aggandab, where it was well 
placed for pursuit, should the enemy break 
either towards Girishk or Kakrez. The 
attack was made by first and second 
brigades under Generals McPherson and 
Baker respectively, with the Third Brigade 
under General McGregor in support, the 
whole infantry being under command of 
General Ross. An elevated village within 
1,200 yards of o*r position was strongly 
held by the enemy and had first to be 
taken. This was done in a most gallant 
manner by the 92nd Highlanders and 
Second Ghoofkas covered by artillery. 
Two brigades then advanced through 
orchards and enclosures, fighting steadily. 
The left of the Second Brigade being 
brought gradually round until the village 
of Pirspaimal was reached. At this point 
the enemy was in great force and fought 
most resolutely, but nothing could resist 
the determined advance of the British 
troops. Shortly after this the reverse slope 
of Babi-W&li was reached and the standing 
camp of Ayoob Khan became visible. All 
the enemy’s attempt to stem the torrent 
were futile. By 12 o’clock noon the camp 
was in ®r possession with 27 pieces 
ordinances which included our own guns 
lost on the 27th of July. The casualties, 
iÿ addition to those yesterday reported, 
ijbclude three officers of cavalry slightly 

4i'onllded, named Major Willock, Lieut. 
Baker and Lieut. Neville Chamberlain. 
The Ninety-second Highlanders had fifty- 
seven wounded, three of whom have since 
died. 72nuniad 17 wounded, of whom 
six died ; among native troops 11 were 
killed and 72 wounded. Total number 
wounded abont 210. The cavalry brigade 
marches to-morrow to Kokeran, where it 
will be well placed, and this will facilitât 
supplies been brought into the city# The 
19th Bombay infantry, with the 3rd Bom­
bay cavalry will march to morrow to open 
up communication with Gen. Phayre, to 
whom I am writing requesting him not to 
push on too many troops, bnt to utilize his 
transport as much as possible ід conveyance 
of stores and supplies.”

Alex. Нескеягіе. &mttev’ÿ Column,the farmers, and through the news­
papers the people of the whole country, 
that as soon as he was elected wages 
wouM go up, the price of stocks would 
increase, and a reign of prosperity 
would set in. It was about as vision­
ary as Mr. Wright’s scheme for mak­
ing money with a press and a paper 
mill. Bank notes might be printed, but 
who would take them ; promises might 
be made, but how were they to be kept. 
How were these promises realized in 
1878 Î Why, instead of stock going up 
they went down. On the 18th of Sep­
tember, 1878, Bank of Montreal stock 
was sold for 1714, and one year after­
wards, when the new Government was 
in power and the new policy had been 
inaugurated, the price of this stock had 
fallen to 161, a decrease of 20 per cent. 
Some of the Toronto banks fell only 
three or four per cent., but others fell 
30 per cent., and some went poorly, and 
some of them did not go at all, for they 
stopped altogether. The Hochelaga 
cotton mills before the advent of the 
present Government were paying 18 per 
cent, dividends, and those at Valleyfield 
were also giving a large return. It was 
said that the Cornwall mill was not pay­
ing, but when a man built a mill differ­
ent from any that ever was built before, 
when he put in poor machinery and en­
trusted the work to incompetent men, 
he could not expect to make money, and 
if he failed to make a profit was it fair 
to ask the people to make up his loss. 
Referring to the sugar monopoly, he 
was surprised that the grocers were not 
up in arms against it. Every grocer 
and sugar-consumer should be a sup­
porter of Aid. Ryan. The Government 
policy had been most destructive of On­
tario interests. There was actually a 
higher duty imposed upon all sugar into 
Ontario through the United States than 
if it came by way of the Sc. Lawrence, 
for in the former case a duty was im­
posed not only on the sugar, but on the 
hogshead which contained it. This had 
the effect of closing out entirely the 
trade in sugar into Ontario through the 
States. They would not allow the ar­
ticle to come into the country except 
through the hands of the Montreal 
monopolists. Where were the grocers ? 
(A Voice—Here they are. ) (Laughter. ) 
Mr. Mackenzie said he was glad they 
'were here. (Cheersand laughter.) He 
had talked with many of them, and 
until they read the tariff they could 
hardly believe it was possible that such 
an iniquity would be permitted. A 
farmer had called upon him a short time 
ago, and in answer to a question as to 
how the N. P. was working in West 
York, where he came from, he said that 
little was heard of it from the men who 
had voted for it in 1878. If the people 
had another chance they would defeat 
the Government candidate by ‘a much 
larger majority than that by which Mr. 
David Blain had been defeated. The 
farmer continued:—“There is very 
little preserving of fruit done by the old 
women this year.” (Applause and 
laughter.) Notwithstanding that they 
were paying more for woolens, cottons, 
sugar, ironware, blankets—

