WASHINGTON, D. C.. Nor. 30,— 
Brigadier General Story, chief of the 
United States artillery, In his annual 
report to General Chaffee, chief of staff, 
dwells upon what he regards as the 
most urgent demands of the coast de­
fences. He says that the best and most 
economical use of the entire armament 
for the coast requires one relief to man 
each and every element of defence. He 
says that If torpedoes are co-operated 
with a proper armament as at Port 
Arthur and Vladivostok, it is not prob­
able that any enemy however enter­
prising would attempt to force their 
lines of defence. He adds: “It would 
be criminal neglect if I did not urge as 
earnestly as I can the Immediate 
pletlon of the torpedo defense of all 
fortlfled ports. Today this defense is 
lamentably deficient both In material 
and personnel."

Continuing General Story says: “If 
we were suddenly confronted by war, 
no amount of money could procure sub­
marine minés in time to be of service 
for our harbor defence, 
complete material for torpedo defence. 
It Is practically valueless without a 
trained personnel instructed how to op­
erate and in this today the United 
States is substantially without such a 
force."

General Story. Is of thei oplnon that 
the field artillery falls 15 batteries short 
of the actually needed for the principal 
infantry and cavalry organizations and 
says: "There Is no first class powep 
which has so systematically neglected 
Its field artillery as the United States."

In his judgment the experience of the 
RueMan-Japanese war shows the for­
eign practice of having usually about 
four guns per thousand men Is better 
than the one proposed for the United 
States service.

Senator Domville will never forgat 

his sixty-second birthday, which his 
numerous friends honored last night by 
a gathering at the Bellevlew Hotel, 
Rothesay. St. John, Hampton, Sussex 
and other places were well represented.

As was to be expected the senator 
and his work was the theme of the 
speeches, and Senator Domville could 
not but feel proud and elated at this 
public testimony.

The event took on the form of a soc­
ial evening Interspersed with addressee 
and songs, and was of the pleasantest 
possible nature. Dr. W. B. McVey and 
committee had made excellent plans for 
the comfort of the guests. The feature 
of the evening was the presentation of 
an address and fine gold-headed ebony 
cane to the senator, 
beautifully polished and was engraved. 
On the head of the cane were the 
words, “Presented to Senator the Hon­
orable James Domville by his friends, 
Rothesay, Nov. 29th, 1904." The pre­
sentation was made by Rev. Allan W. 
Daniel, rector of Rothesay.

This banquet tendered Senator Dom­
ville was of a double nature, yester­
day being the senator's 62nd birthday, 
and the 32nd anniversary of his en­
trance into public life, dating from 
1872, when he was first elected to re­
present Kings in parliament.

Among the messages of congratula­
tion received was the following cable­
gram from Dr. Pugsley in London, 
Eng.:—Congratulations and best wish­
es to Senator Domville.

Increase

This is an increase of 12.6 per cent, 
in four years. This seems large, and 
it Is large; but New York is a great 
city and Is just now in a state of 
transition and reconstruction which In­
evitably calls for increased expendi­
tures, to be met mostly by Issuing 
bonds, but Involving also increased 
taxation. In the four years from 1900 
to 1904 the expenditure of the federal 
government Increased 9.1 per cent., but 
in this computation the payment for 
the Panama canal was deducted. Still, 
that was reasonable for purposes of 
comparison, as the Panama canal pay­
ment was of the same nature as the 
payments for the subway. The nation 
made the former by taking the money 
for its surplus of previous years, while 
the city paid for the latter by increas­
ing its indebtedness.

If the ban Is removed a great impe­
tus will undoubtedly be given to a 
practice which is in every way prefer­
able to the horrid custom of burial to 
which Christian nations cling with such 
unreasonable pertinacity. It is past 
understanding why the twentieth cen­
tury, progressive enough along other 
lines, remains so bound by tradition 
with reference to the disposal of its 
dead.

For there Is nothing to be said In 
favor of burial except that It was the 
method of our fathers. It is insani­
tary. Every dead body placed in the 
earth pollutes the soil and the water 
below, above and around it. In the 
case of Infectious diseases it Is espe­
cially dangerous, keeping alive and 
propagating deadly germs that wait 
years for their chance to emerge and 
spread desolation and pestilence. It is 
disgusting when one considers all the 
processes of putrescence the body must 
pass through before it is resolved into 
dust again ; all the unspeakable crawl­
ing things under the ground which are 
allowed to fatten on whatjonce some­
body loved. The writer became a con­
vert to cremation when one day he 
was compelled to be present at the ex­
humation and examination of a body 
which had been buried some six or 
eight months. The memory of what 
his senses were forced to meet then 
will always remain to counteract any 
sentimentality about last resting pla­
ces thatched with grasses and flowers 
and fanned by sweet breezes. The 
grasses and flowers and sweet breezes 
are not found six feet down.

Cremation accomplishes in a few mo­
ments exactly what It takes nature 
years to do. The body under fierce 
heat is reduced rapidly into its com­
ponent parts of gas and mineral mat­
ter without a feature in the process to 
disgust or shock. At the same time 
it utterly destroys any germs of dis­
ease and does away with the possibi­
lity of the horror of the burial alive. 
It is cieanly, wholesome and, consider­
ed with an open mind, presents no un­
pleasant features. Neither does it do 
away with all that is sentimentally 
attractive about burial, as the white 
ashes may be interred with as much 
pomp, in as beautiful a situation and 
under as magnificent a mbnument as 
the decomposing body could have been.

Undoubtedly cremation is the method 
of the future and the nearer that fu­
ture the better for the public health.
