He characterized = Charles F. Mur-
phy’s action at Buffalo as an “as-
tonishing and wunprincipled perform-
ance” and asked if it ‘‘would not be
better for Tammany to be defeated
fighting for principle than to dishonor
itself by outraging the prinyiples of
Jefferson.”

Mr, Croker confirmed the genuine-
ness of the telegram sent to P. H. Mc-
Carren .yesterday concerning which.
Charles F. Murphy had expressed his
doubts.

Secretary Root at Utica tonight made
the only speech he will make in the
present campaign, making an earnest
appea.l for the election of Mr. Hughes.

SECRETARY ROOT'S ATTACK,

UTICA, N. Y., Nov. 1.—A bitter de-
nunciation of Wm, R, Hearst, which,
the speaker said, had the full and com-
plete endorsement of President Roose-
velt, was delivered in a public address
here tonight by Secretary of - State
Elihu Root. ' At the same time ~Mr.
Root. paid an eloquent tribute to Chas.

“Isay to you with President ROO!!‘r
velt’s duthority,” said Mr, Root, *‘that
he regards Mr, Hearst as \vholly unfit
to be governor, as an insincere, self-
seeking demagogue, who is trying to
deceive the workingmen of New York
by false statemenfs and false pio-
mises, and I say to you, with his au-
thority, that he considers that Mr.
Hearst's election would be an injury
and a discredit alike to honest labor
‘and to honest capital, and a serious
injury to the work in which he is en~
gaged of enforcing justice and equal
laws against corporate wrong doing.
In President Roosevelt’s first message
to congress he spoke of the assassin-
“ation of McKinley as inflamed ‘by the
reckless utterances of those who on the
stump and in the public press appeal
to the dark and evil spirits of malice
and greed, envy and sullen hatred.
The wind is sowed by the men who
preach such doctrines, and they cannot
eseape the responsibility for the whirl-
wind that is reaped.

H, H. Chipman of Sydney, Ausira-
lia, accompanied by his wife and son,
is’ staying at the Royal.

Mr, Chipman was born in Cornwallis,
Nova Scotia, and during the past forty
years has resided in the United States,
Japan, China, England and Australia.

During his seven years’ residence in
Japan he aided the educational move-
ment there. In 1871 he  established a
type foundry in the ecity of Tokin. He
was indueced to visit Japan in 18638 by
his friend, the present Marquis Ito,
who was at that time studying in the
United States. All the Japanese
adults were able to read and so the
newspapers of that country increased
very rapidly. .

In 1879 Mr, Chipman removed te Aus-
tralia and has been identified with the
wonderful growth of that countfy ever
since, In conversation with a Sun re-
porter last evening Mr. Chipman gave
some interesting faets relating to that
country. Discusing its political aspeet
Mr, Chipman said: “Previous to the
confederation of Australia. and the
provinces in 1901 each of the six
provinces, West Australia, South Aus-
tralia, Victoria, New South Wales,
Queensland and Tasmania, had a sepa~
rate government and cusiems tariff.
There is now one tariff for the whole |
eountry. New  South . Wales had free
trade, “with duties on wine, spirits
and tobacco only. The commonwealth
tariff imposed -additional taxation on
New. Bouth Wales for £2,000,000 per
annum, also a land tax and an income
tax. This increased the taxation of
the people and the money was prompt-
ly spent by the'government. - The oth-
er provinces had a protective ‘tariff
before federation, and ‘thé parties in
the commonweaith government are di-;
vided-as follows:

*(1) Revenue Tariff Party, (2) Pro-
tectionist Party, (3) Labor Party.

‘“The protectionist party numbers'
nineteen members, the revenue tariff
party twenty-seven, and the labor
party twenty-six, The labor party-and
protectionist party worked together
80 that they were in the majority and
succeaded in gaining: control of the
government. They worked.together to
the: extent of giving the labor: party
legislation in ‘line with their socialistic
views. 'The laber party is supporied
by the trades unions, and is- opposed

A new election comes on early . in
1907 and the results promise to be of
great interest. It is anticipated that
there will be two parties—the mild- .
protectionist party and the labor party.
The present revenue tariff party
and protectionist party will probably
be merged, and will be in the majority,
with the labor party in opposition, One
of the chief legislative acts was the
Arbitration Act for each state, and
recently the Commonwealth Arbitra-|
tion Aect, with jurisdietion on inter-
state labor matters,

“The object of the Arbitration Act is |
the prevention of strikes—and so far
it has been wholly successful, but the |
decisions of the court have not been
satisfactory to either the labor unions
or manufacturers, and so much so that
in New South! Wales a strong feeling
is prevalent that the act should - be.
repealed. It is probable the act will
be modified.

“There is a sentimental objection to
Trades Unionism and the Arbitration

lAct, and that is the imposition of the

minimum wage of eight shillings a day .
of eight hours, with an increase of 50
per cent on overtime. This method
wholly prevents the apprentice system, !
the result is that employers select
workmen that can earn eight shillings
a day and inferior men are not em- |
ployed, and have to seek employment
in farming and pastoral pursuits, An-
other effect is that capital hesitates to
embark upon the development of man-
ufacturing industries. - Piece work is:
not encouraged, the tendency being to-
ward a dead level for -the best men’
and absence of employment for in-
Jerior men. One other effect .is the
employment of  women in. factories,

wealth, and in South Australia they
have. a right to a seat in parliament—
which right hag not yet been exercised.

