The ministry, or as much of it as is yet before ns,
is composed of such materials as were accessible io
the new premier—of the leading men among his
party ; he had no more extended choice. Within
that limit, the selection has been wpon the whole
judicious, and the distribution of offices discreot :
altogether, care has been taken to aveid intrusiing
offices to men notoriously anfit, or placing men in
power where their mere names might _hme‘cnv
alarm. At first there was some surmise of §
Peel uniting two oflices, according to precedent
and being both Premier and Chaneellor of the Fax-
chequer ; the actnal arrangement is perhaps better,
thopgh many would have preferred Peel to Goul
bourn, on the principle of the first man of the party
to the most difficult office. 'The mere dry office
business of the Finance Minister, indeed, will be
quite sufficient to occupy one head, theugh it were
the best that could be found. Even in the matler
of finance the chief minister will be all the more of-
ficient for having his attention fres from details.
But the division of offices is yet more important as
an earnest that Sir Robert Peel means to keep him-
self disengaged in the performance of his chief fanc-
tion as the director of the whole—that he intends to
give the country what it has l'af:l\ud for many a year,
an acting Prime Minister. "That is a policy which,
thoronghly carried out, may go to supply the
defects inherent in the materials which he can com-
mand. The “ country,” that is the constituencies,
have transferred the power of government from its
late holders, not to the party of gentlemen who bave
consented to be Sir Robert Peel’s coadjutors—not
even, it may be gathered lfom the thousand passing
remarks of the election days, to the Duke of Wel-
linglon—but to Sir Rebert Peel and to none other ;
by retaining to himself. thorefore, a complete mas-
tery of his cabinet, he will the better fulfil the ex-
vectation of * the country ;" and at the same time
lu‘ will be better able to perform his delicate and
difficalt task than if he reposed any share of his
power in the hands of men with varying views, in
many cases probably, nay inevitably, less discreet
than his own. ‘The new minister’s field of labour
is now before him; his tools are in his hand. He
enters upon the task, he says with confidence, but
with an awful sense of respousibility. In both par-
ticulars he is right. He never had so much power
as be has at this moment : rivals have died off, be-
come saperannuated, or been outgrown by his own
increasing reputation : be has guined additional in-
fluence by the refusal of place burdened with dero-
gatory conditio as in 1837, and by the more po-
pular dispositions which he has exhibited in the in-
terval—the reckless and eager of his own party fear
him more, the people less. e never bad such an
opportunity ; for he has to satisfy a people who
have been satisfied with promises in proportion as
they have heen starved in deeds. Hae never had so
much difficulty, for it is not party excitement with
which he has now to deal, but with a country's ruin
or salvation, amidst large and imminent dangers
and powerful coniflicting interests. He never had
#0o much expected of him : he succeeds to a minis-
try who have accustomed the people to the expec-
tation of political advancement, to the exercise of
popular power, and to deference from the *“ con-
stitated authorities ;" and he has himself boasted of
what the “* Conservative' party, his own creation,
ean do—how they are to reconcile the popnlar ap
petita for improvement -with the old affection for
existing forms and institations, Ile proclaims, and
common sense anticipates the proclamation, that
the old tory rule is not to be restored—it has passed
away for ever. 'T'he decade of Wing rule, with all
ita brilliant intentions and all its weaknesses, is like-
wise closed. ‘I'he ** Conservative” party. the new
iuvention in politics, heir to the virtues bt not to
the vices of the Torice, now claims to try its hand
at settirg straight all that is out of joint in the world

The people look on, not without solicitnde, to see
the eharacters which are to be first inscribed in the
new blank page of histoty.
CHINESE EXPEDITION

OBJECTS.
(From the Monthly Summary of the Bombay Times. )

