Bethea, who had been drinking hen- 
vily shot the porter through the heart 
killing him instantly.

Prdductlon of the toil.
The homesteads in the river valley 

are conclusive evidence of the product­
iveness of the soil and fine climatic 
conditions; the latter always an Im­
portant feature in the full realisation 
and success of the crop production. 
For many years past there has been 
a great shortage in help on the farms. 
Thousands of farmers' sons have gone 
from the old homestead in the valley 
from 1373 to the 1880. largely to the 
United States, since that period the 
emigration has been divided between 
the U. S. and the western provinces 
of the Dominion, more largely to the 
latter, on the harvest excursions; and 
while there have taken up homesteads 
or found employment in other activi­
ties. During these periods it was dif­
ficult to supply their places and help 
on the farm has been at a premium. 
With the Introduction of petter market 
facilities and an opportunity to share 
In the activities of life which they 
would create a better condition of 
things would exist. Our sturdy sons 
and daughters would be content to 
remain with us adding to the wealth 
of the country by their labors, and In­
creasing the number of homesteads by 
subdivisions of the old farm. A cen­
sus of the farms of the river valley 
If taken today would probably show 
about six farms to the mlle.The length 
of the valley from St. John *to 
Falls being about 225 miles, would 
give us 1350 farms, fronting on the 
river, on Its western bank, allowing 
for breaks on Its eastern shore, oc­
casioned by the rivers which empty 
Into the main one, we will probably 
And about 1200 farms on its eastern 
bank, a total of 2550 farms. Then we 
may safely add at least 1000 farms sit­
uated on the second tier of lots, mak­
ing a total of 3555. all under cultiva 
tlon and producing a mixed husbandry. 
It Is to be regretted that there are 
no available statistics, as to the pro­
duction of these farms, as separate 
from the general agricultural statistics 
published by the agricultural depart­
ment as to the whole province. Of 
some things, however, we may be cer­
tain, that when the time arrives that 
good facilities are offered for goods 
in reaching the markets our people 
will not be slow to avail themselves of 
so great an advantage. Once given ev­
en terms with other sections of the 
province, as to market conditions and 
our river valley farmers will give a 
good account of themselves. The pos­
sibilities of the valley, which few of 

u us now can foresee will then become 
more apparent. All the lines of farm 
husbandry will be pursued. To a very 
much greater extent the production 
of beef, bacon, lamb, poultry and eggs 
would be doubled; the potato 
one easy of exportation, can and would 
be Increased to a great extent. The 
dally herds would be largely Increased

which we are now entirely excluded. A 
large proportion of the hay now ship 
ped to market could be better util­
ized In the feeding of stock on the 
farm; thus enriching the farm, as to 
soil conditions and the farmer as well. 
Our orchards would be very much In­
creased, we should have more fertil­
ization to apply to that acreage, and 
the whole question of fruit growing 
would become an Important ehapter 
because of the possibilities of 
marketing during the winter months. 
The fruit growing area of the river 
valley can be measured by the hun­
dreds of thousand of acres and its 
possibilities of fruit production no one 
can at present foresee under better 
conditions. The production of small 
fruits for which the southern part of 
the valley Is now noted, would be 
greatly increased ; because of the pos­
sibilities to reach the markets outside 
of the province, such as Halifax, Mont­
real and Toronto, with despatch. And 
in prices would be double to that of 
our home markets at certain stages of 
the picking seasons.

Under this heavy drain It cannot be 
supposed that these figures can be 
maintained. It Is a fact, however, 
that the growth of lumber throughout 
the entire district of the St. John 
valley is very rapid; possibly more 
so than many people recognize. It is 
within easy proof that spruce deal 
logs. 20 feet In length. 11 inches at 
the top. and white pine of similar 
length and 14 Inches at the top has 
been grown in sixty years. I mention 
tills for the encouragement of the boys 
on the farm, who may find parts of 
the old homesteadHHHHBÉMMH 
cultivation and which may very profit­
ably be set apart for reforest rat Ion;

Oldfield "wizard of the track" proved 
his right today to the title of world's 
speed king by breaking three world's 
records. Including two which experts 
long since figured would stand for 
many years.

