AALWAY TIED
UP BY GRZED
PASSENGER

Three Killed In Fight Which
Held Up Traffic On Baltimore
And Ohio Railway Last
Night.

DESPERADO IS AMONG
THE DEAD

Wilmington, Del., Mar. 28.—An exeit-
ing fight in which three men were kill-
ed occurred on a northbound Baltl-
more and Ohio R. R. train today. It be-
gan at Newark, Del, and ended in this
city. Several persons were wounded
in the affray which occurred at the
Delaware avenue station here upon
the arrival of the train at 5.17 o'clock.
The dead are:

0. E. Wellman, aged 40 years, of
Philadelphia, conductor of the train;
Samwel Williams colored, aged 6Hq
years, Pullman porter, whose home is
sald to have been In Jersey City; J.
H. Bethea, aged 40 years, of Dillon,
8. C

The injured:

John O. Wiley, aged 40 years, a
park guard of Wilmington, shot in the
hand and leg.

Matthew Haley, a citizens of Wilm-
ington, shot in the leg.

Others were grazed by flying bullets.

The triple tragedy was the result
of an altercation between Bethea,
who was a passenger and Willlams,
the porter in the Pullman parlor car
1 Mercury.

The car was bound from Washing-
ton to Jersey City.

1 Drinking Heavily.

Bethea, who had been drinking hea-
vily shot the porter through the heart
killing him instantly. When Conduc-
tor Wellman saw the porter fall and
ran to the scene to remonstrate with
the passenger who still held the smok-
ing revolver in his hand. Bethea fired
a second shot into the colored man’s
body. Then without a word, Bethea
shot Wellman through the heart.

The conductor fell dead in his
tracks. When the desperado fired the
conductor threw up his right arm to
protect himself. The bullet struck his
arm and continuing plunged through
his body and lodged in his heart,

Before the passengers could inter-
fere, Bethea barricaded himself in the
toilet room of the Pullman car and
threatened to kill the first person who
approached. Meanwhile the train reach
ed Wilmington. When it came into the
uul:lon. a hurry call was sent to the
police station. A squad of patrolmen
headed by Police Captains ?('.ne and
Evens and reinforced by park guards
and a posse of citizens and trainmen
ran to the scene.

Police called upon Bethea to sur-
render. In answer, he opened the
door of the toilet room a short dis-
tance and opened fire én the police
and the crowd with an sutomatic re-
volver. Chief of Police Black, who!
also rushed to the railroad station,
dodged behind an express office on the
train floor just in time to escape sev-
eral bullets. Bethea s believed to
have had at least one hundred

Within the past few days, at the re
quest of Mr. Robinson he had vigited
three bridges, but he confessed that
he had no real kuowledge of the work
done, As showing the recklessness ot
McKenzie's “evidence,” he sald last
Monday he visited Fred Steeves bridge
which had been repaired at a cost ot
$2342, He sald the only work done was
the top covering, and he was willing to
do the job for $1560. Structural Super
intendent Hoar, foreman John Gar
land and Mr. Dickson, M. P, P, ench
testifled that the top covering was the
smallest part of the work done on this
structure., Kxtensive repairs were
made to the abutments and approach,
e, Their testimony wag substantiated
by vouchers and records. Then Mac-
Kenzle in the face of this indisputable
evidence still adhered to his “opinion”’
that nothing but the top covering was
done. The committee nearly lost its

atience with the witness, even as they
ad lost confidence in his word, Mc
Renzle fusinunted graft in this con
nection, asserting that more lumber
was charged for than was used, Vouch-
ers were produced and also cheques,
and it was shown to be impossible that
any third party could secure a rake-off
under the present system as the audi-
tor makes out the cheques payable
only to the order of the dealer or work-
man,

the constitutional relutions, and it
has by no means ceased, In this deves
lopment progress had not gone dar In
advance of necessity, but it {s not difs
fleult to realize the immediate Lmports
ance of organizing the Empire upon
a more comprehensive, permunent and
stable basly,

In concluding his address Mr. Bor-
den ndvocated an adequate celebration
in a few years of the completition of
a century of peace beween Great Hris
tain and the United States, He declar.
ed that “Canada is unseparably united
to the great Kmpire which owns o
proud alleglance to King Bdward, the
Peacemaker,” but was also in many
ways closely assoclated with this
glorious republie.

In addition to Mr. and Mrs. Borden,
a number of state officlals, presidents
of several Ganadian Clubs of Canada,
and prominent former British citizens
wete guests of the ¢lub. Dr, Neil Mc-

Mr. S. L. Peters In Interesting Paper Deals With Possibilities -
Of Country Watered By Far Famed River—0f Enormous
Possibilities In The Development Of Its Field, Forest And

Mineral Wealth.

(By 8. L. Peters.)

