CHABGED VIOLITION
OF BUILDING LAWS

Postmaster Sears in Court
for “Erecting Wooden
Buildings” withoutNeces-
sary Permit.

Edward Sears was before the police
magistrate yesterday afternoon being
charged with erecting a wooden build-
ing {n the rear of his premises, King
stréeY, ‘without a permit or the permis-
sion of the building inspector. The
defendant pleaded not guilty and was
represented by C. F. Inches. There
being no lawyer present for the prose-
cution the case was conducted by Com.
McLellan.

The magistrate explained that these
buildings, which were small ones in
the rear of the Sears property, were
burned early one morning. during the
Jatter part of June and that Postmaster
Sears had expended over a hundred
dollars in rebuilding them; that he
did so without a permit and that the
inspector could not give him a permit
for such buildings in that section of
the fire district. Chief Blake of the
fire department informed Mr. Sears
that he could mot erect such a build-

Mr. Inches claltmed that all that had
been done was to replace boards and
some shingles which had been de-
stroyed,

Commissioner McLellan said the
building h.a been erected in the
centre of a block which was the most
heavily insured in the city. The morn-

ing after the fire, he, as Commissioner
of Public Safety, and the Chief of the
Fire Department, visited the place and
told Mr. Sears he must not rebulld.

TODAY'S REFERENDUM,

The electors of St. John are asked
to go to the polls today and by ballot
express their opinion as to the merits
of a certain bye-law adopted some
months ago by the Commissioners
This byelaw relates to buildings and
covers several points, Shortly after
its adoption an agitation was started
in certain quarters in opposition to one
clause which results in prohibiting the
erection in specified districts of build-
ings of wood more than two stories in

height. The promoters of the regula-
tion in question base their arguments
fn its favor on the ground of

\essened fire risks, although other con-
tentions have entered into the discus-
elon. As opposed to this there are
many who feel that such a restriction
as is suggested will tend to interfere
with the construction of residences of
the class which rent easily to those of
moderate means. It is felt by these
people that in view of the compara-
tively high prices at which land in St.
John is held and the prevailing scarc-
ity of residences, rentals will be con-
siderably increased and building'opera-
tions to some extent retarded. The

watter has been given reasonable pub-
licfty through the press, but it is
doubtful whether the people generally
are interested. There will, however,
be more than a little interest on the
part of those who follow the workings
of municipal governments in watching
the results of this appeal to the refer-
:nilum provided under the new char
er. The polls will open at eight
o’clock and will close at four o'clock.

THE RESOURCES OF OIL FOR
FUEL.

In his annual statement of the prog-

ress of the Crown Colonies Mr. Lewis
Harcourt, Secretary of State for the
Colonies, last year reviewed their
progress along the lines of finance,
medicine and railways. This year he
reviewed their development in the pro-
duction and export of raw material
One of the most and in-
formative portions of his speech re-|
lated to minera! as fuel for|
ships in the Navy marks another of|
the important stages in the develop-|
ment of marine transportation. This
has caused close investigation into the
possibilities of oil production within

interesting

oil, which

the Empire, and their slow develop-|
ment, Mr. Harcourt said, had been
cause of great anxiety both to the |
Colonial Office and the Admiralty.|

There were undoubtedly large natural
oil resources under government con-
trol, he added, and the need of their
conservation has been fully realized.

For the rapid and economic develop-
ment of these oil fields both for the
purposes of the Colonies and for the
Navy, Mr. Harcourt stated, two objetts
were being kept in view, One was
the exclusion, as far as possible, of
those great combines, which he be-
lieved strangled production and in-
flated prices; the second was the re-
servation to the Admiralty of full pow-
ers to assume possession of the pro-
duct, even at the risk of getting a les-
ser price for a concession.

Other objects kept in view in the
grant of concessions required that the
operating companies should be regis-
tered in Great Britain or in British
states and that their business centres
should be so situated. Also that the
majority of their directors should be
British citizens and that the companies
should not under any circumstances
fall under foreign control. If these
conditions were not complied with,
then power was reserved to cancel the
leases.

In conclusion Mr, Harcourt stated
that what the Government required
was a large, constant, and dependable
production, and this, in consultation
with the Admiralty, he hoped they had
been able to secure. He had already
made an agreement with a group re-
presenting important interests in the
oil industry, and he was on the point
of making an agreement with another
fmportant group representing differ-
ent British interests. He believed
they had made very good terms for a
greatly needed provision for the fur-
ther security of the Navy and mer
cantile marine.

