Bi» Willlam Hearst, who suffered a
pérsonal defeat in the recent provin
clal general elections, as well as the
defeat of his government, is quitting
public life, at least for the present.
He has not shown any disposition to
try to win aunoiher seat, having lost
the one he held so long—Sauit Ste
Marie—neither has he shown any in-
clination to remain din the political
limelight. It s rumored in this city
today that Sir WHliam would shortly
be appolpted a judge of the Supreme
Court of Ontario in succession to Mr.

Parls, Oct. 31—The end of Novem-
ber may see the close of ‘the Peace
Conference, which has negotiated the
peace treaties with Germany and Aus-
tria and has carried the negotiations
with Bulgaria well towards comple-
tion.  Unless the conference ‘can
speedily reach an = agreement with
Rumania and compel it to discontinue
its interference in Hungarian affairs,
there seems little chance that a Peace
Treaty can be negotiated with Hun-
garian people at present, in which case
the conference will probably close
without making the treaty.

The Adriatic question Wil not nec
essarily prolong the life of the con-
ference and there is no disposition
among many of the peace delegates to
drag out the conference much longer
for the discussion of the Furopean
political questions- involved in the
Rumanian and Italian diffculties.

December first is now looked upon

as the latest probable date for the ad-
journment of the conference,. Rumania
is sending a speclal delegation to Paris
to discuss its differenmces with the con-
ference and a definite settlement of
'the Rumanian tangle, or the abandon.
ment of the effort of disentangiement,
is expected very shortyy,

Indications are that the Bulgariap
treaty will be signed within a week
or, ten days. Then the discussion wiil
begin with Rumania in the attempt to
settle the question arising from its
seiztire of Hungarian property and its
objection to guaranteeing. the rights of
minorities which was the cause of its
refusal to sign the Amstrian peace
treaty.

During the night mixed reporls
weré coming in from the mining
States of men who decided to remain
at work, and others who went on
strike despite the court's restraining
order. It is mot possible to estimate
what proportion of the 425,000 miners
affected remained at work and what
proportion walked out. The real test
may not come until Monday. Satur
day, generally, is a “dead” day in the
mines.

Need More Than 300,000
Men — Favors “‘Trained
Citizen Reserve.”

Washington, D. C., Oct. 31.—Dis
agreeing with War Department
recommendations for a peérmanent
army of 500,000 men, General
Pershing today told & joint meeting of
the Senate and House Military Com-
mittees that hesthought the number
could be placed at “an outside figure
of 275,000 to 800,000, and possibly
less.”

Must Pay the Penalty for
His Part in the Campaign
of Frightfulness.

Fredericton, Oct, 31—Werner Horne,
Major in the German army, and agent
of the Hun government in its fright
fulness campaign in America duwring

the early days of the war, was sen-
tenced to serve ten years in the Mari-

Mr, Justice Barry, in the York Circuit
Court this morning on the charge of
having blown up the Internmational
bridge over the St. Croix River, on
the main line of the Canadian Pacific
Railway, on February 2nd, 1916,

Mr. Justice Barry, in an exhaustive
judgment, quoted the provisions of,
the Hague Tribunal of 1907 as to what
constitutted a recognized belligerent in
international warfare, and declared
that it Horne had qualified as a bellig-
erént the mere fact that he would have
had to carry arms openly would have
resulted in his arrest before he had
had an opportunity of committing the
crimg for which he had been found
guilty by a jury after a fair tnial.
Declaring that in the eyes of inter-
national law Horne's act could not be
considered an act of war, and that he
had not gualified as a belligerent and
was thus not entitled to protection
under international law, but was with-
out excuse or justification for his
crimé, Judge Barry told the prisoner
that one point in his favor was that
he had waited Dbefore blowing up the
bridge until an hour when there would
be. no pa trains si over
it 80 as not to endanger the lives of
innocent civilians.

As soon as sentence had been pass
ed Horne addressed the gourt: “Excuse
me, your homor,” he commenced in
broken English, “I want to make a
protest to my fatherland. I am not pun-
ishable for this offense mow that the
peace treaty has been signed.”

The court, however, unmoved by
Horne's protest, ordered his removal
to jail. Two constables then took the
prisoner to an ante-room where hand:
cufts were placed upon his wrists and,
after he had taken time ¢o light a cig-
arette, he was hurried off to jail.
Later, Horne was asked what eteps
he proposed to take to lodge his latest
protest against punishment. “I want
to communicate with the Swiss consul
and lodge by protest through him™
Horne replied, “but perhaps Germany
has her own representatives in Can-
ada once more. Can you tell me where
I can reach the Swiss consul general
for Canada? Is he at Montreal or Ot
tawa?”

Horne was then asked what was the
matter that his fatherland and gov
ernment appeared to have deserted
him and not to have assisted him at
his trial.

“Oh, that is all right,” he replied,
smilingly; but it ‘was the only answer
he would make. It is believed that if
