Lumber Business
Serously Affected

Large Part of Winter's Cut Be-
ing Left in Woods—No
Drive Below Plaster Rock.

In the world-wide lethargy in- in-
dustrial conditions possibly few lines
of business have been more seriously
affécted than lumbering. This prov-
ince bging historically a great lumber-
ing centre has been so affected that
very little is now going on in places
where other years this season was the
busiest of the year. Small as the
last winter's cut was a large part of
it is being left in the woods, the ope-
rators preferring to let it stay there
rather than tie up more money when
the bottom of the market it out.

On The Tobique.

A visitor to the city yesterday said
that on the Tobique river for the first
time in upwards of fifty years there
has been no drive below the town of
Plaster- Rock. In all former years
besides a general drive there has been
considerable rafting done by the
small operators, but this season only
a few rafts have come from that dis:
trict. The same is true of most of the
other tributaries of the St. John, and
the total logs in the river now being
driven by the St. John River Log
Driving Corporation, who have charge
of all the lumber in the main river
south of Grand Falls, is considerably
smaller than in any year since that
company has béén organized.

The General Drive.

The ‘general drive of the river
which started from Grand Falls about
two weeks ago was this morning at
Hartland and expect to reach the
booms above Fredericton in about two
weeks, Another drive started from
Woodstock a week ago and is now
at Long's Creek.

Some rafts have been brought to
this city from up river points but
none of them have contained logs
driven from north of Fredericton
Rafting s now going on there, and
some will soon be towed here. The
Nashwaak Pulp .and Paper Co. have
finished their driving operations on
the Nashwaak river and now have
their men «mployed at rafting the
whole cut.
