Unemployment Small.

“We always will have some unem­
ployment. We now have more than 
usual and every effort of the people 
should be made in parliament and out 
of it to keep that unemployment down 
to the lowest possible limit and to get 
rid of it altogether if we can. Do 
you know of any country with as little 
as we have? Is unemployment due to 
the tariff policy we are pursuing In 
this country ? Well, look across the 
water. Where is the nation today 
with the biggest unemployment per­
centage? Well, if it is not Italy, U Js 
Great Britain, where I am pretty sure 
there are between two and a half and 
three millions walking the streets un­
employed, and not because of the 
strikes. There are two and a half 
millions out of work because they 
can’t get it. Now, if we had the same 
percentage, what would we have?

Orman, of Rlchi- 
bucto; Lewis, of Boctouche, and Gard­
ner, of Rexton. A very active com­
mittee is at work throughout Kent 
county in the enrollment of members.

Grand Falls la talking an active in­
terest. XI a big gathering held there 
recently the organizer was given an 
opportunity to make the work known. 
Mrs. B. A. Puddlngton is convener ot 
the organizing committee in that part 
of the county, and has been making 
good use of every opportunity for fur­
thering the cause of the Red Cross 
throughout the community.

The Loca Union of the Amalgam at 
ed Association ot Street Railway and 
Electric Workers was held Monday 
evening to discuss the situation grow 
ing out ot the N. B. Power Company’s 
notice of a 20 per cent, redaction in 
wages, the Introduction ot the “One 
Man" car, and the company's1 deter­
mination not to recognise the union 
in consideration of disputed questions 
after June 14th.

Nothing official has been given ont 
from that meeting. It is understood, 
however,* from a reliable source, that 
the question involved brought forth 
much argument, heated at times, with 
a final decision, not unanimous, to 
reject the proposed wage reduction, 
pass up the "One Man" car and fight 
for the recognition of their union.

Recognition Chief Concern.

It is. also understood that at this 
meeting many expressed a willingness 
although reluctant to do so, to accept 
the wage reduction with the under­
standing that the union should be 
recognized by the company and the 
"One Man" car left over for further 
consideration, 
an official be It known, stated. that a 
strike of the union was practically 
decided upon at the meeting If the 
company falls to meet the workers In 
their contention.

The management of the N. B. Pow 
er Company could not be reached last 
night and no comment from the com 
pany’s standpoint could be secured.

The committee of the union will 
have a conference with the company 
today when their decision In reply 
to the company’s proposals will l # 
delivered.

What looked like an esrly season 
for cropA is being changed to a some­
what backward one by the drought 
that has prevailed since early spring, 
there having been no heavy rains so 
far, and the light snow melting quick­
ly left the ground comparatively dry. 
The planting has bee. going on rap 
idly and, not having been interrupted 
by any rains, the farmers have their 
cropping nearly finished, but the 
growth has been slow and will con 
tinue to be unless rains relieve the 
situation at an early date. The rains 
of last week were only local showers 
and did not reach the northern part 
ot the province in the same volume 
that characterized their visitations to 
the middle and southern regions. 
The big storm of last Friday night 

^ was comparatively light in the north­
ern counties and did no ttouch some 
places at all. If wet weather does not 
soon set in the farmers In the potato 
districts fear that there will be a repl- 
tition of last year wlien the seed tail­
ed to sprout and was crisped by the 
fertilizing chemicals.

It op-jaars * that this province is 
not alone in suffering from a drought. 
A visitor in the city yesterday who 
came from Montreal alter a trip 
through several points in Quebec 
stated that the conditions there were 
even worse than in this province. 
No rain has fallen there either and 
some ot the crops were planted at 
an earlier date than here, consequent­
ly they have been suffering from the 
want of moisture longer.
