Somerby and Jobn M. Way. Immediately
as Alley appeared at the bar of the court,
Mr. Way arose and said bhe would waive
an examination onthe part of his client,
when the court ordered Alley to be fully
committed to the Commonwealth jail and
there await the action of the grand jury
at the December term of the Superior
‘Court. Jobn Tibbetts, a witpess in the
case, was held in the sum of $1000 to ap
pear before the grand jury.
