Rescue of her Crew.—Capt. Mears, mas­
ter of the bark Lcpaato, from New 
York for Sydney, N. 8. W., furnishes 
the following extract from his log of tho 
rescue of Capt. Adams and crew of the 
bark Hesperus, of St. Andrews, N. B., 
from St. Mary’s, Ga., for Montevideo, 
abandoned on the 21st March, Id lat. 37, 
4 N., Ion. 57, 10 W. March 21, lat. 87 
4 N., loo. 57, 10 W., at 5.30 p. m., sight­
ed a wreck 4 point on the starboard 
bow. Hauled up for her, could see flag 
of distress flying, and men In the rois- 
zen-top and mizzen rigging. It being the 
only mast standing. A4 6 30 p. m. pass-, 
ed close to her. and thé captain asked to 
be taken off. It blowing strong from S. 
W. and high sea, I shortened saU, wore 
ship, and stood back/ close to the 
wreck. I then backed the malntopsall 
and launched ’a boat, and 
fortunate enough not to stave sr sink her. 
At this time it was dark, thick with rein 
squalls, and a heavy sea on. The mate, 
Mr. J. H. Simmonds; second mate, Mr. 
Cbas. Johnson, and seaman, John Carl, 
got Into the boat and started for the 
wreck, bat soon returned with her half 
foil of water.

tious consideration of all rightminded 
citizens.” A Boston paper declares that 
exactly the same state of things, whe­
ther worse in degree or not, exists in 
Boston—that “ the administration of the 
law has not been enforced there with 
that vigor, persistency, firm judgment 
and practical skill which is demanded 
by the welfare of the community.” Sorad 
regard the state of things as due to the 
failure of the authorities to do their duty, 
declaring thatthe “criminal classes ought 
to have been made to feel that they were 
under surveillance which it’was no use 
for them to try to evade or escape, and 
that detection meant inevitably convie? 
tion and Condign punishment; that no 
soft-heartedness on the part of magis­
trates, nor appeals of money-bought elo­
quence or Of kindred tears, would suf­
fice to smother the decrees of justice.”
This sounds well,and is easy to write, but 
it is rather difficult for the authorities to 
make criminals feel that the detectives 
Are smarter than they are. The rulers, 
however, might make it certain that 
conviction of crime would be followed 
by punishment—a certainty that does 
not exist at present, and tjhe respectable 
classes would aid in the consummation of 
this result by ceasing to petition on be­
half of convicted murderers, forgerers 
and thieves. As a great many “ res­
pectable thieves ” have been unmasked 
lately some of the papers advance the 
theory that there is something in the 
atmosphere to account for it,—that the 
seeds of crime are wafted through the 
community with epidemic energy and 
fatality, germinating in all minds that 
are weak enough or ill-regulated enough 
to receive them, just as disease is spread 
in epidemics by the floating of minute 
spores or germs of the malady through 
the air, which attach themselves, bring­
ing sickness and death, to the constitu­
tions that are in the condition to harbor 
them. It is comforting to compare 
a series of crimes to the great 
conflagrations, the fearful catas­
trophes, the strange pestilences, which 
afflict every generation for a brief 
space, but it is hardly the correct view 
of the matter. The fact is that crime 
moves steadily onward, in every kind 
of disguise, in all the paths of life.
YVhat are called epidemics of crime 
should be generally termed epidemics 
of the discovery of crime. The stealing, 
the double-dealing, the evil doings, have 
been steadily progressing for years or 
months, and the germ theory does not 
apply. When one reprobate is discov­
ered,™ high places people grow suspi­
cious, and set inquiries on foot that re­
sult in stripping "the mask from others 
of the same class. This is the true ex­
planation of the “ epidemic” feature of 
defalcations and several other kinds of 
crime. Instead of being cast down 
when three or four rascal < are kicked 
dut or sneak out of the church and soci­
ety, and lamenting the increase of 
crime, people should congratulate them­
selves on the unmasking of the hypo­
crites and the purifying of respectable 
circles by their expulsion therefrom.

CABLETON IN FLAMES.

Half a Million of Lumber and a Block 
of Houses Destroyed—The Loss 
oyerj <50,000—No Water to 
Quench the Flames.

Carleton was visited this morning by a 
most disastrous fire which, proceeding 
front an apparently trivial cause, obtain­
ed snch complete héadWâÿ that it barbed 
aU before it and only ceased its ravages 
th'rodgh" want of more " material to con­
sume. About 9 o’clock a pile of dry pine 
lumber belonging to Messrs. E. G. Dunn 
& Co., and situated on their wharf on the 
east side of Union street,was found to be 
on fire. The lumber was very dry and 
the flames spread rapidly antifit was evt-

less their progress could be checked. 
The alarm was given and la a short time 
the two Carleton Fire Companies were 
on the scene with No. 7 and 8 hand en­
gines. By this time the flames had got 
a firm hold of the lumber and mounted 
np with fearinl speed. The engines at­
tempted to play upon them, but there 
.was no water to be had. The reservoir 
was empty and the only stream that coaid 
be obtained was insufficient to hinder in. 
the least degree the progress of the fire.

A few moments later and the flames 
had caught tllé two-story wooden build­
ing owned by Messrs. Dunn & Co. and in 
part occupied by them as an office. Henry 
Clark, engiueer of the mill, lived in the 
other portion of the building. The for- 
niture was scarcely got out of the house 
in time, for the flames in a few more mo­
ments had reduced it to ashes. At this 
time the greater portion of Messrs. Dunn 
& Co.’s Immense stock of dry lumber was 
on fire. The flames rolled unchecked, 
and a strong wind from the North West 
carried the heavy clouds of enidfce and 
sparks in the direction of Sand Point. 
The planing mill .of Messrs. Adams ft 
Thomson, a few hundred feet south of 
the office, next burned down,bat the pro 
prletors saved nearly everything except 
the engine.

It was low water, and the old ferry 
steamer Prince of Wales, owned by Allan 
Bros., was lying In Adams’s slip. She 
soon caught fire from the intense heat 
and was burned to a shell. A pile driver 
belonging to Dnnn ft Co. was also des­
troyed. The lumber on fire was estimat­
ed to contain about half a million feet, 
and the greater portion of It was clear 
seasoned pine, valued at <40 per thou­
sand.

Salter’s mill was to the north of the 
fire, and was in no danger. Messrs. 
Dunn & Co.’s mill was on the wharf to 
the eastward and In the rear of the fire, 
and for a time it was feared the shingles 
must take ffre from the intense heat. 
The new steam fire engine, which was 
sent from the city, took up its station at 
the head of the corner of Union and Rod­
ney streets, and by utilizing .what little 
water there was prevented the heat from 
igniting the other houses in the vicinity. 
The Carleton hand engines protected 
the mill.
