TO BUILD NAVIES.

In New York and Chicago, the
two largest cities in America, and
also in many other large towns, the
civic authorities have lots of money
for other purposes but allow thous-
ands of children to be debarred from

CANADIAN FORESTRY
ASSOCIATION

The railway builder has too often
sounded the death-knell of the forest.
Only &6f late years has the necessary
care has been exercised to prevent the
wholesale destruction of forests along
railway lines in course of construction

The Canada Atlantic and the Tem-
iscaming and Northern Ontario Rail-
ways are examples of railway lines
built, in some portions, through valu-
able forests without any considerable
damage having been done to the woods
by fire. During the construction of
the former its builder, Mr. John R.
Booth, the well-known lumberman,
laid down for his contractors such re-
gulations in regard to burning brush
along the right of way and setting fire
generally that no serious fires took
place. Constan; and careful patrolling
of the line of the T. & N. O. has like-
wise resulted in an almost complete
absnce of forest fires.

An unfortunate contrast to this is

presented in the construction of the
C. P. R. lines in Northern Ontario and
British. Columbia. These were con-
structed before the days of careful over
sight in the matter or fires along the
right of way. In 1869 a fine green for-
est extended from Nipigon, Ont., west-
ward to within a comparatively short
distance of Winnipeg. The passage
of the troops through this country in
1869 was partly responsible for its be-
ing burned over; but the building of
the railway in 1882-84 was responsible
for a far g-eater proportion of the loss.
Around €Canmpre, B. C., .and Kicking
Horse Lake, too, occurred conspicuous
examples of ‘destruction wrought by
forest fires arising from C. P. R. con-
struction.
In the building of the new trans-
continental line,; the Grand Trunk
Pacific, better things are promised. As
a result of the co-operation of the
Dominion and New Brunswick gov-
ernments, it is announced that a strong
fire patrol will be maintained along
the line of the railway through the
latter . province, where valuable tim-
bred areas are traversed. West of Ed-
monton, too, along the route of the
railway, the patrolling of the line has
been arranged for and s already in
operation.

The Montreal Star cannot disguise
its lack of sympathy with Hon. G. E.
Foster. Its latest ‘hit’ at that ‘moral
reformer’ is in reference to the issue
of Civil Service Reform. It shows that
it comes with the poor grace for Mr.

Hoping
that the next day he would be in sight
of land through the ice was fast reced-
ing from the shore, the doctor took the
legs of the dead dogs, and, binding
them together, made a bole, to the iop
of which he attached part of his shirt
to serve as a signal, and this eventu-
ally proved to be his salvation, as the
flag was seen by George Reld and
others of Lock's Cove, Mare Bar, and
fiey affected a rescue.

Suffering From
Lack of food.

NEW YORK, Wednesday.—Urgen-
cy measures for the relief of the hun-
dreds of pupils in East Side schools
who have been found to be suffering
from lack of food have been adopted
by the committee of Eas. Side School
Board members, organized as a result
of the serious conditiors which the
reports of school principass in the sec-
tion had revealed.

Late to-day the committe2 decided
to arrange for the speedy opening of
two kitchens on the lower East Side
at which the hungry children may be
fed. While the funds for the support
of these kitchens have been supplied
only in part, the public has been so
stirred by the disclosures of the piti-
able plight of children fainting at their
desks from want of sufficient nourish-
ment that the committee anticipates
no trouble in securing by subscription
all the money needed for the pur-
pose. Destitugion has visited hundreds
of East side families as the result of
the business depression, which has
thrown heads of households and other
breadwinners out of employment.
While it had been known that there
was considerable suffering as a result
of this enforced idleness, the extent
of the poverty that existed and its dis-
astrous reaction upon the children of
the district had not until recently been
realized by the public. The revela-
tions of the past day or two, however
have caused active measures for re-
lief to be instituted. Not only have
the educational ,authorities taken up
the matter, but various charitable so-
cieties have begun active work for al-
levating the distress. Among these are
the Association for Improveing the
condition of the Poor and the United
Hebrew Charities.

