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Santa Claus va. Board of Trade.

At the last meeting of the London
Board of Trade, a resolution was adopt-
ed, requesting the City Council to post-
Ppone the celebration of Christmas Day
#n the city from Saturday, on which it
th!s year falls, to Monday, Dec. 27. The

resolution did not meet with opposition |

at the board, but the attendance was
comparatively small, and was not fully
representative of the organization.

We cannot advise the aldermen to ac-
cede to the request made. Santa Claus,
backed up by the thousands of children
interested in the accustomed methods of
celebrating the greatest holiday of the
year, will make a combination altoge-
ther too strong to overturn in favor
of a later holiday under civic auspices.

Nor from a business point of view
does it make one atom cof difference
when Christinas comes. Hitherto, the
thousands of outsiders who come to
London to sell and to buy have had no
difficulty on the score of a Saturday
Christmas. If their custom has been
to do business on Saturday, they have
merely advanced the date of their visit
to the city a day, so as to be in Lon-
don on Friday, and if not on that day,
on some of the intervening dates. Then,
Saturday, the 25th, is a legal holiday,
and no civic regulation can open the
banks, custom house, postoffice or other
institutions closed by national statute,
while large numbers of citizens recog-
nize Christmas as a day for attending
devotional exercises in church.

But if all these objections did not hold
good, and the issue was left simply,
Santa Claus vs. the Board of Trade,
our conclusion is that the verdict would
be for the time-honored Saint of the
Children.

The Dominion Parliament has been
formally prorogued till Jan. 24. It is
not likely that it will meet before the
second week in February.

Two weeks from today come the
municipal nominations. Three weeks
from today will be election day.

Exit, the ILast Tollgate.

The action of the Middlesex County

Council, on Saturday, taken at the
instance of Mayor Little, is a decisive
step by that body in the move to se-
cure the removal of the last remain-

ing tollgate in Middlesex. Twenty
years ago, London abolished market
fees, on the condition that the county
would also abolish toligates. The com-
pact was kept in regard to all roads
of the county except the Proof Line,
between this city and Lucan. It was
found that legal difficulties stood in
the way that could not be easily over-
come, and the relic of barbarism has
existed on this road to the present.
But the action now taken means its
deathblow. The tollgate must indeed
g0. Only one of the municipal bodies
has yet to take action—that is, Lon-
don Township Council—and from it no
opposition to the fair course agreed
upon is expected. The intention is to
appoint arbitrators in the usual way,
who will take evidence, and decide on
the financial responsibility of all par-
ties affected. As it is understood that
the road can be hought outright for
$9,000, as Middlesex county is finan-
rially in the first rank, as London
township has a surplus in the treas-
ary, and would be much benefited by
the removal of the tollgates, and as
the city has already shown its good
€aith in the matter, the financing of
the scheme will be easy.

Arbitration is the fairest and best
means for securing the removal of the
last remaining tollgates in Middlesex,
and there is every reason for believing
that before next midsummer not a
toll will be levied in the great county
of Middlesex. We congratulate Mayor
Little and his associates in the council
on the success of their efforts.

The latest postal improvement ef-
fected by the Dominion Postmaster-
General is an interchange of parcels
by post between Canada and Bermuda.

Canon Young's state-
ment showed that $18,000 had been sub-
scribed in London during the past few
months. Of this amoeunt about $8,000
will be added to the maintenance ac-
count for the next four years, and 3$10,-
000 to the endowment fund, including
$1,000 from the esiate of the iate Mrs.
Kent, through the kindness of Mr.1nos.
Kent, which sum is held by the Bishop
of Huron in trust for the university,
and will be known as the Isabella Kent
truat.

Hearty appreclation of the canon’s

Young already held the degree of B.D.,
having stood first in the examination
held therefor several years ago, and
it was felt that in all regards the de-
gree of D. D. would be "worthily be-
stowed.

Canon Young, in accepting the honor,
thanked the members of the senate,
both clerical and lay, who had so ably
assisted him in his canvass, and ex-
pressed his willingness to do all in his
power to advance the interests of the
university.

The fact that Canon Young canvassed
only 61 citizens in obtaining this liberal
subscription, augurs well for future ap-
peals. The citizens have the utmost
confidence in the university, and its
financial strength is now assured.

A letter was read from the Colonial
and Continental Church Society of
England, inviting the senate to send
someone to ccllect for the university
under their auspices in England. The
hope was expressed that the Rev. Dr.
Young’s services may be secured for
this purpose in the near future. The
was referred to the finance
committee — Dean Innes, Messrs.

Henry Donohue and A. Boug
Burned Out in London
West.

Narrow Escape of the Inmates
Through the Window.

Grocery Store, Butcher Shop and Resi-
dence Razed to the Ground by
the Devouring Element
—Loss Clcse Upon
$2,000

“Wake up! Your house is on fire!”
was the thrilling cry of James Middle-
ton, that awakened Henry Donchue
from his peaceful slumbers at 1:30 yes-
terday morning.

