In its religious charmacter the Taiversity is
Protestant, but not deneminational : and while all poassible attention will
be ziven to the character and conduel of students, no interference with
their peculiar religions views will be sauctioned.

The educational wark of the University is carried on in McGill Callege,
Montreal, and in the afliliated Calleges and Schools.

Aunouncement of the Laculty of Fedicine,
SESSION 1896-97.

————

The Sixty-Fourth Session of this Faculty will be opened on
Thursday, October 1st, 1896, by an introductory lecture at 3 p.m.
Lectures for students of the first, sccond and third years wili begin
September 22nd. The lectures in final subjects wili begin on
October 2nd. at the hours specified in the time-table, and will be
continued for six months.

The Medical School of McGill University was founded in 1822 as
the *“Montreal Medical Institution™ by Drs. W. Robertson. W.
Caldwen, A. F. Holmes, J. Stephenson and H. P. Loedel—all of
them at the time members of the staff of the Montreal General
Hospital.

Although founded in 1822, yet no session of the “ Medical Insti-
wtion™ was held until 1824, when it opencd with 23 students ; in
1844 the number of studenis in the Faculty was 50; in 1851, 84,
with 15 graduates ; in 1872-3, 154, with 35 graduates ; in 1892-3,
313, with 46 graduates ; in 1S94-95, 403. with 34 graduatcs.

There were no scssions held during the political troubles from
1836 10 1539, and it is owing 10 this fact that the present is the 63rd
session of the Faculty. This is in reality the 66th scssion of tie
school, which is the direct continuation of the “Montreal Medical
Institution.”

In 1828, the **Mcdical Institution™ was recognized by the
Governors of the Royal Institution as the Mcdical Faculty of
McGill University. At this time the Jectures were given in a build-
ing on the site of the present Bank of Montreal.  Later the school
was removed to a brick building still standing ncar the comner of
Craig and St. George strects.
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In 1846, the lectures 07 the Faculty were given in the present
central building of the University now occupied by the Faculty
of Arts. On account of the inconvenience arising from the distance
of the University buildings from the centre of the city, it was decided
in 1830, to erect a Medical school building in Coté Steet,
provided with ampic accommodation for Library and Museum, and
furnished with a large dissecting-room and two lecture rooms ; this
building was occupied for the first time during the session 1851-2,
and sufficed for the wants of the Faculty until 1872-73, when the
present rnain building was provided by the Governors of the Univer-
sity .

In 1883, the building in the University grounds, erected by the
Governors for the use c. this Faculty, was found inadequate. A new
building was then added, which, at the time, afforded ample facilities
for carrying out the great aim of the Faculty,—that of making the
teaching of the primary branches thoroughly practical.

Owing te the larger classes and the necessity of thorough labora-
tory tcaching, the Lecture Rooms and Laboratories added in 1883,
soon became insufficient in size and equipment tomeet the require-
ments of the Faculty.

Mr. John H. R. Molson, with timely genevosity came to the aid
of the Faculty and in 1893, purchased property adjoining the college
grounds and enabled :he Faculty to crect new buildings and exten-
sively aiter and improve those already in use.

These buildings were completed and officially opened by His
Excellency, the Earl of Aberdeen, visitor of the University, January
Sth, 18g5.

As will be seen on reference to the architect’splans on pages 34-35
the new buildings have been erected as an extension of the old ones,
towards the northwest, partially facing Carlton road, and convenient
to the Royal Victoria Hospital. They connect the Pathological
building acquired in 13893, with the older buildings and comprise a
large modern lecture room, capable of accommodating 4350 students,
with adjoining preparation-rooms and new suites of laboratories for
Pathology, Physiology, Histology, Pharmacology andSanitary Science.
The laboratories, etc., in the older buildings, have been greatly
enlarged and improved ; the whole of the second floor has been
devoted o the department of anatomy, and consists of dissecting-
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room, anatomical museum and bone-room, preparation rooms,
Professors’ and Demonstrators’ rooms, and a special Lecture Room.

On the ground floor the Library and Museum have been greatly en-
larged: a room forming part of the Library has been furnished as a
reading-room for the use of students, where the extensive reference
library of the Faculty may be consulted.

On this floor are situated also the Faculty room, the Registrar’s
office, the special museum for Obstetrics and Gynzcology, together
with Professors’ rooms, etc. The chemical laboratories have been
increased by including the laboratories formerly used by the depar:-
ment of Physiology.

In the basement are placed the janitor's apartments, cloak rooms
with numerous large lockers, the Lavatory, etc., recently furnished
with the most modern sanitaty fittings.

Through the great liberality of the Honorable Sir Donald A.
Smith in founding the “Leanchoil Endowment,” and of the citizens
of Montreal and Medical Graduates in subscribing to the “ Campbell
Memorial Fund,” the Faculty has been enabled to conduct and
maintain the teaching of the different branckes in a high state of
efficiency.

The Faculty is glad to be able to announce that, by the liberal-
ity of the Honorable Sir Donald A. Smith in endowing the chairs
of Pathology and Sanitary Science with one hundred thousand
dollars, it is ablc to establish these departments on a footing fully
commensurate with their importance and with the advances and re-
quirements of modern medical science.

The attention of Practitioners is called to the Post Graduate and
advanced courses established in 1896 in the hospitals and laboratories
connected with the Faculty of Medicine. (See page 59.)

Lecture Rooms.

In the buildings now occupied by the Faculty this session, as will
be seen by reference to the diagrams, in addition to the laboratorics,
dissecting room, etc., thereare three large lecture rooms, two capable
of comfortably scating about 300 students, and onc for general
lectures, examinations etc., capable of scating 430 students. These
thea:res are well ventilated and lighted by electricity, as indecd is the
entire buiiding. The seats are numbered and 2 lecture room ticket
is given each student on enregistering and paying the sessional fee.
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Rooms for Students Use.

Three cloak rooms are piovided in convenient portions of the
building and in addition commodious lockers can be procured pro-
vided with special locks at a nominal rental. A large well lighted
reading-room containing néwspapers, magazines and the current
medical journals, is provided in the new block, and is managed by
the students themselves. The original library has been refitted as a
comfortable well lighted reading-room for students desiring to avail
themselves of the reference works in the library of the Faculty.

Dissecting Room.

The Dissecting Room, which is situated on the second floor, is 1.
shaped, one arm of which is 76 feet in length and 31 feet in breadth,
and the other arm 435 by 32 feet. It is supplied with thirty dissect-
ing tables and over 2co specially constructed lockers, and is well
lighted for work during the day and night. In procuring appliances
for the comfort and convenience of the students, no reasonable
expense has been spared.

In connection with the dissecting roor:, ere is a Bone room,
and Aratomical Museum where students have :n excellent oppor-
tunity of studying ostcology, frozen scctions, anatomical models
and dry preparations. In connection with the bone room is a
smali but weil arranged muscum of comparative osteology. There
are also rooms for the demonstrators of anatomy.

Physiological Laboratories.

The new Physiological Laboratories, which are situated on the
upper floor of the new building, are supplied with the most medern
apparatus for the practical teaching of this most important branch
of the medical curriculum.  They consist of one large room forty-five
by thirty-five feet for undergraduate work and two smaller ones for
more advanced work and private rescarch. In addition there is a
room sct apart for a consulting library and for the special use of the

" Professor of this department.  The Students’ laboratory is arranged

in such 2 way as to permit of students assisting at, and taking part
in demonstrations.
Histological Iaboratories.
The Histological Laboratory proper, is a large, well lighted room on
the second floor of the new building.  Itis soarranged that over cighty
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students can be present at the microscopical demonstrations.
It is supplied with 50 microscopes. From the large number
of microscopes employed, students will have special facilities in study-
ing and making themsclves thoroughly acquainted with the speci-
mens that are the subjects of demonstration. In addition to the .
students’ laboratory there is a smaller laboratory adjoining for the
use of the professor and demonstrators and for special work.

Pharmacological Laboratory.

The Pharmacolegical Laboratory is 2 large room 43 by 335 feet,
situated on the second floor of the new building and is now fur-
nished with the necessary appliances for the practical teaching of
pharmacology. 1In this room is placed a teaching museum of drugs
and pharmaceutical preparations arranged according to their physi-
ological action.

Chemical Iaboratory.

