WOMEN VEILED IN CHURCH.

It is the wish of the Chureb, and has
been since the days of the Apostles, that
women should be veiled in church,

Baint Paul, in hinl?ru epistle to the G'»r-
inthians, informs them that “every wo
wman p::nyin“ . . with her head nu‘l
covered disgrazeth her head; for it is all
one as if she were shaven. Forif a wo.
man be not covered, let hor bo shorn.
But if it be ashame to & womau to be
shori, or made bald, les her eover her
head. . You yourselves judge: doth
it becoiue & woman te pray unto God us-
covered " :

The Roman Pontiffs have kept ap this
tradition of modesty, and allow no wo-
man, prinoess or peasant, to assist at Mass
oﬂexes by them unles she be attired in
black and have hor face veiled. f

The Councils of the Provinee of Milan
bave decreal that women going to divine
scrvice with their beads unveiled are t0
be excommunicated. v

The Sacred Uongregation of Rites has
long insisted on this practice of a decorous
head dress, and, on July 7, 1876, reitcrated
ita decision that women must be veilod at
church.

Cardinal Manning, in one of hissermons
%0 his people in London, said: “I'here was
s custom only a little while ago, and it
prevails now in Catholic eountries, that
no woman came into the house of Gud
except her head was covered by the wear.
ing of a veil, or at least some such cover-
ing of the head. It 1s enjoined in Serip-
ture, and enjoined, too, by a law ou the
doors of every chureh in Rome, aye, and
at this moment I believe it is stiil to be
found there, I doubt even if the Revol-
ution has taken it down.” Aud, while
his Eminence did not peremptorily insist
that the women of his congr-gation shoulda
comply with the wishes of the Church in
this matter, he did entreat the members
of the fair sex to consider the dvisability
of 80 doing, every oae for berself.

The Bishop of Salford, likewise, urging
the women to decency in dress, relates
this incident. “We read,” he says *‘in

The very marked growth of re-
publicanism of late years in Europe
has not failed to attract its share of
attention, To tho careful and judi-
cious observer of men and things it
is evident, indeed, that the monar-
chical system of government has
been in the minds of large masses of
the people tried and found wanting,.
The French Revolution placed mon-
archy in a new attitude in regard of
the people. Monarchs then per-
ceived that their subjects had had
tirmly implanted in their minds a
firm dosire and determination to
have some share in the government
of their country, The despotism
which, especially after the Reforma.-
tion, prevailed in 80 many countries
of Burope, had produced the saddest
results, The throne, surrounded by
a large body of luxurious, and in
some cases unscrupulous, nobles,iden-
tified itself too frequently witathe ex.
cesses and exactions of the latter.
The aristceracy, on the other hand,
seeking to strengthen its own posi.
tion and palliate its enormities,
placed itself more and moro undor
the shadow of royalty. The peoplo
had in this way no access to the
throne.

They deprived the
people of all but a nominal voice in
the government—and in some cases
did not even extend to them the
favor of a nominal share in the
administration of affairs. They might,
looking at things in the light of the
revolution, have seen that the anger
of the people in that terrible crisis
had been aroused by their total
exclusion from participation in that
which concerned them most, namely,
their own good government. Bat a
temporary success blinded them, and
they fell into the pit. The revolu-
tion of 1848 was a re-assertion of the
right of the peoplo to a just share in
government, That, as well as the
groat revolution of 1789, was charac-
terized by deeds of such savage
brutality as were disgraceful to hu-
manity. But popular uprisings al-
ways give opportunity to unscrupul-
ous adventurers to acquire a tempor-
ary power which they often most
shamefully abuse. The conduct of
many of these leaders, thrust into
sudden possession of power, has
brought great discredit upon the
cause  of republicanism in Europe.
Many friends of true freedom
throughout the world have on this
account ever held their sympathies
aloof from the establishment of re-
publican institutions in the old
world.  The revolution of 1848
largely failed of effect, because its
control had to a great extent fallen
into the hands ot unchristian adven-
turers, whose lives and professed
principles were alike a standing pro-
test against their being entrusted
with the responsibilities of govern-
ment.

BUILDING BY-LAW,
The contractors and builders are up in
arms against the by-law recently passed
by the city in regard to new buildings.
