ESSEX CENTRE, ONT.

Special to the Catholic Record.
Since tha handful of Cathoiic residents 

of this village bava succeded in building a 
neat and substantial brick church, casting 
83O00, besides purchasing and payiig fur 
au acre of grom d upon which it stands ; 
up ,n the whi le of which there Is only a 
debt of 81200, a few mure Catholics 
have come to reside bare There Is 
for several others, and the locality Is as 
good as any in Western Ontario. The 
soli iu the neighborhood is of excel­
lent quality and quite now. Essex Centre 
is growing steadily and will soon be incor­
porated as a town, its population 
being nearly 2500. Its principal
streets are lighted by electric lights, are 
well gravelled and piratant to drive upon. 
The Rsv. John O'Connor, of Maidstone 
Cross, has change of the parish in which 
the church of the Holy Name of Jeans is 
situated, and he drives down from his 
parochial residence four miles distant on 
the second and fourth Sunday of every

Mr. M. Donell landed in Quebec in 0T 
1603 and was immediately appointed to 'h 
the mission of St Raphael. Upper ** 
Canada. A remarkable incident oc- 00 
currtd at his landing. There were no 1*1 
wharves in those days at Quebec. What f,‘ 
happened in consequence may well be ',J 
alluded to as showing the extraordinarily •*! 
powerful physique which characterized Di 
the Highlanders of a generation or two 66 
ago.

Bishop McDonell related, as the chpva- 11 
tier inlorms us, that Solonel John Me 
Donell, the father of the young fellow, 
John McDonell, one spring morning m 
when the ice was breaking up, ran into 
hia son’s room and cried ou’, "John, you 
area pretty fellow to be lying abed at J? 
this time of day, while a poor man is J 
being caryv-d down tbe liver on a cskt ‘c 
of ice,’! John at once leapt from his P 
couch, hastened down to the river, j® 
plunged in, •'unaccoutred as he was,” 
rescued the ®au who was on the point “ 
of perishing, and returned in triumph to ” 
the paternal dwelling.

Tbe-ex chaplain's strength and cour u 
age were not inferior to his stature. W 
Later, When bishop at Kingston, which ® 
was at that time a hot bed of Urangeism, ' 
he was called upon together with his 11 
Vicar.General, Mr. William McDonald, * 
one 121 h of July, to assist in quelling a P 
riot. His splendid figure was conspicu- v 
ous. A worthy disciple of King William “ 
(unworthy we should say, for King' b 
tVniiam opposed all be could the en * 
acting of the penal laws), in a state of * 
great excitement, pressed through the “ 
crowd, declaring hia intention to have “ 
“a hit at that big anti christ.” The ♦ 
bishop looked at him. and in his calm, ■ 
deliberate manner, jerked out : “It would i 
be tbe dearest blow that ever you ♦ 
struck.” The pretended ditaple instantly ’ 
subsided.

On arriving in Upper Canada Mr. Mac 
Donell presented bis credentials to 
Lieutenant General Hunter, who was at e 
the time Lieutenant Governor of the 
Province, and obtained for hia followers 
the land allotted to them according to the 
Sign Manual. He took up hie residence 
in the County of Glengarry, and bad 
there his chief dwelling place for a 
quarter of a century. Very few of the 
emigrants who bad previously arrived in 
the country bad procured legal tenures 
for tbe lands on whioh they were settled ' 
In consequence of this state of matters, 
be repaired to York, and, after a good 
deal of trouble, obtained patent deeds 
tor 1GOOOO acres of land in favor of his 
new clients. After some further delay 
patents for the lands ot his owu follow 
era were also secured. Thus, Mr. Mac- 
Donell, tbe Moses of his people, if be did 
not conduct them through a wilderness, 
brought them in safety over the great 
ocean notwithstanding the most formid­
able opposition, and established them, 
although not in a land actually flowing 
with milk and honey, in a country that 
abounds in every product conducive to 
healthful life. His next care was to pro 
vide churches, of wbicn there were only 
tnree in the whole Province on his sni­
vel, two of wood and one a stone build 
iDg. There were no more than two 
priests, one a Frenchman who knew not 
a word of tbe English language, the other 
an irishman wuosoon afterwards left the 
country. Tnere was, thus, a vast field 
for Mr. McDonell's missionary labors ; 
and be devoted himself to them during 
the remainder of his days.

Having seen our Catholic Highlanders, 
under tbe guidance of Mr. McDonell, 
securely and permanenily settled in 
Canada, we go back a lew years and find 
an English gentleman, Sir John Hippesly, 
who was a member of Parliament end 
a Protestant, laudably endeavoring to 
establish diplomatic relations between 
the courts of Rome and great Britain.

