Our neighbours across 
the lakes find s similar dinpro]>. it: □, a dislike to 
labor, and a burning desire So make money by the 
sweat of their brains rather than their bodies ; 
here ia what one of their ablest]magazines says 
ot it:—

“The complaint that our schools are spoiling 
our more promising youth for work,—that they 
faster foolish, ambitious aversions to material 
pursuits, is not wholly without foundation. Ten 
or fifteen years of exclusive devotion to books is 

„ very apt to develop tastes and habits unfriendly 
to productive labor. The youth leaves school a 
young man (in his own estimation at least) and 
very likely with exaggerated notions of his own 
importance. He is too old, and too proud, and 
“too much of a gentleman*" to begin at the bot­
tom of any craft, end, br doing day’s work, 
acquire that familiarity with details on which the 
mastery of any business depends. Besides, in 
most cases, he cannot afford the time for such ar 
apprenticeship. He must begin te earn wages at 
once. The conseauence is, the country is lull of 
unprofitably "educated" men, who, haring 
neither rude strength nor dulled hands, are glad 
to get employment at leaver rates than are paid to 
common laborers. The loss to the country from 
this needless diverting of youth from productive 
labor is beyond estimation. *

A strong]case is here ‘made out, one would 
think, in favor of technical schools, for teaching 
Agriculture, Commerce, Engineering, Navigation 
and a variety of useful arte |and trades to such 
young Canadians as are usable #r unwilling to 
undergo a long apprenticeship. Leas Euclid, 
leas Greek, .and Latin enough to understand 
thoroughly XU time labor» would make a better 
and more profitable curriculum for a large pro­
portion of our lads.

Messrs. A. R. Mi Master k Bno. are erecting 
a new wholesale/dry goods warehouse on Front 
street, on the lot adjoinilg the Agency of the 
Montreal Bank, on the west aide, which promises 
to be one of the most substantial and handsome 
mercantile structures in the city of Toronto. 
Considerable progress has already been made, and 
the building ia to be completed by the first week 
in Aug. next The fronts»» is 50 feet, nearly, by 
a depth ot 170 feet The building is five stories 
high, including basement, and ia of the Corin­
thian order of architecture. The front of the first 
story, and 42 feet on the return, being the aide 
next the Montreal Bank, are of iron throughout ; 
the remainder of the front and of the 
forty-two feet of the return ia of cut stone ; the 
rest of the building is ef white brick with 
cut stone facings. On the ground story, in front, 
is a row of stone columns, 18 inches in dietneter 
and ti feet in length, isclnding the pedestal ; 
on the next story above; a row of Corinthian 
columns projects in a similar manner beyond the 
face of the stone-work. The main pilasters on 
the first and second flooie have Corinthian car­
tels. There are Archivolt moulding* and orna­
mental keys over each window. A laloatrade 
between the first and second floors in front adds 
to the architectural effect. The basement story 
is 12 feet in the clear ; the first story, 16 feet 9 
inches ; ths second story, 15 foet 3 inches ; the 
third, 14 feet 8 inches, aad the upper story to

the roof ia 10 feet in the clear. The several floors 
are supported by iron columns, with Corinthian 
capitals throughout Surmounting the Mansard 
roof is an ornamental iron railing, from the top 
of which to the ground in front ia 70 feet The 
flat part of the roof is of galvanized iron. At the 
main entrant* there ia a handsome porch, and 
immediately to the right, ss you enter the door, 
are one main office and two private offices ; on the 
opposite side of the entrance ia the grand stair­
case, 6 feet wide, and under it the safe. The 
packing and receiving rooms am in the rear, 
which are reached by the lane on the east aide of 
the building. It ia the intention to heat the 
building by steam, and for that purpose a furnace 
ia placed under the pecking room in the rear. All 
the walla are thick, and everything about the 
building give* the appearance of permanency and 
durability, while the numerous and spacious win­
dows—esch of which consists of only two pieces 
of piste glass—will give sn abundance of light, 
end st the seme time add much to the beauty of 
the building. The firm expect to occupy the new 
premises before the opening of the fall trade.

