III. And be it alfo Enatled, That the Proprietors of all Wheel
Carriages as aforefaid, fhall pay the Duties by them refpeively
payable, into the Hands of the faid Collector or Colleors of Ex-
cife in Manner following, That is to fay, one Moiety or Half
of the {aid Duty oncr before the Firft Day of February, One Thou-
fand Seven Hundred and Sixty Nine, and the other Moiety or
Half thereof, on or before the Fitit Day of Auguff, in the Year
One Thoufand Seven Hundred and Sixty Nine. And if any
Perfon or Perfons fhall refufe or negle& to pay the Duties
impofed by this A&, at the refpective Periods when the fame be-
comes due, it thall and may be lawful, on Complaint by the faid
Colle&or or Colle&ors of the faid Duties to any one of His Ma-
jefty’s Juftices of the Pgace for the County of Halifax, for fuch
Juftice to caufe the fame to be levied by Warrant of Diftrefs from
off the Goods and Chattels of the Perfon or Perfons refufing or
neglecting to pay the fame, with the Charges. And the Perfons
hereafter mentioned, at the Expiration of their Office, thall ac~
count as hereafter direted.

IV. And be it further Enalled, That the faid Colle@or or Col-
leCtors of Excife, fhall pay into the Treafury of this Province, all
the Monies he or they fhall colle by virtue of this A&, in Thir-
ty Days after the Firft Day of February and the Firft Day of
Auguft annually ; which Monies fhall be there entered feperate
and apart from all other Monies, paid or payable to His Majefty
and fhall be there referved, to be from Time to Time iffued
and applied for defraying the neceflary Expences of maintaining
and keeping in Repair the Public Roads within the faid Penin-
fula, and the Streets within the Town and Suburbs of Ha/jax.

V. And be it further Enafled, That the Governér, Lieutenant
Governor, or Commander in Chief of the Province, be and he
is hereby impowered to appoint one or more Perfens for direG~"
ing and fuperintending the Repairs of the faid Roads and Streets,
to whom Warragts fhall be by him iffued for Payment, out of
the faid Duties, of all fuch Accounts as may juftly arife for Ma-
terials or Labour, by him or them purchafed or direted to be
done for the Purpofes aforefaid; any Law, Cuftorh, or Ufe
uage to the contrary notwithftanding.
