Half a Million 3-inch Shells for

A despatch from New York says:—
A fire which broke out in the muni-
tion plant of the Canadian Car &
Foundry Works near Kingsland, New
Jersey, on Thursday afternoon com-
pletely destroyed the factory, with
a loss estimated all the way from
$4,000,000 up to $10,000,000, forced the
evacuation of a large part of the town
of Kingsland, making 1,000 people
homeless for the time.

For the space of more than five
hours northern 'New Jersey, New
York city and the western
Long Island listened to a bombard
ment that approximated the sound of
a great battle, a bombardment in
which more than half a million three-
inch high-explesive shells were dis-
charged. Yet so far as the police
and hospitals of all that section have
been able to learn not a single life was
lost, and no one was injured. Com-
paratively few windows were broken
in the surrounding districts, and, in-
deed, the material loss outslde the
plant jtself and the telephone lines
running near it was very slight.

A delicious pudding is made with
cooked and stoned prunes spread over
the hottom of a baking dish and cover-
ed with a rich biscuit dough. Serve
hot with cream and sugar or hard
sauce.

Ginger Snaps—One cup lard, one
cup sugar, one cup Syrup, half cup
boiling water, one teaspoonful baking
soda dissolved in the water, one table-
spoonful ginger, cne tablespoonsful
cinnamon, one teaspoonful vanilla, half
teaspoonful salt, a little grated nut-
meg and flour for a pretty stiff dough.

Codfish Balls.—1 pourd codfish, 1
ounce butterine, 3% pounds potatoes
(pared), 8 eggs, few grains cayenne.
Soak fish several hours. Cook in
fresh water until it 'flakes easily.
Drain and put through food chopper.
Add to potatoes which have b.een
cooked and mashed. Add butterine,
seasoning and eggs slightly beaten.
Cool and shape into balls and fry in
deep fat.

Ginger Fudge.—Sugar, two cups;
milk, one &up; butter, two tablespoon-
fuls; vanilla, one-half teaspoqnful;
salt, a pinch; ginger (crystallized),
one-half cup, chopped fine. Put sugar,
butter, milk and salt in saucepan to-
gether and allow to boil 10 minutes,
or until it ha¥dens when dropped into
cold water; remove from the stove and
add vanilla; beat until creamy, add
ginger and pour into buttered pans
or plates. Cut into squares with a
buttered knife.

Emergency Apple Pudding.—One
cup of flour (prepared wheat pan-
cake), one cup brown sugar, one egg,
one-half cup milk, a little nutmeg,
four large apples, peeled and sliced.
Butter a pudding dish, lay in the ap-
ples and pour the batter over them.
This takes only about as long as the
ordinary apple pie, and yet it is not
heavy or indigestible. It may be
eaten with cream or a hard sauce.

To Cook Rice.—After washing rice,

put it on in just enough cold water tol

it into little cakes upon sheets of glass
to dry.

Fondant.—To one pound of granu-
lated sugar add a gill and a half of
boiling water and stir in a saucepan
over the fire only until the sugar is
dissolved; then allow the mixture to
boil without stirring for about six
minutes, or until the syrup spins a,
thread when held on a fork. When
it can be made into a very soft ball|
between the fingers turn on to a large‘}
buttered platter. Do not scrape off |
the sugar which adheres to the side|
of the pan. When it is only blood
warm stir it with a wooden paddle or|
spoon until it begins to crumble; then
it should be kneaded in the hands like
dough. Pack it into a bowl, cover
with a thin cloth slightly moistened
and set it away until needed.

Banana Puffs.—After peeling some
fairly ripe bananas, sprinkle the fruit
with sugar. Prepare a nice short
paste, roll it out thinly and cut into
strips rather longer and more than
double the width of a banana.

Proper Ventilation.

The question of proper ventilation|
during the winter months is one which
it is quite difficult for many persons
to solve.

It is apparent to almost everybody
that the admission of pure air is neces-
sary if efficient work is to be per-
formed in office and school and if re-
freshing sleep is desired by night.
The fresh air does not depend upon
the temperature and can be supplied
by a proper heating and ventilating
stem. |
The opening of windows, while.it ad-

which are uncomfortable, not to say|
injurious Where a number of per-
sons are occupied in a room it is often
a cause of subjecting one or two. to
windows are opened to
secure ventilation. This can be avoid-
ed by an ample supply of warm air.

Numerous devices, more or less ex-
pensive, have been placed on the mar-
ket, but are not always satisfactory.
The most economical and at the same
time probably the most efficient ven-
tilating device is one made of glass
or wood eight or ten inches in height
and made the width of the sash. This
should be laced under the sash, with
a slant from the bottom to the top at
an angle for forty-five degrees, leav-
ing an opening at the top covered with
h loth.

HIGH PRICES AND WAGES.
Increase of Wages Does Not Neces-
sarily Mean Jump in Prices.

The notion is somewhat widely cur-
rent that the raising of wages in a
period of rising prices simply keeps
up the action of a vicious economic
circle; that you make wages higher
to meet the high prices, and that
then you have to make the prices
still higher to meet the high wages,
says New York Post. - In some par-
ticular instances, the highest wages
do cause the rising of prices; but
broadly speaking, the idea is quite
false. The process is one of read-
justment to a new scale of prices;
those who carry on various business
énterprises reap an abnormal profit
through the rise of prices, and when
they have yielded up some of this to
the workers, things have simply gone
back to a condition of equilibrium.

When wages are raised in the steel
industry, for example, in such condi-
tions as exist to-day, that is not in
the least a factor tending. to raise
prices; it merely affects the distribu-
tion of the surplus (over normal re-
turned), which existing prices yield.

GERMANY'S PEACE PROPOSAL.

The peace proposal emanating
through Germany's Chancellor, Hol-
wegg, has not the true ring, and will
never be the basis, much less’ the
terms. upon which hest les shall
cease.

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COMBING OUT ELIGIBLES.

Unskilled Munition Workers Called to |
Colors. \

It was officially announced that the |
Admiralty, the Ministry of Munitions,
and the Army Council have agreed to|
release for military service, at an!
early date, all semi-skilled and un-
skilled men of military age in muni-
tion factories who can be spared with-
out prejudicially affecting the output
of munitions, says London Mail.

For the time being the military au-
thorities propose to call to the colors
such of these men up to 31 years of
age as may be fit for general service.
To avoid dislocation they will be
called up in consultation and agree-
ment with representatives of the
Government Departments concerned.

These proposals do not involve the
calling up of skilled men, and in or-
der further to secure the retention
of skilled men on work of natlonal
importance the Army Council will is-
gue trade cards through a number of
trade unions to their members who
were registered as journeymen and
apprenticed before August 15, 1915.
