MONEY IS SCARCE FOR MININGI SHIPMENT TO GRANBY SMELTER 1 racing the history of the franchise, it 
shows tnat at first every white 
the Transvaal, whether Dutch or English, 
was entitled to a vote, and that this was 
afterwards restricted by instituting a five- 
year residence and a payment ot $125 in 
order to be allowed to vote. In 1890 a 
further restriction was adopted, the effect 
of which was that an Uitlander could 
not acquire tbe lull franchise tin he 
over 40 years of age, and even this privil­
ege was liable to be withheld by the rul­
ing of the Transvaal government. In 1893. 
this privilege was further curtailed by 
disallowing any voting for the election of 
the president or the commander-general. 
Next year it was extended to the chil­
dren of aliens. After the Bloemfontein 
conference of last year a new franchise 
law was hurriedly passed by the Volks- 
raad, based on a seven years’ residence, 
but the grant was fenced round with such 
complex conditions, and its effects were bo 
doubtful as to render the measure un­
worthy of serious consideration. Speak­
ing succinctly, "it was a sham."

Education of the children of the famil 
ies of the inhabitants of the Tiansvaal was 
deliberately neglected; the juidcia! depart 
ment was put under the control oi the 
executive; the right of trial by jury de­
nied; municipal institutions denied the 
use of the Dutch language enforced ; 
British subjects commandeered; the grant­
ing of monopolies; the censorship of the 
press, and an extremely unfair system of 
taxation, by which the Uitlandera and the 
mining industry had to pay nine-tenths of 
the taxes.

To the first public meeting held by the 
Uitlandera to . ventilate their 
Kruger replied: “Cease holding meetings 
and be satisfied. Go back aad tell your 
people. I shall never give them anything. 
I Shall never change my policy—now let 

A 
petition for the franchise signed by 13,006 
people was rejected with ridicule by the 
Volksraad' in 1894. A further petition 'in 
the next year 'signed by 38,506 people 
was rejected, one of the Volksraad de­
claring that “if the petitioners wanted, 
their rights they would have to tight for 
them.”

For many years after the establishment 
of the mission only Indian boys were 
taught iby the fathers, and the school was 
partially supported by contributions from 
the Indian department of the Federal 
government. Last year this support was 
withdrawn, and as such a step on the parb 
of the government was anticipated, the 
mission authorities had been preparing 
for it by admitting Caucasian boys to the 
school, whose tuition is paid for by their 
parents.

Grand Forks, B. C., May 18.—(Special.) 
—The enthusiastic reception accorded 
yesterday to Governor Mackintosh is the 
absorbing theme of conversation here.

Mr. Mackintosh visited Columbia today, 
and his reception there was equally 
thusiastic with that accorded him here.

In company with Mayor Lloyd A. Manly 
he also visited the Grand Forks smelter. 
The organization of the various commit­
tees was completed this evening. The 
Governor will address a public meeting 
here on Saturday evening. Speaking to 
your correspondent today, Mr. Mackin­
tosh said: “I am gratified at the 
diality of my reception. During my short 
stay here the assurances of the work­
ing miners and the business men con­
vince me that the cause of good gov­
ernment will be triumphant at the polls 
on the 6th of June. Continuing, the 
Governor repudiated as a base slander 
the statement so industriously circulated 
to the effect that he was in the pay of 
the Canadian Pacific railway and of the 
Dunsmuirs.

£ved for the completion of the work.

The Burmo-Chinese boundary has been 
settled to about as far as longitude 99 de­
grees 15 minutes, beyond which it is 
still in dispute. A settlement is, how­
ever, expected.

The quantity of grain awaiting 
shipment at Lyttelton, New Zealandl, is 
exceedingly large. In the legislative as­
sembly at Auckland, Mr. J. H. Witte- 
ford, the government candidate, has been 
returned by a majority of 1,100.

The Archbishops * of Canterbury and 
York on the 1st iast., pronounced their 
opinions on cases raising the question of 
the reservation of the Sacrament. 
Archbishops decided that the Church of 
England did not at present allow reserva­
tion in any form.

The interest in trade andl commerce 
with which the Austrian official world has 
latterly beau inspired is again manifested 
in the mission entrusted to the Austro- 
Hungarian corvette Donau, winch will 
shortly start on a voyage to South Ameri­
ca, estimated to occupy about 12 months.

Reports from Macao state that the 
prosecution of Cheng Lin Shan, the re­
former, is proceeding. He is charged with 
the embezzlement of £38,000 belonging to 
the funds of the Chinese Telegrqph Ad­
ministration. The case was conducted in 
camera. It is reported that Cheng Lin 
Shan admits the embezzlement. Sheng 
Taotai, director of telegraphs, is appar­
ently only anxious to obtain the money, 
being himself responsible for it to the 
throne. It is believed that if he is success­
ful further proceedings will be dropped.

Ismail Kemal Bey, who was lately ap­
pointed Vali of Tripoli, Barbary, being 
convinced that foul play awaited him 
there, has refused the appointment, and 
has obtained permission to retire to Eu­
rope with his three sons. It was on board 
the British embassy despatch vessel that 
he found refuge from arrest in the mean­
while. Ismail is an upright, enlightened 
anu educated man, greatly respected by 
his co-religionists throughout the empire, 
over whom he exercises a powerful influ­
ence. He is no revolutionist, and has al­
ways been loyal, but the Sultan took of­
fence at hie outspoken advocacy of ad­
ministrative reform.

LIFE IN PRETORIA.

High Prices Paid For Everything— 
Economy Practiced.

Washington, May 23.—Latest reports to 
the state department from Pretoria show 
that prices are soaring in that capital. 
Cap hire ranges from $2.50 per hour up­
ward, and can scarcely be had at any.fig- 
ure. Economy is universally observed 
from the highest officials down. The for­
eign representatives at the capital find that 
tkeir salaries are totaly insufficient to 
meet the ordinary expenses of living. A 
feverish activity prevails.

The United States consulate is overtax­
ed. Seven thousand letters were received 
in one week to be forwarded. Many small 
sums of money had to be disbursed among 
the British prisoners of war, and alto­
gether the United States consul with his 
single assistant is fully employed

U. S: Extradition Bill.

Washington, D. C., May 23.—The house 
today passed without division the extra­
dition bill framed by the judiciary com­
mittee, but only after a debate in which 
considerable political rancor was aroused. 
There was no division of sentiment as to 
the duty of congress to pass a bill to per­
mit the extradition of Neely, but Demo­
crats objected to the language of the bill 
which covered "any foreign country or 
territory, or part thereof, occupied by 
the United States.” The house also ad­
opted the resolution to allow the com­
mittee on ways and means to sit during 
the recess of congress for t;he purpose of 
framing a bill for the reduction of the 
war revenues and the resolution for a sine 
die adjournment June 6.

Test of Speed of War Automobile.

The war automobile, of which E. |
