Austrian Papef Accuses Un-
cle Sam of Imperialistic

\ Tendencies.
PRESIDENT
' MUST FIGHT

Jingoes in the States Re-
quire War Against
Mexico.

By Special Wire to the Courler.

Vienna, June 27—Via London,
June 28.—The Tageblatt, the first
Austrian newspaper to comment on
the Mexican situation, expresses the
opinion that the United States is
committed irretrievably to an imper-
ialistic policy which aims at the an-
nexation not only of Mexico, but of
all Central America. It regards the
present situation as merely the logi-
cal outcome of the imperialistic
policy which it says was begun under
the Cleveland administration and to
whieh the United States became
wedded by the Spanish-American
war.

U. S. Fomented Trouble.

The Tageblat suggests that the un-
rest in Mexico since the Diaz regime
has been fomented secretly by Am-
erican money in order to create a
cituation which appears to warrant
interference, ostensibly in the inter-
est of peace. To whatever causes the
succession of revolutions may be
traceable, says The Tageblatt, the
American policy in any event is little
short of ‘‘a boquet of poisoned flow-
ers,” for President Wilson, at this
time Landed to him, just at the mom-
ent desired to begin his campaign.
The newspaper gives the President
credit for desiring to fnaintain peace,
but believes that if he should give in
to Mexico in the slightest degree,
tantalized American jingoism would
simply sweep ‘him out of sight.

For some months, it was the work
of the Red Cross and Patriotic Asso-
ciations which came in for these
poisoned shafts, and latterly there
have been stories, beneath contempt,
about the men at the front and oth-
ers who have returned from there
if you take notice, you will find that
jt is generally some spineless slacker
who is most busily engaged in pass-
jng such falsehoods along.

This is not the period for the veil-
ed hint, the slimy inuendo, or the
propagation of such yarns as that in
Toronto. What’s' more; those who
circulate these things are just as
guilty as those who manufacture
them.

SAM HUGHES.

The man who can sit down and
draw Canada’s Minister of Militia to
chart, hasn’t been born yet. He car-
ries the same restless, driving, energy
into his speech and actions as he
does into the discharge of his public
duties, and he rips through red tape
just as readily as into those whom hes
does not consider to be living up to
the mark from a military standpoint.
He is by all odds the most abused in-
dividual in Canada, with the Grit
rapers for the most part after him
like a pack of wolves, and yet even
bis most bitter eritics concede that
in more than one direction he has
done good work.

The Hamilton Herald (Independ-
ent) in referring to the subject
trinks that Sir Sam is too bumptious
and talks to much, but adds:

LIEBKNECHT
GOES. ON. TRIAL

Socialist Participated in a
May Day Demonstra-
tien in Berlin.

By Special Wire te the Courier.

Berlin, June 28—The trial of Dr.
Karl Liebknecht, the Socialist leader,
begins to-day before a court-martial
which will'decide whether- he was
guilty of attempted treason in time of
war in participating in a May Day
peace demonstration in Berlin.

Dr. Liebknecht, whose criticisms
of the government in  speeches in
the Reichstag previously had led to
his expulsion from the Socialist party
in that body, was arrested on May 1,
during the demonstration and since
has been held in custody, the Reich-
stag on May 11 by a vote of 229 to
111 declining to order his release.
He has been accused not only of tak-
ing part in, but of arranging demon-
stration, at which it is alleged cries
of “down with the war” and ‘“‘down
with the Kaiser” were raised by the
excited demonstrators. A report on
his arrest made to:the Reichstag,
contained these:charges, and.in de-
tailing the circumstances of the: inci-
dent asserted that he resisted the
police, but fintlly was knocked down
and overpowered.

Parliamentary immunity for Dr.
Liebknecht was claimed but not al-
lowed. It was announced that he had
denied that he was guilty-of treason,
but admitted that he had taken part
in the demonstration. It was at first
understood that he was:to be brought
before a court-martial, he being a
soldier as well ag a legislator, on the
charge of high treasem, convicted on
which would have carried with it the
death penalty, but recently it was
published that the accusation had
been modified to attempted treason in
war time, the maximum penalty for
which ig fifteen years’ penal servi-
tude.

Four Berlin newspapers publish-
ed to-day the following from the
semi-official Wolff Bureau:

“In the course of a demonstration
last evening for Deputy Liebknecht,
a rather large crowd. collected at
Potsdamer Platz (Berlin). Some
twenty persons were taken into cus-
tody to establish their identity.
There were no further incidents.”

