Tween Boissons and Rheims, General 
Nlvelle’s Troops Captured the Ger­
mans First and Second Line Trenches 
More Than Ten Thousand Prisoners,
and Much War Material ....................
PARIS, April 16—The French began an 

attack this morning, after several days 
artillery preparation, between Soissons 

| q»d Rheims, Several German lines 
carried, and more than ten thousand 
Germans were taken prisoners. The of- 

j flclal announcement of this success is- 
sued by the War Office tonight describ- 

j vs the fighting as fading of the utmost 
violence.

I The text of the statement reads :
! “Between St. Quentin and the Oise 
artillery fighting continued throughout 
the day. South of the Oise we have made 

j new Progress on the plateau east of the 
line of Barisiz-Quincy Basse. 

j “Between Soissons and Rheims, after 
artillery preparation which lasted sev- 

| eral days, we attacked this morning the 
German lines along an extent of about 
forty kilometres (twenty-five miles.)
A desperate battle was fought along the 
whole front, where the enemy had 
grouped very important forces and 
numerous artillery. Everywhere the 
valor of our troops overcome the en­
ergetic defence of our adversary.

“Between Soissons and Craonne the 
whole German first position fell into our 
power. East of Craonne our-troops oc­
cupied the enemy’s second position 
south of Juvincourt. Further to the 
south we carried our line as far as the 
outskirts of Bermericourt and up to the 
Aisne Canal,at Loivre and Courcy.

“Violent counter-attacks, launched 
several times north of Ville-^u-Bois, 
were broken down by our fire with con­
siderable losses to the enemy.

“The number of prisoners made by us 
to the present exceeds 10,000. Likewise 
we captured important material which 
has not yet been inventoried.

“In Champagne artillery fighting con­
tinued actively during the day on the 
various sectors. The ccannonade was in­
termittent on the rest of the front.

“Belgian communication : There was 
artillery fighting along the whole Bel­
gian front.

“Eastern theatre,'April 15—The artil­
lery was particularly active on both 
sides on the Serbian front and west of 
the Cerna. A surprise attack attempted 
by the enemy on one of our posts at 
the Cema bend was repulsed. Skirmish­
es continued in the zone west of Kor- 
itza."

BRITISH PATROLS HAVE REACHED

LONDON, April 16—Although British 

patrols have been in the streets of Lens 
and General Haig’s men are in the out­
skirts of St. Quentin, the fall of neither 
Of these towns has yet been officially 
announced.

The Germans, it is apparent, have 
sent in their reserves and are making 
a desperate defence to enable their en­
gineers to complete the destruction of 
the mines and factories of Lens which 
might have been useful to the Allies.

Despite the fact that all along the 
line between Lens and St. Quentin the 
German resistance has stiffened, Field 
Marshal Haig reports today the capture 
of Villeret, which straightens his line 
northwest of Lens. Counter attacks 
which the Germans have launched at 
Monchy and Lagincourt suggest that the 
British are approaching dangerously 
near the new German line, which, ac­
cording to unofficial accounts, the Ger­
mans had no time to complete before 
the British offensive was launched.

1 DESPERATE ATTEMPT BY
GERMANS TO BUY OFF

BIG STEEL COMPANYiat
Ottawa, April 16 - The govern­

ment has placed wheat, wheat flour 
and semolina on the free list, thus 
opening the United States markets 
to these products.

Under the reciprocal clauses of 
the United States tariff the country 
will admit free wheat and wheat 
products of any country which ad­
mits American wheat without duty. 
The Canadian tariff has heretofore 
prevented this privilege being avail­
ed of. The action taken by the 
Canadian government this after­
noon removes the duty and auto­
matically opens the United Sûtes 
market to Canada and the Cana­
dian markets to the United States.

The order is partly due to difficul­
ties of export aboard. Owing to 
the shortage of ocean tonnage the 
fact is that for Canadian wheat of 
lower grades the British market has 
been practically closed.

The duties removed are ten cents 
a bushel on wheat, and forty-five 
cents on flour.

Loan, one of the most important 

center supply stations on the Ger­
man main line, is now added to the 
list of German keynoints directly 
menaced by the Franco British 
Apparently the direct objective of 
the first smai-h which General Nivelle 
threw massed forces against the 
enemy, the tremendous blow swept 
the Germans off their feet, forced 
them back to their third line trenches 
and inflicted devastating losses on 
the defending Teutons. So firmly 
established were the French attack­
ing forces, that hurriedly summon­
ed German counter-attacks could 
not dislodge them from the ground 
gained.

London is thrilled today with the 
actual start of the greatest offensive 
forward thrust, for which every man 
woman and child in the British 
Empire have been working and 
sacrificing for the past six months. 
At least three million of France’s 
and England’s best troops are pro­
bably fighting along the gigantic 
front. More guns than the world 
ever knew before in one operation 
are belching forth death over this 
stretch,of 170 miles.

It was along the famous Aisne 
line that the French made the great­
est advances in the first b'ow struck 
by Nivelle. It was here the Ger­
mans stood firm after the retreat 
following the battle of the Marne. 
The point of Nivelle’s wedge was 
pushed into the German line at a 
point about midway between Bois­
sons and Rbeims, » with another 

ashing blow struck co-incidental- 
ly around Berry-au-Bac, where the 
German line turns and twists around 
Rheims. Ten thousand prisoners 
and a great quantity of supplies 
captured attest *e irresistible force 
of these two great Mows.

Meantime the British forces have 
not stopped for a second to force 
their own drive. Like skilful box­
ers, Haig is “mixing” blows today 
on the entire British front of fifty 
odd miles. Battle front despatches 
indicated perfect co-ordination of 
the Franco-British drive. Haig is 
smashing away. With Lens almost 
in his grasp, he smashed against 
Cambrai and pushed forward north 
of St. Quentin.

COPENHAGEN, April 16, via London 
—The reduced "bread ration in Germany 
has now gone into effect. Judging from 
the tone of the press and the news items 
in German newspapers it appears that 
the reduction has caused great discon­
tent among workmen and even threats 
to retaliate by strikes.

A proposal, which was strongly sup­
ported among the metal workers, was 
to reduce correspondingly the hours of 
work by one-fourth. Siocialist and army 
newspapers appealed to thé workmen 
to accept the deprivations in the same 
spirit as the soldier* at the front and 
not to imperil the soldiers by a deduc­
tion in the munition output. The metal 
workers organisation then threw its in­
fluence against any demonstration of 
the dissatisfaction.

tGrand Headquarters of the French 
Army, on the French Front Monday 
Night, April 16—(Delayed)—Not only 
did the French army get astride and 
partly around the so-called Hindeiiliurg 
Line today* but, in doing so, they cap­
tured many- thousands of German pris­
oners. After one of the most intensive 
artillery bombardments of the war, 
the French today advanced along an­
other twenty-five mile front. Shells 
were poured daily into the German pos­
itions, and this morning from north of 
Soissons to just west of Rheims, 
the French infantry started the 
work for which they had been pat­
iently waiting.

The Germans opposed the advance 
with the utmost power bringing into 
play cannons and machine guns, which 
had been emplaced in the most advan­
tageous positions. Nothing, however, 
could withstand the gallantry and skill 
of the French, whose ardor wntf stren­
gthened by the sight of the desolation 
{brought which they passed.

There was no hesitation among-4h^ 
.French soldiers when the order to ad­
vance was given, but they did not throw 
their lives away. There was no hurry; 
every movement was executed as though 
on parade. Advantage was taken of ev­
ery inch of cover, and thus the infan­
trymen were able ta approach up the 
sloping ground until within striking 
distance of the numerous entrances to
