As to the prices at which the crop 
will sell the Agriculturist says:

•Potatoe prices, while not likely to 
see extreme points, should be reason­
ably high this winter in view of the 
«bort crop. Those who have a good 
sound”crop need be in no hurry to 
dispose of it until the market settles. 
It is pretty certain that all the pota­
toes will be wàoted. '

While it is net a plea 
aure lor Thr Acadian to refer to 
these things its duty as a public jour­
nal is plainly to turn the search-light 
of public attention upon such doings 
with a viêw to their being put an im­
mediate stop to*. One of the many 
wanton actions is reported by Capt. 
Holmespf the steamer Prince Albert, 
who informs us that one night recent 
|y a new gangway belonging to the 
steamer, left on the government 
wharf, was thrown overboard and al­
lowed to go, adrift. In his sixteen 
years' experience as captain of a 
steamboat Capt. Holmes says this is 
the first time that any ol the belong­
ings of hie boats have been interfered 
with ; and it certainly does not speak 
very well for the reputation ot our 
town that hi» first cause for com­
plaint should have been found in 
Wolfville. The authorities should ai 
once take the matter in hand and see 
that the guilty parties receive ade­
quate punishment lor the offence. The 
good name ol the town reqnires that 
this should be done.

While we are on the subject it 
might be well to refer to the unneces­
sary noise and rowdyism which is al­
lowed to go on on our streets almost 
every evening. Policeman Crowell 
no doubt does his duty as far as be is 
•Me, but in b s efforts to secure “good 
order and decorum*' he should have 
every assistance from the authorities 
and the citizens generally. The best 
remedy is a speedy enforcement ol the 
law, and any policy that would tend 
to a smoothing over of offences of this 
kind is not in the best interests of the 
town and its people.

In nearly every community there 
■re growing up a number of young 
people whose tendencies are towards 
crime and disorder. Actions looked 
upon as trivial are allowed to go un 
punished until some day the people 
awake to the realization» tilt their 
neglect has made possible the perfor­
mance of a crime. The best interests 
ol the people lie in the direction of 
better enforcement of law, and if the 
young are taught to have a whole­
some regard for the interest and wel­
fare of otheis a considerable progress 
will have been made In the reform of 
present conditions.
