They fail to realize the amount of busi-
ness involved in the growing and marketing of our apple crop, with
all the attendant occupations relating thereto. If the facts con-
nected with this industry were carefully compiled and tabulated
they would reveal conditions which are far from generally under-
stood. From the early spring when the pruning of the trees is be-
gun, until well on in the late winter when the last apples have been
packed ready for shipment steady employment is given to a large
number 'of men, while in the picking season there is abundant work
for all who are capable.

An instance of how much money actually comes to the valley
as the result of apple-growing was brought to our attention re-
cently by a gentleman with whom the writer was motoring, who
pointed out a farm-the owner of which sold his crop this season
tree-run for the handsome sum of twenty thousand dollars. This
is by no means a solitary case and there are many who realize more
than half that amount from the progeeds of their orchards. Taken
all in all the valley is a pretty good place in which to look for a liv-
ing, and any man with industry coupled with a reasonable amount
*;)f business ability need have no uneasiness about his prospects
or success.

FIRE PREVENTION WEEK

NEXT WEEK has been set apart by royal proclamation for

the purpose of a campaign for elimination, so far as is possible,
of the wastage due to unneccessary fire loss in this country. The
institution is designated as “Fire Prevention Week”, during which
throughout the Dominion provision will be made for adequate in-
struction regarding the subject. In the schools especially it is hoped
that an interest may be created so that the future citizens of this
€anada of ours may be equipped to wisely meet and solve this great
€conomic national problem.

The statement that in Canada during the past ten years proper-
ty worth more than $300,000,000 was destroyed by fire and that
over thirty-five hundred persong lost their lives and many thous-
ands of others were seriously injured should be sufficiently startl-
g to awaken the public mind as ‘to the importance of the situa-
tion. That a véry considerable proeortion of ithe loss was ukneces-
sary is demonstrated by the fact that in Canada during 1923 the
fire loss exceeded six dollars per head of the population while in
European countries during the same period the loss by fire was
less than thirty-three cents per head. Municipal rulers, as weil as
all good citizens, should do all in their power to assist this most
worthy and laudable undertaking.

ADVANTAGE LOCAL MERCHANT HAS OVER MAIL ORDER
HOUSES

F LOCAL merchants only realized the many advantages they

have over their mail order competitors and made use of those
advantages, it is doubtful if catalogue houses could even exist. It
costs the mail order f()]bs from five to eight dollars a year to reach
each of their prospective customers. They do this with catalogues
costing from two to three dollars apiece, supplemented by lists
costing from five to fifty cents each. The goods advertised have to
be bought months in advance. The local merchant can reach a
family in his territory with a ten-inch ad in his local paper for a
fraction”over, sixty-two cents a year. (This is about double the
rate charged by THE ACADIAN but is the lowest price for space at

That apples are being retailed in
Winnipeg at a price four times that
paid the growers is a statement which
comes from that city. Barrelled ap-
ples which are bringing eight dollars a
barrel have been found to contain notes
from the grower, stating that he re-
ceived two dollars and asking that the
purchaser write and tell him what he
paid.

In the meantime apples from the
United States pay duty and more ireight
and yet sell for 20 per cent less on the

prairies... These facts interest the pub-
lic in the presence of the Federal in-
vestigation now being held on the prair-
ies to determine why the situation
favors U. S. products and who gets
the difference between what the grower
is paid and what the consumer is taxed.

Manitoba retailers assert the mar-
ket there for domestic fruits is decreas-
ing. because of the conditions.—Ex
