10, Absent 1. The convention adjourned 
sine die, at 11.47 *• m.

Congratulates Sherman.
Washington, June 19.—President

presentative Sherman, congratulating 
him linon his nomination:

Accept my hearty congratulation and 
ir.v earnest good wishes tor the success 
of the ticket of Taft and Sherman.”

The representations from portions of 
the west have been so strong against 
the New York candidate that not only 
the Taft leaders on the ground, but 
^reury Tbft bim*e|f has been ap 
pealed to prevent his nomination. There 
iS no doubt that the Presidential nom­
inee has become interested, ami that 
w'm e there is no fight on Mr. Sherman, 
for personal reason», there is a very 
strong feeling that to put him on the 
ticket would have the effect of weak- 
'ttfng the ticket where it should be 
strengthenèd. The effort of Washing­
ton, therefore, is to supplant Mr. Sher 
man wit* some candidate from the mid­
dle «*st. The task is not proving easv. 
It is difficult, apparently almost impos­
sible. to find the tight man. There 
would be no difficulty in concentrating 
upon Senator Dolliver, but the attitude 
of hi* Iowa friend* is so determined in 
opposition to hi» selection that the Taft 
people have been forced to concede the 
probability of hi* definite withdrawal.

Bnt Street Railway People Conceded 
the Paint.

Buffalo Cars te be Inspected Im­
mediately.

City and Company Beth Object te 
Farther Delay.

Negotiations with the Street Rail­
way Company conn- within an ace of 
ending abruptly this morning, when the 
conference sub committee met President 
(iibeon, General-Manager Ilawkins and 
John Moodie, ont? of the directors, to 
deal with the two points which the gen­
eral committee objected to last night (as 
reported on another page of this issue). 
The first of these was the clause which 
provides Uiat nothing in the agreement 
shall moke it obligatory on the com­
pany^ jsart to spend more than $500,OtX) 
in improving the system, providing that 
amount should not be sufficient, the 
company agreeing to be guided by the 
city in the expenditure in that event, ir 
leave it to the Ontario Railway Board. 
The specifications for the fifty new 
ears was the other rock on which the 
negotiation threatened to split. The ald­
ermen took a very firm stand in the 
matter and some of them declared be­
fore the. meeting that it looked very 
much ua if the negotiations would là» 
called off. In fact they were figuring 
out how the city’s attitude in the nego­
tiations was going to strengthen its case 
in an appeal to the Railway Board. As 
soon as the conference opened City Soli­
citor Waddell suggested that they take 
up the first clause objected to. that of 
tJie $500,000 expenditure.

“I can say for the aldermen that they 
will not touch that,” said AM. McLaren.

“Then we had better quit.” replied 
President Cihson.

“That is the best tiling to do.** said 
Aid. McLaren.

Mr. Hawkins suggested that the clause 
be read as he did not think the aldermen 
quite understood what it meant. Aid. 
McLaren replied that lie umterstood 
pretty well what it provided for.

Aid. Allan pointed out that the two 
per cent, reduction which the city was 
conceding would probably mean $250,000 
to the company before the franchise ex­
pired, and that must lie taken into con­
sideration. Col. Gibson said -that surely 
the people who had their money invested 
were entitled to some return before 
1028.

Mr. Hawkins wanted to know why the 
aldermen objected to the type, size and 
equipment of ears 117. 118 and 110. 
which the company had suggested as a 
sample of what the new cars should lie. 
“They are finished in quartered oak.” he 
said. “Do you want rosewood or mahog-

Nome of the members of the committee 
thought that the ears with the seats 
along the side could never lie made to 
look as well as the ears with the cross 
seats. Secretary Brennan suggested the 
style of car used in Buffalo, with cross 
seats, as a sample, and it was agreed 
that Aid. Allan, McLaren. , Secretary 
Brennan nod Mr. Hawkins should go to
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Buffalo to-inorrow to inspect the dif­
ferent type of cars and get prices. Mr. 
Ilawkins suggested that instead of up­
holstered cars, which are gianl disease 
and dirt carriers, ears with plainly fin­
ished seats, like church pews, would be 
more satisfactory. The company pro­
poses putting cars on rcad3- to receive the 
airbrake equipment, but it will not be 
installed until the traffic is large enough 
to necessitate it.

'Flic company first thought that it 
would take about ten days to go over 
the figures again, in view of the objec­
tion taken by the city to these two 
points, but they hope to have things in 
shape by the middle of next week.

Aid. McLaren objected to delay. Col. 
Hibson said that any member of the 
Council or any newspaper that charged 
the company with trying to delay things 
was doing the company an injustice. The 
company had done everything possible 
for several days past to get things 
straightened out.

One reason win- the aldermen dislike 
delaying getting the by-law before the 
people any longer than necessary is the 
fact that the longer the matter stands 
the more objection there is from people 
who own property on the streets where 
it is proposed to build the extensions to 
saving the tracks on those streets. The 
latest petition is from people on Herki­
mer street between Locke and Garth 
streets. This was the last place on the 
system the a Mermen expected would ob­
ject. The chief objection is that the 
street will l»e too narrow. The aider- 
men say it is really no objection, be­
cause it is intended to widen the streets. 
Delaware avenue residents sent a large­
ly signed petition against the tracks 
going on that avenue, ami other people 
in the neighborhood sent an equally 
largely signed petition, asking that this 
extension lie built.

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HON. MR. GRAHAM IS SOUND.
The Government is moving to carry 

out its policy of extending the juris­
diction of the Railway Commission to 
telegraphs and telephones, and yester­
day Hon. Mr. Graham, Minister of Rail* 
ways, moved the second reading of the 
bill. The occasion was seized upon by 
Mr. Lennox, M. P., who is a fanatic in 
the advocacy of public ownership and 
operation, to air his hobby, and to ques­
tion Hon. Mr. Graham on the subject. 
That gentleman gave him but little en­
couragement- Canada's experience with 
Government ownership of railways was 
not such as to encourage observant 
statesmen to extend it. The Govern­
ment was strongly impressed with the 
idea that private ownership, with pub­
lic control, would secure to the people 
a good service at fair rates, and that 
was the end to be desired.

