IF tears over our “fallen coun-
try” are to be shed, it appears it
becomesno eye but the Grits toshed
them. The whole of the Grit pa-
pers have shed tears in showers,—
in fact their eyes have been per-
petual fountains ever since the
memorable day when the Grit
idols all over the land tumbled
down in ruins. In St. John the
Grit triumvirate the ZTelegraph,
the Globe, and the Freeman, have
never ceased weeping — always
shedding two tears for themselves,
and one for ‘this ‘“down-trodden
country.” Mr. Anglin has wept

the difference. His tears have

THE OLD CORNER STONE.

The only chance therefore,
as it seems to us; for raising potato crops, is
to plant in new iand, where the eggs have not
been -deposited. A careful picking of the
stalks through the summer, and a drenching
with Paris Green, might also be good.

Tin in York County.

<3Py is not generally known to the public_that

tin stone was found many years ago at Poki-
ok, in this County, by the late Dr. Gesner,
where itoccurred in granite. The locality
can not be very far from the Antimony dis-
trict. The oxide of tin is found usually in
granite gneiss, mica slate, and clay slate. 1t is
often found disseminated in granite. It was
discovered some years agoby Dr. F. Sterry
Hunt, in the State of Maine, in a vein accom-
ypanied by purple fluor spar. It is frequently
found associated with Molybdenite, and as
this is found at Burnt Hill on the Miramichi
Tr the granite, we would recommend per-
L.ons travelling in or near the granite district
in this County to pay special attention to any
suhstance which may resemble it.

Its great weight is very noticeable : its color
is brown black, and its lustre dull. The de-
termination of the metal is very easy and can
be made by any of our Jewellers, since before
the blow-pipe or coal with eyanide of potas-
sium the splinters are reduced to metallic tin.
Ve may say that Pokiok is the only place in
the Province or in the Dominion where tin
stone has been found; and Cornish miners
whose fore-fathers, back to the time when the
Pheenicians carried tin from Cornwall before
the Roman Conquest, have mined for tin, say
there is reason to hope for paying quantities
of the ore through the granite
Pokiok.

THE NEWLAND’S
TRAGEDY.

A TERRIBLE CRIME-FRATRIL
CIDE, SUICIDE ARD ARSON.

" On Sunday afternoon it was told'
about the streets ot this city that tele-
rams had been received saying that a
rightful tragedy had taken plact -in
the morning at Newlands—that John
Drury who is a deaf mute, but of one
of the oldest and best families in the
Province, had that morning shot his
two brothers, some said his sister-in-
law, then himselt, and eventually fired
the house to cover his bloody work.
All kinds of stories were set afloat but
by evening the bare facts of the hor-
rible tragedy ivere preity well estab-
lished. o

Newlands, the scenc of the tragedy
is situated about a quarter of a mile
from the Marsh Road, leading to the
Kennebeccasis: and near itis the well
known Drury Rifle Range. The home-
stead was one of those imposing old
buildings with its antique sides and
ample groundsand outhouses that the
stranger might stop to gaze on as he

assed and think how happy lived its
inmates free from the cares thatpinch
the poor.

THE DRURY TRAGEDY.

Col. Charles Drury was the first of
the family in this Province. He came
here in 1805, holding a commission in
the army. His ‘father was also an
officer in the army. Col. Charles;mar-
ried Miss Hazen, sister of Ward Chip-
man’s wife, and died at Newlands,
which property he inherited by his
wife, in 1836.

«Of Col. Drury’s chlldren, six were
living at the beginning of this year, viz.,
Charles (the eldest), John, Edward
LeBaron,now doin businessinGeorgiaS
and the wife of Chief Justice Allen.
and Ward Chipman. The four bro-
thers—Charles, W. C., John, Edward—
always lived together. All were un-
married except Mr. W. C. Drary.
Jobn was a deaf mute, and Edward
wes gquite deaf.” :Johin though a deaf
mute’hgtt. 4n. excellent education bat
had a fierce and ungovernable temper,
But there was one brother whose will
was supreme with Joll!m. (\j‘l’]heil a,lg thlg
rest failed to pacify him, Charles’ loo
had the “desired eﬁ‘ect. “Biit this bro-
ther died it will be remembered quite
suddenly u-Fcbruary;las, after comjing
from a snow shoeing parfy. His will
was made however, and he bequeathed
Newlands to his brother, Ward C., set-
tling an annuity on the other brothers,
and leaving his wearing' ‘apparel - to
John. Since February last John has
been more morose than ever, has
brooded over the dispédsl of the pro-
perty by his* brother, and has never
been pacified. His ill-will seemed to
be directed against his brother/Ward
C., and ‘beyond doubt the constant
brooding turned his head
and converted him into
an irresponsible mad-man. Few deaf
mutes are to be trusted: they fancy the
world looks dewn with.scorn upon
them,” and the most trivial - slight
they interpret into a studied wrong.
It is madness to assert that the crea-
ture from whom God has withheld
two of the Five senses,—the Five gate-
ways of human knowledge—shonid be
mentglly congtituted as those in the
fullness of natural parts. It is unchar-
itable to hold the unfortunate maniac
Jobhn Drury as-responsible for his act,
when his whole course of late gaye un-
mistakable evidence of insanity.: "

