The general public prefers
brown egg ‘o the white. It is useless
to_argue that the composition of all
eggs is the same, and that the differ-
ence in color of shell i3 accouated
for by the variation in the breed of
birds. However, public opinion must
have preference, and there no
doubt that a basket of good-sized
brown shelled eggs is more attractive
than whi‘e shelled ones, and even
commands a better price at market
Most poultry keepers are aware that

FRESH AIR IN WINTER

Poultrymen are now making pre-
parations for the winter comfort of
their hens, in fact by this time the
hens and pullets should be settled in
their winter laying quarters. The
wet \'xaather experienced in the fall
will be a test of the dryiess of the
hiouse. Purity of air also enters into
the question of winter housing. Often
the birds have to be shut in, in some
sections, for weeks together, and
when this is remembered, it will be
that the dryness and purity of
air i1 winter is of vital ‘import-

to the welfare of poultry.

Where the air is cold. and damp
the birds will eventually sicken:
combs will become frost bitten; and
egg production will decreasze or cease
altczether. The man who cares not
whether his birds are sick or whether
he gets eggs or 10t, will be inclined
to think that when such things hap-
pen, is time enough to being to wor-
ry. Bu* the one who has had ex-
perience with damp houses and sick-
knows that before the bad
weather and winter really sets in
the time tn ccasider these questions

Many of ventilating have
been advocated from time to time.
which may be theoretically good, but
in actual practice fail. Pure air ad-
mitted thrcuzh ventilators near the
flcor, becomes vitiated before
