We left $60,000 bf our 
men in France, another 120.000 had 
come back to us ruined in health, 
yet in the period of the war, New 
Brunswick lost in children under 
one year of age the total of 70,000 in­
fants due to lack of Public Health 
methods. Was this right, or was it 
murder? King Edward had said such 
conditions were murder. The cost 
of the N. B. Health act was 25c per 
person a year, $1.25 per family of 
five. The Public Health Act covers 
Sanitation, Smallpox, typhoid fever, 
ale. were not necessary. There are 
at present 17 stations in N. B. 
where serums are supplied for small­
pox, typhoid fever, locK.avr, dipthbra 
etc. Diphthèrla can be prevented by 
proper methods. Statistics show
what Public Health means to a coA 
munity. Some had objected to Vital 
Statistics, but was like running a bus 
iness without books. The stat- 
istirs of the Province last
year showed that out of
every 7 babies born in N. B. one
died before it was oné year old, 1,500 
die yearly, and Of these 75% were 
unnecessary. They were healthy 
when born. If proper measures had 
been taken thirty years ago, we would 
have had at this rate 30,000 more 
men and women in N. B. Children 
are allowed to grow up defective due 
to no School Inspection.

Resolved that this council bring 
this matter to the attention of 
the Local Government with a view 
of having this dredging done for the 
use of the farmers in the County at 
reasonable prices.

Coun. Watling in speaking to the 
motion said he was one of the ones 
who worked hard for it, but it diti 
not work one month in the year. The 
Government had built a wharf also 
for the company to land the mud at. 
The farmers were willing to pay 50c 
per yard for the mud, and A was in 
the interest of the farmers of the 
whole county to have this mud pro­
cured for fertilizer.

Coun. Mersereau. moved a resolu­
tion similar to the one he moved at 
the Union of I*. P. Municipalities in 
regard to the appointment of a Pro­
vincial Board of Valuators, and to 
urge upon the Government its immed 
i'ate adoption. Coun. Mer.’-Pif a.-,
speaking in support of the resol it ion, 
said that the basis of all direct taxa 
tion was valuation. The conditions 
were the same in every County in the 
Province and the need of the Board 
was to equalize valuation all over the 
Province. The total valuation of Nor-1 
thumberland County was about $7,- 
800,000, of this Newcastle was valued 
at $1.956.000 juod Chatham $2.24-9.000 
leaving a total valuation of the rest j 
of the County at $3.605.000, a redicul
ous sum. The town
was valued at more than all the 
rest of the County. The total valua­
tion of the Parish of Blackville was 
not the value of motor cars owned 
by one individual in that parish. The 
personal estate valuation of Chatham 
Parish, was $8.200, while in this par­
ish there was a fox ranch worth a 
million dollars. Derby, the valuation 
was $205.000, while five men in that 
parish alone were worth five times as 
much .The Province of New Bruns 
wick, due to its low valuation was 
looked upon by the rest of Canada, 
as a Province of paupers. This coun 
cil should take upon itself the initia­
tive and urge upon the Government 
the need of valuation, so that we can 
have a court of appeal regarding as­
sessments. At the present time 
Parishes were lined up against Par­
ishes. In the State of Maftie there 
was a State Board of Valuators, who 
value and equalize rates all over the 
state. The Premier had said we were 
near direct taxation, and if such was 
the case we must have an eqditable 
assessment. This cannot all be done 
at once, but he thought it would 
help solve the problem. The only 
one who pays more than his eqtal 
share of taxes now Is the working 
man, the wealthy men escape their 
due taxes, and the Board created 
would deal with such cases as these.

Conn. Bransfield, thought that we 
had too many officers appointed by 
the Government now, than ask them 
to appoint the valuators also.

Coun. Watling was of the samev 
opinion, the Government were taking 
the appointment of all the officers 
from us now, we should appoint our 
own valuators.

Coun. Anderson thought that there 
was something behind the scenes.

Coon. Crlpps said the Councillors 
did

WILL TRY FOX FARMING
ANIMALS TAKEN OVER TO ENG­

LAND FROM CANADA.

Experts Believe That the Ranches 
Will Succeed In the Old Land as 
Well as In the Dominion— 
Fortunes Have Been Made Very 
Rapidly Here by Men Who Start­
ed the Industry.

