FARM AND FIRESIDE.

Timely Hints Useful to the F armer and
His Household,

Have you ever started on a search for
a throughly good family cow? asks a
writer to the Country Gentleman. And
did you find what you sought,and was
she perfect in eévery respect, and was the
price asked a reasonable one ?

There is a difference between the good
family cow and a good dairy cow. The
family cow r st be a good dairy cow, and
more. She must be a copions giver of
rich milk. Her cream must contain the
qualities that go to the making of golden
butter. She must be gentle in order that
she ‘may be a family pet, and handsome
in order that she may be a ornament to
the lawn when the children led her out
tograzein the June eyenings. She should
be of a good family,so that her owner
can descant learnedly upon her pedigree to
his friend.

Such cows are in demand in every vil-
liage, especially in suburban communities
where men of some wealth have retired
in order to gain rest and leisure and the
full delights of the country life. One of
the requisites for such enjoyment isa good
cow. Theringof the milkman isa horrid
sound, reminding one of the city from
which one has just escaped. Bnt such
cows are not easy to find. Men breed
cows for the dairy, but they pay little at-
tention to handling them in such manner
that they will satisfy all the needs of the
suburban home. I have traveiled for a
whole day through a good dairy country
on such a search, and found nothing to
reward me unless I was willing to pay
extravgantly for one of the qualities which
was of minor importance — the pedigree.
Oftenest the defect was in the qnality of
gentleness. A vicious or tricky animal is
of absolutely no value asa family cow. The
hired girl is afraid of her, and the cow in
turn becomes afraid of the girl, and they
don’t “hit it off” together. The cow
kicks over the bucket, and is repaid by
being hit with the milking stool. Then
she goes from bad to worse until finally
she is sold at half cost, and another one
tried. The family cow should be trained
to stand anywhere as quietly as a statue
while being milked -——to come when she
is called, to eat from the hand, and to be
afraid of no human being.

In my search when such a cow — or
even one that approximated these quali-
ties — was found, I soon learned that the
owner realized her special value. “Can’t
part with her on account of the women.”
And I did not blame the women in the
least. Sometimes, it is true, this was only
said for the purpose of inducing me to bid
up the price. But when I found this to
be the case, a further investigation would
usually reveal some not wholly desirable
quality in the animal.

For a really good family cow, there is
almost no standard or limit of value. She
is worth more than her earning power.
And there are always, and in almost
every community, men who are willing
to buy such acow at the owner’s price.
Is there not an opening here for a practi-
cal and intelligent breeder? Would not
an advertisement of family dows, war:
ranted gentle, well-bred, good milkers
and butter-makers, attract the attention
of buyers who pass calmly over the an-

"| nouncements of dairy herds? Now, when

farmers and stock growers are looking to-
ward specia'ties for the best profit, it
seems to me that one affording so good a
field for enterprise should not long re-
main vacant.

The cost of growinggsuch an animal
need not be excessive. As they are not
wanted for perpetuating breed, they need
not be fall-blooded, but should be sired
by an animal of good dairy repute. The
greatest value will come from the way in
which they are handled, for the quality
of gentleness is the very first requisite.
They should be bred and fed for early
maturity, and when the first calf is
dropped, the heifer should be kept in
milk as long as possible, so as to fix this
desirable quality. The time to sell is
when the second calf is dropped, and‘you
have a full-fledged, productive cow to
offer. There is more money in this than
in growing beeves, for the farmer who has
a good medium-sized farm and is not al-
ready over-burdened with the work of
tillage.

HOUSEHOLD RECIPES.

Hash for Tea.— The meat left over from
the soup dinner made into hash, add an
onion, a bit of butter, a teaspoon of flour
rubbed smooth in half a teacup of water,
pepper and salt. Simmer slowly. To
boil hashes or mincemeat make them
hard.

Indian Pudding, Plain.— One quart of
milk, one and one-quarter pints of corn
meal, one-half pint of molasses, one teas-
poonful each of ginger and salt. Secald
the milk and pour it on the meal; cook
for ten minutes stirring occasionally ; add
the molasses, ginger and salt. Bake in a
slow oven until done. Serve with cream.

Allow one tablespoonful of sugar and
one ‘teaspoonful of hot water to each ba-
nana. Pare the banana‘and cut in halves.
Place them on a shallow dish. Melt one
tablespoonful of butter in hot water and
pour it over the fruit. Mix a little salt
and spice or lemon juice with the sugar,
sprinkle it over the top and bake twenty
minutes, or until brown.

Savery Soup.—In two quarts of good
soup stock -add one good sized onion, two
carrots, one*® large turnip, two or three
stalks of celery, a few sprigs of parsley,
one leek (leaves and all) a dash of red
pepper, a level teaspoonful of salt and a
little white pepper, one third ‘of a teas-
poonful of curry powder and two lumps
of sugar. Cook an hour and a half, then
strain and thicken very slightly.

Mother’s Bread Pudding.— Cut a small
loaf of bakyfr’s bread into thick slices; re-
move the crust, butter the slices, lay in a
buttered pudding dish, with stoned rais-
ins, chopped cinnamon, allspice and
brown sugar between the layers. Pour
over a pint of milk and let it set over
night. In the morning beat four eggs
light, add a pint of milk and pour over
the pudding. Bake one hour in a moder-
ate oven. Serve with liguid sauce.

Tenderloin Steak with Oysters.— Mois-
ten the bottom of the chafing dish with
butter. When very hot lay in the ten-
derloin, which should be an inch thick
and nearly free from fat. Sear one side
and turn. Turn often. In five minutes
remove to a hot plate and season with
salt. Put one pint of oysters in the pan
without any of the liquor. Stirr until the
edges curl. Add one teaspoonful of but-
ter, creamed with an equal amount of
flour, salt, pepper, and one tablespoonful
of lemon juice. Let it thicken. Pour
over the hot steak and serve at once.

Strawberry Shortcake.— Butter the size
of an egg, half a cupful of sugar, one egg,
two small teaspoonfuls baking powder,

]

! flour for a very stiff dough. Handle like
soda biscuit — that is, as little as possible.
Bake in two rounds on a pie plate, spread-
ing butter between the layers. When
slightly cooled, pull apart and spread
with the berries, sweetened and slightly
crushed ; put another layer of berries on
top, set in the mouth of the oven for five
minutes and serve. A pitcher of cream
is an almost indispensable adjunct to any
shortcake.

