ENGLAND.

The Cetholios of Monmouth and 
neighborhood paid their annuel pii 
grimage to the tomb of the vene - 
able martyr, Father Kemble, on the 
octave day of the Assumption, 
Thursday, the 22nd ult. At the 
invitation of the Rev. J. B. Moore, 
Rev. George Coimack, of Cardiff, 
celebrated Maes in the morning ai 
the altar used by the martyr, and 
with his chalice and missal which 
are reverently preserved at Mon­
mouth . In the afternoon the peo­
ple assembled round the church­
yard cross, at the foot of which in 
Welsh Newton parish Father Kem­
ble's remains have rested since 1679. 
Father Cormaok, in cassock, sur­
plice, and stole preached from the 

pa of the cross by the tomb, 
which was with affectionate piety 
decked with floral wreaths and 
crosses. Amongst other things he 
remarked as follows : « No child of 
the ancient Church of this land can
in these days stand by this grave more advantageous, nothing more 
in this quiet churchyard and think
of the headless trunk that lies buried 
beneath, without musing in wonder 
and admiration at the heroism with 
which our Catholic forefathers wor­
shipped God according to their con­
science at the risk of property, 
of liberty, and dear life. Neither 
Tudor, nor Parliament, nor Stewart 
spared the sword fer a whole cen­
tury and a half. The venerable 
Father Kemble, whose name was 
held here in general benediction 
both among Catholics and Protes­
tants, was happy in two circum­
stances of bis martyrdom—1st. In 
his trial there was no confusion of 
the issue ; he was arraigned and 
condemned on the sole charge of

The subject 
of the lecture, too, was congenial, 
for ColumbSill was the first fruit of 
St. Patrick’s Apostolate, and he re­
presented the gratitude of the Irish 
race. A telegram from South Af­
rica, dated on the eighteenth of last 
month, announces the death of Fath­
er Henry Sohomberg Kerr, S. J., 
who in 1891 was appointed head of 
the Zambesi mission, and had la­
boured since then with untiring 
zeal and energv in fulfilling the 
very serious duties of his charge. 
Father Kerr belonged to a noble 
Scotch family, which was not only 
well known in the history of the 
Lothians, but has contributed many 
converts to the Church, counting 
his own father and mother amongst 
them. He was the second son of 
Lord Henry Kerr, uncle to the 
present Marquess of Lothian, and 
of Lady Henry, the sister of Mr. 
Hope Scott, of Abbottsford. His 
elder brother, Father William Kerr, 
now in charge of the mission of 
Wimbledom, entered the Society of 
Jesus about the same time. His 
sister, Mother Henrietta Kerr, pre­
deceased him a few years ago at 
the Convent of the Sacre Cœur, 
Roehampton, where her memory is 
still preserved in especial benedic­
tion, and is well known to the many 
readers of her interesting memoirs 
published soon after the time of her 
death. Father Henry was also 
nephew of the late Marchioness of 
Lothian, whose name speaks for it­
self, and he was also first cousin to 
Lord Ralph and Lord Walter Kerr, 
who besides being most faithful sons 
of the Church have been independ­
ently of all prejudice promoted to 
high positions in the two profes­
sions, military and naval to which 
they belong.

A grand sight was presented bv 
the reception which the Pope held 
in his private library on St. Joa­
chim’s day, says the Roman corres­
pondent of the Philadelphia Catho­
lic Times.

and other persons attached to the 
Curia present in Rome, besides the 
Knights of the Order of SL John of 
Jerusalem and deputies of all the 
leading Catholic tooieties of Rome, 
The Cardinals were twelve in num­
ber, there being present Cardinals 
Von Holenlohe, Bianohi, Parooci 
Vanutelli, ( Seraphim ), Rampolla 
Steinhuber, Di Pietro, Granniello, 
Mooenni, Segne, Vannutelli (Vin 
cent) and Vergo. The Pope, 
though conversing affably and 
sweetly fo those present, took occa­
sion to transact some important 
business.

Judging from the fact that it 
is found necessary to send the 
United States warship Indiana to 
Halifax, to have her placed in the 
dry dock, it becomes quite evident 
that Uncle Sam is badly in need 
of such a dock. It appears the 
New York dock is too shallow for 
extraordinary purposes, and the 
great dock at Port Royal is prac­
tically useless, except for the 
smallest ships, owing to the exist­
ence of a sandbar near the en 
trance, which can be removed only 
at enormous expense. In consider­
ation of these facts, the Washing­
ton Star, very pertinently re­
marks : “ How awkward it would 
be for the United States to be 
in sudden need of a great dry- 
dock in case of a disagreement 
with Great Britain. With the 
port of Halifax closed to our ves­
sels there would be absolutely no 
place for these monsters of the 
sea. They would soon become 
useless except as harbor boats ; 
floating batteries, incapable of use 
beyond a day’s run from shore ; 
mere bulks fitted with great guns 
No navy is complete without an 
equipment of docking facilities 
sufficient to take in the largest of 
its vessels, It would be about as 
futile to provide a hundred war­
ships and not authorize the em­
ployment of a single sailor to man
them. ---- :——

Judging Premier Bowell 
by that standard, his past record 
is a sufficient guarantee that he 
will do what he says.

