It is pleasant to assist in its de­
molition with Professor Bodani (“ La 
Storia Vera di Beatrice Cenci," etc 
11 Sett, 1599; Boma, 1899.) Pub­
lishing his work on September 11, 
the third centenary of the decapita­
tion of Beatrice and her brothers,
Professor Rodàni bai summarized 
the wonderful discoveries of Bert 
olotti and added valuable researches, 
of his own. The result is this : The 
burdin of crime ia shifted from the 
shoulders of the murdered father to 
thoee of the murdering daughter; 
the sensation and scandal of,the 
crime are thereby greatly lessened ; 
the longanimity and fairness of the

More Praise for the Filipinos.
The American people are daily 

learning more and more about the 
Filipinos, and every bit of additional 
informotion which comes to us is 
calculated to give us a higher opin­
ion of thoee islanders who, only a 
short while ago, were so commonly 
described as illiterate, uncivilized 
and savage. “ Without any qnali- 
fying exceptions,1' tays Mr. John 
H. Peyton, army secretary of the 
Brotherhood of St. Andrew, a Pro­
testant society, who has just return­
ed from Manila, “ the Tagala are the 
most moral and the most religious 
copie I ever eaw or read of. ” And 
iere is some striking testimony to 

the educational accomplishments of 
the islanders taken from a recent 
interview accorded to the New York 
Tribune by General Beeve of Min­
nesota, former American chief of 
police at Mani a i—

“ There seems to be much misap­
prehension in this country concern­
ing the Filipino nation, which is 
generally regarded as being compos­
ed of a temi-barbaric, uncouth, and 
uneducated people. This is, how­
ever, far removed from the truth, 
for the hatives are very generally 
educated. Inside the walled city 
were two universities, which pre­
vious to the war were well patron­
ised by the Filipinos. Tbe univer­
sity of San Tomas, which "was 
established in 1<

So I wool i inquire if your modern 
Catholic obnroh-wardens will actual­
ly raise the cash and meet the bills, 
like men. It will not be of any ose 
for them to come to the reolor to 
organize a bazaar ; for the obvious 
reason that if the rector has to 
money-grub at all, it is much, more 
pleasant to grub for the debits he 
contracted himself than for those 
contracted by hie beloved flock. To 
the principle of no laxation without 
representation I would add another : 
UO responsibility without control. 
No priest, no man, will accept lia­
bility for bills sent round for pay­
ment. My own congregation is at 
present in want of a good organ; 
about £600, they say, will do it. 
Will any group of tbe laity band 
together and, with my blessing, get 
the money T But they must not 
disturb me reading " Tbe Spiritual 
Combat.” Let us have church­
wardens, by all means ; let them foot 
the bills sod, if necessary, face the 
bailiffs. But they must not go 
cheerily into tbe contract of £600 
for an organ and send me round to 
beg from door to door. If any lay- 
gentlemen are willing to be church­
wardens on these terms, they are

Tlfo manager of a London the­
atre where a drama of Jewish life is 
to be produoed has received notice 
from the chief rabbi of that city 
that it would be “inconsistent with 
• he rtfverouce due to divine wor­
ship" to permit hymns to be sung 
on the stage in the originel Hebrew. 
The manager has decided to use an 
English version instead.* The im­
mediate effectiveness of an earnest 
protest where religious sensibilities 
are involved is one of the lessons 
Catholics may learn from this inci­
dent.

Liberal Conservative
Kings.

Convention in

Pursuant to notice a conven­
tion of the Liberal Conservatives 
of the riding of Kings was held at 
Dundas, on Wednesday last The 
purpose of the convention was to 
nominate a candidate to contest 
the riding at the next Dominion 
election. The convention was a 
large, enthusiastic and represen­
tative one, delegates being present 
from every section of the riding, 
and the greatest harmony and 
Unanimity prevailed. Hon. D. 
Gordon, President of the Liberal 
Conservative Association of King’s 
presided. The President having 
called the meeting to order and 
having stated the object for which 
those present were assembled, 
John McLean Esq., ex M. P., as­
cended the platform, and in a brief 
and appropriate speech proposed 
Mr. A. C. McDonald, M. P as the 
Liberal Conservative candidate 
for the next election. The nom­

ination was seconded by Robert 
Curran, Kq.$pf Baldwin’s. The 
motion befeg put to the meeting 
by the President was carried 
without a dissenting voice, amid 
the greatest enthusiasm. Mr. 
McDonald then took the platform. 
He heartly thanked the conven­
tion for the unanimous and en­
thusiastic nomination they had 
tendered him, and in a rousing 
speech dealt at some length with 
the principal public questions of 
the day. He showed up the dis 
honesty and inconsistency of the 
Government ; pointed out their 
record of broken promises and 
unfulfilled pledges; their present 
ardent support of measures stren­
uously opposed when in opposi 
tion. He contrasted the state­
ment of expenditure under the 
present Government with that of 
theirpredecessors inoftice, showing 
the Liberals to have increased the 
annual expenditure, some twenty 
millions since their advent to 
power. And all this in the face 
of their solemn declarations, made 
previous to the elections, to reduce 
the expenditures. The President 
read a letter from Cyrus Shaw 
Esq, M. L A., regretting his in­
ability to be present in conse­
quence of his somewhat impaired 
health ; but expressing his loyalty 
to whatever course the party 
should decide to adopt at the con 
vention.

