Turkey Yields Tripoli.
Last evening news arrived in the 

city that Italy had declared war 
against Turkey, and intelligence of 
actual hostilities were awaited. The 
loss of a destroyer by Turkey is re­
ported. Whether it was attended by 
bloodshed or loss of life is not re­
ported. The war in Tripoli itself 
seems to have pursued its >^ay to 
an early close quite peacefully, re­
lieved only by a bit of dramatic 
staging. If the London Chronicle's 
Constantinople despatch is trust­
worthy. the war is practically over, 
the Sultan of Turkey having yielded 
Tripoli to force. This report seems 
not unreasonable. Turkey in all pro­
bability has a much more efficient and 
powerful army than Italy possesses, 
if the success of the two armies 
within the last sixteen years affords r 
criterion. At Adowa the Italians suf­
fered a decisive defeat and the whole 
Abyssinian campaign proved a tiasco. 
from which Italy was unable tc 
emerge with credit. On the othei 
hand, the ease with which Turkey 
disposed of Greece in 1897 showec 
that her army had profited by it? 
reorganization under German officers 
But Turkey cannot strike Italy ex 
cept over the sea, nor can she pu 
up a fight worth while in Tripol 
without transporting her Ehropeai 
troops, across the sea which divide. 
Tripoli from Turkey. She can at 
tempt neither of these necessities. 
Her sea power is a negligible quan 
tity, while on the other hand Italy it 
one of the sea powers of the world 
and possesses and can maintain com 
mand of the sea against Turkey 
which possesses probably not a sin 
gle formidable modern battleship. I 
is no wonder then that the Sultai 
determined to yield Tripoli to force.

TRIPOLI, To-day.

The Italian squadron cruising in the 
offing, came close in shore this morn­
ing and the destroyer Garibaldino 
steamed into the harbor at noon, fly­
ing the white flag. An officer landed 
in a boat. Turkish soldiers surround­
ed the pier. The officer asked for the 
Turkish commander. When taken to 
him he formally announced that the 
Italian fleet had been ordered to oc­
cupy the Tfwn. He demanded the 
instant surrender of the whole Turk­
ish garrson. The Turkish command­
er replied that he was unable to com­
ply with the demand and emphati­
cally refused to surrender. The in­
cident was witnessed by the foreign 
residents who gathered round the 
Italian officer and cheered him en­
thusiastically. The boat then return­
ed to the destroyer which rejoined the 
fleet. A number of residents of Tri­
poli spent the night, camped on the 
beach, alarmed at the possibility that 
the Arabs would get out of hand and 
begin pillaging. Arabs are constant­
ly arriving from the country. The 
Mosques are kept open, and through­
out the night were filled with pray­
ing Arabs.

Girl Reported Missing.
Last night Mr. Cook, of Wood St., 

came to the police station and report­
ed that Miss Jackman, of Bell Island, 
was missing. She came over here a 
few days ago and boarded at Mr. 
Cook's house. She with Miss Cook 
went to the Nickel Theatre last night 
and after leaving there Mies Jackman 
parted with Miss Coo.k and went west 
and did not return home afterwards. 
Mr. Cook is very anxious about the 
girl, who had not returned, as far 
as the police were aware, up to noon 
to-day.__________

Not Yet Found.
The man Johnson, reported miss­

ing to the police last night had not 
returned up to'l p.m. to-day. He was 
last seen on Water Street Wednesday 
night, and the police think he might 
have gone by Thursday evening's ex­
press with others to Quebec to work 
at the pulp mills.

• <- ROME, Sept. 29.

Italy has declared war on Turkey, 
was the official announcement made 
late this afternoon. The two countries 
are declared to be in a state of war. 
beginning at 2.30 p.m. Friday, Sept. 
29th. This Is the hour on which tin 
Italian ultimatum to Turkey expired. 
The announcement was followed by a 
session o fthe Cabinet, at which th< 
Turkish reply was considered and 
found unsatisfactory. Though every 
indication pointed to this action by 
the Italian Government, there was al­
ways the possibility that the good 
offices of other governments would 
be successful in avoiding hostilities 
When the final decision of the Cabinet 
was announced the excitement 
throughout the city was Intense. Dur­
ing the earlier hours of the day, the 
papers had Issued special editions, 
announcing that the Italian fleet .was 
moving In plain sight off the coast of 
Tripoli, intimating that war might be 
declared at any moment. The Minis­
ter of Foreign Affairs received th< 
Turkish reply this morning. He im­
mediately went into conference with 
his associates. It is understood that 
the Ottoman government completely 
considered Italy’s economic claims In 
Tripoli, but evaded the direct answer 
demanded by the Government, which 
had set forth in the ultimatum that 
Turkey must say that she would not 
resist the proposed occupation of Tri­
poli and Cyrene. Instead the Porte 
sent a conciliatory note, suggesting 
further ddlay. It was known that at 
the same time, Turkey had transmit­
ted a note to the powers in which sh«, 
represented herself as the Injured 
party, and, hy inference at least, 
sought their intervention. The Ital­
ian government decided to stand ah-, 
solutely by their ultimatum of yester­
day, and in absence of the reply call­
ed for, to declare Italy and Turkey tc 
be in a state of war from the time at 
which the twenty-four hours notice
