English Biological Expert Makes Im-
portant Discoveries.

It is quite a common belief that if
the pure bred. mate with the pure
bred th.e progeny is bound to be pure.

: The shortstop
is a loose-lipped
cog in a baseball
team who is hir-
ed for _the pur-
pose of prevent-
ing the , pitcher
from blowing up
with a loud de-
topation in the
seventh inning.
His business is
to talk to the
pitcher in a car-
essing tone of
voice and stop ground hits with any
portion of his.person which happens
to get in the. way. The best short-
stops are those - which have been
equipped by nature with metal shins
and a 2 per cent. solution of gray
matter. The old-fashioned six-foot
shortstop with a .full complement of
legs, which bowed ‘out at an angle of
15 degrees, and -could be folded up
like a pocket rule when not in use,
hag become merely the figment of a
dream. The ‘modern shortstop is a
short, squat individual, with about as
mych clearance as a setting hen, and

. can cover more ground than a street

sprinkler. In addition to catching
everything that comes his way, from a
Texas leaguer to the tonsilitis, he is
supposed to bée able to throw the ball
from a sitting posture without killing
anybody in the bleachers. A short-
stop is said to “‘boot’’ the ball when he
miglays it under one of his feet and
executes a neat pirouette on its
mains.

POISON SQUAD MEMBER
COLLAPSES UNDER TEST

Philadelphia Student in Serious Con-
dition for a Time, hut Has
Recovered.

COMPANIONS ARE SICK

Every Member of Band Suffers Nau-
sea as Result of Caffeine

Experiments.

Philadephia, May 11.—Serious re-
sults have followed the feeding of caf-
feine, a drug lurking in chocolate as
well as coffee, to the eight student
members of the “poison squad” of the
Hahnemann Medical College here. All
have been subject to severe head-
aches and serious attacks of nausea,
while one member of the squad was in
such a’serious condition after taking
the caffeine-laden water for the first
twenty days that he had to be placed
in a special ward in the hospital. He
received constant attention, has re-
covered and at the college is said to
have rejoined the squad.

The “poison squad” at the Hahne-
manhn college was formed very quietly.
It came into existence on March 1 and
is under the direct supervision of Dr.
Edmund T. Nesbit, director of the
Hering laboratory of the college.

Dr. Nesbit called for volunteers
from among the students. He said he
wanted men who were willing to do
something for the benefit of humanity
at large, even though it might be to
their own discomfiture. , Twenty-five
students volunteered. Of these four-
teen of the most perfect physically
were chosen, eleven as regular mem-
bers of the squdd and three as altexn-
ates. * o S

For thirty days the members of

the squad were given doses of caffeine .

while Dr. Nesbit and his assistants
made personal observations, , taking
the pulses and temperature of the
members of the squad and making
notes on their general physical con-
dition. It was not until within the
last few days that one member of the
squad weakened under the experiment
to such an extent that it was neces-
sary to send him to the hospital. Dr
Nesbit refuses to reveal the name of
the student who collapsed, but de-
clares that through proper treatment
immediately he soon recovered. * * *

The caffeine was administered in a
golution and was mixed with the
water the squad drank. :The stud-
ents did not know when they were
getting the caffeine. There were no
stated times for giving it in order to
keep the mind of the student free
from worry in order that the physical
condition might not be changed ma-
‘terially through the action of the
brain. ; 3

Before joining the “poison squad
cach student had to sign a release
against -any _action for damages
against the college.

The laboratory was organized about
fifteen months ago with Dr. Nesbit as
director, and almost immediately an
exhaustive study was started to as-
certain the destructive = qualities of
caffeine as used in food stuffs. * * *

The students continued to. live at
the dormitories or at boarding houses,
but they were required to take their
meals at the training table located in
the hospital near the , diet Kkitchen.
Before ¢ach ‘meal the temperature
was recorded, the pulse and respira-
tton were taken and the blooed pres-
sure was tested. - During the period

The
proposed measure would also empow-
er the Postmaster General to cancel
mail contracts with vessels that are
parties to the pool, or otherwise com-
mitted to restrain trade.
