Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—I learn that the united 

front shown by the teachers has suc­
ceeded in securing for them their in­
crease of salary from 1st of January 
last. In other words the Government 
has shown their appreciation of this 
branch of the Civil Service by bring­
ing them under increased pay six 
months in advance of the remainder 
of the' Civil Service.

While congratulating the teachers 
on their good fortune, I think it is 
most unfair to the other branches of 
the service particularly those residing 
in the city who have to respond to 
so many calls, collections, etc., (to 
which the teachers are largely ex1- 
empt) and which makes their nett 
income even less, than that which the 
teachers complain of. The recent in­
crease graded from five to fifty cents 
per day does not yet bring the salar­
ies of the Postal and Customs officials 
(many of them doing expert work) 
up to the stipend paid a junior clerk 
in a mercantile office.

Civil servants, if you desire a living 
wage, you must fight for it. New­
foundland has not yet seen the poli­
tical leader with sufficient courage to 
do justice to the civil servant. Or­
ganize, form your union or associa­
tion which in the right hands would 
soon become a power, whose plea or 
demand no Government could afford 
to ignore. Now is the day and now 
is the hour. In a year or so a Govern­
ment will be appealing to the people, 
and the support of an organized civil 
service union or association would 
certainly be one of the influences j 
which would receive consideration.

industry (which wasteful and bung­
ling methods did their best to stran­
gle in its infancy), arising directly 
out of the war, brought thousands of 
dollars to the country. What earnest 
have we that these extraordinary con­
ditions will continue to benefit us 
when the war is over, when govern­
ments cease the prodigal flow of 
money, stop mortgaging the future 
and enter upon a task of the most 
rigid economy? What provision are 
we making against a future like this, 
instead of building upon an impossi­
ble continuance of the present?

Finally, though we have not be­
gun to touch the subject, as a little 
afterthought the budget announces 
that the surplus of the past year and 
that estimated for the next will have 
to be devoted directly to war ex­
penses. They will be quite insuffi­
cient and another $750,000 must be 
borrowed. Outside, probably, as us­
ual. Thus all our boasted prosper­
ity, our “good fortune,” is insuffi­
cient to provide the smallest reserve, 
to lead us away from the hand to 
mouth national existence of the past. 
A couple of good years consume en­
tirely their own profits and more be­
sides. The public debt goes up by 
leaps and bounds. The comparison 
with Canada, with ten times our re­
lative resources, is utterly mislead­
ing: her enormously changed bal­
ance of trade is much, more to the 
point. We meet our own domestic 
needs as best we can, and for extra­
ordinary ones go outside and borrow. 
Some day will be the rainy one, and 
we do not care to contemplate it. In 
tile, whole of the budget, which pro­
vided an unequalled opportunity, 
there is not the slightest reference 
to the crying need of the times, the 
sacred duty of every nation and ev­
ery individual, rich and poor—econ­
omy. True, reference is made to the 
savings deposits for the year, a mil­
lion and a quarter dollars. We may 
be forgiven for not. agreeing with 
Mr. Cashin that $5 per caput saved 
in a year is a “large figure." What 
figure would represent the spend­
ings? What the profligate extra­
vagance? What the cost of the mo­
tor cars that populate the city, the 
moving picture shows and other 
amusements, the shoddy and exorbit­
ant goods that are bought and sold, 
the waste that all these embody? 
These reflections are not extrane­
ous to budget discussions, they 
are of their essence.

11 get. Why it should be
called a Budget is not clear, for it 
scarcely indicates even general chan­
ges in the method of revenue collec­
tion and is almost entirely a review 
of the finances of the past two years. 
Even so it is a statement of unusual 
interest. We can only make the most 
general observations here, though 
every paragraph suggests conclu­
sions to us different in kind or de­
gree from those drawn by the Minis­
ter.

Our first impulse, when we had 
read the budget, was to congratulate 
Mr, Cashin upon its showing, but we 
will not waste words in doing for him 
what, he has already done so well for 
himself. We are inclined to think he 
lias a little overdone it. There is a 
sort of smug, complacent self-satis'- 
taction about his report which, 
frankly, we do not like. It consorts 
ill with the times and the true facts, 
it must be admitted that the large 
figures of the last two years are 
good, but the main causes are not 
correctly described and there are 
offsets to the effect which promise 
to neutralise it entirely. That we 
have come so well, financially, 
through the storm of war is no 
cause for "rejoicing in our good for­
tune," as the statement does in sev­
eral places, but for sincere thank­
fulness. It is as true of nations as 
of individuals that their prosperity 
in such times as these must largely 
be borrowed from the miseries of 
others. But if this aspect of our 
prosperity might pardonably have 
escaped the Minister’s notice, the 
same cannot be said of it’s danger­
ously transient nature. We see lit­
tle to justify the optimism that in­
spires Mr. Cashin’s view of the fu­
ture.

