As a military accomplishment the
fall of Jerusalem has been variously
estimated. The “New York Sun” says:
#The strategic value of Jerusalem is
ot significant. With the control that
it gives over the Judaean hills, it
places in the hands of the Allies the
key to Galilee. It permits the pene-
tration of the country to the north,
the acquisition of Mt. Carmel, Nazar-
eth and the Sea of Galilee.”

Major General Maurice, director of
military operations at the British War
Office, views it in the larger light of
the Egyptian-Sinai-Palestine cam-
paign as a whole—and says, “The
great achievement from a military

¢ goint of view is not the defeat of the

Tarks, but the conquest of the Sinai
Ysert. The troops who fought at
daza drank water pumped from Egypt
through a pipe line extended as the
army advanced across the arid waste,
and the supplies were carried over a
broad-guage railway, laid for that
parpose clear across the 150 miles of
the Sinai desert, which has defeated

' almost everybody that tried $o con-

qﬁgr Egypt for centuries.”

And
now Palestine itself.

These are the countries in which
the Bible was produced, and everyone
of them has made its contribution of
thought, feeling, colour, words and
actions to the pages of the Old Testa-
ment or the New.

I do not know what Britons as a
whole prize in the way of honour, but
to me this is the most glorious, and
at the same time, the most 'sobering
fact in the annals of the British Em-
pire. And not only so, but the dis-
tinction is peculiar to Britain in the
history of the world. Perhaps it has
a cause; I think it has. The people
of the British Isles, more than those
of any of the older nations, might be
properly described as *“the people of
the Book.” It was in an effort to
give a worthy rendering of the Scrip-
tures that England produced the chief
monument of her own literature.
More than any Church, ancient or
modern, the ‘established Church of
England is the Church of the Book.
And the British and Foreign Bible
Society provides and sends forth the
Scriptures in over four hundred
languages to the nations of the earth.
And was it not an honoured Queen of
Britain who, when asked by an In-
dian chieftain, the secret of Eng-
land’s geratness, handed him a copy
of the New Testament, saying as she
did so, “Here is the gecret of Eng-
land’s greatness.”  To-day, with souls
stirred to the depth, we celebrate the
coming of the last of Bible lands un-
der the control and direction of the
British people. Here is a reward
from the hands of God Himself, and
at the same time, a trust more sacred
than words can tell for the nations
and races of the earth.

By way of contrast and warning
may I not allude to the action, the
ambition and the fate of Germany in
this regard. Was it not her ambition
to hold sway in Bible lands, Palestine,
Mesopotamia -and Egypt? All the
world knows that it was; to wit, we
have the Kaiser’s visit to the East;
and the Bagdad railway; and the alli-
ance of Turkey; and the scheme for
the conquest of Egypt. Yes, it was
her ambition to hold sway over these
ancient and fertile lands.

Is it not significant, therefore, that
this honor has been denied a people
who have shredded the Bible during
the past fifty years and sapped it of its
meaning; who have not only broken
its law, but trampled its precepts un-
der foot; who have done violence to
and for Him, Who personified Divine
love and truth and righteousness sub-
stituted in the minds and affections of
the German people, men who call
Christ a weakling, and preached the
doctrine of blood and iron. Is it not
significant, I say, that they have miss-
ed their goal in Bagdad, in Jerusalem,
in Egypt, though they- have sacrificed
everything for its attainment, though
they have said: “Might will carry us
to the goal; right may be disregarded
for the present”—though they have
said, “We will first be enthroned by
power, and then right may sit at our
royal feet.” 3

The people who have done violence
to the Bible and its teaching are not
to be entrusted with the guardianship
of Bible lands.

Let me now touch upon another as-
pect of the matter—the effect of the
fall ‘of Jerusalem on the prestige of
the nations concerned, namely, Tur-
key, Britain and Germany.

