French Invasion of Wales
On February 22, 1797, at ten o'clock 

in the. morning, three warships and a 
lugger ailed past the rocks called the 
Bishops and steered for the town of 
Fishguard. They flew the British flag 
and the fort of Fishguard was about 
to-fire a salute when the British col­
ours were hauled down and French 
ones hoisted Instead. Before that, : 
however, they had been recognized as 
French by a retired gentleman who 
had formerly been a sailor and who 
instantiy sent his servants to warn 
the neighbouring town of St. Davids. 
All was now in commotion, the lead on 
St. David’s cathedral roof was strip­
ped off and distributed to the black­
smiths to make into bullets. All the 
pewder that could be collected was 
shared out to everybody who had a 
gun and messengers were hastily sent 
in the surrounding districts to mob- 
ollze the local yeomanry and militia. 
Meanwhile the French ships disem­
barked 1,400 men unopposed at Pen- 
caer, near Fishguard, 600 of which 
were regular troops and the re­
in aihder convicts from the French pri­
sons. On the following day the ships 
departed, leaving the army stranded 
without supplies or means of retreat. 
On the same day many of "the militia 
came in and Lord Cawdor took com­
mand. Towards evening he arranged 
his little army and marched towards 
the enemy. His forces consisted of 
part of the Cardiganshire militia and 
the Castlemartin yeomanry, two com­
panies o' infantry and some artillery. 
They would doubtless have given a 
good account of themselves had It 
come to a battle, but the French com­
mander saw his position was impos­
sible to maintain and sent two officers 
to make terms. lie said he would sur­
render it the British Government 
would ship his army back to France, 
Lord Cawdor replied that if he did not 
surrender unconditionally within two 
hours he would attack with ten thou 
sand men. The ten thousand men 
were in their homes in various parts 
of England and Wales, but the French 
knew their game was up and sur­
rendered unconditionally. On the 
morning of the 25th they laid down 
their arms and were distributed to 
all the prisons round. Five hundred 
were confined in Pembroke gaol, and 
one hundred of thesa succeeded in es­
caping through a tunnel they dug un 
der the -valL So this French invasion 
came to an inglorious end. It was 
the last attempt of any foreign foe to 
land on British soil, although an at­
tempt was made during the recent war 
by Germans to invade Ireland.

Women held up 
their babes as asking a'blessing, and 
many prostrated themselves. Subse­
quently the populace gave him a more 
modern farewell, crowding clamorous 
ly round the motor car which drove 
very slowly through the. cheering 
throng. The Prince witnessed the 
final operations in the capture of 
herd of elephants from a raised plat­
form in the midst of the stockaded 
enclosure confining the herd. At one 
moment the struggling mass of tame 
and wild elephants upon which the 
Prince looked down was not five yâfds 
away.

WILLIAM F. COJJKER.—Sworn and 

Examined by Summers, K.C. 
q.—You are Minister of Marine and 
Fisheries?

A.—Yes.
Q.—How long have you been Minis­

ter of Marine and Fisheries?
A.—Since November 1919.
Q.—Did you receive any instruc­

tions from the Government respecting 
the purchase of salt for the year 1920?

A.—With regard to salt 1920. This 
matter was up before Council on Sev­
eral occasions for the spring of that 
year 1920 and Council decided to 
leave the matter of salt arrangement 
with the Department of Marine and 
Fisheries and I have a letter here 
from the Deputy Colonial Secretary 
dated 30 April 1920, which I now 
read:

“Dear Mr. Coaker,—At the last 
meeting of the Executive Council, it 
was decided to authorize you to meet 
the Salt Importers, and to consider 
the question of providing a similar 
guarantee with regard to the import­
ation of salt as has been given in pre­
vious years. This is simply to bring 
the matter to your mind.

Yours Sincerely,
ARTHUR MEWS,
Deputy Colonial Secretary.” 

Hon. W. F. Coaker,
Minister of Marine and Fisheries.
(Letter put in marked W.F.C.l).
Q.—Did you get any other communi­

cation from the Government in con­
nection with the purchase of salt?