Voices—And coal—coal. (Cheers.)
Mr. Mackenzie said he was reserving 

that to the last. Ontario imported last 
year about 1,226,000 tons of coal, on 
which was imposed a duty of at least 
8610,000, so that nearly the whole coal 
tax was borne by Ontario. The 
wonderful thing about this duty was, 
that while it was intended 
tection to the Canadian coal interest, 
less coal has been taken out of the Nova 
Scotia coal mines than last year, so that 
it appeared that the tax really offered 
no protection. In order to bring the 
coal to Toronto an additional ten cents

“He remembered very well endeavor­

ing to enforce upon the people that the 
policy of the then Opposition—and the 
present Government—was & fallacious 
one, and one certain to bring disaster 
upon the country. He did not propose 
to take any other ground now. (Loud 
cheering.) In the first рЦс^, because 
he was a believer in consistency ; in 
the second place, because he believed 
that multitudes of people in the city of 
Toronto were convinced that he' was 
right then. (Applause.) He was not 
disposed to quarrel with those who took 
an adverse view from his. It was al­
ways right that there should be advo­
cates of both sides of a great political 
question. He had always assumed 
that the right policy was to make Cana­
da an attractive country to immigrants, 
and to make it—to quote the words of 
his own, which had been often quoted 
and not infrequently misrepresented— 
to make*thiff a cheap country to live in. 
The maxim of the present Goveçnnent 
was to make this a dear country to live 
in. That it was in the interests of the 
working classes to sustain a protective 
system, because the more manufactures 
were protected the greater would be 
the abundance of labor, and our * far­
mers would have a better market for 
all their products.

They had had nearly two years’ trial 
of this system, and he knew that now a 
dollar had less purchasing power by 20 
per cent, than in 1878. They had to 
pay dearer for almost everything they 
purchased,and they had no more money 
wherewith to make the purchases. 
Now, Canada was a country exceedingly 
democratic in all itwnstitutions. Nine­
teen-twentieths of the people were en- 

. gaged in agriculture, and the rest were 
engaged in various occupations in the 
cities and villages throughout the coun­
try. He had yet to learn that farming 
was not a manufacture, just as making 
stoves, or clothing, or anything else. 
The farmer required as much application 
to his business as any of the manufac- 

„ turing interests, anti unless the farming 
community were prosperous the cities 
and towns which depended so largely 
upon them could not possibly hope to 
be prosperous. (Applause.) In 1878 a 
very considerable number of farmers 
were led to believe that if a duty of 20 
cents was put upon foreign wheat com­
ing into Ontario, it would enhance the 
price of wheat at home by that 20 cents. 
Now, in the country the farmers, almost 
to a man, wished they had another 
opportunity of recording their votes 
against the policy which had raised the 
price of everything they had to buy 
without raising the price of anything 
they had to sell. (Applause.)

He pointed out in 1878 that what was 
in the interest of the great mass of the 
people in Canada must ultimately be to 
the interest of any small class of the 
people. The manufacturers of Canada 
were prosperous—if prosperous at all— 
simply because the country generally 
was prosperous; and if a Government 
attempted to bolster up manufacturers 
by protection, as they had done at the 
present time, it would simply make a 
few of them prosperous for a short time 
and bring ґиіп upon them in the long 
run. Sir John Macdonald, a few days 
ago in London, ventured upon the state­
ment that in 1878 the ефих of mechanics 
was so tremendous that they had to shut 
up every manufactory in Canada (laugh­
ter), and that there was nothing but 
stark ruin staring them in the face if 
he had not come to their relief. It was 
alleged by Sir John’s friends during the 
election and since, that the only way to 
procure wealth was to promote manufac­
tures, because they exported an immense 
amount of manufactured goods. They 
had had two years of protection and there 
was absolutely less manufactured goods 
exported last year than the year before 
the present Government came into pow­
er, and how could it be otherwise. 
The fact was thàt up to 1878 they ex 
ported more goods per capita than they 
did in the United States, which was so 
highly protected. The result was that 
on the other side they were now falling 
away from protection, and in the course 
of a year or two they would have either 
a revenue tariff or something like it, 
and the increase of their exported goods 
would soon be apparent. He was a be­