‘““The Australian. ballot system en-
ables all. classes tQ vote with proper
protection and comfort., The results
now are much the same as before the
privilege of voting  was accorded to
women. The majority of women vote.
In country districts the vote may be
sent by mail to the nearest returning
officer, The name of the voter is sent
and a sealed ballot is eneclosed in the
same envelope, and the scheme works
well. There is some talk of women
forming trades unions, as they eclaim
they should beé paid as much as men
when they do the . same amount of
work. The factory employment is af-
fecting domestic service, and it is even
proposed that domestics should werk
only eight hours a day, so that a double |
staff would be necessary.

“Local option is another phase, and
here woman’s vote counts very strong-
ly. In voting for local option three
questions are placed before the public:
(1) Closing of all Hquor stores. (2)
Reduection of licenses. (3) - Continu-
ance of present conditions. <Whichever
of the three is in the majority becomes
law. One effect of the woman’s vote is
the spread of the doctrine of local op-
tion. In some districts where this is
in effect and where public houses are
closed, draper shops: flourish; that is,
fnstead of men spending their money |
on Hquor, the women receive it and |
spend it on household effects.

“The increase of dry goods stores or
draper shops in these difiicts is very
noticeable. The commonwealth consti~
tution is. modelled on that of the Unit-
ed States, the commonwealth govern-
ment retaining certain  powers, and
the states the balance, ineluding 'all
new legislation; *in short, the states
delegate to the commonwealth govern-
ment certain limited powers. The su-
preme or high court of Australia in-
terprets the constitution, |

“The railways belong to the govern-
ment of each state, agd in some states
the revenue is not equal to the expendi-
ture and interest, therefore a system
of bookkeeping between the Commong
wealth government and the states is
to be.carried out for a period of time,
not exceeding ten years. Each state
will have three-quarters of the revenue
colleeted by the federal government,,
whieh will retain one-quarter for Hs
expenses.

““A ‘suggestion was made that the
federal govérnment should issue 2 1-2
to 8 per cent. federal consels, placing
on-half ‘per cent..in the sinking fund
and one-half per cent. as a contribu«
tion to the British navy, During a
period of from ten to thirty years, as
the state loans mature, the federal cons
sols. would replace them, the. . total
amount reaching £200,000,000 the one-
half per cent, eontribution to the navy
would. amount te  £1,000,000, which at
thePrate of three per ecent. would be a
capital of over £30,000,000, a handsome
contribution,” In.réturn for this eon~
tribution to the British navy the British
government should be asked to guar-
antee the federal consols in the same
way as they have guaranteed Indian
and South African loans, and this
would make them gilt edged securities.

‘“Transportation is the yital question
for Australia in supplying such mar-
kets: in Southr  Africa in eom-
petiton with the Argentne Republic,
United States, Canada, and also
Great. Britain. « Australia is in a
favorable pesition but that market only
takes a limited amount of raw pro-
duets. The public roads have 'been
built by the governments of each state,
and are over a large -area, coating
large sums of money. ‘The roads are
free to the public. If it were possible
to have the iron roads free, except for
maintenance, rolling stoek, warehouses,
ete., the cost of transportation -from
the interior would be reduced to &
minimum and the operation-of the pro-
posed sinking fund of one-half per
cent., of federal -eonsols would in
the course of forty or fifty years

pay off the present liabilities of . all

railroads. The revenue from passen-
ger and local traffic would be more
than sufficient to pay working and oth-
er expenses, so: that products for ex-
Port could be carried to the.seabord at
very nomginal figures. The labor party

LIVERPOOL. N. 8, Oct. §1.-Clar-
ence L Spears, who was arrested at
Bable yesterday “By Chief Power;
charged with the murder of Edward
‘Way, at Mitchell's Brook and brought
here last night is a native of Louis-
burg, He was émployed at Browneil's
lumber camp, near Graite village, and
for a time was in the employ of the
Halifax and 8. W. Railway. He was
a chum of Way's and a few days before
the murder had borrowed five dollars
fram him and was frequently a visitor
at Way's shack, which was on the line
of raflway, about a mile taward Liver-
pool, where the road to the ‘lumber
‘eamp léaves that af the railrosd.

About dusk on Saturday Spears left
the camp for Sable a distance of six or
seven miles, arriving there at nine that
night taking nearly four hours to make
2 fourney ' usually covered ‘in two.
The police suspect that whén he got
off at the lumber road instead of pro-
ceeding towards Sabile River; which is
‘west of Granite Village, he turned east
to visit Way at his shack.

It is now evident that Way came to
his death bhefore supper time on Satur-
day, as provisions left with him in the
morning iwere scarcely touched and
particularly a pie that had been sent
 to him from the eook house had only
one piece aut of it. The wood was also
neatly piled for the purpose of a fire
when he réturned from his work. Hiw
bed was made up and had not been
slept In. It is surmised, that the mur-
der took place Saturday at dusk.

Spears was #rrested at Brownelll's
limber camp yesterday aftermoon by
Chief Powsr, ana protested his inno-
cence, stating that he did not see Way
at all on Saturday. When questioned
as to why he spent s> much time on
the road to Sable, he repiled that he
did not hurry, but went straight along
the railivay, not turning east to Way’'s
shack.

Way was a guiet and industrious
man, well liked by all who came in
‘contaet with him.. No trace of the wea-
- pon by which he was killed has been
discovered, nor of his wallet and mon-
ey. The attornéy general hig heen
comunicated with by Hen. Jason M.
Mack, the 'crown prosecutor, and’ will
be asked to furnish a detective to fur-
ther investigate the affair. Spears
wag arraigned before John Allen, ¢oun-
ty stipendiary wagistrate, this p, m,
and remanded fof seven days for a fur-
ther examination. The acecused is
.twenty-six years of age.