The policy to be pursued by the new expedition
is nearly as much the revorse s possible of that pre-
viously persisted in. The strictest blockade along
the southern and western coast will immediate ly be
instituted.  No ships will be permitted to enter or
1o leave the river. Peace and war cannot co-exist ;
and we have now for the first time to teach the Chi-
nese that we are really in earnest; that we are not
paltering with them in a double sense—battering
their forts, and more than paying for the damage
we have done by the enormous prices given in Epe-
cie for their teas. Great care will be taken to avoid
unnecessarily irritating the people of Canton, who
are understood to be on the whole favourably dis-
posed towards the English. Itis not with a help.
less populace, but with an arrogant nation, that we
wage war. The expedition after this will sail north-
ward and occupy the beautiful island of Amoy,
deeply in the mainland opposite the middle of the
great Island of Formosa, ~ From thia a part of the
foree will proceed in the direction of Chusan, which
will not, however, we believe, be taken possession
of tilla good many months hence—the sickness
having been so prevalent last September and Octo-
ber, that it is considered better to let these months
pass over before we trast our troops into a locality
where last season so many of them found graves.
Ning-po. however, on the mainland opposite Chu-
san, will be occupied as a place where communica-
tion with the interior, and good provisions may pro-
hably be secured, and whence a descent on Chu-
san can easily be made whenever such a measure is
considered expedient.  Here and at Anioy the ex-
pedition will remain for six months—the delay at
home of making the new appointwents afier Adini-
ral Elliot's resignation had been intimated, and his
namesake’s misconduct admitted, having cost us
another year. 8o soon s the tempests blow over,
and the Yellow Sea becomes again accessible, the
plenipotentiary will proceed in person to Pekin, ac-
companied by the greater part of the sqnadron as
far as ehips of such burthen can be navigated in
safety, and will probably have bis first interview
with the emperor under the sixty-eight pounder bat-
teries of the Nemesis, Phlegethon, Proserpine, and
Pluto, iron steamers. Ulterior measures after this,
of course, must as yet be matters of conjecture, but
what has been just stated, so far as it extends, may,
we think, be relied on.

The intention, of course, is to conipel instant in-
deronification for all our public and private losses ;
compensation for the expense of the expedition re-
quired to constrain their own insanity, and to chas-
tiso their crimes ; with a full and ample stonement
for the insults which we have endured at their hands,
These thinge refer alone to the past. Tlhe plenipo-
tentiary is authorised to insist on such commercial
treaties as shall insure the maintenance of trade on
an equitable footing for the luture, 8o as to avoid
the chance of such misurderstandings and collisions
as those which have already occurred, or the neces-
sity of sach rough remedies as that just about to be
applied to cure them. Of course with a power
which recognises no virtue in treaties—no obliga-
tion in the most sacred agreements longer than they
are considered beneficial to itself ;—which, from the
emperor downwards to the meanest mandarin, is
not only false as the father of lies, but ostentations
and proud of falsehood : no merely diplomatic do-
cament, however minute,.edn avail- us: and force
or fear alone must compel observance. We cannot
for ever keep our fleet in the China seas 1o protect
us from treachery ; and therefore we are left no al-
ternative but to seize and retain portions of territo-
vy adequate 1o protect ourselves against the prac.
tice of those principles of anivereal bad faith which
the Chinese have chosen to prescribe to themselves
in all pablic ng , in ¢ inction to
the rest of the human race thronghout the earth

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PROPOSED FIXED LIGHT ON TIHE
GOODWIN SANDS,

The Downs, for the improvement of the naviga-
tion of whieh this new project is formed, are, as
our readers are no_doubt aware, sbout 8 miles in
length and six in widih, except whena W, 8. W,
wind blows on the Goodwin Sands. On the ent.
side of this channel, on a line parallel with the vil.
lage of Upper Deal, are the Goodwin Sands, which
are divided into two parts, but the channel between
these parts is navigable by small boats only. The
length of these sands from the Sonth Sand head, op-
posite Walmer Castle, to the north opposite the
North Foreland, is nearly ten miles. and the breadth
about two.  T'he material of which they are com-
posed is soft, porous, and tenacious. flare millions
of property have been swallowed up, and thonsands
of lives Jost.  When the water is oft, these banks
become firm and hard ; but the moment the tide be.
gins to cover them they are again soft, and shift to
and fro with the waves,

About fifty years since, the Trinity House divect.
| ed it attention to the practicability of erecting a
| lighthouse upon these sands, and sent down seyeral
experienced engineers ; but the design was doemed
impracticable, and abandoned, A floating-light,
was, however, placed at the back of the North
Sand-head.