On the hard surface of the Dayton's 
Reach, driving his 200-horsepower 
Banz, with which he, a week ago, broke 
the world's mile record at a speed 
equalling 181.73 miles an hour, Old­
field today covered two miles in 55.85, 
about three seconds better than the 
previous world's record, made by Dem; 
ogeot, of Paris, on the Dayton's track 
In 1906. Thirty minutes later, Old­
field drove against the world's kilame- 
tre record of 17.76 seconds made by 
Hemery on the Broolrtands (England) 
track. He shot past the starting line 
like a meteor and finished the dis­
tance in 17.04. The third record es­
tablished by Oldfield was the one-mile 
stock chassis mark of 40.35 In a Knox.

IS II DISEASE
Eskoskantetragamy They Call 

it, and This Man lias it Bad­
ly—Was Married Thirty-four 
Times.

New York, March 23—The polyga­
mist, or. to be precise, the eikoaikalt- 
etragamlat, Arthur F. Zimmerman, 
known also as the Baron von Lichten­
stein. was sentenced yesterday in tlv5 
Kings County Court to a term of at 
least four years and eight months or 
possibly nine year» and six months In 
Blag Sing. Judge Dike in giving sen­
tence said that Zimmerman had mar­
ried twenty-four women since 1872 
aud that he hod married eleven ot 
them in one year.

Zlmemrman isn’t the sort of man in 
appearance one would think tould find 
twenty-four women to marry him. Hu 
Is about five feet ten inches tall, Is 
stocky and has a grizzled neard. He 
Is not far from fifty years old. He 
lays his uneasiness to a high utrung 
temperament which won’t allow him 
to stick by one wife for more than a 
year or two.

The charge upon which Zimmerman 
was convicted a week ago .vas not big­
amy, but perjury. After his last, ex­
cursion Into matrimony he ran away 
to Canada and when the authorities 

-here began to look tor him on the 
complaint of Mrs. Louise Hahl, a dress­
maker of 466 East Thirty-second St., 
Flatbush, they found that the extradi­
tion treaty between the United States 
and Great Britain didn’t provide for the 
handing over of bigamists.

Committed Perjury.
But District Attorney Clark of 

Kings county figured that Zimmerman 
had committed perjury in signing Hie 
application for his latest marriage II 
cense and that he could be extradited 
on that charge. The sentent*■* yester­
day was about as heavy as Judge Dike 
could make It on a conviction of per­
jury. The bigamy charge can never 
he pressed under the stipulations ot 
the extradition treaty. ’

Before Judge Dike passed sentence 
he asked Harry Howard Dale, attorney 
for Zlmemrman. 
say. Dale said 
Court said he doubted if the prisoner 
had either. But after every sentence 
or so of Judge Dike’s preliminary re­
marks the bogus baron raised hîF head 
as though he had objections to make. 
Zimmerman didn’t offer to speak. This 
Is what Judge Dike said: -

“You have been convicted of the 
crime of perjury, but hack of this 
charge is the more serious one, so far 
as It affects the lives of many people, 
namely bigamy. You thought that in 
Canada you would be safe from the 
law, but you forgot the perjury that 
you committed In obtaining the license 
In Kings county to marry your last 
Victim.

"Marriage with you was not only a 
habit, It was a disease, and when, as 
In your case. It wae accompanied with 
elements of high finance in always 
securing from your victims all the 
cash they possessed In the world, your 
arrest and conviction become a posi­
tive boon to the community at large.

“Apparently you have operated In 
very many States in marrying various 
women, and you began as early as 
1872. Your life has practically been 
passed in marrying, securing the 
property of and leaving your victims 
In order to seek another.