The St. John river, often referred
to as the Rhine of America, is pro-
bably one of the most beautiful in
eastern Canada. Taking Its source in
the state of Maine, it flows east, and
south and east for some 400 miles,
emptying into the harbor of 8t. John.
On its way to the ocean its waters
have a direct fall at Grand Falls of
70 feet. ‘And the total fall from the
basin above the falls to that two miles
below the falls is 1756 feet. At its
mouth its waters pass through the
narrow gorge known as the reversible
falls, because of the water running
both ways at different times of tide in
the harbor. This peculiar phenomena
is occasioned by a ledge of rock ly-
ing entirely across the river at this
point, and actually forms a submerged
dam holding in check to a large ex-
tent the full flow of the river while
the tide is ebbing in the harbor. And
from high to low water in the harbor
the water is rushing through Kkhe
with great volume and force.
During the seven hours of ebb tide the
ater level of the river at Indiantown

is lowered some three feet, and is
noticeable as far up the river as
Springhill, 90 miles away, by a fall of

some four inches. Floodtide in the har-
bor, which lasts about -five hours,
brings the water back again, and once
hing the level of the river causes

Without doubt there is no inland coun-
ty in New Brunswick where nature
bestowed her gifts more bount-
eously than in this favored county.
The soil is abundantly rich in plant
food, very easily worked, comparative-
ly free from stone, and yields abund-
. The one drawback to greater
cegs for those living on the west-
ern side of the river is the want of
better transportation facilities. Farm
produce from this section can only
reach the railway at three points—
Florenceville, Hartland and Wood-
stock, distance between Florenceville
and Woodstock, 24 miles, with one
erossing between. Beside the haul to
the river from thé farms the distance
to accessible station is very consider-
able, and prevents profitable shipment
of heavy produce, such as hay, pota-
toes, etc. From Woodstock to West-
field, the valley is entirely . without
rallway facilities, except at Frederic-
ton. The distance between these
points is about 137 miles. Throughout
the entire distance the country is
closely settled, farm holdings from
one to two hundred acres In extent,
practically no waste land, well culti-
vated farms, with comfortable homes
on every side, but not progressing as
they might on account of poor market
facilities, Hay crops are abundant for
increased development in the live
stock interest; with plenty of land
for pasturage, all the usual farm
crops are being produced, and may be
increased to any desirable extent
when conditions will warrant inéreas-
ed productions. On the uplands the
soil conditions are fair to good; while
the large percentage of interval lands
are exceedingly fruitful and He al

the river bauks, and islands l:' e

a section of country as that of the
St. John Valley, which naturally of-
fers greater promise from an agricul-
tural standpoint. The rich interval
lands producing large crops from
year to year, thousands of acres of
which never receive fertilization ex-
cept that which the spring freshet may
deposit, is a source of untold wealth,
and when coupled with fair' to good
conditions, the owners may well think
twice before parting with them.
Forest Wealth,

To our agricultural resources we
may very properly add those of the
forest, the valley of the St. John has
long been known as a lumber produe-
ing country. For generations passed,
the annual lumber cut of the river
district has averaged over one hun-
dred and fifty million feet a year.
Under this heavy drain it cannot be
supposed that these figures can be
maintained. It is a fact, however,
that the growth of lumber throughout
the entire district of the 8t. John
valley is very rapid; possibly more
80 than many people recognize. It is
within easy proof that spruce deal
logs, 20 feet in length, 11 Inches at
the top, and white pine of similar
length and 14 inches at the top has
been grown in sixty years, [ mention
this for the encouragement of the boys
on the farm, who may find parts of
the old homestead not required for
cultivation and which may very profit-
ably be set apart for reforestration;
and thus made a profitable investment
for the people. 1t is a very gratifying
fact, that this can be successfully ac-
complished, and any encouragement
that can be afforded or given by the
provincial government or a Provin-
cial Forestry Association should meet
with a hearty response. It is general
Iy conceded that under proper con-
servation conditions, and care in cut-
ting the timber when at it's best pay-
ing size, our forests may remain as a
valuable asset for generations to
come. It is important that this work
should be undertaken, as there is a
large amount of capital invested in
milling establishments on the river,
and the wage bills paid by the opera-
tors mean a great deal to all classes
of people; and any shrinkage occa-
sioned by neglect or otherwise, that
the lumber business would have to
stand would be keenly felt by all
classes of citizens,

Mines And Minerals.

In connection with the mines and
minerals, existing in the river valley,

|80 far as known, we first would draw

attention to the iron deposits existing
near Woodstock. These mines, some
years ago, were worked to a consider-
able extent. Smelters were establish-
ed, and wood largely used for fuel, the
pig lron produced was exceedingly val
uable, on account of the high class
steel which was produced, in it's refin.
ing process. Capable of being manu-
factured in the very best grades of
high class cutlery. For some reason,
these works have not been running for
some years, possibly the expense of
smelting the ore with wood as fuel and
no possibilities of securing coal at the
time made the production of the iron
too expensive to compete with profit,
with the products of other countries,
where coal could be conveniently se:
cured. Under more favorable trans-
portation facilities, where coal-could be
secured the mines could, no doubt, be
greatly developed, giving employment
to a large number of people and add:
ing to the solid wealth of the province.
T'he antimony mines in the county of
York at Lake (eorge, which are now
being worked to a greater extent than
formerly, and which gives great pro-

sfactory market| mige of continuous employment to an
cannot fail to note/fycreased number of people, and wealth

to the owners, and will also furnish
profit for transportation companies.
The granite quarries at Spoon Island,
lying in the counties of Kings and
Queens will always furnish a large
asset in the substantial resources of
he valley. These guarries have been
worked for almost a century, their
products can be seen everywhere in
New Brunswick, where solld masonry

| was essential to strength and perman-

ency of structure. The towers on
which rest the wire cables of the sus-
pension bridge at the Reversible Falls,
the plers of many of the bridges on the
I. C. R., particularly that of the Ham-
mond River bridge. The plers of the