Hon. George E. Foster, who recently
returned from a visit to the Orient,
looks for a steady advance in trade
between Canada and Japan. This
trade in the past has been of slow
growth. The habits and customs of
the two countries are different and
their economic standards so widely
separated that common ground of
commerce has been difficult to find.
But there is no doubt that many
things are produced in Japan not pro.
duced in Canada, which it would be
of advantage to the Dominion to im-
port. While, on the other hand, Can-
ada has stores of wealth for which &
demand will grow in Japan.

The trade is as yet omnly of small
proportions, but markets may be made
by an educative process. It is not
easy, for instance, for those aocus-
tomed to the use of a very soft cereal
like rice to assimilate hard grain, al.
though it may be much more nourish-
ing it properly assimilated. Both the
Japanese and the Chinese, however,
have been betraying a desire for
wheaten bread made from the soft
wheats grown on the Pacific slope,
and Mr. Foster is quite justified in
assuming that the oriental market will
continue to grow with the steadiness
with which we are accustomed to con-
nect oriental peoples.

the defeat of the English at Ticonder
oga in the summer of 1758, Col. John
Bradstreet urged Abercrombie to s®nd
#n expedition against Frontenac. The
proposal appealed to the commander
and he detached 3,000 troops for that
purpose and pla(‘ed Col. Bradstreet in
command.

The army was composed principally
of provincials. Bradstreet went by
way of Oswego, crossing the lake in
bateaux, having with him 300 bateau-
men. After much difficulty, the army
and its eight cannon and two mortars
took up position within a mile ef the
fort on the evening of August 26th,
The construction of batteries was im-
médiately commenced, and on the 26th
they opened fire on the fort. The
garrisoh did not offer much resistance
and on the following day, finding the
work8 untenable, they ‘surrendered.
The Imdian allies of the defenders
fled at the first fire, and there were
only 110 prisoners. The spoils includ-
ed sixty cannon, sixteen mortars, pro-
visions and mflitary stores, a large
quantity of small arms, and nine arm-
ed vessels.

Bradstreet, the commander of the
victorious army, had served in the ex-
pedition against Louisburg in 1745,
and later as lieutenant-governor of
St. John's, Nfid. He was commission-
ed a major-general. shortly after his
victory at. Frontenac, and in 1764 he
made a trip through the Indian coun-
try, and concluded treaties of peace
with various chiefs by which the red-
skins were bound to render aid to the
English troops and, in return, were
promised English protection.

OWEN JOHNSON.

Owen Johnson, author of “The Eter-
nal Boy,” and creator of the admirable
“Stover” and the American “Tom
Brown,” is still a young man, as he
will round out his thirty-fifth year of
life today. He was born in New York
City,and was educated at Lawrence-
ville, N. J, and Yale. His own ex-
perfences at those two institutions of
learning formed the basis and gave
the inspiration to the “Stover” tales.
At Lawrenceville he founded and was
the first editor of the Lawrenceville
Literary Magazine, and at Yale was
chairman of the editorial board of
the Literary Magazine. His first book,
“Arrows of the Almighty,” was pub-
lished when the author was only twen-
ty-three.

Mr, Johnson is keenly interested in
the welfare of American boys, He
holds that the spirit of snobbery ig
galning ground in American colleges,
and that the suppression of snobbery
and a return to educational democra-
cy offers the biggest problem that now
faces the heads of American institu-
tions of learning. In the tale of Dink
Stover's career at Yale he puts into
the,mouth of one of the characters:

“Our colleges are all turning into
social clearing houses and every one
is too absorbed in that engrossing task
to know what is going on outside; our
universities are admirably organized
instruments for the prevention of
learning."”

THE “LYRIST OF LIBERATION."”