The teachers' and principals’ organ-
ization, perfected today, to be called
the Childrens’ Relief Society, tonight
made announcement that tomorrow
the hungry children in many of the
lower East £!de schools would receive
tickets entitling them to a substantial
luncheon, consisting of soup, an egg,
plenty of rolls and butter, crackers and
sterilized milk.

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HISTORY" OF TAPESTRY.

The Art Was Known to the Ancient
Greeks and Egyptians.

Flemish artists are believed to have
been the first to make tapestry for use
as a covering for walls. The art itself
is certainly very ancient, many of the
hangings used in Egypt and Greece
being considered true tapestry, Its
subsequent history is obscure, but it
evidently maintained a lingering ex-
istence in the east until the Saracens
revived it and brought it to Europe.
Tapestry was used by the Saracens
only as drapery or curtains for the
courts of their houses. Embroidery
appears to have served for this pur-
pose in northern Europe until after
the twelfth century, and much of the
work of this period was really em-
breidery, such as the incorrectly named
Bayeux tapestry. It was in the four-
teenth century that tapestry began to
be largely made in Flanders, where the
weaving industry became very impor-
tant. At that time twenty-seven
streets were occupied by the weavers
of Ghent. In 1382 there were 50,000
weavers in Louvain and more still at
Ypres. Very few samples of four-
teenth century tapestry remain, but
those that have come down to the
present day closely resemble contem-
porary wall painting. During the lat-
ter part of the fifteenth century the
golden age of tapestry existed, especial-
ly in Bruges and Arras. The Flemish
tapestries of that time are models of
textile art. The color is rich, the dec-
orative effect strong, the drawing and
composition graceful, and the whole
arrangement shows consummate skill
in endeavoring to meet the exigencies
of the loom and at the same time the
aesthetic requirements of wall decora-
tion.—Argonaut.

COOLNESS IN DANGER.

Experiences of an English Military
Official In India.

When Lieutenant Henderson was
captured by the natives of the Gold
Coast hinterland they got into a
wordy discussion as to how they would
kill him. The victim listened awhile
till he was weary of it “Oh, well,”
he said, “I can’t be bothered with your
arguments! I'm very sleepy. Let me
know when you have made up your
minds.” And off to sleep he went.
The unexpected performance saved his
life. His calm indifference persuaded
Sameory’s men that they had to do with
some one of immeuse umportance. Un-
willing to take on themselves the re-
sponsibility for his death, they sent
him unharmed to Samory’s court, in
the Jimini country,

Once again Lieutenant Henderson
saved himself by a like exhibition of
courage. He found Samory on a
throne, surrounded by 4,000 warriors,
yet when motioned to do homage on
his hands and knees he did nothing of
the sort. He simply sat on the throne
beside Samory, shaking that monarch
warmly by the hand. Thanks to this,
and to nothing else, he was accepted
as the representative of a great sov-
ereign instead of a captive doomed to
death. He talked to Samory of the
queen, and Samory talked to him. Thus
a mission which might have ended, as
80 many African missions have ended,
in a terrible silence and a suspicion of
unspeakable horrors, did, in fact, end
in a valuable basis of future relations
between Great Britain and a Moham-
medan power.—London Scraps.

The Shape of the Sky.

What is the apparent form of the
vault of the sky? There is probably
no one to whose eyes it seems a true
hemisphere, with the zenith appearing
as distant as the horizon. At sea or
in a flat country the seeming greater
distance of the horizon is best shown.
Professor J. M. Pernter in discussing
this subject reaches the conclusion that
the form of the vault in vertical sec-
tion is that of the segment of a circle
the arc of which subtends at the center
an angle of the order of forty degrees.
If the reader will draw such a segment
he may be surprised by the amount of
flattening which is thus ascribed to the
sky. From this optical illusion many
curious effects arise, sugh as the seem-
ing increased magnitude of the sun
and moon when near the horizon and
the apparently oval forms of halos and
coronas seen at low altitudes.