The grocery store of Henry Donohue
and the butcher shop of Aubrey Boug,
corner of Dundas street and Wharn-
cliffe road, were utiterly consumed, to-
gether with their contents, at an early
hour yesterday morning. Just how,
where, and at what time the fire start-
ed is not known, and perhaps never
will be, but as a result of the cpnﬂ:}—
gration Henry Donohue’s family is
without a home, having lost every-
thing except a handful of clothing
which they snatched up before escap-
ing with their lives. Mr. Boug closed
his shop about 12 o’clock, and went to
bed at Mr. Donohue’s place. Mr.
Donchue retired about 10:30, and Mrs.
Donohue remained in the store until

| and retired. The two men occupied
one bed, and Mrs. Donohue, her 2-year-
old child and the domestic slept in the
other. The fire had been attended to
and left secure, and the family, tired
with the toil of the day, were soon fast
asleep. About 1:30 Mr. Middleton
passed the store and noticed the illu-
mination, which appeared too great to
have been caused by the fire in the
stove.
bor, and then rushed to the door,
thumped and kicked it, at the same
time shouting at the top of his voice.
Mr. Donohue jumped out of bed, par-
tially dressed himself and pulled on a
pair of long rubber boots which lay by
his bedside. He opened the door, and
the smoke rushed out. He returned
hastily to his wife’s chamber and rous-
ed the sleeping women. Mrs. Dono-
hue, half overcome by the smoke, es-
caped through the window with her
baby in her arms, clad only in her
night-dress. The domestic followed in-
stantly, and by timely assistance es-
caped with her life.

IN LABOR CIRCLES.
Prospects of a Widespread Strike of
Book and Job Printers.

New York, Dec. 13.—The World this
morning says: “It is probable that
within 48 hours the 3,000 printers em-
ployed in the 162 book and job printing
offices of this city will be idle—the re-
sult of a strike. And that promises to
be but the beginning. For the printers
in every city of the Union and through-
out the Dominion of Canada have de-
termined to force the nine-hour issue,
and unless employers yield to the de-
mand a mammoth general strike will
in all likelihood ensue. Typographical
Union No. 6 took the first step yester-
day, having grown weary of waliting
for action by the international body.
Under the chalrmanship of President
Samuel B. Donnelly, the union met in
special session at Clarendon Hall and
decided to give the ‘boss’ printers un-
til Tuesday night to accede to the de-
mand for a nine-hour day. If by that
time the demand remains unrecognized
the printers will strike. And ‘Big Six’
agreed to levy a 4 per cent campaign
tax upon every dollar earned by the
total union membership of 5,000, to be
used as a fund to support the strike. A
month ago Typographical Union No. 6
requested the proprietors of book and
job offices to meet the wishes of their
employes and fix upon nine hours as a
working day. Prior to this the print-
ers of this country and Canada had,
by a two-thirds vote, declared for the
same principle, and had authorized the
international union to force the issue.
But the executive committee of that
body has moved slowly—too slowly for

‘Big Six.’

“The employers were duly notified,
but they seemingly ignored the matter.
Then the Typothetae held a meeting,
and, according to the report given out
by one of its members, a resolution was
passed declining to make nine hours a
working day, and subscribing $50,000
as a ‘defense fund' with which to fight
any attempt to enforce the demand.”

Woll In Sheep's I}lllllllllﬂ

Frank Anderson, Alias Charles
and Hans Henderson
Under Arrest.

Wanted for Robberies at Tilsonburg,
Napanee, Thorald, Hamilton, and
New York-Admits He is
the Man Wanted.

A beautiful pair, one of whom is an
expert sneak thief, were arrested by
Detectives Rider and Nickle, at the
Salvation Army Hotel, on Saturday
night, and when brought to the sta-
tion gave their names as Fred Ander-

son and John Anderson. For about
three weeks the police have been look-
ing for “Frank Anderson,”” who is
wanted at Napanee, Tilsonburg, To-
ronto, Thorold and in New York State
In all of these places he has
been ‘“doing’”’ boarding houses for
money and valuables. Anderson is
about 40 years old, fair, and about b
feet 4 inches in height. His companion
is about 5 feet 10 inches in height.
These two put up at the Salvation
Hotel in Hamilton, and Frank Ander-
son told the same story there that he
told here—that he was a member of
the Y. M. C. A, and traveling for a
religious publishing house in Toronto.
The Salvation captain in Hamilton de-
scribed the pair to Detective Coulter,
who had warrants for Fred Anderson’s
arrest, but in doing so he mixed the
descriptions. Detective Coulter came
here yesterday, saw the tailer Ander-
son, but he was not the man wanted.
He was then shown the ‘“shorty,” who
was the individual he was looking for.
After Fred Anderson’s arrest word was
sent to Tilsonburg, where on Oct. 26
Anderson, alias Hans Henderson, is
alleged to have stolen three $5 gold
pieces, two $1 bills, a silver watch, an
overcoat, and a roll containing $40 in
bills. When ‘““Henderson’” left Tilson-
burg he also left two valises, cue drab
and the other red, and a light overcoat,
which he is alleged to have stoien in
Hamilton. In Napanee, on Nov. 21,
Frank Anderson, alias Henderson, as-
sumed the name of Charles Henderson,
and fleeced his boarding house of a
gold watch and a sum of money. He
obtained $6 on the watch and skipped
out. Yesterday, when questioned by
the detectives, the prisoner admitted
being the sneak thief, and confessed to
the robberies. He will be taken back
to Tilsonburg today by Chief Pow.
Henderson, or Anderson, is a half-
breed Swede, and when working his
game professes to be abnormally re-
ligious. He was remanded to await
the arrival of the Tilsonburg authori-
ties by Magistrate Parke this morning,

but his companion, John Anderson, was
dhcharged