The Chemical Laboratory is large, lofty, and well lighted, from
three sides. It can accommodate comfortably 124 men, but only
a much smaller number are allowed to work at one time. Each student,
when entering on this course, has 2 numbered table in the laboratory
assigned to him for his use during the session. Each table has its
own gas and water fixtures, and is provided with shelves for its cor-
responding set of reagent-bottles, as well as a drawer and locker
containing a modern set of chemical appasatus especially adapted
for the work. This apparatus is provided by the Faculty, and
supplied to cach student without extra charge. The student is only
required to pay for apparatus broken o1 destroyed.

The laboratory is ventilated by an electric fan and fully equipped
for the various courses of study, thus giving to the student unsur-
passed advantages for acquiring a sound and practical knowledge of
medical chemistry.

Pathological Iaboratory.

A large building of three stories, 47 by 4o feet, adjoining the Col-
lege, recently acquired by the Faculty, thanks to the generosity of
Mr. J. H. R. Molson, constitutes the Pathological Laboratory ; it
has undergone extensive alterations to fit it for the purpose. The
uppermost floor has been converted into a work-room for the
osteologist and curator ; the second floor is one large laboratory for
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classwork in Practical Pathology and Bacteriology ; upon the floor
beneath, are two laboratories for research, a preparation room, profes-
sor's private room and library, and culture rooms; while upon the
ground floor are rooms for the attendant, for storage and for keeping
animals.

MATRICULATION.

I. REectraTiONS OF THE FacurLTty OoF MEDICINE OF
McGiLo Um\;snsrrv.

Every Student before he can be enregistered as an undergraduate
in Medicine, must present. a certificate of having passed the
Matriculation Examination of the Faculty of Medicine or Arts
of this University, or of having passed some State or University ex-
amination accepted by this University.

Graduates in Arts of any recognized university and those who
have passed the Entrance Examination of a Provincial Medical
Council and thus become enregistered students in medicine of a
province in Canada. arc exempt from further preliminary examin-
ation.

Students from the United States who have passed a State or
University examination fully equivalent to that required by this
University, may at the discretion of the Faculty be admitted to study
without further examination.

The Matriculation Examination of this University for Medicine
is held twice each year, in June and September, at the same time as
that for Arts and Science. (Sec Faculty almanack ac beginning
of this caiendar.) The fee for this examination is five dollars payable
on application to the Acting Secretary of the University, J. W.
Brakenridge.

Papers for the Junc ex-minations will be sent to locai centres on
application to the Acting Secretary. An additional fee of four
dollars, to meet local expenses, will be charged for such examination.

The September examinations are held just before he lectures in
Medicine begin.  These are held in McGill College, Montreal, only,
and at th2se cxaminations alternative books in Classics will be
accepted.
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The subjects for examination are Classics, Mathematics and

English, and one of the optional subjects as below.

CoMPULSORY SUBJECTS.

Latin.—Ceesar, Bell, Gall. Books I.and II.; Virgil, ~Zneid, Book
I., and Latin Grammar.

Mathematics—Arithmetic (including metric system); Algebra,
to quadratic equations inclusive ; Euclid’s Elements, Books.
L, IL, IIT.

English.—Wniting from Dictation. A paper on English Grammar,
including Analysis. A. paper on the leading events of English
history. Essay on a subject to be given at the time of the ex-
amination.

OPTIONAL SULJECTS.
(One only of these subjects is required.)

1. Greck—ZXenophon, Anabasis, Book I.; Greek Grammar.

2. French.—Le Bourgeois gentilhomme and French grammar.

3. German—The first eighty pages of Joynes’ German reader or
equivalent and German grammar,

4. Chemistry—(Asin Remsen’s Elements of Chemistry, pages 1.160)
and Physics (Gage and Fessenden’s High School Physics).

JI. REGULATIONS GOVERNING THE PRELIMINARY EXAMINATIONS:
oF CaNaADIAN aND ENGLISH LICENSING BODIES.

Students should bear in mind the fact that no dagree in Medicine-
from a Canadian university carries with it a legal right to praetice-
Medicine and Surgery in Canada, or in any other British possession..
Each province in Canada has its own regulations regarding En-
trance Examination, etc.. and lioense to practice is conferred only-
on those who have complied with the regulations of the special
province as to preliminary education, duraiion and course of study,.
ctc. As the curriculum of professional studies of McGill University-
fully meets the requirements of all the Provincial Boards, attention
will be called only tothe regulations regarding Preliminary Education..

Each licensing body in England and Canada dates the period@
of beginning the study of Medicine from the time of passing the:
Entrance Examination accepted by it.

It is therefore of the highest importance that intending students.
should select that examination in preliminary education which will
be accepted by the Licensing Board of the province or country in
which they intend to practice.their profession. 4
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A. 70 obtain a license to practice in England, India, or any other
British Possession (Canada excepter).

The Matriculation Examination in Medicine of this University, as
described above, is accepted by the General Medical Council of
Great Britain and Ireland. Graduates of this University desiring to
enregister in England are thus exempted from any examination in
preliminary education on production of the McGill Matriculation
certificate together with a certificate that all the subjects of this
Examination were passed at one time. Certificates of this University
for attendance on lectures ase also accepted by the General Medical
Council.

B. 70 obtain a license to practicelin the Province of Quebec.

No University Matriculation Examination is accepted by the
College of Physicians and Surgeons of this Province. Graduates in
Arts of any British or Canadian University are however exempted
from examination, on presentation ot their Diplomas.

Those who pass the Preliminary Examination described below, or
Graduates in Arts who enregister as students in the C. P. & S,,
Quebec, on beginning their studies in Medicine, obtain on graduat-
ing from McGill University, a license to Practice in Quebec without
further examination in any professional subject.

The requirements for this examination :

LaTIN.— Casar’s Commentaries, Bks. I., II.,, III, IV. and V.—
Virgil's &neid, Bks. I. and II.—The Odes of Horace,
Bk. III., with a sound knowledge of the Grammar of the
Language.

ExcLisH.—For English-speaking candidates.—A critical knowledge
of one of Shakespeare’s plays, viz.,, Anthony and Cleopatra
for 1896, with Eaglish Grammar, as in Dr. Smith or Mason.

For Frencl-speaking candidates.—Translation into French
of passages from the first eight Books of Washington Irving’s
Life of Columbus, with questions of Grammar. Transla-
tion into English of extracts from Fénélon's Télémagque.

FreNcH.—For French-speaking candidates.—A critical knowledge of
Moliére's Le Bourgeois Gentilhomme, Fénélon’s Aventures
de Télémaque and La Fontaine's Fables, Books I, 11, III,,
with questions of Grammar and Analysis.

For English-speaking candidates.—T'ranslation into Eng-
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lish of passages from Fénélon's Télémaque, with questions of
Grammar. Translations into French of easy English ex-
tracts.

BeLLes LeTrreS AND Rueroric.—Principles of the subject as in
Haven’s Rhetoric, or Boyd’s Rhetoric and Literary Criti-
cism. History of the Literature of the age of Periclesin
Greece, of Augustus in Rome, and of the 17th and 18th cen-
turies of England and France.

History.—Outlines of the History of Greece and Rome, with par-
ticular knowledge of the History of Britain, France and
Canada.

GEOGRAPHY.—A general view, with particular knowledge of Britain,
France and North America.

AriTHMETIC—Must include Vulgar and Decimal Fractions, Simple
and Compound Proportion, Interest and Percentages, and
Square Root.

ALSEDRA.—Maust include Fractions and Simultaneous Ecuations of
the First Degree.

GeonETRY.—Euclid, Books I., II, IIL and VI, or the portion
of plane Geometry covered by those Books. Also the
measurement of the lines, surfaces and volumes, of regular
geometrical figures.

CHEMISTRY.~—OQutlines of the subject as in \Wartz or Roscoe’s
Elementary Chemistry.

Borany.—Outlines as in Laflamme or Spotton’s text-book.

Puysics.—Outlines as in Peck-Ganot’s Physics.

PriLosorHY.—Elements of Logic as in Jevon’s Logic ; Elements of
Philosophy, as in Calderwood’s Hand-book.