This good priest, who 
was formerly Vicar General of Livieux, 
taught French in a part of the country 
where it was impossible to hear Mass, 
and where there was not a single Catbo 
lie. Considering the circumstances the 
bishop gave him permission, according to 
his application, on Sundays and holidays. 
But afterwards, doubting bis authority 
in the matter, he applied specially to 
the Holy See.

From all this it follows that the Act of 
the crown In taking poaaeaaion of the 
Jeauite* Estate*, and diverting them 
from the purpoaee for which they were 
givrn, wee an unjust Act, and the hier­
archy of the Province constantly pro- 
tested against it

We have said that we do not propose 
to call into question the merely legal 
right of the Crown to take possession of 
the property, but that legal right, if it 
existed, was a moral wrong, a huge 
iniquity.

The moral right of the Jesuits is non. 
ceded by the Government and people of 
Quebec. Now, it is customary with 
every paternal Government to take 
moral right into consideration in the die. 
tribution of property which has been 
even legally forfeited. Within the last 
few yeam several cases of this kind have 
occurred in Ontario, where the moral 
claim was far more dubious than in the 
ease of the Jesuits* Estates. We may 
instance the allotment of the Mercer 
Estate by the Ontario Government : and 
the Parliament of Canada was actuated 
by similar sentiments of just and even 
beneficent dealing in indemnifying those 
who lost property by the rebellion of 
1837 and by that of the Canadian North- 
West.

Our Blessed Lord, 
before Ills ascension, organized the apostles 
m 1 a teacWn# body, clothed them with 
Uts powers and commissioned them to go 
and teach the world. -All power Is given 
to Me In heaven and on earth, rolri', 
therefore teach all nations. ... aud 
behold am with you all days even to the 
consummation of the word” (Matt, xvill, 
18, 19, 20). This teaching body was con­
stituted a moral person wnich was to live 
forever in the execution of the divine 
commission. It was to the apostolic col­
lege our Lord said, "He that heareth you 
heareth Me, he that despiseth you 
deepiseth Me, and he that desplaeth Me 
despiseth Him who sent Me" (Luke x, 16 ) 
"To it,” Christ says, -1 will ask the Father 
and He will give you another paraclete, 
the spliit of truth, who will teach you all 
truth, and abide with you forever,” 
(John xlv, 16 ) The divloe commission, 
therefore, io teach all nations wae given to 
the apostles and their lawful successors In 
the work of the apoetolate.

Peter is the head of the apostolic col­
lege The Church is defined by St. Paul 
to be the body of Christ ; It la a living 
vi-ible body, and must have a visible head. 
Peter has been aopolnted its head by 
Christ Himself. He la the rock founda 
tlon of the Church, The Church, thus 
founded on Peter as the rock, Is guaran­
teed an undying, indestructible existence 
and victory to the end of tims. -Thou 
are Peter and on this rook I will build 
My Church and the gates of hell shall 
not prevail against It.” (Matthew xvl., 
18) Peter Is the key bearer of the 
kingdom of heaven ; that is, he is 
made supreme, visible ruler in the Church, 
having supreme power lu this city of God. 
He is the sovereign guardian of Its 
treasures, and through Him they must be 
dispensed, “To thee 1 will give the keys 
of the kingdom ol heaven ” (Matthew 
Ibidem. ) He i« supreme law giver In God’s 
kingdom, "Whatsoever thou shall hied 
ou earth shall be bound in heaven ; what­
soever you shall loose uu earth snail Ire 
loosed in heaven," (Ibidem) Petor has 
been appointed to confirm nla brethren, 
the other apostles, and their successors In 
the universal episcopate, because through 
the prayer of Christ His own faith shall 
never fall (Luke xxli, 32),

He is tha supreme snepherd of tha 
entire flock of Christ on earth, and is, 
therefore, empowered to govern and rule 
it, to direct and guide it, to feed it with 
the word of God and sacramental grace 
and lead it heavenward by prayer and 
aacrifioe. -Be a shepherd to My lambs ; 
he a shepherd to My sheep.” (John xxi, 
15, 17 ) ^ Hence the words of St.
Ambrose, Ubi Fetrus 1 hi ecclesia. This is 
the constitution ot the sacred ministry 
instituted by Christ for the salvation and 
sanctification of His people through the 
operation of the Christian dispensation. 
The apostolic college in communion 
with Peter, the universal episcopate 
in communion with Peter’s succès 
sor, this is the apostolic ministry 
Instituted by Jesus Ohiist. It alone In­
herits His promises, it alone holds Hie com 
mission and authority. Oa this apostolic 
body, and on It alone, the Holy Ghost 
descended In a public and official manner 
on the day of Pentecost, quickening and 
in forming it with His divine life, taking 
possession of It as Its soul, and, through 
it, as His organ, becoming the teacher of 
mankind for all time. To no one outelde 
of that body were the words, “Go and 
teach” id ireeeed, and therefore 
outside of it has commission to do eo. 
Any person else presuming to exercise 
the office of a shepherd of souls would bs 
rightly considered as not entering the 
sbeepfold by the door, but by climbing up 
another way, and would, therefore, be a 
thief and a robber, coming to kill and 
to steal and destroy (St, John x,, 1) ; he 
would be like those felae prophets of 
whom the Lord complained through Hie 
prophet Jeremiah (xxlll. 21), "I did not 
send prophets, yet they ran ; I have not 
spoken to them, yet they prophesied.”