Fosttkatelt for our merchants, by far ths 
greater number of the traders who* names go to 
•well the list of insolvents fail through sheer lack 
of capacity. Daisied by what ia to their dreamy 
comprehensions the semblance of prosperity, they 
are lured from more certain and laborious occupa­
tion to risk their means and reputation in the 
lottery of business. Had many of the* any pro­
per conception of the undertaking, or could they 
get but a glimpse at the certain termination of 
their fruitless labors iu the new field, and the 
sorry exhibition to be finally made under in­
solvency, they would gladly remain at the call­
ings for which they am by habit and ability 
better fitted. Some of the* unfortunates are 
more to be pitied than blamed ; they have erred 
in ignorance, and are sufficiently punished in their 
blasted fnture prospects. But, unfortunately, all 
are not ef this class. Too frequently we find that 
• game has been played, with s despewte resolve 
to win at all hasarda. A lack of ability to com­
mand succe* developed a corresponding lack of 
principle, end traits ere exhibited, that, but for 
the advantages of education and the influence of 
social contact, would have landed the individual 
in the penitentiary. Two glaring instances of 
moral turpitude have recently been exposed, for 
which the Insolvent Law seems to offer no ade­
quate check. The eool effrontery and ineffable 
imimdence that under oath could make the state­
ments that have been listened toat two recent meet­
ings make one blush. It is not adequate punish­
ment withhold for a abort term a discharge 
from a schemer, who, after robbing his creditors 
designedly, has the audacity to confront them 
with a taU of fictitious sorrow, and feigned repent­
ance. It cannot be right to allow such persona a 
further ojiportunity for plunder. They should be 
kept out of business st all hazards ; and, if they 
must take what m not their own, let them do it 
in a maâner for which the criminal law provide» 
a remedy. The insolvents who figured at two 
meeting» held recently had both prior experience 
in thia line. One hal been, for a long time, be­

yond question, perfectly cognisant of his position ; 
yet, under oath, professed entire ignores* of the 
merest details of his affairs ; and, having dispo*d 
of as much of hie household goods * are not con­
cealed, is reedy to embark in any other promising 
enterprise. The other, a defaulter of a corpora­
tion, with consumât# artfulness, traded on his 
fancied good name, carped only by bland gentility, 
and haa at length shown himself in his true 
colors, which only his assignee can portray 
justly. The former will probably receive his 
discharge in due cour* ; the latter is comfort­
ably provided for in the meantime, and after a 
limited period will be ready for the field again. 
The* are samples of ose* in which granting a 
discharge at all ia unpardonable leniency.

8UMMARY OF THE! NEW BANK 
ACT.

The Bsnking Act, passed during the 
cent session of the Dominion Parliament, 
gives us the settlement of a question rhich 
has been agitated for many years Lack and 
is it is likely to continue in operation f >r ten 
years to come, we think it desirable to makt 
our readers acquainted with 'Sts leadinj ; pro­
visions. For the sake of clearness we livide 
them into such as concern the public gener­
ally ; such as concern bank sharcho ders ; 
such as are of interest to the customers of 
banks ; and such as affect bankers them: elves-

1. Provisions of the act which are i mport­
ant to the general public, being intended opro­
tect their interests as note holders and deposit­
ors. ,

(«) No private individual, and no corpor­
ation but a bank organized by Act of Par­
liament, has the right to issue notes for 
circulation.

(6) No bank to issue notes for circulation 
beyond the amount of its paid up capital. 
No note to be issued for a smaller sun i than 
four dollars.

(c) All such bills are to be redeen red in 
gold, by the bank issuing them, on pn isenta 
tion at the place where they are expressed to

^ I

be payable (that is where tlier are dated) but 
every bank must take its own notes, at 
par, at any df -its offices, when tendered in 
payment.

(<i) A bank shall not declare any dividend 
if ,U capital is impaired, and when such is 
the case, if the sulweribed capital is not paid 
up, the stockholders are to be cnllled upon to 
make up thmgipita*. to its original amount.