Money
I could always obtain from my own
countrymen, and I am not ashamed
here to acknowledge the debt of
gratitude I owe to an Irish friend
and sympathizer, who did freely and
gladly help me when I was on the
continent.

“I trust I have made that statement
clearly and emphatically enoygh for
all men, even my bitterest ermemies,
to comprehend—that a man who the
newspapers say is ‘just another Irish
traitor,” may be a gentleman.

No Evidence Advanced

“The attorney-general of England
thought it consistent to the traditions
of which he is the public representa-
tive to make a thinly veiled allusion
in his opening address to the rising
in Treland of which he brought for-
ward no evidence in this case from
first to last and which therefare you
and 1, gentlemen, as laymen, would
have supposed that he would scrupu-
lously refrain from mentioning.

Not Made in Germany.
“Since the rising has been men-
tioned, however, I must say categor-
icallv that the rebellion was not
made in Germany, that it was not
directed from Germany, that it was
not inspired from Germany, and that
not cne penny of German gold went
to finance or assist it.

‘“43entlemen, I have touched on
these personal matters because, in-
tended as they were to reflect on my
honor, they were calculated to tarn-
ish the cause I hold so dear.”

As Sir Roger made the declaration
be never had accepted German gold
his voice trembled with emotion, and
hé leaned toward the jury as though
supplicating the jurors to believe his
statement.

The Summing Up... .

Immediately after the prisoner
had finished speaking, Sergeant Sul-
livan rose and began an elogquent ad-
dress in < summing up.

It has been clear for months past
that the extent of the Imperial Gov-
ernment’s war purchases in the Do-
minion will depend, as' pointed out
some time ago by Sir Thomas White,
upon the capacity of the Dominion
to provide funds: If this were not
done the British Government would
have to send gold to Canada or seri-
ously ihterfere with the existing ex-
change situation by buying New
York exchange.

The purchases of the last seven
or eight months have, as already
stated, been largely made possible
by the financial arrangements made
here, and the conference which is
now to take place will result in an
extension of those arrangements.

The second Dominion <loan will
probably come along in the Fall or
dafter the Summer vacation. It is ex-
pected that this loan will be so sup-
ported as to be equally as successful
as the doubly subscribed first issue.

CARRIAGE OF WHEAT
GREATLY EXPEDITED.
Ottawa, June 28-—Exports of Can-
adian wheat during the present
month show that the crop is bheing
transported out of the country with
great expedition this yedr. The total
for this June was 21,003,485 bush-
els; as compared with 6,611,879 in
the corresponding month last year,
Canada is evidently not meeting with
the tonnage difficulties which have
led Australia to establish a' state-

owned steamer service.

OFTEN LOOK WEARIED

Direction of the Government
in the Greatest Position
of Danger.

Only to few men is it given to bear
unimpaired the mental and physical
strain of grdve responsibility.

Ajter twenty-two months of war,
Mr. Asquith cannot congratulate
himselt on having escaped the pen-
alties of the burden of having on his
shoulders the direction of the Gov-
ernment in the greatest position of
danger in which this country has
ever fecund itself. He has aged con-
siderably; there are many téll-tale
linés nnder his eyes indicative of
overwork, and though his fresh-col-
ored complexion tends to suggest he
is in the best of health, those who
are redrest to him are very concern-
ed about his growing liability to
colds. which recently kept him away
from the House of Commons for
more than.a week.

With the exception of an oceasion-
al week-end, the Premier has had no
holiday worth speakidg of, and at
his age—he is in his sixty-fourth
year--he feels the need moré than
ever for temporary respités from
the cares of office. It is ofily the
handsome reserve of vitality which
he seems to possess that enables him
to keep on froia weék to week with
such astounding regularity. i

His hair, which he wears bushy
at thé back, is quite white, and at
times rather unkempt, especially in
the hLeat of a debate, when he has
the habit of putting his hands
through its locks, as if thereby to
gain inspiration.

On the other hand, his plysique
still suggests sturdiness. His step is
alert, and if the opportunity =~ were
there and the hour propitious, he
coull pldy a good game of golf.

While not exactly elegant in his
clothes, he always dresses very neat-
ly, and the short-cut black modrning-
coat he affects fits him rather well.