It is gratifying to find at the head 
of the railway department a man who 
has not been inoculated with the social­
istic virus, who has not fallen into the 
idolatry of public officials, and who 
has used his powers of observation with 
the good effect indicated by Hon. Mr. 
Graham's words. The less we have of 
officialdom in the business operations 
of the people, the better it will be for 
the country, and the more effectively 
will economy be served. If Government 
will undertake the proper discharge of 
its own functions—the duty of govern­
ing, enforcing the just laws made for 
the benefit of all the people, and pro­
viding for the arbitration of all differ­
ences arising between them—the, people 
of Canada may be trusted to do the 
business which naturally falls to them 
as individuals and associations, with 
greater economy and efficiency than 
Government, even at its purest and best, 
can hope to do, and without the mani­
fold evils and stunting influences of So­
cialism.

certain municipal ^statesmen*’’ show 
that the power is one that exists for 
tKe benefit of the country.

Mr. Bicknell has given some study to 
the Hydro-Electric scheme, and the bur­
dens which it will impose upon the muni­
cipalities entering it. After considering 
the obligations which the Hydro con­
tract would place upon them’ Mr. Bick­
nell concluded:

“If these provisions are carried out 
in good faith by the municipalities it is 
possible that no municipality will be 
able to afford to supply light, heat or 
power at as low a rate as an electrical 
company efficiently and economically 
managed.”

It is greatly to be regretted that the 
discussions of the practical men of the 
Electrical Association could not have 
been heard by every alderman in Hamil­
ton—indeed by every municipal owner­
ship fanatic in the country. We doubt 
not that even His Worship Mayor Stew­
art might have learned something to his 
enlightenment.

STARVING DEMAND.
We hear a good deal in Canada from 

the organs of the Cotton Combine about 
dulness in the trade, and attempts are 
made to convince the Canadian people 
that they should become reconciled to 
lower wages for the cotton workers, and 
higher tariff which means higher prices 
for the consumers. But similar com­
plaints arc heard from the home of 
King Cotton. In the south, the cotton 
manufacturers are pursuing a policy cal 
culated to produce artificial scarcity of 
goods and lower wages for the opera­
tives. The trade is thoroughly organ­
ized; it knows what it wants, and it 
does not purpose to allow the interests 
of the consumers or of the cotton in til 
hands to stand in the way of obtaining 
it. A great meeting of State cotton man­
ufacturers was held at Charlotte, X. C., 
the other day, when it was decided to 
continue the policy of curtailment un­
til Sept. 1 at least. The cotton mill 
men's policy was expressed by the pre­
sident as being a determination "to let 
demand get good and hungry before 
feeding it.” In view of the apparent 
adoption of a similar policy in Canada, 
the appointment of W. L. MarKenzie 
King to inquire into the conditions of 
the cotton mill industry in Canada, is 
fully justified. The interests of the con- 

~iüméïs and operatives deserve some con­
sideration.

ATTACK ON DR. SHEARER.
The Hamilton Herald charges Rev. 

Dr. Shearer with acting the part of a 
“politician” at the General Assembly of 
the Presbyterian Church. It alleges that 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier was alarmed about 
the Pringle exploitation of alleged Yu­
kon immorality in official life, and 
“wrote to Dr. Shearer suggesting that 
it would be best to have the matter 
dealt with as quietly as possible so that 
public opinion might not be aroused.” 
Then it proceeds to intimate that Rev. 
Dr. Shearer steered the Assembly by the 
Pringle charge# by a resolution compli­
menting him and Dr. Grant, his fellow 
missionary, and expressing satisfaction 
at the improved Yukon conditions. And 
it thus impeaches Rev. Dr. Shearer’s 
honesty as a moral teacher:

The moral reform agent of the Pres­
byterian Church may not be a present- 
day Elijah like Rev. Dr. Pringle, the 
heroic missionary who has the courage 
to denounce not only sin but the sin­
ners in high places. But in worldly 
wisdom and subtle diplomacy the mis­
sionary from the Yukon is as a child 
to a giant in comparison with the 
smooth, emollient Dr. Shearer.

The Herald's insinuation is a vile one, 
and is made on sheer assumption and 
without a scintilla of ev«i$*nce. AnflTl 
is not the first time that it has flung 
coarse Insults at that gentleman, and, as 
it does now, reflected upon the Church 
of which he is an officer.

Foster emitted a wail yesterday over 
the mention in some Liberal campaign 
literature of the land scandals and his 
connection with the Foresters’ funds. 
How thin-skinned he is! Liberals need 
no better campaign literature, as far as 
he is concerned, than the sworn admis­
sions of George E. Foster and the other 
witnesses examined on the subjects men­
tioned. Yet while he squeals this way, 
Tory literature slanders Mr. Jackson, of 
Selkirk, by circulating broadcast a false 
statement (since withdrawn) made by 
Mr. Foster himself in Parliament! And 
what else has he been doing most of the 
session but slandering opponents from 
behind the protection of Parliamentary 
privilege ?

EDITORAL NOTES.
The G. T. P. is to do a share of the

The work of 
“enlarging the spout” is progressing rap­
idly.

The report of Dr. Millman, Supreme 
Physician of the I. O. F., states that 
17.56 per cent, of the deaths in the order 
are due to tuberculosis.

And the proportion is not 
excessive, av statistics go.

ELECTRICITY BY ELECTRICIANS.
The meeting of the Canadian Electri­

cal Association in Toronto has been pro 
ductive of some very informing discus­
sions. Papers read during the meeting 
dealt with some phases of electrical sup 
ply in Switzerland, especially electrical 
development by the city of Geneva. 
Electrical science has made great pro­
gress in the republic, and the informa­
tion given in these papers was very in­
teresting. It will be a surprise to many 
of those Canadians who are accustomed 
to expect from municipal operation or 
management extraordinarily low figures 
for small users of power to learn that 
in Geneva, where small users are the 
rule, the price for 1 horse power is $04 a 
year. In some other plants prices run 
from $60 a year for 1 horse power to $29 
a year for 100 horse power on an 11- 
hour basis. There is not, in these fig­
ures, any reason to expect the extrava­
gant reductions to small consumers 
which some people affect to look for 
from the Hydro-Electric scheme.

Yesterday Mr. James Bicknell dis­
cussed “Electrical Franchises," dealing 
with the question of control of the 
streets and highways, lie very natur­
ally took issue with that heresy common 
to so many narrow minds in municipal 
life and expressed in their assumption 
that the municipalities “own” the high­
ways. Mr. Bicknell pointed out that 
the streets and highways are, as a re­
cent High Court judgment declares, "the 
King’s highways,” the property of the 
nation, and they are not under the ab­
solute control either of the municipality 
or of the Province which organizes it, 
and delegates it authority. He declares 
that the Dominion Parliament has the 
right to confer upon any properly incor­
porated electrical company certain rights 
over the streets and highways of any 
municipality in Canada. By this means 
any effort on the part of a municipal 
council or a local legislature to hold up 
unjustly or improperly a railway, tele­
graph, telephone, power or other under­
taking which may be for the advantage 
of the country at large, can he effectu­
ally checkmated Hitherto, the exer­
cise of the powers of the Dominion in 
this connection has been infrequent, but

(and it is not even required that it be a 
judge, merely an appointee of the Gov­
ernment), is to hear disputed cases. It 
is even left in the power of these parti­
san registration clerks to say whether 
personal registration shall be required,

The junior local Tory organ, in its 
eagerness to serve the machine, credits 
the Civil Service Bill introduced the 
other day to Borden’s Halifax platform.