THE CRIME,

The news. reached St John Synday

manping, and ere the people heakrd~ the
end-of the tragic story, they saw arise
over-the Newlands, clouds of smoke
burnished with flames. Then people
rushed by thousands out to the gf'oad-
ful spot, to. witness one of the saddest
sights that has ever been seen. New-
lands lay in a mass of smouldering
ruins; under a tree outside the once
happy homestead lay two old men,
cold and stif in death. One was
Edward Drury, the. victim, the other
John the luckless felo de se. The death
wound of the former was behind the
car,—and a bullet had pierced the
brain ; of the latter on the forehead, be-
grimed with tgowder,—the bullet too
had done swift work. Here is the story
as told on authority by the Zelegraph.
Before the deed was done, John Drury
rose from the sitting room and went to
the barn. His movements excited sus-
icion.
Ellen Connolly became alarmed at
the wild:look of the man, and thinking
that he would do something serious,
she immediately started to get out of
his way. Soon after this thought
struck her, she heard the children cry
out:

“Ou Pa’s SHOT,” “OH PA’S SHoOT.”

Mr. Drury was in a doze, and almost
before he was aware of his brother
John’s presence and without warning,
John discharged one shot from a re-

of his brother. Mrs. Drury. was up
stairs teaching the children, of whom
there were three or four, the Sunday
school lessons. Mr.- Drury was aronss
ed, and knew the ball had struck -him;
but at the moment he gave it no
thonght. His daughter, Blanche,heard
the discharge of the ° n; and at
once went to hor father, who appeared
stunned, and then called ‘her ‘mother
down stairs. Mrs. Drury met John on
the stairs, ascending, and he entered
his own room. Mrs. Drury, on de-
scending, found that her husband look-
ed taint, and asked him if he was not
shot, that her danghter ‘Blanche, had
told her so. Miss Blanche then went
to the pantry to obtain a glass.of water
to give to her father, amf -she noticed
from the pantry window that the barn
wason fire. She gave the alarm and
all hands, under Mr. W. C. Drury’s in-
structions, set about removing the
household effects, as he considered
from the bearing of the flames that they
would soon reach the house. Mean-
while John was in his own room, had
torn down the curtains and applied the
match to them as well as to his bed and
bedding. Edward Drury, who had
discovered the fire in John’s room, went
up-stairs with a pail of water to throw
on the flames.

THE SECOND VICTIM.

While in the act of entering the room
Edward was confronted at the thresh-
old by John. Violet Kennedy rushed
up-stairs, sometime afterwards and
saw the two brothers in a struggle
near the door of John’s room. She
says they parted, and as Edward turn-
ed around John discharged the fatal
shot that took his brother’s life. Mrs.
Drury was in her own room at the
time packing up things, siys she
thinks two shots were charged at
Edward, who descended the stairs af-
ter he was shot, and on the last step

fell dead into the arms of bis brother

HAUNTS OF THE TROUT IN
NEW - BRUNSWICK.

THE TOBIQUE.

We promised onr réadéfs ‘some time
since, that we would furnish them with
descriptions of such trout streams in
New Brunswick as were ‘accessible to
the sportsman, and in which game- is
abundant. :

It is not many years since the Tobi-
que from its mouth to its source was
one jof the very best trout fishing
streams in the Province, but now that
it is pettled for a distance of 58 miles
from its mouth, trout are scarce until
you pass the Forks—60 miles from the
St. John. Going up the Nictaux or left
hand branch, a distance of a few miles
fish are everywhere abundant in the
month of June. Nictanx, which is one
of the three branches of Tobique that
unite at the Forks is a stream up which
canoes can be fpoled for a distance of
thirty miles to the lake on its head,
which is distant not more than two
miles from the Nipisiguit Lake. From
this canoes can descend, making a few
portages, to Bathurst. If he wish
to descend the Nepisiguit, he will find
trout in abundance: he need not leave
his canoe to secure all, indeed, more
than he will want at any time.

The ascent of the Tobique by canoe
to the Forks is remarkably pleasant as
it is a broad river of bright clear water
with gravelly bottom, having an aver-
age depth of not more than 3 feet. It
requires about three days to reach the
Forks by canoe, but there are so many
charming spots to be seen and views
had that the sportsman will not *regret
the time spent.

The Nictaux branch is of course much
smaller than the main Tobique. It
consists of a multitude of pools at the
head of which there is sure to be a
pretty little rapid. At the foot of this
the trouc lies in wait for the unwary
flie or bug which may come floatin
down the stream. Beside these rapids
there are usually long sand beaches on
which the fisherman can stand and cast
his fly free from the annoyance of over-
hanging trees. He can also haul his
canoe out of the stream and light his
pfire and cook his dinner. Ile will find
dry wood abundant.

The sportsman on arriving at this
Lake will see the highest mountain in
New Bruuswick, rising abruptly from