An interesting experiment, which 
is expected to lead to the establish­
ment in the British Isles of an im­
portant new industry, has just bpen 
begun in East Ross-shire, Scotland. 
A number of silver foxes have been 
taken over from Canada to form a 
nucleus of a farm devoted solely to 
the breeding and rearing of these 
valuable animals.

Unlike most experiments, this one 
will not be regarded entirely with in­
difference by the majority of people. 
The woman who hitherto has been, 
precluded from buying silver fox furs 
on account of their high price will 
be keenly interested.

The capitalist who is always on 
the look-out for new investments will 
watch the venture with a favorable 
eye. The experiment's greatest claim 
to attention lies in the fact that it 
is likely to be successful. Experts 
say that there is no reason why Scot­
land and certain parts of England 
should not have their fox farms, just 
as they have their dairy, fruit, and 
poultry farms.

siderable quantities, together with 
table scraps, dog biscuits, and milk. 
The danger lies not so much in the 
kind of food given as in the amount. 
The fox is a prodigious eater.

The silver fox in captivity is in­
clined to be treacherous towards its 
owner or keeper. A fox rancher in 
Nova Scotia not long ago lost his 
left hand through being bitten by 
one of bis animals. They do not like 
being handled. Often they will fight 
among themselves, the strong ones 
combining to stamp out the weak. 
A fight in a pen of silver foxes fre­
quently means the loss, In a single 
half-hour’s combat, of hundreds of 

by both ; dollars* worth of animals and fur.
I Fox farmers have one great enemy 
, to guard against—the fox poacher.

This individual goes to work in an 
original fashion. Instead of stealing 
a fox straight from the pen—a diffi­
cult matter—he contrives to release, 
generally at night, one or two of 
the animals, and then shoots them 
when they reach the open. In do­
ing this, he Is fairly safe, as It Is 
naturally not easy to prove the own­
ership of an escaped fox in a coun­
try where wild foxes are fairly 
numerous. *

An Instance of this, and of the 
amusing manner in which the thief 
was discovered, is given in the fol­
lowing true story:

A fox rancher recognized a fine 
pelt in a Hudson Bay Company store 
as being that of a f<A which had 
mysteriously disappeared from his 
farm some time before. He com­
municated his suspicions to the store­
keeper, at the same time inquiring 
the source from which the company 
had obtained the pelt. In the In­
terests of common honesty the store­
keeper agreed to co-operate in a 
scheme to trap the thief.

A live fox was secured and placed 
In the drawer where the pelts were 
usually kept. The suspected person 
—a ne’er-do-well trapper—was then 
sent for. He arrived on the scene, 
fuddled with drink. The storekeeper 
then explained that a remarkable 
thing had happened. The pelt which 
the trapper hud sold him, he said, 
had disappeared, and a live fox had 
takes its place. It lookfed as if the

foothold here.

Ho Deplores Country’s Lack of 
Refinement and Culture.

Whenever, persons, communities 
and institutions on this continent 
feel themselves indicted for lack of 
culture, aesthetic taste, artistic 
sense,, reverence for the incunabula 
of the race, and all that sort of 
thing, don’t you know, the defence 
is: "We are pioneers, we are in the 
creative stage, fashioning , a new 
heaven and a new earth out here in 
God’s country; we haven't had time 
and leisure yet for this highbrow, 
long-haired stuff, but Just yon wait 
and see; watch.our smoke when we 
once get started, and go after that 
line, oh, boy!’’

To all of which Sinclair Lewis 
says, ‘‘All bosh, ballyhoo and book.” 
And the author of Main Stret, that 
iconoclastic best-selling novel. 1» a 
splendid Lord High Executioner of 
"the Pioneer Myth.” Bro. Lewis 
has no use for "the Americana who 
for a hundred year» have Justified 
by the pioneer myth their unwilling­
ness to ponder anything but book­
keeping and amours.” Perhaps his 
words will apply to Canadians who 
are Juet as full of this pioneering, 
empire-building talk as their more 
or less beloved neighbors "to the 
south of us." .