Paste Shortcake.— Chop one large cup-
fol of butter into three cupfuls of flour,
sifted  with three teaspoonfuls baking
powder, and add milk (about one cupfal)
to make a soft paste. Bake in three
rounds on layer pans. Butter while hot.
Pat the berries in- sugar three hours be-
fore using, and drain off the juice in a
pitcher for the table. Put the berries be-
tween the layers immediately before din-
ner. This is delicious made with rasp-
berries or cherries.

Cream Shortcake — One large cupful of
sour cream, half a teaspoonful of soda,
same ofsalt ; stir in while foaming enotigh
flourito roll, bake as in No. 1, and butter
liberglly while hot. Use either peaches
or v&ncia oranges sliced thin. Dust with
with Bugar and serve.

Sheﬁcake is also raised with yeast. To a
pint ¢f light bread dough add a cupful of
buttéffand a tablespoonful of sugar, and
worksf hroughly. Let it rise again, then
dividgin halves, roll out in two ovels and
lay off a dripping pan; when very light,
prick iand bake to a light golden brown.
butter while hot, and serve on a platter,
wtth Berries between and atop.

REFORM FOR BABIES.

We are reforming everything — partic-
ularly politics and woman’s dress. Some.
times we run xjot in the matter of reform-
It generally happens, however, that if we
give them time enough the reformers
themselves will begin to reform, and then
thing# go smoothly for a while. But we
reallygneed a little reform for babies as
badly jas we do for politics. It is a re-
form_.léowever, that the small victim is
powerfess to institute, and consquently, it
must Be begun by the mothers.

A matter-in which reform is a erying
need i8 of kissing babies on the mouth, or
anywhere close enough for the child to
get the breath of those who does the kiss-
ing. Grown people seem to be devoid of
common sense on this subject. With
stomach or teeth trouble, with teeth more
or less imperfect, they, will still insist upon
kissing a baby ’s pure Nps thus often carry-
ing contagion, sickness and death. I am
of the opinion that, in any case, kissing,
except on the cheek, it isan unwholesome
practice. It is especially and certainly
between infancy and mature age. It is
alittle awkward for a mother to tell an
ardent friend to kiss her babe only on the
cheek, but it should be done at any risk.
As soon as the child is old enough, teach
it to always turn the cheek. A baby of
ten months can learn this lesson. Even if
you are qulte sure of your own state of
health, it will be well to help along the
lesson by always showering caresses any-
where but on baby’s mouth. Yon can be
just as loving. You can kiss the pretty
pink, dimpled, hands, the fat white
shoulders, and the crown of the curly head.
Let haby practice cn you all he pinasges,
turning your cheek or forehead to him.
There will be no need to smother his
affection because you are hygienic.

The bands with which babies are
swathed are another subject to reform.
An elastic, knitted band, looking very
much like a wristlet, oaly larger, is all
that is necessary from birth. It isslipped
on over the feet, there are supports passing
over the shoulderg, and a strap to fasten
it with button or safety pin to the diaper.
Over this should come a flannel slip, with
sleeves for winter, without for summer.
The white petticoat, too, if this must be
worn, should be supported from the
shoulders, and over all the slip or dress.
Such an outfitshould not weigh more than
a pound. There is no comprision between
the comfort of a baby thus hygienically
dressed and one with inelastic bands
tightly pinned round his waist, two or
three petticoat bands likewise tightly pin-
ned, and both these and the dresses of
unnecessary length and correspondingly
heavy, and all to be supported by pressure
around the little waist.

Baby’s bed, too, is an important matter.
It should be a fairly hard hair mattress,
without pillow. On laying him down at
night, if the mother or nurse would care-
fully smooth the little ears back, we would
have fewer people going around with their
ears standing at right angles to their
heads. It may seem superfluous to say
that baby should have regular hours for
eating and sleeping, but to many babies
are allowed to eat ‘“ whenever they are
hungry,” which generally means when-
ever they are fretful. There is much more
danger of overfeeding than of underfeeding
a baby. Every two hours is often enough
for the first three months — after that
every three hours. In a great majority
of cases it is prefectly possible for every
mother to make her baby wholesome,
happy and obedient. It may seem strange
to speak of an obedient baby, but at six
months a baby can be taught quite well
to obey, or it-can be spoiled and allowed
to have its own way, and make itself and
every one about it miserable.

A catechism for people about to marry,
one which they could learn each other’s
ideas respecting the government of chil-
dren, the management of a house, and
guch other states and conditions in life as
they are probably to be called to, would
prevet many divorces. “ Are you not very
proud aud fond of your little daughter?”
I asked a young father lately. To my
surprise he replied; “She is so naughty
and self-willed that no one has any
comfort with her.” This tyrant was ten
months old. As I knew its father to
have strong ideas regarding the bringing
up of children, I guessed at the weakness
of the mother. “Be good and you " will
be happy,” is a copy book maxim that
for parents should read, “ Teach baby to
be good, and both you and he will be
happy.”

VIOLENT DEATH AT AGE OF 103.

There seemed to be something cruel in
fate for Elizabeth Henry, who, after pass-
ing through the ordinary trials of life for
103 yeats, fell out of a third-story window
at Philadelphia the other night and met
her death. Mrs. Henry cawe to the
U. 8. from Ireland when a slip of a girl
of fifteen summers, surviving a terrific
storm at sea, in a sailing ship. She had
always been chipper, bright, active, and
possessed of a fine memory. She had
been ill scarcely a day in her life, and re-
quired no attention from others.

The old woman was walking about the
bouse without a light, seeking some relief
from the stifling heat. She mistook a low

window for a door in the hall, stepped out
and fell down three stories to a brick
pavewment. She was hurried to a hospital
where it was found that her left arm, jaw,
and nose had been broken. She died
soon after reaching thehospital .

JuLy 5,— A subscriber to Tue HErRALD
writes: As I have noticed lately the
large amount of news items sent from
various sections of the country, I thought
it might interest some of your numerous
readers to get a few notes from this re-
mote and unheard of corner.

Pleasant Ridge is, with the exception
of four or five farms that were applied
for under the Labor Act, a free grant set-
tlement. The settlers for the first three
or four years, made remarkable progress
in the way of clearing land and erecting
buildings, but' as most of them had large
families to support and the times not
bei: _ very prosperous, some of them got
discouraged /and left, and others for the
want of teams and the means of improv-
ing their farms let their clearings grow
up again into bushes. But we are pleased
to notice lately a decided improvement.
The settlers appear to be taking hold
with a new energy, and there is more
than double the acreage under crop this
season than ever before, and all looking
remarkably well. Thegrain and especi-
ally the hay crop never looked better in
this section, and one has only to visit the
farms of W. A Carson and J. B. Holt, to
see as fine.fields of hay as are to be found
anywhere in the province. The only
complaint at present among the farmers
now is the potato bug, which appear to
be more numerous and voracious than
ever before.