The attack upon the cheese in 
dustry of Canada, by the North 
British Agriculturist, to which 
we referred last week, has been 
properly resented by the Domin? 
ion authorities, Thanks to the 
activity of the Canadian High 
Commissioner in London, and the 
prompt action of the Federal 
Government, the attack has been 
effectually rebutted. It is quite 
evident that the charge that Can-

sequently, if a fraud of this kind 
was perpetrated on this side of 
the Atlantic, it must be traced to 
our less scrupulous than enter­
prising cousins to the south. The 
subsequent disclosure of facts 
proved the accuracy of these sur­
mises. On the 16th. Sir Charles 
Tapper cabled the following sig­
nificant message from London ^ 

The editor of the North British 
Agriculturist admits and regrets 
the grave error made in using the 
word Canada instead ot America ; 
retracting editorially with publi­
cation of evidence of the purity 
of Canadian produce in Wednes­
day's issue.” It will thus be seen 
that Canada emerges from the 
discussion with untarnished repu­
tation, and, although it is no sat­
isfaction to Canadians to know 
that the charge of fraud now lies 
at the door of the United States 
producers, it is a source of pleas­
ure to reflect that the incident 
has had the effect of calling the 
attention of the British public to 
the fact that Canada manufac­
tures a better and purer article of 
cheese than any other country.

The antagonism of our Grit 
friends may always be counted 
upon in connection with any 
movement inaugurated, counten­
anced, or encouraged by the Do­
minion Government, no matter 
how beneficial to the country. 
We have a striking instance of 
this in an article that recently 
appeared in the leading opposition 
journal regarding the cheese in 
dustry in this Province. The 
Toronto Globe of a recent date 
says that at Brockville : “ Mr. R. 
G. Murphy reported a conversation 
he had with Professor Rob 
ertson, Dominion Dairy Commis­
sioner, in Toronto, last week. 
Mr. Robertson said that the P. E. 
Island cheese were still being held 
in Montreal on his advice, and 
that $40,000 had been advanced 
on them, but that the Govern­
ment had nothing to do with this 
advance. He himself had gone to 
the banks, and reporting the facts 
of the case, had secured from 
them $10,000 to pay the Prince 
Edward Island farmers, and had 
given his own personal note for 
the amount. Mr. M. K. Everetts, 
one of the oldest cheese men in 
the Province, declared that as the 
Prince Edward Island factories 
were run by the Government, this 
$40,000 was taken from the far­
mers of Canada. The fact is that 
the Government's course in Prince 
Edward Island has met with hos­
tile criticisms from the dairy m 
terests of Canada, and has been 
roundly condemned as resulting 
in great injustice to tbe cheese 
export trade. The Government 
manufactured on the Island four 
or five thousand boxes of cheese, 
which they consigned to Hodson 
Bros, of Montreal, for export to 
England. The cheese, on being 
sampled in Montreal, was discov­
ered to have a peculiar flavor, 
which Prof. Robertson is said to 
have described as a local flavor, 
which as an old cheese exporter 
told your correspondent, was sim­
ply another name for stink. If 
this is the same cheese which 
Prof Robertson now says is still 
being held in Montreal, it oughi 
to be about time to settle as to 
who owns the cheese, and who is 
responsible for its value. There 
is no responsible Minister at the 
head of the department, and it 
would be useless to ask Mr. John 
Lowe, the Deputy Minister, any­
thing about it Undpr a business 
administration, an important offi 
cer of the department would 
not have to give his personal 
note for $40,000 in order that the 
farmers of Prince Edward Island, 
as patrons- of tke factories should 
be paid. ” ~Ae regards this vile 
slander on our Island cheese, it is 
pnly necessary to state th^t ex- 
Goveroor pfoard, Mr, D. M. Mc­
Pherson and Mr. ,A. p. McLaren, 
-who have severally visited our fac­
tories and inspected our cheese 
have expressed themselves as de­
lighted with our cheese product) 
and, be it remembered, these are 
all noted cheese specialists, What 
else than the tear' that oqr cheese 
will be considered superior when 
brought into competition with the 
product of Ontario can have in­
spire)} such a slander? Jealousy 
is at the bottom of it all, and the 
Grit press intensifies thé jealousy 
in tha hope of making a point 
against the Government, It is evi­
dent the Globe and its friends do 
not understand,' or intentionally 
misrepresent, the nature of the rèr 
lationa existing between the pa­
trons of our cheese factories and 
tpe Government. Moreover, no 
cheese from here, has this year 
been consigned'to Messrs, JJodgson 
Bros., Montreal.