Mr. John Dewar, of New Perth, 
then delivered an eloquent speech 
and ended by moving the follow­
ing resolution :

Whereas our grand old leader, Sir 
Cbarlts Tapper, has by his untiring en­
ergy, prudence and sagacity, contribut­
ed much towards iofusing a spirit of 
enthusiasm into the ranks of the oppo­
sition,—

its gieat admiration ef hie worth and 
ability as a statesman, as well as its 
high appreciation of bis valuable ser­
vices as leader, and trust that he may 
long be spared to guide the destinies of 
the Liberal-Conservative party.

A vote of thanks 
was enthusiastically tendered the 
President of the association, to 
which Hon. Mr. Gordod responded

Mr. A. C. McDonald said that 
while never pledged on any ques­
tion, he had felt it his dutv to 
support the temperance people as 
expressed by their vote on the 
Plebiscite, and would continue to 
do so if elected.

Enthusiastic cheers were then 
given for the esteemed President 
of the association, for Mr. A. C.

States ; whether or not with the 
connivance of the Government, we 
of course, know not. The com­
missioners appointed by the Gov 
ernment were Benjamin Rogers, 
Esq. Alberton, Dr. Conroy, Char­
lottetown and D. P.Irving, Vernon 
River. Mr. Irving subsequently 
becoming a Government candidate 
for the LegislatuuL he was re 
placed on the CommBion by John 
McEachêrn, Ésq. Cherry Valley. 
The commission met and took 
evidence from Tuesday to Friday 
of last week, first at the Asylum 
and latterly in the Provincial 
Building Charlottetown. The 
principal witnesses were the Su 
perintendent of the institution, 
the medical attendant, the em­
ployees and the Board of Trustees. 
The commissioners, have issued a 
preliminary report to his Honor 
the Lieutenant Governor and will 
in due time publish a full report 
of the proceedings, with all the 
evidence. In their preliminary 
report, thecommissioners urgently 
recommended that the heating 
apparatus of the building be at 
once attended to, and if the pre­
sent apparatus cannot be so im­
proved as to produce sufficient 
heat, pew furnaces be put in 
They also repotpmended that 
double windows be put on the 
southern side of the building. 
These recommendations of the 
commissioners refer to only a few 
of the most urgent needs of the 
institution. The evidence showed 
that the building was so cold 
during the winter that the atten 
dants were obliged to wear their 
overcoats while going round the 
rooms and corridors ; that the 
windows were so open that rain 
and snow came in ; that water 
used to freeze on the floor ; that 
the heating pipes had to bp covered 
to keep them from freezing ; and 
this was the atmosphere in which 
the poor unfortunate lunatics 
sick or well, living or dying were 
constantly kept. More than this, 
the evidence showed that the 
pipes, at times, did. freeze on the 
north side ; that the water had to 
be let run to keep it front freezing 
m the pipes, and that about ten 
o’clock at night, the fires were 
banked and the patients were al­
lowed to " shiver.” It also came 
out in evidence that thorn was at 
times “ mice dirt in the porridge,” 
and “ dirty grounds in the milk,” 
that the meat at times was 
“ strong,” “ looked black,” “ was 
very tough ’’ and “ very lean.” It 
was also shown that the flour at 
times was “ not good.” These are 
a few of the disclosures made by 
witnesses. Premier Farquharson 
is chairman of the Board of Trus­
tees for the Asylum, and the tes­
timony of the medical attendant, 
Dr. Blanchard, shows that during 
last year, the trustees made only 
14 visits to the institution, while 
in 1883 as many as 119 visits had 
been made. The law requires 
that one of the trustees shall visit 
the Asylum once a week. During 
the w^ole investigation Premier 
Farquharson was present, evident­
ly to overawe by his presence 
the employees of the Asylum 
when giving evidence. He fre­
quently asked questions of the 
witnesses and Otherwise interfered 
with the commissioners in their 
work. So much so, indeed, that 
at last one commissioner threaten­
ed to resign if such conduct were 
persisted in..-' We have given but 
the meerest outline of the pro­
ceedings ; but enough has been 
said to show that in their man­
agement of the Asylum the Gov­
ernment have dished up a pretty 
kettle of fish. We shall have op 
Caston to refer to this ^matter 
again, later on.