What causes have chiefly contri­
buted to this prosperity? At the 
very outset Mr. Cashin has omitted 
mention of the first explanation of 
tho larger figures he presents, the 
enormous inflation of money. This 
has been so great, the purchasing 
power of money has so much declin­
ed, that the same figures as for, say, 
1913, would represent an appreci­
ably smaller volume of trade. Next, 
a wrong impression is created by 
the virtual addition of the expprt and 
import increases, as though they 
were separable instead of really ex­
plaining one another. The state­
ment says that the prosperity of the 
country is reflected by the growth in 
value of the imports. To "prosper­
ity" add "extravagance” and some­
thing more truthful will be said. 
Moreover, the increased spending 
power of the country has not been 
derived entirely from increased earn­
ings. A large part of the commun­
ity, to take one • instance, are re­
ceiving in the form of allotments 
and pensions an income never be­
fore approached. Far the greater 
iwrt of this, be it carefnlly noted, is 
borrowed money. Apart from that, 
tlie chief causes of the increase in 
those earnings are apparent, and 
their possibly temporary nature can­
not too strongly be emphasised. 
First and foremost, all our fisheries 
have benefited enormously by the 
war’s ruthless destruction of com­
petition and the universal increase 
in the value of all foodstuffs. The 
same applies to ail the other commo­
dities which we export. The pit-prop

THE GREAT 
AIRARMADA.

(POBRcj Opinion.)
Germany has not and will never 

have the mastery of the' air. British 
airmen have the mastery, and Admir­
al Peary says that the United States 
must become the first air power of 
tlie world.

What the British are doing on the 
Western Front and what the Ameri­
cans aim at doing are here shown in 
contrast with the strange devilry of 
the German air raid on London.

What Our Men Illd.
It is pleasant to contrast with the 

ignoble achievement of the enemy’s 
air service the magnificent and sol­
dierly wot-k accomplished by our air­
men in the Battle of Messines,” says 
the Scotsman. "Press correspond­
ents at the front have described their 
glorious deeds. During the entire 
course of the action the enemy's air­
men were reduced to complete Impo­
tence.

Not content with searching them 
out in the air, our flying squadrons a' 
early dawn attacked the enemy’s aerc 
dromes behind the fighting line. They 
rained down bombs upon them; they 
flew low and attacked them with 
machine gun fire; they circled the 
aerodromes and picked off the enemy 
as they were getting their machines 
out, the^jr ÿjiddle the hangars with 
bullets. WHile some continued to 
keep guard over the aerodromes, 
others went away on equally daring 
quests. They picked up troop trains, 
bombed them, and fired into them. If 
the trains stopped, and the troops 
descended, our men came lower, cir­
cling over the heads of the enemy 
and doing great execution with' their 
machine guns.

They treated moving columns of 
the enemy’s Infantry in the same way, 
scattering large bodies with the pre­
cision of their close-range fire; 
they hunted ammunition convoys and 
transport cars—everything, in fact, 
that moved on the ground or above 
it within the enemy’s lines. They did 
not even hesitate to attack the ene­
my’s anti-aircraft guns and his ma­
chine guns. Many of these they put 
out of action by diving boldly at them 
and picking off the gunners as they 
sped past.

“Finally—though this enumeration 
of their daring exploits is not com­
plete—they flew along the trenches, 
driving the enemy into their dugouts 
and shelters, and leaving in their 
tracks long lines of slain and wound­
ed. In this day of victory—glorious 
for all branches of British arms—our 
airmen established a reign of terror 
behind the enemy's lines no less by 
their brilliant scouting for the artil­
lery than by tlje daring hunting they 
did on their own account . It is no 
wonder that the enemy want to lure 
them away from the scene where they 
ride triumphant in the air.”

America’s Great Air Armada.
The United States is to send a Great 

Air Armada to Europe.
"Six hundred million dollars 

(£120,000,000) for aeroplanes will 
be asked of Congress in an Appro­
priation Bill to be introduced shortly 
at the request of the Council of Na­
tional Defence,” says the Times 
Washington correspondent. “This is 
in addition 1 to 64 million dollars 
( £ 12,800,000) already appropriated 
for aircraft in the War Budget meas­
ure Just enacted by Congress.