We need not spend much time over
its effect on Turkey as a separate pow-
er; for our purpose, it and Germany
may go together as they do in the
war. All the world is now aware that

|the Empire of the Sultan is but the

Empire of the Kaiser, masquerading
as an independent ally. All the world
knows that the harlot Empire of the
Bosphorus has sold herself to = her

money masters and war lords of Ber-|
lin. Great Britain gave notice to
Turkey that the day she entered the

lem world has been wrested from her

keeping. “In  June, 1916, .Turkish
prestige was given a staggering blow
by the successful revolt of the Shereef
of Mececa, when the Moslem Holy of
Holies was torn away from the Cali-
phate.” Thus with Mecca looking to

Britain- for protection; with Jerusa-'

lem gone to Britain; with Bagdad
gone, the prestige of Comnstantinople
and of Berlin has suffered a shock
shrough Asia Minor and the whole re-
gion between the Bosphorus and the
Persian Gulf.

On.the other hand. With Egypt, Pa-
lestine, Mesopotamia and Indin under
the inspiration and control of Great
Britain, she is the largest and most
influential Moslem power in the world.
British prestige is mightily enhanced
with the Moslem world at her back.

But the wonderful event which we
celebrate to-day before the Throne of
God wins another race and another an-
cient religion to the side and support
of Britain and her Allies. For the
Jew is concerned in the fall of Jeru-
salem. The Hebrew has been called
“the race of the wandering foot.”
They have no homeland. It is two
thousand five hundred years since
there was a Jewish native land; yet
they remain Hebrew, they remain
Jewish. There is nothing like this in
human records. Their  history is a
history of dispersions, captivities, and
restorations. To-day they are more
numerous than ever, more Jewish
than ever, more widely scattered
among all the other races of the
world than ever.

What are they pondering over at
this moment, those children of Abra-
ham, spread abroad like the stars of
heaven, numerous as the sand on
the sea  shore for multitude,
yet indestructible in their character-
istics and in their faith? Why, to-day
they are like one awakening from a
slumber, one to whom a dream has
come true. Their hopes cherished
through the centuries bid fair to take
shape before their eyes. Jerusalem
has been wrested from the Turk;
Palestine is free. ‘“Palestine, the land
of your fathers’ sepulchres, is with-
in your grasp, O Israel. Awake, O
Sons of Jacob of every land; the

flag of freedom is once more on the
battlements of Zion!” But what flag |
is it? “Look again, ye Jews, dispers-’,
ed among the nations—it is the flag off
Britain, whose statesmen said but the |
other day, ‘His Majesty’s Government
views with favour the  establishment
in Palestine of a rational home for the
Jewish people.’ Thus it comes to pass
that the capture of Jerusalem is the
winning of the whole Jewish race to
the side of Britain. She becomes the
hope of this scattered race, the object
of Jewish prayers, and the recipient
of Jew:ish support and infiuence.”

But the winning of the Jews has a
deeper meaning: Do ¥ou not suppose
that Hebrew children, Hebrew wo-
men, yea, and hard-headed business
men among them will look upon, and
study, and scrutinize and ponder over
that flag which now they love as none
other? And will it not dawn upon
thousands of these bright Jewish
minds, that it is in reality a Jewish
flag, that its distinctive symbol is the
cross on which the greatest of the
Hebrew prophets was put to death
two thousand years ago, outside ihe
very city on whose walls and tow-
ers it floats to-day in triumph?

‘Why, behold a wonderful thing, the
two mightiest of the old relgions are
looking to Jesus Christ. Millions,
hundreds of millions of Mohammedans
crying, “Allah! Allah!” Millions, tens
of millions of Jews calling on “Jeho-
vah,” find in Britain, the Empire of
all its ideas of purity and kindliness;
the open Bible and the Cross, their
friend and trusted companion, guard-
ing their sacred place, acknowledging
their rights, respecting their aspira-
tions. Moslems who have trampled
upon His cross, and Jews who once de-
spised and rejected Him, whose dying
upon it has made it famous and the
symbol of love Divine and human, re-

part that the Holy City has come into

our keeping just at this time? Britain |

is about to experience on her western
front the supreme test of her-'wm.
strength and endurance.  Jerusalem
comes to us therefore as a kind of as-
surance from God that He is with us
still, and at the same time as a defini-
tion, as a setting forth of our national
and allied goal. But what does Jeru-
salem stand for, what is her special
significance among the citfes of the
world? I andwer; Jerusalem stands
for spiritual empire—nay, more, for
the enduring character of spiritual
empfire.