A.—I don't think we had any other. 
There were no other instructions ex­
cept those given at Council meetings 
and contained in this letter.

Q.—What did you do?
A.—The Department arranged with 

the usual Salt Importers about the 
supply and price of salt fot that 
spring. I have some correspondence 
here dealing with that.

The situation in June was no salt 
supply for July or August; none had 
been ordered by importers. If the 
fishery had turned out fair no salt 
would have been available for July 
and August. Consulted importers ; no­
thing definite was arranged outside 
of the fact that all agreed that there 
was a necessity for the importation 
of a cargo of salt for the summer sup­
ply. No one agreed to undertake to 
bring in salt for summer supply. The 
salt importers thought a part cargo 
would be wanted at St. John's. At 
that time it was impossible to obtain 
salt in the world anywhere; there was 
no salt available except at Cadiz and 
in Portugal. At Cadiz there was a 
strike on and steamers were hung up. 
We were told that no salt could be ob­
tained from there until late in sum­
mer. In Portugal we eventually secur­
ed a load for the steamer “Everest.” 
That came here to the salt importers. 
Other salt ports were tried, but there 
was no salt available to purchase any­
where.

Mr. Barr was in London. We got in 
touch with Mr. Barr asking him if he 
could find out in London it there was 
any salt available that we might se­
cure at any price. Mr. Barr eventually 
obtained the offer of a steamer load 
of salt from Hamburg, and arrange­
ments were made by the Fisheries 
Department to purchase this steamer 
load of salt from Hamburg. At that 
time I was north, and I received a 
telegram from Mr. Hutchings which 
I now read:
June 14th. 1920.
Hon. W. F. Coaker,

The salt was ordered by the Govern­
ment In order to make sure that salt 
supply would be available. It was or-^ 
dered and paid for by the Government. :

Q,—What arrangement was made 
with the T.P.TJ. Trading Company?

A.—There was no arrangement ex­
cept that they would have to store 
as much as would be required to be 
taken out. As President of the 
F.P.U. I knew there was no rupplÿ of 
salt north, and I knew there was 
some in St. John's. When we ar­
ranged for the steamer to go to Port 
Union we arranged for part of the 
cargo to be taken out at Port Union 
and the balance to be taken out at 
St. John’s. There was no fish in 
June and very little fish was caught 
in July and the whole cargo of salt 
had to be stored because . no one

Vast Ecclesiastical 
Treasure Disappears.

JEWELS AND ".SACRED VESSELS 
REPLACED BY FAKES.

Sergiyevo, Russia. (By Associated 
Press.)—The $300,000,000 treasury of 
the Cathedral of the Trinity Monastry 
of St. Sergius has disappeared. Red 
soldiers now use as a barracks the 
buildings of what was once regarded 
as the righest and most famous con- 
as the richest and most famous con­
vent of all the Russians, save possi­
bly that at Kiev. There are but five 
monks left in the monastry. Fifteen 
others have removed a mile and a 
half distant to the Church of Geth- 
semane, at Chernigovskaya (Mother, 
of God), where they have founded an 
humble commune and till the soil. 
The other monks who lived at this 
vast religious mecca, to which yearly

came 100,000 pilgrims , have been 
scattered.
POSSESSED MIRACULOUS POWERS 

There are but few pilgrims now to 
pray before the Ikon of St. Sergius, 
the miraculous powers of which was t 
supposed by Russians to have saved 
the monastery from destruction by 
the French army of invasion in 1812. 
The very jewels of the open silver 
sarcophagus of St. Sergius have been 
removed or replaced with false ones, 
it is claimed. Many of the vast treas­
ures of church vessels, mitres and 
crozlers, made of solid gold and in­
laid with precious stones of immense 
value, are missing. It is claimed that 
the loot from the monastery equalled 
in value the treasures of gold and 
silver and stones of SL Peter’s in 
Rome. The monks remaining at the 
monastery show the churches to the 
few visitors. The monastery Is class­
ed as a national Soviet museum. No 
service Is held within the celebrated

churches. This city, which in I 
days permitted neither Jews I 
diers to camp or dwell here, i 
full of both.