Late this evening Albert Wambolt, a
regident in the upper. part of the town,

short thick man with dark moustache
came out of the woods in a drenched
condition. asking for the jail, as he
knew -the prisoner and of the murder.

She
told the judge of being marriad in
September, 1889, of the birth of her
child in December, 1890, and of her
husband having deserted her in Sep-
tember, 1880, and  of his going from
here to New York in March, 1891. She

said that she and her husband were |

not Hving together when the child was
born and he never camé to see it.
From the time they separated in Sep-
tember, 1890, one year after their mar-
‘riage, until she received a letter from
him, about June 20th, 1891, asking her
to go to New York to live with him,
She aceepted the invitation, but an
answer to her letter or the necessary
money was not fortheoming. From the
time the letter was received until last
winter when she found Him at 2440 Sth
Avenue, New York, Hving with anoth-
er woman and ralsing another family
she never saw her husband, !

The judge €aid that it was remark-
able that the plaintift's relatives had
nét taken some interest in her case
long ago and lent her some assistance
or helped her find heér husband. Mrs.
Lotimer said that heér relatives did not
have the means. The judge went on
to say that the law did not favor long
delayed 'appiiéations.

Seeing that the eourt apeared to
doubt what she was saying and being
unable to stand up wnder the strain
of such a severe examination, Mrs.
Lottimer broke down and cried bitter-
ly. His Honor asked the plaintiff if
she had been c¢ontént to be without her
husband, but she was ectying too bit-
terly to heed his question.

* ATLANTIC CITY, N. J., Oct. 30—
The contention of Coroner Gaskill that
a number of persons who lost their
lives in the electrie train' wreck on the
Thoroughfare bridge may be buried in
the mud where the cars plunged was
borne out late today, when the bodies
of Mrs. Paul Felsburg, Mrs. Selina
Johnson and Mrs. Sarah Miller were
recovered from under the -third car.
This car hung from the abutment in
the centre of the bridge with its nose
in the imud, and when the workmen
were trying to lift it from the water
the bodies worked loose. That of Mrs.
Miller was pinned fast in the wreck-
age, but that of Mrs. Felsburg floated
up to the view of the workmen. Mrs.
Johnson’s body was found some time
later.

The finding of these bodies increases
the official identified number of the
dead to 51, and the total number of
bodies 54. There are still known to be
among the dead the bodies of Mrs.
Frank Monroe, three year old Joseph
McElroy, H. N. Bureh and Arman
Alexis Tedesco, which makes the cer-
tain number of dead in the wréck 58,
three still remaining three unclaimed
bodles.

The second of the cars was‘raised j
this afternoon. and it is'probable that'

before morning the last one will  be
entirely out of the ‘water, by which

time it is expected that several other |

bodies will be recovered.

The finding of the body of Mrs. Mil-
ler was followed at the = temporary
morgue by a most pathetic scene,  Mrs.
Miller, who was in poer health, had

taken the trip to the sea on the electric \

train with her daughter and grandson,
Leslie. The elder Mrs. Miller’'s ‘son
was here today to get the bodies of
his wife and son and arrange about
the shipment of the bodies when the
body of his mother was brought in.
Miller collapsed after crying out that
he was left alone in the world.

The police tonight in going over the
effects of some of the victims at the
city hall found a letter in the pockets
of a garment taken from one of the

unidentified bodies.
to Willam Granning, Penn. Door &
Sash Co., 25th and Callowhill streets,
and was written by a brother. This
apparently identifies one of the un-
claimed victims. .

‘While there has been no report of
ghoulism at the wreck ,the police to-
night reports a mean theft that bears
upon the affair. While the body of
Edward Kline of Arctic avenue lay
unidentified thieves broke into his cot-
tage and looted it on Monday night.

Aside from the seaveh for the bodies,
interest centers- on the inquest which
will be held by Coroner Gaskill Thurs-
day. While he will not express an opin-
ion before the inquiry as to the cause
of the accident, it appears from his
statement. made this evening that he
is convinced the bridge on which the
accident occurred is not as it should be
and may have to be rebuilt. The offic-
ials- generally want a most rigid in-
vestigation so ‘that the responsibility
may be justly. placed.

The central figures in the inquiry on
Thursday will probably = be “‘Daniel
Stewart, the old bridge tender, and
John Spiker, thetower man, who op-
erates the signals. Stewart declares
positively that he locked the draw
properly after the schooner ‘yacht Sin-
bad passed through and the railvay of-
ficials say that in any event the signal
for safety would not have been set
when the train- eame along had the
rails not been right. John Spiker, the
towerman, when asked about this, said
that he could not see the tracks clearly
enough from  his .position to know
whether the tracks were in line, but he
said he got the signal from the bridge
tender that thgy weré all right and
gave the train a clear track.

As usual in cases of this kind, a wild
canard was started today by some one
to the effect that the accident was the
result of spite work " on the part of
river pirates, and the statément was
carried to Chief Maxwell of the city
police. The chief displayed consider-
able anger when asked about it, and
he and Coroner Gaskill sa.ick it was ab-
solutely absurd.

KENT COUNTY

OF SMALLPOX EPIDEMIC

e

MONCTON, _ Oct. 80. — Seventy-five
cases of smallpox within a radius of a
few miles and in one house | thirtesn
members of a family seriously ill with
the dread disease, shows the fearful
spread of the epidemie in Kent county.

The affected district is in the vicin-
ity of St Anthony and St, Norbert,
and at'a meeting of the City Board of
Health last evening a detailed report
of the prevalence of the disease was

submitted: by Dr. Botsford, who has |

visited the locality within the last few
So bad was the situation deem-
ed that the board immediately sent ur-
gént telegrams to Premier Tweedie and
to Dr. F. Fisher, chairman of the Pro-
vincial Board of Health.