"From your own confession to de­
tectives in the jail just now twenty- 
four women have been victimized by 
you, eleven of whom have children by 
you, one of them twins. It will be 
impossible probably ever to know how 
much money you have secured in this 
way. By checks and other evidence 
we find that you have obtained money 
apparently to go into business and 
then have disappeared."

Zimmerman is father of nineteen 
children, some of whom were born In 
Germany. Thirteen of his wives he 
married there prior to his coming to 
this country in 1876. The year before 
he left Germany he married eleven 
women. Judge Dike’s list carried the 
record down to the present and in­
cludes his two latest wives. Emily 
Groliam, whom he married In 1904. 
and Louisa Hahl, whom he married 
last April. When Zimmerman left 
Mrs. Hahl he chanced to leave behind 
an old letter from Mrs. Grohman. and 
It was this which opened Mrs.H Hahl's 
eyes and Induced her to complain 
against her erstwhile husband.

Zimmerman said that his father 
spent his life In a good deal the same 
way. He was married twenty times. 
"But my father,” said he, “was found 
dead in bed In a New Jersey hotel 
with a dagger sticking in his heart.""

"that company, as stated in the newspapers, to establish 
“a line of ocean-going, steamers from that port.

“All European traffic controlled by the Canadian 
"Pacific is worked through Montreal and Quebec in sum- 
"mer and St. John and Halifax in the winter, and while 
"we recognize the fact that during the winter season 
"foreign business might be handled through Boston or 
"Providence to better advantage than to St. John and 
“Halifax, by reason of the shorter distance and the more 
"favorable climatic conditions, we consider that a steam- 
"ship company which has the advantages of Montreal and 
"Quebec in the summer should not ignore the Canadian 
"seaports during the winter, although the voyage- ac­
counts in the winter season show debit balances against 
“the steamers more often than is agreeable.

“There will be no change in the policy of the Cana- 
"dian Pacific in this connection; it will continue to 
"handle its export business via Canadian ports, no mat- 
“ter what advantages may be held out by New York, 
“Providence or Boston.”

While it may be hoped that Canadian winter ports 
will in the end be vindicated from a commercial point 
of view strong argument is here given for the Canadian 
Pacific policy of using these ports even though New Eng­
land should offer some advantage, 
railways have received some government assistance and 
favor. All of them have the use of the St. Lawrence 
ports in summer. They all have business reasons as 
well as patriotic motives for seeking to build up and 
develop Canadian interests. The Canadian Pacific has 
not found its Canadian policy as a whole unprofitable. It 
has built up an enormous business, created a magnificent 
property, and is regarded as a remarkably successful, 
and wisely administered corporation. Us policy of us­
ing Canadian ports for its trans-Atlantic trade, and ot 
establishing steamship services to njeet its trains at 
these ports, is not only fair to the country, but a source of 
prestige to the company itself. The Grand Trunk Com­
pany lias always used Portland. It was the hope of 
the advocates that the Grand Trunk Pacific extension 
east, west and north would make the company more 
Canadian. Unfortunately It seems to be working the 
other way, since traffic to be gathered by the new 
agency in the west Is destined for New England ports.

Such is the statement of Van Felson, made not only 
on oath in court, but also at different times to throe 
different people.

Mr. Bondreah swore that he got no money from Van 
Felson, and that he was in Ottawa on the day that the 
money was alleged to have been paid him in Quebec. As 
against this a clerk named Lawrence employed in the 
bank at the time testified that he knew Boudreault, and 
saw him that dly at the bank with the manager.

In the slander suit Judge Lemieux charged In favor 
of the plaintiff. But the Jury found unanimously for 
the defendant. Van Felson. They did not, as in another 
case, say that both were right, but gave a decision which 
seems to say that Van Felson's statements were true.