| beautiful railway and passenger brid-

ges at Fredericton, are all the pro-
ducts of these quarries. It has been
used very largely indeed, for building
purposes in the cities and towns of
New Brunswick. Particularly in St
John. And many of our finest struct-
ures have been adorned and strength:
ened by its use. The basements of
our parliament and departmental build-
ings at Fredericton, are constructed
with this stone. The shipments to the
other provinces have been very con-
siderable, and will still go on. The
stones from these quarries have a con-
tinental reputation, not only for their
strength but for their possibilities ot
beauty and finish. Considerable quan-
tities have been shipped to the prov-
inces of Ontario and Quebec ag welt
as Nova Scotia, and to the several
states of the United States. It is eag-
erly sought for in the construction ox
sub-structures in all large railway
bridges, in the basement structures ox
our public bulldings. And we hope to
see it largely used In the sub-struct-
ures of the necessary bridges along the
line of the proposed Valley Rallway.
It is a favorite stone for mofiumental
purposes taking a high polish and re-
sisting the corroding effects of wea-
ther conditions. Should 8t. John be
fortunate enough to ever have a dry
dock established, these quarries mus?
furnish the necessary stone required.
Hundreds of thousands of tons have
already been quarried, and the supply
may be sald to be inexhaustible,
The Fisheries.

In summing up the resources of the
valley we ought not to forget the fish-
ing industry on the river, as glving
employment to a number of people,
abd from which a very considerable
amount of money Is realized. The
harbor fisheries at the mouth of the
river are exceedingly valuabl i}

and to supply home
from mu-': on its front.
‘Praduction of the Soil.

The homesteads In the river valley
are conclusive evidence of the product.
fveness of the sofl and fine climatic
conditions; the latter always an im-
portant feature in the full realization
and success of the crop production,
For years past there has been
A great shortage in help on the farms.
Thousands of farmers' sons have gone
from the old homestead in the valley
from 18738 to the 1880, largely to the
United States, since that period the
emigration has been divided between
the U. 8. and the western provinces
of the Dominion, more largely to the
latter, on the harvest excursions; and
while there have taken up homesteads
or found employment in other activi.
tles, During these periods it was dif-
ficult to supply their places and help
on the farm has been at a premium.
With the fntroduction of petter market
facilities and an opportunity to share
in the activities of life which they
would create a better condition of
things would exist. Our sturdy sons
and daughters would be content to
remiin with us adding to the wealth
of the country by their labors, and In-
creasing the number of homesteads by
subdlvisions of the old farm. A cen-
sus of the farms of the river valley
if taken today would probably show
about six farms to the mile.The length
of the valley from St. John “to Grand
Falls being about 225 miles, would
givée us 1350 farms, fronting on the
river, on its western bank, allowing
for breaks on its eastern shore, oc-
casioned by the rivers which empty
Into the main one, we will probably
find about 1200 farms on its eastern
bank, a total of 2550 farms. Then we
may safely add at least 1000 farms sit-
uated on the second tier of lots, mak-
ing a total of 3555, all under cultiva-
tion and producing a mixed husbandry.
It i1s (0 be regretted that there are
no available statistics, as to the pro-
duction of these farms, as separate
from the general agricultural statistics
published by the agricultural depart
ment as to the whole province, Of
some things, however, we may be cer-
taln, that when the time arrives that
good facilities are offered for goods
in reaching the markets our people
will not be slow to avall themselves of
80 great an advantage. Once given ey-
en terms with other sections of the
province, as to market conditions and
our river valley farmers will give a
good account of themselves, The pos-
sibilities of the valley, which few of
us now can foresee will then become
more apparent. All the lines of farm
husbandry will be pursued. To a very
much greater extent the production
of beef, bacon, lamb, poultry and eggs
would be doubled; the potato crop, as
one easy of exportation, can and would
be increased to a great extent, The
dairy herds would be largely increased
and with the manufacture of butter
and cheese, large supplies of milk
could be shipped to our cities, from
which we are now entirely excluded. A
large proportion of the hay now ship-
ped to market could be better util-
ized In the feeding of stock on the
farm; thus enriching the farm, as to
soil conditions and the farmer as well.
Our orchards would be very much in-
creased, we should have more fertil-
ization to apply to that acreage, and
the whole question of fruit growing
would become an important chapter
because of the possibilities of
marketing during the winter months.
The frult growing area of the river
valley can be measured by the hun-
dreds of thousand of acres and its
possibilities of fruit production no one
can at present foresee under better
conditions, The production of small
fruits for which the southern part of
the valley Is now mnoted, would be
greatly Increased; because of the pos-
gibilities fo reach the markets outside
of the province, such as Halifax, Mont-
real and Toronto, with despatch, And
in prices would be double to that of
our home marke at certain stages of
the picking seasons. The additlonal
possibilities of the river valley can
only be estimated on the future con-
ditions that await us in transportation
facilities. If those conditions are no
better in the immediate future it may
truthfully be said that the valley is
at its best just now. A good deal of
discouragement is being felt. We see
other sections in the province, not
nearly so good from many standpoints
as our own, but more prosperous than
we, because of better transportation.
The people in those sections of the
country seem to be more alert and
in a condition to take the advantages
of everyday market conditions. Farms
are of greater value because of the
poseibiiftiess to make money from
them. Everything takes on a brighter
hue, and the people work with great-
er zeal and heart when the money
making conditions are satisfactory.
There seems to be something in the
touch of greater activity to draw men
out. To inspire them to do their best,
The same people shut off from the out-
side world, for a large portion of the
year, lose heart, and get discouraged.