One hunﬁ'red years ago this morning

Karl Theodor Korner, the twenty-two
year old Prussian *“lyrist of libera-
tion,” sat on a fallen tree and scrib-
bled in his note-book. Around him
soldiers slept—soldiers who but a
short time before had been students,
and who composed that gallant and
romantic_hand 'of Lutzow volunteers
who fought so valiantly in the war
for freedom from Napoleon's yoke. As
the sun rose Korner completed his
writing, and called a comrade to
listen-to his poein..It was the raptur-
ous bridal “Song to His Sword,” a
loverhapsody to that gleaming weap-
on which is “the soldier's bride"—the
wildest of those stormy war songs
which, sung by many voices around
the camp fires at night, had set the
Prussian armigs ablaze with patriotic
fervor.
The 'vouthrul poet had just finished
reading the last verse of his master-
plece when the signal for action was
given. In the first flush of youth and
dawning glory, the poet, gleaming
sword at side, rode forth on the high
road beétween Schwerin and Gade-
busch, i Mecklenburg—and rode not
back. again. In the engagement that
followed, ter, as adjutant, fought
at Lutsow's side. The French were in
great force, but they could not with-
stand thé assault of soldiers who sang
as they atfacked.

As he rode
through the wood a shot from one of
the fugitive tirailleurs who laid hil-
den there sent him tumbling from his
saddle, wounded to death,

The polls will be open from 8 a. m.

The principal features in the new
regulation are the changing of the fire
districts of the city, and the prohibi-
tion of the préction of wooden bufld-
ings of more than two stories in any
section of the city other than Stanley
ward, 4
The section of the by-law to which
opposition was raised and which is
responsible for today's élection is that
relating to the so-called three decker.
The ballots have been so arranged
that the voter who favors the old con-
dition of affairs, or wants the con-
tinuance of the permission to eract
three story buildings in all parts of
the city except in the brick district,
will vote “no,” that is to say, he is
not in favor of the new by-law. The
voter against the three story buildings
will vote “yes,” meaning that he fa-
vors the new by-law.

While the election today has given
rise to considerable discussion in cer-
tain circles the interest in the matter
at issue does not seem to be general
and it is not expected that the vote
cast will be very large. The polling
places will be located.at the usual
centres, the scrutineers and others
who will look after the voting having
been named last week.

New York, August 25.—The report

Cannon were first used, according
to the testimony of most historians,
in the battle of Crecy, France, 567
years ago today, when Edward III,
of England, and his son Edward the
Black Prince, with about 36,000 troops
defeated Philip of France with an
army of 130,000 men. The French
loss was 30,000, “while the English
loss was small. Two years before the
battle Edward III. had formed an ar-
tillery train and an ordnance estab-
lishment. The guns were of the rud-
est make, cumbrous and inefficient,
and most authorities agree that they
had little to do with the great Eng-
1ish victory at Crecy.

It has been alleged that cannon
were used by the Moors in the 13th
wentury, by Henry IIL, of England,

is held by those well qualified to judge
that the first- nnquestionable testi-
mony of the employment of cannon
was by Edward I1I. The Chinese are
also supposed to have had cannon
before their invention by Europeans.
The substitution of cannon for the
old mechanical artillery was gradual
and throughout the 14th century the
main dependence was placed on ma-
chines used to hurl stones and Greek
fire. Artillery science made great
strides in-the 15th and 16th centuries,
when brass guns and artillery car-
riages on wheals were invented, and
iron was substituted for stone in the
manufacture of projectiles.

Second--In re insurance our pre-
sent fire law calls for a three-foot
epace between each bullding, thus
rendering the three-storey wooden
buflding a safer risk in the event of
fire than a three-storey brick building,
as the brick building would collapse
in such a case, and is more dangerous
to life and limb. Witness the awful
results of the 1877 fire, one previously
on Prince William street, when seven
or eight pergons lost their lives.

Third--Take for instance Alexandra
street, one of our best and newest
streets, with its pretty and useful
gelf-contained wooden houses, in the
case of fire they could not be re-built
under the new law, nor could people
owning any wooden building three.
stories high re-bulld under the pre-
gent- law, as they would be forced to
build & two-storey wooden house,

TELEGRAPH
GRIMINALS
ARE MISGING

Scare Story Published in
that Journal, Yesterday
Morning, Proves Mislead-
ing and Dangerous.

Banks Receive Warning About Ex-
pert Crooks; Organized Band of Crim-
inals Thought to Have Come to the
City; Were Headed this Way; a Close
‘Watch is Being Kept.