The Examinations will be held in Scptember, 1896, at Quebec,

. and in June, 1897, at Montreal. (Sce Almanac at front of this Cal-

exdar for exact date of examinations.) Applications to be made to

Examination Fee, 20 dollars. Should the candidate be unsuc-
cessful, one half of the fee will be returned.

Of the four years’ study a/?er having passed the Matriculation

Examination, three six months’ sessions, at least, must be attended
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at a Uriversity, College, or Incorporated School of Medicine, recog-

nized by the “ Provincial Medical Board.” The first session must

be attended during tlie year immediately succeeding the Matricula-

tion. Examination, and the final session must be in the fourth ycar.
C. o obtain a license to Practice in Ontario.

To Lecome an enrcgistered student of Medicine of the C. P. & S,,
QOntario, it is necessary to hold a degree in Arts of a recognized
Canadian or British University, or to pass before beginning the
study of Medicine, the prescribed examination in  Preliminary
Education. This Examination is the University Deopartmental
Matriculation Examination of the Ontafio Education Department
with science added and compulsory.

ExcLisH.—1i1. Composition :—Nothing but an essay will be required ;
this shall be dealt with, rather as a test of the candidate’s
knowledge of English composition than as a proof of his
knowledge of the subject written upon. Legible writing,
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and correct spelling and punctuation will be regarded as
indispensible, and special attention will be paid to the
structure of sentences and paragraphs. The candidate
should also give attention to the structure of the whole
essay, the effective ordering of the thought, and the accu-
rate employment of a good English vocabulary. About
three pages of foolscap is suggested as the proper length
for the essay; but quality, not quantity, will be mainly
regarded.

2. Grammar and Rhetoric:—The examination will be
chiefly on passages not prescribed. A liberal choice of
“questions will be allowed to the candidate.

3. Poetical Literature :—Intelligent comprehension of
and familiarity with the prescribed texts will be required :

ENREGISTRATION.
The following are the University Regulations :—

All Students desirous of attending the Medical Lectures shall, a3
the commencement of each Session, enrol their names and residences
in the Register of the Medical Facuity.

The said Register shali be closed on the last day of October for
4th year students, . d on the 17th of October for first, second
and third year students.

Fees are payable to the Registrar, and must be paid in advance
at the time of enre ™ tration.

The class tickets for the various courses are accepted as qualifying
candidates for examination before the various Colleges and Licensing
bodics of Great Britain and Ircland, and the Coilege of Physicians
and Surgeons of Ontario. The degree in Medicine of this University
carries with it at the Licensing Boards of Great Britain the same
exemptions in certair subjects as are granted to all colonial degrees.

‘To meet the circumstances of the General Practitioners in British
North America, wherc there is no diviston of the profession into
Physicians and Surgeons exclusively, the degree awarded upon
graduation is that of “Doctor of Medicine and Master of Surgery,”
in accordance with the general nature and character of the curricu-
lum, as fully specified hercafter. The degree is received by the
College of Physicians and Surgeons of the Province of Quebec,
provided the graduate from this university matriculated before the
Colicge of Physicians and Surgeons of Qucbec, when cntering on the
study of medicine.

Any graduate therefore 1 medicine of the University, may
obtain a license to practise in the Province of Quebec without
further examination, if he has complied with the .bove regulations.

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III.
COURSES OF LECTURES.

The Corporation of the University, on the recommendation of the
Faculty of Medicine, in 1894, consented to the extension of the
courses of lectures in medicine over a period of about nine months
instead of six.

By this means, {1) The students of the primary years have a
more ample opportunity of becoming acquainted, by laboratory work,
with those branches of study which form the scientific basis of their
profession, and (2) the final students will be able to derive the
greatest benefit from the abundance of'clinical material provided in
the two Hospitals.

By this arrangement while the actual number of didactic lectures
per session will be decreased, there will be a corresponding increase
in the amount of tutorial work and individual teaching in the labor-
atories for Chemistry, Physiology, Anatomy, Pathology and Hygiene
as well as giving more time, during the last two years of the course,
for the thorough study of disease in the wards of the Royal Victoria
and Montreal General Hospitals.

The Faculty expects, by thus increasing the time that the different
professors, lecturers and demonstrators devote to each student, to
accomplish two very important ends : First, to do away with the
injurious effects which resul: from attempting to condense the teach-
ing of medicine and surgery into four or even five sessions of six
months ; Second, to give cach student 2 sounder and more thor-
oughly practical knowledge of his profession than could be obtained
by attending during even five sessions of six months each.

ANATOMY.
(DESCRIPTIVE AND PRACTICAL).
PROFESSGR, FRANCIS J. SHEPHERD.

J- M. ELbER, Lecturer on Medicine and Surgical Anatomy
and Senior Demonstrator.  J. G. McCarray, R. Tair
MacKexzie, W. E. Dgsks, J. A. Henverson, and
J- A. SrriNGLE, Demonstrators. )

Anatomy is taught in the most practical manner possible, and its
relation to Medicine and Surgery fully considered.  The lectures are

illustrated by the fresh subject, moist and dry preparations, sections,
models and plates, and drawings on the blackboard.

The department of Practical Anatomy is under the direct control
and personal supervision of the Professor of Anatomy, assisted by
his staff of Demonstrators.

The methods of teaching are similar to those of the best Europezn
schools, and Students are thoroughly grounded in this branch.

Every Student must be examined af Zeast thiee times in each
part dissected, and no certificate is given unless the examinations
are satisfactory.

Special Demonstrations on the Brain, Thorax, Abaomen, Bones,
etc., are frequently given. Prizes are awarded at the end of the
Session for the best examination on the fresh subject.

The Dissecting Room is open from 8 a.m. to 10 p.m. Abundance
of material provided.

CHEMISTRY.
PROFESSOR. GILBERT P. GIRDWQOON.

The course in this subject is carefully graded. Students of the
first year receive lectures on Chemical and Physiological Physics
and the general principles and theories of the science.  In the sec-
ond year the course on chemistry is extended to embrace its appli-
cation to physiology and medicine, and includes a course in Or-
ganic Chemistry.  The lectures are fully illustrated by experiments,
for which the department is equipped with all modern Lecture-
TOOm apparatus.

PRACTICAL CHEMISTRY.

PROFESSOR, R. F- RUTTAN.
DEMONSTRATOR, C. G. L. WOLF.
LABORAYORY ASSISTANT, CHAS. STEVENSOXN.

Laboratory instruction in practical chemistry is given during cach
of the first three years of study throughout one term.

The first yeat's course illustrates the general principles of chemical
action and the properties of typical clements. During the second
year the course will include methods of qualitative analysis and the
detection of poisons. In the third year a course of clinical and
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sanitary chemistry will be given, in which the student will be made
familiar with the application of chemistry to the diagnosis and pre-
vention of disease. Special attention is directed to instructing the
student in making accurate notes of his experiments and his conclu-
sions. These notes are examined daily and criticised.

PHYSIOLOGY.

PROFESSOR, WESLEY MILLS.
LECTURER, W. 8. MORIROW.

DEMONSTRATUR, J. W. SCANE.
ASSISTANT DEMUNSTRAYOR, J. D. CAMERON.

The purpose of this Course is to make Students thoroughly
acquainted, as far as time permits, with modern Physiology: its
methods, its deductions, and the basis on which the latter rest.
Accordingly a full course of lectures is given, in which the phy-
sical, the chemical and other aspects of the subject receive attention.

In addition to the use of diagrams, plates, models, etc.,, every
department of the subject is experimentally illustrated. The exper-
iments are mostly free from clahorate fecinigue, and many of them
are of a kind susceptible of ready imitation by the Student.

Laboraiory work for Senior Students —

(1.) Duning a part of the Session there will be a course on
Physiological Chemistry, in which the Student will, under direc-
tion, investigate food stuffs, digestive action, blood, and the more
important secretions and excretions, including urine. Al the
apparatus and material for this course will be provided.

(2-) The remainder of the Session will be devoted to the perform-
ance of experiments which are unsuitable for demonstration to a
large class in the lecture room, or that require the use of
elaborate methods, apparatus, etc., together with such as each indi-
vidual of the class can conduct himsclf.

Laboratory svork for Junior Studenis ~—
This will be somewhat similar to the course for senior students,
but simpler and anatomico-physiological rather than chemical ; like

the work for second year students its main object will be the illustra-
tion of important physiological principles.