This Is the conception of the apostolic 
ministry and of the transmission of 
eplntual power to It given by St. Paul In 
his epistles after that ministry had been 
in operation for twenty years and more, 
The following passage Is sufficient to give 
the complete Pauline conception of the 
Church and Its sacred ministry as It was 
present to hla mind during the whole 
range of lime from the first to the second 
advent of the Son of God.

“1, therefor^ a prisoner in the Lord 
beseech you that you walk worthy of the 
vocation In which you are called ; with 
all humility, with patience, supporting one 
another In chaiity ; careful to keep the 
unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace ;

My Lords, Rev, Fathers and Beloved 

Brethren—The occasion that calls us 
together to day cannot but have a pro­
found and absorbing interest for the prleata 
nnd people of this diocese, and, indeed, 1 
might any of the entire ecclesiastical prov­
ince of Toronto. We have assembled to 
wttneee the -acred rites and ceremonie» by 
which a priest is raised and consecrated to 
the sobllme office of the Catholic eple 
co pate. The ceremonies need, the 
prey ere offered, the solemn chargea 
made by the consecrating prelate 
to the bishop-elect, the aacred uoctlona, 
the form Itself of conaecratlon—all are 
lull of meaning, Inatructlon and edifica­
tion, and apeak moat forcibly of the 
august and sacred character of the eplico- 
pai office, of He Itemendoue reeponsibilltlee 
and obligations, of the powers and graces 
It bestows, the authority It confers to rule 
nnd govern by else and salutary laws, to 
teach and march and shepherd the flock 
of Christ, feeding it with the doctrines of 
salvation, nurturing It with eecramental 
graces, preserving It from the poisoned 
paeturee of -in and vice, acd guarding it 
against the destructive errors of fslse 
tescberi, who, in the words of Christ, come 
like ravening wolves to catch and scatter 
the -sheep of the fold, and like thieves to 
steal and kill and destroy (John x. HI 
12). The episcopal order Is the plenitude 
of the priesthood of Christ, It Is the gen­
erating principle of His mystlctl body 
and the channel of all the sacramental 
graces. The episcopal order is the organ 
thicugh which the Holy Ghost rules, 
directs and Diamines the Church. 
**Tns Holy Ghost hath placed you 
Bishops to rule the Church of God.” 
Its voice Is the voice cf Christ, teaching 
His revelation to mankind. " He that 
heareth you heareth Me.” It is the 
Bishop who alone ordains priests, and thus 
perpetuates tbe priesthood. It is the 
B'ahop who raises the priest to the epis­
copal order. It la the Bishop who perfects 
the Christian character and grace in the 
sacrament of Confirmation. It is he who 
consecrates the holy oils, which are the 
visible sign of the invisible unction of the 
Holy Ghost In so many sacraments and 
consecrations ; in a word, accord leg to the 
Idea of St, Cyprian, “the Church Is in the 
Bishop and the Bishop In the Church.” 
The Bishop In his consecration receives 
the plenitude of sacerdotal power, aud 
with It he also receives that seal or charac 
ter from the eternal priesthood of Christ 
which neither his owu conduct nor worldly 
seductions nor human hostility or violence 
can destroy, and which will maik his soul 
forever. But, although the Bishop receives 
the plenitude of priestly powers in his 
consecration, he cannot lawfully exercise 
them, he cannot put them into fruitful op­
eration for the salvation of souls and God's 
glory in accordance with divine appoint 
ment without the mission and authority 
that appoint him to & diocese and give him 
» fljck, and that mission and authority he 
obtains not from consecration but from 
the spoatolic and sovereign power and 
authority of the Holy See. The

To-day yon have b»d the consolation of 
seeing n good, holy, faithful priest raised 
to tho office of a lawful Bishop and made 
n partaker, through consecration, of the 
glorious Catholic episcopate. The title 
deeds of hie authority as a Bishop and of 
the lawfulness of his mission and juri-dlc 
tlon have been exhibited to you lu the 
Bull of the Vicar of Christ read to you. 
Ue now stands before you fully author'zid 
acd (quipped to ixercise his eulacopal 
authority and to discharge his sacred 
duties in your midst and for your benefit. 
He fa now tho legislator and ruler of the 
Church In this diocese ; he is the judge of 
faith and the executor of canon law, the 
father of his pi lests, the pastor of the 
faithful, the chief preacher of God’s holy 
word ainl the guide of souls.