(«) No bank to divide more than eight per 
cent, per annum, unless it have over and 
above each dividend, a rest or guarantee 
fund equal to one fifth of the paid up capital.

(/) Shareholders in banks to be respons­
ible to noteholders, depositors, or other 
creditors to double the amount of their sub­
scribed stock, and all shareholders to bo held 
responsible who have parted with their stock 
within one month before suspension of pay­
ment.

(g) The bank to state to the Government 
at the end of every month what notes they 
hare in circulation, and what they owe de­
positors and other banks ; also, cm the other 
hand, what specie, Government notes, and 
other bank notes, they have on hand, what 
dne from other banks, what amount of notes 
they have under discount, both current and 
overdue, w hat amount of Government securi­
ties they hold, what of real estate, and what 
old debts are due to them, so as to show 
clearly what condition the affairs of the bank 
are in, and whether it is doing a careful busi­
ness or otherwise.

( / No person to be a director of a bank 
but a Shareholder to the extent of at least 
$3,000, or of a larger amount, if the capital 
of the bank is over a million dollars.

(Ic) No new bank to he chartered unless 
at least $600,000 of .capital has licin sub­
scribed, and no bank to commence business 
unless $100,000 is paid up ; the fact to be 
certified by the Government. It is further 
provided that it shall not be necessary to Call 
up more than $200,000 of the subscribed 
capital, but this must be done within two 
years from the commencement of business.

(l) Lists of the stockholders to be laid be­
fore Parliament every year, at the. beginning 
of the session.

(m) The returns to be made by the bank 
ahal^ be verified by the signature of the 
President, or person acting as such, and 
Cashier ; and the making of any false state­
ment shall be held to constitute a misde­
meanor. If any officer of the bank make 
away with any of its projrerty; the offence 
shall be a misdemeanor, punishable1 by im­
prisonment for two years witty harâ labor. 
If any director or officer of the bank gives, 
or concurs iiVgiving, any creditor any fraudu­
lent or unjust preference over another credi­
tor, he shall be guilty of misdemeanor, and

be liable for da uages. Any director refusing 
to make calls i a the event of the insolvency 
of the bank, sh ill be guilty of misdemeanor, 
and be liable ft r damages.

(n) If a ban t suspend payment, and such 
suspension coi itinue for six months, the 
directors shall call upon the stockholders, 
under the doul le liability clause, for such an 
amount as is necessary to pay the debt of 
the bank, and that without waiting for any 
further realizal on of its property.

Such are the provisions which are intended 
—so far as leg station can effect it—to bring 
about a safe st le of business, and to provide 
that the publl ), in taking notes or making 
deposits in a cl artered bank, shall be secured 
from lues. T1 cte provisions are largely the 
result of expel ience, and aim at correcting 
evils which ere: « developed in former years. 
They are adn irably calculated to secure a 
sound and can ful mode of carrying on bank­
ing operations, and wo shall, no doubt, feel 
the benefit of t iem in years to come.
I 2. Provision, of the Banking Act which 
concern stockho ders, or those proposinj to be­
come such. •

(a) The charters of the banks hereafter 
named to be continued till the end of the 
session of Parliament of the year 1881.

(b) The capital of any bank may be in­
creased by resolution of the shareholders at 
any annual meeting, or any meeting specially 
called for the purpose, to such an amount as 
they may think fit.

(e) The increased stock may, if the direc­
tors so determine, be allotted to existing 
stockholders pro rata, and at such a rate as 
they, the directors, may depm expedient.