Th= faculty of throwing off care is
an admirable advantage in the con-
servation of Mr. Asquith’s energy,
and the informal dinners at 10
Down:ng Street, to which his closest
friends are invited, help to make him
forget the pressing anxieties of his
position, :

Will Not Allow
Wine Agencies

Ontario Lieense Board is Expected
to Confine Sale of Nafive
Y 'Wines,

Toronto; = June . 28—While the
board has not reached a definite de-
cision in regard to' the regulations
governing the sale of native wines, it
is understood that the commissioners
are satisfied that manufacturers of
rative wines should not be given the
privilege of opening agencies in cit-
ies . and towns-for the sale of their
product. The quantity that may be
sold is, of course, fixed by the On-
tario Temperance Act at five gallons
in bulk, and two gallons in bottles,
but the Legislature left to the board
the responsibility of determining
‘whether the wine should be sold only
at the place of manufaeture or any-
where else. Recently a deputation of
native wine manufdeturers waited
upon the board and asked for the
1ight to open depots, claiming that
il this privilege was refused some of
the companies would have to move
tHeir plants.

The board, it is stated, takes the
view that réguiring sale at the place
of manufacture will not impose any
Fardship, since the householder ord-
ering a five-gallon lot of wineé, would
erdeér as’readily by mail ag heé would
Fy telephone or personal call. In
fact, the winery mantifacturing in a
grape-growing distriet would be more
apt to get orders than one operdated
ip town.- The board, it is-understood,
proposes to give ample protection to
legitimate wine - manufacturers by
placing a ban on companies or indi-
viduals selling a produet that is not
made from-home-grown grapes. The
board  hag obtained information
showing that there are a number- of
co-called native wines on the market
that have litle if any grapes in.theif
éonipositiori. Since special provision
was made in the Ontario Temperance
Act, permitting the sale of wines
manufdctured from ‘‘grapes grown in
the provinee,” as an encouragement
to the grape growing industry, the
board means to keep manufacturérs
strictly to that provisien. It is‘ pro-
rable that permits will be issued for
the sale of native wines and manu-
tacturers will be asked to satisfy the
‘board that Ontario grapes and Ob-
tafio grdpes alone, are produting the
wine. By this plan it will be impos-
sible for any individual in a city or
town to buy adulterated wine, and by
working in the juice of a few boxeés
of Ontario grapes; label himself a
manufacturer, ahd sell the product
locally.

The License Board is considering a
vumber of important suggestions in
connection with the sale of liquor af-
ter the Temperance Act goes into ef-
fect. One of these is that all liquors
supplied to druggistsifor sale for me-
dicinal purpeses be hottled in six-
cunce quantities, and so6 labelled that
ile quality of the contents would be
clearly shown to the purchaser. The
hoard has been informed that a con-
giderable number of druggists who
gsell liquor for medicinal use pur-
chase stuff of poor duality. The
board believes that liquor used as a
medicine should be of ‘the highest
standard, and, that this ‘cantiot be’
guaranteed where it is bought in

ICanada's Trade

Make Big Advance
Heavy Increase is Shown in Exports
of Manufactured Articles.

. Ottawa, June 28.—A heavy in-
crease in exports of manufactured
artieles during the months of April
anhd May is the outstanding feature
of the Canddian trade statement is-
sned yesterday afternoon. These ex-
ports amounted in May to $27,734,;
477, and in the twé months of the
fiscal year to $49,307,5655, as com-
paréd with $16,121,149 in May last
yvear and $29,342,807 in the twoO
months’ period.

Another featlire of the statement
is the substantial rise in imports of
free goods, as well as in dutiable
commodities. Dutiable imports 11
May amounted to $39,740,167, as
againet $19,851,612 in May last year,
while imports of free goods increased
from $14,539,196 in May last year to
$29,857,645.

Imports of all classes inclusive of
coin: and bullion amounted last
month to $70,220,181,compared with
€35 ¢46,944 in the same period last
year. May, including bullion, am-
ounted to $94,654,295, as against
$42,080,486. The Grand total of all
Canadian trade for May was $176,-
873,466, and for the two months ot
the fiscal year $284,555,958. The
total for May last year was $80,000,-
321, and for the two months §145,-
244,352. /

Exports of agricultural produets
during the month just closed rose to
$47,433,750, an increase of no less
than $34,687,623. Other exports
also show substantial increases.

than in Notrth Germaty, they includée
saiisage, baeon, préserved meats and
fats, which are hot incliided in the
North Geriian meat cards: Besides,
the Bavaridn rations will shortly be
redueéd about twenty per cent., ow-
ing to” the shortage of supplies.

It is true that biutter cards entitle
the Holders to a4 hundred grammes
pet week, but very rarely is the full
ration available. Eggs, sugar, peas
and beans are also very scarce, while
seafish are much less easily procur-
able.