The Laurier Government could not 
afford to allow the Opposition leader 
the great advantage of going to the 
country as the promoter of this grout 
reform, with the party in power tied 
up to the discredited and obsolete pat­
ronage system. So the Government has 
deprived Mr. Borden of his advantage 
and forestalled him by appropriating his 
civil service reform policy.

TAFT THE 
CANDIDATE.

Choice by Republicans by an Orer- 
wkclming Vote.

The Allies Nowhere When 
Vote Was Called.

Selection Made Unanimons Amid 
Great Cheering.

Chicago, June 18.—At 5 o’clock this 
afternoon Secretary of War William 
H. Taft was nominated by the Repub­
lican convention for President of the 
United States by the following vote:

cheering which greeted Taft’s nomina­
tion emded, hopped upon his chair and 
said:

that the nomination of William H. Taft 
for the Presidency now be made unami-

Senator Penrose, of Pennsylvania, 
Senator Beveridge, of Indiana, and
William O. Emery, of Georgia, the
colored delegate who seconded the
nomination of Foraker. also seconded 
the nomination of Secretary Taft. The 
nomination was made unanimous. The 
convention then adjourned to 10 a. m. 
to-morrow, when a candidate for Vice- 
President will be nominated.

As tired and fretful as most of the 
delegates were, they wanted to go on 
and nominate the candidate for Vice-
President. so they could start for their 
homes to-night. But the managers of 
the convention decreed otherwise.

The distinctive features of the ses­
sion to-day were two uproarious ef­
forts to stampede the convention for 
Roosevelt, and the oversight by which 
Governor Hughes’ name was not for­
mally presented in nomination.

The storm to stampede the conven­
tion for Roosevelt came from the gal­
leries. The 080 delegates sat as if

Great is Uncle Joe.
Probably no convention hall in the 

world was hotter than this one when, 
at 12.45 p. m.. Henry Sherman Boutell. 
of the Ninth District of Illinois, clamb­
ered aboard the plut form to nominate 
Uncle Joe, otherwise the Hon. Joseph 
G. Cannon. Speaker of the House of 
Representatives, for President. Thai 
great audience, numbering to-day 
nearly 20,000 persons, was in n grand 
•welter. The lean people enjoyed it. 
and the fat folks swore under their 
breath. The average delegate and th 
average* visitor, man or woman, used 
up handkerchiefs by the score. Little 
Mr. Boutell, Uncle Joe’s glorifier, is 
small enough to put in your pocket.
He is of the lean kind. In speaking of 
the capabilities and availabilities of Un 
cle Joe. Mr. Boutell did not turn a hair. 
His collar and linen were as matchless as 
the virtues which he declared Uncle Joe 
possessed: In Mr. Boutell’s glowing 
words Uncle Joe was almost too good 
for earth, and yet not quite good en­
ough for heaven.

Boutell mentioned all the renowned 
Republicans of that party, ending with 
President Roosvelt. At the mention 
of the President’s name there were 
wild howls from the gallery. which 
turned into continuous applause from 

-nearly all parts of the convention Tt 
made the Taft people nervous, so much 
so that ex-Governor Myron Herrick, 
of Ohio, sitting at the head of the dele­
gation. ten feet a wav from Boutell, 
CTiedf "Go on, Boutell. go on.” And Mr. 
Boutell resumed his speech, which had 
been interrupted by the Roosevelt dem­
onstration.

The Nomination of Taft. 
Fairbanks and Hughes were succes­

sively nominated. Then followed Ohio, 
the Buckeye State’s turn to bring for­
ward Secretary Taft, and when Molloy 
called the name of the State there was 
a burst of cheers that could have been 
heard a block away. It was spontane­
ous and voluminous. It was direct*, 
crashing and thunderous.

When Theodore Burton came forward, 
he had to stand on the platform three 
and a half minutes before he could be­
gin his speech for Taft. The delegates 
created the tremendous scene for the 
War Secretary. The galleries were 
quiet. The delegates, in their howls and 
yells, and cries of all kinds, gave the 
first enthusiastic demonstration for Taft 
that has been witnessed here.

When Burton ended there was a scene 
that lasted 24 minuses. Texas floated 
a standard, to which was tacked a pair 
of trousers, with a huge girth, with this 
legend : "As pants the hart for cooling 
etteam, so Texas pants for Taft.” The 
Ohio men were upon their chairs wav­
ing flags and a great blue silk banner, 
labeled "Our Oandidate.” The hand far 
down the convention hall began to play, 
but its tones were like whispers, be­
cause of the din. The New Yorkers 
were all up and cheering for Taft. The 
galleries remained silent.

Then came a march of the standards. 
Arkansas led off. Grasping the stand­
ard of the State, an Arkansas delegate 
began the march around the enclosure 
where the delegates were seated. Mis­
souri followed, and then in quick suc­
cession came Oklahoma and North Caro­
lina, and then Governor Herrick, grasp­
ing the Ohio standard, joined the par­
ade, and behind him "came Virginia, Min­
nesota, Kansas. Connecticut, Washing­
ton, Alabama and Iowa, South Carolina 
joined in, so did West Virginia. Tennes­
see, the Philippines, Mississippi. Porto 
Rico. Idaho, Arizona, Hawaii, Wyoming, 
Nebraska. Nevada and there was an in­
describable medley of shouts, cheers and 
tumultuous plaudits. As the march of 
the standards proceded, the swelling 
cries became a rhythmical unison of 
Taft, Taft, Big Bill Taft.” Great 

bunches of pink peonies were thrust into 
the arms of the marchers. They waved 
the standards aloft, and swung the 
peonies above their heads, and contin-. 
ued to refrain ‘Taft, Taft, Big Bill 
Taft.”