"It Is somehow Inconsistent to 
bpast, that It has one motor for 
every five or six Inhabitants, and to 
sigh unctuously that we cannot yet 
take the time for economics or 
belles-lettres. We can afford every­
thing but leisure.”

So asseverate» Sinclair, coming 
more nearly to the crux of the 
situation when he exclaims, "And 
all the while It’s doubtful whether 
America la doing or ever has done 
more pioneering than Europe!" His 
argument Is -that, as a town of any 
alse. New York IS Just as old as 
Berlin or ’ Petrograd, almost as old 
as Liverpool or Manchester. The 
United States has had within reach 
for four centuries, he lnalata, all the 
advantages that have come to north­
ern Europe.

"Has our thrusting of the frontier 
from Philadelphia to Nome and 
Manila been a greater labor or a 
more burning adventure than Eng­
land's expropriations in Africa, In­
dia, Australia, Canada, and a 
thousand islands 7”

In other Words, Europe has pio­
neered as much as America and 
during the same period and yet has 
found time and energy to read books, 
paint .pictures, adventure Into new 
fields of art and science, and under­
take most of the intellectually and 
spiritually creative work that goes 
to make up culturo. Meanwhile 
Americans have been-^’klddlng them­
selves” that every real American la 
a cowboy or a lumberjack or a 
“he-man,” too great and simple and 
wonderful to trouble about slsslfled 
things such as belles-lettres. Incun­
abula and all that sort of thing, 
don’t zpu know. . -

“It’s a great myth,’’ says Lewis, 
and, really, it does seem to be Just 
a myth, only that and nothing more.

A Geological Freak.
The geological freak of a great 

mountain disintegrating so fast that 
It Is discernible day by day—a thing 
that ordinarily takes thousands of 
years — Is occurring In the moun­
tainous regions near Vienna. The 
Aussee Sandllng, rising over 5,000 
feet. Is simply collapsing. Its great 
cones and pinnacles of rock are 
crashing and .tumbling as If under­
mined by gnomes; the forests that 
clothed the slopes He flat or move 
slowly and steadily downward, piling 
into the valley», and the turf carpet 
moves with them. Qver three and' 
three-<iuarter miles of territory are 
Involved In the movement, and hun­
dreds of sightseers view the convul­
sions from opposites lopes. The phe­
nomenon has been in progress for 
nearly a year, with gradually Increas­
ing acceleration. One scientific ex­
planation la the presence of an ab­
normal quantity of water in the 
chalky limestone core of the moun­
tain, causing the collapse of great 
caverns and the slipping of strata. 
—^Cleveland Plain Dealer.

Bricks From France.
The shock of war has Jarred us 

loose from so many of our ancient 
beliefs and practices that we have 
become somewhat hardened to sur­
prises. But we have not entirely lost 
the faculty of being startled. We 
have known France aa an exporter 
of brousse. Jewelry, hate, gowns, 
perfumes — beautiful and delicate 
things of adornment and pleasure. 
We were somewhat bewildered, 
therefore, to learn recently that the 
French are showing great activity In 
the making of tfie unlovely and pro- 
sale brick. It seems that bricks fash­
ioned In France are being offered in 
Kent at ten shillings a thousand less 
than the quotation on the local pro­
duct. And Kent, mind you. Is the 
citadel of the British brick Industry. 
—The Nation’s Business.

The Shah In England.
When the old Shah o’f Persia -vis­

ited England In 1873, some 8,000 
begging letters were posted to him 
during his sojourn. He was much 
pleased with them and felt highly 
honored to receive so many letters, 
each of which he treated aa a com­
pliment. He had all of them securely 
packed Into a trunk and despatched 
to Persia, where they were deposited 
In hli museum.

MOST REMARKABLE

The Head office of the Retail Mer­
chants’ Association of Canada, at 
Ottawa, undertook a thorough inve* 
tigation of the price* charged in re­
tail sto|ea in-1920, as compared with 
prices charged during 1921. 'Not­
withstanding an increased burden of 
municipal taxation, and increased 
rents paid in 1921 by the retail mer­
chants throughout Canada, a very 
decided drop in prices is hliown l>y 
their report, averaging ar. .i •o\<*nn;.'»iy 
thirty per cent.

The most remarkable decline is in 
groceries, which dropped 44.49 per