CORRECTLY MEASURED.

General Herbert is Suffering from a
Swelled Head.

It is a good thing for the country that
Major-General Herbert has been checked,
in a most salutary manner, by the' Minis-
ter of Militia. Had he been allowed to
go on, one of these days he would have
tried to suspend or dismiss Mr. Patterson
himeelf. The fact is General Herbert is
too big a man for his place. A year more
of his methods would kill our militia
seryice altogether. He seems to have
neither tact nor judgment, and his want
of experience and knowledge of men, are
daily becoming more mantfest. He has
made more mistakes than all his prede-
cessors put together. Instead of encour-
aging our scldiers, he seems to imagine
that his function is to make them feel
small and paltry. His pathway, ever
since he came to this country, has been
strewn with his victims, and those vic-
tims comprise many or the strongest up-
holders of the Canadian military service
that we have ever had. If General Her-
bert had his way, there would not be a
single Canadian officer left on the roll of
the permanent force. Their places would
be filled by English chums of the Major-
General. The entering wedge was put in
when Colonel Lake came over here and
was transplanted over the heads of many
deserving Canadian officers, whose lives
had been given to the military life of the
Dominion. He has ruthlessly suspended
and expelled Canadian officers at his own
sweet will, for the most trivial offences,
and grew hairs and the long experience
which only years can give, have been ig-
nored to satisfy the whim or caprice of a
young man, whese career on this side of
the Atlantic has, certainly, not inspired
much confidence in his capacity.

After Mr. Patterson’s scathing rebuke,
administered in the House of Commons

publicly the other day, one would think
that only one récourse was left to General
Herbert to follow. He should resign his
command and go home. Public opinion
out here is distinctly against him and his
system. The mistake Minister Patterson
made at the outset, was to place too much
power in the hands of a man, who has
clearly shown an utter lack of common
sense, and the ability to use the force
with which he was invested. Mr. Patter-
son’s eyes have now been opened, and in
censuring the Major-General, and compel-
ling him to eat the leek, and remove the
ban from Colonel Powell, whose offence
at best, was very paltry, he has won the
good will of every man in the Dominion.
The rise from a Major to a General, was
so sudden,that the General’s head was
doubtless turned. He will behave less
like a petulant child, now that the Minis-
ter of Militia, the responsible head in this
country, has put him through his facings,
and made him take back water. The les-
son did not come a moment too soon.

WOMAN’S GREATEST ENEMY.

When a woman is troubled with head-
aches the cause should be discovered, if
nossible, the overwork stopped, the mental
anxiety or distress removed, the errors
in diet corrected, or the late hours ex-
changed for early ones, writes Elizabeth
R. Scovil'in the May Ladies’ Home Jour-
nal. Then a simple laxative may be need-
ed to prepare the system to benefit by a
tonic; cod-liver oil, iron, gentian, quassia,
or whatever the doctor recommends as
best suited to the particular case. The
diet should be abundant and nourishing,
avoiding rich made dishes, pastry or any-
thing liable to digestion. Exercise in the
open air, stopped before there is any feel-
ing of fatigue, is important. When the
first unpleasant symptoms are felt, lie
down with the head low, and take a tea-
spoonful of aromatic spirits of ammonia in
a little water. If there is chilliness put
a hot-water bag to the feet and cover
warmly with a blanket. If there is nerv-
ousness and depression take a half a tea-
spoonful of tincture of valerianate of
ammonia, and repeat the dose in fifteen
Have the room darkened and
endeavor to sleep.

Should these remedies not avert the
attack, and the pain and nausea begin to
manifest themselves, take a tablespoonful
of strong tea or coffee, without milk if
possible, very hot, or very cold, and repeat
every fifteen minutes for four doses. If
the nausea continues the sufferer usually
imagines that it will be relieved by the
act of vomiting, and is anxious to have an
emetic. This may be the case if the
headache has come on immediately after
eating, when the stomach contains a mass
of undigested food, otherwise it is better
to soothe the gastric disturbance and cheek
the desire to vomit. Effervescing citrate
of magnesia, iced vichy or soda-water will
often produce this result

When the pain is severe, a peice of
linen may be dipped in alcohol and water,
and a single fold bound on the forehead,
wetting it as soon it becomesdry. Some-
times a flannel wrung out of boiling water
and applied as hot as it can be borne will
give relief.

SNAKE RIDES A BICYCLE.

Meets a Horrible Death by Not Realiz-
ing the Danger of Centrifugal Force.

William Walton, one of the wheelmen
who took part in the recent relay race
across Ohio from Sandueky to Portsmouth,
a distance of 214 miles, relates a remark-
able adventure that befell him. Fiction
is a back number compared with Mr-
Walton’s narrative, and were it not for
the gentleman’s high reputation for truth-
fulness and the confidence shown in him
by those who know him best there might
be a chance for the incredulous to scoff.
As it is many persons are inclined to be-
lieve that another thrilling incident has
been added to the strictly truthful and
vouched-for records of contempory snake
history.

Mr. Walton says that while going at a
lively gait he reached the top of along
slope, which gradually dropped to the
bed of a stream. When near the bottom
of the hill, he declares, his speed must
have been nearly a twenty-five mile gait,
when he saw what he thought was a limb
lying across the road. When it was too
late he found it to be a snake ten feet
long, and just beyond it was a second
reptile of nearly equal length. His wheel
struck the nearer snake and went over
easily, but the reptile én some way gave
warning to its companion, which raised
its head and struck savagely at the spokes
of the wheel.