The Provincial Exhibition.
The Provincial Exhibition opened at 

the exhibition grounds and driving 
park, yesterday and is now in fall blast. 
The weather ia most charming ; the 
exhibits are numerous, excellent and 
displayed to the best advantage. 
Within the building agricultural, hor- 
ticnltnral, mechanical and manufac­
tured products ; .fruits, flowers, faucy 
goods and works of art are shown in 
abundance and variety. The cheese 
exhibit from tbe different factories is 
really splendid. The fruit display ia 
fine, particularly the plume and dam- 
gone. The show of applis is not as 
large as last year, this being an off 
year in apples. The exhibits of roots 
stud-vegetables are extensive, of differ­
ent varieties and first class in quality. 
The mangels, tnrnipe, beets, potatoes, 
etc., are simply immense The other 
exhibits are numerous and excellent, 
bat onr space will not permit ue to 
particularize farther in this issue. 
Next week we will give some account 
of special exhibits, the prize list and 
other important particulars.

The doors of tbe exhibition building 
were thrown open to the public at 11 
o’clock, and at 3 o’clock ihe Exhibition 
was formally opened by His Honor the 
Lieut. Governor. In his opening re­
marks His Honor referred warmly to 
the late Hon. Mr. Haviland, who bad 
always taken a lively interest in the 
exhibitions. He was glad his Govern­
ment had given an increased amount 
for exhibition purposes. Bat the time 
mast soon come when a still greater 
subsidy will have to be given towards 
the exhibitions ; as those in charge 
could not go on working night and day 
as they were doing. This Province 
was a large farm, and could be made a 
most profitable one. The possibilities 
of onr fruit culture could scarcely be 
estimated. Fruit canning can be made 
a most profitable industry, if properly 
taken hold of. He dwelt at some 
length upon the cheese industry and 
its wonderful development. But a few 
years ago, it could scarcely be believed 
that we were capable of producing 
eo much and such excellent cheese as 
we are now doing. The same could be 
truthfully said of the fruit canning in­
dustry. In a few years, he felt sure, 
we would be exporting large quantities 
of canned fruit. One of the most im­
portant and most necessary factors in 
bringing about these beneficial results 
in onr agricultural industries is organ 
ization. He instanced the case of Mr. 
Robertson of Inkerman Farm, as an 
example of the success that can be 
reached in frnit culture. He said he 
had recently travelled extensively ove 
the Province and he found the country 
prospérons and the people happy. He 
hojied these conditions would continue. 
He then declared the Exhibition open. 
Three cheers were given for the 
Lient. Governor, after which the people 
dispersed to examine the varions ex­
hibits,

Pline* County Exhibition NEWS OF THE WEEK.

Prince County Exhibition took place 
at Snmmereide on Friday last. There 
was a large crowd of people and the ex­
hibition was a good success. Lient- 
Governor Howlan and Mrs. Howlan, 
acorn panied by Colouel Moore, and 
Mr. Doran, arrived shortly after 11 
o’clock a. m. The party was met at 
tbe railway station by the Hon. Alex. 
Laird, Chairman of the Board of Exhi­
bition Commissioners ; High Sheriff 
Gaffney, Mr. Reuben Tnplin, and the 
leading men of the County, and escort­
ed to the Drill Shed, where the fruit, 
roots, vegetables, etc., were shown. 
There was already a large attendance, 
and the Snmmereide Band discoursed 
sweet music. Hie Honor, the Lieut 
Governor and Mrs. Howlan were ac­
companied to the platform by a num­
ber of ladies and gentlemen. After a 
few words of welcome and introduction 
from the chairman, Hie Honor deliver­
ed a lengthy and interesting address 
upon onr agricultural and industrial 
capabilities in general, and the dairy 
imereat in particular. He pointed out 
that P E. island is in a better position 
now to succeed in tbe manufacture of 
batter and cheese than Ontario and 
Quebec were when they began and that 
tue conditions existing here are even 
more favorable than there. A great 
deal of progress has already been 
achieved. He said that if he had, 
thirty years ago, been told that we 
should have butter and cheese fac­
tories all over the face of the country, 
he would have considered the person 
who made the statement mad. We are 
now bat at the beginning, and are jnat 
making a reputation for onr cheese 
Onr progress in the future ought to be 
much more rapid than in the past. 
His Honor also referred to the move­
ment towards fruit production, and 
pointed to Inkerman Farm as an ex­
ample by which other farmers might 
be encouraged. With the canning es­
tablishment and cold storage, oar peo­
ple would be in a position to dispose of 
their fruit and dairy products in large 
quantities. Hsa Honor concluded by 
expressing the hope that the Province 
would, ere long, obtain an income of 
8500,000 a year from the dairy, and 
$600,000 a year from orchards. (Cheers. )