Rsy. Father Morgan, Catholic garri­
son chaplain at Halifax, received orders 
Thursday afternoon to leave for the Traos- 
vaal. In two hours he was on his way, 
having taken the maritime express en 
rents to New yo#rk and Southampton.

The effect of this public gentiment soon 
began to be manifeet in cabinet circles. 
From members of parliament support­
ing the government ae well ae from 
those opposing it, from mayors of 
towns, from reeves and wardens of 
other municipalities, from active and 
retired officers, and from citizens in 
private life' have come urgent requests 
that the government ehonld consider 
the matter at once. The patriotic pride 
of Canadians has been touched as they 
have read the offer and the grateful ac­
ceptance of contingents from New 
Zealand and the colonies of Australis, 
and especially the description of the 
popular demonstration in England over 
the New South Wales corps, which has 
just embarked for South Africa, after a 
period of drill at Aldershot. There ie 
a feeling of indignation that Canada 
alone, the first and greatest of all the 
colonies, should have no part in this 
great imperial movement.

HE SPOKE TOO SOON.
So strong and general has been the 

protest that it has had great weight 
with moet of the ministers, while doubt: 
less some were never in harmony with 
the declaration of the premier. Yet 
here was bis statement ; ‘‘There is oo 
menace to Canada, and although we 
may be willing to contribute troops 
do not see how we can do so.”

” Then again how could we do so 
without parliament granting ns the 
money ? We simply conld not do so.” 
* * f So it ig that we have not offered a 
contingent to the home authorities.' 
“ The government has not discussed 
the question."

So the premier spoke a week ago. 
Then he went to Chicago ae the leader 
of the Canadian contingent which took 
part with Pretident McKinley in the 
arduous contract of laying the corner 
atone of the new post office in that city. 
The reports say that the premier toox 
Chicago by storm on Saturday. 4 great 
public reception was given him on 
Sunday evening by the French Canad­
ian societies to whom he delivered an 
eloquent speech in their own language. 
On Monday be was eloquent in English 
as he addressed the assemblage at the 
corner stone gathering. On Thursday 
he arrived at Ottawa to find that while 
be was gone the pppple of Canada had 
been making themselves heard from. 
The Toronto Globe, the great organ of 
the party, had been engsgedlS the task 
of squaring the government with the 
people. Two issues of that paper con­
tained long despatches from (he eapital 
explaining that while the minister had 
not said much, elaborate and thorough 
preparations had been made by the de 
partment of militia fof the despatch of 
troope to South Africa. The ’ Ottawa 
correspondent assured bis liberal read 
era that “ it was at the request of the 
imperia) government that the Canadian 
administration rsfrajneg irom making 
public announcement as to their intpn 
lions.” He went on to tell that the 
home government bad asked how 
many unite of 125 men conld be pro­
vided, that the ministers had made 
enquiries, that makers of militia ploth: 
ing wire preparing tunics and trousers 
with all possible speed; that the as­
sembly of the force would begin at once 
if war was declared, end that in ten 
days the whole force would be armed 
and equipped end reedy to step on 
boerd the eteappbip to eeil for the seat 
of war.

MR. TARTE HEARD FROM.
This was reassuring. But the day 

after the Globe gave the first suggestion 
that a corps gras to be sent to South 
Africa, a prompt contradiction pame 
from Mr. Tarte’e paper, La Patrie of 
Montreal. It waa more than a con­
tradiction. It was an emphatic con­
demnation of the whole South Africa 
programme,

Mr. Tarte, through his paper, express­
ed hie astonishment at "the inconsid­
erate manner in which a certain num­
ber of onr citizens have spoken mean­
ing those cit'snos who desire to see 
Canada in a line wi h the other colonies. 
Then he reasons with these citizens in 
this way :

“ What ha>P we to do with the affairs 
of Africa?

“ What interests have we in the 
Transvaal ?

MR. TARTE'S PERSONAL CHAL- 

LENOE.
The next morning came the Toronto 

Globe again with the fuller information 
above quoted about the despatch of 
troops,’ ' Th(p time Mr. Tarte protested 
over his own name in a statement to 
La Patrie newspaper. In this signed 
statement the minister of pnblic works 
declared : "lamina poeition to give 
you the qnost positive assurance that 
the government haa not come to any 
deciaion relative to the sending of a 
military corps to the Transvaal- The 
merits of the dispute between England 
and the transvaai are one thing the in­
terference by Canada In the foreign 
wars of the empire is another. It is 
sought to create a precedent which would 
have for result the compulsory partici­
pation in the fntare by Canada in any 
and all the conflicts which may sveep 
over Europe and over the various parts 
of the wourld in which the large Euro­
pean governments are interested.”