“This great appropriation is design­
ed to put into effect plans to give the 
Allies overwhelming air supremacy.

The Washington correspondent of 
the Evening Post telegraphs that the 
Council of National Defence (con­
sisting of expert military advisers to 
the Government) has decided in fa­
vor of an immediate construction of 
100,000 aeroplanes, sufficient to sup­
ply 25,000 airmen at all times. Such 
an air fighting force, he says, would 
be second to none."

To Blind the German Armies.
“Congress is now considering a Bill 

to create a Department of Aeronau­
tics, with its chief in the President's 
Cabinet," says the Times. “An 'Air 
Navy’ which will dominate every 
square mile of the Western Front 
was advocated before the Senate Com­
mittee by Mr. Howard Coffin, of the 
Council of National Defence.

He urged that a fleet of aeroplanes 
so numerous and formidable as to 
preclude the possibility Of German 
airmen even leaving their aerodromes . 
for the .shortest flight observations 
would so blind the eyes of the German 
Armies as to throw the, balance of 
power completely and jtjermanently 
Into the hands of America and the 
Allies.

‘With such an end in view, he ad­
vocated the mobilisation of every in­
dustry in the United States capable 
of participating In the work of build­
ing America an air fleet that shall 
hold complete dominion over Western 
Europe.”

“A violent and sustained offensive 
against the large towns In Germany 
proper (not In Belgium or Alsace) 
would, at once diminish the German 
air force on Haig's froq^ protect this 
country, and set free an these thous­

He paid a 
tribute to the valuable work done by 
the Patriotic Association whose ef­
forts had saved the country large ex­
penditures of money and spoke in 
optimistic terms of recruiting.

The Prime Minister and Mr. Bennett 
endorsed the remarks of the Minister 
of Justice, the former particularly 
eulogizing the voluntary work of His 
Excellency the Governor and Mr. Ben­
nett suggesting that our brigades be 
subsidized for the services they had 
rendered the regiment.

Mr. Clift echoed the sentiments of 
the Prime Minister regarding the work 
of the Governor and also paid a high 
compliment to Major Montgomerie for 
the work he had done and was doing.

Report on No. 3525, Quinton, 42 Young 

Street.
July 2nd, 1917. 

From Medical Officer, Depot,
To S. M. O.

Sir,—
I first visited this man, sick in bil­

lets, on Monday, April 23rd. He was 
then suffering from a feverish cold, 
with slight pains about him and 
cough, with a rise of temperature. 
About three or four days later he com­
plained of stitch in side. I examined 
him and found he had pleurisy (dry) 
in left side which ran a course of 
about a week or ten days, and sub­
sided. After temperature was normal 
for a few days and he felt much bet­
ter, I allowed him up and down stairs 
(on second day). Then he was taken 
with a stitch in the other side and 
went back to bed. When I saw him 
he had a slight temperature and what 
I thought was a beginning pleursiy on 
the right side. After a day or two I 
examined him and found this to be the 
case. I had treated him along for 
pleurisy in the meantime. When I 
saw that he was in for another siege 
of pleurisy I mentioned General Hos-

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Further Report on 3525, Pte. Edward 
Quinton.

July 7, 1917.
Sir,—

As stated in my former report I 
first se-v this man sick in billets on 
April L.’.rd, 1917. He was then suf- 
ferirg from feverish cold. I visited 
him again on the 25th and 26th. He 
was then improved somewhat and I 
gave him indefinite leave; he was to 
iet me know if he became any worse. 
On May 1st I was called to see him 
again, and on examination found that 
he had a dry pleurisy left side. I 
then saw him each day up to the 7th, 
when his temperature dropped to nor­
mal, the pain in side left him and he 
was feeling alright. I saw him again 
on the 9th and on the 12th. From 
the time that I gave him leave until I 
was called again on May 1st, he was 
feeling alright, was up and around, 
but was taken rather suddenly on that 
date—with pain in side. On the 13th 
and 14th of May I allowed him up 
again, as his temperature had been 
normal since the 7th. I visited him 
every second day up till about the 
22nd, when he was again stricken with 
pain in right side, which on examina­
tion proved to be pleurisy, which sub­
sided after treatment, and on June 
8th I saw him again, and he was run­
ning a little temperature in the even­
ing. I saw him again on the 9lh; he 
still had a temperature. On thé 10th 
I examined him again and found signs 
of active tuberculosis in base of right 
lung, and on thia-date I recommended 
that he be removed to Jensen Camp 
for treatment. I did not visit him 
next day as I thought he had been sent 
to the Camp. On the 12th I was call­
ed over to see him again, he then was 
vomiting and had had an attack of 
diarohea, which I treated, and I think 
he was removed to the Camp the next 
day, June 13th. I made altogether 
some 30 visits during his illness.