‘This is something which the  Jews
2s a people failed to see; it was
clear, however, to the prophets,
clearer still to Jesus. Jernsalem i;
alone in this distinction, in this stand-
ing for spiritual empire, and the per-
manence of it. Call up the names of
the great cities of old—Babylon, Nine-
veh, Rome—they stood, each of them
In turn, for world empire. Have they
remained, these ancient centres of
world dominion? They have not.
Babylon and Nineveh are but grass-
covered mounds in a land of devasta-
tion; Rome has clung to a show of
her ancient greatness only through
her association with the enduring
Kingdom of Christ. Jerusalem was
never the centre of world power; for
a little time she was the capital city
of a little nation, but that passed and
the Jews brought destruction upon
themselves and their city when they
sought world empire like Babylon,
Nineveh and Rome. It is Jerusalem’s
glory to be the spiritual capital of
the world, and even after centuries
of grinding under the heel of des-
potism, she is that spiritual capital
to-day.

But why do I say that, Jerusalem
has that spiritual empire at the pres-
ent time? Because I recall  what
happened yesterday (Saturday). Yes-
terday, throughout every land, the
Jews were at worship; they read the
law of Moses and the prophets, the
law that came forth from Sinai and
the prophets who spoke in Jerusalem.
I say that she is the spiritual mis-
tress of the world because of the
spectacle which meets the eye of my
imagination at this hour; this Sunday
morning, throughout Canada and the
Empire, and ‘all the nations, I see men
and women at prayer in the buildings
which stand for the Christian Church;
I see them reading from the law and
the prophets and the gospels, all of
which came forth from Zion to
spiritualize the world. I say Jerusa-
lem stands out for spiritual empire
among the cities of all time, on this
account also that Jesus taught in her
Temple courts, and on the sides of the
hills which stand round about her;
Jesus was crucified outside her north-
ern Gate; Jesus rose from the dead
in the Garden beyond her confines—
thus becoming the spiritual hope of
all men for this life and that which is
to come.

And so I conclude that Jerusalem
comes to us standing for spiritual
empire in this greatest moment of
our own Empire’s history to define, to
set forth the real purpose of our own
existence in world affairs. On the
western front the real Armggeddon is
breaking. Britons at home, Britons
abroad, the goal of your Empire is
not only to possess the city of Jerus-
alem but to perpetuate her spiritual
empire. To your knees, O sons of
freedom, and pray—then to your
trenches and fight.

The appeal to His Excellency the
Governor for recruits to reinforce the
Regiment, which appears elsewhere
in to-day’s issue, is put in strong and
convincing language, and its perusal
is commended to every man, woman

and child in the island. But one fea-'

ture about it which is passing strange
is that is it datad March 30th. If this
appeal was prepared on that date,
why in the name of common sense
was it not read at Wednesday night’s
meeting. That wes the time to have
commenced the new, fresh, strong re-
cruiting Campaizn of which this ap-
peal is the beginning. During the next
few weeks the new recruiting move-
ment will be in full swing, and while
the Telegram is not in favor of Iit,
nevertheless, this paper is prepared
to wait a reasonable time for the pro-
duction of results. But we have no
intention of taking back water. We
have emphatically stated our position
and shall continue to urge that Select-
ive Conscription be tried out. The
difficulties that are said to exist in
other countries have no bearing on
conditions in Newfoundland: neither
can they be advanced as an excuse.
All those have been given before or
when conscription was first mooted,
and no argument that Canada has met
with obstacles is of any avail. When
the application of some form of con-
scription is made in Newfoundland,
we shall be in a better position to
judge. To go further, we state that
in Canada, notwithstanding that the
Dominion has a National Government,
there is too great a measure of party
politics and political influence under-
lying the situation. In this country it
is all politics, because our present
legislators are politicians first and
patriots afterwards. Their policy
from the time that they took over the
conduct of recruiting from the Pat-
riotic Association and placed it un-
der the control of the Department of
Militia has been omne of delay, and
apathy, if the spasmodic effort of last
fall’s recruiting be omitted. Since
then nothing has been done, and it is
¢nly now, when the Imperial. Govern-
ment have been obliged to put it
squarely up to us, that our patched
up Government responds to the re-
quest, not, unfortunately with any
vigor, but as is characteristic of
them, along the lines of least resist-
ance, by asking for volunteers, in-
stead of making military service com-
pulsary ‘with certain wmodifications.