A man named Ella ‘Gallant - went
through: Moncton from the infected dis-
trict some few weeks ago and went to
Shulee, securifig “work 'in a lumber
camp. * Last .« Friday - he developed
smallpox and was turned out, going
through Moncton to his home. At Buc-
touche no one would hire him a team
nor ‘help him in any way, so he was
obliged to walk to his home, a distance
of several miles, and was seen there by
Dr. Botsford while the latter was tak-
ing his trip through the district.

Secretary Northrup of the local board
communicated these facts to Dr. Bliss
of Amherst and intimated that imme-
diate action should be’ taken to estab-
Jish a quarantine over the camp at

which the man-had been employed. Dr.
Botsford, who was detailed to investi-
gate conditions in the infected local-
ity last night, presented the board
with a detailed report.

In some famijlies in the infected Ms-
trict there are five, in others ten and
in one thirteen cases, all the members
of thé “household being affected. The
quarantine is a most imperfect one. One
man has been appointed to patrol the
whole district, and drives around each
day telling the inmates to keep in their
houses and leaving in the yards what
food may be necessary for their sub-
sistence. That the quarantine is far
from being effective is shown by the
fdet that two men from the very heart
of the infected district were able to
travel by train to Moncton, and it is
known that others have left both the
villages which seem to be the centre of
infection.

Chairman Fisher of @ the provincial
board arrives here tonight and will
confer with the local authorities to-
morrow  morning.

Premier Tweedie was in the city yes-
terday, and in conversation with a
Sun reporter said that he had wired
Dr. Fisher of the Provincial Board of
Health to proceed at once to St. An-
thony’s. and take charge of the work
of caring for ‘the patients and of pre-

Ciaronce Spears Charged
With' Shelburne Crime

Bedy Identified as Edward Way, o
Jection Man on (he Halifax and
South Western Ry,

LIVERPOOL, N. S., Oct. 30—It has

been made clearly apparent that the
man - whose body was found yesterday
beside a brook . near .Granite Village
was murdered and robbed. The body
has been identified as Edward Way of
Kempt Road, Halifax. The man at
whom suspicion points has been arrest-
ed. Y

‘Way was a section man on the Hali-
fax and S. W. Ry. district near Gran-
ite Village. He had the position for
some time and was attentive to His
duties. ‘He left for his work Monday
morning and- that is all that is known
until late in the afternoon driver Fred
Jones of Engine 67 came speeding from
Shelburne and saw his body laying by
the roadside.. He supposed it to be that
of an intoxicated man, but in passing
he noticed blood about the neck and
immediately applied the brakes and
brought the train to a stdndstill. The
man was dead'and the body was quite
cold. It was taken aboard the train
and brought at once to Liverpool.

An examination by Drs. Keddy and
Trites revealed the fact that the right
temple had been, pierced by a bullet
which had come out iIn front of the
angle of .the left lower jaw, shattering
it badly and destroying several teeth.
Behind the right ear, which was
bruised, appeared a bad scalp wound
about a half inch long. The back of
the neck was much contused. On front
of chin skin was off, the tongue badly
cut, evidently from the teeth, while
the throat was full of blood. There
was an abrasion upon the left ear,
while the neck was quite dark from
hemorrhages. There were also two old
bruises, one in front of the entrance
of the bullet, the other near the left
temple.

The coroner’s jury met at the under-
taking rooms of S. C. West at nine a.
m., and it was not until 5 p. m. that
they were able to come to a verdict.
From the evidence before them they
rcommended the arrest of Clarence L.
Spears of Sable River, a workman in
lumber mills at Granite
Village. = Chief of , Police Power at
once left for the latter place and has
made the arrest. The father of the
murdered man at ‘one time worked in
the Halifax dockyard.

The verdict of the coroner’s jury was
wilful* murder. Spears was brousht
here tonight for examination.

HALIFAX, N. 8, Oect. 30—-Ed-
ward Way, the vietim of foul -play
at Liverpool, was a son of Henry Way,
machinist at' Macdonald & Co.’s, this
city,- and the first intimation the
father received of the murder was
through the press. The young man was
28 years of age and for a time Wworked
in the cotton factory here. The body
will be brought to Halifax tomorrow
for interment.

He was a great friend of
Presbyterianism, a quiet and unassum-
ing mau. He was a typical Scotchman,
a member of St, Andrew’s Soclety from
the time he came to St, John. His
wife, Jane, predeceased 1 six years
ago.” Hé leaves three sons—John, bar-
rister-at-law and alderman for Duffer-
in ward; David R., accountant in the
Chamberlain’s office, and Thomas, at
present in Amherst, Nova Scotia: and
six daughters—Jane, wife of Robert
Ledingham, ' merchant; Mrs. John
Stewart, -widow of the late John Stew-
art, shipbuilder; Margaret, wife ‘of
Robert Reid, of Reid Bres., merchants:

| Bgainst the Japanese on the. Pacific

Coast, in Hawall and Alaska, which
has now developed fnto an internation-
&1 matter, has been of sbout ten years
duration and bf a scope much broader
tban the present difficulty over the ex-
pulsion of Japanese childrén from San
Franciseo's schools. indicates. The Jap-
ahese Government doubtless has been:
advised before this time of the char-
acter of the labor campaign against its
citizens, but has awaited this last
manifestation before taking action.