Washington, March 23.—Represen­
tative Alexander of Buffalo headed a 
large delegation representing the 
white pine Interests, the grain Inter­
ests and nearly all of the manufactur­
ing concerns from Duluth to the At­
lantic ocean on the Canadian border, 
that called upon Secretary of State 
Knox today to present a combined ap­
peal to him to avert a tariff war with 
Canada.

LOCAL Purlin, the feast of Esther, which is 
a day of feasting with the lews, be­
gins at sunset this evenin 
vices will be conducted in 
synagogue tomorrow morning at 9 o' 
clock, consisting of readings Horn the 
Book of Esther.

Speaking with a Standard reporter 
last evening, Rabbi Amdur said that 
everyone acquainted with the Book oi 
Esther knows its origin and why the 
Jews are celebrating the day. The 
Biblical Book of Esther tells the beau­
tiful story of the redemption of ibe 
Jews about 485, B. C. from utter de­
struction by the design of 
king of vain and cruel disposition. 
By the preception, beauty and 
ment of Esther, a Jewess tiueen to 
King Ahasurous. the restoration ot 
the Jews was established.

Although the name of God docs not 
appear in the whole book the Jews 
having implicit faith In God, that all 
good came to them was asciibed to 
Providential guidance. The drama in 
the Book of Esther is superb, because 
there is no miracle perform- <1 by any 
prophet, saint or priest, 
natural combination of things.

Originally it appears tha' the feast 
was much less of a religious period 
than of a secular character. It was 
instituted as a day of thanksgiving 
for God's loving kindness by the peo 
pie sending presents to one another 
and destrlbutlng gifts to the poor, and 
as a day of social aspect. Cradually 
it assumed a religious character, or 
dallied by the men of the great synod, 
of which Mordecal was a member.
The Jews now celebrate it for the 
lessons it imparts.

Mordecla, a Jew, learns that the 
life of the king, a heathen, is in dan­
ger from two of his life guards, who 
conspired against him. He hastens to 
give him warning in time. The king's 
life is saved tor which the .lew is 
well rewarded, while Hainan. his ad­
versary on the other hand harbors 
hatred for Mordecal and contrives to 
destroy him and all his people.

In his superstitious pusillanimity 
he fears to proceed before he easts 
lots to find at what time lit- could suc­
ceed best. The lot. Purlm. vll to the 
13th day of Adar, and ultimately he 
falls in his efforts and falls into the 
snare he laid for Mordec.n. He was 
hanged on the gallows which lie pre­
pared for Mordecal and the Jews were 
saved.

Continuing the Rabbi said that the 
Purlm teaches the lesson that the life 
of every human being must be re­
spected und protected, be it of Jew, 
Christian or heathen, and hatred and 
prejudice lu the present, as In the 
past, condemned. Loyalty and equality, 
he said, will ultimately find its merit 
ed reward. Just as wickedness will 
meet with punishment. The celebra­
tion is the victory of right over might 
und the triumph of truth over supersti­
tion and bigotry.

The results of the New York city

Rev. T. Hunter Boyd Advocates Method Followed 
In American Oties—Ladies In Charge For One 
Day Supervise Work of Cleaning Streets and 
Alleys—Everybody Gets Busy.

New England Forecast.
Washington, D. C., March 23.—Fore­

("St. John should get in line with 

other cities and have a civic house 
cleaning bee some day this spring." 
said Rev. J. Hunter Body, the min- 
sionary of the anti-tuberculosis cam­
paign to The Standard last evening. 
"In many American cities where the 
ladies have taken charge of things 
for a day, and cleaned up the streets, 
squares and alleys as men have nev­
er learned to clean them since time 
began, the effects have been surpris 
ing. No city that has once been sub­
jected to a thorough house cleaning 
process at the fair hands of the la­
dies ever lapses back into the old 
condition of dirty streets and malod­
orous alleys.

“Canadian cities have not as yet 
gone In for civic house cleaning bees, 
though Montreal proposes to have one 
this spring. But in not a few American 
cities it is an important ceremony— 
a function which the ladles take hold 
of with as much zest as they give to 
the annual spring cleaning of their 
homes.