Such is a brief statement of present
conditions in the river valley. In the
consideration of which one might
greatly enlarge. The population of the
valley is sald to be in the vicinity of
100,000 souls, or almost one-third of
the entire population of the province,
Give to this large number of people
rallway facilities (such as are enjoy-
ed by other sections of the province)
to reach the markets at any season of
the year and the brightest era in New
Brunswick’s history will have been be-
gun,

There had been no agree-
ment made with any company. Under
part three the road could go to Grand
Falls and cqonnect with the Grand
Trunk Pacific if found advisable, as
the bill stated “some other point in
the county of Victoria” for a starting
point. The building of the rallwns
from Quebec bridge across Maine an
down through the St. John Valley
was the original proposal of McKenzie
and Mann in the bill introduced by
Mr. Pugsley in 1907. In introducing
this bill he (Hazen) had shown that
the route would be two hundred miles
shorter than by the G. T. P. and also
shorter than the C. P: R, (80 called)
“short line” and naturally such a
short route would be one which would
get the through freight from the west,

Mr. Tweeddale asked if there was
not a provision on the statutes of
Maine that there could be no road
built in Aroostook in the same terri-
tory as the Bangor and = Aroostook
Rallway.

Hon. Mr. Hazen said he had a let-
ter stating that the Quebec and New
Brunswick Raflway had a charter for
a road across Quebec and along the
same route proposed by the company
negotiating under part three of this
bill. Mr. Gould informed him that if
legislation ‘was put through, and an
arrangement made with his company,
he had assurances that the necessary
money for carrying out this project
would be forthcoming. The matter of
the building of the railway through
to Quebec was something which would
have to be safeguarded by the lieuten
ant governor in council in awarding
the contract and arranging the bond
guarantee,  Mr. Gould. had always
acted In a - straightforward manner
with him and had been honorable in
his dealings. He was a man who in-
spired him with confidence, and he
(Gould) would not make statements
that he could not back up.

Mr. Maxwell.

Maxwell said that the
Bangor and Aroostook charter in
Maine, which had been referred to,
provided that there should be no rail-
way built to parallel it within fifteen
miles of its line,

Mr. Robinson agreed it was not a
bad idea to have a line tapping the
Transcontinental systems at Quebec

This means that the company would
agree to raise ten thousand dollars a
mile, or about two million dollars, and
if that was done with the province
having first mortgage, it would go
a long way toward satisfying the peo-
ple that it was going to be a paying
proposition. Bullding of an electric
line would cost more than one for
steam use, but operation of an electric
line would cost less. Until the survey
and report of engineers on the route
was made, nothing could be done. The
government realized the gravity and
importance of this matter and the nec./
essity to safeguard the province's in-
terests,

Mr. Sweeney said he bad been in-
formed that it was practically an im-
possibility to build a line of railway
through that part of Maine which was
proposed to dadopt for this road.

The Contrary.
Hon, Mr, Hazen said that his infor-
mation which came from very relia-
ble sources was just to the contrary.
On resuming after recess, Mr. -Le-
gere (Westmorland), again urged the
extension to Grand Falls,
Col. Baker sald he had not spoken
often but the present was an occa-
sion when he felt he ought to say
a few words. He was in favor of the
road, but he realized that it was quite
a thing for the province to guarantee
$5,000,000. The valley of the St. John
was a fine country, and the people
had no rallways while almost every
other part of the country had all
the railways they wanted. He believed
the people of the valley were hard
working people and they should have
all the facilities they wanted to dis-
pose of their products. It would be a
good thing to have the road worked
by the Intercolonial, but it might be
difficult to find a company willing to
undertake the construction on the
terms demanded. Therefore the Gov-
ernment must find out some other
means of getting the road, and the
premier was doing the best he could.
He admired the premier who had the
respect of all and he deserved it.

Mr. Byrne.

Mr. Byrne said he had no objection
to operation by electricity., Probably
the day was not far distant when it
would be more generally used than at
present. He was aware that he had se-

THREE WORLD'S RECORDS
WOREN BY OLDFEL

Flies Over Daytona Track At
Rate Of Two Miles In 55.85
—Will Make Another Trial
Today.

Daytona, Fla., March 256.—Barney
Oldfield “wizard of the track” proved
his right today to the title of world’'s
speed king by breaking three world's
records, including two which experts
long since figured would stand for
many years,

On the hard surface of the Dayton’s
Beach, driving his 200-horsepower
Banz, with which he, a week ago, broke
the world’s mile record at a speed
equalling 131.73 miles an hour, Old-
fleld today covered two miles in 55.85,
about three seconds better than the
previous world's record, made by Dem:
ogeot, of Paris, on the Dayton's track
in 1906. Thirty minutes later, Old-
field drove against the world’s kilame-
tre record of 17.76 seconds made by
Hemery on the Brookiands (England)
track, He shot past the starting line
like a meteor and finished the dis-
tance in 17.04. The third record es-
tablished by Oldfield was the one-mile
stock chassis mark of 40.35 in a Knox.
The previous record was set by Lewis
Strang in a Fiat-46.30.