Under these glaring headlines there
appeared in the Telegraph yesterday
\morning a misleading story typical of
‘the class of mews published by that
paper. Not only do the heads of the
police force deny the receipt of any
‘letter warning them of the approach
“of a band of thieves, but the leading
{banks of the city have no knowledge
,of the letter. Thus it will be seen that
¥the Telegraph's. story was not only
misleading but dangerous, inasmuch as
it tended to create a panic among thé
financial institutions of the city.
Owing to the lack of police protection
such a viéw of the story was but nat-
ural,

In the body of the story will be
found thrilling paragraphs telling of
the supposed warning of the police and
banks and to the effect that the hotel§
and trains were under close scrutiny
in an effort to capture the slick gen-
tlemen. . Continuing the story states
that persons who have received these
warnings feel sure that the crooks are
here and for this reason everybody is
advised to be on the lookout.

The heads of the police department
when interviewed by The Standard
last evening regarding the matter,
#tated most emphatically that the
story appearing in the Telegraph yes-
“erduy morning was utter rot and that
no such letter had been received at
police headquarters.

To a reporter, the acting mapager
of the Union Bank of Canada, when
@sked if he had received a letter warn-
fag him, of the approach of crooks,
stated that he assuredly had not, and
1he story appearing in the Telegraph
was causing him no little anxiety.
‘Before the reporter left he made two
-unsuceessful efforts to get into com-
munication’ with the chief of police.

Inquiries of the same pature at the
Merchants Bank of Canada, the Royal
Bank of Canada and the Bank of Mon-
treal elicited the reply that no such
Jetter had been received. The officials
‘of these banks were at a loss to know
where the information ‘came from.

" It is worthy of note that the Bank of

Montreal is connected with the Bank-|

ing Association of the United States
in so far as their detective system is
concerned, and if a band of crooks
were headed this way this institution
would probably receive a warning.
From this it will be seen that the
TTelegraph's  story besides belng un-
true was totally uncalled for and com-
-4ug as it does, close on-the heels of the
ennouncement of a big robbery, is li-
. able to have anything but a reassuring
.pftect upon the private eitizens and
merchants.

Leslie M. Baxter, ,
Killed at Hartford,
LConn. :

STANDING ON ENGINR
HEAD HITS BRIDGE

Sad'Fatality on Maine Cén-
tral Railroad—Is Second,
Brother to Meet Violent
Death.

Leslie Milburn Baxter; aged 21, &
native of Upham, King's County, and
a fireman on the Maine Central Rafl-
road, was the victim of a sad fatality
at Hartford, Conn, on August 15th,
when while standing on the tender of
his rapidly moving engine he struck
the support of an overhead bridge and
was instantly killed. At the time of the
accident the engineer in charge of the
mogul, thought the unfortunate man
was on the front of the engine open-
ing a window, and it was several min.
utes before his absence caused the
hasty search which revealed the body
lying on the tender.

But a few minutes before the en-
gine had been taking water at the tank
in the Hartford yard, and it i thought
that Baxter left the engine to secure
an extra shovel or fire hook, and on
returning climbed to the water tank
of the tender to attend to his duties.
When the engine started he apparent-
ly was so busy that he forgot the
bridge which caused his death.

The fatality took place practically
before the eyes of his brother, who is
also employed about the yard, and who
was one of the first to reach the body.
The accident occurred about five min-
utes past four during the afternoon
and the train on which the unfortun-
ate man was employed was known as
No. 3, the western express dn the
Pittsburg division of the Maine Cen-
tral Railroad.

The body was brought through to
Upham on Monday last and the funer.
al service was held on Wednesday af-
ernoon. Mrs. Mary Baxter, the moth-
er of the dead man, is living at St
Martins, and he is survived by seven
brothers and five sisters. The late Mr.
Baxter was the fourteenth and young:
eet child. The fatality is particularly
sad in view of the fact that an elder
brother was killed by a falling tree in
the northern lumber weods some years
ago, thus making a segond son to die
a, violent death. Two;of the brothers
of the deceased passesd through the
city last evening on. th way to Hart-
ford where they ,hald,pgsitions with
the Maine Central Railway.

The late Mr./Baxter, who was but
21 years of age, had by his winning
disposition and  sterling character
made for himself a host of friends all
of whom extend their sincere sympa-
thy to the bereaved family. His loss
will be keenly felt by all who knew