HISTOLOGY.
PROFESSOR, GEO. WILKINS.
DEMONSTRATOR, N. V. GUNNE.

This will consist of a course of lectures and demonstrations with
the Microscope, besides a short course in the preparation and
mounting of specimens. As the demonstrations will be chiefly relied
upon for teaching the Aicroscopic Anatomy of the various struct-
ures, the specimens under observation will then be minutely de-
scribed. Plates and diagran:s specially prepared for these lectures
will be freely made use of.

PHARMACOL.OGY AND THERAPEUTICS.
PROFESSOR, A. D. BLACKADER.
ASSISTANT DEMONSTRATOR, F. Al FRY.

The lectures on this subject are graded in the following manner :

During the primary couse, atiention will be directed chiefly to
Pharmacology, including the important chemical and physical pro-
pertics of the various drugs, and a brief consideration of their
physiological action. Therapeutics will be considered only in out-
line. A complete museum of Materia Medica wiil afford the student
opportunity for making himseclf acquainted with the drugs them-
seives. During the spring session, a course of demonstrations on
Practical Materia Medica and Pharmacy will be given.

During the final course, the Physiological Action of Drugs will be
dwelt upon at length, and attention will be given to the Therapeutic
Application of all Drugs and Pemedial Measures. Prescription
writing, and the various modes of administering drugs will be ex-
plained and illustrated. During the course a series of lecturcs will
be delivered in the theatres of the hospitals on special cases or
groups of cases, illustrating important points in both General and

Special Therapeutics.

MEDICINE.

PROFESSOR, JANES STEWART.

DEMONSTRATORS, § G GORPON GoT PELL

While the lectures on this subject 2rc mainly devoted to Special
Pathology and Therapeutics, no opportunity is lost of illustrating and
explaining the gencral laws of disease. With the exception of certain
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affections seldom or never observed in this country, all the impor-
tant internal diseases of the body, except those peculiar to women
and children, are discussed, and their Pathological Anatomy illustra-
ted by the large collection of morbid preparations in the University
Museum, and by fresh specimens contributed by the Professor of
Pathology.

The College possesses an extensive series of Anatomical plates
and models illustrative of the Histological and Anatomical appear-
ances of disease, and the wards of the General and Royal Victoria
Hospitals afford the lecturer ample opportunities to refer to living
examples of very many of the maladies he describes, and to demon-
strate the results of treatment. i

CLINICAL: MEDICINE.
PROFESSOR, JAMES STEWART.
ASNOCIATE PROFESNORS. F. G. FINLEY and 1. A. LAFLEUR.

The instruction in Clinical Medicine is conducted in the theatres,
wards, out-paticnt rooms and laboratories of the Royal Victoria and
Montreal General Hospitals.

The courses include :—

1. The reporting of cases by every member of the Graduating
Class. A certain number of beds being assigned to each student.

II. Bedside instruction for members of the Graduating Class.

II1. Two Clinics weekly in each hospital.

IV. Tutorial instruction for the Junior Classes, in the wards and
out-paiient rooms of both hospitals.

Y. Instruction in Clinical Chemistry and Bacteriology.

SURGERY.
PROFESSOR, THOMAS G. RODDICK.
DEMONSTRATORS, R. . KIRKPATRICK and A. B. GARROT.

This course consists of the Principles and Practice of Surgery
and Surgical Pathology, illustrated by a large collection of prepara-
tions from the Muscum, as well as by specimens obtained from cases
under observation at the Hospitals. The greater part of the course
however is devoted to the Practice of Surgery, in which attention is
constantly drawn to cases which have been observed by the class
during the session. The various surgical appliances are exhibited,
and their uses and application explained. Surgical Anatomy and
Operative Surgery form special departments of this course.
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CLINICAL SURGERY.

PROFESSOR, JAMES BELL.
ASSOCIATE “ GEOLGE E. ARMSTRONG.
LECTURER, R. C. KIRKPATRICK.
DEMONSTRATORS, KENNETH CAMERON AND A. E. GARROW.

The teaching in Clinical Surgery is conducted at the Montreal
General and Royal Victoria Hospitals.

I In the amphitheatre of each of these Hospitals lectures are
given and operations are performed, and, whenever opportunity
offers, fracture and dislocation are reduced and the proper dressings
applied before full classes.

I1. Small ward classes of about 10 men in each are taken through
the wards by the surgeon in attendance or one of his assistants
and instruction given at the bedside concerning the nature and man-
agement of surgical cases.

I11. Beds are assigned to students in rotation, and each student
is required to carefully study and report cases and to assist in the
surgical dressing of the same.

IV. In the Out-patient Department students have an exception-
ally good opportunity to study a great variety of injuries, to witness

- operations in minor surgery, to come into personal contact with
patient and to take part in the application of a variety of surgical
dressings and appliances.

MIDWIFERY.

PROFESSOR, J. CHALMERS CAMERON.
DEMONSTRATOR, D. J. EVANS.

This course will embrace: 1. Lectures on the principles and prac-
tice of the obstetric art, illustrated by diagrams, fresh and preserved
specimens, the artificial pelvis, complete sets of models illustrating
deformities of the pelvis, wax preparations, bronze mechanical pelvis,
&c. 2. Bedside instruction in the Montreal Matemity, including
external palpation, pelvimetry, the management and after-treatment
of cases. 3. A complete gourse on obstetric operations with the
phantom and preserved foctuses. 4. The diseases of Infancy.

5. A course of individual clinical instraction at the Montreal
Maternity.
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Arrangements have now been made for a graded course.in Obste-
trics, instruction being given separately to third year and final
students.

Particular attention is given to Clinical instruction, and a Clinical
examination in Midwifery similar to that held in Medicire and
Surgery now forms part of the final examination.

GYNZECOLOGY.

PROFESSOR, WAl. SARDNER.
ASSOCTATE PROFESSOR, T. JOHNSON-ALLOWAY.

The didactic course is graded and consists of from forty to forty-
five lectures given at intervals alterniting with the lectures on Ob-
stetrics and extending throughout the session. The anatomy and
physiology of the organs and parts concerned is first discussed.
Then the various methods of examination are fully described, the
necessary instruments exhibited, and their uses explained.

The diseases peculiar to women are considered as fully as time
permits, somewhat in the following order :—Disorders of Menstrua-
tion ; Leucorrhcea; Diseases of the External Genital Organs ; In-
flammations, Lacerations and Displacements of the Uterus ; Pelvic
Cellulitis and Peritonitis and Inflammations of the Ovaries and
Fallopian Tubes; Benign and Malignant growths of the Uterus ;
Tumours of the Ovary ; Diseases of the Bladder and Urethera. The
lectures are illustrated as fully as possible by drawings and morbid
specimens.

Clinical teaching, including out-patient and bed-side instruction,
is given at both Royal Victoria and Montreal General hospitals by
Professors Gardner and Alloway. A large amount of Clinical
material is thus available for practical instruction in this depart-
ment of medicine. Numerous operations are done before the class,
and made the subject of remarks. In addition to the ward-patients
each hospital conducts a large out-patient Gynweological Clinic to
which advanced students are admitted in rotation and instructed
in digital and bimanual examination and in the use of diagnostic
instruments. :

Particular attention is thus given to Clinical instruction, and a
Clinical examination in Gynzcology similar to that held in Medicine
and Surgery now forms part of the final examination.
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MEDICAL JURISPRUDENCE.
PROFESSOR, GEO. WILKINS.
LECTURER ON MENTAL DISEASES, J. W. BURGESS.

LECTURER ON MEDICO-LEGAL PATHOLOGY, WYATT JOHNSTON.

This course includes Insanity, the subject being treated of in its
Medical as well as Medico-Legalaspects. Special attention is devoted
to the subject of blood stains, the Clinical, Microscopic and Spectro-
scopic tests for which are fully described and shown to theclass. The
various spectra of blood in its different conditions are shown by
the Microspectroscope, so well adapted for showing the reactions
with exceedingly minute quantities of suspected material. Recent
researches in the diagnosis of human from animal blood are alluded
to. In addition to the other subjects usually included in a course
of this kind, Toxicology is taken up. The modes of action of
poisons, general evidence of poisoning and classification of poisons
are first treated of, afier which the more common poisons are de-
scribed, with reference to symptoms, post-mortem appearances, and
chemical tests. The post-mortem appearances are illustrated by
plates, and the tests are shown to the class. A shoi. course of
demonstrations on Medico-legal Pathology also forms part of the
instruction in this department. This course includes post-mortem
methods in medico-legal cases, the pathological conditions charac-
teristic of the more important forms of violent death and the natural
causes of sudden death which are liable to excite suspicions of

homicide. The lectures are illustrated by specimens from the.