Ho comes to you well qualified for the 
efficient discharge of his episcopal duties 
For a long time he served lu the ranks of 
the priesthood doing tha work of a zeal­
ous, hard-working missionary. II.) 1, 
Intimately conversant with the labors of 
the holy ministry, ho knows tho dis- 
couragements, tho trials and difficulties as 
well as the duties aud obligations of mis 
stonary priests. He will, there!-re, know 
how to encourage aud sustain them In 
their labors, to comfort and clnor them In 
their trials aud direct and govern them 
with the authority and at the same with 
the heart of a father, lie Is thoroughly 
acquainted with Die circumstances of the 
country and Its religious and educational 
wants, and will know how to provide 
for them. He kunws the circumstances 
of the people and their means, and he 
will, therefore, keep In view the measure 
of their fincincial capabilities ;wheu pro­
viding for the building of churches and 
planning for the erection of educational 
and charitable Institutions. In a word 
he comes to you provided with the 
priestly virtues, the Intellectual attain, 
meute end practical knowledge end experi­
ence that eminently fit him for the epis­
copal office and the efficient dischir„e of 
its duties, and that, with the blessing of 
God, give certain promise of e wise and 
fruitful and blessed administration 
amongst you. But the duties and re- 
aponeibillties which he assumes to day 
In your regard Imply on your 
part cor te’atlve duties and obliga­
tions to be discharged towards him. 
If he is bound to take heed to himself 
and to the whole H ick wherein the Holy 
Ghost has placed him Bishop to rule the 
Church of God in this diocese, you, the 
priests and people, have the cor relative 
obligation of giving him a willing and 
hearty obedience. "Obey your prelates ’’ 
say» St. Paul, “and be subject to them 
for they watch as having to give an 
account of your souls, that they may do 
this with joy and not with grieving For 
this is not expedient for you.”

They 
can do no good, but they oan do a world 
of harm ; ihey are Impotent to build urn

whilst the former revered the Pope as the 
Vicar of Cirlst aud believed and ssknowl- 
eJgtd him to be the visible supreme heed 
of the Church on earth This fact shows 
that there Is a break in the chain of-------apos­
tolic a recession that once bound England 
to the Catholic Church, that the modern 
Anglican Caurch has nothing la common 
wltn the pre-reformation Church in that 
country—that it is not her daughter 
continuation of It, hut that it is quite a 
modern institution, the creature ami tho 
slave of the state.

remain so well known that the luno- 
vators themselves will never ha able to 
deny ft nor attempt so much as to refer 
their origin to an apostolic source through 
an unbroken succession. This Is the In­
evitable defect of all sects of merely 
human Institution ; no one can change 
the past or give to himself predecessors or 
produce the retroactive effect of placing 
in their Hands a charter which they never 
received The Catholic Church alone 
shows tiil-i undeniable series of pastors 
throughout ell preceding ages. To her 
lias always and exclusively belonged the 
uninterrupted succession, the chair of 
untiv, the universal diffusion of the name 
of Catholic and apostolic Caurch, the 
authority of primitive times ; nor has it 
ever been possible to show tha: she had 
any other primitive pastors than the 
apostles or any other author than Jeius 
Cnrist Himself.” Nor is the want of the 
apostolic succession the only Inherent 
defect of Protestantism. Its pastors have 
no mission or jurisdiction, they were sent 
and commissioned by no one who had 
authority to do so If they had a mission 
It would be either extraordinary or ordin 
ary. They had not the former, for they 
exhibited no miraculous powers, wrought 
no miracle In proof of their mission, not 
eveD, said Erasmus, the cure of a lame 
dog. They had not the latter, for they 

repudiated and condemned by the 
only institution that was competent to 
bestow It and from which alone they 
could receive it, Tney are not, therefore, 
true pastors of soul)—lhay have not 
entered the sheepfold of Christ by the 
door, but have climbed up another 
w.y, and therefore are not the shepherds 
of the sheep, they are bat like those fslse 
prophète of whom the Lord complained 
through Jeremiah, “1 did not send these 
prophets, yet they ran, I have not spoken 
to them yet thvy prophesied." (Jer. 
xviii, 21 c. lv). Besides, either the Cath­
olic Usman Church wae the Church of 
Christ In the 16th century, or It was not.
If it were the Church of Christ, then there 
could have been rio justification for the 
Reformers to leave It, and in doing so 
they were guilty of the awful sin of schism 
and of revolt against Chilst's Church. If 
it were uot the Caurch of Carist, It could 
not give the Reformers mission or juris­
diction, la any case, therefore, the sects 
founded by them have not the slightest 
proof of apostoliclty In doctrine, ministry 
and mission, and therefore are mere 
human religions, without power to Instruct 
or grace to save.