(d) Shares are to be considered personal 
estate. No transfer to be effectual unless 
made in the books of the bank, which shall 
be provided for the purpose at the head 
office, and such branches ss the directors 
may determine. Shares may be transferred 
at, an agency in England, if deemed expe­
dient. No transfer to be valid unless all 
debts due to the bank, equal to amount of 
the stock, harp been previously discharged. 
Banks are to keep lists of transfers for the 
inspection of stockholders.

t ' / ■
(<) If a stockholder die, hie stock shall be 

transmitted to his executors or administra­
tors, on production of the will or letters of 
administration, or a certified copy thereof. 
If a female stockholder marry, an authenti­
cated declaration to that effect most be left
with the bank, 
that the stock

and the declaration may state 
is to continue the personal 

property of thp wife : declaration to be signed 
by both husband and wife. If t’.o bank has 
lcasonable dohbt as to the legal ownership 
i f stock, the (juurts of law or equity may be 
applied to to Recule the matter. T1 e bank
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shall not be bound t»i see to the execution of 
any trust to which it» sVck may be subject. 
If stock stands in the name of more parties 
than one, the receipt of any one for divi­
dends or other itioney payable on account of 
such share shall be suftlcient, unless there 
has been notice to the coiSrary.

(/) At the meetings *f the bank, share­
holder* shall have one wo to for each share 
held for thirty days brfore the meeting. 
They may rote by proky, but the person 
holding the proxy must be a stockholder. 
No officer of the bank, other than a director, 
to hare a rote or hold a jeoxy.

(g) Shareholders shall hare power to make 
by-laws regulating sundry matters, including 
the number and qualification of directors 
(subject to the provision^ of the Act), the 
remuneration of directum, and the amount 
of discounts to be allowed to any one person, 
firm or corporation, together with such mat­
ters of internal economy as are generally 
fixed by by-laws.

(h) Any number of shareholders, not less 
than twenty-fire, together holding not less 
than one-tenth of the whde stock, shall have 
power to call a s pecial meeting, on giving 
six weeks* public notice sjiecifying the ob­
ject of the meeting.

(k) The shareholders who have i>aid all 
calls shall elect the direct* >n, by liai lot, at 
an annual meeting, of "which four weeks’ 
notice shall Be given. Not less than five 
shall be chosen, nor mure than ten. These 
ihall i nmediately choose fr >m smong them­
selves, by ballot, a president and a vice- 
president. All director» must be natural- 
bom or naturalized subjects of Her Majesty. 
Shareholders may vote by proxy, but the 
person holding the proxy must be a share-, 
bolder.

(l) Directors shall have power to régulai 
the internal economy of the bank, aiqtoii 
officers and clerks (including directors fi 
branches), and pay them eich salaries as the; 
may think desirable. They shall take seen 
rity from all officers and clerk*. They may 
make and sue for calls a# they may find ex­
pedient, at intervals of not lees than thirty 
days, and not to a larger amount than ten 
per cent, at one time. Shareholders neglect­
ing to pay, to forfeit ten per cent, of the 
value of the sbai-cs, and shares to be sold to 
make up the amount.

(m) Directors to make a full exhibit of the 
affairs of the bank at every annual meeting, 
showing the assets and liabilities in a succinct 
form, the amount of the net profita, the 
amount of last dividend, and the surplus 
after paying it, and the amount of overdue 
debts due to the hank, with an estimate of 
the probable loss thereon.

(a) Directors to have oTersijLt oi all books

and correspondence of the bank ; but no 
shareholder, not being s director, to have 
power to inspect an account.

(e) Dividends to be declared half-yearly 
by the directors, but not so as to impair the 
capital, or reduce the rest below twenty per 
cent, thereof, if the dividend is above eight 
per cent.

If a bank suspends payment, and calls 
are made upon shareholders, all those shall 
be liable who have transferred their shares 
within one month of such suspension.

Such are the provisions of the Act which 
concern et-xrkholdcrs as such, and we recom­
mend those of our readers who are interested 
in banks to make themselves familiar with 
them. The provision as to liability on shares 
will be found under another beading.

5- ProrineM in the Act tohich affect the 
ciijrtvmert of e bank.

(e) A bank may receive deposits to any 
amount, and allow, whatever rate of interest 
upon them tiny seem desirable.

It may discount bills and promissory notes, 
and take seven per cent interest in advance 
thereon. If any higher rate of interest tp 
charged, there shall be no penalty therefor, 
except the forfeiture of the extra amount.