The band, high up in the loft, began 
to play Julia Ward Howe’s “The Battle 
Hymn of the Republic,” and a great 
swelling chorus took up the patriotic 
hymn. Enthusiastic admirers of Taft 
thought in a picture, a tremendous one,

and so big was it that Senator Lodge 
ordered it to be taken out again. It en­
cumbered the scene. It was grotesque 
to a certain extent in a scene which, 
while volcanic, was ' still brilliant in

There were cries of "Sit down, sit 
down,” but it was impossible to end the 
scene. The band switched to “Marching 
Through Georgia,” and other patriotic 
airs, and the tumult was even louder. 
All this went on for 24 minutes.

The tumult dying away from exhaus­
tion, and because of the gavel strokes 
of Chairman Lodge, George A. Knight, 
of California, big voiced, big framed, in 
one of his spread eagle speeches which 
have been heard from California to 
Maine, seconded the nomination of Taft.

Attempted Roosevelt Stampede.
The call of States for nominations 

over, there was a real effort to 
stampede for Roosevelt. It was start­
ed by John A. Seibert, of Springfield, 
111. Fastened to the handle of an um­
brella was a picture of Roosevelt, which 
Seibert raised aloft. He was imme­
diately behind Senator Lodge on the 
platform. He was in a splendid posi­
tion to face that great assemblage. As 
he waved the picture of Roosevelt 
slowly up and down, just as Mrs. Car- 
son Lake waved her sunshade in the 
effort to stampede for Blaine in the 
Minneapolis convention in 1892, there 
were cries all over the convention for 
Roosevelt. The refrain, "Four, four, 
four years more” was taken up and 
swelled and resounded until a great 
American flag bearing the picture of 
Roosevelt was brought in the gallery 
just behind Senator Lodge. This awak­
ened more shouts, more yells, more 
cries for Roosevelt. It was pandemon­
ium let loose. But the delegates sat 
there as if they were nailed to their 
chairs. The Wisconsin men were the 
only exception. Senator Crane and ex- 
Governor Herrick, as the din rose in 
volume, climbed upon the platform and 
begged Senator Lodge to stop the de­
monstration, if possible. John Molloy, 
the bassoon-voiced secretary of the con­
vention, attempted to start the roll call. 
He could not be heard ten feet from the 
platform. The volume of sound was tre­
mendous. The President, through the 
audiphones, could hear it away off in 
Washington. At times tne demonstration 
sounded like the boom of crashing 
breakers on the oceanside. But it was 
lasting too long for the comfort of many 
in the convention. Senator Lodge, grasp­
ing his gavel firmly and pounding it vith 
nil his might, declared "The call of 
States for nominations has been ended. 
The States will now vote on the 
various candidates." He was not heard 
five feet from where he spoke. Mollov, 
grabbing a megaphone, rushed out to 
the edge of the platform and roared 
through it: "Alabama." You could 
not hear what Alabama said; you 
couldn’t hear what anyhodv said. 
Senator Lodge rushed out to where 
Mollnw was and cried: “Keep it up; 
keen it up. This has got to stop.” So 
Molloy roared through the megaphone 
again for Alabama to answer. But 
Alabama could not be heard, and the 
ehnirninn of the delegation had to go 
to the platform and announce the vote 
of the State for Taft. At this Molloy 
announced through the megaphone 
Alabama’s vote, and the Ohio delegates 
began to shout. They howled for "Taft. 
Taft. Taf*.’’ and Herrick cried: “Give it 
to ’em. Give them some of their own 
medicine.”

Powell Clayton, for Arkansas, had 
to go to the nlntform and announce the 
vote of the State for Taft and Molloy 
roared the vote through his, megaphone. 
The Ohioans repeated the tactics and 
as the megaphone business was re­
peated for California and Delaware end 
down to Georgia, the chairman of the 
delegations being compelled to go to 
the platform to announce the votes of 
those States, the delegates had got in­
to swinging cheers and these rolling 
nlaudits had a qnietine effect op ttye 
Roosevelt stampeders in the gallery. By 
the time Idaho was reached the Ohio 
tactics in sending vollev against volley 
had practically quelled the Roosevelt tu­
mult. Rut it broke out again instantly 
and all told lasted 24 minutes.

SELL MILK ON ITS MERITS.
Whenever the subject of a “state 

standard" for salt of milk 1r seriously 
and intelligently ctnsidered, the decision 
is that there shoul I he no state standard 
of butter fat or non-fat solids, and that 
milk should be sold on test. No other 
derision seems possible. No state stand­
ard has ever prevented adulteration or 
skimming of milk. Indeed, the state 
standard, however it may be, simply 
sets a legal limit for the robbing of milk: 
If the stadard calls for 4 per cent, of 
butter fat, the middlemen will insist 
that the producers put on high fat and 
low-yield cows, and the middlemen will 
take the 5 or 6 per cent, milk from the 
farmers and skim it dnw to the legal 4 
per cent, standard. In no case is the 
consumer benefited by the standard. If 
the standard he abolished, the milk may 
be sold on test, and the consumer will be 
able to get what he desires. Then no­
body is deceived or defrauded. In the 
case of a product so variable as milk, 
ranging from 1.9 to 12 per cent, in 
butter fat, a state of standard of 2.5 or 
3.5 is an absurdity. Cut nut the stand­
ards and a “square deal” will be possible. 
—New York Farmer.

OLD-AGE
ANNUITIES.

Second Reading ef Mr, Fielding’* 
Measure Passed.

Fielding’s Plai to More ths West­
ern Crops Endorsed.

Vetes for Armories at Strathroj 
and Elsewhere.

Ottawa, June 18.—The Oppoeition 
placed themselves on record to-day as 
opposed to the steps which the Gov­
ernment took in the fell of last year 
to aid the movement of grain from 
the west during the financial stringency. 
When Hon. Mr. Fielding asked the House 
to endorse the loans made to the bamks 
Mr. Foster took the ground that the 
Government were not warranted in tak­
ing the action they did, and charged 
them with having violated the law. Hon. 
Mr. Fielding admitted that there had 
beetu a technical departure from the 
strict letter of the law, but that the grav­
ity of the crisis justified the aotiou 
of the Government. The security for 
the loans had never been in doubt; the 
farmers had been assisted, a crisis av­
erted and the money all paid back, the 
country having lost not a cent, lm the 
course of the debate the Finance Min­
ister stated that under similar circum­
stances he would do the same again. In 
a very effective speech Hon. Frank Oli­
ver emphasized the extraordinary posi­
tion taken up by the Opposition, and 
eventually the bill legalizing the ad­
vances passed.