The snake’s head passed between the
spokes near the hub and it fastened its
fangs on the spokes at the opposide side.
The rider was almost thrown from his
wheel by the sudden shock, but he main-
tained his seat and made a successful ef-
fort to force his machine forward. The
shining body of the serpent came in con-
tact with the frame of the bicycle and, the
fangs still being attached to the further
spokes, the long body of the snake was
drawn within tbe wheel. The centrifu-
gal force threw it out close to the tire
where it lay curled around the circumfer-
ence of the wheel and held firmly in
place by the centrifugal force. The rider
dare not stop for fear of being bitten, and
was afraid of increasing his speed lest the
snake should slip from the wheel and be-
coming entangled, throw him to the
ground. He noticed, however, that his
speed was becoming gradually less, but at-
tributed it to the fact that he was going
up hill and to the added weight of the
reptile ; but as he reached the top of the
hill he heard a scraping and hissing noise
behind him. Turning to see the cause he
was horrified to see that the second and
larger snake was fastened to his bicycle
and was holding on by its tail
The plucky wheelman at once saw that
that he must increase his speed to keep
away from his second enemy, and he
strained every muscle to attain higher
speed, but the long length of the snake
dragging in the dust was proving too much
for his already tired muscles.

As Mr. Walton had still two miles to go
before he met the next relay, he was be-
coming desperate. Glancing back again
he saw that the snake had fastened its tail
around the step by which a person mounts
a bicycle. The step had sharp teeth on
the upper side. TLe wheelman, takingin
the situation, reached back with his foot
and brought the heel of his shoe down
forcibly upon the snake’s tail, completely
severing it and detaching the reptile from
the bicycle. Theenake hissed and started
in pursuit. Meeting a farmer with a team
the snake at once attacked them and was
killed.

The bicyclist then had but a short dist-
ance to go and ke finished hisrun. Wait-
ing till the fresh relay got a good start, he
jumped from his wheel, allowing it to epin
along up theroad . Arming himself with
a club, he followed his wheel, but the
snake did not emerge. An examination
showed that it was dead and, in addition.
was literally cut into small bits. The cen-
trifugal force had been so great that it had
forced the body of the snake deeper and
deeper into the apex of spokes, and the
snake was cut into chunks and had to be
removed almost bit by bit.

HOW TO TREAT A MAN
By a Horse.

.~ When a man drops from sheer exhaus-
tion or illness, promptly seize an- end
board or cart stake, and pound him on
the ribs. If this does not recuperate him,
kick him violently in the belly. This
treatment will restore him, if persitently
administered. If a man finds his load too
heavy, and feels that it will strain him to
proceed, kick off a fence board and knock
him down—and hammer him thoroughly
with the board. This will give him re-
newed energy, and he will make no more
fuss. But do not on any account reduce
the load. That would look to much like
common gense, or humanity, and he will
be likely to balk again when he is over-
loaded. Ifa man refuses to drink when
you offer him water, don’t give him any
water for two days. That will “teach
him ” to be thirsty at any time you find
it convenient to attend to him. Itis a
good plan to ply the whip on a man who
is at his work. No matter if he is doing
his best, hit him now and again on
“ general principles ,” and to prevent any
comfort. If his load is not to heavy,
oblige him to go much faster to make up
for it. Work him hard enough to bring
the average life of man one-half, as is
done with horses. If no whip is handy,
use a club.

Tie your man’s head back inan un-
natural position, with his eyes up towards
the sun. This will give him a “fine
appearance” and “prevent stumbling.”
Of course he will not be able to do as
much work- in this fix, but it makes him
so wretched, so it is all right.

In winter remove his clothing to “ pre-
vent his taking cold.” He will, also, “ dry
quicker” when you have over-worked
him. You must hang a blanket on his
back, and have his neck and limbs expos-
ed — when he is not at work. Men thus
treated are “much healthier ” then when
allowed winter clothing.

If not perfectly convenient to feed a
man — who is working for you —at noon,
let him go without, and by active use of
the whip, secure as much work as the
food would have secured. Of course it
wears out his vitality and distresses him,
but that is no matter.

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THE VICE REGAL VISIT.

It is officially announced that Lord and
Lady Aberdeen will arrive in Freder-
icton on the evening of August 15th, and
that they will remain here until the
morning of the 17th, so that all arrange-
ments for their reception and entertain-
ment may be made with those dates in
view. The committe in charge of the
Farmers’ picnic, met the Government
Thursday, and obtained permission to
use Government House grounds for the
gathering, and also the drawing rooms
in the building for the presentation of the
Farmers’ and Dairymen’s Association ad-
dress to His Excellency. The grounds in
the rear of the building will be seated for
an audience of some thousands, and the
speeches will be delivered from the
balcony. The details of the affair, of
course, have yet to be arranged, but there
is every promise of an immense attend-
ance at the picnic. The civic programme
is also yet to be arranged, but no doubt it
will include the presentation of an ad-
dress, a torchlight procession, and display
of fireworks by the firemen, and other
features. It is understood the Govern-
ment have offered Governor Fraser the
use of the Assembly Chamber in the Par-
liament buildings for a formal reception
in honor of the distinguished visitors, so
that all who desire to personally meet
them will have an opportunity either in
the afternoon at the old Government
House or at the Assembly Chamber. The
Mayor proposes calling a meeting next
week to arrange for the civic programme,
and no doubt citizens of all classes will be
present to assist in the proposed arrange-
ments. The vice regal visit will doubt-
less draw thousands of people to Freder-
icton, and everybody should be ready to
lend a helping hand in making the oc-
casion a great success.

THE CAUSE SUFFERS.

The temperance men and prohibition-
ists of Canada are pretty well disgusted
with Hon. Geo. E. Foster. It is not so
many years ago that he was theiracknow-
ledged leader, and his voice was heard on
platforms all over the country (at $10 per
night) denouncing the liquor business
and all who "aided or abetted it. Pro-
hibition, he said, would come, but in the
meantime the Scott Act must be sus-
tained. “License the liquor traffic?
What! license a wrong?” his voice used
to shout in the City Hall. Bat, like
many other aspiring politicians, Mr.
Foster was only employing the temper-
ance and prohibition platform and its
friends to get into office. His ambition
satisfied in that respect, prohibition might
look out for itself. Who ever hears now
of Mr. Foster standing on a temperance
platform and proclaiming his earlier
views. Does he ever preach prohibition
now? No, his voice is stilled by the
greed for authority and gold. The phil-
anthropist, the humanitarian has been
lost in the politician. Not only is Mr.
Foster entirely indifferent to the advance-
ment of temperance sentiment, but he
has openly countenanced and advocated a
measure which will go a long way to-
wards preventing actual legislation for
the suppression of the liquor traffic. The
French treaty, which has been carried
through parliament, largely by Mr.
Foster’s advocacy, reduces the duties on
French wines and encourages their intro-
duction and use in Canada. Every
straight prohibitionist in the country was
earnestly opposed to this feature of the
treaty, but that made no difference to Mr.
Foster. Politics and political party,
self, and personal profit first, temperance
and prohibition afterwards. Mr. Foster,
as a temperance man, has proved one of
the greatest frauds of the age, and surely
temperance men hav. en enough to as-
sure themselves on that point. Te-have
been consistent with his former pro-
fessions, Mr. Foster should have been
seen introducing a measure prohibiting
the importation and sale of liquor; but
what has he done—actually advocated
and carried through a measure which
drops the duties on wines to a figure that
encourages and invites an extension of
the liquor traffic in this country. Our
prohibition friends should take a note of
this fact, and when Mr. Foster and his
government next appeal to the electors,
show them that the temperance and pro-
hibition sentiment in this country is not
to be trifled with in that way.