The cruiser Barcaategui was wrecked 
at Havana, Cabs, at midnight on the 
18th inat., by coming in collision with 
the merchant steamer Mortera in the 
canal at the entrance of the port of 
Havana. Admiral Parejo and three 
other officers and nearly forty of the 
crew were drowned Admiral Parejo’s 
body has been recovered. Captain 
Ybanez’ body was also recovered, but 
in a badly mutilated condition, indi­
cating that he had b en crushed in the 
collision. The ernis-r Barcastegai bad 
been employed in going on government 
business between diflerent ports of tbe 
Island of Cuba. The boat was a third 
class cruiser carrying five heavy and 
two rapid firing guns. She was of 1,000 
displacement She was bnilt in 1886 
The cruiser left Fort Barcastegni at 
midnight with Admiral Delgado Parejo 
on board. On reaching tbe Fork the 
Barcastegai came in collision with tbe 
Mortera, engaged in the coastwise 
traffic. The Mortera struck the cruiser 
on the starboard side, and so badly in­
jured her she sank at once. The Moi 
tera, though badly injured, stood off to 
give assistance to those on board the 
Barcastegai, and with her boats saved 
the greater part of the crew. Admiral 
Parejo, Captain Ybanez, First Lieuten­
ant Lopez Adazago, Second Lieutenants 
Junto, Soto, and Carnajo, Mr. Martin, 
Purser Pneyo, Machinist Searzueia and 
thirty-six of the crew were drowned 
Aide-de-camp G aster was saved.

Cable advices received at Ottawa, 
on the zoth., stale that the first ship­
ment to England of Ontario summer 
fruits has not been a success, tbe 
fruits being much damaged.

A military train returning to Paris 
from the manoeuvres, was wrecked 
last Thursday evening on the Frei­
berg and Oeber.in railway line. 
Thirteen were killed outright and 
sixty were injured, of whom thirty 
were seriously hurt.

The steamers Constantine and 
Trevethick collided on Friday off the 
enterance of the River Tyne, Eng­
land. .The Constantine was cut to 
the watei’s edge, and was run ashore 
to prevent foundering. Tbe crew 
were rescued by means of life line 
rockets.

Tbe local federal officers at San 
Francisco are investigating an alleged 
transaction by which two notorious 
Chinese slave dealers brought two 
hundred and fifty Chinese laborers 
into the country, ostensibly as actors 
for the Atlanta fair. It is believed 
by the officials the real actors were 
procured in New York.

A Winnipeg despatch reports : 
“ The wheat prices are still very low 
in this country, but the farmers of 
Manitoba should be satisfied with tbe 
prices paid this year, as they are get­
ting from 3 to 5 cents more per 
bushel than is being paid south of the 
line. At Gretna they are paying 
four cents more than at Neche, just 
opposite on the Dakota side.

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Canadian Papal Zouaves.

A Solemn requiem Maes, was cele­
brated Friday morning in the Catholic 
cathedral, Montreal, for the eonle of the 
Canadian Pontifical Zonavee, who 
fought for the defence of Pine IX. from 
1861 to! 1870. The Rev. Canon Me- 
chambanlt officiated, with Abbee Cbar- 
eet and Danili, ae deacon and sub-dea­
con respectively. Archbishop Fabre 
occupied a stall among the canons. 
There were over one hundred nresent. 
After the sermon, all the Ziuaves 
gathered in the chapel just erected by 
them, and there read an act of conse­
cration to the Sacred Heart. An ad­
journment then took place to the grand 
parlor in the archbishop’s palace, 
where a resolution of protest was adop 
ted. The resolution read that the Can 
adian ex-Papal Zruaves in general 
meeting assembled, lodged a solemn 
protest against the sacrilegious spolia 
tion of the popes, as operated by the 
Italian troops in 1870 By inaugur 
ating their chapel on this occasion, the 
Canadian Zouaves wished to show that 
neither time nor distance c-uld make 
the Catholic world f >rget that it is the 
duty of every son of the church to re­
cognize and support the inalienable 
rights of the papacy. In speaking on 
the motion, Chevalier Prendergaat re 
marked that in 1870 they were weak in 
numbers only. However, thank heav­
en, their sons were now numerous, and 
if occasion required it, he trusted that 
those sons would do what they had 
been unable to do themselves. Before 
parting, let them now all unite in 
hearty “ Hurrah for Leo XIII., Pope 
and King” The cry was given with 
enthusiasm and the meeting was dis­
persed.

General orbjrt’a Valedictory

General Herbert’s valedictory to the 
Canadian forces was published in the 
Canada Gazsife 0“ Saturday. He says 
that before relinquishing his command 
he desires to thank thcîS* who for a 
period of nearly five years have given 
him loyal support and co-operation in 
an endeavor to render the forces an 
efficient and powerful factor for the de­
fence ;of tne empire. During thie 
period"Gen. Herbert was encouraged by 
seeing Canada assume her share of the 
burthen necessary to secure the invio­
lability of her Pacific coast, and by ex­
ceptional e Uorts made by militia units 
allotted for the defence of Halifax and 
Eiquimault, in order to fit themselves 
for the duties they have to perform in 
the time of emergency. General Her­
bert had observed with pleasure the 
general awakening throughout the 
militia of a spirit of emulation for prac­
tical efficiency, together wita a consid­
erable development in rifle shooting. 
He expresses appreciation of the excel­
lent material ia the rural militia and 
commends the sobriety, order and sol­
dierly behaviour in Ul different camps 
of exercise. He extends his lhanke to 
the officers and men of the permanent 
force, and urges them to continue to 
present to the active militia the high 
standard of efficiency. The address 
closes by conveying the best wishes to 
all ranks, coupled with the hope that 
he be remembered by them with feel­
ings of esteem and respect those 
waich he will always bear towards the 
Canadian comrades and fellow subjects 

e=xyhom he bad the honor to command.