MORE OF THE SAME.
Mr. Tsrte’s emphatic assertion that 

the government would do no more than 
allow the enlistment of volunteers and 
his contradiction of the wtv le story of 
the military preparations pnt a new face 
on the matter. The country has bad 
too much occasion to know that what 
Mr. Tarte says goes with this govern 
ment. In this case Mr. Tarte took the 
occasion of a club reception in Montreal 
to speak in the sense*s he wrote. At 
the same time that be denounced those 
who desired Canada to come to the snp 
port of the empire he assured hie and 
ience that the conservatives would not 
carry at the next election more than 
six seats in Quebec province out of the 
sixty-five. D. saurais a prominent 
liberal member of parliament from 
Montreal spoke in a meeting in his own 
riding on the same evening that Mr. 
Tarte made this signed statement. This 
supporter of Mr. Tarte denounced the 
project of sending a corps to South 
Africa, and declared tnat he and all the 
French Canadians in parliament wonld 
voje against it and fight it in parlia­
ment.

THE BATTLE OF THE CABINET.
Sir Wilfrid Lanrier, having finished 

hie picnic at Chicago, was able by 
Thursday to give some attention to the 
burning question in Canada. On that 
day the government met and spent the 
whole day disputing over the matter. 
At night it was still undecided, and the 
dispute has been resumed today. Mr. 
Tarte cane to Ottawa determined that 
the government should not furnish a 
Canadien corps for the Transvaal war. 
He confines himself at present to the 
demand that nothing shall bp done 
without calling parliament together. 
In this position he is able to face the 
patriotic members with the declaration 
made last week by Sir Wilfrid himself. 
Mr Tarte says'that what was improper, 
unconstitutional and impossible last 
week is equally so now.

It is understood that Mr. Tarts has 
threatened to resign if hie colleagues 
should persist in talking the coursa 
which the majority of the English speak­
ing ministers are supposed to favor.

The minister of pnblic works says 
that he does not purpose to be exposed 
to ridicule after the declaration he has 
made on the faith of an understanding 
had with the first minister.

IN OTHER QUARTERS
So the matter stands at the moment 

of writing. The cabinet is so hopelessly 
divided in rentiment that any action 
taken must be either of the nature of a 
compromise, or else tpust tpean an ab-. 
ject backdown of certain ministers. 
General Hatton, who is supposed to 
bavé given ont some information to the 
Globe, and who is an imperial federa- 
tionist and an advocate of the military 
policy which Mr. Tarte opposes, is fierce: 
ly threatened by toe otgaq of that min-, 
ister, which says : ft It does not belong 
to General Hatton to dictate the milit­
ary or civil policy of the government. 
He is purely and simply an executive 
officer. Any attempt ofl the part of 
this ofjloer to assume another role can 
only have one result, and that is hie re­
turn to England. There must be no 
misunderstanding on this subject, 
General Hutton has friends who are 
compromising him and doing him a 
great deal of harm

Sir Charles Tapper has given to the 
public the text of his telegram feqt 
from Yarmouth, Ifova Spolia, to Sir 
Wilfrid, urging him to send a corps to 
8onth Africa. It was sent before war 
was declared and before the general 
protest from all over Canada had ■ be. 
come so strenuous ae it is now, Mr, 
Foster’s language at the banquet given 
him in St. John on Thursday is a chaî­
nage to Mr. Tarte and the other influ­
ential opponents of the imperial move, 
ment,

" Mr. Tarte asks,!’ said Mr, Foster, 
“ What have we to do with the Trans­
vaal? What have we to do with India 
or the outlying quarrels of England ? 
Why ehonld we he taxed for these ? Bnt 
we have to do with these, and we will. 
The sentiment of this country vyill have 
its will. If Mr. Tarte’e sentiments are 
the sentiments of a cabinet minister, it 
is time there was qne cabinet minister 
less.”

It is worthy of note that Mr. flsrgeron, 
one of the mott prominent french oppo­
sition members, speaking at the Foster 
banquet, took the responsibility of say, 
ing for his compatriote that Mr. Tarte 
did not represent their sentiments.

Sir Charles Hibbert Tapper, Mr. 
Clarke Wallape and other prominent 
Conservatives have also expressed 
strong opinions in favor of prompt ac­
tion by Canada.

THE POLITICAL EFFECT.
The resalt of the situation is that the 

conclusion of. the government to make 
an eaily appeal to the people may be 
reversed. It would be difficult to rally 
the loyal liber, le to the active support of 
the party leaders it they fail in this first 
real emr rgerc which bee come to them.