The dates I have used are approxi­
mate, although I have In my books an 
accurate account of visits made I did 
not make a record of changes of con­
dition of patient from time to time.

I also saw Pte. Quinton at Sick Par­
ade at Armoury on the 20th or 21st of 
April. He then complained of slight 
cold; he had no temperature and did

not feel very sick, so was given Duty 
and Medicine.

FATAL MINE EXPLOSION AT SÏI).

NEÏ, C.B.

SYDNEY, July 25.
A gas explosion occurred in a mine 

at New Waterford this morning. Over 
one hundred men were underground 
at the time. Forty were taken out 
badly gassed. Eight are dead.

Later.—The worst explosion in the 
history of the Cape Breton coal fields 
occurred at 7.30 a.m. to-day in No. 12 
colliery, New Waterford district. The 
official estimate places dead at 62, in­
cluding 30 native miners, 22 Nfldrs., 
and 10 foreigners. About 270 men 
were ir. the mine at the time and the 
colliery officials express surprise that 

~tlie loss of life is not greater. Up te 
a late hour to-night only a small 
number of bodies had been taken up. 
The greater number will lie where 
they are till to-morrow. Great 
crowds of people including weeping 
women and children still surround 
tie pit’s mouth. It is now believed 
the explosion was caused by the first 
shot fired when the men had taken 
their places at No. 7 landing, block­
ing the way to the landing, so that 
rescuers have had to approach by an­
other route than usually used. Her­
oic work is being done by scores of 
volunteers, and two young men who j 
were down into the pit this morning 
on rescue work were suffocated and 
now lie dead.

virtually decided with the Germans 
holding the suburbs Just across the 
Sereth River within. easy gun range. 
The Germans chose the Junction 
point of the Seventh and Eleventh 
Armies for beginning their offensive, 
the first blow being struck between 
Zoporoff and Pebaki, on a two mile 
front. Without great efforts, as is ad­
mitted in the Russian official com­
munications, they pursued their ad­
vance to the line of the Sereth. This 
uncovering of the Ruussian positions 
south of Tarnopol forced a retirement 
along the diagonal line southwest- 
ward, cutting the Stripa and Zelota 
Li pa to Halicz and the Lomnica. The 
Russians have been obliged to retire 
to the right bank of the river, and 
Halicz is seriuosly threatened wjth 
the pros fleet of a further retirement 
to the original Russian positions east 
of Stanislau, occupied before General 
Brussiloff’s advance. One of the first 
results has been a general agitation 
for the restoration of the death pen­
alty for insubordination in the Army 
and for treasonable conduct on the 
part of agitators. General Kerniloff, 
Commander on the southwest front, 
has issued orders to all subordinate 
commanders to open fire on deserters 
and troops refusing to obey orders. 
The Russian Workmen’s Battalion, 
raised by the twice-wounded girl offi­
ce*, Vera Butchkareff, was in action 
on the front at Kreve yesterday for 
the first time. They are reported to 
have been successful, although the 
battalion suffered some losses, (he ex­
tent of which is not yet known.

Then these same 
French troops who had endured the 
continuous bombardment and attack 
suddenly leaped forward and swept 
the Germans out of their easily gains.

WHAT THE GERMAN THINKS.

• ALLIES MUST SPEAK OUT, 
PARIS, July 25.

The labor of the Allies’ Conference 
will not be limited to the Balkans. 
For one thing it Is important to clear 
the air after the Reichstag action last 
week, although Premier Lloyd George 
has already replied to a certain ex­
tent to the speech of Chancellor Mi- 
chaelis. It is desirable, says the Mat­
in, that the Allies should issue a 
joint statement on what happened at 
Berlin, so that the Germanized peace 
manoeuvre may everywhere be check­
ed and reasons given where they are 
needed why the Allies cannot accept 
the Reichstag resolution as a basis 
for peace negotiations. The explana­
tion, adds the Matin, will be princi­
pally addressed to the people of Rus­
sia and Austria-Hungary. There 
must be no risk of the Russian revo­
lutionaries being duped by the Reich­
stag, and the Allies must demonstrate 
to them what would be the result in 
Europe if Germany's crime be allow-