of the Regiment. With not quite a full
battalion available, and no reserves
(for any sent, or being sent cannot
get to the front for some time yet)
there should have been at least five
hundred men ready to have left New-
foundland no* later than March i5th.
If recruiting is to be the only means,
the flimisy excuse, that treather pre-
vented parties frem going round the
Country in Janaary, February and
March, is as ignoble as it is inaccu-
rate. What can be expected now in
the way of results. On the West
Coast all the eligible men are engaged
in the bank fishery. On the North
East Coast and in the Bays they will
be preparing for the Shore and Lab-
rador fisheries and those who are not
engaged in either will have left the
country to obtain work in Canada.
‘Where then is the much needed volun-
teers to be obtained? There is only
one way and that way is by a combing
out process on a Selective Conscrip-
tion measure, which should engage
the attention of the Government at
once. “Defer no time,” Mr. . Prime
Minister. “Delays have dangerous
ends.” If any further testimony is
needed that recruiting is dead and
buried, it is supplied by our esteemed
contemporary The Advocate in its
editorial remarks yesterday. “Since
the war began many young men of all
professions put country first and of-
fered their services, while others stay-
ed at home and no amount of pleading
; has resulted in their enlisting.” Noth-
i ing that we can say is more appropos

ito the subject than this.

In such cases the fishing
8perations conducted by such a fam-
ily is the cod trap fishery at home,
and nowadays such crews have motor
skiffs. The number of men to a erew |.
is four, oftentimes three. But there
are others beside fishermen and lab-
orers who have not offered and whose
proper place is at the front.

If there is anything in the Herald’s
argument why did it not use its in-
fluence a little while ago to prevent
a large number of men from going to
British Columbia to engage in whal-
ing. The Government must have
known about their going.

If the men in England, Scotland,
Canada and Australia had acted in the
way the Herald editor suggests there
would not be much need for us to
catch fish or do anything else. Con-
sidering the seriousness of the pres-
ent situation the Herald’s argument
is too trifling to be taken notice of
except to attribute it to one who is
willing to put party politics before the
Empire’s need.

In other respects there is a great
deal of common sense in what the
Herald says, but it is put forward
now for the first time. It is long ago
the Government should have consid-
ered this matter and not left it till the
last moment. One can plainly see

past winter but let matters relating
to the Regiment drift. Brought face
to face now with a demand for more
men on the part of the British au-
thorities and the voice of public opin-
ion at home, they are in a panie.
Unless one is much mistaken in the
signs of the times they will not be al-
lowed to let matters drift any longer.

CLEMENCEAU’S DENIAL.

PARIS, To-day.

In an official statement, issued by
the Government yesterday, Premier
Clemenceau’s denial of the truth of
the assertion of Foreign Minister
Czernin, that a conversation concern-
ing peace had been held between
Austria and France, was given con-
firmation. The note follows: Pre-
mier Clemenceau upon assuming the
duties of President of the Council
found that conversations had been
entered into, in Switzerland, upon
Austria’s peace initiative, between
Count Revertata, a personal friend of
Emperor Charles, and Commandant
Armand of the second Bureau of the
French General Staff, designated for !
that purpose by the French Minister
at the time.