A law passed by the Legislature of
California five years ago providing for
the segregation of all Orlentals into
Separate schools is the only legislative
act that the organized labor party has
been able to invoke in its fight. The
fest of the campaign has been carried
on unaided and in a manner character-
istic of labor agitationa,

Before thHe entrance of the Japanese
into the labar field of California and
the northern coast States began t6 be
serlously felt their presence in the cane
fields of Hawali and the fish packing
plants of Alaska was taken by white
laborers as a menace. In Hawaif the
labor situation became acute last year,
when in one instannce the Japanese
field hands on a plantation on Oahu
Beeanie 80 incensed at the effort of or-
ganized laber to oust them from their
work that a week of rioting followed,
end the militla from Honolulu had to
b& hurried to the seene. ,
~Most:. of the sugar plantations in
Hawaii are worked on the sub-con-
tract system. = The contractors,: hired
directly by .the owners to cultivate
and cut the cane, pareol out their acres
to Japanese sub-contractors, each of
whom is the head of a gang, very
much after the order of the _pare
drone system in the Southern States.
This system, began about ten years’
ago, has proved so profitable that now
all the great plantations in the islands
are worked by Japanese, to the exclu-
sion of other laborers, and the immi-
gration of Japanese coolies has been
yearly greater, save during the period
of the Russo-Japanese war,

In the fish cannerles of Alagka and
the Colunbia River region of Wash-~
ington the Japanese padrone system
of Hawali has been of late years suc-
cessfully = duplicated. Several thou-
sands of Japanese are now employed
in manual laber of the lowest oerder in-
vaolved in cleaning, cutting and packs
ing the salman. Their wages ave pald
by the sub-contractor nd are lower
than the wages formerly demanded by
white labor. The number of “white lab-
orers employed in the fish - packing
plants has steadily decreased.

In Califernia the Japanese labor first
Sought the fruit flelds, and it is in the
work  of cutting, drying and packing

| fruit that the unorganised, ununioniz-

ed Jap has the most most strongly in-
tremched himself, In this field the pa-~
drone system is not in u@e, the man-
ager of the fruit ranches deals directly
with the individual Jap laborer at 2
lower wage than that demanded by
white laborers,

In the raisin picking dfstrict through-
out the San Joaquin valley regiop, in
the citrus belt of Southern Salifornia
and in the apple country along the
foothills the Japanesé-have been grow-
ing more numercus every year, Yet the
labor fleld has not been monopolized
by the Nipponese as is demonstrated
each year when the ranch owners are
hard put to it to get laberérs of any
color ta pick their fruit.

The other fields of unskilled labor in-
vaded by the Japanese are those of
Section work .on the railroads, clam
and abolone digging along the coast,
and house service. In the latter occu-
pation the Japanese have been engag-
ing in greater numbers yearly. . Most
of the Japanese house servants  are
young. men who attend schoel between
mean times and - sit' up  over their
books every- night, :

As a class they have been found mere.
efficient than the average Swedish or
German givl from the smployment
office.. 'The Japanese house serwants
usually ask smalier pay. than that
given other servants qut of congidera=
tion for the fact that they are absent
from their duties certain hours esch
day. The average pay of o Jap boy
is from $15 to $26 s month; the girl
from the employment agency gets $30

| and more.

In the cities the men from the Orient
own non-union restaiirants, they run
non-union barber shops and even do
non-union carpentry work and jobbinsg.
In San Franecisco from time to time
the unions have-beycatted the Jap res-
taurants; put sandwi¢h men in front to
ward off custom and even reserted in
some instances to violence.! The Japs
are mot recognized as eligible to join
the unions, per would they do =o if
they . could, each: individusl being, as
a matter of fact, the member of some
far older and far more powerful trage
union in his own land

The organized laber protest against
the brown men in  Californie hegan
first in the fruit industry, and there it
is still the sirongest. No attempt io
reason the Japanese out of working at
non-union wage has ever been made,
and the only reccurse has been in-
 timidation.  In Fresno, one eof the
 greatest fruit centres of California,
there have been frequent armed
clashes between 'the whites and .the:
Japs, resulting from an attempt an the
part of the white lahovers to drive: the
little fellows out of town, One Japan-
ese was beaten to dedth there last fall
and no arrests were made.

As San Francisco grew to be the
strongest union town in the United
States there followed a uni g of
the - legislature of Califerniac . The
Union Labor party appeared in ' Sam
Franecisco politics eight years age with
the electiop.of Schmitz as mayor and
has remained in the field, sending dele~
gates to the legislature and setting the
lead for other towns  throughout the
state in making organized labor &
factor in politics, ; ;

RIVALRY BETWEEN
TWO MAIL ROUTES

{Montreal Star) :

Sir Georgé A. Drummond has come
out in favor of a four-day Atlantic
steamship service between Europe and
Canada, but whether the experiment
of bringing the mafls from Liverpool
to Sydney, C, B, in order to have a
possible three hours over the Ri-
mouski route to Montreal will be re-
peated next spring depends, accord<
Ing to Mr., Hanpah, the passenger
manager of the Allans, upon the ac-
tion of the Government in the prem-
ises,

“Thai matter is now in statu quo,™
sald Mr. Hannah, to a Star re-
presentative. “The experiment may be
repeated, and again it may not. To
carry it out means a deflection of
about one hundred and fifty miles on
the part of the steamer. The diffi-
culty is that the Intercolonial has only
a single track between Sydney and
Montreal, a distance of over ten hun-
dred miles. Thgs means ‘that to carry
out this ‘experiment with any success
the ordinary traffic would have to suf-
fer. If there was a dduble track, the
case would be entirely altered, for, of
course, you would have a train going
at the rate of forty miles an hour  to
the eighteen which the steamer would
make, : o

“However, that is a matter for the
Government and’ not for us. If the
Governmerit deésires thé matter to be
still further attempted, then, of course;
we would do our part. Naturally, the
people of Sydney are anxious to have
their port given a reputation.”