“It is the one day In the year upon 
which the ladles take an active part in 
civic affairs, and they certainly wield 
their brooms with greater effect than 
mere man wields the power of the 
ballot. One day suffices the ladies to 
accomplish what men for generations 
have been trying in vain to do.

When 
cleaning
selves masters of the ceremony. They 
place the city under martial law, and 
make proclamation that every able

bodied, citizen, male or female, rich 
or poor, wise or otherwise, shall for 
one day be subject to service as a 
sweeper of streets and cleanser of al­
leys.

‘'Officers are appointed by the vari­
ous women’s clubs, to see that the resi­
dents of the different districts clean 
the streets, alleys and back yards of 
their neighborhoods. Their word is 
the law and the prophets, and no man 
or woman Is exempt from civic duty 
on that day. Every street, every nook 
and crook, of the city Is swept as 
clean as brooms can sweep them, and 
every cart in the city is pressed into 
service to remove the dirt, 
ladles direct operations and, as they 
have vigilant eyes, the civic house 
cleaning must be thorough.

“In a city like San Francisco, where 
public spirit is well developed, the 
annual spring cleaning has assumed 
the character of a public festival. The 
lady marshals, with their corps of 
inspectors, march through the streets 
with colors flying and bands playing. 
High dignitaries of church and state, 
bankers and brokers, .senMtora and 
city fathers, bear a hand with shovel 
or broom along with grimy sons of 
Italy; and wealthy dames, and society 
beauties wield the broom alongside 
the weary laborer's wife.

“Of course, concluded Mr. Boyd, not 
everybody is sufficiently public spirit­
ed to take an active part in this cere­
mony, but everybody is considered 
liable to such service, or to such fines 
of the ladles choose to impose, or can 
hone to enforce by social ostracism.”

Exports Amounting to$25,000 
Invoiced at U. S. Consulate 
Yesterday—Record Figures 
Show Tariff War Still Feared

BISCUITThe first party of Immigrants who 
are to settle on the ready-made farms 
established in western Canada under 
the scheme which Sir Thomas Shaugh- 
nessy, president of the C. P. R., an­
nounced during his recent visit to 
England, will sail from Liverpool on 
the Empress of Britain tomorrow and 
will arrive here about April 1st.

The party comprises thirty married 
men and their wives and children. Al­
though they are to take up farming in 
this country, they are not all farmers, 
but are men who have been following 
a variety of occupations.

The C. P. R. agents on the other 
side have exercised great care in the 
selection of this party. Good charac­
ter, strength, a determination and real 
willingness for work have been the 
main qualifications, preference being 
given to agricultural men or men who 
have wives and families and are pos­
sessed of a capital of about 31,000.

The farms prepared for this party 
are in the western irrigation block, 
near Calgary.

In view of the possibility of the 
United States maximum tariff going 
into effect against Canadian products 
on March 31, St. John exporters are 
rushing shipments to the states. Yes­
terday the value of the exports from 
this port invoiced by the American 
consulate here, amounted to $26,000.

This is 
probably
made to the states from this port in 
any one day. If it represented an 
average daily shipment St. John ex­
ports to the states would amount to 
$7,500,000 a year, or more than the 
total shipments from the whole pro-

The customs authorities also report 
a considerable increase in imports 
from the United States, though the 
increase is not so marked as in the 
case of exports. There are two more 
or less satisfactory explanations of 
this. In the first place the Americans 
seem to entertain a stronger hope of 
an amicable adjustment of the difficul­
ty than Canadians do; and in the sec­
ond place, they no doubt assume that 
even if a tariff war comes Canada 
will allow some time to elapse before 
Imposing a surtax on American pro-

At the same time not a few Amer­
ican manufacturers are making the 
most of the present situation. An un­
usually large number of American 
commercial travellers have visited St 
John in the past few weeks.