Although David Bruce Brown, Wal-
ter Christie George Robertson Ben
Kirscher and a number of other weli
known drivers with fast cars participa-
ted in today's races, Oldfield swept all
before him with a speed and daring
which proved that the “old-timer” is
better than ever. The consistency or
Oldfield’s work with his glant Benz
shows that no fluke can be held re-
sponsible for his great record for the
milé last week.

Oldfield will try to better the mile
record tomorfrow. and promises a mile
at the rate of 140 miles an hour,

New York, March 23.—The polyga-
mist, or, to be precise, the eikosikait-
etragamist, Arthur £, Zimmerman,
known also as the Baron von Lichten-
stein, was sentenced yesterday in the
Kings Coumty Court to a term of at
least four years and eight months or
possibly nine years and six months in
Sing Sing. Judge Dike in giving sen-
tence said that Zimmerman had mar-
ried twenty-four women since 1872
and that he had married eleven of
them in one year,

Zimemrman isn’t the sort of man in
appearance one would think could find
twenty-four women to marry him, He
is about five feet ten inches tall, is
stocky and has a grizzled neard. Heé
{8 not far from fifty years old. He
lays his uneasiness to a high strung
temperament which won’t allow him
to stick by one wife for more than a
year or two.

The charge upon which Zimmerman
was convicted a week ago was not big-
amy, but perjury. After his last ex-
cursion into matrimony he ran away
to Capnada and when the authorities
here began to look for him on the
complaint of Mrs. Louise Hahl, a dress.
muker of 466 East Thirty-sccond St
Flatbush, they found that the extradi-
tion treaty between the United States

Committed Perjury.

But District Attorney Clark of

Kings county figured that Zimmerman-

had committed perjury in signing the
application for his latest marriage i
cense and that he could be extradited
on that charge. The sentenc: yester-
day was about as heavy as Judge Dike
could make it on a conviction of per-
jury. The bigamy charge can never
be pressed under the stipulations of
the extradition treaty. .

Before Judge Dike passed sentence
he asked Harry Howard Dale, attorney
for Zimemrman, if he had anything to
gay. Dale said he hadn't, and the

Court said he doubted if the prisoner |

had either. But after every sentence
or so of Judge Dike's preliminary re-
marks the bogus baron raised his head
as though he had objections to make.
¥immerman didn’t offer to speak. This
is what Judge Dike said: —

“You have been convictgd of the
crime of perjury, but back of this
charge is the more serious one, so far
as it affects the lives of many people,
namely bigamy. You thonght that in
Canada you would be safe from the
jaw, but you forgot the perjury that
you committed in obtaining the license
in Kings county to marry your last
victim,

“Marriage with you was not only a
habit, it was a disease, and when, as
in your case, it was accompanied with
elements of high finance in always
securing from your victims all the
cash they possessed in the world, your
arrest and conviction become a posi-
tive boon to the community at large.

“Apparently you have operated in
very many States in marrying various
women, and you began as early as

1872. Your life has practically been
passed in marrying, securing the

property of and leaving your victims
in order to seek another.

“From your own confession to de-
tectives in the jail just now twenty-
four women have been victimized by
you, eleven of whom have children by

ou, one of them twins. It will be
mpossible probably ever to know how
much money you have secured in this
way. By checks and other evidence
we find that you have obtained money
apparently to go into business and
then have disappeared.”

Zimmerman is father of nineteen
children, some of whom were born in
Germany. Thirteen of his wives he
married there prior to his coming to
this country in 1876. The year before
he left Germany he married eleven
women. Judge Dike's list carried the
record down to the present and in-
cludes his two latest wives. Emily
Groham, whom he married in 1904,
and Louisa Hahl, whom he married
last April. When Zimmerman left
Mrs, Hahl he chanced to leave behind
an old letter from Mrs. Grohman, and
it was this which opened Mrs.H Hahl's
eyes and Induced her to complain
against her erstwhile husband.

Zimmerman saild that his father
spent his life in a good deal the same
way., He was married twenty times,
“But my father,” said he, “was found
dead In bed in a New Jersey hotel
with a dagger sticking in his heart.”

“Today the republic and the empire
stand forth as the two great democ-
racies of the world, It may be that
the system of responsible government
is not so abgolutely modern in its
origin as many have supposed. Not
long since the consul general of Chi-
na at Ottawa, a very learned scholar,
addressing the Canadian Club of that
city, told us that his country was
about to revert to parliamentary insti-
tutlons analagous to those which
China first enjoyed not less than
twenty-four hundred years ago. But
in the republic and in the empire the
principle of governme:t by the people
and for the people Las been develop-
ed to a higher degree und has appar-
entl been placed upon mere enduring
foundations than elsewhere in the
world. Your liberties affd ours were
secured by five centuries of struggle
before the thirteen states acquired
their independence of Great Britain.
You enjoy equally with us the rights
of Magna Charta and every guaran-
tee and safeguard which was secured
beyond the seas by vour fathers and
ours. Today in the Canadian parlia-
ment when the house is moved into
committee of supply, any member may
insist by speech or by amendment that
grievances shall be redressed before
supply shall be granted ;and upon
that motion every amendment is rele-
vant because every grievance must
first be considered. - This procedure
of parliament distinctly and foreibly
commemorates the struggle by which
your forefathers and ours first won
the right and the power to make their
own laws. Your liberties and ours
grew from the same seed, and are
rooted in the same soil.