Coroner’s Court.

OPHTHALMOLOGY AND OTOLOGY.
PROFESSOR, FRANK BYULLER,
DEMONSTRATOR, J. J. GARDNER.

This will include a course of twenty-five lectures on diseases of
the Eye and Ear, both didactic and clinical. In the former, the
general principles of diagnosis and treatment will be dealt with ;
including three lectures on the errors of refraction and faults of
accommodation. At the olinical lectures given in the Hospitals
cases jllustrative of the typical forms of ordinary diseases of the
Eye and Ear will be exhibited and explained to the class. In the
out-patients’ department of each Hospital students have excellent
opportunities of gaining clinical experience.

-
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BOTANY.
PROFESSOR D. P. PENHALLOW.

The purpose of this course is to give students a good grounding
in the principles of General Morphology, to advance their knowl-
edge of the Comparative Physiology of animals and plants, and
enable them to determine readily, such species of plants as may
come under their observation. It comprises,—

1. Practical morphology—the determination and classification ot
type specimens of Bryphytes, Pteridophytes and Spermophytes.
Special facilities for this course are offered by the morphological
laboratory and the resources of the Botanic Garden.

2. A course of lectures on General Morphology and Classification,
Histology and Physiology. The lectures are illustrated by the
models and large collections in the Peter Redpath Museum.

3. Studiesin Canadian Botany. This work is prosecuted by means
of ficld-excursions which are held as often as opportunity is afforded
during the autumn months,

4. A special collection of medicinal plants, now being formed at
the Gardens, offers a valuable preparation in the course of Pharma-
cology.

ZOOLOGY.
W. E. DEEKS, LECTURER (Art).

This course includes a systematic study of the Morphology and
classification of animals, illustrated by Canadian examples and by
the collections in the Peter Redpath Museum. It forms a suitable
introduction to Comparative Physiology.

Students may take either Zoology or Botany, but their choice
should be regulated by the requirements of the law in the provinces
in which they intend to practice.

Students electing either subject, must continue therein for the
session, except by permission from the Faculty.

Students desiring to take both Zoology and Botany during one
session must apply for permission from the Faculty.

Students in Botany or Zoology wiil receive tickets to the Peter
Redpath Museum, and to the Museum of the Natural History
Society of Montreal.
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PATHOLOGY.

PROFESSOR, J.G. ADAML.

LECTURER IN PATHOLOGY, C. F. MARTIN.

DEMONSTRATORS,$ {- & BRADLEY,
LABORATORY ASSISTANT, E. W. HAMMOND.
The following courses constitute the teaching on this subject :—

r. A course of General Pathology for Students of the Third Vear
(optional for those of the Fourth). Lectures are delivered twice
weekiy throughout the year.

2. A course of demonstrations in the performance of Autopsies,
for Students of the Third Year. The demonstrations are held once
a week, from October until Christmas.

3. Demonstrations upon the Autopsies of the week for Students
of the two Final Years. -These are given during the session by Dr.
Adami al the Royal Victoria Hospital, and by Dr. Wyatt Johnston
at the General Hospital,

Lractical Courses.

4. The performance of autopsies. Each student is required to
take an active part in at least six autopsies. The autopsies are
conducted at the General and Royal Victeria Hospitals by the
Pathologists of these Hospitals and their assistants. In addition to
the actual performance of the sectio cadaveris, students are expected
to attend the practical instruction given in copnection with each
autopsy, in the method of preparation and microscopic examination
of the removed tissues, so as to become proficient in methods of
preparation, staining and mounting.

5. A practical course in Morbid Histology for Students of the
Third Year. This class is held once a week during the winter
months. Six scctions are as a e distributed at each meeting of
the class so that each student obtains a large and representative
series of morbid tissues, and upon an average twenty minutes are
devoted to the description and examination of cach specimen. Labor-
atory fee 1o cover cost of slides, reagents, microscope, etc., $3.

6. A course of demonstrations upon Morbid Anatomy (Museum
specimens) once weekiy during the winter months, for students of
the Fourth Year, .
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In addition to the above the staff of the department give instruc-
tion to the more advanced students who desire to undertake any
special work in the laboratories. Classes in clinical pathology and
microscopy are given from time to time, at the Pathological Labor-
atosy and at the General and Royal Vi ctona Hospitals under the
direction of the Professors of Clinical Medicine.

DEPARTMERT OF PUBLIC HEALTH AND PREVENTIVE
MEDICINE.

PROFESSOR, ROBT. CRAIK.

SAXITARY PHYSICS S PROF. ROBT. l’lMIK
AND CHEMISTRY. tPROF. R. F. RUTTAN

BACTERINLOGY AND. gPROP. J. G. ADAMI.
PREVENTIVE MEDICINE DR. WYATTJOHNSTOXN.

The Department of Public Health and Preventive Medicine has,
owing to its endowment by Sir Donald A. Smith, been made one of
the most important subjects of the third year.

The instruction will o sist of two lectures per week, for the whole
session, a systematic course in Bacteriology 2nd Preventive Mcdicine,
including Serum Therapy. will be followed by courses on the sanitary
relations of water, soil, food and air, the use and relative value of
disinfectants, domestic sanitation, including plumbing, heating, ven-
tilation, the construction of habitations, etc. and will be illustrated by
models and special apparus.  Lectures will also be given on per-
sonal hygienc, including bathing. exercise, etc, and on climate and
health resorts. In addition to the course of systematic lectures,
laboratory courses will be given in the Pathological and Chemical
laboratorics on Bacteriology, descriptive and sanitary Chemistry.
The laboratory work will extend over a period of three months and
will be given twice weekiy.

A working muscum and model room is being equipped this sum-
mer with working mnodels and apparatus to illustrate the application
of hygicnic principles.  Demonstrations will be given ia the hygienic
muscum from time to time as required.

LARYNGOLOGY AND RHINOLOGY.-
PROFESSOR, 4. & RIRKETT.
Tnis coursc wiil consist of practical kessons in the use of the

Laryngosconc and Rhinoscope.  The instruction will be carried on
with small classes o that wndividual attention may be insured. A
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limited number of chnical lectures bearing upon interesting cases
attending the clinic will be delivered during the session. These lec-
tures will be, however, of an eminently practical nature.

MENTAT, DISEASES.
LECTIURBR. T. J. W. BGRGESS.

This course will comprise a series of lectures at the University on
Insanity in its various forms, from a medical as well as from a medi-
co-legal standpoint. The various types of mental diseases will be
illustrated by cases in the Verdun Asylum, where clinical instruction
will be given to groups of senior studentsat intervals throughout
the session.

PRACTICAL MICROSCOPY.

Thisis an entirely optional course, in charge of Prof. Wilkins,
It is intended especially for teaching the technique of Microscopy.
Students will be shown how to examine blood, &c., also to cut,
stain, and mount specimens. For this purpose they will have fur-
nished them normal structures, with which they will be able to
secure a cabinet of at least 100 specimens. which will be of great
benefit when in practice.  Reagents and cverything, except cover-
glasses and cabinet cases, provided. Fee $3.

IV,

DOUBLE GCOURSES.

By special arrangement with the Facuity of Arts, it is now possible
for students to obtain the double degree of B.A.. and M.D,C. M.,
2fter only six years of study.

It has been decided to allow the Primary subjects (Anatomy,
Physiology and Chemistry) in medicine to couut as Honor subjects
of the third and fourth years in Arts. It follows then that at theend
of four ycars study a student may obtain his B.A. degree and have
two yoars of his medical course completed.

The remaining two ycars of study are devoted to the third and
fourth year subjrcts in Medicine.

The special provisions for Medical Students in the Arts course are
as follows:

IR the First Year, instead of the Chemistry appointed, 2 Medical
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Student may substitute one half of the Course in Chemistry required
of students in the First Year of the Medical Faculgy.