It Is admitted on all eldes that any 
Church claiming to be the Church of 
Christ or a branch of it must show that it 
is the heir of the apostolic Chutch, that it 
Is apostolic in doctrine, in ministry and 
in jurisdiction, and, therefore, that It Is 
inserted In the true vine, J, - us Ohiist, 
from wham It receives life »>. , sap and 
enduring vitality. We have shown that 
the Catholic Uhurch Is alone the heir of 
the apoetolic college and that Protestant- 
lam has neither apostolic ministry 
nor mission. The Catholic, Kcmsn 
Church to In name, In line, In pria- (

apos­
tolats alone had the right to create dio 
ceses and appoint Bi-hops over them. 
When the epostlts died the apostolic 
authority did net tile ssith them but 
vived by the will and appointment of 
Go 1 In the mystical body ot Christ, which 
la His Church, aud was conserved aud 
concentrated in the See i f Peter. Since 
the heath of the last apostle, St. John, it 
is only the Reman Pontiff, Peter’s 
euceteeor for the time being, that hie 
enjoyed the apostolic gifts of personal 
lntalllbllity in teaching and uni­
versal mission acd jutisdlction. "Oa 
this rock,” said Christ to Peter, “ 1 
will build my Church, and the gates of 
hell shall not prevail against it.” It fol 
lows, therefore, that the Catholic episco­
pate In communion with the Holy See 
And It alone Is apostolic in Its ministry, 
and that it alone has lawful mission and 
jurisdiction. We will dwell on this sub 
ject for a time, because, although of the 
utmost importance In the domain of faith 
and having an intimate bearing on, and 
an eisentlal connection with the affair of 
our eternal salvation, it is practically 
ignored, if not entirely lost sight of, in the 
tellglous world around ua.

Tne Church of Christ must be apostolic In 
its ministry and its mise ion, that is to say, 
there must be in the Church a public, per­
petual and uninterrupted succession of 
Bishops from the ape sties down to our 
time and down through all the ages to the 
consummation of the world. Our Lord 
before His ascension gathered Hie apoatiee 
around Him, organized them as a teaching 
body or Church, clothed them with Hie 
own power end commissioned them as an 
organized living body of His ministers to 

- teach His doctrines and dispense His 
mysteries for all time. "All power,” said 
He, "is glveu to Me in heaven and on earth, 
going therefore, teach all nations, baptlz 
tog them In the name of the Father and 
of the Son and of the Holy Ghost, teach­
ing them to obseive all things whatsoever 
I have commanded and behold 1 am with 
you all days down to the consummation 
of the world.” (Matthew xxvill, 18, 19 
20 ) The commission Is to the apostolic 
body, and to It alone ; It is as broad 
world, as universal as mankind and as 
lasting as time. The evident meaning of 
the commission Is that the apostolic min­
istry should last In the world to the day of 
doom, that though the apostles would die, 
as do other men, they Would live on in their 
successor, and the apostolic college, 
created and chartered by the Son of God 
would continue forever In Its office of 
teaching the doctrines of Christ and in the 
administration of His ordinances as long 
as there lived men to be taught and «onto 
to be saved. But a constant, unbroken 
lucceaalon of pastors, although necessary,

MUST MAKX 118 CHOICE, 
and it must be either entirely lot Him or 
against Him. If tbs soul was able to 
break the chain that kept It In the bond­
age of the devil and would not do so, 
then In the bondage of the devil It would 
remain. While it wilfully kept upon it 
even one of the fetters of the devil by 
clinging to some sinful occasion, the 
liberty of the children of God It can never 
have. God would have it understood, 
and understood beyond all manner of 
doubt, that to have that affection for sin, 
which frequenting some occashn of sin 
Implies, and to be, at the same time, 
united to him by the bind of gtece is Im­
possible. He would have it understood, 
too, that to Indulge In the sinful satisfac­
tion of living in tbe midst of occasions of 
sin and to prepare for ourselves a place in 
Heaven was an absolute Impossibility.

No. He 
was reasonlr g from what people were 
willing to submit to In order to save the 
life of the body to what they ought to be 
equally willing to submit to in order to 
save the life of the soul. The eye and tbe 
hand were the two most useful, and most 
treasured members of the body, they were 
the two most necessary to man In the 
wear and tear of human life. And as a 
man was wllllrg to part with his eye 
rather than lose hie life, as he would 
readily allow hie aim to be amputated 
rather than risk the danger of It mortify­
ing and bringing death to the whole body, 
so the Christian must be prepared to sacri­
fice the most cherished, the dearest object 
In creation, If the possession of It places 
him in the imminent danger of losing the 
grace of God here, and of being con­
demned to eternal'death hereafter.