A bank may charge a commission for col­
lecting inland bills, payable at its own branches 
of one eighth per cent, if the- note has less 
than twenty days Ur run ; one quarter per 
cent, if between thirty days and sixty; three 
eighths if between sixty and ninety, and one 
half if over fiinoty. For collecting bills at 
any other [>qint in Canada, one half per cent, 
may be charged. There is no restriction on 
th^charge for collecting in -foreign 

it is impossible to fix that by Statute.
Q>) Banks may take as collateral security 

the stock of any other bank, or the bonds of 
any municipal or railway corporation or of 
any govemipeot j—But a bank shall not lend 
money <« mortgage, nor on its own stock. 
nor on shipC ; nor shall it engage in buying 
and selling *ny merchandise except gold and 
\lver bullion.

But a bank may take mortgages as sd 
ditioual security for a debt already contracted, 
and may dispose of such mortgages or pur­
chase the property it sold, «-.procure a re- 
lease of the equity of redemption.

And a bank shall have a privileged lien 
on the stock of ite debtor, including divi­
dends therein, for any debt which is bverdue; 
and inay refuse to transfer until such debt is 
paid.

(c) Banks may lend on warehouse receipt» 
end bills of lading, in the manner which was 
fully explained in our hurt number.

It was omitted to be stated, however, that 
the punishment for issuing » fraudulent re­
ceipt « bill of lading or for making away

with the property, is two years imprisonment 
in gaol « penitentiary.

Regulation» affecting the internal economy of 
the bank».

(e) Of the resources held by the bank to 
meet its engagement» from day to day, not 
lees than one third shall be held in Dominion 
notes. The Government to make arrange­
ment» by which such notes shall p» procur­
able at all times, at offices to be established
for the purpose, in exchange for gold.

«

(b) Banks shall be exempt from any tax
on their circulation.

(c) They may hold real estate for their 
own use and occupation, and dispose of the 
same, and acquire other property in its stead.

(</) The promissory notes of the bank may 
be authenticated by the engraving of the 
signature of the President or Cashier.

. The above synopsis comprises every essen­
tiel point in the act ; and, taken altogether, 
the Bill will prove an admirable settlement 
of a longdisputed question. It preserve» to 
the banks every right and privilege which is 
for the public interest, more especially that of 
circulation, and though the banks are now 
confined in this respect, within the limits of 
their paid np capital, the reduction will not 
prove a material disadvantage. As resperte 
the safety of the working of banka, there are 
many provisions which are a great improve­
ment on thoee of former charters. Of these 
the meet important are the compelling the 
accumulation of a rest, « guarantee fund, 
the making the double liability of etook- 
holders operative at the end of six months, 
instead of an indefinite period as before, and 
the increased detail in the public statements 
required, which will undoubtedly tend to 

business of a dangerous character. As 
have observed, the lessons of experience 

uring the last tew years have been largely 
wn upon in framing the act, and the re- 

will doubtless be felt in the increased 
ct onr banking institution*, the 

.re Steady maintenance of ' the vaine of 
their stocks, and the greater satisfaction of 
the large business community whichJn de­
pendent upon them for discounting facilities.

It should be stated finally, to avoid mis­
apprehension, that this act, with certain ex­
ceptions, relating to the bank of British 
North America and the Banque du Peuple, 
applies only to the following banks :

/[■season, » mixed commission is to be ap­
pointed to adjudicate upon all other claims 
which American citizens may hare on Eng­
land or British subjects on the United States. 
This commission is to sit at Washington, and 
the umpire is to be nominated by a friendly 
power. Under this provision Canada may 
possibly seek damages for the Fenian inva­
sion. These damages should be mcasureable 
by the cost of repelling the invaders, and not 
by the damage done to property, for that 
would amount to so very little as not to be 
worth the trouble of proving ; claims will 
likely be made, on one side or the other, 
which will not be admitted or not established; 
but there would be an end to them, they 
could never crop up again.