Hon. Mr. Fielding then moved the 
second reading of the bill to authorize 
the issue of Government annuities for 
old age. He stated that the Minister 
,of Trade and Commerce, by whom it 
was proposed the lew system might 
be administered at first, had prepared 
an estimate of the expenses of admin 
istration. These, it was estimated, 
would not exceed $50,000 a year in. the 
early days of the system. It would 
be necessary to appoint a superintend 
ent and three or four officers to travel 
over the country and make known the 
operation of the machinery of the bill. 
A Government actuary would also be 
needed. Mr. Fielding emphasized the 
point that the bill aid not profess to 
be an old-age pension bill.

Mr. Foster thought the machinery 
already existing in the Poetoffiee De­
partment ehquld be utilized, and ques­
tioned the need of sending men around 
the country.

Hon. Mr. Fielding said the Postoffice 
machinery would be employed.

Mr. Foster deprecated entering into 
competition with insurance companies 
and fraternal societies.

Hon. Mr. Fielding pointed out that 
insurance companies and fraternal so­
cieties did not carry on an annuity 
business.

Votes for Armories.

The House then went into Commit 
tee of Supply on the public works es 
timates in British Columbia, which 
were passed.

On an item of $50/)00 for armories 
Hon. Mr. Pugsley stated that part of 
this would he used for the construc­
tion of a $20.000 armory at Strathroy, 
It was for the headquarters and two 
companies of the 26th Regriment.

Sir Frederick Borden, in the course 
of a discussion raised by several mem 
hers who suggested armories at vari 
our points, said the idea was to have 
small armories at as many points as 
possible for one, two or three com­
panies or a squadron. The department 
had tried to make the selection of points 
for the armories according to the qual 
ifications of the militia there.

When the Toronto militia items were 
reached Mr. . George Taylor, who was 
leading the Opposition, suggested that 
the House should adjourn, as the To­
ronto members were not present.

Mr. E. M. Macdonald said that the 
Toronto members should have been pre- 
sent. He did not think, there was any 
opposition to the Toronto items.

Quiite a long discussion ensued as to 
whether the committee- should go on 
and finish the Ontario items, but even­
tually the Opposition gave way and the 
votes were passed.

The House adjourned at 12.30.

Lyle, who in a short address 
adjured the young ladies to strive to do 
their work in a tnoroughly satisfactory 
manner.

Rev. Father Coty presented the badges 
to the young ladies, and spoko in a sim­
ilar strain.

Those who graduated were Misses Nel­
lie \\ right, city; aMrtha C. Milne, Dela­
ware; Laurel P. Cummings, Walkerton; 
Ella Neelands, Strathroy ; Mina Rod­
gers, city; Iva M. Murphy, city; Vida 
Lattimer, Woodstock; Edith Glass, city;

The presentations were followed by 
the address to the graduates by Dr. 
Frank Coleman. In a splendid speech 
Dr. Coleman congratulated the young 
ladies on their graduation.

Ihev should always 
find the greatest joy in the knowledge 
that they have done their full duty, av.d 
no amount of approbation by the pa­
tients can ever give the satisfaction that 
comes with the inward consciousness of 
duty well done.

All 
the best of human capacity is necessary. 
The senses must be acute and made ac­
curate by education and experience. The 
brain must be active and strong, the 
heart sympathetic and brave, and all 
must be governed «>y a judgment that is 
quick, comprehensive and sure. Women 
have, of course, many spheres of actix - 
•ity and usefulness for their many graces 
and capabilities, but none are more wo­
manly and nothing commends a woman 
like womanliness.’’

This was followed by short and inter­
esting addresses by Canon Abbott, Rev. 
Colin Fletcher, and others. Dr. Langrill 
presented the report of Mrs. House, 
Superintendent of the Nurses’ Home.

RIGHT OF DIVORCE.
Justice Marti» it Exhaustive In 

Previig Provincial Jurisdiction.
Vancouver. June 18.—“To disturb the 

jurisdiction of the courts of this pro­
vince in divorce and matrimonial mat­
ters, which has been exercised for the 
past thirty-one years, would be to create 
a social and domestic calamity.”

This is but one view expressed by 
Justice Martin, after a judicial review 
covering that entire period, in a fifty- 
page judgment supporting the jurisdic­
tion of the provincial courts. It is the 
most exhaustive judgment ever handed 
down upon any question before the 
local courts, and will he used by the 
Attorney-General upon the appeal before 
the judicial committee of the Privy 
Council next month, an appeal necesi- 
tated by adverse decision of Justice Cle­
ment, the only provincial supreme court 
judge holding an opposite view.

Jurisdiction is supported by Justice 
Martin from three view points: First, 
by past judicial decisions upholding 
practice and authority (or it, hack to 
the days of Sir James Douglas and 
Chief justice Begbie; secondly, by fre­
quently revised supreme court rules 
which have ever received the sanction 
of the legislature before becoming opera­
tive; thirdly, by the attitude of the pro­
vincial legislature, with its various en­
actments regarding divorce and matri­
mony. as well as the attitude of the 
Federal Parliament, which has never 
repealed any of these provincial acts.

BALL00ÏVRACE
Under War Conditions Great Success 

In Germany.

Bochum, Prussia, June 19.—The long 
distance balloon race, under conditions 
of war, has resulted very successfully. 
There were four starters, the partici­
pants being aeronauts who had not pre­
viously competed in a race in the air. 
Two of the balloons reached Jarotschin, 
near the Russian frontier, a distance of 
450 miles, in fifteen hours; another de­
scended at Goerlitz, a distance of 350 
miles. The fourth balloon failed to com­
ply with the conditions, which exacted 
that three persons occupy the basket of 
each balloon. One of them should be 
landed during the voyage, the airship re­
ascending without re filling and proceed­
ing on its journey, which must end with­
in Germany.

A terrific wind rendered the start 
most difficult, while a severe rain in­
creased the weight of the balloons; yet 
all landed in the best of condition, with 
sufficient ballast remaining to continue 
in the air for & Jongor period.

The Beaver-Dam.
The Canadian beavers will certainly be 

visited by all the children at the Exhibi­
tion. They are five of them, all alive, 
and they have made their home in front 
of a cleverly contrived model of a 
beaver-dam, from which a cascade of wa­
ter falls into a miniature pool below. 
They were all eating with great appetite 
during our representative’s inepectian, 
and, with a painted stage setting of a 
Canadian stream and forest scene be­
hind them, they formed a remarkably 
natural and attractive picture. There is 
a supply of birch logs for the heavers to 
sharpen their teeth on.

“These trophies on either side of the 
dam are being covered with specimens of 
Canadian woods,” continued Colonel 
Hutchison.

ROBBED ITAUANS.
Fatally Stabbed One of the Mei 

Who Resisted.