As a result of the great railway strike in
the United States, the infected districts
are under martial law. The troops and
the strikers have collided several times
during the week, and many persons have
been killed. Near Sacremento, Thurs-
day, a train carrying a company of
soldiers, was derailed by the strikers, and
four persons were killed. Grand Master
Sovereign, of the Knights of Labor, has
called on his men to join the strikers,
but they have not responded to any
extent. It is believed the worst of the
strike is over, and that the trouble will
be settled by arbitration.

TaE report that serious defects have
been discovered in the superstructure of
the Woodstock bridge, due to careless-
nese of the engineers plans, is absolu-
tely and unqualifiedly denied at the Public
Works Department. The Woodstock
Dispatch says that very good progress is
being made in the bridge construction
just now. Placing the iron was begun on
Monday, and the hands are now getting
along with the first span satisfactorily.
Enough of the structure is up to show
that it will be a very sightly affair when
completed. .

Hon. John Glasier, whose life and death
is sketched in our local columns, was a
prominent figure in the commercial and
political life of Sunbury for many years.
He had many excellent traits of character ;
he was a generous man when he had the
means at his command and he enjoyed
the esteem of a wide circle of friends.

“I am a machinst and live in Boston,
Blanch Downey has been my wife since
March, 1889; that J. Fraser Gregory
well knowing the same wrongfully enticed
and procured her unlawfully to be absent,
from my house and society ; that the said
Gregory debanched and carnally knew
my wife; that in consequence thereof
my wife and I have separated and no
longer live as together as man and wife;
that for several summers past my wife
has been in the habit of coming to New
Brunswick to spend a few months telling
me she was so coming to visit her mother
and other relations, but I have ascertained
that she spent her time in St. John, hav-
ing improper relations with said defend-
ant. Last summer, I was desirous to
have my said wife remain with me in
Boston, but she stated to me her mother
was very ill at said Belleisle and she must
visit her. I consented for said reason
and furnished her money. for said visit,
but I have ascertained she did not visit
her mother at all, but spent her time with
the defendant, and in a most improper and
illegal manner, going with him alone in
bark canoe trips to lonely and secluded
places and accompanying him to improp-
er places in the city and county for im-
moral purposes.

That I have in my procession

A LONG LOVE LETTER

dated St. Jonh, and bearing the date the
19th daw of June last and, written by de-
fendant to and received by mj -wife in
which defendant requests my wife to came
to St.Jchn for the summer, telling her
of the good time they can have together
and referring to their previous correspond-
epce and intimacy. That said letter begins
with the words “ My dear Blanche,” and
ends with the words * Your loving Fraser.”
That said defendant in said letter- refers
to kissing my wife, sending her photo
graphs of himself, and uses the strongest
terms of love and endearment, and it re-

fers also to my wife’s “love letter” to
him, That I first knew of the improper

and criminal relations of defendant with
my wife a week ago last Tuesday morn-
ing, when I discovered several of defend-
ant’s photographs in my wife’s private
drawers, and found the said love letter in
herperson. ThatIthen charged her with
deceit and unfaithfufness, and she than
admitted she had had improper relations
with the defendant and had deceived me
relative to her visits to New Brunswick.
That we separated that day as man and,
wife, and I at once came to the city of St.
John to seek redress for the great wrong
done me by the defendant

THE DEFENDANT ARRESTED.

The affidavit is dated July 6th and the
game day an order was made by Judge
Tuck to hold Mr. Gregory to bail. On
Saturday Mr. Gregory was served with a
writ of capias and held to bail in $1000
farnished by himseif, Mr. Murray and
Fulton Beverly. Then the facts got out;
and the gossip started. The Telegraph
understands that Mr. Beeman first became
aware of his wife ’s unfaithfulness through
the treachery of a Boston lady who was
in his wife ’s confidence. He than watch-
ed his wife and seized her letters which,
together with photographs and other
articles given her by the defendant, Mr.
Beeman has now in his possession. The
letters, which will be produced at the
trial, are said to be of a very spicy nature
and to contain language which, in endear-
ing epithets and general sentiment, equal if
they do not surpass the now famous
effusions of the Rev. Mr. Stevens, Mr,
Gregory, who was evidently much en-
amored of the charming Mrs. Beeman,
poured out his passion on paper in a way
which, with the referendes of the letters
are said to contain to their past intimacy
will leave little other proofs necessary.
In addition to this Mr. Gregory, who is an
excellent amateur photographer had tak-
en numerous pictures of himself and Mrs.
Beeman during the time when the pair
were on their canoeing expeditions. It
issaid that some of these scenesare highly
interesting. These also are in the posses-
sion of the plantiff and will be produced
atthetrial. It isalso alleged that Beeman
hasin his possession also numerous photo-
graphs of Gregory in different sizes and
in different attitudes which he claims he
found in his wife’s private drawers.

THE WOMAN IN THE CASE.

Mrs. Beeman is a young and pretty
brunette of about twenty-three. The in-
timacy between her and Mr. Gregory is
said to have commenced several years ago
when Mrs. Beeman was on a visit to her
mother at Belleisle, Kings county. It was
almost a case of love at first sight. Mrs.
Beeman, her husband claims, spent the
greater part of every summer in the com-
pany of Mr. Gregory. The lady, while in
St. John, is supposed to have resided “in
the North-End, not far from Mr. Gregory’s
boarding house. Mr. Gregory having con-
siderable leisure time, spent the most of
it with her; going, as her husband claims,
on canoeing and other trips into the
country, and sometimes remaining for
several days. Mr. Beeman is said to have
the letiers and documents with him to
corroborate the above facts, and will rest
his case on them.

MR. GREGORY DENIES.