Libel fng King Leopold.

A few days ago the attention of the Bel 
gian Consul-General at Ottawa was drawn 
to an article appearing in Le Monde, 
Montreal, seriously reflecting upon the 
honesty of the King Leopold II. It was 
alleged that in administering the vast es- 
tate of his sister, Empress Charlotte» King 
Leopold had misappropriated the funds 
entrusted to him. Consul-General de 
Faconval at once requested his Vice-Con­
sul at Montreal to call upon the publishers 
of Le Monde, and request them to retract, 
which they promised to do. Next day, 
however, the VicerConsul forwarded to 
the Consul-General a letter from the pub­
lishers of Le Monde, stating that the)- 
could nob now make the retraction de­
manded, but would throw the columns of 
the paper open to such explanations as he 
(the Vice’Consul) might see fib to make. 
In acknowledging the receipt of this the 
Consul-General instructed his Vice-Consul 
to make on» further attempt to secure a 
retraction of the alleged libel from Le 
Monde, failing in which the Consul-Gen­
eral states he will once communicate 
the facts to his Government in Belgium, 
with a view to having the publishers of 
Le Monde punished, as paragraph 125 of 
the new Criminal Code provides for such 
offences. The code says that everyone is 
guilty of an indictable offence, and liable

The 
Fathers are now credited with having 
decided upon carrying another grand 
and important scheme, in the shape of 
an observatory to be constructed over 
St. Mary’s College The rnmor comes 
from a tru-tworthy source, and the" pro­
ject is said lo have reached such a 
point that negotiations are already go­
ing on with architects with a view to 
carry on the scheme at as early a date 
ae possible. It ia the intention to 
make tbe proposed observatory second 
to none on Ihe continent. Foundations 
are to be placed at a great depth in 
order to avoid all possible vibrations, 
and th* observatory proper will rise to 
a considerable height in the centre of 
the building, at the place now occupied 
by the dome, and will be by far the 
highest point in and around the city 
The structure will combine elegance 
and solidity, and all the most improved 
scientific apparatus will be need in the 
different stories and departments for 
meteorological, astronomical and other 
observations. Special accommodation 
will also be provided for visitors, who 
can obtain from that elevated point u 
splendid view of the surrounding coun- 
t y. The work done in the observa­
tory will, it is said, be of a kind to call 
for grants from both federal and pro­
vincial governments. With the large 
number of scientific men at their dis­
posal, the Jesuits are in a position to 
successfully carry out this scheme from 
which the city and the country at 
large must benefit in a scientific point 
of view.

OLD CHARLEY■

AN ELECT OF THE SLAVE DAYS.

BT REV. L. H. GACHE, S. J.

In 1852 I wa« in charge of a parish 
in Louisiana. Among my parishion­
ers was a pious widow, whose only son, 
a yourh of about twenty-two, and the 
chief support of his widowed mother, 
was taken off by an almost sudden 
death. I called upon the good lady 
to offer my sympathy and what con­
solation I could give. As I was taking 
leave after my visit, she said :

“ Father, I have an old slave who 
has always been uncommonly good 
and faithful^ He is very old, and, 
moreover, he'is blind and unable to 
do any work. He spends bis time in 
sleeping and praying. I should be 
very glad if you could do something 
for him. He has always been a good, 
faithful servant, as I have said, but, 
besides, he is a truly wonderful man— 
rdmarkable in particular for his great 
pisty and love of prayer. Even from 
early youth until he lost hie sight in 
his old age, as soon as he finished his 
work in the field, instead of joining 
the others who were chatting and 
laughing while they rested after work, 
he was accustomed to go alone to the 
edge of a wood that skirted the field, 
and there he knelt in prayer until the 
bell summoned the field hands to 
dinner or supper. He has always 
been so much respected by his fellow 
servants that they have never made 
any unpleasant remarks about bis 
conduct- His masters, too, have 
always esteemed him highly, and no 
one remembers that he ever gave 
cause of complaint to anyone. Would 
you like to see him ?”

Of course, I was not only willing, 
but eager, to meet this phenomenal 
slave, and I was immediately led to 
his cabin in the yard. I found the 
old man seated on a chair at the foot 
of his bed. A large crucifix was 
hanging about bis neck. His huge 
head would have been repulsive but 
tor the gleam of virtue and holiness 
that brightened and in some way 
beautified his face. I understood at 
a glance that I was in the presence of 
an extraordinary man. When we 
entered, Mrs F. said to him :
. “Charley, would you like to see 
Father. N?”