COPENHAGEN, July 25.
A remarkable frank article by the 

Berlin correspondent of the National 
Tidenden, passed by the Foreign of­
fice censorship, discusses the enemy 
side of the submarine campaign and 
the effect it has upon neutrals. It is 
genrally recognized, he says, that the 
loger the campaign continues the few­
er friends Germany will have after 
the war. This consideration, together 
with the thought of the many billions 
which another six months’ war would 
cost, were the two principal factors 
which contributed to bringing a ma­
jority of the Reichstag into line upon 
a bid for immediate peace. The cor­
respondent says now it is generally 
admitted that the effect of the cam­
paign has been miscalculated, not re­
garding the amount in tonnage de­
stroyed but as to the time required to 
make its effects felt in England. The: 
German people are still convinced 
that it will succeed ultimately, if 
given time and they themselves gre 
able to hold out. Disregarding the 
Galician happenings, as accidental, 
the correspondent says, there can be 
no question of a big offensive owing 
to a lack of men, as Field Marshal 
Von Hindenburug frankly admitted

WIN THE WAR CONVENTION.

TORONTO, July 25.
A call for a wjn the war conven­

tion, issued last light, bears the sig­
nature of over ljs of Ontario's most 
prominent Citizens. In a foot note 
the executive explains that owing to 
the need for haste many persons 
could not be reached, especially in 
more distant parts of the province, 
Wè can count on their help and sup­
port, adds the note. The object of 
the organization, ^s will be laid be­
fore the convention, when it meets on 
August 2nd and 3rd, are that Canada 
shall dedicate all her resources of 
men and means to winning the war, 
that conscription measures be imme­
diately adopted and enforced, that a 
national non-partizan Government be 
established for a vigorous prosecu­
tion of thç war, and that all patriotic 
elements In the country which place 
the winning of the war above all 
other consideration, be united.

It has 
been first necessary to arouse people 
te a sense of the circumstances, to the 
fact that there is no reason why such 
a large proportion of children should 
die' before they are a year old, and 
then a regular course of Instruction

to mothers is undertaken by exhibits, 
lectures, and public and private in­
struction. This has generally been 
done in a widely advertised campaign 
for » week or more in each city.

I have been in correspondence with 
my sigjer-in-law, Miss Nutting, Pro- 

, feasor of Nursing at Teachers’ Col­
lege, Columbia, in reference to pro­
curing the material for an exhibit in 
St. John’s, and the services of a 
Nurse who was conversant with the 
management of such a campaign. She 
has had a list made of the exhibits 
which are required, and has secured 
the services of a trained nurse ex­
perienced in this sort of work, who 
will be ready to leave New York for 
here early in August. I calculate that h_„
it will take a week to prepare the ex- ffhas Prevonted fishermen 
hibit and that it should be open to the 
public for at least a week.

I have spoken to Drs. Brehm, Mac- 
pherson and Tait, who consider the 
movement is very much to be desired, 
and have promised their help, and I 
have no doubt that other city physic­
ians will do the seme.

I shall not have time to attend to 
the matter myself, and I think it best 
that a Committee of Ladies should 
undertake the management of the en­
terprise, and as I have already said,
I think the duty might be undertaken 
by the W.P.A.

In regard to expenses, I intend to 
devote my salary as iviayor for this 
year, say, $60Q, to this purpose, and 
I have no doubt that auy further sum 
neeesary will be easily procurable. I 
do not at present see why the expenses 
should succeed the sum mentioned.

Dear Mr. Gosling:

I am in the deepest sympathy with 
the proposal contained in your letter | 
of the 16th instant to arrange for a 
Child Welfare Exhibit to be held some 
time during the month of August next.

In accordance with your request, I 
brought up the subject before the Ex­
ecutive Committee of the W. P. A., and 
the matter was fully discussed, and I 
am glad to state that you can count 
upon the active co-operation of the 
Women’s Patriotic Association,—this 
being certainly a class of War-work 
in which all will most assuredly be in­
terested.

It happens also that the subject has 
already been much discussed by the 
Governor and myself, and we have 
been closely following the accounts 
of the energetic measures which are 
being taken in London, where they 
have Just had a Child Welfare Exhibit, 
and throughout the United Kingdom, 
where every means that is possible is 
being taken to reduce the appalling 
loss of life during the years of in­
fancy.

Great improvements are shown dur­
ing the last 20 years, but very much 
more remains to be done in many 
places including our own city of St. 
John’s. The high infantile death-rate 
(of children under one year) in 1916 
in St. John’s was due in some measure 
to the epidemic of measles; but I feel 
sure that the course which you pro­
pose, actively supported by the Medi­
cal Profession and energetically back-