M. Clemenceau did not wish to as-
sume the responsibility of interrupt-
ing conferences which had yielded no
results, but whica might furnish use-
ful sources of information. Command-
ant Armand thus was allowed to con-
tinue his journey into Switzerland up-
on the request of Count Revertata. In-
structions were given M. Armand in
the presence of hi3 chief by M. Clem-
enccau as follows: “Listen and say
rothing.” Count Revertata becoming
convinced that his attempt to bring
about a German peace was doomed to
failure, in order to fully characterize
his mission, gave Commandant Ar-
1aand a letter written in his own
hand, dated February 25th, 1918, the
first sentence of which reads: “Dur-
ing the months of Augus 1917, witn
a view to obtaining from the Frenih
Government a proposltlon_ to Austria
wvhich might lead to future peace, and
be of such a nature as to be suscep-
tibie of baing endorsed by . Austria,
and presented to the German Gov-
ernment, conferences have been en-
tered upon.”

Count Revertata, being himself the
solicitor, acknowledges the following
terms. The purpose was to cbtain
from the French Governmeént propo-
sitions of peace under <over of Aus-
tria for transmissio nto Berlin.

RRITISH OFFICIAL.
LONDON, April 6.
(Ofticial)—Between the Luce River
and the Somme heavy fighting con-
tinued yesterday during the afternoon
and evening till a late hour. The en-
emy employed strong forces and de-
livered repeated assaulis on our posi-
tions. These attacks were beaten off
with loss to the enemy, but our troops
were pushed back a short distance to
positions east of Villers Bretteneaux,
about nine miles from Amiens, which
they pnow maintain. North of the
Somme the enemy’s artillery has
been active during the night in the
neighbourhood of Bucquoy and in the
Scarpe Valley. Hostile concentration
early this morning in the neighbour-
hood of Albert were engaged by our
artillery.

BRITISH OFFICIAL.
LONDON, April §.

(Official)—Since dawn this morning
the Germans have delivered heavy at-
tacks north and south of Dernancourt,
southwest of Albert, and in the Te-
gion of Moyenneville. At Dernancourt
and southwest of Albert they succeed-
ed in getting a footing in our defence.
The situation at Albert was restored
by a counter-attack. In the region of
Mosnil and Beaumcnt Hamel our line
has been heavily shelled and some in-
fantry fighting has taken place near
Mesnil, without advantage to the enmy.
Enemy attacks on Moyenville were re-
pulsed. An attack carried out by our
troops southeast of Gommecourt vre-
sulted in the capture of 120 prisoners.
On the British frent south of the
Somme the situation has been quiet.

ITALIAN OFFICIAL.

ROME, April 5.

(Official)—Along the mountainous
portions of the front the enemy carried
out a persistent harrassing fire against
our lines. On the Asiago plateau we
dispersed enemy parties on the west
slopes of Mont Ostler, and our artil-
lery engaged marching troops and
transport movements in the rear of the
lines frem Sugana to Conegliano. Our
patrols carried out reconnaissance
work, capturing a few prisoners in the
Larsa valley. We also put to flight the
garrison of an outpost, and repulsed’
by rifle fire hostile patrols, In t,he,
Finer area along the Piave river the
activity of the opposing artilleries
reached remarkable intensity at inter-
vals. The fire of our batteries caus-
ed a conflagration in the enémy posi-
tions and destroyed gangwsys built by
the enemy opposite the Piave. Brit-
ish aviators brought down three en-
emy machines above Olemon, asd &
fourth was compelled to land near
Strigno.

GERMAN WAVE BROKEN.

LONDON, April §.

(Via Renter’s Ottawa Agency.)—
Telegraphing from French bead-
quarters to-night Reuter’s corres-
pondent says, General Foch address-
ing the Anglo-French correspondents,
said, all goes well. The boche, to call
him by his usual name, has been com-
pletely stopped. His advance has
been arrested since March 30th.
Turning to 82 map on which the suc-
cessive lines of the German advance
had been daily marked since the be-
ginning of the battle, General Foch
pointed out that the lines of progress
shown bore the successive dates of
March 27, 28 and 29 after the last date
no more progress is shown, because
the German advance was then held.
General Foch continued, we are now
at April 4. It is therefore clear ihat
the enemy rush is dammed, the waye
has expired on the shore evidently
because it broke up on an obstaple.