“If a saving of only three hours
¢ould be accomplished, at'the best, is
the game weorth the candle?"

A ditficulty 1In the case 1s the ex-
ceedingly tortuous character of the
Intercolonial in thé eastern section. It
winds in and out like & snake. ' It
would be impossible te make fast time
upon the line in the neighborhood of
Sydney.

unRIST’S EU'MAN ITY.

The Rev. John Howard Melish, rector
of the Church of the Holy Trinity,
Brooklyn, preached Sunday morning
on - “Christ’s Humanity.” The text was
from John xiv:l: “Let not your heart
be.troubled: ye believe in God, believe
also in Me.” Mr. Melish said:
“These disciples were troubled, 'intel-
lectually and spiritually troubled. Their
trouble - sprang from what Jesus had
that moment told them. It was a new
ided, revolutionary eand' iconoclastic.
I'rom their youth up they had been
taught that God’s Messiah would come,
a Being all glorious and sublime, vic-

torious over His enemies and ruling a -

kingdom that should survive, Slowly
théy had come to see in Jesus of Naz-
areth, teacher and prophet, the Mes-
siah, glorious in moral strerigth, pene~
trating in spiritual insight, victorious
over the world of temptation and ig-
norance. And now this® Messiah told
them that He must leave them, be
lifted up on a cross, dievlike a corn of
wheat.' A @ead Messiah! What a howl-
fng contradiction! ‘It “left  no possible
g ouhd for faith. What it meant to
$108% men is seen in the word of St.
Petér when Jesus first intimated it.
Peotét “rebuked 'Him”—Peter the dis-
c¢iple, the fisherman, rébuked Jesus as
though ‘ho was speaking like a child
or a foolish babbler. It is 'also seen in
the first word we have from  a dis-
ciplé’s lips-- after the tragedy, “We
trusted-that it had been He who should
have redeemed lIsrael.”

The way Jesus met those troubled
disciples is interesting and suggestive.
He did not tell them that it was a sin
to ‘doubt. Honest doubt is-never a sin;
it becomes a sin, however, the moment
the doubter-'is c¢ontent to -doubt and
Jacks the 'manliness 'which says, “I
must and will know the truth.” He did
not fall back upon that pious fraud of

‘80 many religious people that ‘“there*

are many things which we cannot un-
derstand,” and therefore do not try to
understand any difficulty! It is perfect-
¥y true that *‘there are more things in
heaven and earth than are dreamed of
in any philosophy,” ancient or mod-
ern, materialistie or theological; but it
is also true that we are to “prove all
things and hold fast that which is
good.” Neither did Jesus enter into a
discussion with His friends and at-
tempt to prove intellectually the fal-
sity - of their position. Instead He
gently led them out of the waves of
uncertainty upon ' the rock of faith.
[With feet planted on the sure ground
of what they did believe, He asked
them to look anew at what they felt
was doubtful. ‘“Ye believe in God.”
Faith is God! Of course they believed in
God. In a sea of doubt here at least
was land where a man might stand!
Stand on that then, is Christ’s word,
and with something sure beneath you
make another venture of faith—‘*be-
lieve also in Me.”
This morning I would take this deep
_ moment in the experience of the dis-
- ciples and the way Jesus met it, and
try to make experience and method
coOntemporaneocus.
+Many Christian men and women to-
day are troubled because they, too,
have met a new idea. To those outside
the membership of the churches, the
idea which causes them  intellectual
and spiritual trouble is the divinity
of. Christ. To church members, and I
speak from my experience as a min-
ister, the difficulty is not the divinity
of (Christ, but His Humanity. Go ‘to
good Christian people who are troubled
because of some great sorrow or trial,
and urge them to be brave because
Christ was brave, to face their diffi-
culties, to" go straight forward in the
way of duty even though men give
them hate for love, indifference when
they deserve appreciation; turn and
réend them when they throw them
pearls, because Christ has shown them
how. What do many Christian people
answer? “But He was divine! Therefore
He knew that good was stronger than
evil ‘'and would triumph.” Christ was
divine; and therefore He is outside the
pale of human experience! Or, take the
fleld of moral effort. Edmond Kelly in
his book, “Evolution and Effort,” has
& chapter ‘on the perfectibility of man
In which he contrasts the demands of
Christ for perfection with the demand
of science for development, and de-
cides in ‘favori'of science as -against
religion ‘forthe reason. that Christ, “a
being who had come down from’ heaven
end reascended to heaven,” gave a :
precept which may be fit for heaven
but not for earth. :The very divinity |
of Christ, in this view, unfits Him as
#khe leader of those
‘“Who are neither children in God,
t menin a world of men.”
e !_;m &'matter of fact, both these class-
~®s of people, those who do not believe
An Christ’s @ivinity -and those who do
~mot appropriate His humanity, hold
.. ‘ithe same idea. = Let me try to state
simply. what it is. Christ is part of
God. ‘This part or person of God came
down from heaven and assumed the
body of ‘a human being from his moth-
er. He spoke His truth, lived His life
and died, rose again from the grave
and 'went back to the throne of God
from which- - He had set forth -thirty
wears before. This historical event is
the intervention of God in human his-
ltory. The witnesses of its abnormal
and exceptional chdracter are the mir-~
acles which attend it from the beginn-
ing to the end. As an historical event,
it is the most stupendous fact in the
universe. I remember how vividly I
fmagined that event as a child. God
was on a great throne, high above the
stars. But He saw us even way down
on earth ‘as we look down upon ants
in the 'sand. He had compassion on
our ignorance and sin and came down
Himself—through the infinite reaches
of the heavens—and lived as a man,
God in the flesh. The first rellglous
#ddress I ever made in public was on
that thought, and I urged my hearers
h some boys' church club, to love God
because God had come all that distance
for love of us. It was all so real, so
vivid, so obje«.t!ve. Only this last year
! listened to 2 sermon where the same
léea of Christ was: held, and the same
eppeal'was made, and it all came back
80 vividly!