Not Essential.
“l1 will not pause to dwell upon the

differences between your form of
government and our own. They are
ifmportant but not essential. We be-

lieve that under our system there is a
more immediate response to the will
of the people but we realize that in
your own their are correspondng ad-
vantage A Canadian appreciation
of your system cannot be better ex-
pressed than in the words of Sir John
\acDonald, uttered nearly half a cen-
tury ago:—-

“It is the fashion now to enlarge
upon the defects of the constitution
of the United States and I am not one
of these who look upon it as a fail-
ure. I think and believe that it is one
of the most skilful works which hu-
man intelligence ever created. It is
one of the most perfect organizations
that ever governed a free people. To
say that it has some defects is but to
say that it is not the work of Omnis-
ciense, but of human intellects.”

“So it may be said that our organ-
izations of government is in all great
essentials very much the same as your
own; but it may not be a miss to con-
sider for a moment how far the sys-
tem of government by the people and
for the people has justified itself in
these modern days. It cannot be de-
nied that here, as with us in Canada,
it had failed to fulfill the aspirations
and expectations of those who imag-
ined that all problems should be solv-
ed, that all folly would vanish, that
all wrong would be redressed when
once there had been confided to the
people the right of governing them-
selves through their own representa-
tives,

“On the other hand it may be said
with equal truth that under no sys-
tem hitherto known to the world has
the great mass of the people enjoyed
fuller measure of liberty, of hepe and
of opportunity than under that which
now prevails in your country and in
the British Dominions. It may be add-
ed that whether under the Stars and
Stripes or under the Union Jack the
people will usually obtain under this
system as honest, as efficient and us
wise government as in truth they
collectively deserve in the ultimate
analysis.

Not Enduring.

There are some who phophesy that
the institution of government by the
people will not be enduring whether,
in the United States or within the
British Empire., They affirm that in
the modern stress and strain of every
day life, in the tremendous competi-
tion which besets us more and more
in every walk and occupation, it is
impossible to expect that the strong,
progressive and intelligent elements
of the community will give to the
public affairs and to the service of
the state that measure of their ener-
gies, that vigilant attention and that

earnest and abiding interest without|

which no government can truly be of
the public. The criticism and the
prophecy, however, pessimistic they
may appear, deserve the most pro-
found attention from every lover of
his country and from every friend of
progress and liberty. Their justifica-
tion and fulfillment would mean that
these democracies will eventually re-
vert to a more absolute form of gov-
ernment in pure despair at conditions
which the present system must
bring to pass. [ believe with an un-
wavering confidence that liberty and
the right of self-government will be
justified of their children. But it is
not in the true interest of the people
to overlook the deficiencies of popular
government, whether in our country
or in your own.
Individual Responsibility.

Mr. Bryce in a series of thoughtful
and instructive lectures at Yale has
told us that these deficiencies are due

to three great causes, indolence, self-
interest and party spirit. Perhaps, I
am expressing the same idea in other
words, but to me it seems that the|
cause lies in the lack of moral earnest-|
ness, in the absence of a sense of in
dividual responsibility and in a certain|
spirit of soulless commercialism,
which has attended modern industrial
development, especially upon this con-
tinent, and which pardons everything
to success, Let us beware lest the
spirit of the market place dominate
too greatly our ideals. Let us never
forget that the life blood of the Com-
monwealth is to be found, not in its
abounding prosperity, but in its moral
earnestness, its ethical standards of
private and public life, and its spirit
of intelligent and unselfish patriotism.
By these it shall be judged and upon
these it must rely in the ultimate test.
The true ideals of demoeracy are im-
possible of attainmént unless the in-
dividual citizen realizes and accepts
his duty to the stat®. Individual re-
sponsibility for the good government
of the Commonwealth ought to be
learned at every mother's knee, taught
daily in the schools, preached contin-
ually from the pulpit and proclaimed
everywhere by the press,

Humanity has its imperfections and

| Your republic is a ve

shortcomings; therefore, democracy is
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not unsoiled or stainless. Thomas
Carlyle had no great love or admira-
tion for modern institutions and ideals.
But he was at heart an optimist and
the concluding sentepce of his address
to the Edinburg students may well be
the watchword of democracy.

Hope For Liberty.

“If the world spirit of liberty be not
transitory, but eternal, there is hope
for the future. The errant step, the
loitering on the path, the stumbling
by the wayside, be assured that these
are but the phenomena of the moment.
The river must be forded, the morass
must be crossed befere the hill shall
be gained. To despair of Democracy
is to despair of humanity. “Work and
despair not.”” The years to come shall
hail her as the Mother triumphant.

“l have spoken of the excellence of
your constitution. Has not the demo-
eracy justified itself in your statesmen
Two great names stand forth trans-
cendent in the critical periods of your
national life: Washington in the first
struggle of the republic and Lincoln in
the still greater stress of later days.
But apart from these and speaking
only of the past, I greatly reverence
the name of Alexander Hamilton for
all that he wrought in the supreme
task of laying strong and secure the
foundations of your great republic.
Looking back upon his life’s work, one
is struck with the wonderful clearness
of his vision and marvels at his pro-
found grasp of the future conditions
with which his country would be con-
fronted. Consider three great articles
f your country’s policy which largely
attract the attention of the world to-
day:—Protection, the Monroe Doc-
trine, and the conservation of your
natural resources. Alexander Hamil-
ton either laid the foundation or fore-
saw the importance of each of these.
The statesmen of today, speaking from
the same viewpoint can add little of
real value to what Hamilton said upon
these great questions nearly a century
and a half ago. His marvellous intel-
lect was matched by a sublime and
unfaltering courage which more than
once withstood and overcame the pass-
ing passion of the multitude in great
natlonal issues,

The Same Task.