[NoTte—Should, in the future, the Chemistry in the Faculty of
Ans be made cquivaient to that of the Faculty of Medicine, it
may be taken by any Student procecding to the Medical Degree in
licu of the course in the Medical Faculty.]

In the Second Year. The remaining half of the Course in Che=-
istry of the Medical Faculty may be substituted for the Psychology
of the Tirst Term and the Alathematical Physics of the Second Y :ar.
The Botany Course of the Medical Faculty may be substituted for
the Botany in the Arts Course.

[Nore—The Faculty of Medicine advises Medical Students who
are following the Courses in Arts prescribed for the double degree, to
take the subject of Psychology if possible. ]

Zxird Year.— Physiology and Histology with practical work there-
in, or Amatomy with Practical Anatomy, together with the regular
examinations therein in the Faculty of Medicine, may be substitated
for two courses under the heading of “ Science ™ in the curriculum of
the Third Year in Arts.

[NoTe—If a special course of Physics for Mudical Students
should Le established, Natural Philosophy may not be compulsory.]

Lourth Year—Students who have compicted the Third Year in
Arntsand First Year in Medicine shall have the same privileges in the
Fourth Year as Honour Students in this year, viz,, they shall be re-
quired to attend two only of the courses of lectares given in the
ordwmasy departments (or onc course with the additional course
therein), and to pass the corresponding examinations only at the
Ordinary B.A. Examination. These courses should for Mcdical
Students be in either Languages or Literature.

Students are recommended in the Third and Fourth Years to con-
tinue the study of subjects which they have alreadv taken in the
First and Second Years.

In order to obtain the above privileges, the student must give
notice at the cormmencement of the Session to the Dean of the Faculty
of Atts, of his intention to claim them, and present 2 certificate from
the Registrar of the Medical Faculty that his name is eatcred on the
books of that Faculty. He must produce at the end of the sessions
in the first two years 2 certificate of attendance on the required lec-
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tures and of standing at the corresponding cxaminations. In the
Third and Fourth Years, he must produce certificates that he has
completed each year of the Medical curriculum.

A certificate of Licentiate in Arts will be given along with the
professional degree in Medicine to those who, previous to cntrance
upon their professional studies proper, have completed two years in
the Faculty of Arts, and have duly passed the prescribed examina-
tions therein.

V.

POST-GRADUATE AND ADVANCED
COURSES.

The Faculty of Medicine in 1896 established post-graduate and
special courses in connection with the Montreal General and Royal
Vicioria Hospitals and the various laboratories in the University
buildings. These courses will be given again in 1897.

There will be two distinct sets of courses, one a short piactical
and clinical course for medical men in geacral practice who desire
to keep in touch with recent advances in Medicine, Surgery and
Pathology, and who wish special clinical experience in Gynscology,
Ophthalmology, Larvngology, etc. This course will last about six
weexs, beginning about the beginning of May.

A special detailed programme will be prepared and will be sent
Jn application in January next.

The other courses will be for those who have just completed their
regular course in Medicine, and desire special Laboratary or Clinical
teaching before beginning practice.

Arrangements have also been made to accommodate 2 limited
number of such graduates who desirc advanced and research work.

Commodious laboratories for advanced work have been equipped
in oconnection with the Pathological and Clinical departments ot
both the Royal Victoria and Montreal General Hospitals, and in
connection with the gencral Jaboratorics for Pathology, Physiology
and Chemistry, recently altered and exiended in the new buildings
of the Faculty.

Recent graduates of recognized universitics desiring to qualify for
cxaminations by advanced laboratory courses, ot who wish to engage
in special research, may enter at any time by giving a month's
notice, stating the courses desired and tie time at their disposal.
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All the regular clinics and demonstrations of both hospitals will
be open to such students on the same conditions as undergraduates
in medicine of this University.

These laboratories will be open for graduates about May 1st,
1890.

Further details regarding courses, fees, etc., may be obtained on
aprication to the Registrar after January, 58g6.

THE POST GRADUATE COURSE OF 18986.

As announced in its last annual calendar, the Faculty of Medi-
-cine of McGill University gave this year a Post Graduate course of
instruction in the various departments of Medicine and Surgery.

These courses began on Tvesday, May sth, 1896, and extended
over a period of six weeks.

EXAMINATIONS. *

Frequent oral examinations are held to test the progress of the
Student and occasional written examinations are given throughout
the Session.

The Pass examinations at the close of each Session are arranged
as follows :—

First Year.

Examinations in BoTANY or ZooLoGY, HISTOLOGY, PHYSIOLOGY,
ANaToMY, CHEMISTRY Theoretical and Practical.

Students who have iaken one or more university coursesin Botany
or Chemistry before entering, may be exempted from attendance and
examination. Students exempted in their first year subjects are allowed
only a pass standing, but may present themselves for examination if
they desire to attain an honor standing.

Marks obtained in examinationss in first year subjects will count
for both Pass and Honors in the Primary examinations.

Second Year.

Examinations in ANaToMY, CHEMISTRY, PRACTICAL CHEMISTRY,

PavysioLocy, HisToLoGY, PHARMACOLOGY and THERAPEUTICS.
Third Year.

Examinations in PHARMACOLOGY and THERAPEUTICS, MEDICAL
JurisPRUDENCE, PreLic HeEaLTH and PRevENTIVE MEDICINE (in-
cluding BACTERIOLOGY), GENERAL PATHOLOGY, MENTAL DiSEASES,
CrinicaL CHEMISTRY, MEDICINE and SGRGERY.

Marks obtained in third year subjects count for pass and honors
in the final examinations.

Fourth Year.

Examinations in MEDICINE, SURGERY, OBSTETRICS, GYNAECOLOGY,
Crinicar MEDICINE, CLINICAL SURGERY, CLiNIcaL OBSTETRICS,
CriNicar GYNAECOLOGY, CLINICAL OPHTHALMOLOGY, and Prac-
TICAL PATHOLOGY.

By means of the above arrangement a certain definite amount of
work mustbe accomplished by the student in each year, and an equi-
table division is made between the Primary 2nd Final branches.

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A minimum of 50 per cent. in euck subject is required to Pass and
75 per cent. for Flonors.

Candidates who fail to pass in not more than two subjects of
either the first or second years may be granted a supplemental exam-
ination at the beginning of the following session.

Supplemental examinations will not be granted, except by special
permission of the Medical Faculty, and on writien application stating
reasons, and accompanied with a fee of $35.00 for each subject.

No candidate will be permitted, without special permission of the
Faculty, to proceed with the wurk of the final year uatil he has
passed the subjects comprised in the, Primary examination.

No student will be allowed to present himself for his final examin-
ations who has not certificates of having passed all his Primary
examinations in this University.

Candidates who fail to pass in a subject of which two courses are
required, may, at the discretion of the Faculty, be required to attend
a third course, and furnish a certificate of attendance thercon. A
course in Practical Apatomy will be accepted as equivalgnt to a
third course of lectures in General and Descriptive Anatomy.

VIII.

MEDALS AND PRIZES.

1st. The ¢« HOLMES GOLD MEDAL,” founded by the Medical
Faculty in the year 1865, as 2 memorial of the late Andrew Holmes,
Esq., M.D., LL.D,, latc Dean of the Faculty of Medicine. It is
awarded to the stundent of tne graduating class who receives the
highest aggregate number of marks in the different branches com-
prised in the Medical Curriculum.

The Student who gains the Holmes’ Medal has the option of
exchanging it for a Bronze Medal, and the money equivalent of the
Gold Medal.

z.ud. THE FINAL PRIZE.—A Prize in Books (or a Microscope

€ equivalent value) awarded for the best examination, written and
oral, in the Final branches. The Holmes medallist is not permitted
to compete for this prize.

3rd. THE THIRD YEAR PRIZE.—A Prize in Books awarded
for the best examination, written and oral,in the branches of the
third year.
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4th. THE SECOND YEAR PRIZE. A prize in books for the
best examination in all the branches of the second vear in course.

sth. THE FIRST YEAR PRIZE. A prize in books for the best
examination in all the branches of the first year in course.