NOT SEPARATION, NOR THE 
SUBIiE MAC Y OF OATHOLI-

Oa Monday evening tit, Mlehael’e 
palace was the scene of quite an enj >y. 
able entertainment. It wee the occasion 
of the presentation by tbe St. Louie 
Sitctuery Society of St. Miohtel’s Catbe 
dral of in address to tbe Very Rev. Father 
Liureiit, V. G., Administrator, acsom- 
panted by a bouquet and • life-sized por­
trait of himself.

The Rev. Father was so astonished that 
he c raid hardly find words to express his 
surprise as well as his gratification. The 
address wss as follows :

By Rev. A. Burns, D. D., LL. D.
‘'Manhattan,” in hie letter on the Irish 

question In Zion's Herald of April 3 d, 
would have Ite read ere believe that those 
advooiting Home Rule deelre the sépara, 
tlon of Ireland from Engl rod, and the 
supremacy of It) man Catholicism. These 
are the cards that the privileged dsn in 
Britain are playing to create hostility to 
the measure. There mey be Irishmen— 
doubtless there ere—who, outraged by 
ptolotged mi-government, rod a «acces­
sion of enactments that seem to have been 
made for the express purpose of irritetlng 
rod exasperating even to violence and 
crime, give vent to tbelr Indignation In 
terme not over loyal But it should be 
remembered that, during the leadership of 
Gladstone and Parnell, not an ounce of 
dynamite has been need, nor an outrage 
perpetrated, sg.iust tbe government. The 
reason is obvcoui. These great leaders, 
always the advocates of law as well as 
equity, have created end nourished in the 
hearts of my countermen the hope that 
their wrongs would ba redressed by con­
stitutional means ; and thus, although ex­
asperated far beyond the limit of Ameri­
can endurance, they hive held tbemeelves 
wisely In check. At a recent brutal evlc 
tlon, some one asked the poor wretches 
why they submitted : "Sir. we don't went 
to embarrass Psrnell and GUdatone,"waa 
tbe prompt response.

Home ruleis do not ask for the sépara­
tion of Ireland from England. Gladstone's 
bill did not ask as much power for the 
Irish parliiment ai ihe celebrated Grattan 
psi Usinent possess', d Few of those who 
eo flippantly and so violently denounce 
Home Rule have ever read the bill. I 
have not yet met an opponent who had 
taken tbe trouble to do so. Home Rule 
—the Home Rule asked by Gladstone sod 
Parnell—no more separates Ireland from 
England than American home rule eep 
•rates Msesechnsetts from the United 
States. Mr. Gladstone's bill, presented In 
one of the grandest, If not Indeed the 
most eloquent, speech ever beaid iu West­
minster Hall, a-ked for loci' self-govero- 
meut, but with marked exceptions aid 
restrictions. The exceptions, numbering 
thirteen, ate cootiined in the third clause, 
and should satisfy the most exacting 
loyalist. Imperial rights are protected iu 
the fullest possible manner, and Ireland's 
position as an integral portion of the 
empire of which Great Britain la the head, 
could not be defined more definitely.

The restrictions, numberlrg seven, are 
In clause four, and prevent the Xtleh 
parliament from special legislation on 
religion or edacitlon. 
second prohibit “the establishment or en 
dowment of re’.lglrn, or prohibiting the 
free exercise there f ; or Imposing any 
disability or couferriog aov piiviltge on 
account of religious belief,” Tbe third 
and fourth protect education. In fact, 
the two objections thst are paraded with 
such persistency—namely, that Home 
Rule means separation, end would be
only another name for "Rome Rule”_
were as fully gusided against as If that 
bad been the sole ohj ct of the bill. Is ft 
not time that opponents of the measure 
should make themselves acquainted with 
the subject before denying to others what 
they demai d for themselves ? The land 
laws and special legislation imposed on 
Ireland would not be tolerated by Ameri­
cans one week.

Sectarian bitterness is kept Stive by the 
privileged clasi, who see that if Ireland 
were once united, she would shake off 
the horrid incubus without much 
mony. Hence they keep the fires of 
bigotry burning, assuring Protestants that 
Home Rule would be tbe downfall of 
religious liberty and the end of Protestant 
ascendency. But these tricks aie being 
detected, and Protestant Home Rule asso 
dations are found all through Ireland, 
even In the faculty of Trinity College, 
Dublin Tha Protestent Home Rule de­
monstration held in Dublin last year bed 
an ovciflow meeting, end crowded two 
halls. It consisted of representative Pro 
testant gentlemen, both ley and clerical, 
from the cities and towns of Ireland, and 
wia moat enthusiastic in its advocacy of 
the meaeute. The meeting in Belfast was 
equally so,