The question of the Fisheries did not pre­
sent many points on which there could be 
an honest difference of opinion. What the 
Americans wanted was access to the inshore 
fisheries, on the marine territory of the 
Dominion. They could present no pretence 
of a right to them. They might dispute 
with reason our right to draw the line of ex­
clusion from headland to headland, across, a 
great bay like that of Chaleurs, sixty miles 
wide, and contend that such a line must be 
drawn across the ocean, which is the common 
property of mankind and not of any particu­
lar nation. They would be embarrassed by 
having made similar claims themselves ; but 
in the end, international law must have 
governed. Bet if that point had been 
settled in their favor they would not have 
got all they wanted. They wanted access to 
the inshore fisheries ; and as these were in­
disputably the property of the Dominion, 
they could succeed only by offering some 
equivalent. They are to give, in part pay­
ment, the right to British subjects to fish on 
the eastern coasts of the United States, north 
of the 39th parallel of latitude, and the 
admission free of duty of the produce of our 

■-fisheries into the markets of the United 
States. The latter privilege is one which 
will do much to reconcile the fishermen of 
Nova Scotia to the provision which allows 
American citizens to share the inshore fishe­
ries of the Dominion. The former is 
thought by many to be of very little value ; 
and, if this be so, the balance of the equiva­
lent, to be paid in*m°imy, will have to be the 
larger. There will be a reciprocity in the 
free admission of fish and fish-oil ; but the 
demand for these articles is nearly all on one 
side : we are sellers, the Americans the 
buyers. We are to concede, fbr all time, 
the free navigation of the St. Lawrence to 
the Americans ; but we get in return for 
this, the navigation of Lake Michigan, the 
St. Clair Flats canal and the rivers Yucan, 
Porcupine and Stilline. The mutual advan­

THE JOINT HIGH COMMISSION.

The Joint High Commission, which has 
for some months been sitting at Washing ton, 
has closed its labors. A treaty has een 
agreed upon which, without abeok tely 
settling many of the questions in disf ate, 
provides the machinery that will bring a tout 
that result. The subjects of dis iute 
embraced the Alabama and the Fish ries 
questions, the navigation of the St. Lawre ace, 
and the North-West boundary line, in the 
Straits of Fuca. In every one of t lese 
questions Canada is deeply interested. S >me 
of them might have led to war, the w< ght 
of which would have fallen on the Domin an ; 
and the prospect of their settlement, for 
other reasons as well as this, will produ » a 
feeling of relief. The Alabama quet lion 
was the one that had produced most ill- 
blood ; and so long as it was open was Sure 
to be used by a class of politicians in a way 
tending to compromise the peace of the two 
countries primarily interested. There was 
no hope of settling this question except by 
arbitration. Direct negotiation, every art of 
diplomacy, had been tried and failed. The 
breach only widened in the hands of diplo­
matists. The arbitrators, who will neces­
sarily consist of third parties, and a majority 
of them—three out of five—will be chosen 
by other governments than those directly in­
terested, will be able to work in a business­
like way ; and we may expect from them a 
solution of the question. The earlier pub­
lished statements which purported to giye an 
account of the work of the Commissioners, 
alleged that rules of international law had 
been laid down for the guidance of the arbi­
trators ; but this is not repeated by what 
claims to be an official summary of the treaty. 
The facility c4 arriving at a settlement may 
depend very much upon whether the arbitra­
tors will have to be guided by pre-detenjnned 
rules or not. *

There is to be a complete settlement of old 
accounts, a complete wiping out of old 
■cores, on both sides. Besides the arbitra 
tion which is to decide the Alabama claims, 
either immediately or through a Board of

tages of this arrangement are too obvious for 
comment The mutual right of transit 
overland is alio provided for. This right 
rests, in the absence of any treaty, on pre­
cisely the same ground as that of water 
transit. It is a great convenience for 
American produce to pass over the peninsula 
of Ontario, and for Canadian produce to 
pass from Island Pond to Portland. Such 
rights should not remain ill-defined or rest 
on caprice, with the liability of arbitrary sus­
pension hanging over them. The export 
duty on American lumber coming down the 
river St. John is to be abolished.