Fort Plain, N. Y., June 18.—Ten Ital­
ian labours, who lived in a car on a sid­
ing of the Weet Shore Railroad, here, 
were held up by armed robbers at mid­
night and forced to hand over more 
than $500 which they had received in 

ages yesterday. Oneaf the Italians 
who resisted the desperadoes was prob­
ably fatally wounded, and an outsider 
who had heard the tumult in the car 
and sought to frighten the robbers away 
was overpowered, bound, gagged and his 
pockets rifled. The robbers escaped 
with their booty, leaving no clue.

The bandits forced an entrance at 
midnight, and when the Italians awoke 
they found themselves covered with four 
revolvers in the hands of two men, while 
a fourth man, armed with a knife, order­
ed them to come forward one by one and 
turn over all their money to him.

One of the Italians rebelled, and in a 
few moments lay dying with a knife 
wound half way through his body. From 
that time to the end the task of "the rob­
bers was easy.

He accomplished his death 
by means of a long Enfield rifle, over 
which he bent and pulled the trigger 
by aid of an umbrella. Despite the fact 
that the bullet went clear through his 
body and left a gaping wound m his 
back, the unfortunate man lived for 
two hours, and was conscious a good 
part of the time.

A conflagration that threatened to de­
stroy half of the city raged in Jerusa­
lem last week. It was started from the 
Greek Theatre. The wooden structure 
xvas soon surrounded by flames, and the 
fire spread to neighboring buildings. 
The fire department, if it may be so call, 
ed, is very inadequate in Jerusalem. 
Many houses were destroyed.

A number of Jewish women in New 
Britain, Conn., most of them poor, are 
working to raise a fund, of five thousand 
dollars to found a scholarship for poor 
and deserving Jewish girls. The aim in 
raising the fund is threefold—to awaken 
the Jewish community to the need of 
higher education for its women; to hold 
up the highest ideals of those who need 
it, and to help those who crave it.

Dr. Eduard Glaser, the well known ex-

Slorer of Arabia, and Oriental scholar, 
ied in Munich, Germany, recently. Dr. 

Glaser was born in 1855 and was known 
widely as an Oriental linguist. He trav­
elled far and xvlde in the interests of 
archaeological and topographical re­
search and discovered hundreds of in­
scriptions that were deciphered by him, 
and are now looked upon as priceless 
possessions in museums of antiquity. 
He was the author of many scientific 
xvorks.

At the seventh district convention of 
the R’nai B’rith, held at Dallas, Texas, 
committees were appointed to consider 
the immigration problem, especially with 
regard to the distribution of Jewish im­
migrant® to sections which they will be 
best able to earn a livelihood, and with 
a view to colonizing them on cheap 
farms, wherever such colonization is 
practicable.

Memorial services that were very im­
pressive Were held in St. Petersburg, 
Baron Ginzburg presiding, in honor of 
the late editor of the Retch, Herr Back.

After ten veers of persistent effort 
and much self-sacrifice on the part of 
the members of the Hebrew Ladies’ Aid 
Association, the new Montefiore hospi­
tal, Pittsburg, was opened last week.

The new Jewish free school was in­
augurated at Alexandria, Egypt, with 
imposing ceremonies. The structure is a 
vast building, containing forty-five 
rooms, accommodating twelve hundred 

[children, xvho receive there fre educa­
tion and a midday meal. Prince Aziz 
Hasan, brother of the Khedive, and 
many notabilities of the country were 
present.

The report of the British Consul at 
Palestine a# to the industrial and edu­
cational life in the Holy Land is an in­
teresting and instructive document. The 
long report goes to show the awakening 
of modern Palestine. Its progress is 
truly marvelous. The report proves 
that the country is now manufacturing 
its own products, is selling thousands of 
articles to foreign countries, amounting 
to very large sums. All it wants is more 
population, more capital and more en­
terprises. It offers an excellent place 
for commercial investments on a large

The little Jewish colony of New Zea­
land is quite proud of the fact that one 
of its numbers. Mr. S. N. Ziman, a grad­
uate of the local university, was chosen 
as Rhodes scholar from New Zealand. 
He was quite popular in student circles 
and had taken a special course in mining 
engineering, and expects to enter the 
civil service in India.

Just over half a million —of which 
£450,000 is net personalty —has been 
left by the late Mr. Harris Lefcus, of 
South Hampstead. Mr. Le bus, who 

a cabinet maker and a director of 
various limited companies, began busi­
ness life in his father's little cabinet- 
making shop at Well do* square, in the 
East Er.d <>f London. Here he xvas ac­
customed to take out hie father's work 
in a little barrow. At the time of his 
death Mr. Lebus was the largest whole­
sale furniture maker in the kingdom, 
his Tottenham works employing more 
than 3j000 hands. There are also large 
showrooms and offices in Tabernacle 
street. Mr. Lebus was mainly respon­
sible for the rogue which ‘fumed oak’ 
obtained some years ago. He was liorn 
in Hull, and xx-as fond of saying that 
he was ‘proud to be an English Jew.’

The elections for the Prussian Par­
liament will be held this month. The 
National Liberals have nominated among 
their candidates two Jews. In addi­
tion to the seven other Jews, who al­
ready sit in the parliament, the Freisin- 
nigo have adopted three other Jews, 
one of them for a Berlin constituency.

The people of Kismet are laboring 
rapidly and passionately at the con­
duction of the Hedja railways. A 
wonderful event, significant and m- 
structi\-e. Both this line and the Hai­
fa-Jerusalem railway, which is to be 
linked up xrith it. and the construction 
of the harbor at Haifa, which will soon 
be commenced, betoken for Palestine 
and neighboring lands the dawn of a 
nexv era of agricultural development.

Dr. Henri de Rothschild, a member of 
the famous family of that name, and 
an eminent physician of Paris, announces 
his intention of constructing at hie own 
expense a home for aged dramatic au- 
thors on the edge of the Bois de Bou­
logne. The building will include a 
small theatre where productions by the 
inmates can be given.

The greatest Jewish philanthropic 
trust, other than that of Baron de 
Hirsch, is undoubtedly that of the Bar­
oness von Cohn-Oppenheim Stiftung 
(founded by the lady of that name), 
which has its headquarters at Dessau. 
The trust assists Jewish communities, 
benevolent institutions and schools, and 
the poor, but it also helos needy per 
sons of other faiths. The income of 
the fund m 1907 was 232.705 marks, and 
the expenditure 231,288 marks.