Mr. Gregory has engaged as his coun-
to defend him McKeown, Barnhill &
Chipman, and says the case is one of
blackmail. His lawyers declare that they
will fight it to the finish, and express the
belief that they will show that Mr.
(Givegory has not been guilty of either im-
proper or immoral conduct with Mrs.
Beeman. Mr. Gregory told a Telegraph
reporter that he knew Mrs. Beeman, but
she had never remained in St. John with
him. There would be no spicy develop-
ments in the case, It had been stated
that Beeman could produce criminating
letters, written by Mr. Gregory to Mrs.
Beeman. “I neyer wrote Mrs. Beeman
but one letter,” said Mr. Gregory, “and
there was nothing in that. I have known
her two or three years, and there was
never any intimacy such as alleged be-
tween us. On June 27 Beeman came to
my office in the mill, and tried to extort
money from me, I refused to pay up,
and he threatened to take the matter into
the courts. I told him togo ahead. I
suppose he thinks he can frighten me in-
to paying money to hush the blackened
story he has conpounded. I think a man
can have very little love for his wife who
would implicate her in such a scandal as
he is trying to raise. Mrs. Beeman I am
sure,is not a party to the blackmailing
scheme.”

The friends of Mr. Gregory in Freder-
icton hope he may be able tg clear him-
gelf of the charges. The suit which
Beeman proposes instituting for the
alienation of his wife’s affections may
come to trial in September next, before
Judge Hanington.

WHITEWASHED.

The House of Commons have applied
another coat of whitewash to Sir Adolph
Caron and even Sir Hector Langevin the
disgraced ex-minister came in for a few
daubs of the sanitary lotion. Mr. Edgar
brought up the .public works scandal and
thought it was a great shame that one of
the men who handled the funds with
which the Canadian electors were bought
up in 1887 should still remain a minister
of the crown while another held a seat in
parliament. Mr. Edgar quoted Mr Me-
Greevy’s evidence in 1891, where he ad-
mitted having received $55,000 for political
purposes and having expended it exclus-
ively for the Conservative party. The
sum was much larger but Mr. Edgar took
this sum because it was admitted under
oath. Mr. Edgar quoted the evidence be-
fore the Caron commission to show that
Sir Adolphe Caron admitted under oath
that he had received $25,000 from the late
Senator Ross, ‘in dirty bank notes,” which
he handed over to Mr. Thomas McGreevy
for election expenses. At the same time
every dollar of the $262,000 of subsidies to
the lake of St. John Railway company
was payable at Senator Ross. The whole
record failed to show a single disinterested
contribution. Before the commission Mr.
Thomas McGreevy swore that he honored
the drafts of this fund drawn by Sir.
Hector Langevin and Sir. Adolphe Caron.
He himself and these two leaders were a
committee of three controlling the fund
so that Sir. Hector Langevin and Sir. A. P.
Caron were equally involed and equally
responsible. These orders covered twenty
separate counties. Sir. Adolphe Caron
ordered $5,000 paid out for his own.county.
Edgar read from sworn statements of
election expenses made according to law
by the financial agents of the two min-
isters. Sir. Adolphe Caron sworn elec-
tion expenses in 1887 amounted to $904,
yet he got $5,100. Sir. Hector Langevin’s
sworn legal expenses were a few dollars
more, leaving for Three Rivers $12,232
for corrupt purposes.

As the readers of Tre Heraip well
know, one member of this interesting trio,
to wit McGreevy bas served a term in
prison for his share in the corruption, an-
other Sir Hector Langevin, was relieved
of his portfolio for the same reason, but
the virtuous Caron is still a leading ad-
viser in the cabinet, and snaps his fingers
at the public horror of his corrupt career.
No doubt his great ability for raising cam-
paign funds is his strongest recommenda-
tion to the patronage of Sir John Thomp-
son, who so soon must be looking around
for another “ reptile fund ” with which to

bribesthe constituencies of Canada.

AROUND THE WORLD.

The News of the World in Brief — The
Cream of our Exchanges.

The Pope’s health is rapidly failing.

Erastus Wiman is to have a new trial.

The Queen reviewed 16,000 troops at
Aldershot; Thursday.

Geo. E. Snider, a well known citizen of
St. John, died Wednesday morning.

The Duke of York’s baby is to be
christened by the Archbishop of Canter-
bury on Tuesday.

In the elections Saturday, the British
Columbia Government was sustained, but
by a reduced majority.

Parliament is asked to vote $2,200 to
protect the banks of the riyer St. John at
Oromocto and Thatch Island.

Miss Lucy Beer, seventeen years old,
and daughter of W. H. Beer of St. John,
was drowned while bathing in the Kenn-
obecasis at Clifton, Kings County, Thurs-
day afternoon.

A son of Hon. James I Fellows, for-
merly of St. John, passed second in the
examinations recently held in England
of candidates from the militia for com-
missions in the regular army.

Pendergast, the murderer of Mayor
Harrison of Chicago, was hanged at
Chicago at noon yesterday. He died
gamely, and never spoke after leaving his
cell for the place of execution.

The Messrs. Leckie, of the Londonderry,
N. 8., iron mines, have recently purchased
twenty square miles in the coal-producing
districts of Grand Lake, Queens County,
and intend commencing operations there
at once. :

‘Winnipeg assessment rolls show a_total
assessment of twentysix and a half
millions, and a population of thirty-five
thousand. During the past four years
the population has increased three thous-
ands annually.

The resolution providing for a subsidy
of $750,000 per year to the fast Atlantic
steamship line, has passed the House of
Commons at Ottawa. The terminal
point on this side will be Halifax, with
a chance for St. John as an alternate.

John McBey, Edward and Daniel
Logan, three St. John fishermen, are sup-
posed to have drowned in the falls Thurs-
day night. They were last seen at Indian-
town, and yesterday morning their boat
was found wrecked and bottom up, below
the falls.

Chas. Donovan, sixteeen-years-old, of
Halifax, died Thursday morning, the
result of a bicycle accident which occured
on Monday. Young Donovan was thrown
from his wheel, his foot caught in the wire
spokesand he fell head first and was badly
injured internally. -

A terrible accident occurred at Andover
yesterday morning. George McCluskey,
a Woodstock baggage master, who was
running on a mixed train, was riding on
the cow catcher when he fell off, and was
struck by the locomotive.
fractured and five ribs were broken, and
his recovery is doubtfal.