“Ah, madam,’’ he answered, “you 
know that I cannot see. All that I 
can do is to talk. I shall be glad to 
talk with Father N. if he will be so 
kind as to talk with me. ’’ ^

“With pleasure,”. I said. /“But

first let me ask, how oil are you ? ”
“ Oh, Father, ” he answered, “ I d 

rot know exactly how old I am, bu'
[ have been in the world a long time.
I was born in the Island of San Do­
mingo, and when I was about twelve 
or filteen I was brought to the United 
S’ales by the family I belonged to or, 
that Island. I have been with the 
same family ever since. ”

“ I am te Id you pray much Do 
you know many prayers ? ”

“ I know only the prayers roy 
mother taught me. ”

I felt a desire to know the prayers 
he used, as I feared they might con­
tain some superstition or false doc­
trine. Accordingly I asked him to 
recite them for me.

He began by blessing himself with 
a big sign of thé cross, and then he 
recited the Lord's Prayer the Hail 
Mary, and, I think, the Apostles 
Creed. Then followed a prayer to 
Our Lidy, which I never heard be­
fore and bave not heard since, nor 
have I ever been able to find it in any 
book ; but it was a most beautiful 
prayer, something like the Memorare, 
and, in my estimation, not much in­
ferior to it. I have always regretted 
not having taken it down in writing.

Of course, there was nothing wrong 
in these prayers. I even noticed, 
not without some surprise, that the 
old man recited all his prayers with­
out violating a single rule of French 
grammar or pronunciation. But
Charley did not stop here. After 
saying the prayers he knew by heart 
he poured out a flood of ejaculations, 
aspirations and invocations to the 
Mother of God, and others, too.

As I was obliged to leave, I inter­
rupted him and asked him if his 
prayer was much longer.

“ Ob, Father ! " he answered, “ my 
prayer was finished when I stopped a 
few minutes ago. Now I am praying 
by myself." By which he meant 
extempore.

I was astonished at his improvisa­
tion, in which everything, even the 
grammer, was perfectly correct. I 
was curious to know what might be 
the extent of his religious instruction. 
To my extreme astonishment I learn 
ed from him that he had never re' 
ceived any instruction at all. All that 
he knew was that there is one God, 
that the Blessed Virgin is the Mother 
of God, that we must lave them and 
pray to them, and be good in order to 
avoid hell and go to heaven. This 
was the sum of his theology, which 
he had learned from his mother when 
he was a little boy. He knew noth­
ing about the blessed Trinity, nothing 
about the Incarnation, the Church or 
the Sacraments. He had never 
spoken to a priest, not heard a priest 
speak to him. I was the first priest 
he had met. . He had heard that 
there were some men called priests, 
who had something special to do with 
God and men ; but he did not know 
what it was. Naturally I asked him 
if he would not like to be instructed 
and to learn what God is, what priests 
are, and what he ought to do in order 
to go to heaven when he died.

“ Ob, most willingly,” he answered
I will be delighted to know al 

lhat.w
I promised to return the next day, 

and I did not fail to keep my promise. 
I found my old and new pupil seated 
in the same place with his crucifix 
from which he never parted, though 
he did not know exactly what it was.

But before going further I must say 
something about the manner in which 
the good old man spent his day, as I 
think it will not be uninteresting. He 
rose ordinarily about § or 6:30, then 
he prayed until breakfast time ; that 
is, about an hour or a little more 
After breakfast he rested on his bed 
about pne or two hours. After his 
rest he prayed again until dinner time. 
After dinner he took another rest of 
about two hours, and then prayed 
until the supper, after which he went 
to bed and slept till motniug. He 
was never tired of praying. Evidently 
he did not recite vocal prayers only. 
He made some kind of mediation 
taught him by the Holy Ghost.

Now to the object of my visit 
When I entered his cabin Charley had 
just finished his afternoon nap. I 
began to explain to him the mystery 
of the Holy Trinity, so far, at least, as 
it can be explained, especially to a 
man like him, I very soon under­
stood that my task would not be so 
hard as I had expected. My old 
pupil was very far from being dull. 
He understood immediately all that I 
told him ; better still, he not only 
understood, but remembered, so that 
I was never obliged to repeat the same 
thing. When I explained the mys­
tery of the Incarnation he burst into 
tears.

“ Ah, Father," he cried, “ I loved 
God as much as I could, but if I had 
known this sooner I would have loved 
Him a great deal more."

When I came to the explanation of 
the Passion of our Lord, of which he 
had no knowledge, his surprise and 
admiration were unlimited. “Ob, 
how good God is!" he repeated, 
“ how good God is 1 I am sorry I did 
not know this before.”