ATTACK IN DENSE WAVES.

LONDON, April 8.
After a heavy bombardment of our
lines from a great concentration of

The ag-
pault was over a wide front and ap-
pears to have had for its object a con-
verging movement on the town of
Carbie. Along the greater part of
the front the enemy was held and lost
heavily through machine gun and
rifie fire, but in the neighborhood of
Hamel, a little salient in our line was
straightened out under heavy press-
ure by the enemy. The first counter
attack delivered by the British troops
was not in sufficient weight to re-
gtore our positions.

GERMAN OFFICIAL.

BERLIN, April 6.
(Official via London.)—Ninety thou-
sand prisoners and more than 1,300
guns have been captured by the Ger-
mans in their offensive on the west
front up to the present, says the Ger-
man official statement issued to-day.

CUT DOWN LIKE WHEAT,

PARIS, April 5.

The accounts of carnage in the Ger-
man ranks which has been wrought
by the fire of the Allies, as given in
the official communications, are more
than confirmed by stories of the
wounded in French hospitals. We cut
down the Germans as a harvester
cuts down wheat, said a wounded lieu-
tenant from Lassigny. We went on
cutting them down until we emptied
our cartridge boxes. Then our Dra-
goons on their mounts came right to
the firing line and brought up more
cartridges.

Prisoners com-
plain of the state of the roads, due to
our ceaseless shelling, as causing de-
lays in the getting up of their heavy
batteries and adequate munitions.
Yesterday rifles and ‘machine guns
played the principal part in defence.
The Germans came on in dense waves
and suffered heavily. The enemy
wastage will prove a dominant factor
in deciding the present struggle,
hence the following details are note-
worthy: A prisoner of the 126th in-
fantry regiment stated the average
company strength in three battalions
of his regiment was forty of all ranks
when he was captured. A prisoner of
the 64th infantry reserve regiment
said that only eight men of his bat-
talion reached Bapaume on March' 25.

Huns Claims Numerons Prisoners and

Thus the-tragic tale involves unit
after unit, and consequently the most
extravagant estimates of the German
losses are posasible. The weather 1is
wet apd misty, unfavorable to offen-
sive operations. The troops are wel-
coming the inclement weather glee-
fully. To-day the Germans have
shown considerable aggressiveness.
At eight this morning they attacked
in the mneighborhood of Dernancourt,
on a front of nine thousand yards
with an estimated stremgth of nine
divisions, After desperate fighting
they reached the railway. An attack
in considerable strength .in the di-
rection of Ablainsville was complete-
ly repulsed. We attacked from the
sector of Fanque-Villers and it is ve-
ported we gaijned the first objective
at Busquoy, taking prisoners seven
officers and 120 men. The New Zea~
landers are in action again and as the
result of a dashing sortie took pris-
oners 4 officers and 130 men. Fighting
is progressing on a considerable por-
tion of the front north of the Somme
but not on a grand scale such as
would indicate a general resumption
of the offensive.

‘Florizel’ Inquiry.

(Friday’s Proceedings.)

Mr. McNeily wished to appear on
behalf of N. W. Chown and Sarah
McNeil, in regard to property mat-
ters while not wishing to interfere
with the regular course of the inquiry
or necessitate the recall of witnesses.
Mr. Blackwood pointed out that if re-
latives of the victims wished to be
represented at the inquiry, one solici
tor would have to be selected by them
or one appointed by the Board, other-
wise the enquiry would be seriously
inconvenienced. Representation can
only be granted on approval of the
Attorney General. Mr. Dunfield stat-
ed the Crown favored all lawful in-
vestigation as to effects of passengers
but at the same time it is undesirable
that the captain and others of the
ship should be delayed and the en-
quiry prolonged. He thought a subsi-
diary enquiry should deal with the
matter of effects, condition of bodies,
ete.

Mr. McNeily wished to obtain state-
ments as to the first handling of
bodies and of effects, the condition of
the bodies and undertaking arrange-
ments. Mr. Dunfield pointed out that
this should have no bearing on the
enquiry as to the loss of the ship.