Now I'gay that it is this idea of]

“Dhrist as an event in history, an inter-
vention of God, that is held by Bboth
these two classes 6f people whom I
have described. The idea is ‘held by
both, but one refuses to believe it and
the other belicves it. In the experience
of Christian people that idea Has pre-
sented this dilemma: Believe in

PThrist’s divinity and fail to appropriafe

Hiz humanity; accept his humanity
ind be unable to believe in His divin-
. Christian theologians have tried to |’
meet the dilemma by thinking of
Christ as an union of humanity and di-
rinity, humanity on the mother’s side,

Sabatier had said, Christian theology
has been lncurably “docetic.”

Is there any practical solution of
this difficulty, this spiritual and intel-
lectual trouble? Must we choose be-
tween Christ’s humanity and divinity?
If we\must choose, I trust there is lit-'
tle doubt which horn of this dilemma
we will take today. I speak for my-
self 'that If Christ must be to me either
human or divine, I will believe in his
humanity. 1 want to know that there
a.ctua.lly lived upon our earth, bone of
our bone, flesh of our flesh, a man like
Jesus Christ. For the work I amset to
do, for the burden I am set to carry,
for the trials and opposition I am set
to meet, a human Christ can give one
more inspiration-and comfort than a
divine Christ. And I believe that my
generation will choose Christ’s hu-
manity too. The nineteenth ceuntury
hiscovered humanity. The worth and
dignity of every man have. been its
guiding thought which has overturned
governments, leveled privileged class-
es and brought in democracy. It is
the inspiration today of all forms of
social activity, the germinating seed
from which is to come the harvest of
the future commonwealth wherein co-

operation and justice shall be substi-

tuted for competition and justice and
righteousness -and love shall be the
rule.

In the presence of the  difficulty
which in the disciples minds, arose
from the conflict between the idea of
Messiah which Jesus gave and the idea
which ‘they had been taught by others
or had inherited or created, Christ led
them back to God. “Ye believe in
God.” It is as though he would say
to them, “Oh! my friends, I know that
a dead Messiah seems to us a contra-
¢iction and incredible thing. It is not
what you have been. taught. It de-
stroys many of the things which have
led you to endure privation and have
given you hope and faith, It seems to
leave you victims of delusion and make
vour enemies triumphant. But believe
in God. He is not so poor that He is
shut up to any one method of carry-
ing out His purposes. Believe that his
ways are infinite, that all things are
possible. Put faith in Him and
though you do not understand now
‘wait in His presence and you will be
guided into truth.”

Apply that counsel to this present
difficulty of a choice between Christ’s
humanity and Christ’s divinity. Let
these who cannot reconcile the two have
faith in God. How different is this
adivece from what is heard in many
quarters today! The foundation of
many systems of Christian apologetics
is agnosticism. Man cannot know
God unless he accepts this dogma, be-
lieves this church or goes through this
experience. But Jesus thinks of God
as sure and so does the common ex-
perience of man. Many souls, troubled
by the contentions and problems of the
theologians, have found rest by falling
back upon the facts.

. “God and my sgoul stand sure.” Our
generation is witnessing a revolt
against dogmas anf theologies in the
interest of the great realities. In so
falling back on God we are following
Christ’s advice. But let us remember,
if we can, that His advice does not
end there. Our mood is reactionary
and therefore is not well balanced.
God and Christ are the supreme facts
of the world. Because intellectual or-
thodoxy has been put above moral
character, gnosis above faith, in the
past, is no reason for us to refuse to
think about truth. "Believe in God—
believe also in one” is the perfect
truth.

Now: let me illustrate this in the case
of those who are troubled by the
thought of Christ’s humainty and di-
vinity. You say that Christ is divine
and therefore is no guide to you in the
struggle of life. He cannot  be your
jexample because He is something
which it is never possible for you to
become. His humanity has no reality.
He is divine. The others say that
Christ is divine, but not unique. The
difference betwen Christ and other men
is only a difference in degree; the union
of God and man in- Him is -perfectly!
accomplished, and in us only imperfect-
1y. For one or other of these reasons
you are troubled.

Now, what does it mean for us, trou-
! bled by questions like' this, to take
Christ’s advice? It means, first of all,
to think about God, and man’s relation
i to God.