The task which confronted Washing-
ton and Hamilton after 1784 was not
unlike that which confronts the states-
men of the British Empire today. I
desire you especially to bear in mind
that the Empire as at present consti-
tuted is of very recent development
Your constitutional relations were in
the main fully framed settled and de-
veloped more than half a century be-
fore those of the Empire as they now
exist had ever begun their growth.
y much older in-
stitution than the British Empire as
constituted today. When the thirteen
separated from Great Britain in
the remainder of the Empire was
of very moderate dimensions. Indeed
it was not then an Empire at all. The
British possessions north of the new
republic with a \sestern boundary line
not definitely fixed, did not extend
more than hall” way across the contin-
ent, and were then regarded as of no
great value or moment. The atten-
tion of the British statesmen was con-
centrated upon matters of domestic
and BEuropean concern, It was not
until after 1840 that real development
began into constitutional relations of
the Empire and it has by no means
ceased. In this development progress
has not gone far in advance of neces-
sity, but it is not difficult to realize the
immediate importance of organizing
the Empire upon a more comprehen-
sive and permanent basis,

Complete Autonomy.

No Action on Resolution for
Veto Power --- Peers Take
No Action on New Election
Scheme.

London, Mar. 23.—Premier Asquith
has tabled in the House of Commons
the long promised resolutions which
the Commons will be asked to pass,
with a view to abolishing the veto po-
wer of the Lords. The resolutions are
three in number and identical with
those moved by the late Campbell-Ban
nerman except that they are stronger
and more definite,

The first says it is expedient that
the Lords be prevented by law from
rejecting or amending a money bill,
but that such limitation shall not in
anywise affect the rights and privil-
eges of the Commons as they now ex-
ist. Then follows a definition of a mo-
ney bill as affected by the resolution.

The second resolution sets forth
lI!ul it is expedient that the powers
of the House of Lords respecting all
other bills be restricted so that if any
such bill 'shall be passed by the
Commons at three successive sessions
and rejected by the Lords at each of
those session, it shall become law
withowt the consent of the Lords and
without the Royal assent being given,
vrovided that at least two years shall
have elapsed between the introduction
of the measure and its third passage

by the Commons. The definition of
whal constitutes rejection by the
Lords follows.

The third resolution says it is ex-
pedient to limit the duration of Par-
liament to five years.

TWO YEARS AGO.

Evening Discussed Question--Committee To Be
Appointed To Confer With Other Unions--Why
Representative Body Would Benefit: The City.

Union At Meeting Last

and joimers union in  Berry-
man's hall, Princess street, last even-
ing, the gquestion of organizing a
trade and labor council in St. John
was brought up, and led to consider-
able digcussion. Some of the officials
pointed out that St. Jobhn was the
only city of its size in Canada with-
out a central body representing the
various trade, and that this was not
particularly creditable to the trade un-
fonists of the city.

It was argued that while the vari-
ous organizations charged with the
duty of promoting the industrial pro-
gress ot St. John might succeed in
their efforts to develop a bigger city,
it did not necessarily follow that a
bigger city would mean a better city
for the workers, and that therefore
the trade unions should unite their for-
ces to safeguard and promote their
interests,

Little Attention to Claims of Labor.

Many civic problems it was said, de-
manded the attention of the working-
men. In other cities, the workers play-
ed an important part in civic politics
and exerciscd considerable influence
upon the administration of local af-
fairs, But here in St. John, owing to
the fact that there was no central
body to speak with the authority of
the unions as a whole, little atten-
tion was paid to the claims of labor.

This was not as it should be. In
Montreal, Torontp, Hamilton and
many othér Canadian cities, represen-
tatives of labor sat in the city coun-
cils; and boards of trade, and other
assoclations often sought the advice
and support of the labor organiza-
tions in movements to promote the in-

dustridl devel t or social well-
being of their communities.
If 8t. John had an aggressive trades
and labor council, composed of de-
legates from all the umions of the
city it was pointed out that graater
consideration would be shown by the
city authorities. The organization
would be able to gnd plenty of work
to do, Tt could help the boosters club
by fighting for a reform of the taxa-
tion system of the city which would
abolish taxes on industries and im-
provements. It could help the board
of health by insisting on the passage
of eivic by-laws which would pro-
mete the construction of better tene-
ment houses and at the same time ef-
fect a reduction of rents.

Cheap Power. R

Tt could take up the guestion of se-
curing cheap electric power for the
city and so making possible o great
development of its industries. It could
also do much to direct public atten-
tion to the need of better facilities
for the technical education of the in-
dustrial clagses and seek to prevail
upon the city fathers to take measures
to put St. John In line with other
cities In this respect. It might even
gecure the abolition of the property
qualification for aldermen, and send
labor representatives to city hall, and
later on to Parliament.

A motion was adopted pledzing the
organization to support & movement
to form a Trades and Labor Council
here; but ewing to the pressure of
business, the appointment of =« cum
mittee to confer with represeniatives
of the other unions was deferred. An
other meeting will be held next week
when it is expected definite action
will be taken.