6th. The “SUTHERLAND GOLD MEDAL,"founled in 1878 by
the late Mrs. Sutherland in memory of her late husband, Professor
‘William Sutherland, M.D. It is awarded for the best examination in
General and Medical Chemistry, together with creditable examina-
tion in the primary branches. The examination in medical chemistry
is held at the end of the Session.

7th. The “Clemesha Prize in Clinical Therapeutics,” founded in
1889 by John W. Clemesha, M. D., of Port Hope, Ont. It is
awarded to the student making the highest marks in a special
clinical examination.

IX.
FEES.

The total Faculty fees for the whole medical course of four full
sessions including  .nics, laboratory work, dissectiag material and
reagents, will be fo' - hundrea dollars, payable in four annual instal-
ments of $100 each.

For.the convenience of the undergraduates the Hospital fees will
hereafter be payable in the Registrar’s office at the University. Ten
dollars to be paid at the beginning of each of the last three sessions,
viz., the second, third and fourth years. This will entitle cach
undergraduate to perpetual tickets for both the Montreal General
and Royal Victoria Hospitals.

Partial students will be admitted to one or more courses on pay-
ment of special fees. An annual Uaniversity fee of two dollars is
charged students of all the faculties for the maintenance of college
athletics.

For the past fifty years, the rich Pathological Material furnished by
the Montreai General Hospital has been collected here. The Faculty
is also greatly indebted to many medical men throughout Canada and
different parts of the world for hnportant contributions to the
Museum.

During the past few years, numerous and extremely important
additions have been made to the Medical Museum.

It is particularly rich in specimens of Aneurisms. In addition to-
containing a large number of the more common varieties of these
formations, there are specimens of such rare conditions as Aneurism.
of the Hepatic and Superior Mesenteric Arteries, Traumatic Aneu-
rism of the Vertebral, together with several of the cerebral and.
pulmonary arteries. The most important collection probably in
existence of hearts affected with * Malignant Endocarditis > 1s also
found. The Faculty are indebted to Prof. Osler, late of this Univer~
sity, for this collection.

The Museum contains also a very large collection of different
forms of calculi. The Faculty are mainly indebted to Prof. Fenwick
for this collection.

During the past six years, M. Bailly, osteologist and articulator
(lately with Tramond of Paris), has been engaged in arranging and
mounting the very large nuntber of specimens of disease and injuries
of bones which have been accumulating for years. In this collection
are to be found examples of fractures and dislocaiions of the spine,
osteoporosis, congenital dislocation of the hip, fracture of the zstra~
galus, multiple exostoses, &c., &c.

LIBRARIAN, PIOF. F. G. FINLEY.
ANSISTANT LIBRARIAN, Miss M. R CHARLTOXN.

The Library of the Medical Faculty now comprises upwards of
fourteen thousand volumes, the largest special library connected
with any medical school on this continent.

The valuable libraries of the late Professor Robert Palmer Howard,
George Ross and Richard L. MacDonnell have been donated to the
Medical Faculty. They consist of several thousand volumes,
including 2 very complete collection of works on Diseases of the
Chest.

The standard text-books and works of reference, together with
complete files of the leading periodicals, ate on the shelves. Stu-
dents may consuit any work of reference in the library between ¢
2m.and 5 pm. A library reading room for the use of students is
provided.

EXTRACTS FROM THE Lirrary REGuLATIOXNS.

1. During the College Session the Library is open dailr (except
Sundays and gencral public holidays) from g am, till 5.30 pan. On
Saturdays the Library closes at 1 pm. Iuv-ag vacation from 10
am.

111. The books in the Library are classed in two divisions: 1st,
those which may be taken frein the Library ; 2nd, those which may
not, under any circumstances, be removed from the Library. The
latter class includes all catalogues, dictionaries and encyclopedias.

IV. Students will be allowed to use regular text-books only in the
Librarv. Any other book may be taken out at 3 pm, to be re-
turned between 9 and 1c am. the next dav. If books so removed
from the Library arc not returned punctually 2 fine will be imposed.
and if the delay be scrious the student may be suspended from use
of the Library » Yiscretion of the Libranan.

V. Students niay take out books. subject to the zbovz regulations,

VI. Books may be taken from the Library oniyv aftec they have
been especialy asked for and charged at the delivery desk; borrow-
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ers who cannot attend personally must sign and date an order,
giving the titles of the books desired and the name of the person
deputed to procure the same.

VII. Damage to, or loss of books shall he made good to the satis-
faction of the Librarian and of the Library Comriittee, Writing or
making any mark upon any book belonging to the Library is uncon-
ditionully forbidden. Any persons found guiity of wilfully damaging
any book im any way shall be excluded from the Library, and shall
be debarred from the use thereof for such time as the Library Com-
mittee may determine.

VIIL Silence must be strictly observed in the Library.

IX. Infringement of any of the rules of the Library will subject
the offender to a fine or suspension of his privileges, or to such other
penalty as the nature of the case may require.

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XIII.
McGILL MEDICAL SOCIETY.

"This Society, composed of enregistered Students of the Faculty,
smeets once a week during the Spring Term, and fortnightly dur-
‘ing the Winter, for the reading of papers and the discussion of
‘medical subjects.

The Students’ reading room has been placed under the control of
this Society, in which the leading English and American Medical
Jou rals are on file as well as ‘the leading daily and weekly news-
papers of the Dominion.

An extensive library of books of reference has also been estab-
lished in connection with this society.

XIV.

COST OF LIVING, &c.

This will, of course, vary with the tastes and habits of the %iudent,
but the necessary expenses need not exceed those in sm: .:cr towns.
Good board may be obtained from $135 to $20 per month. A list of
boarding-houses, which are inspected annually by a sanitary com-
mittee, is prepared by the Secretary of the Ubiversity, and may be
procured from the Janitor at the Medical College.

XV.
LICENSED BOARDING-HOUSES.

_ 1. All Students under 21 years of age, not residing with parents
or guardians, shall reside in licensed boarding-houses, unless they
produce written authority from parents or guardians to reside else-
where.

2. Persons applying for a licznse to keep boarding-houses shall
produce evidence satisfactory to the Principal as to their character
and fitness, and the suitability of the house for the health and com-
Tort of the Students. They shall also supply him with a statement
of charges.

3- The keeper of every lodging-house shall deposit with the Secre-
tary of the University, on or before September 1oth, in every year, 2
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certificate as to the sanitary condition of the house from some com-
petent officer or sanitary engineer recognized by the Principal,

4. A list of boarding-houses licensed under the above regulations
shall be kept in the office of the Secretary, and shall be accessible to
all members of the University and intending students.

XVI.
HOSPITALS.

The City of Montreal is celebrated for the number and importance
of its public charities, Among these its public hospitals are the
most prominent and widely known. Those in which medical
students of McGill University will receive clinical instruction are :
(x.) The Montreal General Hospital. (2.) The Royal Victeria
Hospital. (3.) Montreal Maternity Hospital.

The Montreal General Hospital has for many years been the
most extensive clinical field in Canada. The old buildings, having
proved inadequate to meet the increased demand for hospital accom-
modation, have recently been increased by the addition of two
surgical pavillions ; the Campbell Memorial, and the Greenshields
Memorial, and of a new surgical theatre. The interior of the older

buildings is now being entirely reconstracted on the most approved
modem plans.

The Royal Victoria Hospital at the head of University Street,
was cpened for the reception of patients the first of January, 1894,
and affords exceptional opportunities for clinical instruction and
Practical training.

Montreal General Hospital.

This hospital has been for many years the most extensive Clinical
field in Canada.

It consists of a Surgical and Medical Department.

The Surgical Department has two large pavillions, containing four
wards 135 fect long by 3’5 broad, with an intervening and connect-
ing building in which is a large operating theatre of the most modern
type, capable of seating over three hundred and fifty students. Incon-
nection with this are preparation, etherizing, instruments, sterilizing
and surgeons’ rooms, also- smaller operating rooms. The Surgical
pavillions which were built three years ago, accommodate over one
hundred patients.
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The old part of the hospital, consisting of the Reed, Richardson
and Burland wings, has during the past year been completely re-
built and remodelled and forms the Medical Department. This
part contains four wards, oo feet by 40 and is arranged for 150 beds.
In this building there are wards for Gynaecological and Ophthalmo-
gicol patients, a number a private wards and laboratories for Clinical
Chemistry. There is also a medical amphitheatre capable of seating
150 students and a gynaecological operating room fitted up in the
most modern manner. The central part of the old building is for
administration purposes. 1

A completely new and commodious out-door patient department
has been provided on the ground floor of the Richardson wing, and
there is ample accommodation for the various special departments as
well as large rooms for general medical and surgical patients.