"Manhattan” pictures the entire Pro­
testant Church as opposed to "Parnell & 
Go.” I cannot reconcile his statement 
with the published fact that, in a country 
with less than half the population of the 
United States, 8,730 Dissenting ministers 
protested recently against Brit-do’s treat­
ment of Ireland, and that 1.200 Quakers 
sent a similar protest. A circular was 
sent recently to 1,000 representative mem­
bers of the Wesleyan Church, asking their 
opinion of Britain's conduct towards Ire- 
laud,

"I, N----- , make profession and promise
to Almighty God, before Hla Virgin 
Mother, the whole heavenly court and all 
here present, and to you Reverend Father 
N., General of the Society of Jesus, hold- 
lng God’s place, and to your successors 
(or to you Reverend Father N., in tbe 
place of the General of the Society of 
Jems), perpetual poverty, chastity and 
obedience, and I promise a zealoui care in 
the education of youth according to the 
manner of life laid down In the Apostolic 
Letters and Constitutions of tha Society 
of Jams. Moreover, I promlee a special 
obedience to the Sovereign Pontiff, In tbe 
matter of mission*, as is set foith In the 
same Apostolic Letters and Constitutions.

"i, N----- , a professor of the Society of
J seas,promise to Almighty God, in prise 
of His Virgin Mother, the whole Court of

These vows may not commend them- 
selves In every particular to the enemies 
of the 0:der ; but even they must 
acknowledge that If they err at all, they 
err, according to Protestant notions, on 
the side of too great strictness.

But it we cannot serve the world, nor 
shield r, urevives from its assimilation i x- 
cept by a firm but unpretending antagon­
ism, it la certain that we cannot be un­
worldly without mortification of self. 
Without mortification of self we should 
soon be conformed to the world. There 
can ha no real mortification of self with 
out the love of God and our neighbor. 
When the love of God reigns in the heart, 
the love of souls springs up and reigns 
everywhere. Take no lower or lesser 
test of your spiritual state. Do I love 
my neighbor ? If not, I csnnotlove God. 
What have I ever done, what am I doing 
now, for the love of my neighbor ? Have 
I given him food or clothing i Have I 
prayed, or dented myself, for his sal va 
lion ?

All 
the joye and pleasantries that attach us to 
life he foregoea. Lonely, save for the 
conaDlatlone God bestows, he gives hlmielf 
with all the earnestness of Ida heart and 
all hla atrength of mind and body to the 
service of the Church ; nor doee he look 
for wealth, or family preferment, or any 
reward save that which la not of this 
world.

“how it is always the money question.” 
Such are just the people who rarely drop 
anything but pennies into the plate, but 
if occasionally they give a dollar or so 
towards a special work, they do so with 
as much flourish as if it were at least ten 
or twenty. They are indeed the mean 
critica.

Tnen, let us all give with a good heart 
towards our church, according to each 
one's means, be they large or email, in this 
respect the Church leaves us absolute 
freedom, so that all are free to exercise

specially advantageous to suitable tenants 
The advertisement suggestively states that 
“none but Protestants need apply.”

The property referred to iu this prec­
ious advertisement is on the estate of Lud 
Massarene, and the scheme of crowdlig 
off the Cstbolic tenantry, and the substi­
tution of Piotestauta in their places Is 
regarded with great favor by Mr T. W. 
Russe.1!, M. P. for Tyrone, who has received 
some subscriptions of ^1,000 each from 
several wealthy Eugllshmen to help it 
forward. These people imagine that if 
the tactics of Oliver Cromwell can be 
made to succeed, the Irish problem will 
be satisfactorily solved ; but though the 
Coerctonist Government would, un­
doubtedly, be very gird to see such a 
scheme carried out, tbe experience of the 
past proves that it will be futile. Mr. 
Balfour may have the wish to be the 
Cromwell of the the 19th century, but he 
ia too far behind Cromwell in ability to 
carry out such a programme. Times have 
changed since Cromwell’s days, and the 
people are in a position to make a 
successful stand for their rights as men 
than they were in the middle of the 17th 
century.

make it remeuble heaven.

There is a striking contrast between the 
interior decorations of the Coristlan home 
at the present day, says the Ave Marla, 
aud these which marked such abodes in 
the ages of faith. It was especially by 
the means of statues, paintlcgs, and 
the various objects of household furniture, 
tba; our forefathers give expression to 
the sentiments of faith and piety with 
which they were animated. Tha priuci 
pal room of the house contained a kind 
of little chapel, with its simple altar 
rounded by devout pictures or statues, 
and there the family would assemble for 
morning and evening prayers. Through 
other rooms statues or pictures of devo 
tion were everywhere to be seen, whils 
gold or silver crucifixes, Agnus Deis, 
richly adorned reliquaries, and the like, 
were the chief ornaments worn by the 
pious members of the Christian family.