The North-West boundary question is to be 
submitted to the decision of the Emperor of 
Germany, and his decision will settle it. 
This question has acquired a new interest for 
us since British Columbia has been absorbed 
by the Dominion ; but the greatest interest 
that any of the parties to it can have is 
that it should be settled. This is even more 
important than the decision that may be 
arrived at ; and we can have no misgivings 
when we feel assured that the settlement will 
be a fair one, and proceed altogether on the 
merits, which both parties believe to be on 
its own side.

This treaty, which secures the settlement 
of some of the questions in dispute, and 
leads the way to the] settlement of them all, 
has to run the gauntlet of the Senate at ' 
Washington, and receive confirmation from 
the Imperial Parliament and the Parliament 
of the Dominion The impression prevails 
that the Senate will ratify it. In that case, 
it would be pretty sure to take effect, and 
wipe out every existing difference between 
the two great English-speaking nations, 
whose mission it should be to preserve the 
■acred principles of liberty of which they are 
the co-heirs. That this may be so must be 
the desire of every one who wishes well to 
either country.

AN ATTACK UPON THE CANADA 
LIFE.

A leading American insurance journal— 
the Chicago Spectator—devote* a column to 
the statements of a correspondent writing 
from Toronto, ostensibly, over the signature 
“X.,” in which the position of the Canada 
Life insurance Company is assailed. This 
correspondent—whose lucubrations on the 
same subject have found their way to the 
waste-basket of Tax Monetary Times more 
than once—seems to have gained the ear 
of the editor of the American journal 
named, for some editorial comments, which, 
in view of the facts, must be pronounced 
reckless, are found in the same paper. For 
instance, the annual income of the Canada 
Life, at the “ end of twenty-five years,” is
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t*ted $160,000, snd the amount at risk 
$4,000,000—while the facts ase that, accord­
ing to the last official returns, the income 
for the year ended April 3, 1870, was $274,- 
000, snd it has now expanded to about 
$360,000, or a good deal mote than double 
the amount stated by the Spectator! So uf 
the amount at risk ; this is stated at $4,000,- 
000, whereas it is about $8,000,600. According 
to the Government returns, made up to April, 
1670, it was then $0,400,000. It should be 
scarcely necessary to follow such unreliable 
authorities any further when ihey charge the 
Company with “outrageous extravagance 
and dangerous debility.” Whether it is in a 
condition of “dangerous debility " or not is 
a question fully answered by the fact that 
for the year ended the 30th alt., 1,488 new 
policies were issued, insuring the sum of 
82,230,623—a business largely in excess of 
that done in Canada by any other life insu- 
raee company in the same year.

This correspondent chargee that the Com­
pany have “ lost heavily in depreciation of 
city, town, county, and township debentures 
taken at par, and now almost wtrthleee.” 
These lueses have their existeace only in the 
wilful fabrications of Mr. “ X.” So* far as 
we can learn, the Company have lest nothing 
whatever by these debentures, but, on the 
contrary, have found them a source of large 
gains. Nearly all of our seemitiee are at a 
peseta»/and bear a good rats of interest.

In order to impair the value of Hon. 
Elizur Wright’s certificate, as to the valuation 
of the Company's assets, it is stated that Mr. 
Wright was tied up to a 6 per cent, rate as 
the basis and that “ he protested in order to 
clear himself of the responsibility, and then 
gave them the valuation they wanted." Mr. 
Wright is not capable of doing anything so 
absurd. Five per cent, may he a high rate, 
but it is only one-half of one per cent above 
that adopted by the Insurance Department 
of the State of New York ; and is quite be­
low the very lowest rate of interest realis­
able on the beet class of securities in Canada. 
Whether 4, 4$ or 6 per cent, ahould be 
adopted as a basis of life insurance tables 
in Canada is a subject on which there are 
d inferences of opinion ; certainly any one of 
them may be adopted, ertenu paribna, with 
safety.

It is insinuated also that the Company’s 
rates are too low. So long aa they are above 
those of the National, the Travelers and 
others of the American Companies declared 
by all the American authorities to be doing a 
safe and prosperous business, this objection 
will not lie against the Canada.