A new Jewish hospital was opened in 
Salonica in the presence of a large 
gathering at the beginning of this 
month. The hospital is named after 
the late Baroness de Hirsch, who had 
given 200,000 francs towards its erec­
tion. The necessary funds were col­
lected from other Jewish philanthro­
pists, notably Baroness Edmund de 
Rothschild, through the efforts of Dr. 
Mizrahi. The hospital accommodates 
twenty-five beds, seventeen of which 
have already been endowed. The Gen 
eral Governor of Salonica opened the 
new hospital xrith imposing ceremonies, 
and among these present were nearly 
all the foreign (’omuls as well as the 
most prominent people of the city.

Dr. Bloch’s Wochenschrift, in a re­
cent issue, prints the interesting news 
of a movement to unite all the large

Jewish organizations of the world. The 
American Jewish Committee, as it 
seems, has taken the initiative m this 
matter, and Dr. Nat hen, of the Hiltfs- 

• verein, is very enthusiastic about it. It 
is expected that a preliminary conference 
of all representative Jewish organiza­
tions will soon be held for that pur­
pose. The recent visit of Dr. Jacob 
Kiatxkin, an agent of the Hilfsverein, 
to New York appears to have given rise 
to this movement.

In Odessa alone upwards of J0,000 
Jewish families applied for help before 
the Passover holidays.

TWO MURDERED.
DEATH IN A YUKON 

BOAT.

Three Scandinavians Left White Horse 
for Dawson, But Only One Reached 
the Yukon Capital.

White Horse, Yukon, June 18.—Major 
Snyder, of the Mounted Police, has re­
ceived news of a murder on the river, a 
short distance below Selkirk. The tele­
graph line from Daxvson to White 
Horse is out of order, and the news 
came via Valdez and the United States 
cable. The message is as follows:

‘Ned Elfolst arrived in Daxvson in 
boat No. 113 alone. He had been seen 
on the river with two others on the 
way down. The sound of shooting xvas 
heard by other small-boat passengers 
on the river bank below Selkirk.”

Inquiry by Major Wood as to who 
left here in boat No. 113 showed that 
Ned Elfolst, Emil Anderson and David 
Bergman left in the boat on May 1G.

The murder probably occurred five 
or six days later, as that time would be 
required to run from here to Selkirk. 
Whether the murder xvas for the pur 
pose of robliery or the result of a 
quarrel is not known. The names indi 
cate that all "were Scandinavians, 
either Norwegians or Swedes, people 
not given to quietly obeying orders, 
The supposition is that the close intim 
acy of trax'elling for several days in a 
small boat engendered strife and bad 
blood, which culminated in murder.

TO JUMP INTO NIAGARA.

Robinson Leach Will Leap From Steel 
Arch Bridge.

Niagara Falls, June 18.—Robinson 
Leach, of Chippewa, xvho is already 
famous for having braved the dan 
gen of Niagara River, again announce? 
that he will jump from the upper steel 
arch bridge on Dominion Day. His 
only safeguard will be a parachute. 
Up to yesterday his assertion was not 
regarded seriously in this city, but 
the parachute and other apparatus to 
be used in the descent arrived yes­
terday, and Leach declared to-day that 
he will make the jump and will reach 
the water safely by using the canopy 
above his head. A boat will also be 
kept in readiness near the bridge.

Leach originally intended to make the 
jump on July 4. but the International , 
Railway Company, owners of the upper 
steel arch bridge, would not allow him 
to do so on account of the large crowds 
which will gather on that day.

NO TRACE OF THEM.

Eloping Couple Left St. Stephen, N. B., ! 
for Montreal on Wednesday.

St. .John, X. B.. .Lune 18.—All the ef 
forts to locate David McEwan and his 
bride, who left St. Stephen yesterday, 
en route to Montreal, have failed. Be­
fore leaving St. Stephen Mrs. McEwan 
left word with her hostess that if her 
parents, Governor and Mrs. Tweedle, en­
quired of her future plans she would be 
in Montreal for a few days, and would 
then sail for Scotland, where she and her 
husband would make their future home.

McEwan came out from Scotland last 
summer in charge of the local Govern­
ment’s importation of horses. He is a 
eon of a Scottish farmer and is an ex­
pert with the bagpipes. Governor and 
Mrs. Tweedie left for their home in Chat­
ham to-dav.

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THREE-FIFTHS
CLAUSERIGHT.

Anglican SynoJ Declare» In Favor 
of It* Retention.

Chnrck Recedes From Policy of 
Government Ownership.

Woodbine Gambling the Devil’s 
Delight, Says Mr. Blake.

Toronto, June 19.—The Church of 
England of the .Diocese of Toronto, by 
its action in Synod yesterday after­
noon, has ranged itself on the side of 
the three-fifths clatise in the license act, 
Hon. S. H. Blake’s motion to that ef­
fect being carried by a fair-sized majori­
ty. It is thus probably the first church 
organization to declare publicly for the 
retention of the clause. The Synod also 
receded from its action of several pre­
ceding years by excising the clause in 
the committee report rehearsing its af­
firmation “that public ownership of the 
lûjuor traffic would be the true solution 
of the difficulties in the way of temper­
ance reform.”

Mr. Blake’s motion, “That the clause 
known as the ‘three-lifths clause.’ as it 
stands at present, should "be retained, 
as it tends to make permanent the ad­
vance of work in tire cause of temper­
ance,” was supported by Rural Deans 
Walsh, of Brampton, and Tiilbot, of 
Oshawa.

Rev. T. W. Powell deprecated the in­
troduction of the matter as involving a 
very dangerous political discussion ("No, 
no! ') “You may say what you like,” 
retorted he, “but a great many people 
say that to demand three-fifths on this 
question and not on others is unjust. 
Why should not we require three-fifths 
votes in this Synodt Why not require 
the members o! the Legislature to ob­
tain a like majority? We want majori­
ty rule. Why should we put this bur­
den upon the temperance people?”

Mr. H. T. Beck wanted the matter 
referred back to the committee, but Mr. 
Blake wanted to settle it then.

"I should be sorry if this resolution 
should go through Synod without one 
protest,' said Rev. T. Beverly Smith, of 
West Toronto. “This is the first assem­
bly of church organization that has en­
dorsed the three-fifths clause. Any law 
that requires a three-fifths vote to re­
peal it might far better never have been 
passed; it must be radically wrong.” 
Permanency, he contended, did not de­
pend at all on’the size of the majority, 
backing up his claim by stating that 
two years ago forty-five places might 
have tried to repeal local option, bat 
only eight tried, and only one succeeded,1 
while last year thirty-four places might 
have tried repeal, only eight tried it, 
and again only one succeeded. It was 
all very well to say a strong temper­
ance sentiment was needed behind it, but 
actual experience was the beat tost. 
“ih*‘ whole thing depends,” he said, “up­
on the backbone and spirit of the people 
who ought to enforce the law,", and lui 
added: 'There are two classes of people 
anxious about this three-fifths clause: 
the liquor men want the clause left as 
it is, the temperance people want it re­
pealed. The Church of England comes 
in and says, ‘We are with the liquor 
men.’ (Great cries of "No! Xo! So'.'). 
All I ask is that you leave the thing 
alone, and say nothing about it.”