Turcotte, the tory M. P. for Montmor-
ency, who violated the independence of
parliament act by accepting money for
supplies, was whitewasfied by the House
of Commons last night. The Government
majority was only twenty-nine, Dickey,
Weéldon, McCarthy, O’Brien and McNeill,
voting against the whitewash.

Hon. Mr. Laurier will start for the
North West and British Columbia about
Aug. 20th. He may visit some places in
northern Ontario at the outset. He will
go through to the coast from Winnipeg,
but on returning will make a tour of the
Territories. It is possible that Mr. James
Sutherland, M. P., will accompany the
Liberal leader.

The specific charge which led General
Herbert to suspend Col. Powell was that
he had permitted the insertion in the
Canada Gazette of a general order with-
out the permission of the General, and
without the initials of the Minister ypon
the proof sheet, which was sent to the
Queen’s printers. Col. Powell has been
reinstated and the General severely snub-
bed. He ought to resign.

The Intercolonial conference at Ottawa
has closed, but no accredited report of its
work has yet been made public. A con-
temporary remarks that the main object
of the conference in the eyes of many has
been how best to pull out subsidies for
cable and steamship communications.
It issaid that Hon. MacKenzie Bowell
who presided at the conference and was
instramental in organizing, it, expects
kinghthood as a reward for his services.

A young man named William Kelly
about twenty-two years of age, belonging
to Chipman, Queens Co., accidently shot
himself Saturday evening. He had bor-
rowed a gun from a neighbor for the pur-
pose of shooting in the woods. As he

was returning to his home about sundown’

members of the family hearing the report
of a gun, went out, and found him dead
upon the roadside. The expolsion of the
gun had ignited his clothes and his coat
and shirt were burning.

Ira D. San key, the celebrated singing
evangelist, spent last Sunday at St. An-
drews and sang at the evening service in
the Methodist church. The Beacon says
he gave three of his most beautiful songs,
“The Life-line,” “ Some day We’ll Under-
stand,” and “ The Ninety and Nine,” pre-
facing each song with interesting and
touching anecdotes concerning it. His
trumpet tones fairly made the building
shake while his earnest manner made a
deep impression on all who heard him.

The passenger steamer Vladimir, bound
from Sebastepol to Odessa, came into col-
lision with the Italian steamer Columbia,
Sunday night, near Upatoria, a town of
Russia, on the western coast of the
Crimea. The Vladimir was so badly
injured that she sank. The Vladimir
was cut down amidships and sank im-
mediately. Many of the Vladimir’s pas-
sengers were killed in their berths when
the Columbia crashed into her. A num-
ber of others jumped overboard in their
fright and were drowned. A large num-
ber were injured and 75 passengers were
drowned.

A de-
tachment of the Field Battery, in command
of Col. Dibblee, formed a guard of honor,
and the town band played the National
Anthem and other patriotic airs. The bal-
cony of the Wilbur House was gaily fes-
tooned with bunting.

HON. JOHN GLASIER.

Dies Suddenly at Ottawa
of Cholera.

The Funeral Services and Sketch
of His Life.

Just after THe HErALD had gone to press
last Saturday, the news reached Fredericton
that Hon. John Glasier, Senator for Sunbury
had died suddenly at Ottawa. The partic-
ulars of his unexpected demise, and a brief
sketch of his long and active life will
be read with interest. Senator Glasier had
been at the Capital all tho session attending
to his parliamentary duties and enjoyed
exceptionally good health for a man of his
advanced years. On Sunday, July 1st, he was
up and around, active and in good spirits.
After breakfasting at his hotel the Grand
Union, he walked to the parliment build-
ings, wrote some letters home, and generally
felt as well as usual. The same night he
was taken ill with cholera, and although
he was hopeful himself of a speedy recovery
the physicians said if he failed to rally after
the second day, a man of his great years
could scarcely stand so violent an attack.
Dr. McMillan a fellow senator and close
friend of Senator Glasier’'s, Dr, Roome, M.
P. and others were

Constant in Their Attendance

on the suffering man, but all to no purpose.
His son Arthur was telegraphed for on
Monday, but owing to the C. P. R. accident
he did not get away until Tuesday, going
by the Intercolonial route. He reached his
father’s side Thursday, and even then the
Senater thought he would pull through.
He suffered very little pain, was perfectly
conscious and rational up to 3 p.m. Friday,
but the aged frame could not stand against
the insidious enemy, and death claimed his
victim at 2.30 o’clock Saturday morning.

The body was immediatly placed in the
hands of an embalmer, the Goverment very
kindly undertaking to bear all the expenses
at Ottawa, and Arthur Glasier with the re-
mains left Ottawa for home, many members
of the Senate and House of Commons, accom-
panying the sad procession from the hotel
to the depot. Mr. Glasier with his charge
arrived at Waasis Monday at noon, and
was raet by undertaker Jobn G. Adams, and
the remains of the deceased Senator were
borne to his late home at Lincoln.

The Last Sad Rites,

The funeral took place at 4 p.m. Tuesday,
and there was a very large gathering of
Sunbury people, men and women, to pay
their last tribute of respect to their late
representative, their old friend and ncigh-
bor. The grounds of the Glasier home,
beautiful in their wealth of frees in
full foliage, were filled with teams from
almost every part of Sunbury, and the
family residence was crowded with sym-
pathizing friends. Among those noticed by
TrE HErALD were Sheriff Holden and Hon.
W. E. Perley, of Oromocto; Philip Cox and,

The remains of the late Senator were en-
closed in a chaste casket and looked remark-
ably life like. Beautiful floral offerings
almost hid the lid. The breast plate bore
the simple inscription :

JOHN GLASIER.
DIED JULY 7th, 1894,
AGED 84 YEARS.

The services were conducted,
. By Rev. Mr. Payson,

who after reading a passage of scripture
spoke briefly of the deceased. He had es-
teemed the late Senator very highly indeed,
had always found him an honorable and
conscientious man, in some respects a won-
derfal man — wonderful in his knowledge
of the scriptures. He had a conversation
with the deceased just before the latter left
for Ottawa last winter, and he was much in-
clined to speak of religion. He had de-
clared his faith and trust in Christ as an all
atoning Saviour. Since then he (the

preacher) had received a pamphlet from the |

late Senator and it breathed of the love of
Christ, and the safety of trusting in Him.
It is true our brother did not belong to any
church, he followed no creed or sect, but he
belonged to the church of Christ, the uni-
versal church. “If any man serve Me, him
will My father honor.” These were Christ’s
own words. We have many good men

Outside of the Churches,

many religious God-fearing men, and such
was our late brother. It is told of a young
man who was sick in a hospital, that a
visitor who was talking to him of Heavenly
things asked him, *“ What church do you
belongto?” * Church,” wasthe reply, “1
belong to the church of Christ.” * But
what persuasion are you?’ * Persuasion,”
said the young man: ‘For I am persuaded
that neither life nor death can separate
me from the love of Christ” I am resting
on the Rock of Ages, the blessed Saviour
and on that foundation I am safe.” The
scriptures very plainly teach us that not
creed or professions will save us, but faith
and trust in the merits of a Crucified Re-
deemer. * Come unto Me all ye who are
weary and heavy laden, and I will give you
rest.”