The explanation of the Eucharist 
made an impression no less deep on 
his ready mind. That Jesus Christ, 
the Son of God, after having died for 
us on the Cross, should give Himself 
to us in Holy Communion to be the 
food of our souls, was something that 
ravished him into a kind of ecstacy.

“Oh, Father! Oh, Father!” he 
cried. “ How glad, how happy I am 
to learn all this !”

And such in proportion were the 
sentiments excited in his heart by the 
explanation of the other dogmas of 
our faith. Not only did be believe, 
but he understood everything as well 
as a man in the. prime of life and of 
ordinary capacitji and education could 
have understood it; and, what was 
more remarkable, this old man, who 
was probably one hundred and ten 
years of age, remembered everything 
so distinctly that, after four or five 
instructious, he was as well prepared 
for his first Communion as any young 
man I ever met outside our colleges.

But what a spectacle—I sha'l never 
forget it—when I gave him Holy 
Communion. His cabin had been 
decked all around with white sheets 
by his pious mistress ; a table had 
been prepared with everything re­
quisite for the ceremony, and my first 
Communicant, about one hundred and 
ten years old, was, if I remember wel1, 
seated at my right hand, for he was 
now unable to kneel.

A few days later I was 
called away, and two or three months 
afterwards I heard that God had 
called the good old man to his re­
ward.

It may be asked how this man, who 
was naturally so good and who be­
longed to a truly pious mistress, was 
so entirely neglected in the matter of 
religious instruction. To explain 
this fact, and to remove the danger of 
scandal to which the narrative might 
give rise, I must state that the old 
man had spent his life on a plantation 
which was far from any church, and 
which, on account of the scarcity of 
priests in that part of the country, was 
not within easy reach of any of them. 
Moreover, Charley had come to live 
with the lady at whose house I met 
him, only a few months before his 
death.

Whatever may be said or thought of 
the owners of the old man, this much, 
at all events, we may learn from what 
we know of his life, that the Holy 
Ghost takes care of faithful souls that 
live true to the light of conscience and 
are careful to do what they know to 
be right and to avoid what they be­
lieve to be wrong.—Little Pilgrim of 
Our Lady of Martyrs.

A Lourde* Miracle.

Mr. Cbauncey M. Depew, of New 
York, one of the most distinguished 
citizens of the United States, a non- 
Catholir, recently returned from a 
European visit. He gives the follow­
ing account of what he witnessed at 
Lourdes: “As I was crossing the 
Plaza," he said, “ from one of the 
disoensing wagons I heard my name 
called. It was occupied by a lady 
and was drawn by her son, a student 
at the college of physicians and sur­
geons in New York. She said that 
the doctors at home bad said that 
sciênce and skill could do nothing for 
her, and she must make herself as 
comfortable as possible until the end, 
which was only a few months off. So 
she had come to Lourdes with a faith 
and hope. I asked the grounds of 
her hope and she said : “ Why, a 
miracle performed this afternoon be­
fore our eyes. Did you not see it ? 
That yas the cause of the great ex­
citement," This was her sfory. A 
young giil, who was staying at the 
same hotel as she did, had been un­
able to walk or put her foot on the 
ground for six years. She had suffer­
ed frightfully, and screamed with 
agony when dipped in "the icy water. 
She had been bathed six successive 
days, and after the procession passed 
that afternoon bad called out that she 
was cured. I said to the medical 
student: #<What do you know about 
this ?” He said be bad seen the 
knee bandaged at 12 o’clock that day. 
It was swoolen badly, and he counted 
twenty-eigbt running sores from which 
the matter was exuding in a sickening 
way. I told him I must see that girl. 
The pilgrims were mobbing the veri­
fication room to which she bad been 
taken to sèe or touch her, and the 
attendants were doing their best to 
keep them out and get them away. 
My medical guide, with true New 
York audacity, called out : “The dis­
tinguished Dr. Chauncey Depew wants 
to see the patient." Instantly a way 
was clearea and in a few minutes I 
was inside. The girl was not there, 
having been carried home to escape 
the crowd, There was an English 
doctor and I appealed to him. He 
said he had dressed the leg at noon. 
It was swollen, suppurating and in­
curable ; that he had cut the bandage 
off half an hour before, ajpJ the leg 
was healed and the girl could walk, 
I said I must see that girl. I finally 
found a young lady about 17 years 
old, with a sweet, innocent, happy 
face. She told her story substantially 
as I had heard it, and that she had 
been unable to walk a step in six 
years. I asked her if she coujd walk 
now, and she went several times 
around the room, limping some, but 
with no apparent pain. I then ven­
tured to request a sight of the knee. 
Her friends said certainly, The knee 
seemed quite normal. The flesh and 
muscles were firm and natural. Black 
spots marked the places where the 
running sores had been, but the sores 
were healed and healthy skin and 
scales covered them. I have little 
faith in modern miracles, but this case 
puzzled me. Of course its weak 
point, so far gs I am concerned, is 
that I did not see her before the 
alleged cure. The testimony, how­
ever, pf the New York medical stu­
dent, of his mother, and of the Eng­
lish doctor, was clear and positive. 
They might have been deceived, cr 
tried to deceive me, though neither 
leems probable.