He said we cannot be too
careful. I was sitting in my room at
450 when she struck. The butcher
came to my door and asked me if it
was ice. I said no, it is rocks now.
I ran to the bridge. The Captain was
saying about getting the boats out. It
was madness to start a*boat. We cut
the cover off one and it was washed
away. I went to go aft to my room
and I saw a lot of passengers in the
saloon and on the smoking room deck.

I am addressing this Appeal to all the people of
Newfoundland, but especially to those of the Outports.

Your Government have decided to make another
special attempt to obtain further recruits for the du-
ties forced upon us by the War. I am anxious to ex-
plain to you in simple and ‘strong words why those
duties are yours.

. In your sea-girt home you have, I know, your own
dangers and anxieties to face. As I write this my
mind is still full of the appalling disaster to the Flori-
zel. But War you do not realise; you are beyond the
sound of the guns which, in the South East corner of
England, I have heard day after day breaking in upon
the beauty and calmness of the summer air.

That awe-inspiring rumble of the guns which I ask
you to imagine—that Iurid light on the horizon which
I ask you to picture are the signs of a terrible struggle
for Right—of a mighty effort to save from ruin, not
only France, but every bit of free soil in the world,
including this island of which you are so proud. The
awful struggle seems to be approaching its climax
now and your close kinsmen are in the middle of it.

Some may ask, What is the danger? and it is my
purpose to endeavour to make it clear to you.

By some permission of Divine Provilence, which
we do not understand, a nation of criminals is now at-
tacking all that is just and true in the whole world.
Germany has set herself deliberately to violate every
law of Right and every principle of Humanity.

Never before in History has a War been planned
like this. Hitherto all wars have had some sort of
pretext of right or impulse of passion. It has been re-
served to the German military party to plot wilfully
and wantonlv a great crime against the peace of man-
kind.

And the hypocrisy with which Germany supports
the crime makes it still more abominable. As Judas
treated the Christ, Germany is treating Civilization.
Under appeals to God, Germany masks the utmost
malignities of the devil. The German nation to-day
knows no Law except that of the pagan, the liar, the
ravisher, the murderer. They are a curse let loose on
the Earth. And the task demanded of all of us is to
fight and conquer this curse just as in our moral life
we are bound to ficht and conquer Sin. The Cause is
a far broader and holier Cause than that which img¢
pelled the Crusaders against the Saracens. ¢

We may thank God that the greater nations of the
World have realised the justice of the Cause; and I
believe that every man in Newfoundland will one day
be thankful that he was at least asked to face this
question—*Is it not my higher duty to go out and save
humanity from destruction?”

Remember that your wives, your childrven, your
cottages, your boats. are in positive danger if the Ger-
man breaks through France. As he is treating the
foolish Russians, so he will treat every nation whom
he touches—America, Canada, Newfoundland, are to
him mere objectives for his greedy brutality. He is
entirely evil, he has no sense of right and no feelings
of Mercy. ;

This mass of incarnate selfishness is held back by
the strong arm of the Allies in France. Will any man
of British race decline to do all he can to defeat and
crush it?

At this moment the need is specially great, for the
Germans are now desperate. They begin to realise
the truth of that dread decree “He that takes the
sword, shall perish with the sword”. At no horror
will they hesitate if they can but escape the punish-
ment that is their due.

Now on every: man and woman among us lies the
duty to bear a hand in administering that punishment
a duty not only to ourselves but to posterity. If age
or health prevent some of us from going they do not
prevent us from following the greatest example ever
set to mankind and making the sacrifice of that which
is dearest to our hearts.

You young men I ask to listen carefully to the ap-
peals which will once more be made to you in the next
few weeks. Believe me that the voluntary act of a man,
impelled by the high sense of duty, is far nebler than
the xtnere obedience to the provisions of a public enact-
ment.