There are two answers to thls ques-
tion, one in terms of thought, the other
in terms of will. God is said to be
{ infinite, man finite; God absolute, man
{ relative, God universal, man particu-

lar; God impassible, man passible. Let

us. take the first—God is infinite, man
finite. That means that the difference
between God and man is quantitative.
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I also see what this means to those
“who are unable to appropriate Christ’'s
humanity, Christ’s divinity, His diety,
the Godhood of Chrlst 18 not something
different from yours and mine, as God
- 13/hot something different from us. To
say that He is no example for us be-
cause He-is divine is to misunderstand
the whole meaning of God and man.
Christ’s life ‘was ethical from begin-
ning to end. Tt was a life with limita-
tions and ignorance because “he grew
in wisdom and  in  stature,” “learned
ohedience by the things which He suf-
fered,” ‘W pted at all points like
as we are.” But in that life, subject
to the laws of birth and death, He
showed moral character, human in-
sight and sympathy, spiritual eleva-
tion, and above all a consciousness of
entire and perfect union with the
Father, yet with no sense of guilt or
confession of sin or cry fqr forgiveness,
characteristics which make His career
unique in the history  of ' man. The
words of Christ, the record of the New
Testament, give the lie to that idea of
divinity which removes Christ from the
realm of life where men may tafe Him
as their example.* Because He gave to
the world the example of the  perfect
humanity He has become for the world
the revelation of divinity. = “He that
hath seen Me hath seen the Father,”

There come regularly to the patent
office at Washington men who wish to
take -out patents for perpetual motion
machines. Such a man is never argued
with. He is told, “You must bring a
working. model.” And he goes away
and does not come _back. The test
question in life and in religion always
is, Will it work? The emphasis on
the humanity of Christ works for many
of the gratest tests of human life.
the emphasis on the divinity of Christ
works for many of the deep experi-
ences of life. But for the full and
complete round of human views only
that faith in Christ works which sees
in the perfect human the divine:

Thou seemest human and divine;
The highest, holiest manhood, thou!
Our wills are ours, we know not how;
Our wills are ours, to make them
thine.

PARIS, Oct. 81—The cabinet has de-
cided to include in its parliamentary
programme the purchase of the western
railroad and a bill providing for the
abolition of the death penalty.

‘War Minister Piquart’s plan for the
reform gt courts martial amounts to
their entire suppression, substituting
therefor civil procedure in the case of
offenses punishable by common law,
while disciplinary courts will deal with
infractions of discipline. Minister of
Public Works Barthouse’s project for
the revision of the mining law contem-
plates the taking over by the state of
all mines and the participation of the
miners in the profits,

ANTWERP, Oct. 30.—The port Zee-
brugge, near Heyst, on which the Bel-
gilan Government has spent $7,500,000
is pronounced to be a failure.

Bhifting sands, an insufficient depth
of water and dangeér of collision with
the jetty in rough weather have, says
the Nouveau Precurseur, made the
harbor absolutely impracticable for
large vessels.

PARIS, Oct. 31.—M. Parisot, a Bene-
dictine monk, will be charged on Sat-
urday with attempt to murder his 7-
year-old niece, Marianne Parisot, by
poisoning her with sweets containing
corrosive sublimate.

Mille. Parisot was taken dangerous-
ly iUl after eating the chocolates, which
were purchased at 'a confectioner’s
shop at Muhlhausen, and posted from
Evian, at the time when the monk
was travelling in Germany and France.

The Muhlhmausen confectioner ‘and
a ferryman from: Evian, who are to
apear as witnesses on Saturday, have
identified the monk from his photo-
graph.

Mme. Parisot* states that a previous
attempt was made to poison Marian-
ne by administering corrosive subli-
mate while she was staying with her
grandparents two years ago. The
monk was then living in the house.

On the death of -Marianne her for-
tune would revert to the grandparents,
of whom the monk is the only surviv-
ling son. The latter claims that the
charge has been brought up against
him out of spite.

But such distractions are entirely ab-
sent from the Bible.

Found Dead From Liguer in an 0|

Shack -at St Leonards—People
Excited

The .village of St. Leonard’s, - in
Madawaska County, hes for some
days been in‘a state of excitement
over developments following the find-
ing of a body. Briefly, the body was
not admitted to the Catholic cemetery,
no application to-the owners . of the
Protestant cemetery was made, and
the dead man was buried on the bank
of the St. John river at a place used
as pasture for horses and cattle.

It apears that about a quarter of a
mile below” A. J. Riley’s hotel and near
the railway track, there is an old, un-
used building which has fallen into de-
cay. The windows and doors are all
gone, - and the building” is almost
tumbling down. On Sunday morning,
a number of children who were playing
along the track went ‘into this build-
ing and were horrifled to find the body
of a man lying there. In terror they

fled back to the village and told peo- |

ple what they had seen. A number
of citizens went down, accompanied by
Coroner Brolett. They looked at the
body and identified it as that of
George Murphy, aged about 40 years,
who had been knocking around St.
Leonard’s for some litle time.

Nothing was done on Sunday, but
on Monday afternoon the coroner se-
cured a jury and they went down and
looked at the body. It was evident that
the man  had been : dead for two or
three days, and also evident that his
death resulted from the effects of
liquor. Alongside of him a whisky
bottle, partly empty, was lying.

Coroner, Brolett notifled the parish
priest, who, in turn, examined the
body, but finding no evidence that the
deceased was a Catholic, declined to
admit him to burial in the Catholic
cemetery. The Star is informed from
a reliable citizen of St. Leonards that
no effort was made by the coroner, or
anyone else connected with the case, to
have the man interred in the Protes-
tant cemetery, but that without fur-
ther talk the body was taken:to he
river bank and buried here without
service of any sort.

George Murphy was supposed to be
a native of Fort Fairfield, Me., and
it is understood that he has a brother
now living there. He worked for a
time at Brown’'s Mill at Van Buren,
and was also employed as a section
hand on'the Bangor and Aroostook
Railway. He had been drinking for
some days. In his pockets there was
found a little over fifteen dollars, in-
cluding a check for three dollars from
some party on the Van Btiren side of
the river. There ig’ very strong feel-
ing in St. - Leonards over the action of
the officials in not. taking further
steps towards giving the wunfortunate
man a proper burial, and it is not un-
likely that complaints will be made to
the provincial government.