SN HOME OF
GEGIL RHODES

James Thompson, Now Resi-
dent of St. John, Recalls
Death of Famous Statesman
---Visit from Dr. Jameson.

Mr. James Thompson, stage mana-
ger at the Orpheum Theatre, is a much
travelled man, and has been halt way
around the earth and back again. In
the course ot his wanderings he touch-
ed at Capetown, South Africa, arriv-
ing there shortly after the death of
Cecil Rhodes,

Now Mr. Thomson is Irish. He nev-
er forgets the land of his birth. Part-
ly because Miss Rhodes, a sister of
the great financier, was particularly
interested in Irish affairs, Mr. Thomp-
son asked for an interview, He cal-
led at her residence and after proffer-
ing his sympathy was shown through
the rooms of the maker of South
Africa,

“His death bed was there as he left
it,” Mr. Thompson told a Standard
reporter yesterday, “and nothing had
been tuiiched in his room. The very
hair brushes were lying on the bureau
as they had dropped from his hands,
All this had been done in accordance
with the provisions of his will, which
provide that the contents of the house
shall remain undisturbed. I was no?
able to visit the grave as you know
Mr. Rhodes was buried secretly on
the highest point of the Motoppo
Mountains.”

Next Saturday will be thé eighth an-
niversary of the death of Cecil
Rhodes. He passéd away at Capetown
March 26, 1902,

An interview With Jamieson.

While calling on Miss Rhodes, Mr.
Thompson met Dr. Jamieson who led
the famous raid into the Transvaal,
and after serving a term of imprison-
ment for the part he played rose to be
premier of Cape Colony.

“He is a small set man,” said Mr.
Thompson, “but the indomitable spirit
and fiery zeal which has helped him
to retrieve what appeared to be a bro-
ken life, shines from his piercing steel
grey eyes. It did me good to talk with
such a man.”

FURTHER YIELD
OF PRICES
IN MARKET

New York, N. Y., Mar. 23.—The ear-
Iy promise of an inert holiday market
was not borne out by the later deve-
lopments, when increasing pressure
of stocks for sale carried prices com-
prehensively downwards. The yield-
ing of prices was attributed partly
to the counter movement of the profes-
sional element in the speculation
which had demonstrated the apathetic
demand at any advance in prices
when they sought to realize profits.

“In many American cities where the
ladies have taken charge of things
for a day, and cleaned up the streets,
squares and alleys as men have new
er learned to clean them since time
began, the effects have been surpris
ing. No city that has once been sub-
Jected to a thorough house cleaning
process at the fair hands of the la-
dies ever lapses back into the old
condition of dirty streets and mal-od-
orous alleys.

“Canadian cities have not as yet
gone in for civic house cleaning bees,
though Montreal proposes to have one
this spring. But in not a few American
cities it is an important ceremony—
a function which the ladies take hold
of with as much zest as they give to
the annual spring cleaning of their
homes. 7

“It is the one day In the year upon
which the ladles take an active part in
civie affairs, and they certainly wiel
their brooms with greater effect thal
mere man wields the power of the
ballot. One day suffices the ladies to
accomplish what men for generations
have been trying in vain to do.

Every street, every nook
and crook, of the city is swept as
clean as brooms can sweep them, and
every cart in the city is pressed into
service to remove the dirt.

“In a city llke San Francisco, where
public spirit is "well developed, the
annual spring cleaning has assumed
the character of a public festival. The
lady marshals, with their corps of
inspectors, march through the streets
with colors flying and bands playing.
High dignitaries of church and state,
bankers and brokers, senMtors and
city fathers, bear a hand with shovel
or broom along with grimy sons of
Italy; and wealtlly dames, and soclety
beauties wield the broom alongside
the weary laborer's wife.

“Of course, concluded Mr. Boyd, not
everybody is sufficiently public spirit-
ed to take an active part in this cere-
mony, but everybody is considered
liable to such service, or to such fines
of the ladies choose to impose, or can
hope to enforce by soclal ostracism.”

FOR READT-MADE FARMS

First Thirty Families Under
C.P.R’s New Scheme Sail
from Liverpool Tomorrow--

RUSHING GOODS T0 STATES

Exports Amounting to$25,000
lnvoiced at U. S. Consulate
Yesterday---Record Figures
Show Tariff War Still Feared

In view of the possibility of the
United States maximum tariff going
into effect against Canadian products
on March 31, St. John exporters are
rushing shipments to the states. Yes-
terday the value of the exports from
this port invoiced by the American
consulate here, amounted to $2(,000.

This is a record for the year, and is
probably the biggest shipment ever
made to the states from this port in
any one day. If it represented an
average daily shipment St. John ex-
ports to the states would amount to
$7,600,000 a year, or more than the
total shipments from the whole pro-
vince,

The customs authorities also report
a considerable increase in imports
from the United States, though the
increase is not so marked as in the
case of exports. There are two more
or less satisfactory explanations of
this. In the first place the Americans
seem to entertain a stronger hope of
an amicable adjustment of the difficul-
ty than Canadians do; and in the sec-
ond place, they no doubt assume that
even if a tarif war comes Canada
will allow some time to elapse before
imposing a surtax on American pro-
ducts.

At the same time not a few Amer-
ican manufacturers are making the
most of the present situation. An un-
asually flarge number of American
commercial travellers have visited St.
John in the past few weeks.