The Pathological Department is a completely new building and is
provided with a post-mortem theatre and rooms for microscepical
and bacteriological work, and also a mortuary and chapel. In this
building students are offered every opportunity of perfecting their
knowledge of morbid and pathological anatomy.

A large Fever Hospital under the management of the General
Hospital has lately been built by the city and is situated at some dis
tance off. It is under the medical charge of the physicians of the
Montreal General Hospital, and at stated times small classes of
students will visit the new hospital with the physicians in charge.

The old Fever Hospital on the grounds of the Hospital, has been
completely remodelied, and is now used as a laundry and kitchen.

A much larger number of patients receive treatment in the Moen-
treal General Hospital than in any other Canadian Hospital. Last
year’s report shows that between two and three thousand Megical
and Surgical cases were treated in the wards, and the great propor
tion of these were acute cases, as may be gathered from the fact that
the average duration of residence was only 24.02 days. Upwards of
thirty-two thousand patients are annually treated in the out-door
department of this Hospital.

Annual tickets entitling students to admission to the Hospital
must b= taken out at the commencement of the session, price $35.00.
These are obtained at the Hospital, Perpetual tickets will be given
on payment of the third annual fee.
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The Royal Victoria Hospital.”

This Hospital is situated a short distar.ce above the University
Grounds on the side of the Mountain, and overlooks the city. it
was founded in July, 1887, by the munificence of Lor? Mount
Stephen and Sir Donald Smith, who gave kalf a million dollars each
for this purpose.

The buildings, which were opened for the recception of patients
on the first of January, 1864 were designed by Mr. Saxor Snell
of London, England, to accommodate hetween 250 and 300
patients.

The Hospital is composed of three main buildings connected to-
gether by stone bridges ; an Administration Block in the centre,
and a wing on the east side for medical patients, in immediate
connection with which is the new Pathological wing and mortuary,
and a wing on the west side for surgical patients.

The Administration block contains ample accommodation for the
resident medical staff, the nursing staff and domestizs. The patients’
entrance, the dispensary and admission rcoms are also situated in
Jhis building.

The Medical wing contains three l.rge wards, each 123 feet long
Ly 26 feet 6 inches wide, one ward 4o feet by 26 feet 6 inches, and
fifteen private and isolation wards averaging 16 feet by 12 feet,
also a medical theatre with a seating capacity for 2350, and three
Toom:s adjacent to it for clinical chemistry and other purposes. North
of this wing and in direct connection with it are the Pathological
laboratorics and mortuary.

In this wing arc situated the mortuary proper, the chapel,
a post mortem room capable of accommodating 200 students, and
l1aboratories for the microscopic and bacteriological study of morbid
ussucs, some Sesigned for the use of students and others for post
graduation cours:s and special rescarch. Special laboratories for
Pathological chemistry, Experimental Pathology, Bacteriolozy and
Photography are also provided.

The Surgical wing contains three large wards, each 123 feet long
by 267feet 6 inches wide, four wards each 4o feet by 32 feet, and
seven private and isolation wards, averaging 16 feet by 12 feet;
also a surgical theatre with a seating capaci.y for 230, with six
moms adjacent for preparation and after recovery purposes.

In this wing are also the wards for Gynacology and Cphthalmology.

CLINICAL INSTRUCTION

During the Session of 1896-97, two Medical, two Surgical, one
Gynzcological and one Ophthalmological clinic will be held weekly
in both the Montreal General and Royal Victoria Hospitals.

In addition. tutorial instruction will be given in these different
departments in the wards, out-patient rooms and laboratories.
Special weekly clinics will be given in the Montreal General Hospital
on Dermatology and Laryngology and in the Royal Victoria Hos-
pital on diseases of the Genito-Urinary system.

CriNicaL CLERKS in the medical and surgical wards of both
Hospital are appomted every three months, and each one during his
term of service conducts, under the immediate directions of the
Clinical Professors, the reporting of all cases in the ward allotted
him. Students entering on and after October 1893 will be required
to show a certificate of having acted for six months as clinical clerk
in medicine and six months in surgery, and are required to La e re-
ported at least ten cases in medicine and ten in surgery. The in-
struction obtained as clinical clerk is found to be of the greatest
possible advantage to Students, as affording a true pracfical train-
ing for his future professiona! life.

DRESSERS are 2lso appoiated to the Out-door Departments. For
these appointments, application is to be made to the Assistant Sur—
geons, or to the resident surgeon in charge of the out-patient
department.

The large number of patients affected with diseases of the eye and
car, now attending the special chinics at both hospitals, will afford
Students ample opportunity to becom+ familiar with all the ordinay
affections of those organs, and to make themselves proficient in the
use of the ophthalmoscope, and it is hoped that every student will
thus seek to gain a practical knowledge of this important branch of
Medicine and Surgery. Operations are performed on the eye by the
Ophthalmic Surgeon after the outdoor patieats have been seen, and
Students are invited to at:end the same, and as far as practicable, to
keep such cases under observation so long as they remain in the
Hospital.

There are now special departmcms in both Hospitals for Gyn:cco-
logy, presided over by Specialists in the branches. Students are
thus enabled to acquire special technical knowledge under skilled
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direction. The plan of teaching practical gynzcoiogy for the past
five years with marked success has been the limitation of the number
of Students to two or three, who, in rotation, assist at the examina-
tions, and receive instruction in the diagnosis and treatment of
uterine diseases and the use of gyn®cologieal instruments,

Tte Clinics at the Montreal General Hospital in Dermatology and
Laryngology are very large and afford a practical training in affec
tions of the skin and throzt rarely obtained by medical students.

A special clinic for diseases of the Genito Urinary Organs has
been established at the Royal Victoria Hospital.

Infectious diseases and Insanity will also be taught clinically, the
former in the special wards for infectious diseases and the latter at
the Verdun Hospital for the Insane.

The Montreal Maternity.

The Faculty have great pleasure in announcing that the Corpora-
tion of the Montreal Maternity have recently made very important
additions to their building, and have still further improvements in
contemplation. Students will therefore have greatly increased facili-
ties for obtaining a practical knowledge of obstetrics. An im-
proved Tarnier-Budin phantom is provided for the use of the
students, and every facility afforded for acquiring a practical
knowledge of the various obstetric manipulations. The institu-
tion is under the direct supervision of the Professor of Midwifery,
who devotes much time and attention to individual instruction.
Students who have attended the course on obstetrics during the
autumn and winter terms of the third year will be furnished with
cases in rotation, which they will be required 1o report and attend
till convalescence. Clinical midwifery has been placed upon the
same basis as Clinical Medicine and Surgery, and a final Clinical
exaraination instituted. Regular courses of clinical lectures are
given throughout the session. During the autumn and winter terms
the Demonstrator of Obstetrics gives Clinical Demonstrations in the
wards and instruction in operative work on the phantom. Students
will find it very much to their advantage to pay special attention
to their Clinical work during the spring term of.the third year and
the following summer. Two resident accoucheurs are appointed
yeatly from the graduating class to hold office for a period of six
months each.

XIX.
RULES FOR STUDENTS.

t. In the case of disorderly conduct, any Student may, at the dis-
cretiva of the Professor, be required to leave the class-room. Per-
sistence in any offence against discipline, after admonition by the
Professor, shall be reported to the Dean of the Faculty. The Dean
may, at his discretion, reprimand the Student, or refer the matter to
the Faculty at its next mesting, and may in the interval suspend
from classes. .

2. Absence from any number of lectures can only be excused by
necessity or duty, of which proof must be given, when called for, to
the Faculty. The number of times of absence, from necessity or
duty, that shall disqualify for the keeping of a Session, shall in each
case be determined by the Faculty.

3. While in the College, Students are expected to conauct them-
selves in the same orderly manner as in the Class-room.

4. When Students are brought before the Facuity under the above
rules, the Faculty may reprimand, imy e fines, disqualify from com-
peting for prizes and honors, suspend from Classes, or report to the
Corporation for expulsion.