At the present day as a general thlug 
all this is changed. If, at most, a cruci 
fix or a statue is placed in an apartment 
very rarely visited by a stranger, there is 
nothing else to distinguish the pious 
family from the reverse. Within our 
modern abodes—even of professing ChrL- 
tlans—one may see profane statues and 
paintings the subject of which often times 
is of such a nature as to cause children to 
ask questions that parents dare not 
answer. If our modern artist or dealer 
in works of ait is asked why no Chris 
tian subject is found in studio or 
store, the answer is that such works 
have been made and kept but it has been 
found very difficult to dispose of them 
There are indeed unmistakable signs of a 
tendency on the part of the spirit of the 
age to return to paganism in art, and a 
serious obligation is thereby imposed on 
true Christians to strive, both by word or 
example, to counteract that tendency.

They now 
have no legal existence except as 
branches or parta of the Supreme Coun 
cil They will not consider their local 
control and management of the Sinking 
Fund satisfactory if they are by force of 
their legal statue compelled to invest 
this accumulation in the name of the 
only body corporate. ‘Tne Supreme 
Council of the Catholic Mutual Benefit

jeeting such fund to the control of the 
Supreme Council.

"When the Grand Councils do so 
orgsniie under laws of the several states, 
they become separate and distinet 
bodies, beyond the control or manage­
ment of the Supreme Council, and all 
obedience, submission or affiliation would 
be a simple matter of consent and not 
one of legal duty or obligation.” “The 
tendency of modern decisions has 
been to hold that each Couu 
cil organised in the several states 
is amenable only to the laws of the 
state where incorporated, and are be­
yond the control of the parent society 
incorporated in a foreign state."

8 Yes. Lawyer O’Meara, of Peterbor­
ough, is one of the Supreme Council 
Committee on Laws and Supervision. 
We do not think be was sent a “proof" 
of the late amendment^ to our constitu­
tion prior to their being embodied in 
the new Constitution. Ol course he re­
ceived the printed official minutes of the 
the Supreme Convention, containing said 
amendments, but what is in said minutes 
is not the same as what is in our present 
Constitution.

that Mr. Parnell's complaint of the hard­
ship he has been compelled to endure 
from Sir Richard Webster's method in 
croos-examination isabuodantly justified, 
Tbe Attorney General’s manner through­
out was gratuitously offensive, and agréai 
many Conservatives unhesitatingly ex­
press their disgust thereat, believing 
that whatever may be the final decision 
of the Commission, Sir Richard’s con- 
duct of the prosecution has had a bad 
effect upon public opinion, where a good 
impression is must needed at this lime.”

Mr. Parnell's demeanor has been calm, 
and bis statements confirm what was 
always believed, that his policy was not to 
be closely identified with that of the 
more thorough going men of bis party. 
This attitude has now found justification 
by the fact that be is able to make 
wholesale denials of very searching in­
terrogatories. So far nothing serious 
has turned up against Mr. Parnell. He 
admits association with men who, at a 
later period, were found to be extremists, 
when he remonstrated with several of 
them.

There was considerable sensation when 
Mr. Parnell, on being questioned, ac 
knowledged that a statement attributed 
to him as having been made in the 
House of Parliament was untrue or at 
least exaggerated, viz., that secret eonie 
tics bad completely disappeared from 
Ireland owing to the influence of the 
League. They had not entirely disap 
peared though they had been much 
diminished in number. Really, it were 
a matter of small importance that the 
Irish leader, in a moment of enthusiasm, 
and at a time of bitter controversy on 
the beneficial influence of the League, 
should have boasted of greater success 
than it had actually achieved. It could 
be no mme than a rhetorical exaggera­
tion or hyperbole such as could not be 
accepted as literally true, yet no one 
would be deceived thereby. Such hyper- 
boles are of frequent use among orators, 
and there can be no more blame to Mr. 
Parnell for making use of the figure, than 
for any one else in similar circumstances.

But Sir Richard Webster’s temporary 
triumph, small as it was, was of short 
duration. When at leisure the Hansard 
was looked into it appeared that Mr. 
Parnell spoke of Ribbon Societies and 
not secret societies generally. It wa? a 
fact that Ribbon Societies had virtually 
disappeared at the time, so that his 
words were really true.

Archbishop Walsh was then called to 
the stand.

He testified that facts that had come 
to his knowledge profed that the League 
tended to diminish crime. Tnere had 
been a general decadence in the secret 
societies in Ireland since 1866. He was 
aware the League had advised tenants 
not to enter the Land C)urt after the 
passage of the Act establishing that 
Court in 1881. Subsequent events had 
justified that advice. He only knew of 
one instance where the League had been 
indiscreet ; this indiscretion consisted 
in tbe passage of a resolution by a 
branch of the League to publish in 
its district a list of persons not 
members of tbe League.