We regret that our usually well-informed 
cotemporary has been misled into giving cur­
rency to the fictions of this correspondent -

for it would be impossible to account for their 
publication in that journal in any other way 
—since they have been reprinted in this 
country by their author, and circulated for 
purposes of mischief. And it is for this rea­
son, too, that we have been at so much pains 
to refute a story which is, perhaps, none -the 
lees likely to gain currency, and do harm, be­
cause it is entirely erroneous from beginning 
to end, and contrary to the facts of the case.

A PRETENDED DISCOVERY.

We find the following in the Boston correspond­
ence of the St. John, N. B., Glotx, under the 
heeding, “a remarkable scientific discovery."

” I am enabled to communicate to you in ad­
vance of publication here, the very important fact 
that it has been discovered by an American 
chemif t (a Boston man, I that there is a very Urge 
quantity of gold in a mineral which the very best 
chemists have repeatedly pronounced to be worth­
less for useful purposes- I mesn iron pyrites. 
This gentleman has just returned from Europe, 
where he has demonstrated Ids discovery ; but aa 
he will not reveal hU process the rbemisls take 
their revenge by refusing to believe him. He 
claims to be able to extract from the pyrites, gold 
to the amiunt of $1,400 anil upwards. This 
gentleman, in company with Mr. N. J. Brown's 
•gent in Boston, Mr. Kirwan, and another gentle­
man who is about to open a branch of industry in 
connection with the marble discovery, is going to 
Cape Breton, Nova Scotia, and perhaps New 
Brunswick, in April. This discovery of itself, 
however, only shows how breed snd widening are 
the possibilities which scientific ireearrbee ere 
every day opening up to us."

This paragraph contains as many errors as can 
well exist in the same quantity of letterpress. 
In the firtt place, it is no new discovery that gold 
exists in some iron pyrites, varying in value from 
a few cents to hundreds of dollars per ton. The 
ore of the Cook mine, in Marmora, cousis ta Of 
arsenical iron pyrites, or mispickel, ae it is called 
and the gold which is taken out by amalgamation 
st that mine, is only about one-fourth pert of the 
quantity contained in the ore, being $10 per ton, 
while the tailing*, consisting mainly of pyrites, 
contain by assay over $30 per ton, sll of which is 
lost by ths present mode of working.

In the next place, it is not true that iron pyrites 
is " worthless lor useful purposes," or that any 
chemist, worthy the name, will pronounce It so. 
Iron pyrites is extensively useu In chemical manu­
facture, aa • source of sulphuric add, and the de­
mand for it, for that purpose, is daily increasing ; 
many manufacturers, who formerly made their 
their acid from Sicilian sulphur, having altered 
their apparatus so as to use pyrites instead of the 
more expensive material. /

A hard, compact variety of pyrites is also used, 
under the name of Mareasite, in the manufacture 
of buttons, and other ornamental appendages to 
apparel ; though of late yean to a very small 
extent.

If the “ American t-hemiet*’ of the Boston cor­
respondent has succeeded in diacoveriug what 
has hitherto remained a grand desideratum in 
quartz mining, vix : an may and cheep process for 
separating gold from aulpburvt of iron, ^e will

have conferred an inestimable benefit on all en- 
gs-ed in that pursuit, besides largely increasing 
the wealth of the world, by securing and render­
ing available a large quantit) of a moat valuable 
material which is now lost to commerce.
• But the studied mystery of the announcement ; 
the assertion that he has demonstrated his dis­
covery in Europe, without revealing his process, 
end that the chemists, in revenge, refuse to be­
lieve him ; his claim " to he able to extinct from 
the pyrites gold M the amount of $1,000 and up­
wards," (per ton, we suppose)—all this savours 
very much of chsristsnism, and until the “ claim'' 
is substantiated, and the discovery demonstrated 
on this side of the Atlanta.' by its practical work­
ing we shall rank ourselves among the chemists 
who refuse to believe him, end shall clan his 
“ discovery" with the uotoriooi Stevens flux, end 
other memorable examples of Boston ingenuity.