"Une of the most deteriorating things 
in the whole country, where our young 
men and maiden» ami old men and wo­
men go, and everybody down there 
lakes a part in it,” was Mr. Blake’s 
«uniment on the Woodbine race track 
gambling, which, lie thought, should 
have been mentioned ill the report of 
tiie i ommittee on the State of the 
Church. "A disgraceful thing, and e.x- 
ept lor the gambling tliat i.-> there the 

race track wouldn’t exist.
“The report should deal with this 

vital condition,*’ he continued; "this 
gambling question on the race track for 
Luirteen «lavs—it is the devil's delight !
1 have not got strong enough language 
to describe it. We want a John Bunyan 
to do it—a regular Vanity Fair! This 
report tioe» not satisfy nie in the least. 
Don't let this go forth as the utterance 
or this Synod on the stale of the 
church.”

“It is not merely a question of gamb­
ling and racing,” said Rev. R. ,1. Moore, 
ot >t. Margaret's Church, Toronto, “but 
a question of utter worldliness. The 
world is not only penetrating the rave 
course, but it is penetrating the church.”

Mr. Sims said the Presidents' Asso­
ciation of the Angln-an Young People's 
boeiety bad not many days ago met on 
•Sunday afternoon at a photographer's 
studio ami had their picture taken, and 
it was on sale now. (Cries of

Messrs. Blake, Casey Wood and F. E. 
Ilodgin* were appointed a committee to. 
wait upon the Government to urge the 
reading of the Bible in the school».

Races, Novels and Bridge.
The serious prevalence of race track 

gambling at the Woodbine was deplored 
by the Committee on State o: the 
Inurch in its second report. Dominion 
legislation making it unquestionably il­
legal was urged. The report deplored 
the attendance of so many mem Iters of 
the Church of England at the race meet­
ings, also their indulgence in excessive 
and indiscriminate novel-reading, week­
end excursions and “bridge.” The prev­
alent lack of parental supervision of 
their children's habits and conduct, al­
lowing unhealthy intercourse and inti­
macy between young men and young 
women, was deeply regretted. Daily 
family worship and periodical parochial 
mission* in all parishes were advocated.
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SOO STEEL MILLS REOPEN.

Will Employ Full Staff of Men, Com­
mencing Monday.

Sault Ste. Marie. June 18.—The de­
pression which has been all too apparent 
in the Canadian Soo is drawing to n 
close, and it was announced to-day offi­
cially that the Bessemer open hearth 
Blooming and rail mills of the Lake 
Superior Corporation will reopen on 
Monday next with a full staff. The 
plant closed down two months ago. and 
bnsiness has been exceedingly slack, 
many travelling men not calling at the 
Soo on the regular trips through ‘the 
north. The blast furnace will not be 
started just now, as the plant has a 
large accumulation of pig iron on hand.

DID NOT SUIT 
THE ALDERMEN.

Conference Committee Bilked at 
the Specifications.

Cot Out Other Amendments Com­
pany Suggested,

Bnt Approved ef Most of the Im- 
pertant Points.

The specifications for the new cars 
was the one important point on which 
the conference committee-balked at last 
night, when it met to put the finishing 
touches on the proposed new agreement 
with the Street Railway Company. The 
cointnittee approved of practically all 
the other important details, but the fol­
lowing specifications which the com­
pany suggested to adopt for the fifty 
new cars raised a storm of disapproval:

Motors—Four, either 25 or 30 horse­
power. at company’s option.

Tnicks—Of some reputable make.
Vestibule at both ends.
Seats lengthwise of cars.
Color as at present.
Heating either by coal or electric 

heaters.
Cars in general to conform as to type, 

size and equipment to cars 117, 118, 119, 
now in operation, except that heating 
may be as above.

Akl. McLaren at once demanded that 
the company's specifications be cut out. 
The committee agreed.

“What does the company take us for? 
A lot of suckers’” asked the Mayor. 
"What does it think we are giving it 
all this money for*”

Aid. Allan suggested that perhaps the 
company was tired of it and wanted to 
draw out.

The Mayor thought the new cars 
could be operated on the present system, 
but was informed that the company 
could not run the big cars until it hail 
a five-foot devil strip all over the city.

The agreement in its present shape 
provides that the city as its part shall 
guarantee the bonds to the extent of 
$500,000, reduce the percentage from 8 
to 6 per cent, on all receipts over $316,- 
000. The company is to give an entire 
new system, including fifty modem 
street. cars. Ten of these must be fin­

ished by May 24 of next year, and ten 
cars each year for two years after that, 
and five cars each year for the next four 
years. With the exception of Queen 
street, the company lias consented to 
practically all the other extensions.

Some of the aldermen and the Mayor 
wanted some provision made outside of 
the present by-law to force the company 
to keep the system in good shape. The 
Mayor also urged that the company lie 

^forced to start paying into the sinking 
fund for the bonds immediately instead 
of in 191.3. as provided, in the by-laxv. 
The committee will endeavor t4> have a 
more satisfactory understanding regard­
ing these points, and also on the fixed 
assessment of $10.000 for the new car 
shops and $50.000 on the terminal sta­
tion. which the company asks for. The. 
aldermen thought this assessment was 
too low. The company protested against 
carrying firemen in uniform free, and 
the aldermen will not force this point.

The committee also" cut out the fol­
lowing amendments, which the company 
suggested to the proposed agreement:

“In performing the work under tills 
agreement the parties hereto under­
stand and agree as follows:

‘‘The company will restore all street 
pavements or surfaces that may lie dis­
turbed by its operations in relaying or 
repairing its tracks and bring them to 
the same grade and condition as they 
were when such work was begun.

corporation intend* to, at the time, 
pave said street, and in that case the 
paving shall then he done at the cost of 
the city corporation.

“Provided, however, and it is hereby 
agreed that nothing in this agreement 
contains slut It make it obligatory on the 
Street Railway Company to expend 
more- than- $500,000 in carrying out tin- 
work of reconstruction and re-equip­
ment herein provided for, and in the 
event of such sum being insufficient for 
such purposes the company shall lie 
guided by and comply with the direc­
tions of the city as to the application 
of the moneys ^or such purposes and in