The Rev.gentleman spoke very earnestly
throughout his brief adress and was list-
ened to with wrapt attention. A prayer
ended the house services, and the funeral
procession was

but a quarter of a mile distant, down the
shaded lane to the front road, over the lit-
tle bridge and through the fields to the
quiet resting place of the Glasier dead. It
was a long cortege of persons afoot and in
carriages. Immediately following the
hearse were the chief mourners :
Arthur Glasier, Stephen Glasier,
Parker Glasier, Duncan Glasier,
Geo. H. Miles, W. K. Allen, M.P.P.
C. W. Beckwith, J. C. Allen,
Stephen Payne. 7

There were no pall bearers. Then fol-
lowed the intimate friends and neighbors of
the deceased and a line of carriages, the
whole cortege reaching a distance of fully
a quarter of a mile. The services at the
grave were brief; at 5 o’clock the funeral
was over, and all that was mortal of John
Glasier was in mother earth, ‘‘ashes to
ashes, dust to dust.”

Sketch of the Deceased,

The late John Glasier was born at Lincoln,
in the house from which his remains were
interred Tuesday, on Sept. 3rd, 1809, and
was thus past his eighty-fourth year. His
grandfather, Benjamin Glasier, arrived in
New Brunswick from Massachusetts in 1779,
and after remaining in 8t. John for six
months, came up river and took up a large
tract of land in Lincoln, still owned by the
Glasier’s. Benjamin Glasier held a lieuten-
ant’s commission in a Massachusetts Infa-
fantry corps, and the document appointing
him to that position is still preserved

As a Family Heirloom.

It bears the signature of Thomas Hutchin-
son, the last English Goyernor and Captain
General of Massachusetts. Lieut. Glasier

saw active service in the French and In-
.
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dian wars, was taken prisoner at the siege
of Fort William Henry and held at Meon-
treal Island for two years. ITis brother
Col. Beamsley Glasier, commanded the 60th
regiment of foot, and his last station was at
Halifax. For a time he was Military Gov-
ernor of Pensacola, Florida. He died ofi
his way to England. Col. Glasier was
granted large tracts of land in Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick for distinguished mili-
tary service to the British Crown, the grants
including the Glasier manor at Nerepis, and
a large block of land in York, including the
present town site of Marysville.
Benjamin Glasier, the

Father of Senator Glasier,

was born in 1773, six years before his father
settled at Lincoln, and lived until 1849, His
sons were Benjamin, John, the subject of
this sketch, Stephen, still living at the age
of eighty-two, Duncan, who died ten years
ago, and Benjamin, who died March 13,
1862. The last named was the father of
Duncan Glasier, of this city. There were
also four sisters, only one of whom, Mrs.
Garraty, of Woodstock, is now living.

Jobhn Glasier was married Sept. 24, 1842,
at Lincoln, to Miss Garraty who survives
him. They had seven children, but only
two, Arthur and Miss Blanche, are living.
They occupy the whole home:tead which
was erected by their grandfather eighty-five
years ago. John Glasier went into the
lumbering and farming business when
twenty-one years old, and carried both on
successfully for many years. He was

+ Born to the Business,

his father and his uncle Stephen having
shipped large quantities of pine timber to
England during their lives. They also en-
gaged extensively in shipbuilding,construct-
ing no less than eighteen ships, at a point just
above the old family residence. The last
one, the Sultan, launched in 1825, sailed for
the East Indies, and was never heard of
again. John Glasier’s first lumbering oper-
ations were carried on.at Shogomoc in this
county and he afterwards in company with
his brother Stephen extended it to the Up-
per St. John. He was the first white man
to explore the Squattock lakes, and the first
lumberman to bring a drive over the Grand
Falls. The firm of Glasier brothers forty
years ago were the largest operators in New
Brunswick, employing at one time 600 men.
Their product was mostly pine timber
which was shipped to Robt. Rankine & Co.,
Liverpool, G. B, The firm M

Accumulated Wealth Rapidly,

and it is said that at one time they were
offered £80,000 for their business. John
Glasier retired from lumbering in 1873 in
consequence of the bad times and low
prices, and from that time spent his life
quietly on his farm at Lincoln, except while
at Ottawa in attendancein Parliament. His
first attempt to enter political life was in
1861 when with Hon. W. E. Perley he was
elected to represent Sunbury in the House
of Assembly. He ran on a ticket with the
late Mr. Lunt, and against Messrs. Perley
and David Tapley, afterwards Police Magis-
trate of Portland. Mr. Glasier’s majority
was only two, but he was re-elected in 1865
and again in 1866. He was called to the
Senate of Canada in 1868 and attended every
session of that body since, dying at the
capital while in the discharge of his Par-
liamentary duties.

Such was the man whose remains were
laid to restin the quiet cemetery at Lincoln,
on Tuesday. Respected and honored dur-
ing his long life, his death is sincerely
mourned by a large circle of relatives and
friends.

To Smith Mersereau
who now lies in a room in the Exchange
hotel at Woodstock, minus one leg, and
with the other only made anything but
useless through the indefatigable exertions
of his faithfui doctor, the time since the ac-
cident seems long and weary indeed. He
was injured in the collision. It was cold,
cold weather, and the poor fellow had to lie,
all crushed and helpless, until he could be
cut out of the wreck. Then he had to bear
the ride on the cars to Woodstock, and after
he got there the necessarily painful and
weakening surgical operation which, how-
ever, has been the means of his recovery.
Mersereau is an old railroad man, having
served some seven or_eight years on the
road. For a long while he was in charge of
all the water tanks along the road, and later
on was on the bridge repairs staff. He was
called from his regular work to go on the
wrecking train, on the 22nd of February
last, which got so seriously wrecked itself.