The Trapplsts-

Rev. Dr. Grant, Principal of 
Queen’s University, Kingston, Ont., 
now, or recently visiting Manitoba, 
in a letter which appeared in the 
Toronto Globe, on the 5 th inst.,, had 
the following to say about the 
Trappists in that Province :—I drove 
up the Red River the other day for 
ten or twelve miles, pasr Louis Riel’s 
old home, and at St. Norbert had an 
object lesson that would show to the 
dullest capacity what might be made 
of all those untilled or semi-tilled acres 
of loam. Three years ago a little 
company of Trappist Brothers came 
out from France and built a monas­
tery on a farm of one thousand five 
hundred acres which Father Richot, 
of Bill of Rights No. 4 fame, gave to 
them. They chared the ground of 
its scrub, laid off a garden and began 
breaking. This year they will harvest 
twelve thousand busheh of grain, and 
their garden is a sight worth seeing 
for the marvelous quantity and quality 
of its vegetables, enough apparently 
to supply a town of moderate size. 
They have put up stalles for cat.le 
and for horse, of the most approved 
modern type; a sma'l neamery.a 
hennery with some hundreds of fowls ; 
a piggery of the right kind, and they 
are building a large granary. Most 
of the work is done by themselves. 
As we drove up we noticed the 
Father Superior, a French gentleman 
of distinguished family, at work in 
the garden, and our local guide in­
formed us that be was the humblest, 
the most hard-working and most 
accomplished of the band. It is well 
known that the rules of the order of 
La Trappe are of the strictest kind, 
but they" are somewhat modified in 
Canada. The‘Hay's programme for a 
clerical member is as follows :—Six 
hours, that is, from 8.30 p. m. to 2.30 
a. m , for sleep ; six hours for chapel, 
six hours for manual labor and six 
hours for the reading-room and private 
work. The lay member gives from 
eight to ten hours to manual labor. 
No fish or flesh food is permitted. 
A'l are strict vegetarians, yet everyone 
seems physically strong, clear eyed 
and clean-limbed, They number 
fifteeo-members at present, twelve of 
them French and three Canadian. 
The work of the whole establishment 
is done with military precision, with­
out the slightest appearance of stiff­
ness or restraint. There is implicit 
obedience, but as it is based on re­
ligion it has all the appearance of 
freedom. The work of the farm has 
increased so rapidly that they are 
obliged to hire farm laborers. To 
these, and to all the inhabitants of the 
parish, and to visitors, the success of 
this experiment is an object lesson of 
the greatest value. It is one of several 
demonstrations that have been given 
of the enormous wealth that lies 
hidden in the jand round Winnipeg.

Passes Belief
Mr. Jas. E. Nicholson, Florenceville, 

N. B., Strugg-lea for Seven Long: 
Years with
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W. W. Fitzgerald, a house painter, 
met a horrible death at Lancaster, 
Pa., on the nth inst., while at work 
painting the Railroad house by coming 
in eonfâet with an electric light wire. 
Fitzgerald wai at work painting the 
cernice of the hotel, near which an 
electric light wire; with a voltage of 
2,000, passes. He placed a board 
beneath the wire and crawled under 
the cornice to get at his work. The 
board slipped and the wire fell on 
Fijzgerajd’s neck. He reached up 
to remove it and his band touched 
a-portion off which the insulation had 
worn. The shock paralyzed him. 
His partener, William Kirchgezner, 
who went to bis assistance, was knock­
ed down. A half dozen others, 
ajtemptetj tq go up the fire escape, 
but it too was charged wifh' electricity; 
All this time Fitzgerald was roasting 
in full view of the hundreds who had 
gathered. About half an hour after 
the accident an electric light 
employe arrived and cut the wire, and 
the body dropped to the ground. It 
had been roasted almost to a crisp.

The following Australian advices 
were brought to Vancouver, B. C, on 
the 14th, by the steamer Miowera : 
New Zealand was visited on Saturday, 
August 17th and i8tb, by a severe 
earthquake, which did great damage 
at Taupo. The shocks listed for sev­
eral hours, gradually decreasing in 
severity. All the inhabitants camped 
out for the night, as falling chimneys 
and other portions of houses rendered 
it unsafe to remain indoors. Neatly 
ajl the croekery was broken in the 
hotels and houses. The postmaster 
at Taupo wires the following details 
to Auckland : “ The earthquake is
still occurring, but not so severe. 
There were two explosions on Satur­
day night like heavy artillery in an 
easterly direction, with a great rumb 
ling noise, probably caused by land­
slides. T^e southern and eastern 
banks of lake Taupo are enveloped 
in dust, caused by the slips. The 
wind is blowing the dqst about. I had 
a view of Tongàriro and Ruapehu this 
morning. There is nothing unusual 
in the volcano and no disturbances of 
any kind in Roturo. ”