One special word I say to women. Try to realise
the sufferings of women and children wherever the
Germans come: think of the little children starved in
Belgium and slaughtered in cold blood in Armenia.
Let your men folk stand out and protect you, for in
helping to defeat the Germans they are protecting the
honour and safety of all their dear ones at home.

scription, The Herald clearly is of
that opinion, its only doubts being
as to the practicability of the idea, so
that the Advocate is alone in its op-
position. There is nothing surprising
in that splendid isolation. The Ad-
vocate is the Government’s mouth-
piece, and the Government have made
up their minds that there will be no
conscription of any sort. It remains
to be seen which is to prevail, the
will of the country or the will of the
Government,

Since the Telegram, News and Star
have made their views unmistakably
plain—and I congratulate them on
the courage with which they have done
so—I should like to mnotice briefly
here, the objections which the Herald
raises against the actual adoption in
practice of selective conscription. I
will take the points in my own or-
der.

Imprimis;- I think it will be abso-
lutely fatal to consider, as the Herald
suggests, what will need to be done
if the present effort at recruiting
fails. That moment has long since
passed.
and I think it will be a great pity if
it does not. This is not so strange a
thing to say as it may seem at first
sight. If voluntary methods produce
any more recruits, they Will be the
wrong men, They will be the men
whq have been doubting, torn between
the call of country and the .call of
duty to others, and now decided to
sacrifice the latter for the former,
married men, that is, men with de-
pendents, men in responsible posi-
tions, men with a consc¢ience, men
who can ill be spared; the eligible
slackers it will leave untouched and
unmoved. Further voluntary recruit-
ing will merely accentuate and con-
tinue the injustice that has already
gone too far. And in any case it will
not produce half the men required.
“Why in heaven’s name wait until it

has failed, to take the action that is_

absolutely imperative now?

Secondly, the Herald points, as it
has done before, to the “failure” of
compulsion in Canada. Has it occur-
red to the Herald that equivalent re-
sults here would bring in nearly 1,000
fresh men?

Thirdly, the Herald’s contention
that those districts which have not
given their quota should first be com-
pelled to do so before others which
have, like St. John’s, are called upon,

be enforced here.

The effort is bound to fail, |

glcal and unjust but most mis-

evous. It would be making invidi-
ous distinctions and inevitably setj-
one district against another. As‘a
matter of fact, compulsion applied to
all parts of the country evenly would
automatically correct the inequality
the Herald refers to: those districts
which have given least would then
obviously give most, and vice versa.
Besides, this idea of applying a ques-
tion like this to districts is altogether
unjustifiable; it is a matter for the
individual solely. Why should a man,
altogether eligible and without any
excuse to offer, claim exemption from
the fact that his district has done its
bit, and that his friends have shamed
him by their example?

Fourthly, the Herald objects that
selective conscription would work in-
Justice by making furthér drains upon
families that have already given gen-
erously of their sons. The very thing
it would NOT do. What is“the good
of having it selective if the remaining
sons of such families cannot at onte
be exempted on that ground? The
truth is, the Government ¢an make
any rules they please as to such ex-
emptions, making them wide or nar-
row as they may decide. The great
point is, that those who have NO
claim whatever to exemption shall be
MADE to go.

Fifthly, it is frequently and gener-
ally argued that conscription cannot
In answer to
which I would say that (1) it need not
be enforced up to the hilt: we want
500 or 1,000 men more, not half the
Island; (2) it is unthinkable that any |
place would seriously offer resistance
when it came to the test; (3) so few
men would be taken from each place
that no objection would be raised
when the real meaning of the meas-
ure became plain; (4) it can be em-| (
forced if necessary. Newfoundland
cannot be compared in that respect
with the United States, with a popu-
lation of 100,000,000, containing up to| I
10,000,000 Germans, and an army of
less than 100,000! Yet the States
adopted conscription at the very be- |t
ginning, and it was a marvellous and
brilliant success.

I could add many other arguments,
but space is short and they are re-
ally unnecessary. The combined jus-
tice and necessity of some form of i
compulsion are too obvious to every-
one, except the Government politicians,
to need emphasis. There is not a
word to be said against it, nor one in
favour of the voluntary system. As
the Telegram puts it, SELECTIVE
